Paris vit St. Pieere, midnight, 
Feb. 28-—(Official).—In the Ar- 
gonne our heavy batteries and 
field artillery opened up fire 
the enemy’s communications, 
especially in the district of Chep- 
py Wood.

At Hill 285 we exploded a mine 
and occupied the excavation.

In district north of Verdun both 
artilleries are very active, except 
in the sector west of Meuse where 
the German bombardment had de­
creased.

During the day the Germans at­
tempted several partial attacks, 
which were repulsed by our fire, 
and counter attacks west of Doua- 
mont. Our troops engaged Ger­
mans in a hand to hand struggle, 
throwing them from a small re­
doubt they had succeeded in oc­
cupying.

In Woevre sector two attacks on 
Fresnes completely failed.

In Lorraine our artillery was 
very active in Reillon, Lomevre, 
and Badonviller sections.

Mutual but slight bombardment 
on the Belgian front.

LONDON, Feb. 28.—The British 
press is almost unanimous in assum­
ing that the Maloja and other ves­
sels, sunk by mines during the week­
end, were’ the victims of fresh sow­
ing of German mines.

There is much speculation as to how 
these mines could have been laid. The 
theory most frequently advanced Is 
that certain classes of neutral ship­
ping have been employed.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 29.—The Navy 
General Board’s conception of the 
needs of the United States as a naval 
power were outlined to House Naval 
Committee to-day by Rear-Admiral 
Knight, President of the War Navy 
College.

In formulating the policy that the 
Navy should equal the strongest afloat 
by 1925, he said the Board had in mind 
the establishment of two fleets, one 
in the Pacific, powerful enough to

PARIS, Feb. 28.—The French have 
been compelled to yield further 
ground to Germans in the great bat­
tle at Verdun, but heavy reinforce­
ments have been rushed to the firing 
line, and enormous losses are being 
inflicted upon the attacking forces, 
as they roll forward against the de­
vastating fire of machine guns and 
artillery. Although the Germans are 
making their greatest effort north 
east of Verdun, particularly around 
Douaumont, violent fighting is in pro­
gress all along the front from Champ 
Neuville to St. Mihiel about 50 miles 
away. A terrific attempt is being 
made by the Teutons to break the 
French lines upon the Woevre plains 
and to allow them to throw' heavy 
forces across the Meuse at St. Mihiel 
to cut off Verdun from the south.

The French War Office admits a 
withdrawal in that region for strat­
egic reasons, but claims that the fresh 
attacks of the Germans have been re­
pulsed. Both sides are being con­
stantly reinforced, and it is reported, 
but without confirmation, that British 
troops may be sent* to Verdun to help 
the French if the situation there be­
comes any more serious. It is be­
lieved, however, that this may not be 
necessary as military ? experts de­
clare that German assaults have al­
ready begun to grow weaker and that 
their frightful losses are having a de­
leterious effect upon the morale of 
the Teuton troops. Fewer infantry 
attacks have been made by the Ger­
mans and they have been relying 
more upon their artillery.

On the other hand, the French have 
just begun to deliver their counter 
attacks in earnest, and mighty drives 
are being made against the German 
positions.

London, Feb. 29.—Recent heavy 
losses in shipping, especially dur­
ing the week end, from floating 
mines and other causes has result­
ed in stiffening insurance rates. 
Underwriters last week quoted 
rates on shipping to the continent 
which were almost prohibitive.

To-day’s figures for east coast 
traffic show an increase of from 
ten shillings to twenty shillings 
per cent.; insurance for the Medi­
terranean and other voyages have 
not changed greatly, although 
there is more hesitation than here­
tofore in accepting risks.

This probably is due to the fear 
of fresh submarine activity begin­
ning March 1st when the German 
and Austrians decrees concerning 
the treatment of armed merchant­
men as warships will take effect.

PARIS, Feb. 29.—The fight for the 
possession of Verdun goes on with
increasing violence and multiplying:

oLONDON, Feb. 29.—Throughout the 
entire sector of Yerdun. except on the 
western bank of the Meuse River 
where the German bombardment has 
slackened somewhat, artillery duels 
are still in progress in vast propor­
tions. To the south-east the French 
at Fresnes, in the Woevre region, 
have put down all German attacks 
against that town, but the Germans 
have inaugurated an Important move­
ment in the Champagne district where 
by a surprise attack, they succeeded 
in entering a French advanced posi­
tion of a supporting trench over a 
front of nearly a mile, capturing more 
than one thousand men. Notwith­
standing the fresh reserves which the 
French have thrown into the fray in 
front of Douaumont, the German War 
Office declared their efforts have been 
fruitless and that the Germans have 
advanced their lines towards Bras 
and Vacherauville. It is also claimed 
by the Germans that they have en­
tirely expelled the French from the 
Meuse Plateau southward from 
Samogneux and west of Vacherau­
ville.

