It was finally agreed between
them to take such action as was
necessary to protect their general
interests as contemplated by the
agreement of their alliances. Ja-

LONDON, Sept. 4—11.55 p.m.

In a battle lasting almost a fort-
night the Austrians have suffered
terrible losses, 12,000 having fal-
len in one place alone, while the
Russian general claims to have
taken thousands of prisoners and
200 guns.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5. — Great
Britain yesterday took steps to en-
courage commerce with her ports and
through the British embassy an-
nounced that as little suppression of
shipping would be done as possible.

German fleet Failed in its initiative
Twelve years dlmost to a day bes
fore the declaration of war, the Kai-
ser flung to the world his vaunting
signal, “The Admiral of the Atlantic
greets the Admiral of the Pacific,”
when he sent his then puny squadron
on a visit to the Czar of Russia. Two
years later the Admiral of the Pa-
cific was beaten off the seas. Nem-
esis has waited longer for the would-
be Admiral of the Atlantic. Now. it is
for him to make good his boast.
The chances were unpropitious 1n
the first stage of the war. :
It has always been an axiom cf
the German fleet that the true plan
of campaign was to cripple or to re-
duce seriously the strength of the
British Fleet at the outbreak of the
war, or even earlier, by secret nigzt
atacks by torpedo craft. Every book
1)11])115]1('(1 in ‘Germany on naval war-
fare in the past decode has insisted
on this. All the naval manoeuvres,
all the tactictl exercise of the German
fleet have been directed to that end—
mght_g{ttack,' swift, sudden, deadly
alike if necessary to friend and foe,
but at all costs deadly.
 The covering of the North Sea with
floating mines, in the path of mer-
chant vessels, before: the declaration
of war by German ships ‘was part of
this strategy.
Why Plan Failed.

* Thesplan failed because Britain
scented the coming of war, andg,
contrary to all historical precedent,
was prepared for war.

It is no exaggeration to say that if
details of the past few weeks’ move-
ments in the British navy could be
made public they would stagger the
Empire, which blindly trusts to the
readiness of the fleet without under-
standing it, and without much com-
prehension of its meaning in the pre-
servation of its safety, honor, anr
welfare,

It had always been Germany's hooe
to catch divisions of the Fieet separ-
ately at anchor off the east coast
ports, preferably the main battle
fleet of the latest Dreadnoughts «t
Cromarty. Flotillas of destroyers can
creep about the North Sea in time >f
peace without arousing suspicion,
and they could, therefore, cover 510
knots from Wilhelmshaven to Crom-
arty, the 4350 to Rosyth, and the 320
to Sheerness, on British coasts, at
an economical speed, reserving
enough coal for a spurt at full speed
at the moment of attack, probably
an hour before dawn, and even then

\

retaining coal sufficient to crawl
back to the German coast if- neces-
SALY. o
An attack of that sort, inspired
naturally by the success of the Jap-
anese manoeuvres at Port Arthur at
fhe outbreak of the Far Eastern wor
in 1904, has been rendered impossi-
ble for Germany by the simple fact
that our (Fleet was not caught divid-
ed. and that between it and the Ger-
man coasts there was a wide-flung
screen of scouts and small craft cou-
stantly on patrol. Through such a
screen only one or two individual de-
stroyers could at best hope to creep
undetected.

The “extent of ghe British  prepara-
tions is shown by the loss of a mine-
layer off the German coast.

It was a daring and heroic task to
undertake. The mine-layers are oid
cruisers of no speed and small arma
ment. Detection in their case means
destruction. But the men of this
unnamed ship, the first victime of
“The Day,” went willingly and bold-
ly to their fate, setting their traps
within the very jaws of the tiger.

Germany, then, has been defeated
in the first tactical move of the war,
She has not been able to decimate
our battle squadrons by one wild,
desperate hurling of her destroyers
against them in the dark of night be-
fore a declaration of war.

Instead, our squadrons had beea

collected, and had sailed out to n- |

tercept the enemies ship before they
could steal out to attempt their pri-
vateering on British commerce.

Germany’s ships sullenly retreated
to the covering shelter of fortresses,
while the British bull dogs waite
patiently about till their prey ap-
peared driven out to justify their ex-
istence by the force of public opin-
ion, or the zeal of the Kaiser.

