CANNOT BE A DICTATOR.
“The thought that the peace media­

tor might prove a peace dictator 
springs'from the curious idea that one 
would be compelled to--do what the 
peace mediator desired. In serious 
political circles in Germany fortunate­
ly this idea is not held. Should a peace 
mediator ever become really ne. es- 
sary and appear on the political stage, 
his part should prove a rather short 
one. If he ascertained ‘the peace in­
clinations of warring powers and pro­
posed and brought about an armistice, 
he would have done enough to be 
mentioned gloriously in history. The 
question of peace itself would have to 
be left entirely to the powers imme­
diately concerned in the

“It is quite another matter whether 
incidentally all the civilizel peoples 
could and should discuss their future 
vital interests at a joint conference, 
but that would have nothing to do 
with peace mediation as such.
THE MOST PLEASANT SO LU 

TION
"The most pleasing solution of the 

conclusion of peace for use would be 
of course, when we alone could dic­
tate the peace conditions. The hope 
that such will be the case, we all har­
bor. Its fulfillment lies with our 
army, navy and natural strength.

"There is no hurry about all these 
things. It seems beyond all douot 
that our enemies desire the war to go 
on through the summer, because they 
have a firm but erroneous conviction 
that Germany will collapse from the 
lack of food stuffs before a new har­
vest can be brought in. In this, as m 
so much else during the war, they wnl 
deceive themselves. We Shall ha’ e 
to limit ourselves even more than 
heretofore and give up many habits of 
life, but we will come through.

WAIT TILL THE FALL
“Only when our foes shall have real­

ized the true situation, that is to say, 
in the fall at the earliest, will tney 
consider the then most important 
question, whether they shall fight o : 
or conclude peace on the basis of the 
war situation.

“Whether in the latter case they 
care to send à mediator or themselves 
come to us, will be a matter of indi.- 
ference to us, for neither the one nor 
the other step would alter the situa­
tion. Therefore, it could not alter the 
final result of the war."

The democratic spirit of the “Em­
pire builder" will follow him to his last 
resting place. His great home will be 
opened to the employees of the Great 
Northern railroad this afternoon, and 
the fact that to-day is a holiday will 
make it possible for most of the sev­
eral thousand of the employees of the 
company here and in Minneapolis to 
view the body of their employer.

Funeral services will be held from 
the home Wednesday at 2 p.m. Right 
Rev. Thomas J. Gibbons, vicar-gen­
eral, will have charge of the services. 
The funeral will be public, but only 
relatives, close friends and persons 
employed by the Hill interests are 
expected to attend.

All day and through the night mes­
sages from all sections of the country 
were received by members of the fam­
ily. They came from railroad presi­
dents, financiers, civic and state or­
ganizations and political leaders. AH 
expressed grief at the loss of one of 
the nation’s most widely known men 
and offered condolence.

All day long throngs of persons 
passed the big brown mansion on 
Summit avenue. Every flag in the 
city was at half-mast. Wednesday all 
the banking institutions in the city 
will be closed at 1.30 pm.

prisoners. They were frightfully em­
aciated . ’The whole garrison would 
have perished if Towrikhend had held 
out a few days longer. When the 
capitulation was signed, only six mules 
were left to feed the army and 20,000 
of the civil population.. When Towns­
hend tried to send the Turkish civil­
ians out into the Turkish lines, the 
Turks hanged forty of them as a 
warning to the remainder to stay and 
consume the British food.

Berlin, May 30 (by wireless to Say- 
ville)— An unsuccessful attempt to 
assassinate the Austro-Hungarian 
minister to Persia is reported in a 
Constantinople despatch to the Over­
seas News Agency. The attempt, 
recording to the despatch, was made 
by Djemel Bey, who several years 
ago was involved in the assassination 
of Mahmoud Schefket Pasha, Turkish 
grand vizier and minister of war, and 
who in consequence was expelled 
from Turkey.

“Djemel Bey,” continues the des­
patch, “who has been for some time 
in the service of Russia, wore the 
uniform of a Cossack when he at­
tempted the assassination.

in Which Officers Should 
“Carry On.”

Niagara-on-the-Lake, May 29. — 
“There are no bad battalions, only 
bad commanders," said Brig.-Genernl 
Logie to an open-air conference of 
officers in the grounds of the head­
quarters last evening. "Punctuality, 
discipline and efficient administration 
are three essentials to a good officer. 
Be on time, ‘do it now’ should be you-, 
motto. Discipline is founded upon the 
faith of men in their officers. As to 
administration, I would advise com­
manders to organize a good orderlv- 
room as they would organize a busi­
ness, and then leave it to their Adjut­
ant and Junior Major to run it, while 
they should get out and look after the 
training of their men.

"An officer should have a sense of 
humor and high ideals. An officer 
and a gentleman should be syn­
onymous.’

The General urged them to observe 
the ordinary manners and conversa­
tion of their own homes while at the 
table and in their quarters and to 
show a healthv example to their men 
in all such things. He asked them 
to exercise their authority with fair- 
ness and good-humor. Not to make 
a personal matter out of an official 
rebuke. They should disabuse their 
minds of the idea that they were in­
vested with authority.

Sir George Cave, however, was 
happy in his opportunities. When 
he entered Parliament, the Unionist 
party was at very low ebb, and a man 
oi really great debating gifts, such 
as he posscses, was bound to come to 
the fore. Moreover, the subjects 
which came forward for Parliamentary 
discussion were such as he was pre­
eminently well versed in. He had 
uot been long in the House before the 
Carapbell-Bannermann Government 
brought in its licensing bill—and 
vhat George Cave does not know on 
the subject of licensing is n°t worth 
knowing. He regularly riddled the 
bill before it met its final end at the 
hands of the peers, at that time with 
their veto unimpaired. Subsequently 
his speeches in criticism of the fam­
ous Lloyd George Budget made a 
deep impression in the House. To-day 
Sir George Cave is a distinct power 
in Parliament—a greater power than 
his official position of Solicitor-Gen­
eral would seem to indicate.

As Solicitor-General Sir George 
Cave draws a salary of $30,000 a year, 
v-ith the additional emolument of 
romething like $4,j,°oo a year in fees 
But he probablyc made a financial 
sacrifice when he accepted office- 
even an office carrying with it re­
muneration on so generous a scale. 
For he was doing literally an enor- 

business at the Chancery Bar, 
and since 1913. had been what is call­
ed a “special,” which term has a 
world of significance about it as re­
gards the magnitude of the fees which 
the lucky ‘special’ receives. In tact, 
he swept all before him at the bar 
just as he had done at Oxford, and 
he is recognized as perhaps the most 
erudite and profound lawyer in the 
present House of Commons.

the first French victim of the war. He 
was killed by a German at 10 a.m., 
August 2, 1914, the day before the 
declaration of war".

Corporal Peugeot was a sentry on 
the road to Faverois, when an advanc­
ing German patrol was sighted. He 
was amazed to see troops twelve miles 
inside French territory and went out 
to arrest the German officer. He was 
twice wounded, but before he was 
killed, shot and fataUy wounded, the 
lieutenant in command of the German 
patrol. Corporal Peugeot was a 
school teacher by profession, but 
incorporated into the army on Novem­
ber 1G, 1913, and was made a corporal 
on April 1, 1914 . He had passed ex­
aminations to become an officer m 
the reserves.
