Queenstown, the telegram said. Their condition is not serious.

Struck Twice
London, Feb. 27.-—A Queens­

town despatch to The Chronicle says 
that the Laconia was torpedoed in 
comparatively calm weather, 
first torpedo struck near the stern, 
and when the vessel was struck a 
second time, she listed quickly to 
starboard. The boats got away with 
considerable difficulty, but there was 
no panic among the passengers < r 
crew. The smallness of the loss of 
life was due to the excellent discip­
line of the passengers.

A steamer brought 267 survivors 
to Queenstown early on Tuesday who 
were rescued from eight boats. The 
passengers’ version of the number 
lost differ. Some s^y 25 were drown­
ed, and others not more than 10. 
Among those known to be lost are 
Mrs. and Miss Hoy, Americans.

Apparently two small parties of 
the Laconia's survivors, apart from 
the main body, have been landed, 15 
at Bantry and about the same num­
ber elsewhere. The steamer which 
rescued the bulk of those aboard the 
Cunarder carried also the survivors 
of the sunken British steamer Fal­
con and 14 members of the crew of 
another lo^t British vessel.

persons, seventeen passengers and 
a negro porter, were killed in a rear 
end collision between an express 
train and a freight on the Pennsyl­
vania railroad at Mount Union sta­
tion, 43 miles east of this city, early 
to-day. The accident occurred short­
ly after midnight and the bodies 
were so badly mangled that six hours 
later only nine had been identified.

In addition to empowering 
president to arm merchant ships and 
to employ “other instrumentalities” 
and providing $100,000,01)0 by a 
bond issue, the bill would permit the 
president to transfer any part of 
that sum to the federal bwreau of 
war risks insurance to be used in 
paying losses of American ships 
above $5,000,000. Total payments 
are limited to that amount now by 
the size of the entire fund. The pro­
posed increase would he a precau­
tion against the possibility that if a 
number of ships carrying federal in­
surance were sunk in the war zone, 
the government might not be able 
to redeem their loss.

The following vivid article by a A real "nest" of vile beasts! This 
is to be our job. By Jove, how 
stilling it is! Suddenly the glare 
of a rocket lights up the sky, fol­
lowed by ten, twenty, thirty others.

The hour lias really 
come. We are to start.

My heart is beating violently— I 
do not know why. One needs to 
have sea-legs” to avoid knocking 
oneself against the sides of this car­
case of steel, which is waddling a- 
long ungracefully over ruts and un­
even places.

The motor 
system of our "tank” is gripping 
the soil, sticking to it, gliding and 
gripping itself along like a centi­
pede.

men to enlist, proved to be a total 
failure, as was also the ease of a 
personal canvass, and now we have 
asked the government to enforce the 
Militia Act as the only sure way of 
bringing these slackers to a full 
knowledge of their duty.

Over 75 per cent, of the enlisted 
men from Ontario are married men. 
We are asking for more married 
men to fill up the ranks of the 215tli 
so they can go overseas as a unit. 
We are offering you an extra induce­
ment by providing rent free homes 
lor the families of the married men 
of the city of Brantford who enlist 
in the 215th during the present 
month. The houses are to be rent 
tree, and the cash contributions are 
'to be paid monthly until such time 
as peace is declared or the husband 
returns.

We want you now. Come ajid en­
list before the Act comes in force. 
Go overseas witfi a bunch of men 
that are not conscripts but Canadian 
volunteers, who are offering their 
lives, if necessary, for the protection 
of their homes and country.

These single men will follow you 
later on, but you won’t want to 
mingle with them; they are of a dif­
ferent class altogether. Physically, 
they look all right, strong, hardy 
and able to take their place as sol­
diers, but there is something radi­
cally wrong with their heart or men­
tal powers. One would think that by 
some strange freak of nature, their 
brains had been placed in their feet, 
and naturally having cold feet, their 
brains have become dormant.

They say they have nothing to 
fight for, at least nothing that could 
induce them personally to get into 
the fight. They would go to the U. 
S." or some other country and leave 
their mothers, sisters and sweet­
hearts to suffer the fate of the Bel­
gian women rather than part with 
the pleasures they now enjoy or run 
the risk of stopping a bullet in de­
fence of their country.

One young man, on being asked to 
enlist, replied that he would sooner 
be placed with his back to a wall and 
be shot than become a soldier. If his 
preference was carried out to the 
limit, I think it would be the best 
thing for our country, considering 
the high cost of living at the present 
time. There is an old saying, God 
hates a coward! What then must 
their mother feel and suffer in se­
cret. Her own son. part of her own 
flesh and blood, branded as a con­
script. He must he a coward, for he 
refuses to fight for her who would 
willingly lay down her life for him. 
We want you eligible married men. 
Come now. Get into the uniform at 
once. Our officers are all that could 
be desired, and our men would be 
glad to welcome you as one of them­
selves.

“After two weeks of complete rest 
his temperature taken every four 
hours, eating three hearty meals 
and drinking pints of milk per day, 
the corporal is allowed to trade his 
bed for a comfortable canvas chair. 
Now he lies all day on a verandah, 
a class B patient, and has ample leis­
ure to admire the bold, wooded hills 
rising up against the horizon and 
the lovely lake beheath, In which the 
mountains are reflected as in a mir- 
ror. All day long he breathes in the 
health-giving Laurentian air, the 
best possible balm for sick lungs.

“Two months pass away and now 
this soldier is a different man. He 
has lost the langour that he brought 
to the mountains. He becomes rest­
less and envies the boys at exercise. 
His weight recorded regularly, 'has 
increased by 16 pounds. A great part 
of the shell-shock has been blown 
out of his system by the bracing 
Laurentian winds.

"He comes up for examination and 
on this occasion Dr. Byers is able to 
give him two excellent things: First, 
fifteen minutes’ exercise, morning 
and afternoon, and, secondly, the 
splendid news that in their battle ag­
ainst tuberculosis, the lungs of Corp. 
Jones have delivered a severe check 
on the hostile bacilli ; in fact, have 
actually commenced to drive the en­
emy out of the invaded territory, 
and threaten a complete collapse ot 
the attacking forces at an early date.

"So now, every day, Corp. Jones 
puts on his puttees, grips his cane, 
and walks leisurely up and down and 
around the gloriously-garmented 
hills, and feels, after the prison of 
the chair, that a new heritage of life 
and liberty has been vouchsafed him.

“Every week, since his weight has 
not decreased, -and all things testify 
to his making excellent progress ; his 
exercise is prolonged by fifteen min­
utes, until at last he has four hours 
daily, two in the morning and two 
in the afternoon.

The average West­
ern man ascribes the hesitation of 
the Easterner to his Ignorance of 
Western conditions. He himself can­
not think in any other terras, ecclesi­
astically, than Union.

He be­
lieves that the raising of the tax will 
have the effect of causing many 
people to dispose of curs that roam 
the city sterets and will force those 
people who wish to maintain a lux­
ury to pay for it. Many people who 
have been receiving assistance in the 
past from the city relief officer have 
at the same time been keeping and 
feeding dogs. Mr. Ludlow knows of 
two cases where the recipients of aid 
have been helped for five or six 
years, all of which time they have 
had in their possession at least one 
canine.
