the German Empire

Anti-German League Will Still Main-
tain Policy.

“No trading or industrial relations |

with the Germans or Germany,” has
been the watchword of the British
Empire Union of Canada Anti-Ger-
man Trade League since its incep-
tion in the early part of 1915. This
organization, formed by prominent
| Toronto men, Including J. Enoch
| Thompson, Spanish Consul, Noel Mar-
! shall, James P. Murray, J.P., Rev.
H. T. F. Duckworth, dean of Trinity
College, and Prof. Alfred Baker, of
Toronto University, will continue to
carry out this policy.
The general policy outlined in sev-
| eral pamphlets issued by them Iis
to carry out in Canada a program
| similar to that of the British Empire
Union of the United Kingdom, with
! the object in view of protecting Can-
adian industries agalust German
competition. They also aim to make
an end of Hun influence In com-
merce, finance, and politics and to
combat German aggression, open and
secret. Although no active propa-
ganda will be issued by the organiza-
tion the members will put forth every
effort personally to ally all the local
merchants and dealers to the cause.
Up to the present the results shown
have been excellent and it is appar-
ent that there is a strong anti-Hun
feeling rampant among Toronto busi-
ness men.

Where cases of merchants dealing
in German or Austrian goods are
brought to their notice a letter as
follows is sent to the offender: ““This
society has received a complaint that
you are selling German goods. It is
a rule of the soclety that none of our
members will have any dealings
whatever with those who handle our
enemies’ products, or employ Ger-
mans, If you have any denial to
make it will receive our proper con-
sideration. Remember every dollar
spent on enemy goods ultimately aids
the Germans.”

“With several exceptions, however,
Toronto merchants have allied them-
selves with us,” sald Mr. Thompson
when explaining the work of the
League. ‘A wholesale merchant in
the city whose extensive business
gives him a position of some distine-
tion was invited to join the Anti-
German League. His reply was “‘Cer-
tainly not! I intend to keep German
goods after the war. Why shouldn’t
I?7” It 18 just such men as that
whose every idea is to make money,
who destroy our national spirit,” con-
tinued the Spanish Consul. “But
we as business men will refuse to
have any dealings with him what-
ever. Another important retail-trad-
ing firm has imported German goods
since the outbreak of war. The Ger-
man marks on the packages were
covered with red labels inscribed
Made in Canada.” Our only response
to men of this sort is a quotation
from Bismarck, the famous tierman
statesman who said, 'The war of the
future will be the economic war, the
struggle for life on the largest gcale.
May my successors always bear this
in mind and always take care that
Germany will be prepared when this
battle has to be fought.’

"We are going to protect Canada
and Canadian industries at all costs,”
concluded Mr. Thompsoa.

A Formal Phrase,

Canadians often ask why the pro-
clamations issued at Ottawa in the
King's name describe the Governor-
General as ‘“our right trusty and
right entirely beloved cousin aand
counsellor,” when the Governor-Gen-
eral is not a relative of the King.
The word ‘“cousin’ here does not
mean a blood relaticn; it is a term
used since the sixteenth century by
sovereigns as an honorific style in
addressing persons of exalted but not
equal sovereign rank. In England
this style of address runs back to
the time of Henry IV (1399-1413),

His Speeches in Australia
Give Clear Warning.

Existence of Empire De-
pends On Sea Lares.

Sydney, Australia Cable—(Corre-
spondence of the Assoclated Press.)—
Admiral Viscount Jellicoe preached a
policy of preparation for war in some
ot the speeches he has delivered here
while visiting Australia to inform the
Australian Government concerning
matters of naval policy.

“When discussions take place on
such subjects as the League of Nations
or the question of limitation or arma-
gents, 1 trust it will never be for-
gotten that the existence of the British
Pmpire depends absolutely upon the
safety of its sea communications,” sald
Viscount Jellicoe at Sydney, where he
addressed the Navy league. Before
the war, he said, Great Britain suf-
fered from a lack of sufficient ships
to guard the long lines of communica-
tion between London and Australia,
and, he added, “it {s up to the British
Empire to see that we are never In
want of sufficlent policemen afloat In
the future.”

Speaking of the “deadly risks run in
the last five years,” the.Admiral sald:
“One can only hope that in the futurs
sufficient provisions will be made both
by the mother country and by the
overseas dominlons to insure the im-

possibility of defeat of the British
navy."

SAYS ASQUITH
WANTED PEACE

German Woman Claims She
Got the Proposal.

This Was After He Quit
Premiership.

Berlln, Tueeday, Despatch—H. H.
Asquith, who retired as British Pre-
mier in December, 1916, launched &
“peace feeler” in August, 1917, ac-
cording to a letter written by Fran
l:‘rleds Perlen, Presldent of the
Stuttgart branch of the International
Women's League for Peace and Free-
dom, to the Freiheit.

