How We Got Our Present Calendar.

The Julian year comsisted of 3051,
days and exceeded by 11 minutes 13.95
seconds the solar year of 365 days, 5
hours, 48 minutes, 46 seconds. ' In
consequence of this, the equinox in the
course of a few centuries fell back con-
siderably. In the time of Julius Caesar,
ic corresponded to March 25, and by
the sixteenth century . it had ‘retro-
graded to March 11. It was at this.
time that a physician of Verona named
Ghiraldi proposed a plan for amending
the calendar, He died before he had
opportunity to carry it forward, but
his Dbrother presented it to Pope Greg-
ory XIII, who assembled a number of
lcarned men to discuss it. It was
passed upon favorably and adopted,
and thus was given to the world what
has since been known as the Gregorian
Calendar. In 1582 Gregory issued a
brief, abolishing the Julian Calendar
in all Catholic countries, andgintroduc-
ing the reformed one.

The ‘reform of the Gregorian or new
on the Julian or old consisted in drop-
ping ten days after October 4, 1582, so
that the 15th was reckoned imme-
diately after the 4th. Every one hun-
dredth year, which by the old style was
a leap year, was to be a common year,
the fourth century, divisible by four,
excepted; that is, 1600 was to remain
a leap year, but 1700, 1800, 1900 were|
not to be reckoned as such, while 2,000
is to be so reckoned. In this calendar,
the length of the solar year is taken to
be 365 days, 5 hours, 49 minutes and 12
seconds, the difference between which
and the true length is immaterial. -~

TWO MILLION

Irish Born Population Kow Living in
the United States.

Washingtan, March 20.—Two million,
in round numbers is the approximate
Irish-born population at present living
in the United States, While these are
not the official figures of the 13th cen-
sus, it is a close estimate based upon
the 1900 census and the immigration
and emigration of Irnsh-born..  immi-
grants during the ten years following.

Tabulation of the figures of the 1910
census had not progressed far enough
to permit the director of the census to
give to-day the number of Irish in this
country, and it may be three months be-
fore the statistics are ready.

Immigration from Ireland for - the
past ten years has  been uniformly
steady, averaging about 37,000 yearly.

CATTLE EMBARGD.

Foot and Mouth Disease Breaks Out
in Surey, England.

Canada has repeatedly protested
that Canadian hergs ave pl':lcti(‘llll‘\' free
of infections diseases, and the British
embargo could not be justified on the
ground thet tne importation of Cana-
aian cattle into Britain would lead to
the outbreak of cactle disease there.

An illummazive commentary on the
situation is now given by the passing of
an order by the Departnent of Agnicul-
ture placing an emosargo on the importa-
tion ‘into Canada o all Englisy  live
Stock expect ilorces. The de iment
Las been advised by cable that an out-
break of l'o«yv;nld-n].n:-l; disease has ap-
peared among cattle neay Cobham, Sur-
rey. Pending its eradication all permits
to bring in cattle, sheep and swine from
England are canceiled. There is at pres-
ent no foot-and-mouty disense on this
continent, and the above stringent pre-
cautions are taken o insgre the con-
tinued imm‘umy of Canadian herds.

Alleged Coal Land Conspiracy in
- Maska Being Aired.

To Acquire Lands by Unlawful, Fraud-
* ulent and Other Means.

Penalty for Offence Fine of $10,000
or Two Years Jail,

Chicago, March 20.—There are” two
counts in the Alaskan coal lands indict-
ment in which Canadians are involved,
which is drawn under what is known as
conspiracy statute. The penalty provid-
ed is a fine of $10,000, or imprisonment
for two years on all counts,

The land which the nine  men are
charged with having conspired to gain
is situated on the south side of the
Matanuska River, extending from Chie-
kaloon to King’s River, and land on the
north side of the Matanuska near Moose
Creek, The tracts are known as  the
Watson group of coal claims and the
Matanuska coal company group.

The alleged conspiracy was begun at
Chicago on April 1,1908, azcording to
the indictment, and Albert C. Frost,
Chicago, George A. Ball, Munice, Ind.;
Henry C. Osborne, Toronto, Ont., and
Gwyn L. Francis, Toronto, were to have
been the chief beneficiaries, The acquis-
ition of the land, the indictment reads,
was to be effected by “unlawful, frau-
dulent, false and collusive locations, pre-
ferential rights to purchase, and final
entries and locations under the coal
land laws,

“That by cunning persuasion and pro-
mises of pecuniary reward and other
corrupt means, diver persons, qualified
by law to make location upon and en-
ter and purchase coal lands, should be
Procured to make unlawfui locations, os-
tensibly for exclusive use of claimants.
but in truth and fact for the benefit of
the conspirators,” .

