To the Editor of The Acadian.

Dear Sir:—Whether eminating from 
the official vendor at the shiretown or 
dispensed by local boot-leggers, there is 
unquestionably too much evidence of 
the presence of intoxicants in this year 
of grace. Expecially is this true on Satur­
day night and last week end was no 
exception to a much to be deplored rule.

.the necessity of being the means of mak­
ing public matters reflecting upon the 
good namé of the town, but as a 44 good 
citizen, ’ ’cannot refrain from what ap­
pears to be a public duty-v Unless some 
drastic action is taken conditions are - 
not likely to become better but rather 
worse, and it is with a hope of pro­
curing results that I am tempted to 
write at the present time.

Provision for the enforcement of law 
makes rather serious demands on the 
tax-payer and very naturally at least 
some results are expected to follow. It 
would be an admission of gross incom­
petence on the part of the legal machinery 
of the town to say that the enforcement 
of liouor laws and other provisions for 
guarding the public comfort and safety 
is not possible. Let me suggest to our 
representatives at the Council Board 
that citizens are looking to them to 
take steps that will lead to the suppres- 

of drunkenness and other evidences 
of lawlessness which are becoming en­
tirely too common. And further, may 
I suggest that the occasional arrest 
and fine imposed upon some person 
lacking social or business prestage wity 
not be considered as filling the bill. We 
have a law, for rich and poor alike, to 
punish those who are really responsible 
for the conditions that disgrace our fair 
town, and we want it enforced.

------------------ Dear Sir:—I think an account of the
FAREWELL GATHERING AT death of Mr. Brenton Borden s son, of 

PEREAU Avonport, would interest your readers.
The details of this shocking tragedy were 
given to the writer by Emmett uonalby, 
Deputy Sheriff of San Luis Obispo Co., 
California, who shot and killed the boy’s
assassin.——------- ■ ----------------

On March the 20th, the writer received 
a telegram from Mr. Brenton Borden 
asking him to look after the remains of 
his son which were being held for identi­
fication at San.Luis Obispo. Upon my 
arrival there I recognized the boy and 
felt sure that he was the son of Mr. 
Borden. %

The shooting took place on the evening 
of March 7th, at Passo Robles, a town 
about 250 miles north west of Los Angeles. 
Here young Borden had *>een engaged 
picking almonds on a ranch and as so 
many youths travel about the country 
working here and there, the people in 
that community thought nothing un­
usual about his appearance in that lo­
cality. How he happened to be in com­
pany with the unknown tramp who was 
living alone by the railroad track, "under 
the shelter of an old wrecked automobile 
body, no one will ever know: « The night 
before young Borden’s body was dis­
covered, he had been seen by some 
people talking to the tramp, and when 
the officers attempted to arrest the heboe 
he kept them off at the point of his 
rifle. A gun battle followed in the dark 
between six officers and the tramp and 
during the fight Deputy Donalby was 
shot in the arm, but finally hi succeeded 
in shooting the murderer.

The funeral services were conducted 
by Rev. William Murphy, Baptist Min­
ister at San Luis Obispo, and a native 
of Ellershouse, Nova Scotia. The burial 
took place in the Odd Fellow’s Cemetery.

The whole country side was deeply 
moved over the sad affair and it has been 
years since the community witnessed 
such a shocking tragedy.

The writer was pleased that he was 
in a position to represent Mr. Borden 
at this time and that he was able to 
perform the last rites to his young country­
man, .who met such a fate away from 
friends and relatives.

, LONDON, March 31.—John Bull con­

tinues the excellent practice of living 
well within his means, a pre-war virtue 
not yet resumed by all of his European 
neighbors. In the fiscal year ended to­
night his expenditures in runing the 
government of the United Kingdom were 
nearly 50,000,000 pounds less than his 
total income.

The official figures as announced by 
the, exchequer were: Revenue, 837,169,- 
284 pounds, expenditure 788,840,211 
pounds.

In the previous fiscal year John Bull's 
books showed a surplus more than twice 
as large as the one revealed with no 
little pride tonight. It was 101,500,00 
pounds.

The slump in this year’s surplus is 
almost entirely attributable to the re­
duction in the tax on the incomes of 
the British people, a tax which is still 
very high—from about 20 per cent, 
upwards.

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EARLIER OPENING OF HIGHWAYS _____ _
The proposal made in an amendment introduced last week 

in the legislature by the Minister of Highways for a fuller protec­
tion of the highways of the province during the Spring months, 
appears to be a good one if properly carried out. Under the law 
as it is at present the closed season is from March 21st to May 

As amended the law will extend the time at which the roads 
- may be closed until June 1st, but full powers will be granted the 
S. Highway Board and the Minister of Highways to exempt roads 

from the operation of the act when conditions warrant such action. 
' * One rule to govern all sections of the provincial highways 
must of necessity prove unsatisfactory and burdensome in the ex­
treme. In the Annapolis Valley roads become fit for automobile 
travel weeks earlier than is the case in Cape Breton. The proposed 
change makes the law more flexible and is bound to furnish more 
satisfactory results. From present indications the road be­
tween Avonport and Kentville will be fit for traffic before the 
middle of April. This is only to be expected in view Of the large 
expenditure of public money made upon it in recent years. With 
the law amended as is proposed the hardship of having the road 
closed for weeks after it has become fit for use will be avoided. 
This season, especially, with the railway service curtailed as it 
is, the opening of the Kentville-Wolfville road so as to permit the 
running of the bus would be a decided convenience.

