Two Declare They are Solvent But Suspend Un­
til Panic is Over.

Belief That the Situation is Well in Hand— 
London Papers Criticise Roosevelt.

New York, Oct. 24.—All the over-night 
developments in the financial situation 
were reassuring. The series of confer­
ences last night participated in by Sec­
retary Cortelyou, J. Pierpont Morgan, 
John A. Stewart, James A. Stillman and 
other representative bankers and men of j 
affairs resulted in an agreement in the 
opinion that the banking situation is well 
in hand, and that with the Government 
deposits to be made by Secretary Uortel- 

, you to-day, there will not only be 
i enough cash in hand, but even more than 
I might be needed to meet safely any 
I emergency.

The run on the Trust Company of • 
i America was côntinued this morning. As 

early as 6 o’clock a little knot 06 persons 
j had gathered in front of the company’s 
I main banking house in Wall street, and 
. by 8 o’clock their number had been aug­

mented until about 100 were in line.
At the company’s branch at Broadway 

and Ann streets, formerly the Colonial 
..Trust Co., there were 50 or 75 persons 

in line at 8 o’clock.
As is always the case in time of fin­

ancial excitement, New York bankers 
and brokers were at their desks early 
this morning, awaiting for the London 
quotations on American stocks.

The 1 o’clock prices on the London Ex­
change showed considerable strength 
among American securities.

Small Banks Close Up.
New York, Oct. 24.—A minor State 

Bank, in West 127th street, suspended 
payment to depositors to-day. A no­
tice posted on the doors of the bank this 
morning announced that the bank was 
solvent, and that in justice to depositors 

; payment had. been suspended until pub- 
i lie confidence in banking institutions 

was restored.
E. B. Thomas, who was associated with 

F. A. Heinze and Chas. W. Morse in sev­
eral banks and fiwKial ventures, was 
formerly President the above bank, 
but resigned after the break in United 

, Copper stock which marked the login­
ning of the recent financial troubles in 
this city.

Orlando F. Thomas, brother of E. R. 
Thomas, also recently resigned as a di­
rector, and Win. R. Montgomery was 
elected President. The bank has a cap­
ital stock of $200,000 and deposits of 
about $7,000,000. The bank mas four 
branches in New York city.

This bank is not one of the large in­
stitutions in the city. Its location in 
Harlem gave it a- good neighborhood 
business, but it never was in any way a 
representative New York bank.

Twelfth Ward Also Suspends.
Following the announcement came 

the news that the Twelfth Ward Bank, 
located at 125th street and Lexington 
avenue, had suspended payment. The 
Twelfth Ward Bunk is a State institu­
tion, and a State bank examiner will 
l>e placed in charge of its affairs. Ac­
cording to a recent statement, the in­
stitution owed depositors about $3,- 
000,000.

Run on Savings Bank.
The run on the Dollar Savings Bank, 

a the Bronx, which began Tuesday, con­
tinued to-day. Nearly three hundred 
depositors were lined up outside the 
building at daylight. Many of them, a 
majority of whom were women, had 
'stood all night in the line. A large per­
centage of the Dollar Bank’s depositors 
are foreigners.

Empire City Suspends.
New York, Oct. 24.—The Empire City 

Savings Bank, located at 231 West 
125th street, posted a notice this morn­
ing announcing its suspension for 10 
days under the banking laws. The of­
ficials of the bank declare that the in­
stitution is entirely solvent, but they 
decided to avail themselves of thirty 
days notice of withdrawal under the 
State law, because they feared a run ow­
ing to the suspension of payment of 
other banks.

The Empire City Savings Bank is one 
of the city’s comparatively minor or­
ganizations and does not rank among 
the great metropolitan institutions. Us 
suspension is without bearing on the 
general financial situation in New York.

Roosevelt Criticised.
London, Oct. 24.—The financial writ­

ers express continued confidence to-day, 
and the-editorial writers do likewise, that 
the British public will not be greatly af­
fected by the financial crisis in the Un­
ited States unless it should lead to draiu 
of gold to New York, and in this con­
nection there is considerable interest 
as to whether or not the directors of 
the Bank of England will raise the bank 
rate of discount to-day.

There is much difference of opinion in 
the matter of President Roosevelt's part 
in the present collapse.

