Not only so, it also provid-
ed that no appeals with regard
them could be made to the
It also declared in the case of one
municipality, at any rate, that though
the municipality had refused to sign
the amended contract, the contract
ghould have full force if it were
signed. Lest our readers should im-
agine that we are making a travesty
of what actually occurred, we r»]wrr;-
duce herewith the clauses of the act
verbatim. Clause b reads as follows :—

“The said contract as 80 varied as
aforesaid shall be treated and con-
clusively deemed to have heen exe-
cuted by the said corporation of the
town of Galt.”

Clause six js as follows:

been rescued from the water.

A flock of large and small craft
raced to the scene of the disaster, and
a pinnace from the British battleship
Russell picked up the unlucky flyer
and put him aboard the French tor-
pedo boat destroyer Escopette. After
a surgeon had attended to his in-
juries the destroyer brought Latham
ashore, and he was taken to the Lord
Warden Hotel. His face was damaged
and bleeding, and his nose was broken.
The machine, badly wrecked, was
hoisted from the boat to the dock.

SWIFTER THAN BLERIOT.

Latham’s flight to the moment of
its sensational finish. in some respects
eclipsed Bleriot’s. He made greater
speed, being only twenty minutes in
ir from the time he left the coast
of France. Apparently he steered a
straighter course than Bleriot, as he was
making directly for Dover when he fell.

The disastrous ending of the flight
furnished a dramatic scene.
Shortly before 6 o'clock the clamor

of sirens and bells in the harbor notified
the town that another channel crossing
was to be attempted. In a marvellously
short time, the waterfront, piers and
cliffs were crowded. Soon two French

torpedo boats, which preced the aero-
plane, were seen approaching at a furi-
Ous pace.

Fourteen minutes after 6 an airship
was discerned heading straight for the
centre of the town. The rapidity of its
flight was evidenced by the swiftness
with which it grew larger and assumed
birdlike outlines. Suddenly, it began to
slacken speed, at the same time gliding

towards the surface of the ocean. It
fluttered a few times, and fell like a
wounded eagle.

It was nearly 8 o'clock when the

Escopette came alongside the Prince of

Wales pier to land Latham and his
machine, which was seen to be much
larger than Bleriot's little flyer.

The crew of the Escopette said that

CASE OF HARD LUCK.
“It is another case of real hard luek,”
said Latham in an interview.

Then within three miles of the coast I
heard the sirens and hooters. Then came
the tragedy. I was only a mile and a
half from the harbor mouth. A dead
silence; then pulsations of the motor ap-
peared to hesitate; they stopped.

At thirty feet above the water I drifted
like an injured bird, fearing to alight.
I lay down in order to lighten the force
of the blow and struck the sea with com-
parative lightness. My goggles struck a
piece of the plane and cut my forehead.
Iv appeared a long wait before I was res-
cued. The accident was due to the motor
failing, much as it did on the former oe
casion. I will have another try as soon
as I am fit.,” A
The physician in attendance to-night
reported that he did not believe the aero
naut was greatly hurt.
Latham had given out earlier in the
day that he proposed to fly from Calais
across the channel, thence econtinuing
the journey overland to London, 65
miles inland, thus eclipsing the recent ex-
ploit of Louis Bleriot. His accident pre-
vented the accomplishment of either of
these feats, but his record of flight is
next to that made by Bleriot.

WRIGHT BREAKS WORLD'S RECORD.
Washington, July 27.—The world’s
aeroplane record for fwo men, as to

both time and distance, was broken this
evening, in a beautiful flight of one hour,
twelve minutes and forty seconds—up
wards of 50 miles and at a speed averag-
ing about forty miles an hour—by Or-
ville Wright at Fort Meyer, with Lieut.
Frank P. Lahm, of the Army Signal
Corps, as passenger. The former record
was made last year by his brother Wil-
bur, joint inventor with him of the ma-
chine in which both achievements were
performed,at Lemans, France, with Prof.
Painleve, of the French Institute, as pas-
senger. The flight was one hour, nine
minutes and 31 seconds. Wilbur was an
eager spectator of to-day’s flight by his
brother. “You just scotched your broth-
er's record without really damaging it
much,” remarked a newspaper man to
Orville after the flight.
