As I write these words there arises be­
fore me a vast army of railroad men, 
compelled by their calling to work on 
Sàbbath; and they have said to me, “We 
are not included; we who perhape need it 
moat, are shut ont from- religion because 
we have no Sabbath." Nay, my friend», 
in a bleased sense we are nrit under the 
law, but under graoe. Paul wrote to a 
servant, “If thou msyeat be free use it 
rather;" but if not, “doing service as to 
the Lord and not to men." Se I believe 
he would say to you,—if you can aeeere 
tbe Sabbath do so, if not, still serve the 
Lord heartily, keeping • conscience void 
of offence toward God and man, and
whether on the train or in the shop or at 
home, Remember tbe Sabbath to do no 
unnecessary work, and use the remaining 
hours for rest and tc secure the greatest 
mtgal benefit from the day.

Do all you can by words and petition 
to secure a national legal teat day, and 
throw your whole influence in favor of-

The World’s Harvest.

Vienna, Sept. 1.—The Hungarian 
ministry of agriculture has just issued its 
annual estimates for the world's harvest. 
This points to a considerable deficiency. 
While the stocks remaining from last year 
are much smaller than was generally sup­
posed, the wheat yield is 110,000,000 hec­
tolitres below last year’s yield and about 
34,000,000 short of the entire world’s de­
mand. The estimated yield of rye is 
60,000,000 less than that of last year and 
of oats 36,000,000 less. The total defici­
ency in all cereals is about 97,000,000 
hectolitres.

Some Valuable Advice for Qro 
Housewives.

Complaints are frequently heard that 
crackers bought at grocery * tores ate 
soggy and stale-tasting, even when 
comparatively fresh.

The fault ie in the way they are kept, 
Crackers demand a warm, dry place, 
and they should not be stored near oil, 
fish or other strong-smelhng goods. 
Great care should be exercised by gro­
cers in this respect. The cracker trade 
w on# of the roost important features 
ef a general grocery business, and it 
should be taken care of. Crackers 
should be purchased in email quantities, 
so that they will not have time to get 
•tale before being sold. They should be 
kept, as stated, in a warm, dry place; 
and customers should be advised to 

ice them in the oven a few minutes 
-fore using. This will restore their 

crispiness, even though they have be­
come damp and soggy.

All the care in the world, however, 
will not build up a cracker trade if the 
crackers are not pure and fresh and 
well made. Be careful in baying to 
get the best the market affords, then 
bush the trade for all there is in it. One 
lot of stale, poorly-made crackers will 
do more ham than one can overcome 
In six months.—Mercentle Journal.

Hint* for tin* limit)*.
Clean rusty steel buckles with a pasts, 

of olive oil and whiting, laid on tor some 
time and then brushed off briskly; give 
a final polish with dry whiting.

Clean a soiled white felt hat by cov­ering It with a paste made of mag­
nesia and cold water. Let this dry on 
thoroughly, thee brush off with a clean 
soft brush.

To remove the odor of iodoform from 
utensils or the hands, add a little tur­
pentine to the water in which they are 
washed; then give them a good bath 
in soap and water."

To dean stained water bottle# fill 
them with scraps of potato peel, a table­
spoon of ammonia and a little cold 
water. Shake the carafes and when the 
stains have disappeared empty out the 
contents and rinse the bottles with 
plain, clear water.

1 Corn Soup,
Use one Can of com, one quart and 

two gills of milk, three tablespoonfuls
of butter, two of flour, one generous 
teaspoontful of salt, one-fourth of a tea­
spoonful of pepper, one tablespoonfal 
of minced onion and the yolks of two 
eggs. Put the com into a wooden bowl 
and mash it as fine as, possible. Now 
■put hi the double boiler with one qua* 
of milk and cook for 15 minutes. Put 
the butter and onion in a small frying 
pen and cook slowly for ten minutes. 
Add the flour and cook until frothy, be­
ing careful not to brown. Stir this into 
the com and milk. Now add the .salt 
and pepper and cook for ten minutes 
longer. At the end of this time rub the 
soup through a strainer and return 
to the fire. Beat the yolks of the eggs 
well and add to them the half pint of 
cold milk. Stir this mixture Into the 
soup and cook for one minute, stirring 
all the while.—Woman's Work.

Keep HoiimfIioM Aeeonnta,
Keeping household accounts is an af­

fair, if not a necessity, still of the great­
est wisdom, says an exchange. In com­
parison with the small amount of time 
and labor which -the doing so employs 
the satisfaction of knowing at the end 
of each year how the family funds have
gone is the amplest compensation. One 
especial satisfaction gained from the 
keeping of household accounts is the 
ability when, or if the necessity arises, 
to reduce the expenditure# on the outlay 
for luxuries and unnecessaries. The 
money spent for food, for medicines or 
for fuel is capable of far. less reduction 
than that used for amusements, for 
wages or for clothing, and a system of 
accounts which will show at once where 
expenses can be lessened is entitled to 
respectful consideration.

