LIVELY WEEK IN 
THE POLICE COURT

Last week was a busy one in Police 
Circles. Chief of Pplice Ashford re­
ceived word on Tuesday from Monc­
ton, that the man, Henry Wilson held 
here as a suspect in the Sadie Me- 
Auley murder did not resemble the 
supposed murderer and in conse­
quence he was released from custody.

John 
Maloney, supposed to be from Richi­
bucto, was arrested Wednesday night 
by officer Walsh for stealing a watch 
from Mr. Hayes of Lower Newcastle 
His case will come before the Magis­
trate this week.

On Friday a Newcastle man was 
before the Police Magistrate for sup­
plying liquor to men in Hardwieke 
and was fined $50.00 and costs.

On Friday night. Police Officer 
Edward Walsh arrested three girls, 
two of them named Smith the other 
Kady, belonging to Loggieville and 
Chatham, aged between 18 and 20 
years, charged with stealing clothes 
from a number of clotheslines in 
Nelson. It appears that they were 
driven in a car as far as Brown's 
Road, and from there walked through 
Nelson making several stops to strip 
clotheslines. One clothesline was 
completely stripped and when arrest­
ed one of the young girls had clothes 
on hef person, representing articles 
w’hich had been taken from two differ­
ent lines Officer Walsh made the ar 
rest in the Public Square and lodged 
them in the lock-up over night. On

NORTH’D SHALE
A number of samples of building 

bricks fire blocks, electric conduits, 
etc., made from shale deposits on the 
land of Roth well Coal Co., North­
umberland Co., are on exhibit at the 
•office of Robt. Reford & Co. The ma­
terials are all of a very high class, 
and the bricks have a very attractive 
finish. As there are several layers of 
rshale the colors vary greatly, al­
though no artificial coloring is used 
in any of them. The bricks are 
made from the shale by a dry pro­
cess. The material on being dug up 
slakes Itself so that no water has to 
be used. The deposit is from 80 to 
100 feet in depth and is in four lay­
ers, each of a different variety, but 
all resembling soft, slaty stone. It 
averages fifty to sixty thousand tons 
to the acre. Samples were sent to 
the Ceramic Department at Ottawa 
which reports that the deposits are 
superior to anything of their kind 
vast of Saskatchewan.

GRAPHIC 
DESCRIPTION OF 

MIRAMICHI FIRE
The ravages of fire in various parts 

of New Brunswick during the past 
month bas turned the thougnts of 
older people to the great Miramichi 
fire of 1825 the most terrible confla­
gration the province has ever known 
The following vivid description of 
that fire is from Illustrated Sketches 
of New Brunswick, published in 1861, 
by J. & A. McMillan, for E. J. Rus 
sell of Bathurst: —

“In 1825 occurred the memorable 
Miramichi fire. The season had been 
very dry and excessively hot; very 
little r$in had fallen; and in October 
everything above- the surface of the 
ground was intensely dry, even for 
that dry season. In various^part of 
the province flrësvaged in the woods ; 
and in lower Canada, the adjoining 
part of the United States and Nova 
Scotia, the forests were similarly 
visited.

In the beginning of October’The 
heat, increased almost beyond bear­
ing; the atmosphere became charged 
with smoke; and the sky assumed 
an unnatural color. All nature seem­
ed weighed down under the oppres 
sion of the parching and suffocating 
heat. So dreadful was the condii- 
tion of the atmosphere that even the 
dispositions of the aniipals seemed 
affected and changed, the terrified 
cattle collecting in groups in the 
fields, and the wild animals leaving 
the woods to seek refuge among their 
domesticated felFows.. Man alone 
seemed regardless, confident in his' 
distance from the burning forest.

“On the evening of the 17th of Oct. 
the dreadful scourge was let loose 
upon the devoted settlements. A gale 
sprang up, and soon inch?ased to a 
hurricane, which swept before it, 
over the whole countryside, a deluge 
of fire. The wind roared horribly; 
the air was filled with clouds of flying 
cinders, burning sticks and vast 
volumes of smoke; and thex whole 
face of the countryside was drowned 
with a flood of fire.

“Such a scene of horror no narra­
tive can adequately depict. Men, 
women and children flying hither and 
thither; the shrieks Of the burning; 
the cries of relatives seeking each 
other; the agonies of the sick and in­
firm; whose only chance of safety 
was in the mercy of others; the 
bowels of domestic animals and the 
denizens of the forest. The only hope 
of safety lay ii reaching the river.
