A HOE HER ONLY WEAPON.

Brave Fight of a Mother with a Gigan-
tic Panther.

¢ The wife of Morris Kapper, a ranchman
owning an extensive plaec in Texas
had an adventure with a large fe-
male panther, in which the lady succeed-
ed in killng the animal with a hoe, says a
despatch from Harrold, Texas. Her hus-
band d requested her on leaving the
house at dinner to send him some medicine
which he was taking at regular intervals
when these intervals occurred, which she
did, dispatching her #on, of nine or ten,
to his father, who was employed in his
vegetable garden, situated about three
huhdred feet from the house. Her second
child, a little girl of three, begged eeveral
times to go instead of her brother, so in
the cool of the evening Mrs. Kapper, to
gratify the child, gent her instead with
medicine.

The path, though bordered with tall
bushes, was all the way in plain view of
the piazza where the lady sat watching
the little girl as she toddled off, but re-
moving her eyes for a moment to examine
her work she lost sight of her and the next
moment was horrified to hear the child
scream out in sudden pain or affright.
Running as fast as she could down the
path she found that the little girl was no
longer in it, but crushed graes and broken
bush on one side showed that some large
animal had just left it. The mother fol-
lowing the trail which was perfectly dis-
tinct, soon came upon a panther dragging
the child by its little dress along the
ground, but the weight prevented the
animal from going faster than a walk, so
without its detecting her she ran back and
caught up the hoe her husband had left in
the garden and returned. The panther
had then dropped the child, but was still
standing over it; and on seeing Mrs. Kap-
per began to snarl, showing its pointed
teeth.

She ranup to it, when it again seized its
prey in its teeth, but the heroic lady tore
her child from its grasp, and putting it be-
hind her met the panther as it rushed at
her, infuriated by the lose of its booty,
with a blow of the hoe which,missing tle
head,yet severed its left ear from it. The
panther paused in its attack on her, and
began to try and reach the wound with
its mouth, screaming and tearing up the
carth. Mrgs. Kapper then brought the hoe
down on its head with such force as to
crugh its skull, and the next moment the
animal lay dead at her feet.

Turning to the child she found it ingen-
sible from fright, which accounted for its
silence while being dragzed by the pant-
her. The little thing is still in a precarious
condition from the nervous shock it sus-
tained. Mr. Kapper who had left the gar-
den for a few minutes, on his return was
surprised to see his wife crawl in sight,
and instead of calling to him signaled him
to approach. When he did so he found
her so"exhausted by her late excitement
that she could not stand on her feet nor
speak other than in a gasping whisper. He
carried her and the child home, where
they were placed in bed. The heroic lady,
though she managed to tell her adventure
to her husband, cannot hear it mentioned
without going int> violent hysterics.

The carcass of the panther was brought
to town this morning to be preserved as
an interesting relic and instance of a
mother’s devotion. It was a large one,
measuring nearly nine feet from the muz-
zle to the tip ofthe long, curling tail,and of
the family known as the “tawny-bellied.

"IDEAL BEDROOM.

For bedroom use nothing is more con-
venient than one or more low ottomans.

Excelsior should be
put over the top to pad it out comfortably,
and over this a piece of ticking or stout
muslin should be tacked to hold it in
place and make it easier to fit on the outer
cover. If the box is smooth enough the
sides can be stained and a tassel fringe of
gilk, cotton or wool put on as deep as the
box itself. Plush, turcoman or the velour
squares in a-pattern may be used as a top
covering. The cretonnes that come in
tapestry designs are very pretty, with
cotton tassel fringe.

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HER LETTER WRITTEN IN BLOOD.

Superintendent James M. Fuller of
Fuller's Detective Bureau has succeeded
in rescuing one of the four girls who were
enticed to this city from their Connecticut
homes for unlawful purposes. A few days
ago the following letter, written in blood,
was received by the father of the young
girl who was recently decoyed from
Meriden by a woman bearing a strong re-
semblance to the once notorious Blanche
Douglas :

DeAr Farner—1I am Jgeked in a room
at a large white house surfounded by trees
in the country. The place is on the road
from West Hoboken or necar the high
Palisades of New Jersey. Oh, in mercy’s
name come or send for me, or I shall kill
myself before standing any longer the
terrible treatment I am being subjected to
by the people here, who are all in a plot
of crime against me. You can reach me
by the Hoboken Ferry, as I know I was
brought here that way in a carriage. 1
will be looking for you from a window at
the back of the house on the top floor
where no one can see me. I am held a
prisoner, and only by the kindness of a
sympathizing servant woman was this
letter got to you for me. Come quick, for
your own daughter’s dying sake.

The envelope bore the postmark of Gut-
tenburg, N. J., and superintendent Fuller,
after a long search, succeeded in finding
the young girl in a secluded house about
half way between Guttenburg and West
Hoboken. When superintendent Fuller
and one of his detectives entered the house
they found that the unfortunate girl was
locked in an upper room. The girl was
returned to her parents’ home, but before
leaving here she told Mr. Fuller her re-
markable experience.

“She became acquainted witlr@'ather
prepossessing woman in Meriden some
time ago,” said he, “who induced her to
come to this city. She accompanied the
woman to a flat in the vicinity of Central
Park, where she was introduced to a good
looking young man wearing a black mus-
tache. After partaking of some wine she
knew nothing more until she found her-
self alone the following morning in the
room in the house near Guttenburg. Then
she discovered that she had been ruined
and that the woman whom she had trust-
ed"was responsible for her condition.

“She tried the doors of her room but
found them locked. Here she was con-
fined for several days, and subjected to
various cruelties. Finally she discovered
an old envelope and a scrap of soiled paper
under a pile of rubbish. She had no writ-
ing materials, but, cutting her gums until
the blood flowed, she succeeded, with the
aid of a pointed stick, in laboriously writ-
ing in letters of crimson the letter ‘to her
father disclosing her place of confinement.

“ After much difficulty she succeeded in
inducing an old woman, who acted as a
servant at the house, to mail the letter.
The girl said that she never sleptafter the
old woman told her that the letter had
been safely deposited at the post office,
until she was finally rescued.”

The father of the girl called feg his
daughter and took her at once to his home,
but not until he had made arrangements
with Mr. Fuller to follow up the vile
woman who had decoyed her away.

Superintendent Fuller thinks that he
has clews that will lead to the recovery of
Amelia Elaves of Southington, Conn.; and
hopes to be able to return her to her par-
ents in a few days. He told a Press re-
porter yesterday that he believed that all
of the girls had been decoyed from their
homes by the same person.

“If the parents of these girls keep their
promises,” gaid he, “I hope soon to bring
this woman to trial. I will take her to
Connecticat to face the fathers and
mothers of these girls, and she will be
put out of the way of traflicking in inno-
cent children for at least twenty years.”

