The Budget Speech.

The budget speech delivered by 
Premier Peters on Wednesday 
evening last, certainly was the 
most extraordinary ministerial 
financial statement made in our 
Provincial Legislature for many 
years. Indeed it is doubtful if 

—evftr such a peculiar budget speech 
had previously been presented in 
the House of Assembly. As an 
oratorical effort it was a dismal 
failure from every point of view, 
and the statements made regard 
ing the financial condition of the 
Province were most misleading 
and in general, contrary to facts. 
The Premier’s aim throughout his 
speech seemed to be to divert 
public attention from our real 
financial condition byevading such 
matters as debt, deficits and inter 
est. He started out with the as­
tounding statement that he had a 
surplus of about $400 on the finan­
cial transactions of last year, when 
the Government’s own public ac­
counts show, as we have already 
pointed out, a deficit of over $12,- 
000. The estimates for this year 
anticipate a deficit of nearly $11, 
000, and we may be very sure that 
amount is less than half of what 
the real deficit is likely to be. In 
the face of these facts and in face 
of the Government’s own acknow 
ledgment in the public accounts, 
that the Provincial debt is in the 
vicinity of $650,000, nearly $400,- 
000 of which is a floating debt, 
what is the use of the Leader of 
the Government trying to throw 
dust in the eyes of the people by 
claiming a surplus on the transac­
tions of last year, and enumerat­
ing imaginary savings effected by 
the Liberals while in office ? If 
they have effected savings and 
have had surpluses, bow in the 
world have they succeeded in roll­
ing up a debt of about $650,000 ? 
The sworn statements of the Gov­
ernment’s own officials vouch for 
the debt, and it is altogether use- 
useless for the Premier to try and 
pull the wool over the people’s 
eyes by making such misleading 
and contradictory statements as 
characterized his budget speech. 
He expressed himself as extremely 
happy in view of the great pros 
perity enjoyed by the whole Do­
minion under Liberal rule. Such 
glittering generalities as these 
carry no weight with a wideawake 
people, and the Leader of the Gov­
ernment pays a very poor compli­
ment to their intelligence if he 
imagines he can blind them with 
such chaff. Is our Province m a 
prosperous condition so far as its 
public finances are concerned ? Is 
everything in connection with the 
con luct of public affairs in such a 
prosperous condition as to afford 
our people an occasion for rejoic­
ing ? These are some of the' ques­
tions the electorate are disposed to 
ask, and have a right to ask the 
Leader of the Government, and 
these are the matters which the 
Leader of the Government would 
be expected to deal with in his 
budget speech, instead of a loud 
hurrah about the reap or imagin­
ary 'prosperity of Canada under 
the Liberals. If there is any gen­
uine prosperity in the Dominion 
consequent upon Liberal adminis­
tration it is because they are fol­
lowing in the footsteps and pur­
suing the methods of Sir John 
McDonald and other Conservative 
leaders. The Leader of the Gov 
ernment, although admitting in 
advance a deficit on this year’s 
transactions, nevertheless has 
great expectations. He expects 
additional subsidies, and a large 
sum on account of the fishery 
award. We have heard of such 
expectations before. Certainly 
the Province stands in need of all 
the money that can be secured 
from the Federal Treasury. Judg 
ing by the apparent happy frame 
of mind of the Leader of the Gov 
ernment, lie seems to pay very 
little attention to the alarming 
financial position to which the 
Province has been reduced in con­

sequence of the recklessness and 
extravagance of his and previous 
Liberal Governments. He is ap 
parently happy in the thought 
that he can continue to grind the 
taxes out of the people, notwith­
standing that the deficits continue 
and the debt is still rolling up, 
The numerous heavy items of ex­

penditure left out of the estimates 
fiairly indicate that this year is to 
be a record breaker in the matter 
of deficits and debt. If this man­
ner of conducting public business 
and managing our finances is al­
lowed to continue nothing but 
financial ruin and bankruptcy can 
be the result Ar^the people sat 
isfied to allow this condition of 
things to continue ?

Sessional Notes.

