Consecration, in general, is an 
act by which » thing ia separated 
from a common and profane to a 
sacred nse, or by which a person or 
thing is dedicated to the service and 
worship of God by prayers, rites, 
and ceremonies. The eastern of 
consecrating persons to the Divine 
service and things to serve in the 
worship of God may be traced to 
the remotest times. We find rites 
of consecration mentioned m the 
early oult of the Egyptians and 
other pagan nations. Among the 
Semitic tribes it consisted in the 
threefold act of separating, sanctify 
ing, or purifying, and devoting of 
offering to the Diety. In the He­
brew Law we find it applied to the 
entire people whom Moses, 
solemn act of consecration, desig-

their offering public sacrifice. The 
placing of the meat in their hands 
(Exod., xxix) was considered an 
essential part of the ceremony of 
consecration, where the expression 
filling the band has been considered 
identical with ^consecrating. As to 
tbe oil used in this consecration, we 
find the particulars in Exodus (xxx,
23, 24 ; xxxvii, 29).

Distinct from the priestly con— 
seoration is that of the Lavites 
(Num., iii, 6) who represent the 
first-born of all the tribes. The 
rite of their oonaeoration is described 
in Numbers, viii. Another kind of 
personal consecration among the 
Hebrews wag that of tbe Nazarites 
(Num,, vi). It implied tbe volun­
tary separation from; certain things, 
dedication to God, and a vow of 
special sanctity. Similarly, the
rites of consecration of objects_
snob as temples, altars, fLatfruits, 
spoils of war, etc—are minutely 
described in the Old Testament 
Among tbe Romans whatever was 
devoted to tbe worship of their gods 
(fields, animals, etc. was said to be 
consecrated, and the objects which 
pertained intimately to their war. 
ship (lemples, altars, etc.) wore 
said to be dedicated. These words 
were however, often used indis­
criminately, and in both coses it wag 
understood that tbe object once con­
secrated • or dedicated remained 
sacred in perpetnnm,

Tbe Church distinguishes conse­
cration from blessing, hqth in re* 
gard to persons and to things.
Hence the Roman Pontifical treats 
of the consecration of a bishop and 
of tbe blessing of an abbot, of the 
blessing of a corner-stone and the 
consecration of a church or altar.
In both, the persons or things pass

duoed in virtue of the words : This 
is my body and This is my blood, 
or This ia the chalice of my blood, 
pronounced by the priest assuming 
tbe person of Christ and using the 
same ceremonies that Christ used 
at the Last Sapper. That this ia 
the essential form has been the 
constant belief and teaching of both 
the Eastern and Western Churches 
(Renandot, “Liturgiarum Oriental 
ium Colleotio, I, i).

I. Consecration of a Bishop,— 
The consecration of a bishop marks 
tbe plenitude of tbe priesthood, and 
it is probable that on this account 
the "Pontificale Romannm” places 
the ceremony of episcopal conse­
cration immediately after that of 
the ordination of priests, Titr. XIII, 
“De conseoratione electl in Episoo- 
pum”. Episcopal jurisdiction is ac­
quired by the act of election and 
confirmation or by definite appoint­
ment, whilst the fullness of the 
priestly power itself ia obtained in 
consecration, as the completion of 
hierarchical orders. Formerly the 
oonaecratiou of a suffragan bishop 
was performed jureoommuni hy the 
metropolitan of the province, who 
oonld delegate another bishop. An 
archbishop was consecrated by one 
of his suffragans, the senior being 
usually selected. If the bishop- 
elect was not a suffragan of any 
ecclesiastical province, the nearest 
bishop performed the ceremony. 
According to the preaeqt discipline 
oftbeQhqroh the offloe of oonse- 
orator is reserved to the Roman 
pontiff, who performs the consecra­
tion in person or delegates it to 
another (Banedictt XIV, Oansfc. “In 
postremo”, 10 Oat., 1756 §17).

In missionary countries the oonse­
orator may perform the ceremony 
without the assistance even of 
priests (Zitelli, “Apparatus Juris 
Eoclesiastioi”, Lib. I, Tit. i, § iv). 
The selection of the assistant bis­
hops or priests is left to the oonse. 
orator, whose choice is, however, 
understood to be in harmony with 
tbe wishes of the bishop-eleot (Mar- 
tinuooi, Lib. VII, cap. iv, n. 5).

