Ottawa, May 18 —The most
progressive legislation “that has
ever been introduced in the Can-
adian parliament affecting guar-
antees to a railway” was the way
in which Hon. W. T. White, min-
ister of finance described the
government’s agreement with the
Canadian Northern Railway to-
day.
