Fire at Bay Rober(s.

During the midnight hours of Wed-

nesday last the residence of Mr. John
Brown, on the old Barracks Road, Bay

Roberts, was totally destroyed by fire,
The inmates barely escaped with their
lives.

A stimulant is
something which
people take to in-
crease their volt-
age.

Nevertheless, it is a recog-
nized fact that;uninterrupted contact
with a cob pipé and coffee made in a
lye bucket has: cut off thousands of
people in theip 103rd year and caused
the relatives fo ask for that familiar
hymn, “I Woyld Not Live Alway.”

Washington, August 12.—Democra‘ic
leaders in the Senate are considerably
perturbed over the failure to make
rogress on the traiff bill, and for sev-
eral drys informal conferences have
béen held with Progressive Republi-
cans’'and regular Republican leaders
in the hope. that some means to hast-
e consideration of the measure might
be found.

Police Circles.

Montreal, Aug. 14.—Application it is
said has been made to the Provincial
authorities for a complete .investiga-
tion of the Police Departmnent of Mon-
treal and its methods. ~

the John H. Roberts charges against
Chief of Police Campeau, which the
Board of Control has decided shall be
a judicial affair, and the ' charges
which will result from the, twelve al-
fidavits, will be heard together if pos-
sible. This will result jp an imme-
diate investigation of the.department,
and will be used as a levg,r toward get-
ticg the Provincial Government to
probe the whole system.
