Makes Big Claim:

“Berlin, Nov.  20—"The Russians
have nunibers on their side, but num=
‘hers alone are not the decisive factor.
In the present stage of the war less
than ever before -we are not afraid
of Russian numerical superiority. At
Tannenburg the Russians outnumber-
ed us three to one, yet the result was
a notable German victory.”

These are the views of General Von
Hindenburg, now facing the great.
Russian war machine, as expressed in
conversation- with the Berlin corres-
pondent of the Neue Freie Presse of
Vienna. ;
“The Russians,” said General Von
Hindenburg, “aregood . soldiers and
observe discipline, but discipline of
another sort than'that of the Ausiro-
German, which is based: on thinking
and the execution of commands, while
the Russian discipline is a mere blind,
dull obedience.

“The Russians: have learned much
since the Japanese.war, particularly
in the science of entrenching, but
when the ground is frozen they will
1o longer be able to dig themselves
in. Then they will have a bad time
ef it. That is one of the advantages
the winter campaign will bring us.

“It is a sad but good ‘thing that
war and sentimentality do not go to-
gether. The merciless conduct of
war is in the end the most merciful,
because war is soonest ended thereby.

“The war with Russia is now
chiefly a question of whose nerve will
snap first. If Austria and Germany
have stronger nerves—and they have
them—then they will be victorious.”

{  Mr. Justice Riddell at Ottawa has
,i condemned.as contrary to law an or-
der of the mayor excluding from the
| offices in the city hall the reporter of
one of the local newspapers. The
mayoral order had for its purpose the
prevention of the offending journal
from using a ready means of obtain-
ing information -aboutthe city’saffairs.
It was a foolish order, and it was
rightly .nullified. The rights of a
newspaper to obtain and disseminate
infermation about th: actions of gov-
erning bodies, parliamentary, judicial
and muniecipal’ have been maintained
by the strongest men in the highest
courts- of ‘the British empire. Lord
Haldane, when ILord. Chancellor, in
the case of Maria Scott, heard by the
House .of Lords, laid it down that ev-
en: the courts must be public and that
any one had a right to listen, record
and publish a fair account of their
| proceedings; and the judgment
stands.

In a case before the judicial com-
mittee of the privy council Lord Shaw
put it that the freedom of the journal-
ist is an ordinary parf of the freedom
of the subject, adding that ‘to what-~

also. may go the journalist, the range
of whose criticism; comments or as-
sertions is as wide'as that of any
ofher subject. In both cases noted,

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General Bazaine.

By GEORGE FITCH,
Author of “At Good Old. Siwash,”

When the French rushed blithely. to
war against the Germans in 1870 Gen-
eral Bazaine was one - of the  most
popular military commanders.

He had a unique career. He had
fought in Algiers, the Crimea . and
Italy and had conquered Mexico at
the head of a French army. He wore
the cross of the Legion of Honor for
bravery and -was reputed: to enjoy
standing on the field of battle amid a
rain of bullets and reading the day's
reports in an indifferent manner.

The Franco-Prussian war had not
procceded beyond the first few blun-
ders when General Bazaine was made
Commander of the Army of the Rhine.

It was his duty to crush the advanc-
ing enemy and to proceed to Paris by
the nearest route, sending back cathe-

drals, deeds to provinces and  other
spoils as he captured them. He pre-

pared for this advance by taking up

a very strong position and awaiting
; the German army.

In due time the Prussians arrived
and they also tocok up a strong posi-

tion. It was on the necks of the
French. Part of his army was very
badly. whipped but General Bazaine
never flinched. He went to the

rescue by taking up another strong
position. Day after day he advanced
carefully backward, taking up each
time a position more  overwhelmingly
strong than the last one, At last he
arrived at Metz, into which he retired
with his army of 150,000 men and
took .the strongest-position ever held
by a French army. It was a great
military triumph and on the strength
of it the brave general recommended
himself as dictator- of France.

