RUSSIANS STILL RESISTING.

LONDON, Aug. 14.

IField Marshal Von Hindenburg has
personally - taken command of the
German army attacking Kovno, ac-
cording to the latest German official
report, and made further progress in
the fighting against Russians in that
region. The selection of Germany’s
national hero for the duty of captur-
inz the fortress of Kovno, which
stands between the Germans and Vil-
na-Warsaw-—Petrograd railway, is an
indication of the importance which
the German General Staff attaches to
this operation. The news that civil-
ians have commenced to evacuate
Kovno, as well-as Vilna, led to the
Belief in many quarters that the Rus-
sians either had decided to give them
up, or had no hope of holding them.
Now, however, they are fighting hard
to retain both cities, and the Ilatest
official report from Petrograd claims
the Russians repulsed the German
attacks, except at one point, where a
desperate artillery engagement is in
progress. Further north, between
Poniewesch and Dvinsk, where Gen-
eral Von Buelow a week ago was ad-
vancing rapidly toward the railway,
the Germans apparently have suffered
a setback, for the- Russians now
speak of pressing them, and declare
they have reoccupied the town of Tov-
iny, which is considerably west of the
peint to which the Germans had pene-
itrated. South of Riga also the Ger-
mans are said to be no more than
holding their own so that the task of
advancing towards Petrograd seems
to he developing very slowly. On the
other hand the Germans continue to
drive the Russians northeast and east
of Warsaw, with the capture of
Sciedlec within short distance of the
Bug River, one of the main supports
of the Brest Litovsk line where it was
believed the Russians originally in-
tended to hold. but which the Ger-
man offensive in the northeast may
prevent.

This morning a message was receiv-
ed in town from Aldershot, stating
that fhe - Newfoundland Regiment
would be going abroad shortly.
Last evening Mr. John Jackson also
received a message stating that the
Newfoundland Regiment had been re-
cently reviewed by Lord Kitchener
that they were all well and would be
oif to the Dardanelles soon. The
movements of the Newfoundland Con-
tingent has not. lacked variety. Our
volunteers commenced their training
by camping at Pleasantville. This
was broken by a voyage to the old
land, which led to camp life on Salis-
bury Plain. This was changed to
barrack life at Fort George and later
at Kdinburgh Castle. Then came tlie
4ove to Stob’s Camp, where they had
training work with a brigade, and
the last move was to Aldershot, the
great training ground for army man-
oeuvres. Here they are learning to
take their place in divisional move-
ments. Now comes the news that
they are to be moved abroad, and the
destination is said to-be the Dardan-
elles. It is apparent then that with-
in a few weeks we shall hear of them
being somewhere at the <ront, and
when they get there, we know that
they will continue to earn the good
will and merit the high esteem they
have won at their various training
camps. We wish them God Speed, an
honourable record, and a iriumphant
return.

Feeding the
Huns’ Victims.

According to William Edgar, editor
of “The Northwestern Millér,” who
has been investigating independently
what is being done to relieve tlie des-
titute civilians in Belgium, the expen-
diture is runnibg to £1,200,000 a
month for food supplies and £300,000
more transportation. - On March 6th.
the Commission looking after the re-
lief work had incurred liabilities
amounting to £1,400,000 in excess of
its cash resources. Although the
whole trouble has been brought about
by Germany, they are apparently do-
ing nothing even fop humanity’s sake
to obviate the consequences of their
own misdeeds, and apparenty consider
it a virtue in themselves to allow the
people .of other nations to feed the
victims of their crime and to refrain
from seizing relief food for military
purposes. In face of the destruction
of the resources of Belgium and the
humilation, we have the Peace at any
Price advocating that the Allies
should not seek the humiliation of
Germany. If there is a country which
would be benefited by humiliation it
is ‘Germany. Her overweening arro-
gance is: the cause of the Great War,
and the only way to insure safety for

the future is to shatter for ever that

arrogance.

