AMERICAN FORCES REPULSE AT-
TACK.

Headquarters of the American
Troops, France, March 6.—Still an-
other place on the French front has
been raided by the Germans who were
repulsed with losses. This was the
first time permission has been given
to mention this engagement. The Am-
erican forces entered the battle line
in a certain place in Lorraine. The
French commander congratulated the
Americans on their behaviour.

AMERICAN TROOPS HOLDING

TRENCHES.

WASHINGTON, March 6.
American troops are now holding
something over eight miles of trench-
es on the battlefront in France, it was
learned to-day, although in an air line
their frontage is only about four and
& half miles. This frontage is liable
to extension at any time. The trench
lines are responsible for their eight
miles of length. They are laid out so
that ﬂmklng fire may be obtained
along every part of the front.. Strong
points containing machine guns are
put out. for this purpose, and follow
closely any protective slope of coun-
try and wander up and down hill.

Another problem arising out of the
loss of the S. S. Florizel, which calls
for solution at once, is, whether the
families of those men of the articled
crew, belonging to Newfoundland, who
were victims of the disaster, will be
granted any allowance from the Mar-

e Disasters Fund. Whilst no one is
in a position to speak with certitude,
yet it must be plainly obvious that
these men did not leave those depend-
ent upon them in a state bordering on
affluence, and this being so it is now
the paramount duty of the custodians
of this Fund, (whoever they may be)
to institute enquiries and relieve any
want that may be discovered, instant-
ly. Further than that, the quarterly
or monthly allowance must be made
proportionate to the number and cir-
cumstances of each family. Of e
articled crew of the Florizel fiftcen
Newfoundlanders met death. Of these
there are, nine from St. John’s, two
from Trinity, one from Port Roxton,

ard, one stewardess, six waiters or
stewards’ attendants, one oiler and six
sailors. All the details possible,
should at once be brought to hand,
concerning their dependents. Those
who were on the ships articles, not be-
longing to Newfoundland, who were
lost, have not been included in the
above, for the reason that we are not
quite certain whether they come with-
in the scope of our Marine Disasters
Fund or not. That is not the main
point. The Newfoundlanders are the
chief concern, and it is about them
and on behalf of their wives and fam-
ilies, fathers and mothers, that -we
seek to elicit information, and for the
present we will halt here, and wait a
reasoable time for it to be forthcom-
ing. We have no intention of enlarg-
ing on this at present, but have mere-
1y point~d out to those conirolling the
Disas. ™ Fund that it is now up to
them. At the same time it is germane
to the first question to ask for a little
enlightment on the manner and
method of the distribution of this
Fund, and while the inquisitive mood
is on, to further ask if any statement
has ever been published or issued
gince 1914, By statement we mean,
not a mere list of the subscriptions,
which has already been givan out, but
a general statement of all receipts
and disbursements, duly audited and
certified. We are under the impres-
sion that something like a quarter of
& million dollars, altogether, was re-
ceived toward this fund from sub-
scriptions and donations. (Writing
from wemory, we -are open to correc-
tion if this sum is too great.) Yet it
is doubtful if any particulars of ox-
penditure, whatever, has ever been
submitted for public perusal. How
many beneficiaries there are under
the Marine Disasters’ Fund only those
controlling it know. In the public in-
terest, gentlemen, don’t you think that
its time you rendered some kind of
statement. The people have long mem-
ories, and it is only fair to them to
give a few ‘particulars of your work.
You may have to make an appeal again
on similar lines and if the response
is not generous, you will wonder why
it is. Our people are not hard to

The Passing of
John E. Redmond.

Redmond, M.P., the famous Irish lead-
er, which occurred yesterday, at the
comparatively early age of 67, will be
received with regret by all classes in
the United Kingdom, the Overseas
Dominionsg, and the United States.

Was a batrister |
of Grays Inn 1886: admitted to the
Irish Bar 1887. He was for some
years a clerk in the Vote Office of the
House of Commons. Was first re-[
turned to Parliament in 1881, when
he sat for the New Ross Division,f
which seat he held till 1885. He was‘
suspended the day after taking hls“
seat, on the occasion of the arrest >f|
Michael Davitt, when thirty-seven '
Irish members were temporarily re—f
lieved from further attendance at the
House. In 1885 he went to Australia
on behalf of the Irish Nationalists and
collected a sum of money, amounting
to nearly ten thousand pounds sterl-
ing, for the party funds. When
Charles Stewart Parnell died in 1891,
John Redmond was nominated to the
leadership by his followers, and
since that year has represented Water-
ford City in the Commons. At the be-
ginning of 1900 he was chosen leader
of the reunited Irish Nationalist
Party, which post he held to the time
of his death.

The
last words Mr. Redmond =aid to the
Premier, Mr. Lloyd George said, dur-
ing his remarks, were a plea for con-
cord between the two races that pro-
vidence has decided should work to-
gether for the common ends of hu-
manity. . The tributes were acknow-
ledged 13y John O’Connor, on behalf
of the Nationalists and members of
Mr. Redmond’s family.

