the Covenant of Nations. Kiaochow
was one of the few clear cases be-
| fore the Conference. The German |
leasc was extorted from China on
the pretext of compensation for the
slaying of the German ambassador
by the Boxers. Germany capitalized
her affront outrageously, and, in a
region where shaky titles abound,
hers was morally and legally the
worst. Japan drives out Germany
and assumes her “rights.” The
Peace Conference acquiesces in the
iniquity. The official press murmurs
smoothly of the compromises inevit-
able. in human affairs. Now Japan’s
occupancy of Shantung is not a com-
promise, but a flagrant breach of the
letter and spirit of the Covenant. In
consenting to it Mr. Wilson has can-
celled one of the fairest pages in
American diplomacy. The only apol-
ogy made for the surrender is that
otherwise Japan would not have
joined the League of Nations. As it
is, she joins having first shown that
she declines to be bound by one of
its constituent principles. An added
chagrin to those who hoped most
from the League is that the united
wisdom of the present world has been
less able to moderate Japan’s ag-
gressiveness than was John Hay
single-handed.

Progress at Coal Mine.

A NEW SEAM OPENED.

Mr. T. J. Freeman, manager of the

St. George’s Coal Fields, Ltd, who
has been visiting the Co.’s coal areas
at St. George’s, returnell to the city
yesterday. Seen by a Telegram re-
presentative he reported that the
work on the coal ‘areas, particularly
the Jukes and Cleary seams, is pro-
gressing favorably, and, judging from
the quantities of coal in sight after
such a small outlay, he predicts that,
with a larger expenditure, some mil-
lions of tons of coal will be easily
shown. Engineers of repute who
have been on the scene of the min-
ing are of the opinion that the coal
fields of St. George’s outrival those
of Cape Breton, as our mines are
under the land, while those of Cape
Breton are, in many instances, under
the sea, making them more inaccess-
ible and more expensive to work.

Work on the Cleary seam, which be- |
gan recently, shows considerable im- |

provement in the quantity of the
coal, and as advance is made the
seam widens and improves. Eventu-
ally, it -is said, this will become a
five-foot seam. Beginning next week
a new stock issue of fifty thousand
dollars, at one dollar per share, will
be offered, several thousand of which
have already ’been bought up by
present shareholders and others. The
people of St. George’s, Robinson’s and
other places along the coast are high-
1y pleased over the success which
has been achieved and they anticipate
by the Govrenment, as they anticipate
big things in the near future for
their district. Referring to the Juke
seam, Mr. Freeman told that, in pla-
ces, some seven feet .of pure, clean
coal had been cut through and that
the average width is 6 feet 4 inches,
as compared with the 6 feet ones of
Cape Breton.

ever, staggered against the door, and
pushed it open just enough to enable
the old woman to pass out. From
that she went to another hut, where
the entire family was down with the
disease. Nursing them until they were
all dead, she went to still anothér
and as long as the epidemic raged she
was at one house or another, giving
every possible aid to her friends. All
the Eskimos were the same. As soon
as all but the one would be dead, that
one would go to another hut and help
in nursing and other ways. Bishop
Martin, going inte one hut, found
everyone dead, with a month-old in-
fant tightly clasped in the arms of its
dead mother. So tightly was she
clasped, indeed, and so tightly did it
cling to its mother, Bishop Martin had
some difficulty in separating them. At
first the missionary and the store-
keeper would bury the bodies as the
natives died. But this became im-
possible, as they themselves contract-
ed the disease and became weakened
by its onslaught. In spite of this,
however, they did continue to help the
stricken people, and those who are
alive to-day owe their lives to the
two brave white men. One of the
families that had gone to the seal-
hunting place became sick with the
disease. There were a man, his
wife, three children and dogs. The
father and mother and two children
died, one by one, leaving the little
girl of 8 years alone in the sod hut.
The huskies now began to eat the dead
bodies and the child was. the specta-
tor of this horrible incident.. So mad
did the beasts become, upon tasting
human fiesh, that they attacked the
child herself, biting a piece of flesh
from her arm. How she escaped
from being devoured alive is described
by the surviving natives as a miracle
—which it undoubtedly was. This
young child was above the average

