BRITAIN, JAPAN AND U.S.A.
LONDON, June 17.

Austen Chamberlain declared in the 
House this afternoon, with regard to 
the renewal of the Anglo-Japanese 
Treaty, “although I do not in any way 
wish to prejudice the action of the Im­
perial Conference, it Is right to say 
alliance directed against America or 
under which we can be called to act 
against America.”

SINN FEIN IN LONDON.
A campaign of widespread cutting of 

railway and signal wires and burning 
of signal cabins around London, at­
tended by violence against signalmen, 
was carried out last night by “Sinn 
Peiners and members of the Irish Self

Determination League." Nine men were 
arrested. Official police statements say 
“All the men arrested give local ad­
dresses. They are young Irishmen be­
tween 17 and 22. It has been known 
for some time that the headn of the 
Irish Self-Determination League in 
London have been in correspondence 
with the so-called Irish Republican 
Army which has beeen directing mur­
ders and outrages in Ireland."

This offensive would be ordered for the 
purpose of maintaining the prestige of 
King Constantine. It is believed here 
that the British are waiting to see it 
the Nationalists (Turkish) are willing 
to accept the revised Sevres Treaty.

MINERS’ LEADERS CALLED TO AC­
COUNT.

LONDON, June 17. 
The result of the British miners vote 

on the question of accepting the last 
offer of the coal owners will not be 
fully known till late to-day, but the 
bulk of figures now available, show 
that the ballot has gone heavily against 
acceptance. The miners’ leaders, many 
of whom expected a different outcome, 
have received an unpleasant surprise, 
and it is felt that even if a complete 
ballot does not gi-e the requisite two- 
thirds majority to strike, a very dif­
ferent situation has been created for 
which the men will hold their leaders 
largely responsible. The way the dis­
pute has been allowed to drift, and the 
failure of the miners’ leaders to offer 
advice or recommendations to districts 
on the issue involved, are said to be 
causes of serious dissatisfaction in 
some quarters, and the consequence 
may be that the men will now take 
matters into their own hands and 
gradually return to work under their 
own arrangements. The ballot appears 
to have been taken in the most casual 
way. The Miners’ Federation has about 
one million members but probably the 
majority did not bother about voting.

STRIKE TO CONTINUE.
LONDON, June 17.

The ballot of coal miners on the 
question of strike settlement favors 
a continuantion of the strike it was of­
ficially announced this afternoon. The 
vote stood 183,828 for acceptance of 
the owners’ terms and 432,611 against.

Instance, “the whole Mercantile Com­
munity" have not "been lnelettng for 
weeks that it the Government did not 
do something to help the situation, 
there would be no supplying this year," 
and "In bringing In this Bill" the Gov­
ernment have net “yielded to the de­
mands of the Opposition.”

supplying comparatively senseless, as 
to throw supplying for the fishery on 1 
the Government In much larger mea­
sure than would otherwise be neces- 
sary.

The plain truth of the matter is this: 
The Bill was introduced because the 
Government believes that the fisher­
men, who are being supplied by the 
aid of Government cash advances or 
guarantees, will In very large measure 
dishonestly fall or refuse to repay ad­
vances. Mr. Winter tacitly admits this, 
and defends the making of precautions 
against it by referring to the experl- j 
ence of insolvents, whose debtors have 
withheld payment of accounts. I ad­
mit that a risk exists, but if the Gov­
ernment felt compelled- to enter, the 
supplying business, ft would have been 
wiser for it to have taken the risk of, 
non-payment which every supplier in 
the Colony has always taken, and for ; 
the Treasury to have contemplated the 
consequent loss, rather than to have 
a law enacted which not only places i 
a public stigma upon every man aided | 
by the Government, but interferes 
with the liberty of the fishermen to : 
sell their fish where and when they, 
will, creates a virtual monoply for the | 
guaranteed supplying merchants, and !

One is surprised to 
find Mr. Winter referring to “the sale 
ot mortgaged property’’ as on all fours 
with the sale of fish by a fisherman 
who has had guaranteed supplies. 

