SITUATION GRAVER.
LONDON, Oct 7.

Despatches received here tonight 
give an even graver aspect to the 
Near East situation than that earlier 
in the day. The Kemallet are insist­
ing on the right to the immediate 
occupation of Eastern Thrace and 
have given the Allies a time limit ex­
piring this evening for reply on the 
question. The Turks have refused to 
accept the proposal for Allied occu­
pation of Thrace or any Allied con­
trol and are apparently supported by 
the French and Italian Governments 
Everything now seems to depend on 
the British cabinet’s reply to the report 
of General Harrington which was said 
to be anxiously awaited in Constanti­
nople this evening. It was expected 
that General Harrington would ask 
the Turks for an extension of their 
time limit for the occupation of 
Thrace until tomorrow morning.

A TURK ULTIMATUM.
PARIS, Oct. 7.

According to information from a 
British source the Angora- Govern 
ment has notified the Allied Generals 
In Constantinople that unlesS it is 
given formal assurance that Thrace 
will be handed over to the Turks in 
a month after the evacuation of Greek 
troops Turkish troops will resume op­
erations against the Greek forces.

Commissions In Thrace. The Turkish 
demand is for the immediate occupa­
tion of Thrace, witnout foreign con­
trol.

ITALY SUPPORTS TURKS.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct 7. 

Italy has ordered General Mombelli 
its, representative at the Mudania Con­
ference, to support the Turkish claim.

WARSHIPS CONCENTRATING AT 
ISBUD.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 7.
Three additional British dread­

noughts arrived before Chanak to­
day, bringing the strength In first 
class battleships to nine. The British 
arp making extensive naval concen­
trations in the neighbourhood of Is- 
mid.

THE TURKS’ DEMANDS.
CONSTANTINOPLE. Oct. 6.

Replies from the respective Allied 
Governments to the latest Kemalist 
note not having arrived, the Allied 
representatives to the Mudania Con­
ference have requested the Angora 
Representatives to postpone the re­
assembling of the meeting until late 
this evening. The Kemallsts have de­
manded that their troops be allowed 
to enter Eastern Thrace, that a Turk­
ish administration be established and 
Allied control withdrawn, that is 
within one month. This was official­
ly given to-day as the explanation of 
the return of the Allied Generals to 
Constantinople. Ismet Pasha, Turk­
ish representative, definitely rejected 
this afternoon the Allied protocol for 
the occupation of Thrace by one thou­
sand Allied troops. He also declined 
the establishment of Allied control

NO MORE GREEK TROOPS FOR 
THRACE.

PARIS, Oct. 7.
M. Jolatls, Greek Foreign Minister, 

tonight Instructed Premier Poincare 
he had sent instructions to the Greeks 
to stop all further despatching of 
Greek troops into Thrace.

GREECE WANTS ALLIED SUPER­
VISION.

ATHENS, Oct. 5.,
Greek officials are trying to prepare 

the army and nâvy and the public gen­
erally for the probable loss to Greece 
of Eastern Thrace, but will make a 
determined diplomatic offensive to 
keep the Turkish army out of Thrace. 
Greece will probably demand some 
form of autonomous Government 
there, with general supervision by the 
Allies.

There is no ^vile abuse of 
Mr. Coaker” in propounding 
this question daily or weekly or 
monthly as the case ipay be. 
Such a declaration was made by 
the Advocate, iterated and re­
iterated, until many people were 
credulous enough to believe that 
it was so. Is it, we repeat an 
abuse of Mr. Coaker to ask, time 
and again, the question is not 
the price of fish what Coaker 
makes it? One could add with­
out abusing the Prime Minister 
that the present price 6f Sugar 
is just what he and the last 
Sugar Board made it. There 
would be no postulation of a 
falsehood in such a declaration. 
It is true, and a great deal more 
nearer the parrot-like repetitions 
of the Advocate in the days' of 
good prices for fish that these 
were what Coaker made them. 
Why then not make them to­
day? The same power is in the 
possession of the Honorable the 
Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies. Labrador fish can scarcely 
be sold in St John’s to-day, and 
such parcels as holders are for­
tunate enough to dispose of 
fetch but unprofitable returns. 
Let Mr. Coaker come to the res­
cue. It is only for him to declare 
a price, according to the boast­
ings of former days, and, presto ! 
the thing is done. Far better in­
deed for him to step into the 
breach and help relieve the 
situation by fixing a price 
(locally of course) which all 
must pay, and which he is pre­
pared to pay himself. Better we 
say for him to do this than have 
his mouthpieces running amok 
through the English language in 
an endeavour to verbally slay all 
thotee who refuse to believe In 
the omnipotence of the dictator.

be useless tor more men to go there. 
The Humber Valley Proposition (so 
called) is still in the distance, and In 
all probability will give no employ­
ment this autumn, and though the 
À.N.D. Co., the A.B. Reid Co., Mr. M. 
E. Martin and other smaller lumber­
ing and Pit Prop contractors may be 
prepared to take on a goodly number 
of men later for woods work, a great 
many of our people especially from 
the South and West will not be able 
to engage at this employment
AS TO PLACENTIA AND ST. MART’S.

I do not know what conditions are 
like in any section of the country ont- 
eide of Placentia and St. Mary’s dis­
trict, but I am fully conversant with 
the conditions in every settlement be­
tween Rushoon on the west side of 
Placentia Bay to Cape Race on the 
east side of Trepassey Bay, and it is 
with this section of the country that 
I am most concerned. Yon gentlemen, 
I feel certain are fully alive to the 
needs of your respective sections. 
Placentia Bay, from Rushoon, around 
to Point Verde is just closing the 
worst fishery in twenty years. Cape 
Shore, from Point Verde to Branch 
was far short of an average voyage, 
and handicaps and hardships which 
the fishermen of this section must suf­
fer because of their being located on a 
wild shore, seriously hampered their 
operations.

