with only its column of white vapor to
denote the terrible forces below, and then
again sending forth at intervals small

mountain was on the decrease up to the
first of October, and the savants declared
that Vesuvius was relapsing into its nor-
mal condition.

renewal of the eruption on a grand scale
was predicted by the Professor, who
watches night and day, surrounded by
his instruments, in his eyrie on the moun-
tain side. Toward night the cone opened
on the north side, and a magnificent
stream of lava flowed in the direction of
the Atrio del Cavallo. On the 8th and 9th
the flow of lava was so great that four or
five streams poured down the mountain
side, crossing the road generally used by
vigitors in ascending, and reaching al-
most to the observatory. The quantity
of scorice and stones hurled in‘o the air
was 80 great that the vicinity of the cra-
ter could only be reached with the great
est danger. (ireat mumbers of visitors,
however, ascended to the lava, and the
Neapolitans—especially the hotel proprie-
tors— were in high spirits at the prospects
of a new lease of life for the eruption and
another season with golden harvests.
During the hours of 10, 11, and 12, the
flow of lava increased rather than dimin-
ished, and the spectacle at night was
particularly grand and beautiful. Slight
shocks ot earthquake were frequent
around the base of the mountain, and the
detonations or “ thunderings” were heard
at night in Naples like the discharge of
distant artillery. On the 13th, however,
there was much less activity visible, and
the quantity of lava wasmuch diminished;
and by the 18th the overflow had entirely
ceased, and the mountain almost inactive.
Much of the time since then the weather
has been 8o boisterous that but few per-
sons have ventured to ascend the moun-
tain, and the clouds have hidden the cone
from view. Prof. Palmieri is, however,
at his post, and reports that the sismo-
graph still indicates considerable agita-
tion below ; but there has been no further
emission of lava, and much less smoke,
from the crater. After careful study and
obgervation of the volcano under all its
different phases, Prof. P. has advanced
the theory that the eruption is influenced
by the moon. I believe his thoery does
not attempt to explain the philosophy of
this influence, but is founded simply on
the fact that the eruption is always more
violent when the moon is in the full, and
less active between the first and second
quarters.—Correspondence of N. Y. Tri-
bune.

Grant did not admire the weapon and re-
turn it. If our readers will bear with us,
we will give the surrender as we saw it.
Gen. Lee views the hopeless conflict from
a distance, despatches a flag of truce to
Geen. Grant, the struggle ends, and the
hostile lines are drawn back.

Tug EMBEZZLEMENT CASE AT THE
| G. W. StaTioN.—This case came up for
l the adjudication of the Police Magistrate

| was charged by Andrew Bigley, a detec-

having on the 13th of July 1867, embez-
zled the sum of $9, of mcney belonging
to the said Company. At that time Betts
was employed in the Great Western
freight department at Guyelph, and the
money bad been paid him for storage or
demurage on an engine belonging to Mr.
Berry, of Glenlyon, which had not been
taken away within the time it is allowed
to remain free of charge. Mr. Moss, the
Company’s travelling auditor, had pro-
cured a statement from Betts to the effect
that he had once before, employed at
Sarnia, appropriated a sum, (he believed
i $5) having been told by Mr. Lipecombe,
also an employee of the Company at that
place, but who afterwards found it neces
sary to abscond, that by usage, or some
such wrenching of the moral law that he
was entitled to all such moneys. This,
ia the opinion of the Police Magis-
trate, would have destroyed the charge
of embezzlement, but on crossexami-
nation one of the witnesses, Fawcett,
| said that Betts before his departure
|came to bid him good bye, and that
he then told bim he had taken the money,
that Mr Brodie had got part of it, but
that he (Betts) would make it all right
out of next month’'s wages. Mr. Brodie
on the other hand denied emphatically
any knowledge of the embezzlement un-
til about two weeks ago, and it apj

by his evidence that at the time the mcn-
ey was taken he was absent on leave.