On the Russian front, around Fried- 
richstadt and Illoukst, there has been 
heavy artillery, machine gun and rifle 
firing. In Galicia the Russians repul­
sed an attempt by the Austro-Hun­
garians to capture trenches on the 
Middle Stripa River. The Austrians, 
according to Vienna, have put dowrn, 
with sanguinary losses, an Italian at­
tack against their positions on both 
sides of Monte San Michele, east of 
Azzo. They also claim to have de­
stroyed an Italian trench on the Gori- 
zia bridgehead.

The Russian are still operating suc­
cessfully against the Turks who fled 
from Erzerum and the Ottoman 
forces in the Persian battle zone.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 29.—Germany, 
in a formal Note presented by Count 
Von Bernstorff to Secretary of State 
Lansing to-day, reiterates the assur­
ances regarding the future conduct 
of submarine warfare given in 
Lusitania case and declares these as­
surances have not been modified by the 
memorandum setting forth its inten­
tions to treat armed merchantmen of 
the Entente Allies as auxiliary crui­
sers after mid-night to-morrow.

THE BATTLE OF VERDUN DESGRIDED 
AS A FRIGHTFUL MASSACRE

BERLIN, Feb. 28.—George Bern- 
hard in a leading article in the Vos- 
sische Zeitung calls for the destruc­
tion of all ships bound for England, 
whether armed or not. He points to 
the seizure by Portugal of German 
ships, which he says will probably be 
used under the Portuguese .flag to 
carry foodstuffs to England, 
writer fears that many German ships 
now’ lying in South American har­
bors may eventually be employed for 
the same purpose and asks, shall we 
then let these ships quietly pass 
which, as unarmed British merchant­
men, cross the ocean? We shall have 
to do so if we hold the phantom of 
torpedoing only armed merchantmen 
and sparing neutral ships in all cir­
cumstances. Herr Bernhard thinks 

.that the war should be carried out 
not against certain categories of 
British ships, put against British com­
merce on the seas. He declares the 
new submarine campaign is only per­
missible as a measure of reprisal

LONDON, Feb. 29.—The morning 
newspapers 'o-dav devote many col­
umns of space to the situation on the 
Western battle front. The fighting 
aroun Verdun divides attention with 
the new German offensive 4n Cham­
pagne to which the Times particular­
ly attaches much importance, 
expected offensive in Champagne, says 
the Times, has not been long in com­
ing. The German stroke was sudden 
and succeeded in penetrating both the 
advanced and supporting trenches in 
the neighbourhood of Navarin Farm; 
but the claims made by the German 
official communication may safely be 
regarded as exaggerated. The region 
is deeply scored with French defence 
works, as formidable as these around 
Verdun. Should the German offen­
sive develop further the Fflench will 
be found to be fully prepared.

Regarding Verdun the Times thinks 
that while the situation is still seri­
ous, the French will have signal ad­
vantages of any further German at- 
temps at advance.

Newspapers compare the French ev­
acuation on the east front of Verdun 
to the British withdrawal from the 
Gallipoli Peninsula, saying the Ger­
mans did not discover for sixteen 
hours that the French trenches were 
empty.

The Times comments on( the Ger­
man attempt to batter to pieces the 
town of Verdun, but points out the 
town was evacuated by the civil popu­
lation before the battle began.

London, Feb. 29.—The tide of 
battle around Verdun is not ap­
parently set in favor of either side, 
while the Germans claim further 
advances the French are equally 
emphatic.

LONDON, Feb. 28.—An official com­
munication concerning operations of 
the British in Mesopotamia was made 
public this evening. On the morn­
ing of the 22nd General Aylmer bom­
barded the enemy camp on the left 
bank of the Tigris to make him dis­
close his dispositions and at the same 
time inflict the maximum amount of 
damage. The enemy, taken by sur­
prise, lost heavily. Useful information 
was obtained by aeroplanes. A small 
column from Nasiriyeh moved out 
against a hostile concentration force 
four miles north of that place. The 
enemy fled, after suffering severely. 
Our casualties were nil.