Naturally, the enemy was shy about
appearing since she was left to face |
twenty Dreadnoughts, ten of thenr
armed with 13.5 inch guns, with her,
own thirteen Dreadnoughts, none of
which carry anything larger than a
12-inch gun. She has not reduczd
the margin between us in the North
Sea, and in the Mediterranean her
fleet hiked away in fear to hide in
a Turkish harbor, thence to announ-e
it had been sold to Turkey.

With Germany’s commerce swept
from the seven seas, and Great Bri:-
ain’s maritime service proceeding so
evenly “that marine insurance rates
fell to 4os. per cent (or really 2 per
cent.) it «cannot be said that the
Kaiser’s fleet covered itself with
glory in the first stage of the awful
game of war!

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WHAT MORE MAY CANADA DO?

In silenc: and s:fcty England has
landed her expccitionary force upon
French and Belgian soil, and once
again the North Atlantic is- open to
‘the passage of our travellers and
goods. And t1i® we could say within
ten “days of thec deciaration of ywar
between Gcrmany and the British Em-
pire. It is an astonishing triumph,
and we ow: it to the security guaran-
teed by an overpowering British fleet.
The moral fo#cvery one of-us Cana-
dians is too plain to need enforcing.
The events of the past fortnight have
burnt that moral into our minds be-
yond all risk of obliteration. But, say
the surface talkers, it is the swift
British cruisers that have done these
things, that have escorted British
troopships across the English Channel
and are now policing the Atlantic.
From that they argue that Canada
still has no need to think of Dread-
noughts, and can, when framing her
naval policy, be content to help the
Empire with the lighter and cheaper
war craft of the sea. It is a shallow
reflection. The English Channel was
made safe and the Atlantic is kept
open because the force of German
Dreadnoughts is bottled up by .an
even greater force of British Dread-
noughts. Without these = British
Dreadnoughts standing sentinel over
the exit from German home waters,
Germany would all through this past
week have been strewing the Atlantic
with death and disaster, menacing
every British and Canadian ship, and
possibly even pushing its mailed fist
in the very face of Quebec and Mont-
real. Taken altogether, it is a terribly
real object lesson in Canada’s true
place in Empire defence.

Canadian mobilization is, according
to all accounts, proceeding swiftly and
well, thanks in a large measure to the
new ~ inter-Imperial organizations
prompted by the Boer War and also
the zeal of at least a hundred thousand
young Canadians to share in the hon-
or of ridding Europe of a threatened
Prussian tyranny. The Ottawa and
Torento districts alone provided en-
ough volunteers for the full contin-
gent of 20,000, and one of the latest
messages says: ‘“For the present the
Militia Department has all the troops
it needs, and it is thought that contri-
butions of food may be more valuable

than men or guns.” On behalf of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company,
which is always in the forefront when
it is a question of Empire, Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy has offered a hospital
ship to the War Office through the
Canadian Government, and munificent
gifts of money and material come
from such large-hearted Canadians
and Anglo-Canadians as Lady Strath-
cona, Lord Mount Stephen, Sir Ed-
mund Osler, Mr. J. K. L. Ross, Mr.
Eliot T. Galt, Mr. Hamilton Gault,
Mr. R. B. Bennett, M.P., and others
whose names are recorded in another
part of this issue and whose prompt
generosity is striking evidence of the
power and will of Canada to help to

SHYS TIES

British Public Should Re-
cieve Accounts of Tre-
mendous Fighting

[By Special Wire to the Courier]}

-+ JWONDON;8ept. 5.—8.02 a:nr.—
The Times, speakin geditorially,
of the lack of offical war news,
says:

“Premier Asquith said on Mon-
day that the government felt that
the public .was entitled to
prompt authentic information of
what happened at the front, and
that the government was making
arrangements to that end. We
wish we could see any sign that
these arrangements were coming
into force. y

“The country has now been at
war for a month, and during that
period the public has been fur-
nished with only one adequate of-
ficial = statement regarding the
land operations of the most pow-
erful army Great Britain ever
sent to the continent. During the
remainder of this week, no fur-
ther important information has
been vouchsafed.

“In time of an unprecedented
crisis, the press has a great patri-
otic duty to perform. It has to
stimulate and deepen the public
interest in this struggle which is
bound to .last a very long time
and on which the fate of the em-
piire exists.

“Germany is well aware of the
potent influence of the press and
uses it to the uttermost.”