Van Beeke said that the declaration
of Dr. Georg Michaells, then German
Imperial Chancellor, relative to safe-
guarding boundaries, had, as he con~-
celved it, created an unfavorable im-
pression abroad, and declared that he
wanted to establish whether the
Relchstag would not make clear the
German etand regarding Belgium.

| Mrs, Mosquito Does All the Biting of
Human Vietims,

Whatever else may be sald of the
mosquito, ‘there Is one thing certain:
he ts a perfect gentleman. The male
mosguito never bites. But, unfor-
tunately, the same cannot be said of
the female of the species, for it is
the lady mosquito which helps to
make life unbearable for us during
the warm wenther

The female mosquito has the abil-
ity and desire to piece the human
skin with her needle-like mouth, if
she gets the chance, and to suck a
small drop of blood. If this were all

ghe did it would be bad enough;
hut, when Mrs. Mosquito pierces the
skin she also Injects an Irritating
suebstance, saliva, which sometimes

carries with it mieroscopie, unicellu-
lar animals, which cause malaria
Indeed, down the mieroscopie sali-
vary duet of the mosquito has ﬂuwod'
the fluid, which has altered the fate
of continents and played a conspicu-
ous part in the destructfon of the
ancient civilizations of Greece and
Rome, according to no lesser awmthor-
ity than Shipley

Mosquito larvae live only in water,

but the females of certain species
adisplay what might almost be called
foresight; they lay their eggs on

ground, which will later become cov-
ered with water, as on the mud of

low places, along a salt marsh. The
most familiar mosgquito eggs are
those of the rain-barrel specles—eggs

which are laid on end, side by side,
in a boat shaped mass on the surface
of the water in barrels, tubs and
similar places.

The larva or “wriggler,” which
hatches from an egg has a very short
breathing siphon on its back, at the
tail end. The larva is lighter than
water; when feeding or at rest it
floats just #elow the surface and
paraltel to it; when disturbed it
wriggles vigorously from side to side,
the motion sometimes carrying it
downward, but mor: frequently side-
ways. When at the surface the end
of the breathing siphon pierces the
“surface film,” opens it, and exposes
the egds of the traucheae, the tubes
which convey air to all parts of the
creature's body. In order to feed on
the microscopic plants and other
organic material floating at the sur-
face, the larva rwists its neck until
its mouth is on a line with its back

As a young insect feeds its flesh
increases, but it's skin not
streteh sufficiently te accommodate
the enlarging body Therefore, the
old skin from time to time
and a new, larger skin is formed
lly there comes a time, as in the

case of such insects as moths and
beetles, which like the mosquite
have a complete metamorphosis o1
change, when there emerges from a
larval skin something which is nei-
ther larva nor adult, and which is

called the pupa
The pupa of moths is, for the most

part, immobile and frequently en-
closed in a protective case, the co-
coons, which is spun for it by the
larva. The pupa of the mosquito,
on the other hand, is active, but not
€0 active as a larva, and it does not
feed. It aiso differs from the larva
in being hunched up, instead of
slender and in having a pair of
breathing siphons on its thorax, (the
1 of the body just back of the
head), Instead of a single siphon on
the tail. The adult mosquito ftinally
cmerges from a split in the back of
the cast pupal skin, which forms a
miniature boat, upon which the adult
I tand while stret¢ching itself be-
fore it fies away to perpetuate its
species, perhaps at the expense of
ours. Studies on a common fresh-

water mosquito, recently made, show-

ed that at 20 degrees C., the cycle
was completed in 19.6 days, at 25
degrees, in 11.7 days, and at 30 de-

grees in 7.8 days.

Mexican Civilization,

There was roughly three settled
national civilizations prior to the
Conquest, with a minor fourth, the

Tarascan, on the middle west coast,

Michoacan. The Aztecs were a na-
tion of sacritecers, who had come
down from the north spme centuries
before, and treated the far higher
and more peaceful civilizations of
Southe Mexico about as did the

Goths in Rome, or the Manchu Tar-
tars in China. Their civilization was
about on the level with that of con-
temporary Europe in organization,
and much beyond that in education;
though they destroyed and never
learned the best of what existed be-
fore them, writes Willlam Gates in
the World's Work. But they were,
and still are, a warlike and Tartar
race. Qaxaca, the California of Mex-
ico, was the seat of a great civiliza-
tien, of the Zapotees and Mixtecs,
ronquered in battle by the Aztecs hut
& short time before the Spaniards
came, The Mayas of Yucatan are
wholly different in race and charac-
ter; they always have a smile, one
never sees a scowl or hears a quar-
rel; but they are sturdy, laborious,
und tenacious of their nationality.
The Aztecs were in course of con-
querjng them when the Spaniards
came. And the raclal antagonism of

Mayas for all Mexicans is extreme;
they do not want thew. —Family

bor?—The lawyer's attempt was evi-
dently to hide bebind a strained in-
terpretation of a word of the law.