In taking up the uh:n'go‘: against
Frost, the indictment contzing a copy
of a letter written to P. M. Mullen at
Juneau, Alaska, setting forth that
Frost had mailed applications for pat-
ents to thirty men, whom Ball is alleg-
ed to have induces to fill them. Other
letters contain a list of men and claims
which Muiien was asked .to investigate
for Frost.

Another ietter acknowledges the re-
ceipts of applications of scveral alleged
“Dummy” claimants.

The second indictment is brief and
sets out that in pursuance of the con-
spiracy, A. C. Frost on May 11. 1908 cor-
ruptly addressed a letter to P. M. Mul-
len, as follows: Z

“Referring to my letter of the Tth, it
has just oceurred to me that the loeca-
tors of coal claims in the Matanuska
Valley could have the funds wired to
vou direct to the First National Bank
of Juneau or B. M. Behrends B:mk.. ‘:m_d
will thank you to advise me which is
the most satisfactory to you.”

GRAZY MEN'S DEED

Two Lunatics Kill Keeper and Escape
From Asylum, ;

Desperate Struggle in Quebec Asyium,
and Men Still at Large.

A Montreal despateh says: Francois

D’Haine, a guard, was struck down and
killed at the Asyium of St. Benoit Jo-
seph to-day. Two iunmutles have escap-
ed from the institution. one of whom,
Augustus Panncton, is said to have been
the assailant.

Leader Balfour Heartily Endorses the
Peace Proposals of the President.

John Dillon Objects and Asks Some
Pertinent Questions.\
i

London, March  20.—Sir Edward
Grey’s endorsement of President
Taft’s arbitration suggestion was
seconded amid cheers in the House of
Commons  to-day by the Right Hon.
A. J. Balfour, the leader of the Op-
position, who in the course of his
speech declared that he eaw no dif-
ficulty in the way of carrying out
such an arrangement between this
country and the United States,

“The late Government did its bast
to carry out an arbitration treaty w.th
the United States. I hope that there
is a general feeling in America thas
the time has come when theee two
great countries may at least be bound

y treaty to refer all questions which
could possibly produce anything so
horrible as war between them to some
arbitration tribunal. The Secretary
for Foreign Affairs will find no
heartier friends of such a policy than
those in the Unioniet party.””

The first break in the chor
proval which greeted Sir ward
Grey’s arbitration proposals in the
House of Commons came from Mr.
John Dillon, member for East Mayo,
who described Sir Edward’s speech as
a gigantic red herring most succecs-
fully drawn across the path of dis-
cussion of the naval estimates. There
was, he said, nothing different, in the
Grey proposals from what appeared
in the treaty Lord Saliebury tried io
negotiate with the United States, ex-
cept the importation of an offenci e,
defensive and coercive alliaice
against other powers,

He gravely doubted whether this
would be found to be of advantace.
The proposals made no rovision ior
emall nationalities stru‘iing against
injustice or seeking for freedom. They
referred only to mighty employes
which were invited to combine for the
purpose of coercing others who would
not submit to arbitration. “Whay
about the struggling nationalities now
crushed under the hoof of eat em-
pires?” asked Mr. Dillon, ‘What #
Egypt asked for arbitration against
British occupation or Persia against
the Anglo-Russian agreement?” He
was extremely sceptical of the im-
mediate need for such a treaty evem
it it were possible to negotiate it.

One
of the logs is thicker than the other—
the heavier log gives the lower note, A
telegraphic code is baséd upon the dif-
fercrces of tone, and the number and in-
terval of the blows. The signals can
be  heard at distances of six to nine
miles, according to the state of the ate

LESSON XI111.—MARCH 26, 1911.

Review.—Read Pro;_ 14: 21-35,

Summary=-Lesson I, Topic: A na-
tional crisis. Place: Sechem. Reho-
boam, the successor of Solomon upan
the throne of Israel, refused to yield
to the just demands of his feople, and
ten of the twelve tribes of the mnation
fell away to Jeroboam, a man of mark-
ed ability and influence, who had been
a servant of Solomon. The exercise of
a little forbearance and wisdom on Re-
hoboam’s part would ecasily have pre-
vented the division of the kingdoms.