THE COUNTY CLERK
Justly or unjustly the members of the Municipal Council are 

coming in for very liberal criticism over the appointment of the 
new County Clerk. It seems that there were other applications 
for the position from men exceptionally qualified for the work and 
that either of these might have been engaged at a saving of five 
hundred dollars per annum over the present appointee. Naturally 
the ratepayers of the county, who are faced with a very serious 
financial situatibn and will be required to go deep into their poc­
kets m coming years because of circumstances which were entire­
ly beyond their control, feel that even the saving of the sum named 
would be worthy of consideration. In view of all the circumstances 
it certainly seems reasonable that the people should be given an 
explanation of the course pursued.

There are other matters in connection with the county busi­
ness on which more light should be thrown, but presumably this 
will come in the report of those who, at what wilj likely be a very 
heavy cost, now have charge of the county books.

All fruits and vegetables that are
to be eaten raw should be thoroughly 
washed, for even though they look 
clean, dangerous bacteria may cling 
to skins or leaves As a rule, 
uncooked meats of any kind should not 
be eaten. Smoking meat does not kill 
parasites.

Left-over cooked k foods should be 
kept cold and covered, used prompt­
ly, especially in warm weather, and, 
if possible, heated thoroughly before 
being served again. Dangerous poi­
sons sometimes develop ht such foods 
without making noticeable changes in 
taste or smell.

Fats and fat foods, such as nut 
meats and chocolate, should be kept 
cool and in covered, light-proof con­
tainers to prevent their turning ran­
cid.

Bread and cake should be stored in 
a covered box or dish which is scalded 
frequently so that molds can not de­
velop.

Flour, sugar, cereals and other dry 
groceries should be kept dry and pro­
tected from household pests. Tea, cof­
fee, and spices hold their flavors best 
in air-tight containers.

Canned foods keep best in a cool, 
dry closet or storeroom. Those in glass 
jars should be shielded from the light 
to prevent possible fading.

Under household conditions, the re­
frigerator is oftentimes the best means 
at keeping food cool. Choose one with 
well-insulated walls, put only clean 
ice and clean food in clean containers 
into it, and keep it clean by the daily 
practice of genuine neatness.

Food must be safeguarded from spoil­
age by bacteria, yeasts, and molds, by 
changes produced by heat and cold, 
light, and loss or absorption of mois­
ture, by insects and household pests, 
and by animal parasites.

PROPER CARE OF FOOD IN HOME

While most good housekeepers pride 
themselves on being able to care pro­

Again, although everyone knows 
that spoiled food is both unpleasant 
and dangerous, many persons do not 
know that food may be contaminat­
ed with dangerous bacteria and yet 
Show no outward traces of spoilage.

The cutting should.be made reason­
ably close as otherwise more time will 
be required for the wound to heal over. 
Stubs of branches, if left, prevent the 
covering of the wound with new bark, 
and decay may result before the 
wound it healed over. Old neglected 
trees should be carefully pruned to re­
move all dead wood, leaving only the 
best and strongest branches. It is not 
always possible to make a good-look­
ing, shapely tree in doing this, and the 
usefulness of many an old tree has 
been sacrificed for many years by a 
too extreme pruning at one time.

Sunlight is essential for vigorous 
leaf growth and also for ripening the 
fruit. A dense growth of limbs and foli­
age is therefore objectionable. Its pre­
vention should for the most part con­
sist of annual removal of such small 
branches as are likely in time to ex­
tend to where other more desirable 
branches should be. The tendency to 
remove att small branches should be 
avoided, as some of these can be al­
lowed to develop fruiting areas for sev­
eral years before they need to be re­
moved. It is of course impossible to 
prune so that some of the larger bran­
ches will not in time have to be remov­
ed, but a little thought will reduce 
this possibility to a minimum.

The Season of 1923 closed with the Streets throughout the town 
as a whole In fairly good condition. On certaih streets, howev.r, littR 
or no expenditure was made 
coming you .

Considering our total e 
was spent on resurfacing our Tervia macadam pavement. Also the com­
paratively large amount of money spent on keeping the roads and side 
walks open during the exceptional snow fall in the first quarter of the 
year, about twenty-five per cent of the appropriation, prevented the 
expenditup of that much money «I other work where more results would 
have txen seen.

As will be seen from the costs submitted below, considerable sums 
were spent on the Easton Extension of Main Street, Maple Avenue and 
Gasperesu Avenue. These main approaches to town must be kept in 
at least fair condition. Our expenditures on side walk maintenance has 
been very small, andthk Important portion of 
a good deal of attention next season. Whether or not any permanent 
side walks will be laid this year under authority granted some years ago 
win be decided on by the 1924 council. An expenditure for such purposes 
and also for completing the permanent pavement at the East of the* town 
are the two outstanding items which should be considered before any 
other capital street expenditures. »

Our permanent attesta have been constructed as s general charge 
on the revenue of the Town.