The Daily Telegraph says editorially 
that President" Roosevelt’s anti-trust 
campaign has dône much to shatter con­
fidence in the Uhited States. The Pre­
sident’s object is beyond reproach, the 
paper says, but is it absolutely neces­
sary that the sky should be dragged down 
in order to catch the few larks the Pre­
sident is bent upon getting. Could the 
guilty parties be brought to book with­
out involving thousands of investors in 
their punishment?

"We feâr,” the Daily Telegraph says 
in conclusion, “that the innocent will 

•suffer more seriously than the guiljy.”
The Standard, which reflects more the 

general opinion, thinks that a crash was 
inevitable sooner or later and that the 
action of the American Government, did 
no more than precipitate it. This paper 
says that probably President Roosevelt 
was justified in declaring that he had 
"only turned the light on.”

Situation Favorable.
New York, Oct. 24.—Developments in 

the financial situation this morning were 
more faborable than they had been at 
any time within the past week. The 
Trust Company of America opened its 
doors for business at the usual hour. A 
short time before that Oakleigh Thorn, 
president of.the institution, announced 
to waiting depositors that the institu­
tion was entirely solvent,-and was pre­
pared to meet all claims.

The sub-treasury received $10,000,000 
in cash from Washington this morning.

After a conference with Secretary Col- 
telyou this morning Geo. W. Perkins, 
of J. P. Morgan & Co., said: *

“The situation is working itself out 
satisfactorily. Confidence is being re­
stored. and 1 can say that the financial 
institutions of the city are perfectly 
solvent.”

It’s All Right.
New York, Oct. 24.—The first half 

hour of business at the Trust Company 
of America this morning more money 
was deposited than was withdrawn. The 
deposits up to 10.10 a. m. amounted to 
$900,0(H). At 10.45 .1. P. Morgan, in reply 
to a question as to the situation, said: 
“It is all right,”

James Stillman, president of the Na­
tional City Bank, the largest bank in the 
United States, who was with Mr. Mor­
gan, concurred, saying that the situa 
tion was satisfactory.

Bankers and brokers having in charge 
the placing of loans for John D. Rocke­
feller were instructed this morning to 
make all loans at thé rate of 6 per cent.

UNSAVORY TRIAL AT BERLIN; 
PROMINENT PEOPLE INVOLVED.

Editor Sued by Gen. Moltke for Libel—Some 
Rather Peculiar Evidence.

Berlin, Oct. 24.—The libel action 
brought by General Count Kuno Von 
Moltke against Maximilian Harden, edi­
tor of the Die Zukunfl, began here yes­
terday. Von Moltke is an intimate friend 
of Prince Philip Zu Eujenburg, tlm ex- 
German Ambassador to Vienna, and a 
kinsman of the present chief of the gen­
eral staff. Lt.-Gen, Count Helmuth von 
Moltke and of the governor of the pro­
vince of East Prussia, Frederick Von 
Moltke. These three Von* Moltkes are 
nephews of the late great field marshal* 
Von Moltke.

Harden began last November to as­
sert that Prince Zu Eulenburg was the 
head of a group at court that sought 
to influence the Emperor’s political* ac­
tions by subtile, indirect suggestions. 
Count Zu Eulenburg, Count Kunovon 
Moltke and Lt.-Gen. Count William Von 
Hohenau, one of the Emperor’s adjut­
ants, were mentioned by Harden ns mem­
bers of the so-called camarilla, or “round 
table" and he further alleged that they 
were spiritualists and of abnormal tem- 
eraments and habits.
According to report the Crown Prince 

Frederick William made an inquiry into 
the charges in May and went to* his 
father with the result of his investiga­
tion, which caused Prince Zu Eulenburg, 

! Von Moltke and Lieut. Gen. Von Hohen- 
; au suddenly to resign.

After the clerk of the court had read 
. one of Herr Harden’s articles on the sub­

ject the defendant said: “I have fol­

lowed political aims alone in my arti­
cles and in so doing have been compelled 
to mention Count Von Moltke’s name.
I did not say he had practiced disgrace­
ful vices, but said that he was abnormal 
in temperament.”

Count V on Moltke said that such a 
circle as the “round table,” which, as de­
fendant alleged, had sought to influence 
Emperor William’s political actions, of­
ten in a sense contrary to the views of 
his constitutional advisors, existed.