Avpte Itr-ail.
Boil a dozen good sized apples that 

have been carefully peeled and cored, 
until they are perfectly tender. While
still warm mash them in double the 
amount of Hour and add the proper 
proportion of yeast. The mas# should 
then be thoroughly kneaded without 
water, as the juice of .the apples will 
make it sufficiently «oft. It should be 
left to rise for 12 hours, then formed 
into loaves, Tnd ViVod when quite Kgh’t, 
Apple breau was the invention of a 
scientific Frenchman, and it has always 
been highly commended for its health­
fulness.—Leisure Hours;,

1’latn Yorkshire Pudding:*
One cup milk, two eggs, yolks and 

whites beaten separately, one-half tea­
spoonful salt and one teaspoonful bak­
ing powder, sifted with one cup flour: 
Mït very smooth. Half an hour befo-u 
the roast is done dip a little of the fat 
into a long baking tin, ponr the pud­
ding in, and bake. Serve with the 
roast and gravy. This is not so rich 
a dish as that baited under the meat, 
and leaves the room for peeled potatoes 
to roast._________________

To Knep Blankets Fresh.
Blanket# cannot be too frequently or 

thoroughly exposed to the fresh air. 
Even those mode of the finest wool, if 
constantly used without careful airing, 
will cease to afford that delicious 
warmth and to be the luxurious covering 
that they were when new. When 
washed they should be dried as soon as 
possible, and the nap raised by going 
over them with a fine and short-toothed 
wool card.

The New Brunswick Baptist Sunday 
School Convention opened at the Nar­
rows, Queens county, on Thursday after­
noon at 2 o’clock. By some mistake in 
the date published for the opening a 
number of delegates were not on hand, 
but sufficient were in attendance to 
form a quorum and proceed to business.

The convention opened with a devo­
tional service, led by Mr. G. W. Spring­
er, of Jemseg. The meeting was then 
brought to order, ahd it was moved by
Rev. S. D. Ervin that the enrolment of 
delegates and election of officers be post­
poned until Saturday morning at 10 
o’clock.

Reports were read from various Sun­
day schools, and from county and par­
ish conventions. All the reports were 
of a general nature and contained few 
statistics. There general tone was df en- 
conragement at the progress made dur-
ing the year and of renewed vigor for
future work. f

On motion, the names of Dr. M. C.

The conference met again at two 

o’clock, when a devotional half hour was 
spent led by Rev. M. Addison.

The report of tie Home Mission Board 
was then presented by Rev. W. B. Mc­
Intyre. this. report went into details of 
the work at Buctourhe, Harcourt Shedi- 
ac, Calhoun (West Co.), Cape Tormen- 
dale sad St. Martins second, Tabernacle 
church, St. John; Jerusalem, Keswick, 
Cardigan, Doaktown, Andover, Tobique 
valley and Grand Falls. The report 
says: “Another year of anxiety and of
sustained effort in ouifHome Mission De­
partment is closed. What its possibili­
ties have been and how we have utilized 
them eternity alone will reveal. With 
great needs continually pressing upon 
our attention and with but scanty means 
to meet those needs, your board has 
striven faithfully to do that which com­
mended itself as best in the judgment 
of the members. To recite at length 
the many painstaking deliberations 
over .the work of the year Would not here 
be in place; suffice it to say that month 
after month these domestic interests, 
vital to our denominrtion and to the 
cause of God at large, have received our 
most careful and prayerful considera­
tion.” On the subject of general mis­
sionaries the report says: Three of 
these have been employed by the board; 
Brother Young until January of the 
.present year, and Brother Patterson
since July 1st, both in general work; also 
Brother Hughes was appointed to supply 
pastorless churches and to induce them 
whenever possible to maintain the reg­
ular ministry of thy word. Brother 
Young labored chiefly on the Upper St. 
John and-on the Tobique. At the latter 
field he added materially in the erection 
of a house of worship, assisting Brothee 
Millin also in special work.

Brother Patterson conducted revivals 
in the vicinity of Cumberland Bay, where 
several were baptized. Afterwards in 
response to a call from Gloucester county 
he spent some time in Bathurst and ad­
joining communities, where a few Bap­
tists are found. In his report concern­
ing this visit he says: “Some of our peo­
ple here are enthusiastic workers, while 
others are interested, but not- inclined to 
do much personal labor. They seem an­
xious to have work done permanently.
I found in Bathurst and vicinity eight 
Baptist church members. There ate al­
so several others who if * church was 
formed would probably unite with w. At

Belledmto, twenty mites north, there are 
six Baptist families who worship in a 
church edifice of their own. The Camp­
bell ton pastbr has been giving them a 
service every Wednesday evening. Since 
leaving Bathurst Brother Patterson -bad 
spent several weeks in special work at 
Hopewell, where a deep interest has been 
manifested in the meetings." On Colpor­
tage the report says: “After much agi­
tation and many expressions of opinion 
at associations and elsewhere emphasizing 
the ieed of Colportage work, the board is 
able to report a successful venture in this 
important service. Last December Bro­
ther D. A. Branscombe, who was then 
employed by another society, was induced 
to take an engagement with us, and since 
that time has been actively employ­
ed in selling books, distributing tracts 
and other Christian literature, and visit­
ing various settlements destitute of religi­
ous services. He has had good success in 
sales of books in the homes and has also 
supplied several libraries to Sunday 
Schools. The opening for this work 
seems encouraging, and the board is an­
xious to continue it during the coming
year.” ______________’