FARMING MATTERS.

HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.
Hay Notes.

Cut hay early.
Cut just after the bloom falls.
posgible, on a bright day.

Cut,when

Keep the knives of the mower sharp.

If the ground is smooth cut low, but if
timothy,cut above the bulb at the ground.

Four hours of hot sun will cure suffi-
ciently. ‘

The hay-loader will lessen the cost of
the field work.

The hay fork and carrier will lessen the
cost of mowing away. Ifto be stacked in
the field the gatherers and stackers will
lessen the cost.

With a good varigty of grasses the hay
harvest can be lengthened and the crop be
saved in better season.

See that all the machinery is in good
working order, ready for use when need-
ed. :

Iay is less liable to spoil in the stack or
mow if it can be put up without being ex-
posed to a rain or dew.

Hay can be mowed away much greener
if stacked in a tight harn than if stacked
out instead in a open mow.

A ventilator put through the centre of a
stack or mow, will decrease the liability
to spoil.

Orchard grass is first to'ripen, then
clover, followed by timothy and then red
top.” If properly cured, all make a good
quality of hay.

_In a favourable season a second crop of
orchard grass and of clover can be readily
secured.

Hungarian or millet make a good hay,
but they need a good, rich soil, well pre-
pared, to secure a good yield.

Some object to cutting hay early because
the stock will eat so much more of it. This
ought to be a good reason for early cut-
ting. ;

Wheat and oats are grown for the grain
or seed, but grass for the straw or hay,
and each must be cut at the proper stage,
to secure the best results.

The seeds of most grasses are a very
small proportion of their seeding value as
compared with.the straw, so that the lat-
ter should receive the most attention.

Generally the less hay is handled the
less will be the cost and the better the
quality of the product for feeding, and
generally machinery and horses will do
the work cheaper than men.

In keeping or building up the fertility
of soil hay is a crop that should be fed out
to gtock on the farm rather than to sell, as
gelling hay is selling fertility.

Hay allowed to mature and then cut
and allowed to lay in the sun untl tho-
roughly dried out, loses from one-third to
one-half its nutritive value as a feed for
stock. :

Put either in a mow or shed, or if it
must be stacked outside, put up in large
ricks rather than in small stacks: The
more exposed surface the greater the loss
by leaching and evaporation.

In order to realize the largest profits
from the meadows a good even stand of
grass must be secured. It must be cut in
good season and be handled and stored
away in an economical manner, and then
be fed out to good, thrifty stock on the
farm.

WITHOUT ICE.

Many farmers were unable to secure any
ice last winter, and the want of it will be
severely felt in the dairy thiz summer.
With plenty of cold well or spring watet
the milk can be cooled sufliciently to raise
all the cream when creameriesare used or
when the milk is set in pans or running
water ; but there may be trouble in mak-
ing butter; when the weather is very hot
it may be too soft when it comes, and it
must be cooled by some means. We thiiik
the best way to do this is to wash the but-
ter while in small grains with the coldest
water we have —using plenty of it —then
put enough water in the churn to reduce
the butter to the same temperature as the
water. Now make the brine with cold
water, and after drawing off the water in
the churn pour in the brine. It is now set-
tled and the brine can be at once drawn
off and the butter gathered and worked
in the churn; but if the weather is very
hot and sultry it would be better to leave
the butter in grains in the brine—having
a larger quantity of brine than would be
necessary if there were any ice to use —
and take out only a small quantity at a
time, work with paddles and print or pack
at once. If the butter is printed, wrapped
in parchment paper and set in the coolest
place available, we have done about the
best we can do without the use of ice.
When a creamery is used without ice there
must be storage capacity for two milkings,
because it will take twenty-four hours to
raise the cream with well or spring water.
This hint is given for the benefit of those
who may be about to buy a creamery, and
have no experience to guide them.

EXPELLING AIR FROM THE SILO.

The difficultics in keeping ensilage are
being gradually understood and overcome.
Some of these'are due to the fact that
farmers took too much pains, and did more
work than was needed. Heavy weighting
at the top wasat first considered necessary.
Now it is known to be rather a disadvan-
tage, as the silage under the weight for a
distance down is spoiled. The reason
when the philogophy of the thing is con-
sidered is obvious enough. The weight,
being generally solid and not porous, re-
tained the heated and moist air which
rises as fermentation begins. As it cannot
get away the silage in which it was con-
fined rotted. It was also thought that
severe packing of the silo was an advan-
tage ; but this also proves to be a mistake.
It prevents fermentation by partially ex-
pelling the air. Let fermentation begin,
and then keep the top of the silage cover-
ed with a foot of dry cut straw, and the
air will all be expelled “through it. Not
enough fermentation can occur if air is
kept out of the sides and corners to make
sour silage. The food will be uniformly
good from bottom to top. Pile the green
silage somewhat higher at the sides and
corners, to allow it to be level when it set-
tles. This is better than trying to pack
the sides and corners by trampling them
down, which involves much unnecessary
labor.

YOU CAN SEE SOUNDS.

When our fathers were told that the
sun could be made to turn artist they told
the early photographist to carry such
stories to the marines. Now when we are
told that pictures can be made by notes of
music we are equally incredulous. But
it is true, and Mr. Rowoothain, in Cassell’s
Family Magazine, tells us all about it, as
follows :

A lady, Mrs. Watts Hughes, who origin-
ally intended to devote herself to the art
professionally, through failure of health
renounced a public career and undertook
instead delicate investigations into the
nature of sound. The experiments are
conducted as follows: A hollow receiver
is procured, over the mouth of which is
stretched an elastic membrane. The sur-
face of the membrane is covered with a
semi-fluid paste, of such consistency that
very light impressions can be casily re-
ceived.

The singer then approaching the ap-
paratus sings on to the surface of the
membrane, exercising the greatest care
that his notes are singularly steady and
perfectly accurate in the intonation of the
given sound. At once the musical note
mirrors itself on the paste, and in the
most unexpected forms.. The forms of
flowers, as perfect as if they. were drawn,
occur among the rest, and, indeed, con-
tribute the majority of the figures.
Daisies, with every petal exactly shaped,
are common; lilies, as symmertrically
made, are not rare. A change of note, or
of timbre, will produce a miniature trce
on the paste. By some slight variation,
impossible to estimate, the figure of a star
fish will appear on the surface of the
membrane; another imperceptible dif-
ference of sound will lay side by side with
the star fish an anemone.