Routine, asking and answering 
questions, and the consideration 
of private bills, occupied the atten­
tion of the Legislature for the 
most part during Monday and 
Tuesday of last week. On Tues­
day evening the debate on the 
bill to grant twenty years exemp­
tion from civic taxation to the 
Dominion Packing Company, was 
resumed. Mr. John McLean was 
the first speaker. He considered 
that if the people of Charlotte­
town saw fit to exempt the com­
pany they should have power to 
do so^ but it was his opinion that 
the Legislature should not legis­
late over the heads of the citizens, 
in such a matter. The citizens 
have received power to tax them­
selves ; then why sho.uld the 
Legislature arbitrarily exempt 
any person or company doing 
business in the city from taxa­
tion? It was upon this principle 
he opposed the bill. Inasmuch as 
the representative of thejproperty 
interests of the city (Mr. Hughes) 
opposed the bill and that a meet­
ing of citizens had pronounced 
against it he did not feel like sup­
porting it He could understand, 
he said, why the Dominion Pack­
ing Company’s interests were so 
well looked after when he learned 
the Commissioner of Agriculture 
and others in the House were the 
company’s purchasing agents. 
This perhaps accounted for the 
sale of Stock Farm cattle to the 
company at $3.?5 per hundred' 
pound, and the setting of such a 
low price for the fat cattle on 
sale throughout the country. He 
thought the council should have 
asked the Legislature for power 
to exempt the company, and 
should not have asked the Legis­
lature to take tbe responsibility 
which belonged to the council.

Mr. Gallant followed in support 
of the bill. Mr. Currie opposed 
the bill on the ground that the 
Legislature had no right to at 
tempt to override the rights of 
the citizens. The two represen­
tatives of the city took opposite 
views regarding the bill. He
could not understand why the ex 
emption was sought in this way, 
for this company, when other 
companys and firms had been re 
fused exemption. He did not 
think the company were paying 
higher prices than other dealers. 
He himself had sold five fat cattle 
a few days ago to other parties at 
prices almost a cent a pound 
higher than the company paid for 
the Stock Farm cattle.

company had come here to do a 
profitable business, and he was in 
favor of encouraging industries to 
compete. He had information 
that they were not anxious to 
pay more for the produce offered 
them than the market value. They 
were willing to pap only 8 cts. a 
pound for dressed pork, while 
Leoman & Co., of Halifax were 
willing to pay 8J. Further evi­
dence of their intentions in the 
matter of price was found in the 
fact that they paid the Czommis- 
sioner of Agriculture only $3.75 

hundred pounds for Stock Farm 
cattle, By this latter transatcion 

low price has been set for cattle 
all over the country. Hon. Mr. 
McLeod adjourned the debate.

On Wednesday afternoon the 
debate was resumed. Hon. Mr. 
Gordon pointed ont that this com­
pany had not come here specially 
for our benefit ; but they had 
come to make money. He wished 
them well and trusted they would 
succeed in their enterprise ; but 
he .was opposed to the . principle 
of the bill. The power to exempt 
should be left with the citizens, 
who were most affected by the 
exemption. After some remarks 
by other members the House 
divided on the motion to give 
the bill three months hoist The 
motion was lost on the following 
division :

In committee amendments to 
the bill were submitted.

Mr. Morson argued that if the 
bill were passed the corporation 
rights of the citizens of Charlotte­
town would be attacked and 
curtailed. The city has incurred 
a heavy liability, and it would be 
very unfair to deprive them of 
any means of paying the city 
debt, principle or interest. If the 
city deems. it proper to exempt 
this or any other company let it 
do so ; but the Legislature should 
not interfere to effect the exemp­
tion. He was surprised that a 
member of the City Council, who 
is also a member of the Legisla­
ture should m.ike such a proposi­
tion. From Rattenbury the city 
had exacted every dollar the law 
would allow ; but the Dominion 
Packing Company were to be 
exempted for twenty years. Why 
this difference ? If the city asked 
for power to exempt in this case 
he wouldsupport the bill ; but the 
public meeting held at the inst­
ance of Mr. Hughes was all but 
unanimously opposed to the bill. 
He was entirely opposed to the 
principle of the bill.