The day of consecration should be 
a Sunday or the feast of an Apostle, 
that is to say a dies natalitia, and 
not merely a day which commemor­
ates some event of his life, e. g. 
the Conversion of St. Paul. Since 
in litnrgy Evangelists are regarded 
as Apostles (Cong. Sao. Bit., 17 
July, 1706) their feast days may be 
selected, Tbe choice of any,ether 
day must be ratified by special in­
duit of tbe Holy See. Outside of 
Rome the consecration ought to be 
performed, if it can be conveniently 
done, in the cathedral of the diocese, 
and within the province of the 
bishop-eleot; the latter may, how­
ever, select any ohuroh or ohapel 
for tbe ceremony. A bishop must 
be consecrated before the expir­
ation of three months after hie elec­
tion or appointment, lf^it is de­
layed beyond this time without 
sufioient reason, the bishop ia 
obliged to relinquish the revenues to 
which he ie entitled ; if it is delayed 
six months, he may be deprived of 
his episcopal see (Oono. Trid., Sees. 
XXIII. cap. ii, Da Reform). Titular 
bishops forfeit their right of episco­
pal dignity unless they are conse­
crated within six months ot their 
appointment (Benedict XIV, Const. 
“Quam a nobis”, 4 Aug., 1747, § 
H»o sane) According to the 
anoient oaoone, both tbe oonseorator 
and the bishop-eleot are expected to 
observe the aayjproceeding the con­
secration as a fast day.

The ceremony of consecration of 
a bishop is one of the most splendid 
and impressive known to the Church. 
It may be divided into four parte : 
the preludes, the consecration pro­
per, the presentation of the insignia, 
and the conclusion. It takes place 
daring Mass celebrated by both the 
oonseorator and the bishop.eleot. 
For this purpose a separate altar is 
erected for the bishop-eleot near 
the altar at which the o inaecrator 
celebrates Mass, either in a side 
ohapel, or in the sanctuary, orjnet 
outside of it.

Preludes. —• Tne oonseorator is 
vested In fnlljpontifioalsof the colour 
of the Mass of the day ; the assist, 
ant bishops, in amice, stole, and 
cope of the same colour, and a white 
linen or damask mitre; the bishop- 
eleot in amice, alb, cincture, white 
stole crossed on the breast, and cope 
and biretta, The oonseorator ig 
seated on a faldstool placed on the 
predella of the altar, facing the 
bishop-eleot, who sits between the 
assistant bishops, npon a seat placed 
on the sanctuary floor. The senior 
assistant bishop presents the elect 
to tbe oonseorator, after whio.h the 
Apostolic commission is salted for 
and read , Tbeu the elect-, kneeling 
before the oonseorator, takes an 
oath in which he promises to be 
obedient to the Holy See, to pro 
mote its rights, h$n. oqrs, privileges, 
and authority, visit thft City bf 
Rome at stated times, render an ao. 
count of his whole pastoral office to 
the pope, execute all Apostolic man. 
dates, and preserve inviolable all the 
possessions, of his Ohttroh* Then 
follows the examination, in whioa 
seventeen qaeaiina» concerning the 
canons of the Ohnroh and articles of 
faith are proposed, to which the 
elect answers, “I will", and, “I do 
believe", respectively, each time 
risi ng slightly and uncovering hie 
head, Mass is now begun at the 
foot of the oonseorator’s altar and 
continued i^owc to '‘Oremns. Anfer 
a nobia1' inelmirely. Tee eleat is 
then led by the assistant bishop to 
the side altar, at which, having 
been clad in hiepontifioal vestments, 
he continues the Mass, simultaneous­
ly with the oonseorator, down to tbe 
last verse of the Gradual. Tract, or 
Sequence exclusively, without any 
change in l,hn Btargy, except that 
the collect for the ‘elect is added to 
the prayer of the day under one con. 
elusion. The elect it again presented 
to the consecrator, who sets forth 
the dqtiei and powers of a bishop: 
“It behooves a bishop to judge, inter- 
prêt, consecrate, ofier, haptiae |od 
confirm," The elergy ,nd the faith 
ful are then invited to pray that God 
may bestow the abundance of His 
grace on tbe elect. The Litany of 
the Saints Is now recited or chanted, 
while the elect lies prostratq cm the 
floor of the saqctqavy and all the 
qthers kaee).