The Prussians surrounded Metz in a
methodical manner, but they had
great respect for General Bazaine's
strong position. They did not attack
him. They sat about and. played. pin-.
ochle, - occasionally firing a eartload of
shrapnel into the town. At the end
of '‘a month General Bazaine’s army.
was dining on horse meéat, and in an-
other month he had surrendered,

After this General Bazaine’s repu-
tation -went gradually under a cloud.
It ‘was held that if he had spent less
time hunting strong positions with the
paszionate eagerness of a man retir-
ing from a grizzly bear, France never
would. have -been humbled, and in
1873 he was tried\for ‘treason. He
was sentenced to be shot, but was im-
prisoned instead and.was allowed to
escape to Spain; where he lived: until
1888 and wrote several books, “which }
contributed materially to the gajety of I
French politics. :

WAR: SPIRIT IN: THE LORD :MAY-

OR’S SHOW — ENTHUSIASTIC
CROWDS-—~ NEWFOUNDLANDERS
THERE;

There -has never been.a Lord .\lay?,
or’s Show quite like that of yesterday
in the:long history. of+that popular
institution. Certainly never in our
time have such enormous crowds as-
sembled .afong the familiar route to
watch = the ' annual  spectacle.. The
Show, too, has mot . for
been so perfectly attuned to the pre-
vailing temper of the peopie.

It was primarily a naval and mili-
tary pageant. London loves a martial
spectacle, and those who have plead-
ed that there should ‘be more rather
than less ‘display of this kind in war-
-time  were abundantly justified yes-
terday. The town had had to wait
for more than three months for an
opportunity of cheering. the - brave
troops who have shouldered the na-

tional . responsibility. = Yesterday- the
people saw them in stately proces-
sion— Canadians, Newfoundlanders,
New Zealanders, London Scottish,
H. A. C. and the rest. It was a brave
sight.

Millions of I.ondoners, non-combai-
ants perforce, had been waiting for
weeks to give voice ‘to their fervent
gratitude to the men :who have gone
to' the front and to these - who are
going. Here at last was the oppor-
tunity, and the enthusiasm was won-
derful. The cheers were not of the
arrogant or boastful kind. They
came straight from the heart, full of
gratitude and pride. The crowds
were fine, There was none of the
horseplay which in* past times- was
associated with the civic pageant.
The spirit was totally different from
that of other years. There was an
earnest. ring in the enthusiasm of the
spectators which convinced one that
here was a recruiting agency of the
first order. There cannot fail to be a
big rise in the recruiting figures for
London in the: next few. days, when
the lessons of the show have sunk in-
to the minds of those to whom its ap-

peal wag directed.

Apart from the civic officers and
dignitaries in their carriages, there
was nothing in the procession whieh

did not concentrate the thoughts of
the sepctators on war and the need
for men. There were quite 3,000
troops in the procession, and every
phase of military activity was illus-
trated in turn. Chief interest natur-
ally centred in the detachments from
the contingents provided by the Over-
sea Dominiens. Canada was repre-
sented by mounted troops as well as
by infaniry., New - Zealand and New=
foundland by infantry alone, All
were in Kkhaki, and they set the tome
for the “Khaki Show.” The appear-
ance of the Canadians—big, bronzed
men—was hardly distinguishable
from that of British regiments in the
field. The New Zealanders imparted
some variety to the  strong - Colonial
type with  their picturesque slouch
hats, and , the Newfoundlanders—
strong, well-set-up men of the open-
air life—were distinguished again
from their brothers-in-arms, by their
blue puttees.: All . swung ,along in
magnifieent style, and they won the
hearts of ‘the crowds at every point
in the long march. The = Dominions
were further represented. at the be-
ginning-and end of the proeession by
detachments of King Edward’s Horse.

Recruiling for
Second Contingent.

There can be no -question of the
enthusiasm which prevails for re-
cruiting for the second contingent of
Newfoundland Volunteers. The ar-
dor which prevailed at. the C.L.B.
Armoury last night is conclusive
preoof of that. But many young men
who are anxious to offer themselves
are in a quandary, and the :training
suggested for recruits does not fill
the bill. There are clerks who are
moest anxious to offer themselves, but
they are faced with a difficulty. These
men are working every night and if
they volunteer they are unable to get
to the Armouries before half-past
nine. - If they give up their work, they
are without means of support, and
even if they did so, what amount of
training is it possible for a recruit
to get by three drlls a week? What
drill will -they know and what skill
will they have acquired with the
rifle by the end of December, after
say twelve drills? There is again
the cases of young men from the
nearby-outports, who will have to
come in and stay here during the
part of the week, covered by Monday
night, Tuesday night and Thursday
night. It will not be possible for a
young man of Pouch Cove to walk to
town for Monday night’s drill, return
home that night, and walk in again
for Tuesday night's drill. He will
have to pay board and lodging. Again,
he will not be in a fit condition to get
the full benefit of the drill instructor,
nor will the clerk be in better fettle
who is working every day and every
night, to take full advantage of these
drills. The situation demands that
these recruits be put on the pay roll
immmediately after enlistment, ™ and
that they devote their full time to
drill instruction and rifle practice.