“Hold up the hands of our
President” by so and so, and when yoa
knew that you were striking at the
clear and settled policy of our govern-
ment and doing all in your power to
embarrass and weaken the hands of
the President.
Your view of “stnct neutrality” is
something that will either benefit
Germany or inflict injury on the
Allies.
Your reference to the Lusitania in-
famy, a murderous crime which has
awakened the horror of the civilized
world, is .a thinly veiled attempt to
palliate an offence -against humanity,
a crime which no one can excuse
without mental degradation.
The right of belligerents to buy
arms wherever they can get them is
universally recng,mzed The sale of
such supplies is a policy that Ger-
many, as well as the Allies, has al-
ways pursued. Our declaration of
neutrality prevents us from departing
from this policy, as well as other
considerations of our national wel-
fare.
I fear that your organization is a
part of that inspired and pernicious
pl(vpaganda which is manifesting it-
selt in explosions, fires, bombs and
murders and destruction of all kinds,
as well as those threats against the
nation which have led to the arrest
of the head of the International In-
formation Bureau.
Your course is not only an attempt
to deceive honest American manhood,
but very impolitic and perilous.
How much more honorable it would
be for American women, instead of
stirring up strife and antagonizing
the Government, to give their loyal
support to our mnoble pure-minded
President as he is seeking to vindi-
cate our national honor and preserve
our national ideals!

Mme Carton De
Wiart Wouldn't
Give Up Home.

Refusal of German Demand a Pos-
sible Reason for Subsequent Pun-
ishment,

Zurich, Aug. 7.—(Despatch to the
Lordon Daily Chronicle)—The full
story of the treatment of Mme. Carton
de Wiart, wife of the Belgian Minis-
ter of Justice, by the Germans is pub-
lished in the Gazette de Lausanne

It seems that Mme. Carton de Wiarzg,
who had risked unpopularity by be-
friending distressed German women
stranded in Brussels at the outbreak
of the war, came into conflict with the
German authorities at a very early
date. Some German officers declared
their intention of taking up their re-
sidence at the Minister of Justice,
whereupon Mme. Carton de Wiart re-
plied that it was her home, and that
physical force would be required to
eject her.

The Germans shrank from the idea
of brutal expulsion and contented
themselves with oecupying the base-
ment of the house with a force of thir-
ty men and placing sentinels at the
entrances to scrutinize all ~ visitors
closely. In spite of many vexatious
restrictions and insults, Mme. Carton
de Wiart proceeded with her work of
charity and encouragement until she
was arrested at the end of May
last. For seven hours and a half she
underwent in the Senate Chamber a
cross-examination from her military
judges. Replying always with perfect
calm and sauvity -to their questions,
she admitted frankly that she had giv-
en news to Belgian mothers of their
sons serving in the Belgian army, and
that—a more serious offense in the
eyes of her judges—she had distribut-
ed copieg of Cardinal Mercier’s pasi-
oral letter.

Condemned to three months and a
half imprisonment, she was snatched
from her young children, and sent to
Berlin. Baron Von Bissing, the Ger-
man Governor of Brussels, then mov-
ed into the house whose legitimate oc-
cupier had, by his orders, been sent to
the orison of Moabit, near Berlin.

Having imprisoned the miother, the
Germans began to harass the child-
ren. Two of them, girls hardly: in
their teens, were summoned before the
Kommandantur and severely reprim-
arded for having dared to wear small
medallion portraits of the King agd
Queen of Belgium. Other Belgian
children, in protest against this in-
cident, at once began to wear similar
medallions, the sequel being that the
Governor of the various towns issued
ag recently as last week a proclama-
tion in which all Belgians were for-
bidden to buy, sell, carry or display
Belgian colors, pogtraits of members
Jof the Royal Family, or patriotic or
political inscriptions.

It is a question that I cannot get
over. The Empire calls for able-
bodied men to fight—she also calls
for money and munitions. Most peo-
ple look with surprise if they see a
young man, unattached, and able to
fight, who does not volunteer. But
there are men of means who never
think that they owe their money to
the Empire just as a volunteer feels
that his duty 4o the Empire is to en-
list. And if you-get right down to
bed rock, why should it be necessary
to offer any man interest on his sub-
scription to the war loan? Is his
money worth more than the life of a
voluntger? If the war, as it must be,
is for his interest, should he not be
willing to help the Empire freely and
fully? I would like some answer to
these questions. I know that some
subscriptions are large but they re-
present no sacrifice, and inconveni-
ence the donors not one bit.