Lt. Col. Sir Jas. Craig, Unionist
member of Parliament, for the east
division of Down, said, “With pro-
found sorrow I have learned of the
death of Mr. Redmond. Throughout
my Parliamentary career he has been
the leader of the Nationalists and
consequently I have always differed
with him. I was captivated by his
chzrm of manner, and I never shall
forget the generous tributes he paid
to the gallantry of the Ulster division
or the cordial letter of sympathy he
wrote me when my brother was
wounded and taken prisoner. He
lived a strenuous life always for Ire-
land and what he believed to be for
her welfare. He probably had the
most difficult task of any party lead-
er in the House of Commons; especial-
ly during the past seven or eight
years. His death undoubtedly was
hastened by the state of affairs in
Ireland, and all that we, his col-
leagues can say, is that a great Irish-
man has passed away. God rest his
soul.”

BOSTON.—Resolutions on the death
of John Redmond were adopted by the
United Irish League of Boston to-day.
The resolution says: He was the fore-
most statesman and diplomat of our
race since the death of Charles Stuart
Parnell. A copy of the resolution is
to be forwarded to Redmond’s family.

An-
drew Bonar Law, spokesman for the
Government, explained how Premier
Lloyd George had summoned him to
the Cabinet Room, when Geddes was
there, and said.he had come to the
conclusion that in the public interest
there should be a change. Sir Edward
Carson, interrupting Bonar Law, inter-
jected, If I had continued to be First
Lord I would certainly have resisted
the removal of Admiral Jellizoe. Bonar
Lar resuming said; Sir Eric told me at
the same time that the subject hadn’t
been mentioned to him for two weeks,
and that he had come to the conclusion
absolutely on his own initiative. The
first Lord here interrupted and said he
thought that if the advice he gave was
accepted by the Premier, it became a
decision of the Government, and he
would like to say that from the day
he accepted office, until the day Ad-
miral Jellicoe left the Admiralty, no
suggestion had been made and no
pressure had been put upon him to
make a change in the Admiralty.

RUOMANIA’S TERMS.
AMSTERDAM, March 7.

The following are the terms of the
preliminary peace treaty:. (1) Rou-
mania cedes to the Central Allied
Powers, Dobrudja as far as the Dan-
ube; (2) The Powers of the Quad-
ruple Alliance will provide and main-
tain a trade route for Roumania by
way of the Constanz Sea to the Black
Sea; (3) The frontier rectifications
demanded by Austria-Hungary on the
frontier of Austria-Hungary and Rou-
manih are accepted in principle by
Roumania, likewise economic meas-
ures corresponding to the situation
are accepted; (5) The Roumanian
Government undertakes to demobilize
at least 8 divisions of the Roumanian
Army. Control will be taken jointly
by the upper command of Field Mar-
shal Von Mackensen’s army group,
and of the Roumanian chief army
command as soon as peace is restored
between Russia and Roumania. The
maining parts of the Roumanian ar-
xy also will be demobilized ‘in so far
9; they are not required for security
72 service on the Russo-Roumanian
frontier; (6) The Roumanian troops
are to evacuate immediately the ter-
ritory of the Austrian- Hunganan
Monarchy occupied by them; (7) The
Roumanian Government undertakes
to support with all its strength the |
transport of troops of
Powers through Moldavia and Bes-
sarabia to Odessa; (8) Roumania un-
dertakes immediately to dismiss offi-
cers of the Powers who are at war
with the Quadruple Alliance and still
in Roumanian service. The safe con-
duct of these officers is assured by the
Central Powers. This treaty enters
into operation immediately.

MAY NOT ACCEPT PEACE.

LONDON, March 6.

The often repeated statement of
English correspondents, that any-
thing may happen in Russia at any
time, and that nothing need cause
surprise, may possibly be illustrated
by the developments there pending
the ratification of the Russo-German
peace treaty, according to reports
appearing here to-day. It is said that
a section of the Bolsheviki is in no
wise pleased with the surrender of
Nikolin Lenine, the Bolsheviki Pre-
mier, and they are inclined to join
the left Socialist revolutionaries. The
war spirit of this body, according to
the Daily Mail’s Petrograd corres-
pondent, predominates and consti-
tutes a formidable opposition to the
peace treaty. This war party, it is
said, adises that the Petrograd Gov-
ernment institutions be removed into
the interior of Russia, from where
they can continue to fight against the
Germans. It is suggested that the
Congress of the Councils, called to
meet at Moscow qn March 12th, to
consider the ratification of the peace
treaty, will be made the pretext for
evacuating Petrograd under the ex-
cuse that it is necessary for the Gov-
ernment departments to attend the
Congress. Opposition to the Germans
is said to be greater in the Moscow

and Provincial Councils than in Pe-

trograd. A Berlin despatch received

in Amsterdam to-day, forecasts the
early resigning of Lenine and Trotzky
owing to their increasing unpopular-

ity.