Eskimo intellect, and it is to this fact"

that she owes her life. She had
plenty of food but no water, so she
used a few Xmas candles to melt snow
to drink. When found she had but
one candle left. She had then been
five weeks alone—alone in a small
hut, with the savage huskies, half-
wolves, devouring the dead bodies of
her father, mother, sister and broth-
er. It was then the coldest time of
the winter, with the thermometer
down to 30 below zero. How she sur-
vived is hard to imaginme, but survive
she did and to-day is well and happy.
In Hebron proper ,too, the dogs be-
gan to eat the dead bodies, when the
Missionary and storekeeper became
too weak to bury them. The bodies
had to be left in the huts and the
doors closed. The huskies, however,
would leap through the windows and
so get at them. They became mad,
then, and attacked the living. At one

_ time the Bishop barely escaped with

Ais life, and had to carry his rifle with
him from that on. The storekeeper
now got so ill that he could give no

was left alone in his work Never
did he cease his human activities, and
night and ‘day, week after week, he
kept nursing the natives and feeding
them—for they were so weak that
they could not even handle the food
when it was brought to them. When
the storekeeper, a German named
Wilhelm Marklein, did get a little bet-
ter, he used to sit up in bed, rest the
muzzle of his rifle on the window-
ledge and shoot at the dogs outside.
In this way he shot from 80 to 100 of
the savage brutes.

One Hskimo, whose entire family
had died, heard the dogs coming, so
he grasped his rifle and fired shot af-
ter shot into the howling pack. Be-

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fore he had finished he had shot 45
out of the 50 huskies.

Eventually both the Bishop and the
storekeper became a litle stronger
and they then, still in their weak con-
dition, began to dig a large pit in
which to bury the dead. The ground
was frozen like iron and the work of
digging was as hard as ever work
was. It took about two weeks to do
it, and . when it was finished it was
35 feet long, 10 feet wide and 8 feet
deep. Now began the task of drag-
ging the corpses to the pit. They laid
thirty-five bodies in the pit, each
wrapped in calico, sprinkled disin-
fectant over them and covered the
trench, placing rocks on top to pre-
vent the dogs from tearing it up.

At Okak, the bodies were hauled on
sleds, 8 and 10 at a time, to the ice,
and, the men cutting holes in this,
dropped them through, weighted with
rocks. Then, on the ice, with the
thermometer at 30 below zero, the
wind howling and in a blinding bliz-
zard, the missionary held a burial
service—probably the most unique
burial service ever engaged in. It is
such bravery, such heroism, such de-
votion to duty that has made it pos-
sible for the Moravians to succéeed
where others fail.

Out of the population of 220 at He-
bron, only fourteen remain. Of
Okak’s 266 only 69 remain. Hope-
dale lost 8, out of 210 and Nain 40
of its 235. There were only two
white men at Hebron—the Bishop
and the storekeeper. There were 6
white men at Okak—two missionaries,
2 storekeepers and two settlers. One
settler and his Eskimo wife perish-
ed.

It was not until late in February
that Rev. Mr. Perrett, at Hopedale,
was informed of what had taken
place, and he then left, with koma-
tic and 11 dogs with a guide, for

miles. Upon arrival at the stricken
places he found everything desolate
and barren. The once happy and in-
dustrious population of Hebron and
Okak had been wiped out and the
latter is now closed down for good.
It was hard to realize, said Mr. Per-
rett, that all the fine, industrious
men had gore, and it was some time
before he could at last bring himself
to accept the fact. At Hebron only
one man, five women, 8 children sur-
vive.

Rev. Mr. Perrett is returning to
London, England, where he will re-
port to the committee, and see what

The: flight of
the Vickers’ Vimy biplane is one of
the greatest achievements of the age,
ac it is one of the most thrilling tri-
umphs of human skill.

The romantic adventure of Hawk-
er and Grieve in their little Sop-
with machine has been signalized the
world over. The achievement of
Lieut.-Commander Reed and his
ccmrades in making a crossing of
the ocean in the hydroplane N. C. 4
has been fittingly applauded. It was
a.splendid feat. But far surpassing
1it is the magnificent exploit of Cap-
tain Alcock and Lieutenant Brown
yin  completing the first non-stop
flight across the Atlantic from the
New World to the Old.

The flight was made under condit-
ions that were adverse in the extreme.
The airmen were hampered on their

i epochal journey by fog, which made'’

the navigating task appallingly dif-
ficult. Their wireless, too, “jam-

]med" and their trip from start to fin-

irh apparently was made unaided by
directing signals from ship or shore
stations. Their actual flying time
was sixteen hours and twelve , min-
utes, as compared with the thirty-six
hours of the American relay flight
by way of the Azores and Portugal.