River Tllere 1* Bn official place tor the re-, 
gistratlon of mortgages, open to all in­
quirers, but no euch place for the 
registration of fishery supplies open 
to the public. The title to the classes 
ot property usually mortgaged Is al- 
waysithe subject of search, for regis­
tration of a mortgage of land Is “no­
tice," but the sale of fish has never 
been surrounded by formalities. It 
would be as advisable to place the sale 
of flour under euch restrictions as it 
le to place fish under them. It to con­
trary to the practice of generations. 
Besides, where a person having sold 
(or mortgaged) goods, remains in pos­
session thereof, he can make a valid 
sale ef the same to any buÿer In good 
filth, who has not actual knowledge of 
the prior sale or mortgage, and a reg­
istration is not such notice. In other 
words, a good sale of mortgaged goods 
can be made by a mortgagor. It to not 
the buyer, but the mortgager who hae

to beware. But this pending Bill makes 
all sales “null and void,” no matter 
how Innocent the buyer may be, or how 
careless the supplier. Consequently, 
all sales of fish after the enactment of 
the proposed Bill will be of doubtful 
legality. Mr. Winter states that the 
provision of the Bill as published, giv­
ing the Government a lien on the in- 

the i solvent Estate of guaranteed suppliers 
prior to existing securities, has been 
eliminated, and consequently I need 
not further comment upon It. But Its 
place has been taken by another which 
may be detrimental to the guaranteed 
suppliers, and I think I may say for 
some of them at least, that if they had 
known of it In time they would not 
have accepted Government money or 
guarantees. The Bill now provides 
that all mortgages, warehouse receipts 
and other securities, made subsequent 
to the advance or guarantee, shall be 
null and void ae against tile same. 
That means that no security hereaf­
ter taken for advances by a bank, for 
Instance, or by a new creditor, shall 
be good as against the older debt to 
the Government. It the Government 
advances or guarantee is to constitute 
an (unregistered and fluctuating) Hen 
upon an insolvent Estate, In preference 
to all subsequent securities, no cur­
rent loans and no sales on credit can 
hereafter safely be made, for the 
securities for such loans and sales 
would all be postponed to the lien, and 
the public will not know who are and 
who are not guaranteed suppliers.

TO-DAY’S MESSAGES.

WEEKLY BEVIEW.
DUBLIN, June 17.

The weekly review on Uie eituation 
|n Ireland issued at Dublin Castle to- 
éay says that during the week five 
policemen were killed and thirty-four 
wounded, and that two soldiers were 
killed and one soldier wounded. The 
review declared that bombing out­
rages in crowded streets continue a 
regular feature of rebel operations, 
resulting in casualties to innocent civ­
ilians in greater number than to the 
police or military. Continuing, the 
review asserts that there were seventy 
raids on mails and sixty arrests for 
outrages and political offences. Of 49 
trials of civilians by court martial, 
44 resulted in convictions, and five in 
aquittals. Sentences to fifteen years 
penal servitude were imposed three 
times on persons charged with pos­
session of arms and ammunition. The 
total number of Hersons interned is 
given in the review as 3,186.

AIRPLANES AND TROOPS.
BELFAST, June 17. !

Five airplanes participated in a 
sweep made by '5,000 troops in South 
Monaghan, which terminated to-day. 
Several important captures are re­
ported to have beçn made. The tele­
phone service has been restored.

GUN RUNNING FRUSTRATED.
NEW YORK, June 17.

Assistant United States Attorney, 
Isaac Cross, to-night asserted that the 
circumstances surrounding the dis­
covery of nearly 500 machine guns 
aboard the steamer Eastside at Ho­
boken, last Tuesday, indicated that 
they were intended for use against a 
friendly nation and that therefore 
their presence was unlawful.

TWELVE TO ONE.
t CORK. June 17.