St. Mary’s Bay, from Branch to 
Peter’s River secured just about 
enough fish to pay tor current ac­
count, which leaves the fishermen and 
their families, in a great-many cases 
unprovided for, for the winter. Tre­
passey Bay had a very good trap fish­
ery, but the dory men did very badly. 
So, on the whole, the fishery in the 
district falls far short of an average 
catch; and now with the low prices 
prevailing, help must come'from some 
quarter, or we are going to be faced 
with a very serious situation.

MR. WALSH’S SOLUTION.
Now gentlemen, this serious situa­

tion can be avoided if we, the elected 
representatives of the people will do 
the right thing at the right time, and 
the right time is now before Winter 
is upon us. How many public 
wharves, all over the country need 
repair. The same question may be 
asked of our miles of breakwaters 
With the possible, exception of St 
John’s Bast and West, and a part of 
the district of Harbour Main, our pub­
lic roads are disgraceful and, In many 
cases quite unsafe for vehicle traffic.
I do not blame any government or 
M.ELA. for these conditions, as insuf­
ficient money is the cause, 
bridges, roads, breakwaters, etc. all 
over the country are valuable assets 
to our people and public 
which cannot be done without So,

A GREAT EDUCATIONIST THE SON

character of Kristen Kold. The latter 
Was the eon of a shoemaker, and not 
a, very prosperous shoemaker. He 
early learned to detest the tradition­
al system of education, and the direc­
tors of this formal system made a 
cabal against him, and he was forced 
to give up hie intellectual ambitions 
and to be content with .the avocation 
of book-binding. His book-binding, 
however, was very thorough, and he 
respected, as most Dense do, the art 
of the handicraftsman. He became, by 
accident, acquainted with the writings 
of Bishop Grundtvig, and, thus inspir­
ed, he took courage and founded at 
Redding, In 1844, the first people's 
high school. It was impossible that 
such an Institution at that time could 
expect State aid. In the first place It 
was not to be merely an academic 
or bookish school. It was Intended tor 
all who would listen and understand. 
Its whole power depended on the pet­

GOVERNMENT BY PARTIES.
Every wise British politician is both 

Radical and Conservative. He has two 
eyes to see with and two hands to 
work with, and to condemn him to be 
one or the other Is to put one eye out 
and and tie one hand behind the back.
To colonies where it has no natural 
appropriateness at all, where party 
Is purely artificial, and party polities 
.therefore are- not a contest of prin­
ciples, but a contest of Intrigues, only 
a British conviction that what Is good 
for ourselves must be good for all 
mankind, could have Induced us to 
think of applying it. General good 
sense happily neutralized in a great 
degree the anomalies of the system.
When the moral health is sound, the 
political heitlth 'cannot be seriously 
disordered. ^
HOW DEMOCRACY WORKS WITH 

US.
On the whole, democracy works 

like galvanism in disintegrating the 
existing conditions of human society; 
but human society occasionally falls 
Into a state when disintegration can­
not be helped. Constitutional govern­
ment in the overseas dominions Is full 
of anomalies. It might have been bet­
ter if, instead of leaving some of the 
smaller colonies to govern them­
selves, the Imperial authorities had 
been careful to send out efficient gov­
ernors, who would have attended to 
colonial opinion, and ruled firmly, with 
no consideration of anything but each 
dominion’s good. A monarchy, when 
there Is security that the monarch 
himself is a wise man. Is the best of 
all forms of government But ae things 
stand at present, this is out of the", 
question. As long as the dominions 
are under the authority of Downing;
Street, and Downing Street is under, 
the authority of the British Parlia­
ment, it Is Impossible that the affairs 
of the colonies will receive anything" 
like fair and impartial consideration, 
or -that the persons selected to con­
duct their affairs will always be the 
wisest that can be found. The policy 
adopted Is measured, not with a view 
to the good of the colony, but to party 
advantage at home.
OUR INADEQUATE EDUCATIONAL 

SYSTEM.
In one of my previous articles I 

gpokè of our present Imperfect and in­
adequate educational system and men­
tioned the unfortunate fact that some 
fifty thousand of our people, young 
and old, out of a poulation of two 
hundred and sixty thousand, could 
neither read nor writs. This I regard 
ed as a disgrace to the colony and a 
sinister reflection on the manner in 
which the large amount of money vot­
ed annually by the Legislature for 
educational purposes, is manipulated.
In no other British colony in the 
world, similarly circumstanced, does 
such a deplorable condition exist 
Even outside the Empire altogether 
we might learn valuable and Instruc­
tive lessons. Take Denmark, tor ex­
ample. There is practically no Illiter­
acy in that little kingdom—the birth­
place of our good Queen-Mother, Alex­
andra. To the establishment qf the 
people’s high schools there and a most 
efficient System ot education general­
ly, Aider the influence of Bishop 
Grundtvig, the spread of culture 
among the Danish people Is largely 
due.
THE DEVELOPMENT OF A GREAT 

SYSTEM. ''

high schools, which, It is said, were 
the models oh which the United States 
Chautauqae were founded; and also 
the syeteni ot university extension in 
English-speaking countries. But 
neither the Chautauqua# nor the uni­
versity courses have been as tsr- 
reacbing in their effects as the Dan­
ish high schools. It Is understood, of 
course, that these schools are not, 
like otar high schools, ' introductions 
to college dr the finishing"off of the 
education of those who do not Intend 
to go to college. Unless some very re­
cent change has taken place in the 
Danish system, no requirement is 
necessary tor the student except the 
desire to learn. There are mo degrees