General Aylmer continued his op­
erations next day with the object of 
securing a forward position on the 
right bank and bring a reverse fire 
on the enemy’s position at Hannah.

On the 25th two of our aeroplanes 
flew from Basra to General Aylmer’s 
force. The river is rising and a flood 
may be expected in a few days.

In short, these successes have 
not only recovered initiative for, 
the Allies, but have revealed the 
Secret of victory which consists in 
thorough preparation. Prépara-. 
tions of such a character could be. 
made in a.dav; and these are being > 
perfected with astonishing rapid-1 

ity. When these preparations will, ^ 
have been thoroughly completed t ** 
there will be.disaster for;ithe Hun- = 
ish hordes who, in their frequent ; 
efforts to regain.lost ground, have, 
been persistently defeated.

We have no means of knowing 
the exact state of affairs in Ger-( 
many; but that the situation is 
growing daily more appalling is ** 
evident from the little that leaks ** 
out from Berlin.

The ruling classes control sys-. v 
tematically not merely the army.- 
and navy and the civil administra­
tion but even public opinion and 
the circulation of news. The Gov-, 
ernment furnishes “copy” to the. 
newspapers, not only throughout 
the Vaterland but throughout the 
world ; and Hun agencies doctor it 
for the areas i» which it is to be 
circulated. In every country it has 
paid agencies, and either owned or 
subsidized newspapers.

There is now evidence that there 
‘is lack of organization in Ger­
many : this will surprise many ; 
but it is true. We gather this 
from vary patent facts. During : 
the last offensive of the Allies the 
Germans were compelled to send 
up as re-enforcement- odd bat-. 
talions wherever they, could be se­
cured; and their bluff of advanc­
ing into the Balkan area has been 
called. The fact that the Balkan 
effort has seriously crippled the, 
German offensive;.the. real aim of 
their Balkan activities was to call 
off portions of the Allied forces 
from what will be the decisive 
scene of the conflict. Germany is 
now practically at a standstill, or 
receding; and the former avenue 
through which she could obtain 
supplies—the Baltic has been ef­
fectively closed to German com­
merce., .

Then there is the disaffection of 
the populace; and the Socialist or­
gan “Vorwarts” says;

“Less and worse meat ; bread 
with nothing in it; half the usual 
quantity of butter and eggs ; the 
smallest and commonest kinds of 
dry and fresh vegetables; sugar, 
very limited; cocoa, tea and coffee, 
practically given up; potatoes and 
war bread the principal means of 
nourishment/’ ,

FRENCH
PARIS, Feb. 28.—In Belgium our 

batteries bombarded German works 
facing Steenstraate.

In Champagne, in the Navarin Farm 
region, north of Souain, the enemy 
succeeded by surprise in goining a 
footing in our advance trench.

In the region north of Verdun, bom­
bardment continues with great inten­
sity, especially in the centre sector 
and towards our right. There have 
been no other attempts on Cote du 
Poivre.

Yesterday, towards the close of the 
evening, the Germans tried several at­
tacks to capture the village of Douau­
mont. Their assaults were shattered 
by the resistance of our troops, which 
did not give way under the most furi­
ous assaults. At Douaumont Fort the 
situation remains the same. This fort 
is tightly surrounded by our troops. 
Fighting is decreasing on the heights 
of Vaux Village.

In Woevre the Germans renewed at­
tacks with great activity last night. 
The railway station of Eix was taken 
and retaken by attacks and counter­
attacks, but remains in our posses­
sion. All attempts against Hill 255 
southeast of Eix have been unsuccess­
ful in dislodging us.

Further south a German attack 
against Manheulles completely fail­
ed. Our artillery answ’ers energetical­
ly to the enemy’s bombardment on 
the whole front. In the Vosges we 
have bombarded several German posi­
tions in the Ban de Sapt region.

AUSTRIAN.
BERLJN, l?eb. 28.—An official Aus­

trian statement issued tp-dpy says 
that by the capture of the Albanian 
port of Durazzo, the Austrians took 
23 cannon, including six coast de­
fence guns, ten thousand rifles, and 
a large amount of artillery, ammuni­
tion and provisions.