“We commend to attention the
fac simile we publish to-day of a
communication purpofting to
emanate from a member of The
times staff, a -person who has
never existed. This unscrupulous
communication has been publish-
ed in hundreds of newspapgrs in
Western Amegica.

“We could quote innumerable
examples of the kind. One rea-
son why ‘Turkey is on the yerge
of war, is that Constantinople is
swamped by Germany with fabri-
cations about alleged British and
French reverses, Another example
we quote to-day shows that the
German and Dutch press is now
being mobilized for efforts to de-
tach France from the entente,

“Germany has even approac{led
The Times and other English
newspapers offering for publica-
tion the reports of her general
staff upon ‘the military operations.

*“Qur government has done no- ,
thing to counteract these activi-
ties. In a month we have had on-
ly one statement of any value.
We have received from Petrograd
infinitely more information than
from our own war office.”

Tremendous losses have beern sus-
tained by the fourth German . army
corps in France.

“Infamous!” Mr. Asquith is not a
rhetorician. He never exaggerates.
He understates rather than overstates.
Yet this cold master of exact epithet
)’de.s'crihes the conduct of Germany as
“infamous.” Infamous is the right
word fer the brutal attack on Bel-

gium. TInfamous is the right word for
the German bribe offered to England
—a bribe of mercy for us if we be-
trayed France, with a promise that
Germany would at the end of the war
be satisfied with the French colonies!
A  British admiral told me recently
that Prince Henry of Prussia once
made a very illuminating remark to
him., He said: “My brother likes the
English, but he does not understand
them.” = The Kaiser's brother was
right. ‘The new' Napoleon does not
understand England. He thought
that England would play the part of
Judas and sell France and Belgium
as weil as her own free soul. “In-
famous!” That is the word. How
could England here hold up her head
in the world if she had taken the Ger-
man bribe? How could any Briton
have looked a Frenchman in the face
if she had sold the little nations to the
Prussian tyrant The Union Jack, the
White Ensign, and the Red Ensign
would have for all time have been
symbols of cowardice and dishonour.
Enclishmen for the first time in their
history would have shown the white
feather and written themselves down
as traitors and poltrooms. But Eng-
land was true to herself. She faced
the mailed fist with calm courage. She
and her allies are going te destroy
the German tyranny, and establish a
peace in Furope that, with God’s
blessing will last for ever.

There have been searchings of
heart and searchings of conscienee
among many good citizens and true
patriots as to the justice of our cause.
Let me sav boldly and frankly that 1
could not have supported a war of ag-
gression. But ‘Germany, in my con-
sidered view, is in this awful war the
aggressor. ~ England, up to the last
second of the twelfth hour, stood for
peace, for law, for the settlement of
feuds by the comity of nztions which

{lost precious time by her determina-
tion to secure for Germany every
possible opportunity to preserve the
peace of Europe. But I hold that
her respect for the sacryd ‘emblems
lof law and the holy symbols of peace
were justitied. She fights without a
'stain on her sword and without a
blotch on her armour. - Into this
dreadful war of nations she goes
without a meral tremor.
ie just, because it is the cause of
humanity. She is defending her right
Ito breathe, her right to hold up het
head. her right to be free. She is
lalso defending the liberty of the little
nations.

There is overwhelming proof that
Germany prepared her attack deliber-
ately, cynically, callously: She tramp-
led under her foot the peacemakers.
iShe made peace impossible. Do not
Limagine that I 'am one of those who

we call “the Concert of Europe.” She:

Her cause’

s

e
feel any rancour against the German
people. They are sheep led to the
slaughter by their rulers—men who
believe in the hellish evangel of blood
and iron, men who form a militarist
autocracy which knows no scruples
and has no respect for treaties, no
reverence for international law, mno
consideration for the rights of small
nations like Belgium, Holland, Den-
mark, and Switzerland. Until these
despots have been overthrown there
wil? be neither law nor liberiy in
Europe. Like many other admirers of
German culture, German science, and
German philosophy, I did not believe
that Germany would yield to the bru-
tal savagery of her military clique. 1
was wrong. I am sorry for the great
German people. But even as we
fought France when she was led by
Napoleon to destroy the liberty of
Europe, so now we must set our
teeth to destroy the new Napoleon.