& Jew and no one else, and he, with-
out doubt, concluded that, If his inter-
pretation proved to be correct, he yet
bad hope of eternal life; for he be-
lleved that he loved the members of
his own race. Jesus opened to him
an interpretation of the scriptures that
wag far richer than the one he had
yeot admitted. 30. Jesus answering—
Jesus had commended the lawyer as
far as he could, and now he proceefled
to show him the flimsiness of the
foundation upon which he stood. The
answer of Jesus was not for the law-
yer alone, but for all who after him
should cavil about duty. His answer
Wwas convincing and overwhelming. A
certain man—Undoubtedly a Jew, al-
though that is not specifically stated,
but the entlre setting of the parable
shows that he was a Jew.

They
Would not hesitate to commit murder
it by that crime their purpose had
been better served. 31. By chance—
‘At the same time. The word “chance™
does not properly express the idea.

The two natlons had no
dealings with each other. had com-
paasion—HIis subsequent acts showed
his compassion. 34, went to him—
Instead of shunning him, as the priest
and the Levite had done. oil and
wine—These were recognized then as

wounded man over night, but he felt
his duty was not yet done.

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WHY DO WE SLEEP?

There s Much Yet to Be Known
About It.

Some of the most usual things are
also the most wonderful, but just be-
ocause they are famillar It never occurs
to us how wonderful they really are.

In all the complex arrangem@gnts and
inter-workings that go to mhake up
human Itfe, there 1is, perhaps, one
more remarkable than that by which
at regular Intervals our consciousness
is blotted out, the activities of our
bodies' and minds cease, and sleep
alone posseses us. Yet since this mir-
acle happens In the ordinary every
day of his life, the wonder of it never
strikes us. We do not stop to ponder
ort it and to ask what Is It that hap-
peas when life §s thus almost com-
pletely interrupted.

Why do we sleep, and more, why
do we wake again?

Like most natural phemomena that
appear so simple the explanation Is
hidden from us. The physiologist
tells us that sleep is a “synaptic dis-
soclation of neuroms.” It may be, but
we are not much the wiser for that,
even if we know both what i{s a neuron
and what happens to It when It is
synaptically dissociated. No, we do
not know just what sleep is nor why It
happens.

It used to be thought that sleep hap-
pened because the circulation of blood
through the brain grew so feeble that
this, the seat of consclousness, could
work no longer and sleep took (@
place. Many years agpy indeed, a
surgeon studying the subject watched

the failing circulation of the brain
through & hole in the skull of a sleep-
ing animal. Yet this is only effect, not
cause. The brain has less blood be-
cause it aleeps; it does not sleep be-
cause it has less blood.

More recently it has been thought
that during the active day we make,
by the sctivity of our muscles, a pol-
son which bas the pecullar action of
deadening meatal action. This gradu-
ally accumulates in us till by the time
that sleep is due at night, the brain
is overpowered. This argument Is
supported by the famillar fact that
there are many polsons, drugs of the
“dope”™ class, for example, which are
certainly capable of producing sleep.

Sleep I8 & necessity of life no less
than #s food. No man has ever suc-
ceeded In ever keeping awake for more
than & few days continuously. If he
is forced to do so, as In anclent Chi.
nese tortures, where constant tiekling
of the feet made sleep impossible, he
falls a¢ last Into a comatose state from
which he never awakes.

There I8 no greater misery than an
boon than the untroubled sleep that
nightly brings us fresh and mvigor-
ated to the next day's task.—M.D, In
unwilling wakefulness, and no sweet-
er, London Express.

Forcing Plants by Light.

To force the growth of plants by
the use of artificial light is not a new
idea, but the system hitherto has been
too expensive in propertion to obtain-
able results.

Recently a man engaged in horticul-
ture discovered an efficacious method
of applying light for this purpose. Ar-
ranging in winter quarters his plants
as he wished them to grow, he supplies
a lamp with mercury vapor for fuel
and the seeds germinate in less than
half the ordinary time, while the vigor
and Intensity of the color of the
flowers Is superior to that of the pro-
duct grown naturally.

Another curious phenomenon noticed
in eonnection with this action of light
is an flofinite multplication of the
downy substance commonly found on
stems, Those grown in shadow have
the stems relatively bare Very good
practical results have been obtalned
by this system.