II.  Yopic: The results of disunion.
Shechem. Jeroboam was wise
as a politician. He saw the danger that
might threaten his hold upon his peo-
Ple if they should mingle freely with
the people of the southern kingdom by
going to Jerusalem to attend their re-
ligious duties. To guard against such
a possibility he established religious
centers at Bethel and Dan, setting up
golden calves as representations of the
true God.

III: Topie: The groundwork of a
revival. Place: Jcrusalem. Under the
inspiration that came to the kingdom
of Judah through the prophet Azariah
during the reign of Asa, the king insti-
tuted important reforms and the people
made a solemn covenant. to seek the
Lord with all the heart. They found
the Lord and had success.

IV. Topic: Deepening shadows of
Israel. Places: Tirzah; Samaria. Omri,
the king of Israel, removed his capital
from Tizrah to Saharia. He was more
wicked than, his predecessors and led
his people into greater sin. He was fol-
lowed at the end of his reign of twelve
Yyears by his son Ahab, the most wick-
ed of Israel’s kings. Ahab married a
heathen woman named Jezebel, whose
influence upon the king and the people
was deplorable. . Her name has come
down through history as a synonym of
baseness and unbridled cruelty,

V. Topic: The conditions of national
prosperity. Place: The Kingdom of
Judah. Because Jehosaphat carefully
followed the Lord he became strong in
his kingdom, and Judah was feared and
respected by nations round about. The
king sent out teachers throughout his
kingdom to instruct the people in the
law of the Lord. The thorough accept-
ance of God’s word resulted in strength-
ening the nation commercially and mor-
ally.

VI. Topic: Decision day in TIsrael.
Plice: Mount Carmel. 1In the test on
Carmel proposed to Ahab by Elijah, the
participants seemed unevenly matched, -
Elijah, the only prophet of Jehovah on
the one side and four hundred prophets
of Baal on the other. The simple pray-
er of Elijah brought fire from heaven
to consume the sacrifice, and the peopie
were led to declare in favor of the true
God. As a result of the test Baal-wor-
ship received a severe blow, but it was
far from being destmyed, as Elijah had
hoped it would be.

VIII. Topig: A turning-point in Eli-
jah’s ministry. Piaces: Mount Carmel;
Jezreel; Beersheba; Horeb. In answer
to the prayer of Elijah, rain fell in
abundance. ~ The prophet went to Jez-
reel. where Jezebel threatened his life.
He fled to Beer-sheba and thence to Ho-
reb, where God spoke to him in the still
small voice, encouraging him aml send-
ing him on an important mission. Al-
though Elijah was downeast and tempt-
ed to discouragement during his flig{:t.
his Journey to Horeb was not altogether
in vain,

IX. Topic: The sentence of death.
Places: Samaria; Jezreel, Ahab’s weak-
ness of character and Jezebel’s eruelty
are clearly set forth in the incident of
Naboth’s vineyard. We gee a king sulk-
ing because he could not buy Naboth’s
vineyard from him, and we see a queen
falsely accusing an innocent man and
executing him in order that Ahab might
have the coveted vineyard. We see Kli-
jah  on hand at the command of the
Lord to reprove Ahab.

X. Topic:  God's disposition of men.
Places: Gilgal; Bethel; Jericho; east
of Jordan. "In Elijah we see one of the
two instances on record where a4 man
was taken to heaven without passing
through the gates of death. KElisha was
devoted to his Master to the last and
received his request for a double portion
of Elijah’s spirit. The three days’ search
of the voung men for Elijah after his
trarslation was fruitleas.

XI. Topic: Events in Klisha’s minis-
try. Places: Shunem; Mount Carmel.
A fumily of Shunem kindly entertained
the prophet Elisha and his servant from
time to time. The sudden death of the
only son of thig family sent the mother
in haste to the prophet at Carmel for
help. Elisha responded to her plea, and
on arrival at Shunem prayed to God and
put forth his own efforts, and as a re-
sult the child’s life whs restored.

XII. Topic: Divine justice and mercy.
Place: Samaria. The disastrous effects
of the use of strong drink were clearly
apparent  in the defeat that came to
Benhadad’s army before the city  of
Samaria, which he was besieging. With
the help of the Lord the little army of
Israel completely routed the hosts of
Syrin  whose leaders at the time were
“drinking themselves drunk.” Drunken-
ness brought disaster there as it always
doea, A

Though ido!-
atry crept in during Rehoboam’s reign,
and scme of the evils of Soloman’s later
Teign existed, more, reforms took place
ana better kings reigned than in Israel.
Yet the division was to result in weak-
ness and captivity to both kingdoms.