Herr Harden declined to withdraw any­
thing he had written, but admitted frank­
ly that he had twice been imprisoned for 
insults to the sovereign, each time for 
six months, mid that he had also been 
fined several times for the same offence.

Harden said he did not accuse Von 
Moltke of criminal acts, but he regarded 
his friendship with Prince Zu Eulenburg 
as erotic in character, for the plain­
tiff, lie said, had once pressed the 
Prince's handkerchief to his lips and 
cried, “Philip, my Philip," and in writ­
ing him a letter had made use of the 
terms “Mv soul” and “My beloved.”

.Frau Von Elb, the divorced wife of 
Kuno Yon Moltke, testified to the gross 
epithets that her former husband ap­
plied to married 'ife. She then described 
the handkerchief incident, which she said 
she saw from an adjacent room. Refer­
ring to her divorce, Frau Von Elb said 
she had asked Von Moltke, “What will

NO HOLY WAR,

But France Must Remain Neutral to 
Secure Property.

Paris, Oct. 24.—Mulai Hafid, Sultan 
of the south of Morroco, is quoted in 
an interview as insisting that he had 
not declared a holy war against the for­
eigners, but against his brother, Sultan 
Abd.

FATAL SHAKE
Two Villages Destroyed-Ten

Rome, Oct. 24.—The e«rth shocks 
which were felt throughout Cala­
bria yesterday caused considerable 
damage, destroying two villages, 
but so far as known only ten 
lives were lost. To add to the 
desolation, it was raining in tor­
rents, which resulted in much suf­
fering among the homeless people. 
The cathedral at Torre di Gerace 
was thrown down, as was an an­
cient tower, which had withstood 
all the Calabrian earthquakes for ‘ 
centuries past.

Practically Settled That He is to Fill Position 
About to be Made Vacant.

It is said to have been practically set­
tled upon that Harry Marshall, 643 Main 
street cast, a well-known florist, will be 
appointed to the position of Park Super­
intendent, to succeed Samuel Weaver, 
for many years caretaker of Dundurn 
and general foreman of the city parks, 
who was dismissed by the board at its 
last meeting, following charges made by 
Parks Commissioner Wild.

Al­
though the local association has not 
dealt with the matter, it is practically 
settled that draught whiskey will he to 
cents and “case” whiskey 15, two for 
25 cents.

There is some talk of establishing an­
other brewery. About fifteen hotelmen 
are interested in a mineral water com­
pany, a kind of co-operative concern. 
This has paid welL and some of the 
hotelmen think a brewery would pay 
even better. If G us Kuntz, of .Water­
loo, does not start a branch here, hotel- 
men say they will take the question up.

The Brewers’ Trust.
. Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 24,—In regard to

the price of beer announced by the 
brewers, the local retailers are sore at 
the surprise sprung upon them. It is 
alleged that associations with high- 
sounding titles and high fees are formed 
for the purpose of fighting local option 
and other prohibitive measures, but in 
reality to assist the Brewers’ Trust. The 
local option parties are aiding them, say 
the local retailers, who suggest, too, 
that the Government should investigate 
the Ontario Brewers’ Combine.

ATHERHOLT AT
BISON CITY.

BELIEVES BALLOON RACE WILL BE 
PRODUCTIVE OF GOOD.

Conditions for Such a Contest Much 
Better in America Than in Europe 
—Disappointed at Not Winning.

Arthur T. Athcrholt, whose inteersting 
story pf his balloon trip of 620 miles 
from St. Louis, Mo., to Tyneside, Ont., 
was told in his own words iu the Times 
yesterday, stopped off at Buffalo yester­
day on his way to his home, and had a 
talk with the Courier.

“We had not an unplysant trip, but 
one which, of course, was disappoint­
ing. We regret, naturally, that the 
chief honor in the balloon race should 
have been carried off by the representa­
tives of a foreign Government, but they 
are entitled to all there is in their 
achievement. 1 want to say that Major 
Hersey is one of the most expert bal­
loonists in this country, and, under 
more advantageous conditions, I believe 
lie would have piloted his balloon to vic­
tory. We made splendid progress and 
we would have continued had we under­
stood the atmosphmc comliticyis and 
had not our ballast run short. Our 
balloon was in the air for 25%* hours 
and we traveled between 800 ami 1)00 
miles, but our record for the distance 
by air line is about 620 miles. As it 
was, we traveled 200 miles further 
than ttye distance which was covered 
by the same balloon piloted by Major 
Hersey a year ago when lie won the 
Gordon Bennett cup at Pans.