Occasionally the vibrations — presum-
able owing to an unconscious augmenta-
tion of force on the part of the singer —
will imprint themselves in the form of
shells, beautifully voluted, the wrinkles
in the scroll being g0 incisively indented
that when photographed they appear as
if creases in the picture. Suddenly de-
serting these marine forms as capriciously
as it took them up, the sound will create
ferns, suspend bunches of fruit, and other-
wise adorn with similar emblems the sur-
face.. When the sound is producing
flowers on the paste, the singer can at
pleasure increase the number of petals by
gradually making the tone ascend. '

At each fraction of a tone on which his
voice raises a new petal is added to~ the
flower. He can thus by a careful manage-
ment of his voice increase a pighhy daisy
that lies first imprinted on the paste to a
gigantic sunflower, occupying nearly the
whole surface. In the other form —e. g,
the shells — this addition of* piece by
piece does not appear, and the scroll once
fashioned remains.

The forms thus produced on the paste
are photographed while the membrane is
in sonorous vibration ; or water color im-
pressions are taken, which are transferred
to glass immediately after being produced.
The advantage of the latter method is that
the minute beauty and delicacy of the
forms can be shown to petfection by the
use of various colors for different parts of
the same object.

A BURIED CITY OF PORTUGAL.

Portugal has a most interesting mystery
in the submerged city of Cetobrigo. In
the beginning of the present century a
fisherman, while rowing along the coast,
was astonished at sight of the houses and
well-paved streets under the water of the
Bay of Setubal. He communicated the
news to the inhabitants of the neighboring
town of the same name, and excavations
were abonce begun under the patronage of
government. It wassoon determined that
the ruined city must be Cetobriga, which
is sometimes mentioned by old writers,
though literature contains little informa-
tion regarding its fate or history.

Interesting coing, bracelets and pottery
were dug out, and in 1814 a number of
mental tablets were found bearing curious
and ancient inscriptions. These were
evidenty of Pheenician orgin. 4

_There is no doubt that the Romans pos-
sessed the city long beforeits destruction,
as their remains are encountered on every
hand. Medals, grand statues, symmetrical
columns of temples, and various other evi-
dences prove a high state of civilization in
the people who built the city. There can
be no doubt that many wealthy Romans
settled here to enjoy the delightful climate,
and perhaps also to escape from the tur-
bulance of Rone.

“The remains of this once populous and
aricient city,” says a Portuguese writer,
“ stand as an eternal monument of a-people
who has recently visited it sends to the
Scientific American an account of what he
Saw.

His first task was to explore what had
already been excavated. The floors of the
houses were exquisitely laid in mosaic, and
the colors were as fresh and bright as
when they were put on, long ages ago.
Nearly every house had its bath-room, and
an ingenious mode of heating and convey-
ing water to the pipes. At the back of the
house was a large fireproof tank, made of
broken shells and pottery cemented to-
gether. The fire was built under the tank
and the water conveyed to the bhath
through flat iron pipes.

A block -of granite that had formed part
of the corner wall of a house had been
broken, and then mended by inserting a
piece of stone, and making it fast by
cement. This cement was of the same
color as the stone, and the break could be
distinguished only by close observation.
When some one attempted to remove the
piece, the stone itself gave way before the
cement. Such a compound would be in-
valuable at the present day. * Scattered
everywhere throughout the submerged
city are similar traces of a high civiliza-
tion.

Some strange and terrible fate must
have overtaken Cetobriga. The sea had
evidently combined with some fearful
earthquake, far worse than the one of 1755,
and overwhelmed itin ruin. Tt isdiflicult
to realize that the waters of the calm,
bright bay could have reared their waves
s0 high as to engulf those grand temples
and monuments.

John Burke was buried in Chicago on
Saturday. Suspicions that he was only in
a comatose state began to be circulated and
the body was exhumed yesterday. Though
life was extinct, the horribly distorted fea-
tures, tongue bitten in two and’ clenched
hands showed that he had been buried
alive.

WILD ANIMALS.

Speaking of what he hoped to add to
the Central park menagerie in thé near
future, superintendent Conklin said in an
interview with a New York Times re-
porter, that but few valuablé animals are
given to zoological gardens in this country
as they are abroad, for public interest in
“z00s” here lags far hehind the popular
enthusiasm taken in similar collections
thronghout Iurope. . All rare animals for
this menagerie must he purchased out of
the annual appropriation of $50,000, which
must also pay the keepers, buy food for
the animals and keep the buildings in re-
pair and the grounds in order. The New
York menagerie ig one of the four in the
world opened free to the publie.  The re-
maining three are at Vienna, Paris and
Chicago. The one at Vienna is supported
by the emperor and is in the castle
grounds.

Mr. Conklin is very anxious to secure a
mate for the double-horned rhinoceros,
but a most serious obgtacle to his making
the purchage of a very fine one offered in
Bremen for $5,000 is the present tariff' of
20 pcrY('(-ni.un imported animals. This
would add another $1,000 to the cost and
make the immediate purchase of the
animal impossible. - This menagerie has
no giraffes. The only pair owned by awg
zoological garden in this country is at
Cincinnati. A good specimen of the
giraffe &hout two years old would cost
$10,000 where 10 years ago one could have
been hought for $300 or $400. They have
been growing scarce of late, as is the case
with all North African animals.  Mr.
Cocklin gaid that zebras, which 10 years
ago could be Dought for 3300 to $400, now
cost $1200.  One could hardly give away
a lion 10 years ago, but to-day males are
scarce at $1000 each. The ostrich has re
mained unchanged in price, as have all
animals brought into domestication. A
pair is now worth $600. The kangaroo
has changed but little in value.

The war between the English-and the
Mahdi not only drove the animals further
into the interior, but destroyed the posts
where those who captured the animals
brought and sold them to the agents.
These agents then waited until enough
were captured to form a caravan, when
they started for the coast of the Red Sea
and there shipped the animals to Marseil-
les and from there to Bremen. The
animals from India, Australia, Ceylon, and
the East Indian islands are sent to dealers
in London and Liverpool.

The areas inhabited by wild animalsare
growing less all over the world, and Su-
perintendent Conklin thought in not at
all improbable that in 200 years the me-
nageries would contain all the wild animals
in existence. The great auk,a bird living
in Arctic regions and resembling the pen-
guin, has become extinct within the last
15 years. Its eggs were nutritious and
highly prized by the sailors. Of the 50 or
60 known varieties of deer the menagerie
here owns but seven, and the superin-
tendent is very anxious to increase this
number.

COMPOSITORS WILL HAVE TO GO.