Mr. Mathieson showed that the 
House had received no informa­
tion concerning the intentions of 
the Company, as stated in the 
preamble of the bill. The House 
did not know whether the state­
ment was true or' false. The 
Company had not asked the 
T$»use for anything and after the 
bill was passed might say, “ We 
never asked you to do anything." 
He considered the City ^Council 
stepped outside oLtheir powers in 
asking the Legislature to pass this 
exemption bill. He was in favor 
of giving every legitimate encour­
agement to those coming here to 
do business ; but we ought not to 
discriminate. There is no know­
ing how far the company may go 
in the purchase of property in 
connection with their business, 
and all will, according to this bill, 
be exempt from taxation. The

A 1er Captain R.-id had spoken Mr. 
Currie vigorously assailed the Gov­
ernment's methods ol conducting tbe 
public business. The debt, deficits 
and taxation came in for criticism 
The manner in which the roads and 
bridges were looked after, espe- 

ally in bis own district, were severely 
condemned,

Mr. Gallant spoke briefly, and 
then Mr. Arsenault made anonslaught 
on the Government’s conduct of 
public affjirs. The scandalous con­
dition of roads and bridges in bis 
own district was held up to public 
condemnation. Referring to those 
In tbe public civil service, be no.iced 
that some bad their salaries increased 
and others had not. In the latter 
class were some Frenchmen. Why 
this discrimination ? He thought the 
French Inspector of schools should 
h'ave bis salary raised by at least one 
hundred dollars, and he considered 
that there ought to be a Professor of 
French in Prince of Wales College 
whose mother tongue was French.

/

On Wednesday evening, Hon. 
Mr. Gordon followed the Premier 
in the budget debate. He con­
sidered it most extraordinary for 
the Premier to picture the situa 
tion in such glowing colors, when 
the principal features of his bud 
get speech were larger taxes and 
increasing debt - Referring to 
the Leader’s great expectations, 
he pointed out that similar t hopes 
were entertained a year ago ; but 
nothing came of them. We had 
a deficit last year of $12,000 al­
though the Premier would try to 
conceal it by means of a capital 
account charged with expenditures 
that properly belonged to ordinary 
account and had always in former 
years been placed there. Not­
withstanding the vast increase in 
the taxes the financial condition 
of the Province was constantly 
growing worse. We were retro­
grading instead of advancing. We 
were promised an increase of sub 
sidy from Ottawa. Suppose we 
got it, we would only be receiving 
back what we have paid into the 
Dominion Treasury ; taking out 
of one pocket and putting it in­
to another. Regarding the fishery 
award, he would deeply regret to 
see our fishermen deprived of 
the bounty from that source. He 
hoped the Province’s suit in the 
supreme court of Canada re the 
matter of representations would 
be successful, (applause,,) Mr. 
Simpson moved the adjournment 
of the debate.

On Thursday, after matters of 
routine, the budget debate was 
continued. Mr. A. J. McDonald, 
referring to Mr. Simpson’s re­
marks about the cost of education 
called attention to the political 
schools that had been erected by 
the Government. It was very 
easy to open such schools, but 
quite difficult to close them. Con­
solidation, no doubt, would ,take 
place in the course of time. In 
the matter of the hospital for the 
insane he pointed out that in 1888 
the cost was $15,325, now it is 
close on to $25,000. This differ­
ence in the cost of maintenance 
should show very great improve­
ments. Mr. Simpson made a 
great parade of savings affected in 
different departments. How then 
comes it that the debt has been 
increased to $650,000.

On Thursday evening Mr. Mc­
Kinnon continued the budget de­
bate. He pointed out the differ­
ence between the tone of the 
Leader of the Government when 
he makes his budget here and 
when he makes representations to 
Ottawa for increased subsidies. 
In the latter ' case he says the 
Government cannot get along at 
all unless more money is obtained 
from Ottawa. He makes an ex­
tremely poor mouth when seek­
ing aid from his friends at the 
Federal capital. He referred to 
the misleading statement of the 
Premier about a surplus last year

Mr. Kickham arraigned the Gov­
ernment for the scandalous condition 
which they permitted roads and 
bridges in his district to remain in. 
Rights of a way had been purchased 
and the roads had never been opened. 
The administration of affairs in his 
district was of the very worst kind. 
There were several bridges over which 
two horses could not walk abreast. 
The bridge at Fortune if not repaired 
soon will be impassable. The bridge 
at Naufrage is in such a state tbit 
only last fall a team of horses went 
through it. The neighbors saved the 
the horses—but they could not save 
the Government the disgrace of it.