Consecration. — The oonseorator, 
aided by the assistant bishop-, takes 
the book of the Gospel and, opening 
it, places it on the neck and should­
ers of the elsot, so thqt bottom of 
th<! V eei^t to,.the elect’s head, 
•h* the book is held in this manner 
by one of the olergy until it is given 
to the elect after the presentation of

storm of opposition in the 
United States against the 
Taft administration that would 
have been hard to stand up 
to. Senator Ross is quite 
well advised in his opinion 
that it is hard to get a square 
deal with our neighbors to the 
south in trade matters. He 
argues that even an exchange 
of natural products would be 
of no general advantage to 
Canada in the long run, apart 
from the incidental trade 
Canadian farmers living in the 
vicinity of large centres of 
population might pick up, for 
the reason that if Canadian 
produce was thrown in large 
volume on the United States 
market a reduction in prices 
would follow which would 
bring them to a level of those 
obtainable in Britain.

That Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
after his tour in the west has 
the reciprocity bee buzzing in 
his bonnet cannot be denied. 
What he will do and how he 
will do it cannot yet be fore­
told. His mind is above the 
ordinary, that is to say it soars 
in realms of phantesy far away 
from the level of ordinary 
common business sense.

The scandals of the Print­
ing Bureau will have to be 
aired during the rapidly ap­
proaching session. If Hon. 
Charles Murphy cannot keep 
the lid screwed down tight on 
the unwholesome mess, which 
has persisted in bubbling forth 
to the extreme annoyance of 
the government, one naturally 
wonders what would have 
happened if the Government 
had accepted the resolution 
tnoved by Hon C J Doherty 
last session and held an inv 
partial enquiry into all the 
great spending departments. ? 
It will be remembered that 
Sir (Wilfrid Laurier when he 
spoke refusing the request of 
Mr Doherty that an investi­
gation should be made, chided 
•the <#pposition for always 
scenting scandal and he wound 
iup with the wiftious remark 
-To the pure aiH things are 
pure.” Fancy that coming 
Jtroin the lips of the man who

by his tacit consent has per­
mitted the pilfering and 
plundering of the past four­
teen years, who has winked 
at all sorts of iniquities done 
in the name of Laurierism. 
“To the pure all things are 
pure” That pious remark is 
calculated to make the very 
angels weep.

The government is fully 
aware what a royal commis­
sion is apt to find when it 
probes into departmental
transactions. One little com­
mission took up the dirty 
skirts of the Marine and Fish­
eries department and tried to 
brush them but the cloud of 
witnesses to incapacity and 
double dealing almost swamp­
ed the Liberal ship. Oh no 
it will be a long time before 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier again en­
trusts the reputation of his 
government to a little body of 
investigators. They are apt 
to find out too much. And it 
is doubtful if men who value 
their reputation would con­
sent to act the part of scaveng­
ers in the governments Aug 
ean stables. If they do their 
duty as did the original civil 
service commission which 
touched the fringe of the 
Marine and Fisheries depart­
ment and promptly put their 
hands to their nostrils, they 
are sure to be branded as 
meddlers and unprincipled 
trouble makers. And unless 
they do their duty the whole 
thing degenerates into ; 
laughable farce. The Print 
ing Bureau scandals must be 
looked into and it is hard to 
see how other departments 
can get off scot free. Just 
imagine the joyous time 
Commission would have delv­
ing among the doings of the 
Militia and Defence Depart­
ment for instance or poking 
into the interior Department 
of Mr Frank Oliver.

The 
outside exhibition, horses, 
cattle, implements etc. was 
not in place until Thursday 
morning. The animals for 
prize competition» were not 
brought in till the morning of 
this last day, when they were 
judged and awarded the prizes 
won. )

Just about the time sche­
duled for the trotting to com­
mence on Wednesday it be 
gan to rain which, was not en­
couraging. The rain was not 
very heavy, however, and 
was in intermittent showers ; 
so that a great deal of incon­
venience was not suffered. 
The track, no doubt, was a 
little slow in consequence of 
the wet ; but the races were 
well contested and much en­
joyed. There were but two 
classes of races, and in each 
case three straight heats were 
Sufficient, to decide the 
winners, The races were as 
follow :

Thursday opened clear and 
cold, with a high wind blow­
ing. It promised fine for the 
day, and so continued. From 
a very early hour exhibitors 
and other visitors to the ex­
hibition arrived in town, and 
by ten o’clock there was a 
large concourse of people 
present.