There is no time to be lost. Men are
wanted as soon as possible, and the
men wanted are trained men, men

who have been endured to marching,

who are practised in rifle fire and

who have passed through recruits
drill and are able to take their place
in the platoon, company and: battal-
jon. What applies with sp much
force to our young men in the city,
applies w:ith greater force to our out-

port young men. They should be put
under pay at once and drafted to St.
John'’s immediately where they can
be put through a course of training
under instructors, the number of
whom is so limited, that their ener-
gies should not be dissipated, but
concentrated where they will produce
the best effect. Our young men are
eager to do their part; let the Gov-
ernment take up the matter, and em-
power the Finance Committee of the
Patriotic Association .to afford the
facilities needed.

Cruelty to Animals.

At noon to-day a case between the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals and Capt. Masters, of the
8.8. Louisburg, the plaintiffs and de-
fendants respectively, began Dbefore
Judge Knight. The charge was that
the defendant failed to provide pro-
per shelter on deck for sheep that
were brought here last week by the
Louvisburg from Prince Edward Is-
land. Three witnesses were examin-
ed up to lunch hour when recess was
taken.

Mr. Taft’s view that the landing of
German troops in Canada would not
cdnstitute a violation of the Monroe
Doctrine, may be very satisfying to
the ex-President of the United States,
observes the Globe; but it does not
occur to him that if Germany were
strong enough to invade Canada and
exact a war indemnity, she might also
be too strong for the United States to
turn her out again, so that what the
Monroe Doctrine might permit or for-
bid would be a matter of secondary
importance.

MINE ADRIFT NEAR NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, To-day.

A mine with five triggers extending
from it, is afloat six miles west of
Fire Island Light, according to Capt.
Davies, of the steamship Etonian in
to-day from London. The captain
said he passed the mine about ten
o’clock yesterday morning, while his
ship was bound in.

GALLANT WORK OF COOKS WITH
THE RIFLE.

LONDON, To-Day.

Details of operations of British
troops at the front from Nov. 23 to
25 are given in a report from the Mili-
tary Observer, attached to the British
headquarters. The repulse of the fa-
mous Prussian Guards is dwelt upon.
After the enemy had broken through
our front line, the situation became
most serious, the report continues, for
there were only field companies at the
moment as a reserve, in this quarter
of the field, on the right front of the
German attack. Firing through open
spaces in the woods were heavy bat-
teries and field batteries, which dealt
havoc among the attackers both before
and after they reached our lines, but
the Germans continued to come almost
up to our guns.: Some bodies were
picked up only seventy yards from the
guns. Realizing that all might be lost
unless firing could be established, the
battery officers managed to form a
line of gunners of regimental cooks
and details of various descriptions.
Their men stood firm and kept up a
steady rifle fire. They checked the as-
sault at the most critical moment, thus
enabling other troops to come up to
repel it more completely.

s NEW YORK, To-day.
A Londin cable to the Herald this
morning, says the danger is over,
but there is plenty of hard fighting to
be done. This ig the message from
Field Marghal Sir John - French,
brought by British officers who are
here from the front on a few days
stop to see their families and friends.

Professor Discusses
Probable Invasion

OF CANAPA BY GERMANY.

Cambridge, Mass., Nov. 26.—Writ-
mg in the Harvard Crimson, Prof.
Barrett Wendell, of Harvard’s De-
)artment cf English, declares that if
Germeny succezded in crippling the
British Navy, an attempt would prob-
ably be made to invade Canada by
way of New York or Boston. The
Professor’s article says:

“Should the naval power of Great
Britain collapse. a most unlikely
event, the PEritish Empire would
everywhere be exposed to German at-
tack. Among the parts of the Em-
pire thus expecsed would be Canada.
Indeed, if I am not in error, the news-
papers have lately attributed to the
German Ambassador at Washington
certain conjectures as to how the
Monroe Doctrine should be interpre-
ted if an attack on Canada should oe-
cur.