What can one think of the man,
who,* in order to escape the death
duty tax, gave away all his money
before he died? When you think of
the imperative need of machine guns
in this war, the mere suggestion
should have brought the thirty thous-
and dollars in a couple of hours. Why
should our wealthy men wait to see
what other men give?

A QUESTION OF EFFICIENCY.

The gquestion of drink or abstin-
ence from drink is essentially one of
efficiency, physical, mental, and mor-
al. When people really begin to
realise that the use of alcoholic bever-
ages invariably and under all circum-
stances limits efficiency and makes
them less fit for the daily task, what-
ever it may be, they will undoubtedly
turn from it. The navvy going to his
work in the street, the miner going (o
the bowels of the earth, the mason,
the carpenter, the engine driver, the
tram conductor, and the professional
man, whether he is a doctor, lawyer,
or clergyman, one and all reduce in
measurable degree their efficiency for
their particular duties by indulging
in strong drink. Vitality is diminish-
ed, physical endurance is limited, and
alertness of the mind, the power of
concentration and memory, are all
weakened by imbibing the alcoholic
poison just in proportion to the quan-
tity taken. . How loug are we
going to allow this state ¢! affairs
to exist The . insignificant meas-
ures that have already been taken
against the use of intoxicants have
miserably failed and there ‘s only one
possible solution, and that is total
prohibition of intoxicants, at least for
the period of the war. The problen
is far more urgent and vital than the
man in the street recognizes, and
therefore we say again that the time
has come for the Government to take
a bold stand and to call for total pro-
hibition. We have no doubt as to the
answer to such a call, for we believ:
the people of this nation are ready
and willing to make any reasonable
sacrifice in order to . better second
and support the hundreds of thous-
of heroic men at the front who are
daily risking their lives for King and
country. We believe the country is
ready for the sacrifice and chat it only
waits a strong and courageous lead
on the part of the Government.—
Good Health.

Prohibition in Alberta.

(From the Presbyterian Witness.)

The reform party has won a great
triumph-in Alberta and has set a high
example for the rest of the Dominion.
By a vote of nearly two to one the
people have decided to put an end
to the legal sale of intoxicating liquor.
All the cities, with the exception of
Lethbridge, went dry, Kdmonton
showing a majority of 3,600 and Cal-
gary about 3,300. By this decision,
the act prohibiting the sale of liquor
throughout the province will come in-
to operation on the first day of July,
791¢. The struggle for deliverance
from this great evil has been a keen
one. The liquor interests fought hard
to retain a hold in the province, but
the people were deeply in earnest and
cact .their votes with a full under-
standing of the seriousness of the
step they were taking. The vote was
polled under the newly adopted sys-
tem: of direct legislation, so that the
voters were not merely expressing
an opinion but enacting a law; and it
is significant that the firstfruits of
this new system should be legislation
for the moral reform and uplift of
the province in which it is enacted.

A HORRIBLE SPECTACLE.

There was something horrible in
the spectacle of these old men dila-
ting in Parliament, like commercial
travellers paid for the job on the
special virtues of the varieties of al-
cohol produced in Ireland, and de-
claring if there was any limitation in
the drink traffic that there would be
ag end of the Irish nation. We had
ultimatums of the Irish publicans
warning the representatives of the’
nation who it was supported them and
kept them in power. We had meet-
ings all over the country, with wret-
ched creatures like the Mayor of Lim-
erick telling the yoyng men of Ire-
land that if they wanted to fight and
die the cause of alcohol in Ireland
was the noblest cause of any Island
of saints and heroes, of fighters for
lost causes in every clime, the last
cause your children are asked to die
for is the right to be drunken as pub-
licans can make them. The Press
of Ireland has given up whole pages
to dipsomania grown lyrical, while it
could hardly devote a column to the
far more important problem of food
production and the increase of tillage
in Ireland. It is the counter demon-
stration of the Devil to the action of
thorusands of grave and silent men
who during the last few months have
shown that they regard the triumph
of right in the world as of more im-
portance than their own lives. These
disgusting attempts to identify relig-
ion and Irish nationality with drink
will do more good than harm. The
very violence of the demonstration
isclates the publicans, and even if
ther succeed, if they get the politi-
cians to obey the cracking of their
whip, they will have appeared in such
a light in Ireland, they will -have
made so clear the power they have,
that it will be the beginning of their
end. We are told if there is any re-
striction on drink national revenue
will suffer and the State become
bankrupt. Does revenue only arise
from the vice of men as mushrooms
risc out of manure? We recommend
those alcoholically anxious about Ir-
ish revenue to read Mr. Gladstone’s
scornful retort to the representatives

of drink who waited on him to tell
him how much national revenue
]would suffer if he carried out his
‘ policy:

“Gentlemen, you - need not give
yourselves any trouble about the rev-
enue. With a sober population not
wasting their earnings, I shall know
where to obtain the revenue.”