The quick time in which they com-
pleted the passage almost suggests
that it was easy of accomplisment,
but. this triumph over elemental for-
ces put to a supreme test the endur-
ance both of the machine and of the
aviators. - The success of the flight
is a tribute both to the durability
of the machine and to the will power
and skill of the aviators. The lat-
ter was immeasurably the greater
factor in overcoming the technical
difficulties of an wunbroken flight
across the ocean, which, when all is
said, is as yet a gamble for life—an
adventure which puts the human
mind to the severest strain.

Alcock and Brown have won the
greatest sporting event of all time,
ard our racial pride is stirred by the
fact that a British aeroplane piloted
by a British officer was the first to
bridge the ocean gap between Am-
erica and Europe, without a stop.
That is the supreme glory of the
exploit. Others will probably fol-
low this pioneer flight, and before
many days- have elapsed the Admir-
alty airship R 34 may add new laur-

els to the British flag by completing |
the western passage across the At- |

lantic. That will be the next goal
for the aviator to win, and, in some
respects, it will be the greatest of

BUSINESS 100 YEARS AGO.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)
ARTICLE XIX.

In the last article we made a mis-
take, owing to the wording of a sub-
headline, which was misleading, and
would make it appear that seals .were
sold in those days at so much for a
quintal, whereas they were sold at 66,
7|- and 8|- for each pelt, In the year
1841, the seals brought in were so
small in size that the year has ever
since been known as “the Spring of
the Cats.” Many years in our history
are known by some such title, owing
to some particular event having taken
place. For instance, we have had
(and they were quite familiar to me
in my boyhood-days, as the old plant-
ers and seal-killers always quoted
them when relating any particular
event, as so many years before or
after the Spring of the Wadhams)
such Springs as these: the Spring of
the Sheets (the ice being in large
hard shets), the Frosty Spring, the
Spring of the Cats, the Spring of the
Great Gale, the Spring of the Cobblers,
the Green Bay Spring; and later on
the Spring of the Greenland Disas-

ter, the Spring of the Newfoundland |

The Fly in the Ointment.

TRINITY, May 31st, 1811.

I have the pleasure to inform you
of the Alpha's safe return yesterday
with Timbers, Spars and Firewood,
and to say that Capt. Hamon deserves
great credit for the two quick trips
he has made. I shall not send her
up again, her sails wanting to be over-
hauled and being rather leaky for-
ward, which perhaps can’t be stopped
without shifting the bowsprit. She
shall be in good order for making a
quick passage the moment the oil is
ready, which I hope will not be much
past the middle of June. Mr. Garland
has a very large stock of salt here at
present and more expected, and I un-
derstand Mr. Durell offers it to some
of our dealers at 15/- per hhd., but I
am not much afraid of being able to
counteract his plans. The Falcon I
hope will arrive ere long with a fresh
supply of goods, of which I have dis-
posed of a larger quantity than last
Spring and I hope will turn out to a
good account.
The price of fish at present seems
to bid fair for being considerably
higher than last year, and the merch-
ants in general are endeavouring to
outdo each other in securing the en-
suing voyages by pushing all goods
and particularly salt, but all this
briskness may perhaps be-in one day’s
time changed. I sincerely hope it will
not, and that I shall shortly receive
good accounts from you, your last be-
ing only up to 23rd March by Alpha.
I am extremely bad off for carpen-
ters, having only two, one of whom
would not ship last Fall on any other
terms than that of going to the ice in
the Cosmopolite—he did go, and I fear
I must send him in her again (to the
French Shore), he being a good split-
ter, and the improbability of my being
able to procure any other splitter fit
for the schooner. You will notice a
deficiency in the fish credited by
Messrs. H. E. G. & R., viz.,, 259 qtls.,
instead of 273, the quantity weighed
into the boat, this was owing to a
small quantity which got wet on the
passage, and which was left to be
spread without detaining her. Of
course they will give us credit for it.
The skipper of the boat supposes the
quantity so left to be about equal to
the 14 qtls. deficient. The Boys’ Cloth
and Nankeen Dresses are all sold.

Doubts Wellington’s Victory.

June 20th, 1811.