Two auxiliary constables were 
killed, and four wounded Thursday 
evening, in an attack on their lorry 
by Republicans at Rathcoole, near 
Banteer. County Cork. It is officially 
stated that four mines were laid on 
the road near Rathcoole, and that 
three of them exploded, wrecking 
three lorries. After this, three hun­
dred civilians attacked the auxiliaries, 
who numbered twenty-five. Fighting 
continued for hours, but eventually the 
Republican? withdrew. An official 
statement says constabulary scoured 
the countryside until early this morn­
ing. One Republican was found de«l, 
but other dead or wounded are believ­
ed to Have been carried off.

SECRET SeSYICB TRIUMPH.
LONDON. June 17.

The Pall Mall Gazette to-day prints 
an article on the seizure of arms on 
board the steamer Eastside, in Hobo­
ken, in which the finding of the wea­
pons is described as a triumph for the 
British Secret Service.

The Coolest Hat.
However lightly one may be clad 

there is little comfort In the hot 
weather if the hat does not have a 
cooling effect. In this connection 
the Scientific American describes 
some interesting tests which have 
been made to determine the heat­
ing or cooling action of various 
kinds of hats commonly worn.

On a very bright day when the 
shade temperature was 96.8 deg. F., 
seven individuals were given hats, 
each one being of a different type. 
These were worn outdoors for two 
hours and at the end of this time the 
-temperature inside the hat was taken.

in the case of a typical soldier’s 
bat, made of cloth and with a hard 
peak, the reading was very high, 
being no less than 98.6 deg. F. In 
an ordinary cloth cap it was 94.1 
deg. Inside the hard round bowl­
er the record was 92.3 deg. Con­
trary to expectation the silk hat 
came fourth on the list with a tem­
perature of 89.6 deg. The hard 
straw hat was not very much cool­
er witij a temperature of 86 deg. 
Very niuch more comfortable was 
the soft felt hat with a reading of 
only 79.7 deg. It was discovered 
that where the felt was black, or 
very dark in color, the air inside 
was much hotter than in the case 
of a light shade. The figures given 
are for a hat of a somewhat pale 
gray hne. The coolest hat was the 
soft straw Panama, which gave a 
temperature of 77.9 deg.

The nature and causes of the sun­
spot are among the most baffling 
problem» of astronomy. - Greatly 
magnified,, the sunspot area looks like 
an immense whirlpool in the blaring 
surface of the sun. . The matter in 
agitation, is flaming metallic vapour, 
of a temperature so high that we on 
this earth can scarcely conceive it. 
revealing in its centre, as in a deep 
cavity, some darker substance which 
seems to lie below the outer gaseous 
surface of the sun.
-, But that the spots are real depres­
sions is not now generally held. Be­
holding them as we do, much as the 
airmen sees some object on the earth 
from a gigantic height, it is impos­
sible to say whether they are eminen­
ces or hollows, Just as a shell-crater 
seen from a height might well be a 
hillock, and a hillock look like a ehell- 
crater. _ .

What we do know is that a» the 
eunspot of great size begins its move­
ment across the face of the sun, the 
whole of nature seems to thrill in re­
sponse. That enormous magnet, the 
earth, acts irregularly; auroras flash 
across the night sky; telegraphs and 
telephones work abnormally. How 
and why this is has still to be ascer-

pro-
foundly interesting names that 
science has to answer.

Bishop Welldon, formerly Dean of 
Manchester, believes that the signs of 
decadence, or some of them, are 
discernible in Great Britain to-day

the violation of holy matrimony, ma­
terialism in all its aipects, and the 
almost willfully contemptuous rejec­
tion of God and His laws, and of the 
obligation ‘of Hfs Worship. These 
were, he said in an address in Dur­
ham Cathedral, the premonitors of a 
nation’s downfall. After a long: jour­
ney through British Colonies, which 
were looking with an unspeakable 
loyalty, and yet With almost passion­
ate anxiety,-to the land they so fondly 
regarded- as heme, he had come back 
to an England which, as to many of 
its social and industrial activities, 
might well-nigh be described as a 
country, of the dead. Even now it 
was late, but it was not too late to 
repent "If the paralysis of British 
industry lasts,” said Bishop Weldon, 
“it spells the death of the British Em­
pire. I cannot tell you with what 
feeling of despair I have seen Ameri­
can coal cast Into the bunkers of a 
skip In which English coal had been 
carried on the outward journey. The 
opportunity is still ours, but it will 
not last long.. It is ours because we 
are Englishmen and Englishwomen. 
It is Christ’s Gospel alone which 
holds the key* to the problems which 
afflict human society, and which will 
bring the dawn of a new and happy 
social order."—Manchester Weekly 
Times.