The flight of the Italians from 
Durazzo, the report says, was carried 
out hastily and in great disorder.

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BRITISH
LONDON, Feb. 28.—Friday’s despei 

ate fighting has been resumed, and 
continues at Verdun, with the net re­
sult that the enemy made progress 
from the north, capturing Fort Douau­
mont. The French now encircle the 
enemy force in the fort'. The slopes, 
east and west, are covered with Ger­
man corpses. Talon Hill is rendered 
untenable, by either side, by artillery 
fire. The French hold Poivre Hill, 
Handromont Farm, and Douaumont 
village, having repulsed violent at­
tacks against each.

In Woevre the French withdrew 
on thé 26th nearer the Meuse Hills, 
and now hold Ei Station, which has 
changed hands several times. An at­
tack on the hill position, southeast of 
Eix was repulsed. Further south, an 
attack against Manheuller failed 
completely.

On the 22nd the enemy penetrated 
half a mile' of the French line in the 
Givenchy Wood.

In Champagne on the 25th the 
French captured the enemy salient at 
St. Marie • Apy, with three hundred 
prisoners. Near Navarin on the 27th 
the enemy penetrated some elements 
of the French first line and support 
trenches. An attack on a mile front 
in the Vosges completely failed.

A new naval Zeppelin has been de­
stroyed by a French incendiary shell. 
The crew were killed.

The P. & O. Maloja struck a mine, 
and sunk off Dover. About 140 lives 
were lost.

The Russians captured in Erzerum 
13,000 prisoners and 323 guns. The 
pursuit continues. The Russians have 
occupied the town of Kermanshah in 
Persia.

DEATHf

Has High Praise 
for Nfld. Regt.

The Governor Hears From Suez 
of How Our Boys Carried Out 
Their Share of the Work 
Gallipoli

on

Suez, Egypt, * 

Jan. 25th., 1916
To His Excellency,

The Governor of Nfld.
Your Excellency,

I feel sure that you and the peo­
ple of Newfoundland will be anxious 
to hear of the doings of their Con­
tingent since they have been on active 
service.

As you doubtless know, the Regi­
ment landed at Suvla in the Galli­
poli Peninsula in September and 
attached to the 88th Brigade of the 
29th Division which Brigade I have 
the honour to command. It was with 
the greatest interest and gratification 
that I looked forward to their joining

were

us.
The Brigade was holding trenches 

very close to the Turks on the left 
centre of our line. The Newfoundland 
Regiment was at first in 
Whilst in reserve all officers and the 
different companies were sent up to 
the trenches and attached to Regi­
ments in the firing line to get prac­
tical instruction in trench warfare. 
All ranks were remarkably quick in 
picking up all there was to be learnt, 
and their keenness was very notice­
able. The result was that after a 
very short time they took over part 
of the firing line as a separate unit. 
There were no big operations, but 
small enterprises were frequently on 
foot, and in all they had to do the 
Regiment continually showed a splen­
did spirit of readiness and resource. 
1 especially recall incidents of the 
nights of 4th and 5th November when 
we advanced a part of our line. I de­
tailed them for this work, and it was 
admirably carried out, all who took 
part showing the highest courage and 
determination in face of very severe 
opposition. The result of the oper­
ations was entirely successful.

Another occasion I should wish to 
recall is the storm of 26th November 
and following days. A very violent 
rainfall, which flooded the trenches 
more than waist deep was followed by 
three days of northerly blizzard with 
intense frost. The conditions were 
such that the most veteran troops 
might have Taeen excused for losing 
heart. But, in spite of very heavy 
casualties from exposure, the Regi­
ment never for a moment gave in, 
but maintained their spirit and cheer­
fulness in a wonderful manner.

Then again, in the evacuation of 
Suvla and Helles operations of which 
the success depended entirely upon 
the steadiness and discipline of the 
troops taking part,their share in these 
extremely anxious movements was 
most admirably performed.

It has been the greatest honour and 
pleasure to me to have these gallant 
fellows in my Brigade, whose tradi­
tions they have most worthily upheld. 
Their fellow countrymen have every 
reason to be proud of them and their 
doings.

The whole 29th. Division is 
enjoying a much needed and 
earned period of rest in Egypt, prior 
to operations in some other sphere. 
It is my sincerest wish that the New­
foundland Regiment may continue 
that whatever dangers and hardships 

may yet have to undergo, they 
will continue to prove themselves sec-