King George, with the instinct of
the English sailor, has described our
Navy as “a sure shield,” not as a
sharp sword.. It is a true word, Our
Navy is our “sure shield.” I 'have
eaten the salt of the Nayy at naval
manoeuvres. I have sa* in the wa-d-
room of a British cruiser and drark
the health of Queen Victoria in mar-
sala. I have been shipmates with
some of the men who are now figit-
ing for England in the North Sea. 1
have spent a whole night on the
bridge of a British cruiser while ‘iie
squadron was steaming without lights
under the conditions of actual war.
I have strained my eyes watching n
the black night for the onset «f at-
tacking destroyers. I know -hat
noble fellows are the officers and the
men of the Navy. I have faith in their
skill. in their daring, and in their
unbreakable resolution. No country
in the world ever had heroes more
heroic, warriors more indomitable,
sailors more unconquerable.

But I warn my fellow-countrymen
against the folly of .underestimating
their German antagonists. The Ger-
mans are the greatest military Power
in the world, and in order to defeat
them the Allies will require to fight
as they fought against Napoleon. The
whole strength of the British Empire
must be put into the struggle, and it
is the duty of every man and every
woman to make sacrifices for our
common heritage. This is not a war
into which we go with light hearts.
We go into it sadly and reluctantly—
dragged by bitter and unayoidable
necessity.” Our conscience is clear as
{day, for now we know that Germany
'had planned and prepared every vio-
|lation of neutrality and every stroke
against France and England. It s
a war which we could not have es-
caped. even if we had surrendered
like slaves and borne kick after kick,
blow after blow. It is a war of defence
against the destruetion of our.inde-
pendence and against the annihilation
of our Empire, It is a war for the
fellowship of nations, for the rights ot
the little peoples, and for the holy
principle of mediation and arbitration
and peace. !

There are some wars which inspire
[nobody with noble ideals, but this

war is not one of them. It ought "o
inspire us all with a numble sense.of
faith in a good cause. We cannot be-
lieve that we shall be beaten in a just
quarrel which we did not seek,
which was thrust vpon us; but we
would prefer to be beaten in defence
of the right than to conquer in a war
of tyrants—a war waged to crush li-
berty and slaughter freedom. Our
national spirit is now to be tested as
it has never been tested for a hundred
years. Happily, in these islands we
fight as brothers. As an Irishman I
rejoice in the glorious spectacle of
Irish unity. Germany has united Ire-
land, and for this let us all give
thanks! It is a good omen.

.. Vicissitudes of Antwerp

Antwerp is mentioned as early as
the 8th century; in the 12th and 13th
it gave signs of considerable pros-
perity and in ‘the beginning of the
7 it was the ‘commercial
capital of the world. Its government

and well educated.

_ When in 1576 it was seized by th
Spanish soldiery it is estimated jtha
8,000 hyman beings wgre murdered;
and .'he city hall ‘and nearly a thou-
sand ‘fine buildings were burnt. The
effect of this and the assault of the
Duke of Parma in 158z caused Ant-
werp to- sink into decay and its po-
pulation was scattered. ‘

From 1704 till 1814, while it was
held by the French, Napoleon at-
tempted to make it a great military
and commercial/ centre. The union
of Belgium with Holland in 1815 was
very favorable to the commerce and
general prosperity of Antwerp. By
the ‘revolution of 1830 it was linked
to the destiny of Belgium, but when
the revolutionary party gained pos-
session the Dutch commandant, Gen-
eral Chasse, retreated to the citadel,
and, exasperated by the breach of
truce, commenced a bombardment
which destroyed the arsenal and
many houses. ;

Two years later a French army of
50,000 men, under Marshal Gerard,
appeared before Antwerp to demand
the surrender of the citadel, which
was refused, but affer "the iinterior
of the citadel had been reduced to
ruins by the French artillery, General
Chasse capitulated.

The city was handed over to the
Belgians and since the treaty of 1830
Antwerp has had a singularly pros-
perous career.

Key to Low Countries

Whether Napoleon was strategi-
cally justified in describing Ant-
werp as Yistol pointed at the
heart of England” is still.a contro-
versial subject with military ex-
perts. The best judges do not con-
cur in the deseription. As a naval
port Antwerp itself is open to nu-
merous and weighty objections, and
it is a question whether any amount
of mouncy and labor would render it
suitable for such a purpose.