IL The Kings. Though Rehoboam was
the rightful successor to his father, Sol-
omon, and should have been as his name
indicated, “the enlarger of the king-
dom.” he beeame the chief instrument of
its disruption. The grievances of the
people and the decision of the king
brought about the rebellion. The people
Were stirred by ingratitude, jealousy,
envy, hatred, with a strong desire for
independence, The tyranny, violence and
folly of the king fired them on to re-
bellion.  With Jeroboam, though he
reigned over the ten tribes, he had in
them the elements of weakness and dis-
loyalty, which bespoke for him strife
and internal division. Being self-centred
himself he sought first - to make his
throne secure at the expense of the
nation’s obedience to God. He appealed
to their tribal independence and selfish
indulgence, His policy was to establish
a lasting wall of separation between the
two kingdoms and that he did at the
sacrifice of divine forms of worship.
Each king in Israel who succeeded him
increased in open rebellion against God
aad caused more unrést and wickedness
among the people until Ahab made tha
worship of Baal the national -religion.

II1. The prophets. The people had so
far fallen into apostasy that few except
the prophets uttered a voice against
idolatry. Israel was fast hastening on
to utter destruction when God graci-
ously empowered Elijah to appear be-
fore Ahab and his idolatrous wife, Jeze-
bel, there to proclaim a famine. - While
the people were left to suffer its dread-
ful consequences Elijah was graciously
fed and protected and later made a great
blessing to the widow at Zarephath,
When he reappeared in Jsrael it was
for the great test upon Carmel when
God answered by fire and consimed His
sacrifice. Then came the turning point in
Elijah’s life work. In the great reaction
which followed his tremendous day in
Israel he felt great despair for the na-
tion’s spiritual welfare. He felt himself
a failure in his undertakings while he
saw no other man ready to do better.
A revelation from God reassured him
there was faith in Israel, that ‘other
means might be best suited for future
work, that he should not be left to
battle alone against error. Elisha was
given to him as a faithful servant and
successor, Through Elijah the schools
of the prophets were established, which
graciously made up in Israel for the
absence of priests and Levites and the
temple service such as they had ~ in
Judah, and God upheld his followers.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

“It i8 too much” (1 Kings 12:28). Peo-
ple who do not wish to do the exact
right are overflowing with excuses, and
the less reasonable is their course, the
more inconsistent are, their excuses. Thg
excuses offered in the parable of the
great supper (Luke 14:18-20) were as
flimsy as those which people put for-
ward to-day for not serving the Lord.
Jeroboam was acting for selfish ends
when he set up the golden calves at
Bethel and Dan, and not for the good
of his people, although he pretended to
be comsidering their convenience. The
thought is suggested that the true ser-
vice of God is too great a task or sec-
rifice. “‘It is too much,’ to go to pray-
er_meeting through the cold or rain,”
says the lifeless professor of religion.
The covetous man thinks “it is too
much” to give money for the support of
the gospel at home and in foreign lands.
The lover of pleasure feels that “it is
too much” for him to forsake the pleas-
ures of sin in order to become a disciple
of Jesus Christ. The devotee of fashions
thinka “ir ic tro mueh” to aek of any
one to lay aside the trappings of pride
and show. The tendency still exists
to frame a religion to suit the individual
convenience, hence [the multitude of
gods at Bethel and Dun and numberless
other places.

HOW TO RAISE

AND CARE FOR

THE PROFITABLE HEN.

LESSON 2—FROM

EGGS TO CHICKS.

The question to-decide is whether Yyou
are going to hatch the chicks in the old-
fashioned way, let biddy do it, or get an
artificial incubator. For the person who
wants to g0 into the business on a large
scale, the machine is undoubtedly the
better.  For the city man, who only
has the back yard for his ‘chicken
farm,” there is much to be said in favor
of either method.

A machine costs little, tlie smallest as
low as $5. The smallest will hatch from
40 to 60 eggs at a time. The expense
of running one s very small.