“I believe the race will 1m* productive 
of good results." said Mr. Athcrholt in 
conclusion, "because it will stimulate 
further effort and experiment in balloon­
ing. ’Phis country is without doubt 
the best in which to hold these experi­
mental tests, berausétyéthave such wide 
extent of space to whidi a balloon may 
travel. In Kinfcipe- ^Irt conditions are 
the reverse, the space being confined 
within limits which are vastly inferior

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANY even numbered section ot Dominion 
Lands in Manitoba or the North-West 

Provinces, excepting 8 and *, not reserved, 
mar bo homesteaded by any person che sole 
head ot the family, or male over 18 yearn of 
age. to the extent of one-quarter aecuon, of 
U*0 acres, more or less.

Application for homstead entry must be 
made In person by the applicant at the of­
fice fit the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made on certain 
conditions by the father, mother, eon, daugh­
ter. brother, or sister of an Intending homo-

An application tor entry or Inspection made 
personally at any Sub-agenfe office may be 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and If the 
land applied tor Is vacant on receipt ot the 
telegram such application Is to have priority 
and the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by mall.

In case of “personation” the entry will be 
summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority ot claim.

An application for inspection must be 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for Inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A bomesloaoer whose entry is In good 
standing and not liable to concellation. may, 
subject to approval of Department, relin­
quish It In favor of father, mother >on. 
daughter, brother or sister. It eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

Where an entry la summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to In­
stitution of cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant for Inspection will be entitled to prior 
right of entrv.

Applicants for Inspection must state !n what 
particulars the homesteader la in" default, 
and it subsequently the statement Is found 
to be Incorrect In material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right ot re­
entry. should the land become vacant, or it 
entry has been granted It may be summarily 
cancelled.

dence upon farming land owned by him In 
the vicinity of his homestead, the require­
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such

SYNOPSIS OP CANADIAN NORTH-WEST 

MINING REGULATIONS.
COAL—Coal mining rights may be leased 

for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2,560 acres shall be leased to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral In piaco, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,690 feet.

Tha fee for recording a claim Is $5.
At least 1100 must be expended ou the claim 

each year or paid to the mining recorder In 
lieu thereof. When $500 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, upon having a 
survey made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2H per cent, on the sake. .

Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet 
square; entry fee 15, renewable yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leasee to 
dredge for gold, of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
tease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output after It exceeds $10,006.

NOTABLES ARRIVE.

POSTOFFICE SURPLUS
OPERATIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT 

FOR NINE MONTHS.

Revenue Increasing at the Rate of Over 
Eight Hundred Thousand Dollars a 
Year—Toronto and Ontario Stand 
at the Head for Business.

Ottawa, Oct. 23—The report of the 
Postmaster-General for the fiscal period 
of nine months, ending March 31 last, 
issued to-d&v, shows a surplus of re­
venue over expenditure amounting to 
$1,082,301. For the whole twelve 
months of the preceding year the sur­
plus wns $1,011,765.

The total revenue for the nine months 
was $6,535,093, and the expenditure $5,- 
452,792. The revenue is increasing at 
the rate of over $800,000 per year, and 
the number of letters and postcards car­
ried by over forty-four millions, or at 
the rate of 12 1-2 per cent., as com­
pared with the preceding year. Tlie 
total stamp issue was 329,189,095, a 
gain of 13.1-2 per cent, over last year.
1 he total number of letters carried dur­
ing the nine months was 273,071,000, or 
about 44 per head of the total popu­
lation of Canada. The total number of 
postcards was 28,270,000, and the total 
number of registered letters waa 6,- 
254,000. The Province of Ontario con­
tributed nearly half of the total mail 
matter carried in Canada. The total 
of letters carried in Ontario during the 
period was 128,158,000, and of postcards 
17,818,000. Free letters to the number 
of 621,300 were carried to and from 
Ottawa. The number of postoffices in­
creased by 236, postal note offices by 
355, and money order offices by 115. The 
total deposits in the postoffice savings 
bank amounted to $8,803,233. The mile­
age of mails carried increased by 
617,476.