The compositors on the New York morn-
ing newspapers are discussing what they
shall do when they are outside {rom thoi
“frames” by the typsetting machines.
They have received a “tip” that the Ierald
World, Times the Sun, some time in the
fall or early winter, are going to have such
machines set up, and that at least half the
present forces of compositors of those
establishments will have toseck other eni-
ployment. As there are nearly a thous-
and men at present employed on those
papers, either as regulars or substitutes,
one can believe that it is a momentous
subject. Who will be discharged, who
remain, what will those discharged do
afterwards, are questions that are asked.
The old men who have been on newspap-
er row for thirty or forty years, whose
nights have been spent in getting out
newspapers for the public at breakfast,
think they will have to make their exit
on the entrance of the iron workman.
They know that young men, whose fingers
are supple, will be the operators of the
machines ; whether there will be a place
for the aged and tried is one of the cong
undrums which time will have to solve.

Not so very many years ago these men
and almost every other compositor scoffed
at the idaa that a machine could be made
to set type, at least well enough or cheap
enough to become a successful competitor
with men. They had seen and heard of
so many failures of such machines they
concluded that it was among the things of
the remote future, like single tax: But
hundreds of men have been hammering
at the idea of a typesetting machine night
and day, knowing that the first perfector
nearly perfect invention would bring a
fortune to the inventor. It is doubtful if
as much money has been spent, or as
much gray brain matter uged, in bringing
any other invention to perfection as in
that of the typesetting machine.

BUNGLING AERONAUTS.

CrevELAND, Ohio, June 27. - A young
woman of this city named Hull, profess-
ionally known as Estella Le Doy, attempt-
ed to make her first balloon ascension and
parachute jump at Deyerles Park last
night. The experiment almost resulted
in a tracedy. When the balloon had heen
inflated an employe named Id. French,
who was in the basket, was forgotten, and
the great globe was periitted toshoot up-
ward. Irench attempted to leave the
basket. In doing so he beeame entangled
in the ropes and for a time hung head
downward. Finally he Jsuceeeded in re-
leasing himself and after turning two
somersaults struck on his face and was
seriously injured.

French, in his struceles, had loosened
the fastenings which attached the para-
achute to the car, so that when an altitude
of one hundred feet attained
they suddenly gave way, and the hig
umbrella, carrying the aeronaut with it,
commenced its downward rush to the
ground.

Indoing so, they would have dis-
qualified Mr. Gregory without, as he well

¢ knows, running the slightest risk of being
disqualified themselves. A number of
witnesses who know and could testify to
Mr. Gregory personally placing funds in
the hands of his canvassers, were so dis-
gusted with his conduct in filing the peti-
tion, that they were ready to tell what
they knew. Thisis the reason and the
sole reason why the petitioners did not go
on. Mr. Gregory would have made him-
himself the laughing stock of the whole
country if in strikingat the Attorney Gen-
eral, the only person whom he had
seriously hurt had been himself.

The editorial in last evening’s Gleaner,
headed “Mr. Barry’s return,” is a funny
production, and if we had space this week
we should have reproduced it that our
readers might enjoy its humor. We are not
able to gather clearly from the article
whether Mr. Barry’s return or his
continued absence is most reprehensible
and which course would have most
commended itself to the, Gleaner’s ap-
proval. It appears that on Thursday
Mr. Barry’s absence was most disgrace-
ful; on Friday his return is a peer
of impudence on the part of the Attorney
General of which no one else would have
been guilty.

We would, however, in this connections
agdain remind the Gleaner that it is a mis-
take on its part to lie so.palpably; it is
unwise from its own standpoint, beside
not being entirely consistent with the
role of a high-toned moralist. For ins-
tance, it says that Mr. Blair swore in his
affidavit used in the election court that
“he (Mr. Blair) did not know Mr. Barry
was going away.” The affidavit will
speak for itself, and will hot show that
Mr. Blair made any such statement.
Again, it states yesterday Mr. Blair’s afli-
davit states that Mr. Barry would stay
away two years, if necessary, etc. Again,
we say, peruse the aforesaid affidavit and
you will not find that such a statement is
made. The Fredericton correspondent of
the Sun says: “It is passing strange that
Mr. Blair in open court affirmed that Mr.
Barry would be away until after the elec-
tion trial, though that might be two years
hence.” It may be a trifling matter to
Mr. McCready, the Fredericton corres-
pondent of the Sun, to know that the
above statement is utterly untrue ; but we
think it quite as scandalous to publish an
untrue statement that another person told
an untruth as to have told the original
untruth charged.

With its virtues
shining in such conspicuous effulgence,
who can doubt the unsullied purity of its
exalted, moral altitude.

When, therefore, the Gleaner condemns
Mr. Blair as being politically dishonest,
the political dishonesty which it condems
must be conduct, the like of which it has
never been able to approve. For example,
it was not politically dishonest in Mr.
Gregory, whom it regards as almost angelic
in a political sense, to offer himself for
election as an independent ; publishing a
card in which he poses as a candid friend
of ‘the government, only desiring the
position of a watchman on the tower, not
as an cnemy in the field, when at the
same moment he was fairly consumed
with the bitterest enmity against the
Attorney General and his government;
neither is it political dishonesty to vindi-
cate and defend any act of administration
g0 long as it is the recipient of a bountifal
patronage, and the instant the flow of
patronage ceases, w0 set about condemning
every act which it had hitherto approved.
It is equally clear there can be no moral
taint attaching to falsehood or slander.
There must even be merit, according to its
standard, in slippinz away from professions
of an ardent attachment to the liberal
cause and tendering unwelcome support
to a party of which it only spoke for years
in terms of scorn and contempt. Nor does
it appearatall incongruous from the stand-
point of political virtue to disburse elec-
tion money and rum freely and without
stint to-day, and next week discourse with
the most sanctimonioas cant upon the
conduct of the opposite party in making
use of the same ingtrumentalities, In fine
it is consistent with the Gleaner’s
conception of political honesty to be on
every side of every question—to be a
liberal and a conservative in quick succes-
sion ; to be a profound friend of the pro-
vincial government to-day and a malignant
enemy to-morrow ; to put forward as its
. model candidate, not only for legislative
honors, but for high executive position, a
gentleman, who carefully hides his anti-
pathies to catch votes, and with piratical
designs hoists the flag of a neutral.
These are the Gleaner’s conceptions of
political rectitude and honor,and these
are the people who have the effrontary to
sit in judgment upon the conduct of hon-
orable men. It would keep two
newspapers busy correcting the wil-
fol misstatements of ~the Gleaner.
For example, last Saturday it said
that the trustees of Messrs. Simmons
& Burpee had settled Mr. Gibson’s claim
and paid the costs of his injunction to re-
strain the trustees from paying over the
estate’s monies to the preference creditors,
granted by Judge Fraser some months
ago; whereupon the injunction orders
were by consent dissolved. We are
authorized to say that the injunction
orders were not dissolved until last week

ENGLAND’S POSITION IN AFRICA.