On Friday forenoon Mr. Kick­
ham concluded his remarks and after 
a few words from Mr. Irving the 
House went into committee of supply 
with Mr. G. E. Hughes in the chair. 
But no progress was made, for the 
opposition confronted tbe Govern­
ment with their want of courtesy in 
refusing to supply information asked 
for, and intimated their determination 
to refuse to vote supplies until this 
information was forthcoming.

The opposition asked the Govern 
ment to lay on the table of tbe 
House a statement explaining ex 
penditures in the department of 
justice amounting to $3 736. What 
was the cause of this expenditure, and 
who got the money ? They also 
asked the Government for a state­
ment regarding the amount of inter­
est due on Loans account ; and the 
deposits and withdrawals in this 
account. Another important item ol 
information requested by tbe opposî 
tion fs a copy of the minute of 
Council relating to an agreement or 
contract or something of that nature 
between the Government and the 
Dominion Packing Company. An­
other item of information is a state­
ment showing how imported stock 
was disposed off, and still another 
request was for information regarding 
portions of Stipendiary Magistrate’s 
reports. Although requests had been 
made some time ago for these 
different items of information, the 
Government had failed to supply the 
same up to the time of going into 
committee of supply. Consequently 
the opposition felt that they were not 
justified in voting any supplies until 
this information was tablée. The 
fight continued without quitch prit- 
gress till late Friday night and 
still continuesr Since then some of 
the information has been given.

“Ex- 
Attache” tills us that “in an unfoi- 
luoate moment, Alexander III. ap 
pointed his old tutor, Pobiedonostseff, 
to the post of Procurator-General of 
the Holy Synod, knowing him to be 
a man of the most sterling integrity, 
with the idea that he would, as the 
alter ego of the crown in ecclesias­
tical matters, inaugurate an era of 
greater discipline among the clergy, 
as well as introduce some urgently 
needed reforms. The Procurator- 
General, however, was a man imbued 
with a fanaticism in matters of reli­
gion that was totally out of keeping 
with the present age, and this, to­
gether with hie deep rooted devotion 
to the Czar, led him not only to 
make nee of his position to foster the 
doctrine among all classes of official 
dom that orthodoxy was indispen­
sable to loyalty, and that religions 
dissent spelled treason, but also to 
exert all hie authority as perhaps 
the moet influential member of the 
Council of Ministers and of the Sen­
ate of the Empire to perseente by 
administrative means all the non- 
orthodox subjects of the Czar into 
joining the established church. That 
oonslitutee the keynote of the era of 
tyranny which may be said to have 
prevailed during the reign of Alex­
ander III., and in a milder form 
until recently, a tyranny the exist­
ance of which it is imposeible to 
deny, since it led to the expatriation 
not merely of hundreds of thousands 
bnt even of millions of mhjeots of the 
Russian crown who declined to juin 
the orthodox church, aod which re­
sulted in the banishment of many 
hundreds of Roman Catholic clergy, 
and even acme biebope, to Siberia, 
aa well ae in the dosing of some of 
the moet famous end useful univer­
sities and seats of learning- in- the 
dominions of the autocrat.”

Thus We see what evil can be 
wrought by one man, especially if 
that man is out of touch with the 
spirit of the age. The writer thus 
continuée :

“ Emperor Nicholas, however, is a 
man of broader views and of more 
progressive mind than was his 
father. He has enjoyed the advan 
tagee of more extensive foreign 
travel than had ever fallen to the lot 
of his predecessor on the throne, 
and being an omniferous reader, 
has been able to keep hitc- 
aelf abreast of and in touch with 
foreign ideas and with the spirit of 
the age. While folly appreciating 
the integrity and the devotion of M. 
Pobiedonostseff, he entertained bnt 
little of Alexander- IIL’a sympathy 
aod affection for the man, and after 
repeatedly remonetratiog with him 
he has at length aaked for and 
received hie resignation. And, in 
order that there shall be no mistake, 
either at home or abaoad, about his 
cimplete disapproval of the Proour- 
ator-Goneral’s policy, he has issued 
this decree in which, after having 
called attention to the principles of 
religious toleianoe laid down by the 
fundamental laws of the Russian 
Empire, that is to say, the laws 
established by Peter the Great and 
by Catherine the Great, he demande 
‘ undeviating observance’ thereof, 
and the assurance “ to all our sub 
jeots of other religions (than the 
orthodox ohnroh), and to all foreign 
persuasions, freedom of creed and 
of worship in aoooidanoe with their 
respective rights.’ Tois means that 
the 12,000,000 Roman Cttholioe, the 
7,000,000 Protestants, the 4 000,000 
Jews aod the 12,000,000 or more 
dissenters of one kind and another 
in the European moiety of Russia 
will be free to practice their religion 
without let or hindrance, and will be 
no longer persecuted and treated as 
disloyal and as rebels merely be­
cause they refuse to joie the ortho­
dox church and to regard the Ozar 
not alone as their temporal ruler,