The medal for east King’s 
was won by Mr James Æneas 
McDonald, Little Pond, and 
for the west King’s by Mr. 
John A. Annear, Lower 
Montague. This ended the 
formal proceedings.

It would be impossible in 
our limited space to make 
any lengthened remarks about 
the different exhibits. With­
in the drill shed, the different 
departments were well filled 
and the exhibits were present­
ed with very good taste. The 
fruit show was very fine, the 
best at any Island exhibition 
this year. The house-keep­
ing department was abundant­
ly supplied and was most 
attractive. It would be diffi­
cult, indeed, to see a finer ex­
hibit of bread, cake and other 
articles of table use.

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tbe ring. This rite is found in all
the ancient rituals — Latin, Greek 
Syriac — though in early times it 
seems not to have been universal 
among the Latins. Now tollowstbe 
imposition of bands, which, accord­
ing to the common opinion, is the 
essence of consecration. Both the 
ccnseorator and the assistent bishops 
place both bands, to express the 
plenitude of the power conferred 
and of the grace asked for, on the 
head of tbe elect, saying, “ Beoeive 
the Holy Gbos without restric­
tion and with all His gifts, as tbe 
simple formula indicates. Theolo­
gians do not agree as to whether 
the communication of the gift of tbe 
Holy Ghost is directly implied in 
these words, but the prayers which 
follow seem to determine the imposi­
tion of hands by which the grace and 
power of the episcopacy is signified 
and conferred. In the Greek ritual 
the prayer which accompanies the 
imposition of hands is clearly the 
form. Tbe “ Yeni, Creator Spir­
ited” is sung, during which tbe con- 
seorator first makes tbe sign of the 
cross with holy chrism on tbe crown 
or tonsure of the new bishop and 
then anoints the rest of the crown. 
That this unction is to symbolize the 
gifts of the Holy Ghost with which 
the Church desires a bishop to be 
filled, is evident from the prayer 
which follows, “ May constancy of 
faith, parity of love, sincerity of 
peace abound in him," The anoint 
ing of the bands of the bishop in the 
form of a cross, and afterwards of 
the entire palms, then follows. 
This unction indicates the powers 
that are given to him. The oonse- 
crator then makes thrice the sign of 
tbe cross over the hands thus anoint 
ed and prays: “ Whatsoever thon 
•halt bless, may it be blessed; and 
whatsoever thou shall sanctify may 
it be sanctified ; and may the im­
position of this consecrated hand 
and thumb be profitable in all things 
to salvation.” The hands of the 
bishop are then joined, the right 
resting on the left, and placed in a 
linen cloth which is suspended from 

, his neck.
Presentation of the episcopal in- 

eignia.—Tbe crosier is then blessed 
and handed to the bishop, who re­
ceives it between the index and 
middle fingers, the hands remaining 
joined, Tbe oonseorator at the same 
time admonishes him, as the Ritual 
indicates, that the true character of 
the ecclesiastical shepherd is to tem 
per the exercise of justice with meek­
ness, and not to neglect strictness of 
discipline through love of tranquil­
ity. The oonseorator then blesses 
tbe ring and places it on the third 
finger of the bishop's right band, 
reminding the latter that it is the 
symbol of fidelity which he owes to 
Holy Church. The book of the 
Gospels is taken from the bishop’s 
shoulders and handed to him, with 
the command to go and preaoh to 
the people committed to his care.