“Canada is evidently assailable,
not only through her own ports, but
through ours. The accident of Am-
erican neutrality need no more inter-
fere with German plans than the ac-
cident of Belgium did. That a Ger-
man military exposition against Can-
ada by way cf Boston or New York
might probably be disastrous is no
reason why it should not be attempt-
ed. That America would permit it is
unthinkable. Such = indemnities as
might consequently be demanded
from Boston and Néw York would be
highly desirable in the present state
of German national expenses.”

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Brllish Sailors Left
To Drown.

BEFORE EYES OF KAISER’S BAR-
BARBIANS.

Santiago, Nov. 26.—Numerous Brit-
ish sailors who perished off the Chil-
ean coast when the German fleet sank
the cruisers Good Hope and Mon-
mouth might have been saved had the
Germans made any effort to rescue
them.

This is admitted by the Germans
themselves, acdording to a sworn
statement made here to-day by’ the
captain of the 'French barque Valen-
tine, which was captured and sunk off
the Juan Fernandez islands. The cap-
tain and members of the Valentine’s
crew were held prisoners on one of
the German warships for ten days.

In his sworn statement the captain
asserted that the Germans said they
might have saved numerous British
who were swimming in the water, but
they deliberately let them drown.

The crew of the Valentine was
shamefully treated, he swore, for re-
fusing to. aid in-the transhipment of
coal from the barque to the warships.
The Germans, he said, robbed the Val-
entine of everything before sinking
her.

Gel?man- Tribute
to Tommy.

Westminster Gazette:—“People at
home,” wrote a German lieutenant (on
November 4) to a relative in Germany,
“seem to have false ideas about the
fighting value of our opponents. The
English are the pluckiest and bravest
enemies that we have. Every single
man who has not been captured guiet-
ly goes on shooting, and the long-
trained men shoot well. When a posi-
tion is stormed with cheering, the
Englishman remains quietly in his
trench.” This is a notable appreci-
ation, though it is little surprising
‘hat the British Army should by its
deeds have earned the respect of en-
emies who are in a position to esti-
mate soldierly qualities.

London, Nov. 26.—Structural engi-
ners and bridge-builders throughout
the country are being requested to
stand ready to rush repair work in
Belgium and France.

This is assumed in authoritative
quarters here to be undoubted evi-
dence of the favorable position of the
Allied troops- along the entire battle-
front in the West.

St. Pierre Bulletin

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

Nov. 29.—(Midnight.)—During the
28th the ' enemy’s cannonading - was
more active but consisted of firing
mostly from 77 millimetre pieces. The
enemy’s heavy artillery did not con-
tribute. Under these -circumstances
this artillery duel turned out every-
where in our favor. In Arras north-
ern district a German sattack effected
by about three regiments completely
failed, after several respective coun-
ter attacks. Between the Somme and
the Chaulnes we have marked good
progress in neighborhood of Fay
village where our troops came in
immediate contact with a section of
wire defence. In the Aisne region,
between Vailly and Berry-au-Bac, a
group of machine guns and a coupola
for 30 centimetre pieces were de-
stroyed by our shells which caused
an explosion in the enemy’s battery.
On the Vosges three counter attacks
by the Germans with the object of re-
taking the ground ‘won previously by
us in Ban De Sapt, have been suc-
cessively repulsed.

Official.—Calm on the whole front
but in Argonne where German -at-
tacks were as unsuccessful as pre-
viously.

Sealing Inquiry.

At 3 p.m. the enquiry was resumed.
Present were Sir William Horwood,
Chief Justice and the Hons. Justices
Emerson and Johnson as well as Hon.
R. A. Squires, Minister of Justice,
and Dr. Lloyd. Capt. Westbury Kean,
of the s.s. Newfoundland, George
Tuff, who was sent by Capt. Kean in
charge of the men and a mumber of
survivors of the tragedy were wait-
ing to be examined. Capt. Kean was
examined by Mr. Squires and the ar-
ticles of the ship and a plan of the
scene of the disaster was put in. Mr.
Squires continued his examination
until hslf-past five on all that hap-
pened during three days of the trag-
edy. Then Dr. Lloyd further exam-
ined Capt. Kean. Shortly after 6 p.m.
an adjournment was taken until 3
this afternoon when Dr. Lloyd will
continue his examination. Dr. Lloyd
is retained by the Crown.