In a country which ecan afford to
spend fourteen millions on alcohol
every year, there is ample margin to
provide for any depreciation.—The
Irich- Homestead.

The flogging of soldiers for all sorts
of offences was so bad that the flog-
gers would take it in shifts, and a
doctor stood by to say how much a
man could stand without dying. Well,
you may not believe it, but it is true
that Lord Palmerston opposed this
concession to the men who bheat Na-
poleon. It was . rejected, and the
flogging went on; sometimes a man
would get a thousand lashes.

At last, when the Victorian Era was
well on its way, a soldier was flogged
to death, and Parliament then re-
duced the flogging to fifty lashes.
And when do you think this barbarisin
was stopped by the Mother of Parlia-
ments? With a woman on the throne
such things' could hardly iast long.
Well, I am not forty years old, and I
was a boy at school when the British
Government proposed to abolish this

- flogging of soldiers.

Through all the years till then the
men of our Army were treated like
dogs, or worse than the law would
allow any man to treat his dog now.

One of the many curious and un-
foreseen results of trench warfare on
a gigantic scale has ‘been the reintro-
duction of armour for the soldier.
The French and the Russians have
both to a considerable extent adopt-
ed helmets and breastplates of thin
steel, with a large measure of suc-
cess.

Such plates were first tried in mod-
ern war by the Japanese at the siege
of Port Arthur, where the conditions
resembled those of the trench strug-
gle of to-day. On the eve of the as-
saults of September 1904, upon the
Port Arthur forts, Japanese engin-
eers were sent out to cut the wire
entanglements, “with metal shields

strapped in front of their bodies.”
Again in the mine warfare against the
Russian forts the Japanese working
parties pushed steel plates before
them.

The Germans tried similar devices
at Ypres. On the Yser in February
one of our special correspondents in
the north of France wrote that the
Germans had many large concave
steel plates, each capable of shelter-
ing four men. Of the four two car-
ried the shield—one on the right and
the other on the left. The third, arm-
ed with a rifle, fired through a special
opening in the shield. The fourth,
walking behind the third, hurled gren-
ades.

These shields proved very trouble-
some, though in some cases our sol-
diers succeeded in putting shots
through the loophole and in other ca-
ses hit the legs of the men who were
carrying the appliance, bringing it
down with a crash.

In the French army a steel skull
cap and steel breastplate are constant-
ly worn by the infantry when deliver-
ing attacks with hand grenades. They
are light and proof to bulléts from
rifle or shrapnel and protect the vit-
als. Many of these shields have been
for months on sale at Calais, and
they have been widely bought by the
French officers and soldiers.

So far back as October the manu-
facture of them by the Government
for the French troops in the Argonne
began. In June it was announced
that the French Ministry of War had
adopted a light steel helmet, suggest-
ing in design the headpieces worn by
men-at-arms six centuries ago. These
helmets are painted grey-blue, har-
monizing with the French uniform.
They give protection against spent
bullets and shrapnel fragments,
which inflict numerous wounds in the
head in trench fighting.

These helmets have now been prac-
tically tested, and a report as to their
great value from Dr. Devraigne ap-
pears in the Lancet. He examined 55
cases of wounds in the head in which
42 of the wounded wore no helmet and
13 were protected with it. . Twenty-
three of the 42 suffered fracture of the
skull and most of them died. The
other 19 only suffered scalp wounds
Of the 13 with helmets none died, 5
had only scratches, and 8 suffered
from “cerebral shock.” There was
not a single fracture of the skull
among the protected men.

What the Germans are doing in this
matter of helmets is not known, but
it is believed that they too are -busy
experimenting with armour for the
heads of their snipers and bomb-
throwers. The German Staff is so
alert that it never neglects a mechan-
ical contrivance. German officers
studied the steel breastplate which Sir
Hiram Maxim produced twenty years
age, and Krupp has for years been
experimenting with light, hard steels
suitable for the equipment of pioneers
and infantry with armour.