I yesterday received a letter from
Messrs. Parker & Knight in answer
to one I wrote them concerning send-
ing to St. Andrew’s for lumber. They
state it to be the best place to get
boards and also as always having a
great variety of spars and. ton-
timber, which can be procured from
Messrs. Robert Pagan & Co., who are
indefatigable in giving despatch. They
conclude with saying there will not
be any difficulty about the payment
only to send their letter, and give
the master directions to draw for the
amount, which they always prefer in
Bills payable in London. I intend to
follow this plan and should Capt.
Pratt draw on you, you will please
give his draft due honor. I am in-
formed that by papers received at
St. John’s from England up to the
21st May, that it was the  general
opinion in that country that Lord
Wellington had defeated Massena
with great slaughter, after 3 days
hard fighting. I hope this may be
true, but I very much doubt it.

With the supplies this year I am
very well pleased, and sincerely
hope that the steps I have taken with
regard to the vessels will not meet
your disapprobation nor turn out in
any way disadvantageous to the
trade. We had not time to fix top-
gallant cross-trees, etc., to the Fal-
con, but I have put on board of her
the necessary pieces and spars, al-
ready hewn for the purpose, and I
feel great pleasure in saying that
Capt. Grossard deserves encourage-
ment having been during his stay
here a very steady, sober man. The
Alpha returned safe yesterday with
room-stuff, firewood, spars and tim-
bers for new schooners ,etc.,, and I
hope to get the Active away by the
last of the month at furthest. I am
extremely sorry to say that, at pres-
ent, there is not a single fish to be
caught near this place. Please to
place the enclosed Bill (No. 82 W.
Kelson on R. Slade £8) to Wm. Jes-
tican’s credit,-and send him out in
your next vessel a good blue cloth
pea-jacket with mohair buttons, 1
pr. short waisted middle sized wo-
men’s stays and 2 ozs. cabbage and
turnip seed, each.

Tavernier died a
ruin man in his old age. It aderned
the lovely Mme. de Montespan, who
was discarded by the Sun King in
favour of Mme. de Maintenon. Louis
XVI. gave it to Marie Antoinette, and
it was worn on occasion by the Prin-
cesse de Lamballe, The fate of all
three is, of course, history. During the
French reyolution it was stolen, and its
fate was unknown for forty years.
It came into the hands of an Amster
dam diamond-cutter named Fals, whose
son stole it from him, with the result
that the elder Fals was ruined and his
son committed suicide. Young Fals is
supposed to have passed the stone on
to a Frenchman, who sold it to a deal-
er, who in turn disposed of it to the
late Mr. Henry Thomas Hope for
£18,000 about 1830. After Mr. Hope's
death it passed through various hands
and became the property of a Russian
prince, who gave it to a lovely French
actress at the Folies Bergeres.

LONDON, June 15.—When the Vic—l
ker’s-Vimy biplane, driven by Captain |
John Alcock, was first sighted cross- |
ing the Irish Coast, says a despatch
to the Daily Mail from Clifton, an
aeroplane flew out from the Oran-
more airdrome to render assistance.
This machine landed near the Vimy,
but unfortunately was wrecked, ow-
ing to the softness of the ground.

When the Vickers-Vimy machine
landed, Lieut. Arthur W. Brown, the
navigator, said to Captain Al-
cock: “What do you think of that
for fancv navigating?’ and the pilot
of the machine responded: “Very
good.” The two men who had just
completed an epoch-making voyage
then shook hands.

When assistance reached the ma-
chine, the two aviators were helped
to the ground and it was found that
)Lieut. Brown was slightly injured on
, the nose and mouth by the-jolt given
'on the machine when it struck the
ground. Both men were deaf and
dazed and were unable to walk
, steadily for several minutes. They
. steadily recovered, however, and were
{ escorted to the wireless station in
'Lriumph, being given the best hospi-
tality available. They distributed
cigarettes as souvennirs and gave
away the small dog and cat which
were mascots during the trip. The
entire equipment was rain-soaked
by the downpour during the journey.

Describing the trip, the aviators
said they had a very trying ordeal.