Legislative Council.
FRIDAY, June 17.

The eeeeion opened at 4 p.m.
The Bill to amend the Law Society 

Act did not pass the committee stage, 
as Sir P. T. McGrath desired infor­
mation as to the number of men who 
would benefit by the Act, and also 
whether conscripts were to be de­
barred from ite privileges. The Bill 
was adopted, however, with the ex- 
exception of the preamble when the 
committee rose and reported pro­
gress.

A BUI entitled “An Act further re­
specting the Cutting and Exportation 
of Timber” passed the committee 
stage without amendment The Bill 
legalizes the cutting of railway ties, 
etc., on Crown lands during the past 
winter In the districts of Twllllngate 
and St George's, and permits their 
exportation.

The • BUI to abolish "The War 
Measures Act 1914” passed the com­
mittee stage.

A Bill confirming an agreement 
between the Government and the 
D’Arcy Exploration Co., Ltd., was 
read a second time.

Hen. M. P. Gibbs, who Is in charge 
of the bill, gave a lengthy outline of 
the agreement which he endorsed.

Sir Patrick McGrath also supported 
the measure. He said It was the first 
real attempt to determine the com­
mercial possibilities of our oil areas. 
The company had the support of the 
British Government and had a some­
what slmUar agreement with the 
Australian Government This com­
pany was also undertaking explora­
tion work in New Guinea In conjunc­
tion with the British and Australian 
Governments. Sir Patrick was pre­
pared to concede a great deal to such 
a powerful organization, which might 
do as much In developing our oil re­
sources as the Harmsworth’s did our 
pulp lands.

"The Exportation of Balt Codfish 
Bill” waa read a second time.

A Bill to amend the Seal Fishery 
Act was given a second reading.

Sir P. T. McGrath ' questioned the 
Leader of the Government as to why 
the policy of unrestricted killing of 
seals was now to be adopted seeing 
that all recent legislation was devised 
for the protection of the herds.

Hen. George Shea replied that the 
restrictions were being removed at the 
request of those engaged In the in­
dustry, and that at die next session 
he would be in a position to furnish 
the information desired by Sir Pat­
rick.

A Health Bill was given a second 
reading.

Hon. BL P. Gibbs presented the re­
port of a select committee on the 
Municipal Charter, and this Bill will 
be considered'ln committee of the 
whole at the next session.

Adjournment was taken at 6.30 p.m. 
until Monday next

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and keeping calm" she had calmed 
him down, hut the effort had cost her 
something.

I don’t believe she knew It and 
very likely he doesn’t, but It Is per­
fectly obvious that she is constantly 
giving of herself to him in ways like

a diamond is three weeks, even it—as 
generally happens when the wheel runs 
at 3,000 revolntions per minute—the 
stone comes Into contact with a cut­
ting surface about 100 miles In length 
every working hour.

In special cases this period, long as 
it may seem, is greatly exceeded. The 
famous Koh-I-Noor took 466 hours to 
cut, and the re-cutting of the Great 
Mogul In 1862 was another lengthy 
Job, costing £8,000. So, again, with the 
Regent, or Pitt diamond, on which In 
the eighteenth century men worked 
cdntlnuodsly tor two years.

Even the Culllnan diamond—which 
In its original state weighed 8,268% 
carats, or more than twenty-one 
ounces—lad a great deal of energy 
spent on it before it was ready for the 
King’s crown. Though the most modern 
methods were employed, its cutting ex­
tended over six months.