He is operating now against ~ the
Germans' for the ‘second time in his
life, having served : with ~ General
Changy’s Army of the Loire, in the
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-71. He
was then a lieutenant of 21, and was
deprived of the chance . of winning
glory by an attack of penumonia.

After that he served with that band
of Royal Engineers, who, by actual
surveys in Paléstine completed tre

so’'s charges against the veracity of
the ‘Scriptures.. Then ‘he first dcquir-
ed that marvellous knowledge of Eas-

native ability in disguising himself,
added so greatly to his usefulness in
African warfare.

This cleverness at disguise, coupled
with the knowledge of Arabic which
he had picked up in his wanderings
in Syria, gave Kitchener much of his
power in his early years in Egypt. It

of | was ‘he, as chief of the secret service,

who discovered the conspiracy which
led to the death of Gordon and the
fall of Khartoum.

Divulging His Secret Knowledge.

Kitchener had managed to find his
wdy, dressed as an Arab, into the
Dongolese camp. The Mudir of Don-
gola, had, around him seyeral thous-
ande of followers, who were suspect-
ed of sedition.

The next morning one of the Arab
leadérs was examined before Lord
Wolseley. Kitchener sat by his side,
and it was ¢clear the prisoner recog-
nised his features. He gazed at the
British soldier, now in full staff uni-
form, with an expression which could
not be mistaken. Then Kitchener
spoke and in an instant the prisoner,
now sure of his man, rushed upon him
and seized him by the throat. Kitchen-
ener was being overwhelmed, and
Lord Wolselédy was abouit to draw
his sword when the guardcame to the
rescue.

In ten minutes the Mudir of Don-
gola was surrounded, and the con-
spiracy was broken.

The story of how the Sirdar out-
witted two Arab  spies, which .  is
vouched for by one of Lord Kitchen-
er’s relatives, shows the same quality
of resource put to very different use.
The spies had feigned deafness, and
Lord Kitchener could ‘get nothing
from them. ;

They were detained in a tent, and
in half an hour another spy was ar-
rested .and bundled into the tent with
the other two. They were left for an
hour, talking briskly all the time, and
then the door was thrown open and
the third spy demanded to be taken
to headquarters. It was the Sirdar
himself, who had of course, found
out all ‘he wanted to know.

Slow Promotion for Him,

Kitchener’s rise to notice was slow,
because his army for a long period
was only engaged in little fights. It

ed his Egyptians’ until they could
fight. In 1888 he attacked Osman
Digna at Handub, the battle ending
in a retreat, Kitchener himself leaving
the battlefield with a bullet .in his
face. Later in the year he led a bri-
gade of Soudanese over Osman’s

In June, 1902, when the long and
harassing war came to a close, he
was rewarded by the title of Viscount,
promotion Field Marshel and succeed-
ed the Duke of Connavght as Com-
mander in Chief and High Commis-
sioner in the Mediterranean. He un-
dertook a tour of inspection of the
forces of ‘the Empire and went to
Australia and New Zealand to ‘draw
up local schemes of defense.

After his. return to England in
April, 1910, however, he déclined to
take up his Mediterrancan appoint-
ment, -owing to his dislike of its in-
adequate scope. ‘He was appointed
British ' Diplomatic Agent in Egypt.

Lord Kitchener has never distin-
guished himself as brilliantly in the
|field as many of England’s generals,
but there are many who consider him
the greatest English soldier since
Wellington.

Homily to Soldiers

Field Marshal Earl Kitchener’s gol-
dierly homily to the men of the Brit-
ish expeditionary force the other day,
was as follows:

“You are ordered abroad as a sol-
dier of the King, to help our French
comrades against the invasion of
a common enemy.

“You have to perform a task which
will need your courage, your energy
and ydur patience.

“Remember that the honor of the
British army depends on your in-
dividual conduct.

“It will be your duty not only, to set
an example of discipline and perfect
steadiness under fire, but also to main-
fain the most friendly relations with
those whom you are helping in this
struggle.

“The operations in which you will
be engaged will for the most part
take place in a friendly country, and
you can do your own country no bets
ter service than in showing yourself
in France and Belgium in the true
character of a British soldier by be-
ing invariably courteous, considerate
and kind.

“Never do anything likely to injure
or destroy property, and always look
upon rioting as a disgraceful act.

“You are sure to meet with a wel-
come and to be trusted. Your con-
duct must justify that welcome and
that trust.