Machines ‘are very simple affaire when
once understood—a bright boy or girl
can manage both the incubator and the
brooder into which the little chicks are
placed 48 howrs after they break the
shell. NE
Complete instructions are given with
each machine sold, and results depending
entirely on how one follows instructions
are to be obtained,

But if you do not wish to Invest in a

hmachine, and want to let the hen hatch

5ut the eggs, you will probably have to
buy the hens and then wait until they
want to sit. Maybe you can buy some
hens already broody.

Try her for a day or two on nest eggs,
to see whether she has really made up
her mind to sit, and then, «t night, place
as many eggs under her as she can well
cover. Don’t fill the nest too full of
eggs, as those near the outside will get
chilled and spoil. From 10 to 13 eggs
are about the average for the ordinary
hen.

As Leghorns and Minoreas are of the
non-sitting variety, -vou will have to fig-
ure on some other breed to (o the hatch-
ing if you specialize in either of those

two breeds. Usually small, active hens
are restless on the nest and bring off a
smaller percentage of healthy chicks.
Medium sized quiet hens are best.

Having set the hen, sce to it that
plenty of food and fresh water is within
reach so that she will not have to take
unnecessary time off the eggs, but allow
her much latitude in the matter of leav-
ing-the nest. She knows more about
hatching the eggs than you do, anyhow.

Watch her for lice and sprinkie both
her and the nest with inseoticides. Lice
are chick killers,

In three weeks little beaks will begin
breaking through. Many - people re-
move the little chicks and keep them in
a warm basket until the hatching is over,
and then give them back to the hen,
Keep the hen and her little ones away
from the rest of
box or barrel, secured against drafts
and dampness; nail some laths across
the front, allowing enough room for the
little chicks to come out at wiil.

If you want to use the eggs which
your hens lay for hatching purposes, you
must have a rooster with the flock.” If
the hens are two years old, the rooster
should be a yearling. and vice versa.

Use the eggs 6f the best laying hens
for hatching. \When hens iay particular-
ly well during winter use their cggs,
for their chicks will also be good lavers,
Laying strains can be inbred in a floek.
If your hens do not lay during the wiu-
ter, provided of course that You have
cared for them intelligently. wet some
eggs from good laying hens of the same
breed. .

SWEET CORN STALKS.

Make the Very Best of Ensilage Says
an Expert.

—_—

At a meeting of the Naticuil Canners’
Association of the United States N. I.
Nelson, Secretary and Treasurer of the
Lake Mills Canning Company, chose as
his subject “Sweet Corn Stalks as En-
silage.” Mr. Nelson eaid in part:

"1t will be my aim to submit facts and
figures to substar‘iate my claim that
swegt corn stalks make the very best of
ensilage with an outlay of” practically
uvothing. I have here comparative fig-

ureg on the relative values or 2weet corn_

stalks and mature dent corn which 1 ob-
tained from G. W. Patterson. da'ry ex-
pert of the Nerta lowa Dairy Improve-

' ment Association, wko Las his headquar-

ters at Lake Mills. Mr. Patterson has
made a specia] sLuuh of cnsiinge and
has made a persobal analy-is of these
products, therefore the figures en be de-
pended upon as absolutely correct. Here
are the figures for your consideration:
Per cent. of digestible nutrientsJ in
sweet corn stalks—Protein, .94; ecarbo-
hydrates, 14; fat. .5; dry matter, 223,
Per cent. of‘digestible nutrients in

mature dent cora slag: . Protein, 0,

earbohydrates, ) 1.3; fat, .7; dry matter,
20.9.

“You will observe that in point of di-
bestible nutriments the sweet corn stalk,
without the ears, exceeds that of the
dent corn, including the ears. We find
that 100 tous of sweet corn silage con-
tains as much digestible nutriments as
does $261.50 worth of shelled corn at 40¢
per bushel, or $390 worth of oats ay 28¢
per bushel. Again, 100 tons of sweet
corn silage contains 27,792 pounds of di-
gestible nutriments, 1o me these figures
are most.interesting. and ‘hey surely ex-
plode the mow prehistdric’ contention
that sweet corn stalks ar: worthless as
ensilage.