Toronto stands at the head of the 
list of Canadian cities in respect to 
gross revenue, the figures for the city 
being $998,951.

If Gunner Moir, the British heavy­
weight champion, fights as he looks, 
there' is trouble in store for Tommy 
Burns when he hooks up with the Gun­
ner in the National Sporting Club, Ivon- 
don, the later part of November, says 
a U. S. writer. Moir certainly is a rough- 
and-ready sort of person. He has the 
bull neck characteristic of the eminent 
figures of the prize ring and he also has 
the broad shoulders and deep chest, not 
to forget the big muscular arms. Moire 
arms, however, are short, and he will 
not have any advantage over Burns in 
the matter of reach, although he will 
tower above the Canadian champion 
three inches. Burns being five feet seven 
inches tall, and Moir five feet ten inches.

In the matter of weight, Moir will 
have the advantage by 35 pounds, as the 
Briton weights ‘210 pounds in condition, 
to 175 by Burns. But Moir has one thing 
that Burns does not possess, and that 
is some fine tattooing while he was a 
gunner in the British Navy. The broad 
chest of the gunner beats a tattooed 
portrait of Queen Victoria and he. doubt­
less would make a great etmbgle be­
fore he would permit tile one-time ruler 
of Great Britain to go to the ring floor 
in defeat. Tom Sharkey has a ship tat­
tooed on his -breast? and the craft has 
been engulfed several times in the waves 
of defeat.

Moir has been in the ring several 
years, but never has accomplished any­
thing to indicate that he is possessed of 
championship calibre. He won his pres­
ent title by defeating Jack Palmer, who 
later came to this country and was dis­
posed of by Jack (Twin) Sullivan in 
nine rounds, and made to look like a no­
vice. Barring accident or foul, it seems 
that Burns should win over Moir in a 
hurry, perhaps not so quickly as he did 
over Bill Squires, but long before the 
end of the twentieth round

quarters that Burns should go over to 
England and fight for a comparatively 
small purse when he could get much, 
more money in this country. The explana­
tion is easy. Burns is a shrewd fellow 
who looks ahead. He is ambitious and 
longs for the title of heavyweight cham­
pion of the world. With Jeffries out of 
the ring, Burns knew that he could not 
gather in a world’s title from the Los 
Angeles farmer. Indeed, Tommy doubt­
less reasoned that he might have great 
difficulty in getting anything from Jeff 
if the Californian were in the ring. Burns 
rightfully claims the heavyweight cham­
pionship of America, and by beating 
Squires, the champion of Australia, an­
nexed two-thircia of the title he seeks. 
The other third is in England, and that 
is why Burns is going across the pond 
to meet Gunner Moir. If Burns beats 
Moir, the Canadian with the title of 
world’s champion can return and get 
bigger purses than ever. In addition, he 
may earn $1,000 a week in the music 
halls in London for an unlimited period, 
which Gunner Moir has been doing for 
months.

It is true that the purse offered by 
A. H. Bettinson, manager of the Nation­
al Sporting Club of London, does not 
compare with the purses to be obtained 
in this country, but an the club-house 
seats less than 1.000 persons, it can be 
seen that large purses cannot be hung 
up. One misguided critic says that $1,- 
500 is the largest purse offered in Eng­
land to any fighters, which, of course, 
is an error. The largest purse ever of­
fered by the club was $10,000. to Jack- 
son and Slhvin, and the purse of $5,500 to 
Burns and Moir is the next best. As 
Burns gets $1,000 expenses, it can be seen 
that the club is not niggardly.

There is also to be a $2,300 side bet, 
and if Burns wins the battle lie should 
come home with a fat wallet. Burns and

Important Announcement
From 1st December next, rates for domestic incandes­

cent lighting will be reduced by 23 to 60 per cent, accord­
ing to consumption—all incandescent renewals being fur­
nished free.

No flat rate contracts will hereafter be made or re­
newed.

For commercial lighting, meter rate 4J/2 cents per kilo­
watt hour, in addition to a fixed charge depending on the 
size and kind of lamps used.

A kilowatt hour will operate a 16 candle-power incan­
descent lamp 18 hours.

Domestic incandescent lighting will, exclusive of meter 
rent of 25 cents per month, cost, according to amount of 
consumption from 7.66 cents to 5.94 cents per kilowatt hour.

The above applies only to service within the city limits.