The recent treaty between Germany
and England respecting the African quec-
tion, undoubtedly secures 4 great triumph
for the former in castern Africa. The
larger part of that great continent has
only recently become of infzrest to Euro-
peans, and Germany and England sud-
denly found themselves rivals in this
new field of colonial adventure. Lord
Salisbury, in granting charters to two
great English colonizing corporations, the
Jritish East African company and the

erning powers like the East Indian com-
pany, which laid the foundation of the
present Empire of India, but covering a
large territory with undefined boundaries,
found himself on the verge of a serious
diplomatic difficulty with the German
government as to the respective limits of
Iinglish and German occupation and
ownership. The treaty secures to British
sovereignty two stupendous domains : one
in the south of 250,000 square miles,
stretching from Cape Town to Stevenson’s
road, go-called, a distance of 2,000 miles
continuously northward, with cultivated
plains and fertile valleys and mineral
regions richer and vaster than Colorado.
Another domain in the north only separ-
ated from the former by German terri-
tory, which England has secured the
right to cross at all times by treaty, is of
almost equal area rich, beyond description
and full of magnificent possibilities. In
addition to those two territories, either of
which is go vast that you might sprinkle in
them kingdoms like Portugal and then not
find them, the German government yields
up the protectorate over Zanzibar, an island
of 400,000 acres in extent, -and having
a most wonderfully fertile soil, in ex-
change for a sand bank of 400 acres, an
island off the mouth of the Elbe called
Heligoland. The island was ugeless to
ingland, and when offered by ILord
Salisbury to Germany in exchange for
Zanzibar, was gladly accepted by the lat-
ter, the offer being regarded as evidence
of the most cordial good will on the part
of the British to Germany. There dce:

BLAINE'S NEW DEPARTURE.

The most important event in recent
United States politics is Mr. Blaine’s break
with his party on the question of reci-
procity. It is not easy to foresce what this
means, but it may mean a very great deal.
Undoubtedly the secretary of state stands
head and shoulders above all his colleagues
in those elements which make up a states-
man, and is quite aware that the present
policy of the United States cannot be very
long persisted in, with Canada to the north
and the Central and South American
nations to the south—he sees a chance
for a stroke of diplomacy greater in its re-
sults than anything achieved in many a
long year, by foreign war, either in this or
the other hemisphere. Those who are
keeping themselves informed upon econ-
omic questions know that great changes
must occur in the very near future, and
in anticipating these _clmngés, and setting
his sails so as to catch the breezes of
popular opinion, which will very soo 1 be-
gin to blow with strength and steadiness.
Mr. Blaine has taken the surest plan to
reach the goal of his ambition and gain
for himself a reputation as the foremost
statesman of his time. Canada is greatly
interested in the success of his plans and
will watch closely every step in their
working out.

THE INSURANCE OF CHILDREN.

A bill has been introduced by the
bishop of Peterborough, and passed its
second reading in the House of Lords,
in England, for the purpose of limiting
the sum for which the lives of children
may be insured to from £4 to £8, and for-
bidding the payment of the insurance
money to the child’s parents. The bill
itself is a remarkable one, and that it
should have been deemed necessary to
legislate in this direction, is a terrible re-
flection upon the English people. The
evidence showing that children are mur-
dered by their parents, all over England,
for the sake of the insurance, is so con-
clusive, that it is admitted on all hands to
be hopeless to resist its weight. Judges,
coroners, and doctors agree upon the fact
with startling unanimity. It is not al*
leged that children are strangled or
poisoned. Alittle neglect applied at the
right time, a diet of insuflicient or un-
wholesome food, a little carelessness about
exposure to cold or damp, and as the
bishop of Peterborough said, “the little
life is quenched.” Itis to be sincerely
hoped that the proposed law may stamp
out so shocking a state of things.

THE STUMPAGE COMMISSION.

The selection of Messrs. A. F. Randolph,
Frank H. Todd and Allen Ritchie, with
D. G. Smith as secretary, as a commis-
sion to investigate and report upon the
question of stumpage has been most favor-
ably commented upon by the press with
the exception of a couple of the most
rabid opposition papers. It will, we think,
be conceded that no more competent
persons could have been chosen, and cer-
tainly none who would bring to bear a
calmer judgment upon the many import-
ant questions which connect. themselves
with the subject of stumpage. ;

C. Woop Davis, a contributor to The
Forum, the Arena and other leading
periodicals, writes to C. H. Lugrin to
gay that he (Mr. L.) is entitled to the
credit of being the first writer to direct
the attention of the people of the United
States to the fact that they must soon he-
come importers of breadstuffs.

Robert L. Wallace and Ignatz Blowitv,
who pleaded guilty to the larceny of $150,-
000, belonging to J. H. Wallace,of Wallace's
Monthly, the uncle of the former, were to-
day sentenced to the state prison foreight
years and eleven months.

Charles Decker,his mother,Mrs. Stevens,
and a domestic named Ellen Shaw, were
all murdered by burglars at Morris, Ill.,
Thursday morning. Their heads were all
crashed by some blunt instrument, and
the house pillaged from top to bottom.

Some 50 or 100 persons were poisoned
by fice cream purchased at Brinkman’s
candy store No. 1274 Third avenue. Sever-
al aré~dangerously ill. The cream was
mdde in an unclean freezer of which the
lining was worn off, causing metallic
poisoning. ;

Rain in-the-Face, the noted Souix chief,
is lying at the point of death. The chief
was stabbed in the chest and side several
times by his wife, who entered his room
while he slept. She was jealous of anoth-
er squaw to whom Rain-in-the-Face had
been paying attention.

Captain Henery C. Kane, formerly in
command of the British man-of-war Cal-
liope, and who succeeded in getting that
vessel from the harbor at Apia, Samoa,
into the open sea at the time of the disas-
trous hurricane there, has been made
captain of the iron turret ship Inflexible.

Peabody Institute at Danvers, Mase.,
was burned to the ground Wednesday at
noon ; loss, $70,000. The fire was caused
by painters burning off old paint. Most
of the library was saved, also the pictures
and articles in the museum. The building
was the gift of George Peabody and was
insured.

The wife and four children of James
0’Connor, a member of the editorial staff
of United Ireland,have been fataly poison-
ed at Seapoint, a watering place in county
Dublin, by eating pickled mussels. An-
other child of Mr. O’Connorand a servant,
who also ate the mussels, were prostrated,
but are now out of danger and slowly re-
covering.

At Newburg, N. Y., on Friday night,
George Sarvis, alias “Tony” Sarvis, a
young criminal guilty of many crimes com-
mitted in this vicinity, was caught after
being shot and fatally wounded by John
TLevson.