Not long since we had occasion to 
treat briefly the snbjeot of the famous 
decree of “ liberty of worship” rn 
cently issued by the Czsr of R -ssia 
We are perfectly willing to adm 
that wo are at too great a distance 
from Russia to be able to fulfil or 
duly appreciate the meaning and 
effect of that exceptional nkase. Bu 
we know that, among other thing.- 
it-meane freedom of worship and of 
the praotioe of their religion for over 
twelve million of Catholics wi'hin 
the bounds of the Ra-sian Emp r*. 
This is sufficient of a change, in it-elf 
to warrant our desire to learn more 
regarding the inward workings of 
that vast national and politica1 insti­
tution, and to be willing to grant 
to the ruler of Russia every merit 
which hie acts have deserved. .We 
know that for reasons of an interna­
tional and political character a oer- 
tain saotion of Europe, especially 
central Europe, h- s been only too 
glad to pii't the Czar and hi» «v— 
tem of government, in hues that 
shock tie more sensitive orbe of

but as their _________
Maximus.”

Referring to the personal disposi­
tion and oharaoter of Niohola», and 
to the probability of the per manenoy 

the reform inaugurated by him, 
the writer says :

“ That Nicholas should have sel­
ected precisely hie father’s birthday 
for the issue of this decree may be 
taken to mean that he wished to bear 
a public tribute to the fact that hie 
father, contrary to -popular belief 
bulb at home and abroad, was the 
most tolerant ot men in matters of I 
religion. He wished, in one word, 
to dissociate Alexander III. from all 
the religious persecutions carried on 
in bis name, and usually without hie 
knowledge or consent, and, in one 
word, to identify his predecessor on 
the throne in the minds of the 
people with one of the most notable 
ukases that has ever been promul 
gated by any Autocrat of All the 
Russians since the days of Peter the 
Great. It may also be taken to im­
ply that the decree has the approval 
of his mother, the widowed (Marine, 
who, at any rate, as long as Nicholas 
remains without a son to inherit hie 
drown, remains a power in the land 
—a power that has until now been 
regarded as reactionary by reason of 
the oil onmstanoee that, passionately 
devoted to the memory of her late 
husband, she is believed to regard 
any departure from hie policy ae im­
pious

One more passage regarding the 
Parliamentary system of Russia—it 
we may so call it—is of great im 
portance, and caste a vivid light 
upon the situation. He says :

"There are the cantonal, or die 
triot assemblies, also elected, and the 
Provincial Oounoil, or zemstove, in 
which 64 per cent, of the votes be­
long to the peasantry, 12 per cent 
to the nobility, 4 par cent to the 
artisans, 5 per cent, to the clergy 
and,10 per cent; to the merchants. 
All tbeee various local parliaments 
are constituted by means of popular 
elections, and the zamstove, which 
have a very large vote in the admin 
istration of justice and in the right 
to levy rat-ee and taxes, have, indeed, 
infinitely more power than the de­
partmental councils general in 
Francs. In one word, Russia enjoys 
a far greater amount of self-govern 
ment than foreigners imagine. Only 
it is local, and it is not national in the 
sense that there is no Imperial Parlia­
ment at St . Petersburg, in which the 
people are represented and are able 
to check and directly control the ad­
ministration of the Imperial Govern 
ment. Russia, in one word, has local 
self-government throughout the em­
pire, subject, not to a national legis 
lature, but to Nicholas II., the most 
humane, well meaning and enlighten 
ed of European sovereigns, one who 
thoroughly realizes the fact that the 
constitutional development of bis 
people most be gradual, since they 
only divested themselves of Oriental­
ism two centuries ago.—True Wit- 
new.