He then receives the kiss of peace 
from the oonseorator and tbe assist­
ent bishops, and the latter conduct 
him to his altar, where the orown of 
his head is cleansed with crumbs of 
bread, and his hair is adjusted. 
Afterwards the bishop washes bis 
hands, and both be and the oonse­
orator, at their respective altars, 
continue the Mass as usual, down 
to the prayer of the Offertory in­
clusively. After the Offertory the 
new bishop is led to the conseorat- 
Or’s altar where he presents to the 
latter two lighted torches, two loavej 
of bread, and two small barrels of 
wine. This offering is a relio of 
ancient' discipline, according to 
which the faithful made their offer­
ings on suoh occasions for the sup­
port of the clergy and other purposes 
eonneoted with religion. From tbe 
Offertory to the Communion the 
bishop stands at the Epistle side ol 
the oonseoratot's altar and recites 
and acts together with the latter 
everything as indioated in tbe Mis- 
eal. After the oonseorator bas oon- 
eumei on-half of the Host which he 
consecrated at Mass, and partaken 
of one-half of the Precious Blood 
together with the particle of the 
consecrated Host that was dropped 
into the ohalioe, be Communicates 
tbe bishop by giving him, first, tbe 
other half of the consecrated Host 
and then the Preoioue Blood remain 
ing in the ohalioe. Both take the 
ablations from different chalices, 
after which the new bishop goes to 
the Gospel side of tbe oonseorator’i 
altar, and with the oonseorator con 
itinues the Mass down to the blessing 
inclusively. The oonseorator then 
Messes the mitre and places it on 
the head of the bishop, referring to 
its mystical signification as a helmet 
cf protection and salvation, that th 
wearer of it may seem terrible to the 
opponents of truth and be their 
«tardy adversary. The gloves are 
■then blessed and put on tbe bands of 
the bishop, referring to the action of 
Jaoob, who, having his hands cov­
ered with the skinfc of kids, implored 
and received the paternal blessing. 
lc like manner the oonseorator prays 
rtbat the wearer of the gloves may 
-deserve to implore and receive tbe 
Me^sings of Divine graoe by moans 
of the saving Host offered by hie 
Ibands.

Conclusion.—The new bishop ie 
tfren enthroned on the faldstool on 
the predella, from which the oon- 
eecretor has risen, or, if the cere­
mony be performed in the cathedral 
of i he new bishop, on the usuel epis 
«opal throne. Tbe Te Deum is now

entoned by the oonseorator, and 
while the hymn is being sung the 
new bishop is led by the assistant 
bishops through the ohurob, that he 
may bless the people. Hsving re­
turned to the altar—or to the throne 

his own cathedral—the bishop 
gives the final solemn blessing as 
usual. Tbe oonseorator and assist­
ant bishops move toward the Gospel 
corner of the altar and face the 
Epistle side ; the new bishop goes 
to tbe Epistle corner, and there, 
with mitre and crosier, facing the 
oonseorator, makes a genuflexion and 
chants “ Ad multos annos.” He 
proceeds to the middle of tbe pre­
della and performs the same cere­
mony, chanting in a higher tone of 
voice. Finally, approaching the 
feet of the oonseorator, he again 
gennfieote, chanting in a still higher 
tone of voice. After this the oon­
seorator and tbe assistant bishops 
receive him to the kiss of peace. 
Accompanied by the assistant bish­
ops, he returns to his altar, reciting 
the Gospel of St. John. All then 
lay aside their vestments and depart 
in peace.

II, Consecration of a Fixed Altar.
—At the Consecration of a church 
at least one fixed altar must be con­
secrated. Altars, permanent struc­
tures of stone, may be consecrated 
at other times,(but only in churches 
that have been consecrated or at 
least solemnly blessed. We have 
instances in which a simple priest* 
has performed this rite. Walafridus 
Strabo, in the Life of St. Gall (ob. 
vi), says that St. Colnmban, at that 
time being a priest, having dedicat­
ed the ohnroh of St. Aurelia at Bre 
genz on the Lake of Constance, 
anointed the altar, deposited the 
relics of St. Aurelia under it, 
and celebrated Mass on it. But 
according to the present discipline 
of the Church, the ordinary minister 
of its consecration is tbe diocesan 
bishop. Without the permission of 
the ordinary, a bishop of another 
diocese cannot lioitly consecrate an 
altar, although without such per­
mission the consecration would be 
valid. One and the same bishop 
muet perform the rite from the be­
ginning to the end. An altar may 
be consecrated on any day of tbe 
year, but a Sunday or feast day is to 
be preferred (Pontificale Romanum.)
It ie difficult to determine when the 
rite used at present was introduced 
To the essentials of consecration 
reference is made as early as the 
sixth oentnry by the Council of Agde 
(506) : 11 Altars are to be conse- 
orated not only by tbe chrism, but 
with tbe sacerdotal blessing;” and 
by St. Caesarius of Arles (d. about 
542) in a sermon delivered at tbe 
consecration of.an altar : ‘‘We have 
today consecrated an altar, the stone 
of which was blessed or anointed.” 
(Mlgne, P. L., LXVIL, Serm. 
coxxx. )