With regard to the British Army no
information is forthcoming, but the
large number of head wounds among
our. men points to the.importance of
giving them this protection.

The weight of armour might be a
grave disadvantage if the fighting were
in the open field. But where the two
armies are a few hundred feet apart
weight is no consideration whatever.

Upon the death of Mrs. Nelson aml
her daughter the remainder of the
large estate will be used in perpetuity
of the plans outlined above.

. DOMESTIC SCIENCE.

Domestic science is.the art of pre-
serving husbands.

It is a comparatively new invention.
Up to a few years ago, young brides
treated their husbands with heartless
cruelty. For many years humane so-
cieties protested against vivisection
while allowing sweet young wives to
make granite biscuits and feed them
to husbands in order to find out
whether or not they were edible.

Cable Laying in if’f

Quidi Vidi Lake.

For the past week Quidi Vidi Lake
has been the scene of submarine cable
operations rarely seen inland. Several
boats from the cable ship “Mackay-
Bennett” which is at present moored
at Shea’s wharf have been placed on
the Lake with a cable laying gear, and
the officers and crew of the ship are
engaged in laying submarine cables in
the lake to connect with the Commer-
cial Cable Company’s trans-atlantic
cables landing at Cuckhold’s Cove
with the Company’s underground ca-
bles to the new building which is be-
ing erected on Water Street.

The underground and lake cables
were manufactured by the Okonite
Company of New York. The under-
ground cable is lead covered about
an inch in diameter and is teing laid
in three inch wrought iron pipes un-
der the direction of the Okonite Com-
pany’s engineer, Mr. L. G. Martin.

The lake cable is of heavier con-
struction sheathed with galvandized
iron wires and weighs about 14 tons
per mile. This cable is being laid un-
der the direction of F. H. Larnder,
Commander of the Commercial Cable
Company’s cable repairing ship “Mac-
kay-Bennett.” These operations are
very interesting. It is necessary in
laying this cable to use the utmost
care to avoid injuring it. It would be
manifestly impossible to drag the ca-
ble across the bottom of the lake from
one end to the other, hence barrels
are placed on the cable twenty feet
apart to keep it buoyed as it is
drawn across the lake. <

The laying of one cable has been
completed to-day and the laying of
the other cables will be commenced
on Monday.

Mr. Geo. G. Ward, Vice-President
and General Manager of the Com-
mercial Cable Company is in St.
John’s to see that the work is car-
ried out in accordance with the com-
pany’s plans.

Captain Deserted
So That He Could Fight

Left India to Become Private in
France Under Assumed Name and
Died in Battle.

London, August 7.—How a captain
of the British army in India left his
regiment and under an assumed name
joined the British force :in France as
a private and died bravely in battle
is related in a statement issued to-
day by the British Press Bureau.

The captain was H. S. Smart, of the
53rd Sikhs. On June 4 ne was re-
moved from the service because of his
unexplained absence from India. Tle
statement says:

“It has been ascertained that his
action was due to his strong desire to
join the force in France. He came to
this country and enlisted as Thomas
Hardy in the Royal West Surrey Re-
giment, and was Kkilled in action on
May 17 at Festubert, where he dis-
played such gallantry that he would
have been granted the medal for dis-
tinguished conduct had he survived.”

Smart, though dead, has been re-
stored to his captaincy.

Canada Has Sent
tighty Thousand Men.

Expects to Have Four Divisions at the
Front.

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—Upwards of 80,-
000 Canadian soldiers have already
been dispatched abroad for service in
the war. Of these nearly 13,000 have

appeared in the casualty lists, so that [

there are still about 67,000,000 men in
England and‘ in France. 'This com-

prises two divisions for service, one
of which has already received its bap-
tism of fire and has been reorganized
and reinforced at least twice, and the
other of which has been in training
at Shorncliffe and will soon be ready
for service at the front. In addition
the 67,000 will provide a large number
of reinforcements when needed. Jn
Canada it ig estimated that there are
between six%y and sixty-five thousand
men in the various camps, many of
whom are already in a high state of
efficiency.