Toronto, June 11.—As the triumph-
ant strains of the Te Deum swept

of the 11th Canadian Mounted Rifles
were laid upon the communion table
of St. James’ Cathedral, while the
guard of honor stood with fixéd bayo-
nets and the Rector pronounced the
solemn words of dedication.
“Almighty Father, who dost ever
call Thy people to faith and sacrifice,
accept, we beseech Thee, these offer-
ings, the emblems of loyalty and un-
selfish devotion, to the glory of Thy
great name; through Jesus Christ our
Lord.” 3
Mediaeval Scene.
It is an impressive ceremony and
as carried out at St. James’ Cathedral
it lost nothing of its old-world ro-
mance and historic significance. Long
shafts of sunlight falling obliquely
through the east windows served to
accentuate the shadowy coolness of
the high arches and as the main doors
swung open to the sword hilt of Lieut.
Col. Patterson, the officer in command,
and the color party was greeted on
the threshold by the Rector, there
was a touch of the mediaeval in the
spectacle which swept the spectator
back into an age far remote from that
of clanging street car gongs and rau-
cus motor horns, the sounds of which
coming, half muffied by distance, fur-

Here the commanding officer pre-
sented his request that the colors be
received by the church for safe keep-
ing, and as the order “Present arms!”

Seats at the front of the church
were occupied by the color party,
guard of honor and members of the
battalion, including many who had
been invalided home early in the war,
and who wore mufti. The command-
ing officer sat withethe Lieut.-Gover-
nor, Sir John Hendrie, in the front
pew on the left of the centre aisle.
Seats at the rear of the church were
occupied by the bandsmen.

Meets Man-Eating
Savages.

Rex Beach, broad shouldered and
ruddy, is back in the tame precincts
of New York after weeks of adven-
ture amid settings as remarkable
and exciting as any portrayed in the
Beach novels of the northland. From
the Yukon to the west coast of Mex-
ico is a long way. But the deepest
instinct of the explorer is curiosity,
and Rex Beach, novelist, explorer
and motion picture o producer, has
never ceased to venture where ad-
venture and the expectation of
strange events lead him. Now in
New York, where he will spend sev-
eral months preparing the adaptation
and continuity for his next super-
picture, he looks back on his Mexican
advenutres as the most inferesting
of his recent career.

“You will say that the man-cater
doesn’t exist in America,” he told his
interviewer, who looked with amaze-
ment at the smiling and calm' Rex
Beach who sat across from him,
“But I can take you into a lcnely
country where fer mile: and miies
the only human cow:paaicasbip Yyou
can find is the intimacy--an7 I call;
it ictimacy deservedly—of a forgot-
ten people who stiil cling to canni-
balism. We look at Merico as an un-
kempt. land, ra‘ler carsiess of lte
civilization, but still more or less!
open-faced and discovered to the
world. Yet off in oue corner of the
western ccast of the republic to thn
south is an ancicnt c¢ivilization, a0
sparse and meagre that it can hardly
be called a civilizaticr. It is raiher
a savagery, for the people who live
there know scarcely anything of the
great world revolving near them, and’
astonishingly still cling to the prac-
tice of eating their own kind.

“I wonder if you would believe
some of the things I saw down there
near Tiburon Island. It is a strange
and lonely country, as strange as
the people yho inhabit it. They say
that newspaper men who have gone
into Mexico to verify for themselves

all the tales they have heard of the
recently discovered Seri Indians
have never come back. It isn’t ex-
actly a pleasant thought, but I have
no doubt after all I saw and heard
that their bones line cold and gray
to the open sky in the Seri country,
after an end that must have been
terrible for them as well as unpleas-
ant to dwell on.

“It is no unusual thing to travel
across Mexico now with an armour-
ed car both fore and aft. In some
way guns have found their way into
the hands of these grim savages, and
where the Seri dwells. in a small
country there are hundreds and hun-
dreds of Mexican miles that pay tri-
bute only to the Yaquis, who plunder
and kill without restraint. But the
Yaqui is after all an Indian as we
know him—the Seri isn’t. One day
in our wanderings through the coun-
trr, we came upon a band of them,
fierce, unpleasant men, and I ean
teli you it was only by a wholesale
show of fcrce on our part that we
avoided trouble with them.”

Much of the Mexican material
gathered in his recent trip the fa-
mous novelist expects to use soon in
a powerful new picture, the details
of which are still in process of for-
mation in his mird.—Vancouver Sun.

Since this or-
der went into effect smuggling into
Belgium has fallen off considerably
and is confined to the 1,000 mark
notes with the red stamp.

Smuggling of valuables out of Ger-
many lends itself to many rather
picturesque ruses. Chief among
,them is getting diamonds and -other
valuable stones out of the country.