' During its ordeal on the wheel a dia­
mond loses much of its weight—quite 
fifty per cent. Since it is sold by 
weight, it is Important to reduce such 
lose to a minimum, and herein lies the 
ait of cutting.

This was shown a few years ago 
when a parcel of diamonds was divid­
ed into three portions of 160 carats 
each for sending In equal shares to 
cutters in Amsterdam, Germany, and 
Switzerland.

Amsterdam was at that time the 
chief diamond-cutting centre in the 
world, though it has since had to yield 
the palm to Brighton. But, though the 
cost In Germany was Is. 6d. per carat 
below that in Holland, the relative val­
ue of the stones cut was 10s. per carat 
lees, while those cut in Switzerland 
were 20s. per carat lower in value.— 
Tit Bits.

With Many Sides,

What natural product Is most im­
proved by man?

Beyond doubt, the diamond in the 
rough, before it is “dressed,” it is a 
dull, lifeless thing, like a soda crystal 
or a piece of gum arable; but when it 
has been cut and polished—well, who 
shall adequately describe it?

The amazing transformation begins 
by cutting, which is done by means of 
small circular discs of phosphor- 
bronze making about 6,000 revolutions 
per minute. In spite of the fact that the 
saws run at this amazing speed, cut­
ting is a very slow process. A small 
'amend may be in the machine six 
-lys, and recently one of medium size 
;ok five week* and three days to saw

Cutting the Keh-I-Noor.
Finally comes the dual operation of 

cutting and polishing. It is carried out 
in a wheel made of porous cast-iron 
and turning in a horizontal direction 
at about 8,000 revolutions per min­
ute. This wheel hse erosive properties, 
and these are added to by a mixture of 
diamond dust and olive oil, as well as 
by the dust which comes off the stones 
being worked.

The diamonds, mounted in suitable 
holders, rest on this wheel as it re­
volves, and they are gradually—very 
gradually—out and polished.

Usually the "table" (the octagonal 
facet In the centre of the top) is cut 
first, and then each of the other facets 
follows in turn. There are 68 facets In 
all—S3 at the top and 26 underneath— 
this arrangement and number forming 
a "brilliant,’’ the shape into which 
nearly all important diamonds are cut 
The reason for this design is that it 
gives the maximum "life,” or “sparkle," 
to a stone.

As each facet must be cut separate­
ly and with the greatest accuracy, the 
completion of the entire number Is a 
lengthy operation, though the time 
taken varies according to the hard­
ness of the stone. In this respect there 
is a considerable difference in dia­
monds, even when they have come 
from mines in close proximity to one

__. _ __ changes tor the bet­
ter thâfc’îiave come* to tis, more or 
less, in many things all along the 
line, are ttitiearin 'connection with 
funerals, and' me outward expres­
sions of the sorrow that wells up 
from the heart, at the time, and after 
we have laid the body of some loved 
one to rést in God’s Acre. Fifty 
years ago the coffins of all but those 
ot children were covered with black; 
long black mournings were worn on 
thefiats; house blihds were kept down 
for weeks, and sometimes for months, 
to the detriment of the health of the 
living. Less than twenty-five years 
ago it was the custom In a fishing 
village not far from Trinity, for every 
body who had worn a mourning at a 
funeral during the week, to wear It 
to church on the following Sunday. 
All who wore the mournings sat In 
the front seats, took no part in the 
service, but with bowed heads and 
audible moans, they performed that 
which a heathen custom demanded 
of them. Whilst white bands to be 
worn on the arm, are still sent to 
those who have been chosen to be Re­
sponsible for the care of the body 
from the house to the grave; fifty 
years ago It was the custom to send 
long black hat mournings to all the 
leading people of the town. This con­
stituted an invitation to attend the 
funetal, and the invitation was al­
ways accepted. To overlook the send­
ing of such an Invitation, was re­
garded as a personal slight;, and in 
•ne instance where it was overlooked, 
the man attended the funeral, (which 
was on a broiling hot day) not dress­
ed in frock coat and beaver-hat, but 
In his “monkey-jacket” and best far 
cap, as a protest, and to attract at­
tention to the fact that he had re­
ceived no mourning, and hence no in­
vitation.