“So much for the cold figure end of my
argument, and now I will impart to yon
information which I have gleaned from
personal observation. A certain eustomer
of our Lake Mills factory last scason
pianted 200 acres of sweet corn. He is of
the progressive type of farmer ang prac-
tices economy whenever he can. He wis
scized with the idea that sweet corn
stalks would make good silage, and in
order to demonstrate his th :ory pur-
chased a silo of the Indiana Nilo Com-
pany, of Des Moines, and fifteen days
after having finished picking his corn
began the pack of ihe silnge. After huv:
ing filled the structure abcut half full
he allowed 1t to settle for.n few days
and then filled the remaining half, When
the filling process was completed  he
scattereq a layer of oats over it and
allowed it to remain there until the first
of November last. Upon uncovering it
the silage was found to be in the very
best condition, and from Nov. 1 until
Feb. 1 has furnished food for 26 head of
eattle, and fully two-thirds of tie pack
remains in the silo. This zilo is 18 fvet
in diameter and 32 feet high, aad con-
tained 190 tons oi ensilage. [ have suid
that 26 head has been furnished food
from this silo since Nov. 1, ang this is
substantially true, but in order to keep
history gxactly correet, must add that
& small quantity of dry stalks were kept
in the yard where they might feed in th.
day if they so desired, but we Jearn that
this variety of food was partaken of
very &paringly, the silage apparently be-
ing entirely satisfying. ?n the 29th qay
of January I called at fhe homa of the
owner of {his silo angd viewed the sweet
corn ensilage-fed cattle, and I must say
that I never saw a finer looking lot of
cattle—in the best of flesh, healthy look-
ing and full of life, In procuring the
material to fill his silo he nsed
'stalks from about 50 acres. But now,
gentlemen, let me have your right ear!
The total cost of filling this sila was
$48. Taking the figures of our Mr. Pat-
terson, using shellad corn as a basis—
100 tons of sweet corn silage, equal to
#261.50 worth of shelled ‘corn, we can
figure that our friend has secured tu'ly
8500 worth of foodstuffs for ST 48,
and bear in mind that this +300 worth of
winter food is a clean pick-up, as the
stalks had yielded their fini: and it had
been marketed at our lnctury at $6 per
ton. After filling his silo there remained
in this field $1,500 worth oi food stuffs
which could have bean uitlized had he
had occasion to uase it.

No doubt now that Canadian Farmers are to be Exposed to

the Competition of all the Great Food Exporting Countries o¢

the World.

From the Canadian Century

When it was first made known that
the Reciprocity Compact not only gave
American farmers free entrance to
Canadian markets and extended the
same privileges to the United Kingdom
and the British colonies, but also
opened the door wide to the Argentine
Republic, Austria-Hungary, Russia,
Spain, Norway, Sweden, Denmark,
Switzerland, Japan, Bolivia, Columbia
and Venezuela, Canadians in general
thought there must be some mistake.
They could not believe that without
getting any concessions whatever from
any country except the United Suates
our Government would admit farm
products from all those countries into
Canada to compete treely with Can-
adian farm products. The wording of
the Reciprocity Agreement was verv
plain ; there seemed to be no doubt
about its meaning; and yet it was
such an extraordinary arrangement, 8o
untair to Canadian farmers, and 8o
likely to lead to disputes with the
American customs officials that many
people believed that the Government
would give some explanation showing
that the agreement had been wrongly
interpreted. However there is no
longer any sych hope. Mr Robert L.
Borden questioned Hon, Mr Fielding
on this point and Mr Fielding admit-
ted that the Reciprocity Agreement
ot ek ct'y what i
mean and that Canada would get noth-
ing whatever in return from any of the

apprated  to

twelve foreign nations or the British
countries that share with the United
States the privilege of sending their
farm products freely into the Canadian
market.

If the Reciprozity Compact simply
provided for free trade in farm pro-
ducts between Canada and the United
States there might reasonably be differ-
ence of opinion as to whether it would
be advantageous to Canadian farmers
or not. We think that even “such an
arrangement wonld have been a bad
bargain for Canadian farmers, because
‘the surplus of farm products in the
United States is enormously greater
than the surplus of Canadian farm pro-
dcts, hecause the farming season is
earlier and longer in the United States
and because our farmers would always

.be at the mercy of the tariff legislation

of the United S'ates Congress, while
they would have no voice in the elec-
tion of Congress, but still there would
be room for argument as to whether
our furmers would gain enough by ad-
mission of their products to United
markets to cormpensate them for losses
in the home 1arket; but from the
farmer’s point of view nothing can be
said in favor of allowing twelve foreign
nations and the food-exporting British
coloni>s to send their farm products
freely into Canada without giying our
farmers anything to compengate them
for this unexpected cowpetivon in the
Canadian home market.