THE YORK ELECTION PETITION.
Proceedings on Wednesday.

The election petition of Wm. McKay
against Messrs. Blair, Wilson, Bellamy and
Anderson, came on for trial at the election
court, Wednesday, July 2nd, at 11 o’clock,
a. m., Judge Palmer presiding. D.Jordan
for petitioner; J.A.Vanwart for respondents.

On the case being called Mr. Jordan rose
and made application to postpone trial until
next month, reading an affidavit of his own
in support of application setting forth that
his client could not safely proceed with the
petition against the Attorney Gene and
his colleagues without the testimonyfof Mr.
Barry, the law partner of Mr. Blair, and that
Mr. Barry was not now in the province and
he believed was remaining away on account
of the election trial, he therefore asked that
the case should stand postponed until
August.

Mr. Vanwart obtained an adjournment
until two o'clock to answer Mr. Jordan’s
aflidavit, and at two o'clock opposed the ap-
plication, claiming that Mr. Barry could
have been subpenaed in ample time ; that
a month elapsed after the date of the trial
had been fixed before Mr. Barry left on his
vacation, and that there was nothing to show
that he would be home in August. Mr.
Vanwart showed by the affidavits that Frank
Gregory, George F. Gregory’s son, was the
treasurer of the election fund of the opposi-
tion candidates, and distributed the ram and
money for them, and that he had gone away.
very soon after the election and was still
away and probably would remain away un-
til the trial was over. It did notappear that
Mr. Barry’s absence would be any more em-
barrassing to the petitioners than Mr.
Gregory’s absence would be to the respon-
dents, ‘therefore he insisted that the case
should now go on. Moreover if they had
Mr. Barry here the prospects were he would
not be obliged to give any evidence, in which
view the judge concurred, saying that he
was of the opinion that any evidence such
as Mr. Jordan stated he wished to have Mr,
Barry give, he could not be compelled to
give.

The judge in deciding the application said
that he would make it a condition to the
postponement that Mr. Jordan should give
an undertaking that Frank Gregory would
attend to give evidence under a commission,
and that under the circumstances he would
postpone the case upon the petitioner paying
all costs. The case therefore stands adjourned
sine die, which means the case is practically
at an end. There does not seem
to be any fair play in the course
Mr. Gregory’s relatives and friends
Lare takimg in abusing Mr. Jordan for
the collapse of the proceedings. Albert
Gregory is no doubt a very astute
young man ; but when he characterizes Mr.
Jordan as a d— fool on the public street
and remarks that if “he had not been on
hand at the time, he did not know what
scrape Jordan might not have got us into,”
he is not helping his brother or doing justice
to Mr. Jordan. Mr. Jordan, we have al-
ways thought, would not find his services
appreciated or paid for by the party; but
we would like to know what A. J. Gregory
did at the trial which Mr. Jordan could not
and would not have done. If Mr. Jordan
gets his pay as we trust he may, he will
not feel half as foolish as those who have to
pay him, and “we” and ‘“us” referred to
by Mr. Gregory will find that even his
astute services have not kept his friends al-
together out of the “scrape” of paying for
the fun which, perhaps, is the most trying
experience they could be compelled to pass
through.

Murder at St. Leonards.

Despatches from Madawaska county state
that a most foul murder was committed at
St. Leonards on Monday. Accordingto the
accounts which have come to hand, an old
man named John Desrosiers about 55 years
of age, was found early Tuesday morning,
within a few rods of his home, dead and his
head crushed with a very heavy stone.

The murderer apparently struck his vic-
tim with a large sharp stone on the cheek
bone and on a line with his eye, felling him
.with the blow, as the bone was crushed in
and the eye protruding. After this a stone,
which weighed from 40 to 50 pounds, was
used to crush in the back part of his head.
The sight was an awful one, as the brains
of the deceased were found on the stone.

The blow which killed Desrosiers must
have been from some one'in waiting, as he
had, when found, a pipe in his mouth, and
the thumb of the right hand was in the arm
hole of his vest and brace. He had been
visiting a neighbor’s house, about 250 feet
from his own house, prior to the murder.

An inquest was held before coroner Akerly
and a. verdict of wilful murder rendered
against some person unknown to the jurors.
There is no clue yet to the guflty parties
though some of his relatives are suspected
of committing the crime. No arrests have
yet been made.

A Long Visit.

Private Nason of the Royal School of In-
fantry, probably feels like kicking himself
at the present time. He had a comrade in
the county jail awaiting the return of the
troops from camp Moncton, to be dealt with
for desertion. Nason called to the jail to see
him the other day. Deputy sheriff Haw-
thorne kindly permitted him to talk through
the grate of the door to the imprisoned
deserter, and then suddenly remembered
that he had an unserved execution against
said Nason. Leaving the pair talking, Mr,
Hawthorne went up stairs and got the exe-
cution.

“You might as well go inside and talk,”
said he to Nason, at the same time opening
the door, through which Nason passed into
his pard’s roonr. Then the deputy produced
the execution.

“ Anything to levy on ?” said the deputy.

*Nothing,” said Nason.

“Then you may as well stay where®you
are. I suppose you wouldn’t mind rooming
together,” said the deputy, as he turned the
key in the door; and Nason’s visit to see
his friend promises to bé a very protracted
one.

The Late Mrs. Fisher,

The late Mrs. Judge Fisher was the seventh
daughter and ninth child of David Hatfield,
Esq., a wealthy shipowner, of English de-
scent, who resided at St. Johm. Mrs. Fisher
was a warm hearted woman, generous to a
fault, and in her death the poor have lost a
good friend. During her husband’slife she
took an active interest and was prominent
in all good works; her hospitaity was pro-
verbial, and her cheerful welcome in her
beautiful home will long be remembered by
her many friends. Latterly, her health
has not been good and her death, though
sudden, was not entirely unexpected, and on
the evening of Thursday, the 26th of June,
without a struggle she passed quietly to her
rest,aged 77 years.

Her funeral took place on Wednesday
last and the many beautiful floral contri-
butions on the occasion testify to the love
and esteem in which she was held. Mrs,
Fisher legves three daughters to mourn the
loss of an’affectionate mother. g

Sad Death of Hedley Baxter.

Word was received in this city on Thurs-
day night of the death at Haverhill, Mass.,
of Hedley Baxter, formerly in the employ
of Jas. 8. Neill of this vity.