The ceremonies of the exposition 
of the relics on tbe evening before 
the day of consecration, the keeping 
of the vigil, tbe blessing of the Gre­
gorian water, the sprinkling of tbe 
alter, and the translation of the relics 
to the church are the same as those 
described at the consecration of a 
church (see IV, below). When the 
relics have been carried to tbe church, 
tbe consecrator anoints with holy 
chrism, at the four corners, the sep 
ulchre ol the alter (see altar), in 
which the relics are to be enclosed, 
thereby sanctifying tbe cavity in 
which the venerated remains of the 
martyrs are to rest, and then reverent­
ly places therein the case containing 
the relics and incenses them. Hav­
ing anointed with holy chrism the ne- 
ther side of the small slab that is to 
cover the sepulchre, he spreads bless­
ed cement over tbe ledge of the sep­
ulchre on the inside and fits tbe slab 

6 into tbe cavity, alter which he anoints 
the upper side of tbe slab and tbe 
alter-table near it. He then incen­
ses tbe alter, first, on every side— 
right, left, front and on the top— 
whilst tbe chanters sing the antiphon 
“ Stetit angelus ” ; secondly, in the 
form of a cross on the top, in the

middle, and at the four corners ; 
thirdly, whilst going round the altar 
three times. After the third incen 
sation, tbe censer is given to a priest, 
vested in surplice, who, till the end 
of the consecration, cdBtinuei going 
around tbe altar, incensing it on *11 
sides, save when the bishop uses tbe 
censer. Tbe incense symbolizes the 
sweet odour of prayer which is to as­
cend from the altar to heaven, whilat 
the fullness of the grace of the Holy 
Ghost, which is to descend on the 
altar and the faithful, is indicated by 
the prayers recited after the three un­
ctions which follow. The consecra­
tor than anoints tbe table of. the altar 
at the middle and the four corners, 
twice with the oil of catechumens, 
and the third time with holy chrism. 
After each uoction he goes round the 
altar once, Incensing it continuously, 
the first and second time passing by 
the Epistle side, and third time by 
the Gospel side. Finally, as if to in 
dicate the complete sancification of 
the altar, he pours and spreads over 
Its table tbe oil of catechumens and 
holy chrism together, rubbing the 
holy oils over it with his right hand, 
whilst the chanters sing the appropriate 
antiphon, “Behold the smell of my 
son is as the smell of a plentiful field, 
etc. (Gen., xxvil, 37, 28). When 
the church is consecrated at the same 
time, the twelve crosses on the inner 
walls are now anointed with holy 
chrism and incensed. The consecra 
tor then blesses the incense and 
sprinkles It with holy water. Then 
be forms it into five crosses, each 
consisting of five grains, on the table 
of the altar, in tbe middle and at the 
four corners. Over each cross of in 
cense he places a cross made of thin 
wax taper. Tbe ends ol each cross 
are lighted, and with them tbe incense 
is burned and consumed. This cere 
mony symbolizes the true sacrifice 
which is thereafter to be offered on 
rbe altar ; and It lodicatei that our 
prayers must be fervent and animat­
ed by true and lively faith if they are 
io be acceptable to God and efficac 
ious against our spiritual enemies, 
Finally, tbe bishop traces with holy 
chrism a cross on the front of the 
altar and on the juncture of the table 
and the base on which it rests at the 
four corners, as if to join them to­
gether, to indicate that this altar is to 
be in future a firmly fixed and con 
slant source of grace to all who with 
faith approach it. Then follow the 
blessings of the altar-cloths, vases 
aod ornaments of tbe altar, the cele 
bration of Mass, ahd tbe publication 
of. the Indulgences, as at the end of 
the consecration "of a church.