In some places on another part of 
the coast, the male relatives who had 
-worn mournings at the funeral, wore 
them on their Sou’ Westers on the 
fishing ground till they were worn 
out Such customs die hard, and In 
some little places, remote from the 
Jbnsy centres, they have not yet begun 
to die. In Trinity, however, changes 
for the better have come to stay. 
Coffins of even old people are seldom 
if ever covered with black, whilst 
those of the younger people, as well 
as those of children are covered with 
white. The long black hat bands of 
the men have all but disappeared, 
whilst the black crepe veils of the 
women are never used, except it be

by women coming into the place from 
remote parts of the parish. It used 
to worry me terribly in Cape Breton, 
to see people remove the. breast-plate 
from the casket after the service, take 
It home and have it framed for house­
hold adornment. Whilst I have never 
seen this done in Trinity, (and I 
hope I never shall), yet I have seen 
flowers, that were sent in honor of 
the person to be buried—instead of 
being placed on the coffin as near to 
the body as possible, and buried with 
it, either taken home, or placed on 
the tap of the grave, to be blown 
away by the first. g*st of wind.

The Interior improvements and 
decorations in the Mortuary Chapel, 
Trinity, have by their beauty, bright­
ness, and better teaching, largely dis­
pelled the? gloom that heretofore was 
associated with ideath,. and. intensified 
by the gloomy Chapel -surroundings. 
The Cemetery, too, shows fruitful 
signs of better and more Christian 
ideas of death. The majority of re­
cent epitaphs Indicate an Increasing 
realization that death is not the, end 
of life, and a fuller knowledge of 
“the Communion of Saints.” Some 
people, who would shudder ot the 
thought of cremation, and their ashes 
placed in an urn, think an urn the 
most fitting thing to surmount a stone 
at the grave. Such an emblem, how­
ever, is, I am glad to. know, compara­
tively rare in our Cemetery, and the 
Cross, tie emblem of our salvation is 
being used more and more, as the 
most fitting emblem to mark the last 
resting place of the body of a Chris­
tian. Whilst the graves of some nev­
er receive any attention, so far as an 
annual tidying or flower planting is 
concerned ; yet a large majority of 
graves are carefully looked after in 
this respect every year, and additional 
efforts are made to have them at 
their best on “Flower Sunday." “Lest 
we forget”• • *• • • , • •

As a sequel to the story Of Jimmy 
Hogarth’s search for the gimlet, a 
relative has told me (since I wrote 
that story), that whilst it is true that 
Jimmy never talked whilst he work­
ed, yet he worked hard whilst he 
talked. One fine evening he went to 
Ship Cove, to visit an old friend who 
was a well known talker on all occa­
sions. They had not spent an even­
ing together for a long time. So they 
talked, and talked till 12 o'clock; 
sometimes they talked one at a time 
and sometimes they talked both to­
gether. Then, although It was time 
for Jimmy to start for home, they 
had not half finished their talk. The 
friend decided to accompany Jimmy 
part of the way home, and to finish 
their talk on the road. So they walk-
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ed and talked, and talked and walk­
ed, till they found themselves at 
Jimmy’s front gate, with the story 
■till unfinished. Then Jimmy sug­
gested that he go back just a little 
way with his friend, and the first thing 
they knew was—they were both back 
to the friend’s house again at Ship 
Cove. There was no ode to keep 
“tally” of the- number of times they 
walked to and fro between North 
Side and Ship Cove; but it is said 
that they spent most of the night at 
it,—and no one knows whether they 
talked -ot all they had to talk abont or 
not It is supposed they did not.

An old man of my boyhood days In 

Trinity, used to put the family 
molasses-keg on his shoulder once a 
fortnight and take it down to Brook­
ings to be filled. He would leave It 
with my father, who was the store­
keeper, and whilst father was filling 
It, the old man would walk back to 
his house for the wheelbarrow to take 
the keg home In.