The Haverhill Evening Bulletin of July
1st gives the following account of the ac-
cident by which Hedley Baxterlost his life :

‘ A fearful accident occurred at the B, & M.
depot this morning A young man by the
name of Hedley Baxter, 21 years old, and
residing on Washington street, stood on the
Washington street crossing just as the 11.45
train drew out of the depot. When the
second car drew near him he made a spring
for the steps on the front platform, but,
missing his hold, he fell over backwards
under the car. The wheels passed over his
legs just above the knees, crushing the
bones and mangling the flesh in a terrible
manner. His left arm was also run over
and badly mangled. There were many peo-
ple in the vicinity at the time and saw him
fall. Going to his assistance they found
him . conscious but writhing in agony
from the pain. He was taken up and car-
ried into the depot and laid on the floor
midway between the two doors of the gents’
waiting room. Meanwhile passengers on
the train had seen the accident and notified
the conductor. He stopped the train and
went back to investigate. Finding that he
could do nothing for the poor man he re-
turned to his train. Soon after the accident
occurred word was sent to the police station,
and officer Fernald and lockup keeper Good-
win drove up to the depot with the ambul-
ance. By this time the man had recovered
conciousness and it was evident that he
could not live but a short time. Word was
accordingly sent to his relatives and his
brother quickly came.down to the depot.
He was so overcome with grief, however,
that he was led away by friends. Dr. 1. J.
Clarke remained with the man until 11.45,
when he breathed his last. Hedley was a
steady, sober, industrious young man em-
ployed at Thom’s hat factory. It was a ter-
ribly sad accident,. and we hope that it may
serve as a lesson to other men who daily
risk their lives by jumping upon trains at
the depot when in motion.”

The remains arrived here on Saturday’s
train and were accompained by his brothers,
Charles and Robert. The funeral took place
from the depot this (Saturday) afternoon.

The county council of York met in the
council chamber of the court house on Tues-
day morning at 10 o’clock for their
regular semi-annual session, but adjourned
without transacting any business till Wed-
nesday at 10 o’clock in the morning.

On Wednesday morning the council
met pursuant to the adjournment, warden
Scott in the chair, and all the councillors
present at roll call, with the exception of
couns. Rowley, Goodspeed and Hinchey.

The secretary-treasurer read over the
minutes of the last January meeting, during
which couns. Goodspeed and Hinchey enter-
ed and took their seats at the council. The
minutes being satisfactory as read, they
were, on motion of coun. Nason, approved
and adopted.

On motion of coun. Colter seconded by
coun. Burtt, the following resolution was ad-
opted.

Whereas, At the semi-annual session of
the county coungil of the municipality of
York held on the 21st day of January, 1890,
in the list of parish officers for the parish of
Douglas approved of at the said sessions,
David L. Evans, William McGinn, Gabriel
Burtt, George Seymour and Arthur Ross
were appointed byeroad and highway com-
missioners for the parish, and the respective
districts in which they are to act were not
defined on the said list, nor was it stated
who were to act as highway commissioners;

Therefore Resolved, That Gabriel Burtt
George Seymour, and Arthur Ross be high-
way commissioners for the parish of Douglas
for 1890, and that the said Gabriel Burtt be
assigned to road district No 3, George Sey-
mour to road district No 1 and Arthur Ross to
road distriet No 2, and that David L. Evans
be byeroad commissioner forthe said parish
for 1890.

Coun. Fisher asked for information con-
cerning the old lease between the munici-
pality and the

Fredericton Branch R. R. Co.

The lease, he understood, was about to ex-
Qire, and the R. R. Co. were to take it at
double rent for a new term. The secretary-
treasurer said the report of the alms house
lands committee would give all necessary
information.

Coun. Murray moved that Alex. Hood be
appointed surveyor of roads for Kingsclear
in room of Robert McLaughlin, deceased.
Carried.

On motion of coun. Nason, seconded by
coun. Murray, it was

Resolved, That all parish officers appoint-
ed since the last January meeting of the
board, in all the parishes be ;;‘onﬁrmed.

Coun. Colter from the comthittee appoint-
ed to enquire into the ownersjiip of the alms
house lands, made a verbal ‘yéport. The
committee had met Mr. Beckwith, the city
cletk as directed, and could not come to any
definite settlement unless they had the lands
surveyed, which they did; and the plan of
survey, together with all the leases were on
the secretary-treasurer’s hands.

The secretary-treasurer would produce the
documents during the afternoon session.

On motion of coun. Pinder, seconded by
coun. Lockard, it was

Resolved, That the following alterations
and additions be made on the list of parish
officers for the parish of Southampton for
the year 1890 :

Charles Burnett to be pound keeper in
place of D. P. Tompkins who refused to act.

Whitfield Grant to be road surveyor in
room of John Dore, who refused to act;

Isaac Nevers to be byeroad commissioner.

Jared Hillman to be poor master in room
of Ross F. Woodman, who refused to act;

Henry McKenna to be constable in room of
Ed. Chute, who refused to serve;

Moved by coun. Fullerton, seconded by
coun. Hinchey, that Gilbert Pringle and
Josiah Wade be appointed overseers of
poor for the parish of Stanley for 1890, in-
stead of James Clarkson and Henry Blair,
who are tinable to serve. Carried.

The warden appointed couns. Goodspeed.
Fullerton McKeen, Lawson and Murray, a
committee to examine the secretary-treas-
urer’s accounts.

On motion of coun. McNally, seconded by
coun. Hallet, Thomas Trail was appointed
a surveyor of wood, lumber, and bark for
the parish of Queensbury, in addition to
those appointed last January.

Moved by couns. Bird, and McKeen and

tesolved, That the assessors for the parish
of Bright for 1890 receive the same percent-
age for assessing the road tax that they re-
ceive for assessing the poor and county rates.
Carried.

On motion of coun. Price, seconded by
coun.Pinder, the following substitutions
were ordered to be made on the list of parish
officers for Canterbury for the year 1890 :

Herbert Jamieson to be pound keeper in
room of Jas. W. Dickinson, resigned ;

Allen Dow to be road surveyor in place of
Isaac Marstin, resigned ; -

Freeman Wilkins to be road surveyor in
room of Jno. L Price, resigned.

The warden appointed the following
councillors a

Committee on Public Accounts.

Couns. Finder, Ebbett, Fisher, Colter and
Graham.

On motion of coun. McNally, seconded by
coun. Hallett, George F. Jewett was appoint-
ed road surveyor for the parish of Queens-
bury in place of George Oliver, deceased.

Council adjourned till 2 p. m.

At 2 p. m. the council re-assembled, the
warden in the chair, and the councillors all
present excepting coun. Rowley, who was
unavoidably detained at home.

Coun. Bird, the chairman of the audit
committee, submitted his report. The com-
mittee had carefully investigated the finances
of the Co., and found $274.58 in the Peoples’
bank, and $60.96 in the secretary-treasurer’s
safe, to the credit of the county.

"On motion of coun. Murray, seconded by
coun. Hinchey, the report was adopted.