Loss of Consecration.—An altar 
loses Its consecration : (1) when the 
table of the altar is broken into two or 
more large pieces ; (3) when at the
corner of tbe table that portion which 
the consecrator anointed with holy 
oil is broken off ; (3) when several
large stones of the support of the 
table are removed; (4).when one of 
the columns which support tbe table 
at tbe corners is removed ; (5) if for 
any reason whatever the table is re 
moved from'.the support, or only rais­
ed from it—e. g., to renew tbe ce­
ment ; (6) by the removal of the rel­
ics, or by tbe fracture or removal, by 
chance or design, of the small cover, 
or alab, placed over tbe cavity con­
taining tbe relics. (See also Altar, 
History of tbe Christian.)

III. Consecration of an Altar 
Stone,—Mass must be celebrated 
either 00 an alter whifch has been 
consecrated or on a consecrated altar 
stone, or portable altar (Bubr. Geo 
Miss., XX.) Its consecration Is 
less solemn function than the con 
secration of an altar. It may take 
place on any day of tbe year, in the 
morning, as, aftar its consecration, 
Mass must be celebrated upon it the 
same day. If several stones are con­
secrated, it suffices to celebrate Mass 
on one of tbe alters so consecrated. 
The ceremony may take place In tbe 
church, sacristy, or any otherluitable 
place.

Tbe cavity for the relics Is made 
on the top of the stone, usually near 
its front edge. It may be in the cen­
tre of the stone, but never on its front 
edge (Coug. Sac. Bit. 13 June, 1899) 
Relics of two martyrs, with three 
grains of incense, are placed immedi­
ately (1. e. without a reliquary) in 
its cavity, which is closed with 
small slab of natural stone fitting ex­
actly upon the opening. The Cong 
Sac. (16 Feb., 1906) declared that 
for valid consecration,'!! suffices to 
have enclosed in the cavity tbe relics 
of one martyr. The Pontifical 
makes no mention of the blessing of 
tbe cement with which jtbe slab is se­
cured, but the Cong. Sac. Bit- (10 
May, 1890) prescribes it.

Ordinarily, only a bishop may c 
•cerate an altar.stooe, but by pon ir 
fical privilege some abbots have this 
faculty for altar-stooei used in their 
own churches. The Holy See fre­
quently grants this privilege to priests 
labouring io missionary countries. 
Tbe bishops of the United States 
have the faculty of delegating priests 
10 perform this function by virtue of

the “ Faculates Extraordinariae, " C, 
VI. The relics are not exposed, nor 
are Matins and Lauds recited on the 
evening before the consecra ion : nei­
ther is tbe vigil kept. The ceremon­
ies are similar to tboes used at the 
consecration of an altar. Hence the 
blessing of the Gregorian water, the

IV. Consecration of a Church — 
By a decree of the Council of Trent 
(Sess. XXII), Mass should not be 
celebrated in any place except a con 
•ecrated or blessed church. Hence 

is the wish of the Church that at 
least cathedrals and parish churches 
be eolemr.ly consecrated, and that 
smaller churches be blessed (Cong. 
Sac. Rit., 7 Aug., 1875), but any 
church and public or semi public ora­
tory may be consecrated (Cong. Sac. 
Rit. 5 June, 1999). Both by con- 
secratiao and by blessing a church is 
dedicated to Divine worship, which 
forbids its ose for common or profane 
purposes. Consecration is a rite re 
served to a bishop, who by the solemn 
anointing with holy chrism, and In the 
prescribed form, dedicates a building 
to the service of God, thereby raising 

in perpetuum to a higher order, 
removing it from the malign influence 
of Satan, aod rendering it a place io 
which the prayers of the faithful are 
more readily heard and favours are 
more graciously granted by God 
(Pontificale Romanum). The bless 
ing of a church Is a less solemn rite, 
wbicb may be performed by a priest 
delegated by the diocesan bishop. 
It consists in tbe sprinkling with holy 
water and tbe recital of prayers, thus 
making It a sacred place, though not 
necessarily in perpetuum. Consecra-

oratione”—elsewhere the word oonee- 
oratio only ie need. It cannot be defin­
itely decided when the rite of consecra­
tion in nee at present began to be em. 
ployed. The Pontifical of Egbert, Arch, 
bishop of York (733-767) bears a strik­
ing resemblance to it.