.On motion of coun. Price, seconded by
coun. Cropley, it was resolved that the as-
sessors of the parish of Canterbury be paid
two per cent. additional to the amount voted
at the January, session for assessing in the
said parish for the current year, road tax
included. 1

Coun. Goodspeed, the chairmary, submitted
the report of the committ®@ Jppointed to
examine the secretary-treasurer® accounts.
The committee had gone through the ac-
counts up to June 30th, 1890, with the
vouchers submitted to them, and found
everything correct. Comparing the receipts
and expenditures from January 21st to June
30th, they found a balance to the credit of
the county at the date of the present meet-
ing, of $335.31.

On motion of coun. Fisher, seconded by
coun. Hinchey, the report was received and
adopted.

Moved by coun. Bird, seconded by coun.
McKeen, that Alfred Ingraham be appointed
field driver for islands and intervals for the
parish of Bright in room c¢f Benjamin Estey,
who had resigned. Carried.

Coun. Colter, chairman of the committee
on the alms house grounds, submitted a re-
port. Having caused a survey to be made of
the lots of land described in a deed from
Isabella Hailes, to the municipality, dated
back in 1843, under which deed the

Municipality Claims Right of Possession,

the committee found that the piece of land
occupied by Messrs. John Edgecombe &
Sons as a store yagd, forms part of the
same, and that the Fredericton Branch R. R,
Company also occupied a portion of the
lands in question. The city council of
Fredericton had leased the lot occupied by
Messrs. Edgecome & Sons to them for $15
per year, without having any authority so
to do, and they had been receiving rent for
a number of years.

On motion of eoun. Hinchey, seconded by
coun. Nason, the above report was received
and adopted. 7

Coun. Nason, seconded by coun. Fullerton.
moved that a committee be appointed, in-
cluding the secretary-trcasurer, to confer
with the city council of Fredericton, with a
view to ascertaining the amount of rents
collected from Edgecome & Sons, by the city,
and also what amounts should be paid into
the county treasury as the amounts right-

fully due the municipality. Carried,

The warden appointed couns. Nason,
Colter and Murray as members of the above
named committee.

On motion of coun. Goodspeed, seconded
by coun. Burtt, it was resolved that Ben-
jamin N. Goodspeed be appointed bye road
commissioner for the parish of St. Mary’s in
place of Thomas Goodspeed resigned ; and
that Joseph Fletcher be appointed constable
in place of Charles McNeill deceased.

Moved by coun. Burit, seconded by coun.
Hinchey, that Joseph Gorman be appointed
road surveyor for the parish of Douglas in
place of David Brewer, goneaway. Carried

Coun. Pinder from the

Committee on Public Accounts,
submited his report.

On motion of coun. Murray, seconded by
coun. Everett, the report was received and
adopted.

Coun. Goodspeed, seconded by coun. Bird,
brought in a resolution in reference to the
ground on which the pound stands in dis-
trict No. 2 in the parish of St. Mary’s, the
lease of which had run out, and a new one
ought to be obtained. It was ordered that a
committee be appointed to confer with Mr,
Edwards, the present owner of the property,
for the purpose of obtaining a new lease.

The warden appointed couns. Goodspeed,
Rowley and the secretary-treasurer as
such committee.

Coun. Murray, chairman of the public
buildings committee made a verbal report,
asking for information and instructions
as to repairs on the gaol premises and build-
ing a barn.

Couns. Colter and Goodspeed moved that
all matters connected with the public build-
ings be left in the hands of the public build-
ings committee.

Coun. Inch, seconded by coun. Lockard,
moves as an amendment, that the committee
on public buildings be authorized to contract
for the building of a small barn on the jail
premises, and a woodshed if they think it
necessary.

After considerable discussion, in which the
greater part of the counciliors took part, the

Amendment was Carried

by a vote of twelve to six.

Coun. Everett, seconded by coun. Mur-
ray, moves a resolution directing that all
ferrymen operating ferries in the county of
York, be notified by the secretary-treasurer
as soon as possible; to comply with the pro-
visions of the byelaw relating to fetries.
Carried.

A petition from J. H. Murch and as-
sociates, was .read. Mr. Murch and others
proposed to establish a soap factory, the
location of which would probably be within
the county of York, and they asked for re-
lief from taxes for fifteen years from date.

On motion, Mr, Murch is heard before the
board, and makes a short speech, urging the
claims of. the proposed soap factory for the
relief asked for,

Moved by coun. Colter, seconded by coun.
Everett, that the prayer of the petition be
granted. Carried.

On motion of coun. Lawson, seconded by
coun. Murray, it wus tesolved that the
printing committee furnish the revisors of
all the parishes in the county with printed
forms for revising, the said forms to be fur-
nished before the time of revising.

On motion of coun. Graham, seconded by
coun. . Heniry, it was tresolved that Gilbert
Graham be appointed road surveyor for the
parish of Prince William in place of Daniel
McGibney, who refuses to serve.

Coun. Pinder being in the chair, coun.
Colter, in a neat little speech, moved a
vote of thanks to the warden for .the able
and impartial manner in which he had pre-
sided over the meetings of the council during
the past year. Coun. Murray seconded the
motion.

Warden Scott made a good business-like
reply, expressing his gratitude to the coun-
cillors as a body and to every member ofthe
board for the honor they had been pleased
to confer on him. He said he had not per-
haps performed his duties in an exception-
ally brilliant-manner, but had done the best
he could; and his decisions had been as fair
as possible;

Coun. Lawson, seconded by coun. Everett,
moved that the reporters of The HERALD,
Reporter and Gleaner, get $4 each for report-
ing the proceedings of the present session.

An amendment of coun. Colter’s, that the
reporters of the Gleaner and Reporter get $5
each, met with the fate it richly deserved,
and was thrown out by an overwhelming
vote, whereupon the original resolution
passed the council.

Moved by coun. Nason and Colter, that the
constable receive $1.50 per day for his ser-
vices during this session.

Moved by coun: Colter, that the thessenger
receive $1.50 per day for the session. Car-
ried.

On motion, the council adjourned sine
die.

In Germany both houses receive about
$2.50 per day.

In Austria the pay is the same as in
France, $5 a day.

In Greece the senators get $100 per
month and the deputies $50.

In France members of each house re-
ceive the same — §5 per day.

In Denmark the members of the lands-
thing each receive about $3.75 a day.

In Belgium each member of the chamb-
er of representatives gets $85 a month.

In Portugal the peers and commons are
paid the same sum, which is about $335 a
year.

In Spain the members of the cortes are
not paid for their services, but enjoy
many advantages and immunities.

In Switzerland the members in the
national council get $2.50 per day, and the
council of state, the lower house, $1.50.
