LUCKY NEWFOUNDLAND:

Coal Deposiis Discovered in the Ancient
Colony—-Three Troughs Suppoesed to
Contain 12,000,000 Tons Each.

St. John’s, Nfld., Nov. 4.—Statistics
of surprising importance are presented
in connection with the newly discover-
ed coal deposits, They cover a total
area of twelve by six miles and con-
sist of three distinct troughs, one of
which is ten miles long and a mile
wide. The deposits are within forty
miles of the water and are quite ad-
jacent to shipping, passing through
the St. Lawrence River. It is expected
that the deposits will greatly improve
the colony’s future. It is estimated
that the quantity of coal in the trough
is nearly twelve million tons, and the
others are supposed to be equally rich,
The find will do much to extricate the
colony from its ‘present embarrass-
ments, if it can be worked advantage-
ously. B

COL. GUSTAVE PABSTI,

A Hitherto Happv Dowmestic Life Rudely
Terminated and Now the Husband is
Taking Steps to Secyre a Diverce—
Lively Scene on One of the Streets of
Milwaukce

Milwaukee, Nov. 4.—Just 30 days ago
Margaret Mather-Pabst; for years one of
the best known av.,-h%sses in America, horse-
whipped her husband, Col. Gustav Pabst,
son of the wealthy brewer, on one of the
thoroughfares of Milwaukee.

Saturday A. A. I. Smith, Col. Pabst’s
attorney, announced that his client had de-
cided to bring a swit for divorce.

Pabst has retained eminent counsel to de-
fend her im the person of Gen. Horatio C.
King, for years a leading member of the
New York bar.

Col.. Pabst and Margaret Mather were
married in January, 1892, at Kenosha, Wis.
The colonel's father was very much dis-
pleased with the union made by his son,
and for this reason Col.Pabst took his bride
to Terre Haute, Ind. He sald he would
make his home there, an >

For a time the young colonel and his wife
fived happily together. Col, Pabst was a
devoted husband, and Mrs. Pabst was a
doting wife. .Time passed, and harmony
was jarred. There were quarrels, but they
were kept comparative,y quiet,

But on Wednesday atternoon, Oct. 2,
there was an occurrence that shattered the
love idol. Col. Pabst and his wife were
driving on Twenty-seventh-street, when
they became involved in a quarrel. Mrs.
Pabst seized a whip and struek her hus-
band with it. He leaped from the bu {94
and-walked rapidly down the street, but
did not escape a further castigation, as his
wife jumped to the ground and followed
hims She repeatedly struck him with the
whip, and pursued him for four blocks,

when he succeeded in wrenching the whip’

from her hands. As he did that she struck
him in the face with her fist.

The exact cause of tne quarrel ceuld not
be learned, but it was reported that it grew
out of a soclal feud in the Pabst family.
The story that went around was to the ef-
fect that some members of the Pabst fam-
ily had cut Mrs. Margaret Mather-Pabst,
and that her husband asked her to accom-

I cannot understand how
the story arose, and I certainly ought to
know if I have been horsewhipped.’’

MISS SHIELDS CAN SHOOT.

When Her Enraged Lover Tried te Kill
Her She Returned the Fire.

Charleston, W. Va., Nov. 4—There
was a remarkable street duel in Eagle
yvesterday. KErwin Hartley saw his
sweetheart, Bettie Shields, in the street
with a young man last Wednesday
and demanded an explanation. The ex-
planation was given, but it was not
satisfactory, and Hartley declared that
he would make trouble for Miss
Shields.

After brooding over the matter for
three days Hartley decided to shoot
Miss Shields. He met her in the streef
yesterday, and pulling a pistol from
his pocket, fired at her. “The bullet cut
the skin of Miss Shields’ neck, when
she took a pistol her brother had loan-
ed her and fired three shots at Hart-
ley, each of them taking effect and
making wounds which may result
fatally. °

Hartley 1is the son of a well-to-do
merchant and has stood high in the
corcrllmunity, this being his first esca-
pade.

Miss Shields is the daughter of
Franklin Shields, and is very popular
among the younger persons. She is
eighteen years of age. She learned to
shoot by going to the ‘woods with her
brothers and put the pistol in her
bocket yesterday because she had been
informed that Hartley was desperate
and had made threats against her.

TORONTO’S CITY ENGINEER REPORTS
T0 THE COUNCIL,

He Proposes a Division of the cny—imyor
Stewart Gets Back at Ald. Watkins in
Red Hot Language—Annual Meeting of
the Boys’ Home—Minor Matters.

Hamilton, Nov. 4.—Enginéer Keat-
ing, whom the city engaged td. pre-
pare a report on the best method of
improving the waterworks system of
this city, has presented his report.
Pyrtions of it read:

“The plan I propose and recornmend
is, to divide the city into twol main
districts, giving a high and low level
service, the dividing line being ap-
proximately the contour of 50 feet
above city datum. In order to accom-
plish this it is proposed to establish
a new pumping station in Sherman-
avenue, approximately in the pésition
shown on plan B, and to lay A new
20-inch main along Sherman-avenue,
from Main-street to Barton-street,
thence along Barton-street to james-
street, with a 20-inch branch - main
along Emerald-street from Barton-
street to King William-street.

“It is also proposed to substitute a
number of large mains in place of the
present small, pipes, in order to give
an ample supply to the high-level dis-
trict,which contains nearly two-thirds
of the entire population of the city,
and includes the principal business
sections. t

“Under this arrangement the pre-
sent small high-level pumping station
can be abandoned,"as thé new pumps
in Sherman-street will be run at a suf-
ficient pressure to serve efficiently the
present limited high-level district, and
the highest levels on Dundurn ridge.”

Mr. Keating estimated the cost at
$251,429, with $23,671 additional for en-
gineering, contingencies, etc., the prin-
cipal items being 26,000,000 gallon
pumping engine, including boilers,
$70,000; engine house, boiler room and
coal sheds, $22,500; 15,800 feet 20-inch
pipe, laid, $71,100; 32,800 feet 12-inch
pipe, laid, $52,000; 1000 feet 36-inch con-
duit into. lake, $15,000. |
‘For sometime The Times and Specta-
tor have been agitating for an im-
provement in the system.

reservoir. The Toronto expert says if
the present consumption of water is

DEEP WATERWAYS,

President Cleveland Appoints Three
Eminent Gentlemen to Meet a
Canadian Commission.

Washington, Nov.4~—Under authori-
ty of act of Congress providing for a
joint Canadian - and United States
Commission to enguire and report on
the feasibility of establishing . deep
waterways between th great lakes
and the Atlantic_Ocean, the President
has appointed James B. Angell of Mi-
chigan, John ®. Russell of Masgachu-
setts and Lyman G. Cooley of Illinois
as American commissioners.

The authority given for the appoint-
ment of the commissioners is contain-
ed in the Sundry Civil Appropriation
Bill for the current fiscal year, which
reads as follows :

‘“The President of the Unlited States
is authorized to appoint, immediately
after the passage of this Act, three
persons who shall have powzr to meet
and confer with.any similar commit-
tee that may be appointed by the Gov-
ermment of Great Britain or of the
Dominion of Canada, and who shall
make inquiry and report whether it is
feasible to build such canals as shall
enable vessels engaged im ocean com-
merce to pass to and fro between the
great lakes and the Atlantic ocean,
with an adequaterand controilable sup-
ply of water for continual ase ; where
such canals can be most conveniently
located, the probable cost of the same,
with estimates in detail, and if any
part of the same should be bullt in the
territory of Canada, what regulations
or treaty arrangements will be neces-
sary between the United States and
Great Britaln to preserve the free use
of such canal to the people of this
country at all times and all necessary
facts and considerations relating to
the construction and future use of
deep water channels between the great
lakes and the Atlantic wocean. The
persons so appointed shall serve with-
out compensation in any form, but
they shall be paid their actual tra-
velling and other necessary expenses,
not exceeding in all $10,000, for which
purpose the said sum of!$10,000 or so
much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated.

“The President, in his discretion, may
detail as one of such persons an officér
of the army or navy."

Paris, Nov. 4~—~This afternoon Pre-

| mier Bourgeois began reading the de-

.| gic events, M. Bourgeois said,

claration of policy of the new Ministry
in the Chamber of Deputies. The Radi-
cal Deputies cheered the Premier re-
peatedly, but the members of the Cen-
tre remained frigidly silent through-
out the address.

M. Bourgeois began by announcing
that ‘the Cabinet would obey the
wishes of the Chamber in opening a
supplementary enquiry into the South-
ern Railway scandals, no matter what
might be the result, and would deposit
upon the table of the Chamber a
complete collection of the documents
in the case, 80 as to enable parliament
to, pronouce political and moral judg-
ment in the matter.

The address was greeted with great
applause by the Left.

M. Bourgeois also sald it was the
intention of the Government to intro-
duce a bill prohibiting Senators and
members of the Chamber of Deputies
from holding positions as directors of
any companies having contracts with
the State, under the penalty of losing
their seats. It was also proposed, he
said, to modify the law concerning
accused persons, making thir prelim-
inary examinations public as far as
possible.

Numerous crises and grave and tra-
had
retarded legislative reforms which va-
rious commissions had prepared long
ago, and the nation now awaits the
methodical and resolute effort neces-
sary to obviate the existing deadloek.

The essential questions were: First,
to vote the budget wupon the
normal rate. With reference to the
army, he said, the Government would
glve satisfaction to the. desire of the
nation for a ‘perfect organization and
supervision of expenditures. He com-
plimented the troops in Madagascar in
their admirable march to Antanana-
rivo, and said that France had acquir-
ed alllances which re-established the
universal equilibrium. The Govern-
ment, he said, would remain faithful
to those alliances and pursue the paci-
fic development of France’s rights and
interests.

The Government, he announced,
would support a bill for the imposi-
tion of a progressive ‘probate tax, and
measures for eform in the laws regu-
lating the sale and use of intoxicating
drinks, providing that hygienic fluids
shall not be taxed, and to entirely cor-
rect the anti-democratic inequalities
in the fiscal system by an income tax.
He would also defend bills relating to
the co-operative insurance, to organize
a system of workingmen’s pensions,
and would prepare a definite settle-
ment of the relations between church
and state,

The Government, he said, did not in-
tend to interfere with the economic
regime, but would merely ask |that
measures be passed, destined to ddfen
the agriculturists against certain in-
ternational speculations and to fegu-
late international speculations in|gold
mines. ’

M. Bourgeois expressed his Belief
that & Republican majortiy existed in
the Chamber, willing to support a
government actuated by the old Repu-
blican spirit.

He demanded the confidence of the
Chamber for the Government, not that
it might live, but that it might not.

At the request of M. Bourgeols, the
Chamber adjourned until Thursday.

THE PREPARATION OF MEATS.

Methods by Which the French Butehers
»
Excel in Their Oalling.

Butcher’s meat\ in France is pre-
pared, divided and arranged in the
shops in sueh @ manner that it never
suggests slaughter. It is a rare thing
for one to see a stain on counter,bench
or floor, The mode of killing the ani-
mal probably has something to do
with this freedom from moisture and
dripping. Maria Parloa, in an article
on “The Science of Fremch Cooking,”
in The Ladies’ Home Journal for Octo-
ber, says the animals are not bled be-
fore being killed, as might be inferred
from the absence of moisture, but they
are killed in such o manner that veins
and arteries are emptied quickly and
thoroughly., After this the animal Is
bouffee, that is, filled with wind. The
large arterles are pressed opem and
the points of large bellows are insert-
ed into them, While the bellows are
being worked a man beast all parts of
the carcass with a flat stick. This
is to distribute the air in all parts
of the flesh. All this work i{s done very
rapidly. THe inflating of the animal
in this manner gives a fuiler and firmer
appearance to the meat, and, I fancy,
empties the veins and’ arteries more
effectually than they would otherwise
be, The French use very little ice,
and meats are kept only a few ‘days
at the most. The best of beef in France
does not compare with: American beef,
but the veal is superior to anything
we have. It is valued mere highly
than any ofher product of the butcher.
But no metter what the viand, when
it comes to the hands of the cook it
is so prepared that she has but little
to do except to cook it,

Woman’s Dress in a Mobhammedan Harem.

An account of a visit I paid to the
zenana or harem of a Mohammedan
Nawab in a native State may not be
without interest.

A carriage and® mounted escort of
soldiers were sent at 8 o’clock one
morning to convey us to the castle.
A gate in the immense walls of the
compound led us into the ill-kept gar-
dens; passing from these into the
ocourt yard, and through long colon-
nades and untidy passages, we weres
conducted finally info the zenaua. AJ
large and lofty room, with walls on
three sides and a colonnade openifg
onto a court yard was the apertment
in which we were received, Chairs
were brought for our accommodation,
but, with the exception of the matting
on the floor, the place was without
furniture,

Women, some young and tall, others
old and wrinkled, passed and repassed,
while we waited for the Begum to ap-
pear. They were all dresses in the
same fashion. Trousers of light-col-
ered damasks or sain clothed them
ffrom Yhe walst., These pantaloons
were baggy above, but so close fitting
from the knee downward that they
have to be sewn up after they are
on. They are unsewed and removed oficg
a week for the bath., A short bodice
reaching just below the breast is wo.
and then round the body and over
the shoulder, and head is wound the
sari of muslin or silk, which falls in
graceful folds from the hips and shoul-
ders. The Begum kept us waiting and
we were told the reason was that
she was putting on all her jewels to do
us honor. i %

Presently she came in—a small young
woman, with an oval, immobile faCe,
and smooth black hair, She wore tight
trousers of a rich green damask and a
sari of cloth of gold; on her bare an-
kles were anklets of uncut.emeralds
and diamonds said 10 be worth 40,000
rupees; on-ker arms were a large num-
ber of jewelled bangles and armlets;
on her fingers rings'of beautiful rubies
and diamonds; round her neck were
strings of fine pearls, and, suspended
by studs of large diamonds in the
outer rims of the ears she wore across
the hair, at the back of the head,
pearls, emeralds and rubles, prettily
set as a kind of collarette, The ears
were pierced in several places to al-
low rings and jewels to be inserted,and
in the nose a small diamond was worn.
The little jewelled lady did not speak

English, and, after we had admired g@=kle to the water,

her jewelry, conversation soon came to
an end.

Her wee baby was brought in dress-
ed in colored silk, with a gold laced
cap on its little bald head. The Na-
wab joined us, and there was much
lively chat over the object of our visit
to the State. In such a zenana the
most rigorous seclusion of the wives
is enforced—wives, I say, for in this
zenana the Begum wus the chief, and
the only wife, and was married the
day after the death of the first Begum.

it 13 to Take the Place of the Old
Style.

The world moves, and now the edu-
cational experts have arrived at the
conclusion that the whole system of
instruction in writing is wrong; thét
the beeutiful and elaborate curlycues
and intricate shading of the old copy-
plate sytem are not only useless and
difficult to acquire, but that, in the
generality of cases, they are really un-
readable, Every one has received more
or less letters writen by some So-
called firstclass penman, which are
beautiful to look at in the regularity
of their strokes and curves, but ex-
tremely hard to_read.

The school teachers have come to a
realizing sense of a fact that the first
purpose of handwriting is to be legible
and not artistically beautiful, and that
the same amount of time formerly
spent in _elaborating shading and
curves, if spent in practicing the mod-
ern perpendicular hand, will give four
]ttmes better results in the way of 2
mastery of the art, greater freedom ©of

| writing, and the acquisition of a style

¢ which will be legible, even if it departs

from regularity. 3
| The same gradual transition has
|taken place in the art of lettering as
practiced by draughtsmen. ZFwenty
years ago draughtsmen and engineers
learned elaborate lettering, the ruseic
style, the pld English and many others,
and many weary hours were spent in
the draughting room putting these va-
ried hieroglyphics on the drawings
The doctrine that simplicity and utili-
ty are the highest form of beauty has
made headway among the draughts-
men as elsewhere. The first form Was
in the substitution of the plain block
lettering of the old style. The making
' of block letters, however, is a slow
task, and much valuable tinge was
wasted. The next reform was tXe in-
troduction of German ‘‘rundschrift,”
which is a species of €reehand work
done with a special pen, which shades
broadly and almost automatically. The
“rundschrift” may be put on a draw-
ing with great rapidity, but it requires
considerable skill to do it well, and
the result of poor or mediocre work 1s
painful to the eye,

The whole subject of lettering has
now become a lost art. The draughts-
man of to-day doesn’t ink his fingers
and break his back at anything of the
kind, He buys a box off assorted
printed letters of paper cloth, with
well gummed backs, and, when his
drawing is done, licks the back of a
sufficient number of these letters and
affixes them to his drawing after the
manner of the humble postage stamp.

A THRILLING MOMENT.

An Archmologist Who Had Trouble in the
Andes.

A French archaeologists traveling
among the Andes in search of
knowledge and  specimens had a
great desire to explore some caves In
the side of the. precipices. They were
doubtless ancient tombs, and would
probably yield him a treasure. He se-
lected a favorable spot, therefore, rig-
ged a sort of chair or seat between
two leather corde and engaged two In-
dians to let him down from the brow
of the precipice. “A descent of 800 feet
made in this way,” he tells us, “is ex-
traordinarily long.*

However, he reached the cave in
safety, and on forcing a passage into
it was rewarded by finding two skulls
and & mummy, “thoroughly dry,” he
says, “and pretty solid.” He passed a
string through the eyeholes of the
skulls and attached them to his belt.
Then he took the mummy in his arme
and signaled to the Indians to draw
him up. With his heels he defended
himself against the jutting rocks and
in a few minutes was almost on an
even with the top, The Indians knew
nothing about his load. Just then tae
yellow skull of one of their ancestors
appeared before their eyes, and the
tdiots gave a sStart of surprise, The
Frenchman thought they must have
let go the cord,

“It was the affair of a second’,” he
writes, ‘“What passes in the brain of a
man at such an instant is indescrib-
able, I did not drop a yard, but I ex-
perienced all the horror of a man rap-
idly falling through space, My hands
let go the mummy, and while covered
with a cold sweat, I was helped over
the edge of the cliff by the Indians, the
mummy bounded from rock to rock
end landed in bits at the bottom of
the c¢hasm.”

" WHERE IS THE COUNTY ATTORNEY ?

Section 138 of the Criminal Code of
Canada reads as follows?

‘“ Every one is guilty of an indictable
‘offence and liable -to one year's impri-
sonment who without lawful . excuse
disobeys any Act of the Parliament of
Canada or of any legislature in Can-
ada, by wilfully doing any act which
it forbids, or omitting to do any act
which it requires to be done, unless
some penalty or other mode of punish-
ment is expressly provided by law.”

Under this section ‘of the Criminal
Code, we take it that the manager and
every .director of the Consumers’ Gas
Co. is ‘criminally liable for unlawfully
disobeying the provisions of the statute
50 Vic.,, ch. 85. Whatever may have
been the status of the directors from a
criminal point of view previous to the
rendering of Mr. Justice Ferguson’s
decision, it is quite evident that since
that decision was rendered they have
wilfully done what the above statute
explicitly forbids. The Judge pointed
out that the directors of the ccmpany
had been guilty of violating the statute
referred to. Their violation of this’ sta-
tute is not a mere formal affair. .Every
gas consumer in Toronto has heen pre-
judicially affected by the action of the
directors in this matter, while the in-
terests of the latter have bean corre-
spondingly benefited.” A large sum of
money has been misappropriated by
the directors, and if this provision of
the Criminal Code ought to be applied
anywhere it certainly should be in a
case where the people have been over-
charged many thousand dollars annu-
ally for a prime necessity of iife.. We
make this definite assertion, ihat the
manager and directors of the Consum-
ers’ Gas Co. have violated the statute
referred to, and are, therefore, guilty
of a criminal offence., In the name of
the people of Toronto we call vpon the
County Crown Attorney to interfere in
this matter. The County Attorney is
an official appointed to look- after the
welfare of the people. He is paid by
the people, and the people expect that
he will protect their interests. The
case we have cited is certainly one in
| which he should interfere and cause
the directors of the Gas Company v
be put on trial for a wilful violation
of a statutory enactment. The direc-
tors draw $9000 every year from funds
supplied by the consumers, and it
might be expected that they would
pay some little regard for the rights
of the latter. Within the company
itself there is not a.single individual
or officer to look after the interests of
the people who supply every dollar
that comes into the hands of the com-
The people’s rights are simply
trampled upon. We have po way
of reaching the company. except by
‘the - method proposed. T“If  the
directors will not come ‘to their
senses, we do not see why a long-suf-
fering public should hesitate to apply
the most drastic measures to secure
their rights. If the directors are
guilty of a criminal offence, by all
means let the County Crown Attorney
set the law in motion.

Whatever might be the effect of
bringing the directors into court on a
criminal charge, the public should not
forget that these same gentlemen have
violated- a statute under which they
derived their authority to conduct their
business. The violation is a serious
one, and if it is brought to the atten-
tion of the Government that gave them
their powers, it ought to be sufficient
to cause this Government 'to cancel
their charter. In this way the people
have a chance of getting into their
own hands an immensely valuable
property. Eveg if we had to pay the
present capitalized value of the:plant,
the city would make an immense pro-
fit by taking over the business and
running it itself. - .Instead of paying
10 per cent. on $1,600,000, the city could
obtain this capital at about 3 per cent.,
or at less than one-third of what we
have to pay the shareholders of the
Gas Company. Instead of paying
$160,000 a year interest to shareholders

000 on bonds.™ On the item of inter-
est alone, therefore, the ' city would
save over $100,000. In addition to this
we would have no $10,000 manager to
sustain, nor would we be called upon
to allow a board of directors $9000.
The directors of the Gas Company are
courting serious trouble for them-
selves. There is a point beyond which
the public will not submit to. That
point is about reached in the affairs
of the Gas Company. Let, the direc-
tors be wise and save themselves from
serious trouble.

The clause
remarked upon is as follows: ‘ The
relation of landlord and tenant shall
be deemed to be founded in the ex-
press or implied contract of the par-

And nothing in-this Act
shall affect any pending legjislation™
It appears that this clause was taken
from an Imperial Act relating to Ire-
land (except Ulster), passed in 1860,
viz., 23 and 24 Vic., ch. 154. The Eng-
lish act was superseded by another act
in 1870, which has been found so de-
fective that many statutes have been
passed to amiend it. The learned editor
is very sévere in his strictupes.

(History
of the Law of Tenures in England and
Ireland), who characterizes the clause
in question as containing a “vicious
and mischievous declaration,” which
“must have been astutely designed to
deprive the tenant of the protection of
the.genearl law of tenure, by which he

NATIONALITY.

Hon. George E. Foster at London :
“I said last night, in speaking to men
in Owen Sound, that there was one
ccmmon ground that all could take,
and that.is the acquiescence of. Cana-
dians on. the question as to what shall
be the status of Canada. It was not
so when Mr. Blake’'s Aurora speech
was delivered. It was not so even ten
years ago,when the writers and speak-
ers were asking to know what would
become of Canada. It'was not so five
vears ago, when the notions and
theories of faddists of what was ahead
of Canada were being spread from
mouth to mouth, and from one part of
this country to the other. To-day the
public mind is at rest as to the status
of this country, at rest in that great,
broad, deep feeling that the future of
Canada is within the hands of its own
people to mould it and develop it, and
that around it and about it, keeping
it in perfect peace and safety, is the
grand old Imperial unity of the Brit-
ish empire.”

The Minister of Finance is correct
when he says the public mind is at
rest as to the future status of this
country. The faddists have ceased
blowing off steam and the people have
become firmly seized of the convietion
that Canada’s future is ‘“‘within the
hands of its own people to mould it
and develop it.” The World is entitled
to feel a little pleased over:the fact
that its policy as to the future of
Canadian - nationality has been the
policy accepted by the people of Can-
ada. The World is probably the only
daily paper in Toronto, certainly it is
the only morning paper of those in ex-
istence t6-day, that took a decided
stand against the faddists when they
began their campaign to denationalize
Canada and make it subsidiary to
Washington.

Rev, Br. Dewart's Paper Read Before the
Ministerial Association.

No child
hould be subjected to any religious
instruction that the parents onject to.

eiwas opposed to State churches, for
it was unjust that favors should fall
upon the members of that particular
church. The demand for the secular-
ization of the schools means a good deal
more than omitting the reading of the
Scriptures and prayer. Secularization
may be interpreted to mean the exclu-
sion of historic facts and essential ethi-
cal teaching from our school kooks.

Dr. Sims suggested a system of Pub-
lic Schools be decided upon that would
be acceptable to all parties. He
thought that a text book should be
adopted on ‘““moral duties’ and that
it ought to be given in a categorical
manner.

Aqueduct Company to present
plans of its scheme to the City
Clerk’ free @f icharge for the purpose
of handing them'to Mr. Mansergh for
his consideration and report.

,Ald. Lamb and McMurrich took the
stand” that Mr. Mansergh should.not
be requested to report on the scheme.
The arrangement whereby he was to
receive £3000 was specific, and if he
were asked to report on the feasibility
or cost of the scheme of an outside cor-
poration it would certainly entail extra
cost. They did not object to the plans
being placed in the City Clerk’s hands
where Mr. Mansergh should be free to
inspect them should he so desire.

Ald. Leslie responded that it appear-
ed that the city required a report from
M#: Mansergh favoring either the tun-
nel or the gravitation scheme, but the
unfairness came from the idea that
should the gravitation scheme be ad-
opted it should be constructed by the
city and not by a private company. The
cocuncil had no right to muzzle the
citizens and declare that the aqueduct
company should not do the work.

Ald. Hallam stigmatized Ald. Les-
lie”s motion as a scheme to get a valu-
ale professional opinion which the
Georgian Bay Ship Canal and Power
Aqueduct Company was unwilling to
pay for itself.

Incidentally during the discussion
Ald. Hubbard, who opposed Ald. Les-
lie’s motion, was interrupted by Ald.
Bates, who said, “Why do we all go to
private mines for coal ?”

Ald. Hubbard turned on him and
said : “Ald. Bates has been the un-
ccmpromising and unfaltering support-
er of every company and every con-
tractor who has wanted anything out
of the city since he came into the
council.”

“That’s false,” was the only response
youchsafed by Ald. Bates.

“I can prove it, sir,” said Ald. Hub-
bard.

Finally president Shaw rewrote the
motion to suit the ideas of the counecil
and the motion was carried in the fol-
lcwing colorless and inactive form
without a division : :

“That the Georgian Bay Ship Canal
and Power Aqueduct Company furnish
to the City Clerk free of charge a de-
scriptive outline of the proposed water
supply system by gravitation, together
with all other available data bearing
upon the same exclusive of its relation
to the power ' aqueduct| :scheme and
Georgian Bay project, which Mr. Man-
sergh shall not be asked to consider
or report upon and that the City Clerk
gubmit the same through the special
committee to Mr. Mansergh for his
consideration, but it shall be no part
of his duty to consider the question of
glving the water supply of the city to
& company and provided that no ad-
ditional expense be incurred.”

The yeas and nays were not taken.

MR, MANSERGH'S REQUIREMENTS,

He Tells the Sub-Committee What Infors
mation is Necessary.

Mr. Mansergh, the famous English
engineer, was introduced to the mem-
bers of the sub-committee appointed to
assist him in securing information as
to our water works ' system at 2.30
yesterday afternoon. Mr. Mansergh is

six feet in height, with a rich ruddy
complexion. His abundant white hair
and heavy beard give him altogether
a patriarchal appearance and he is to
all outward appearance the same type
of man as Lord Brassey, Sir Casimir
Gzowski and other famous engineers.
He would not be interviewad, and in
the committee showed himself wary of
the press.

Ald. Shaw, in introducing him, said

that Mr. Mansergh’'s last visit to To-
ronto was five years ago, when he
passed through here on his wvay to Aus-
tralia to consult with the Victorian
Government on tle Melbourne drainage
project. ;
. Mr. Mansergh then madé a_short
speech, stating his requirements. He
wished to ascertain the geological for-
mation of the great basin which emp-
ties its waters over Niagara Falls,
with particulars as to the drift of lake
currents and the volume of water flow-
ing into Lake Ontario from tributaries
west of Toronto. He also required
data as to the annual rainfall and the
quality of water at Niagara Falls.

With reference to the existing sys-
tem, he asked for plans of it and sta-
tistics as to the presence of germs of
zymotic diseases at the intake pipe.
Data as to the growth of he city in
the past three decades and estimates
as to its future increase he would also
require. He also wished plans of and
data as to the geological formation of
the Lake Simcoe watershed. He
pointed out that in England a city
would not be permitted to draw from
such a body of water as Lake ‘Simcoe
without raising its level in such man-
ner that the volume of water would
not be diminished. Y

Engineer Keating was instructed to
comply with Mr. Mansergh’s require-
ments, and the distinguished expert
will leave for the Lake Simcoe dis-
trict to-day.

Yesterday morning he was taken to
the Island and to the pumping station
by Engineer Keating and Ald. L.amb.

How They Work When Shoplifting - Tricks
That are Sucecessful—Some Experiences
of Detectives in Departmentals.

Shoplifting, though a crime, has al-
most become a profession and an art.

| There is a class of women who devote

as much time to it, and are as success-
ful on a small scale, as the most expert
bank burglars.

Toward the end of the season, Wién
the counters are filled with bargain
sales, is the harvest of 'these light-
fingered daughters of Eves~ It is then
that they dodge in and out among
the swarming crowds of bargain hunt-
ers and nip a pair of stockings here,
a silk handkerchief there, and when the
unwary saleswomen are off their guard

drop bits of jewelery, belt buckles, and |

fine shell hair combs into their inno-
cent-looking bags or satchels, which
they carry for that purpose. Nothing
is safe from them, even within the
view of the most expert detectives. The
owners of large stores claim that they
are out hundreds of dollars a week
with odds and ends that have been
stolen.

The manager of one of the large
stores told a reporter that one week of
the fall season the detectives had cap-
tured qn an average seven shoplifters
a day, “and yet we knew,” he continu-
ed, “that this handful of women were
but a drop in the bucket. I do not
believe that Pinkerton and his detec-
tive staff would be a match for some
of the women that come in here. It is
a waste of time to try to capture them.
They are so full of tricks there is no
keeping track of them. We are ‘under
a dreadful disadvantage because, if we
catch a woman and make an example
of her, it only seems to add to the mis-
chief. Double the number will turn up
to fill her place, just as it is with
cranks.”

“ Do these women belong to
er classes?”

*“ Unfortunately not,” replisd the dis-
tressed-looking manager. p **'The geraeli-
est trouble we have is with women who
have good homes and, as ¢ne would
think, everything they needed. I have
often known a woman who would come
in here and steal a 50-cent putton-
hook who could have got. credit to the
extent of $500. That is the kind of
theft that we can’t account for. Of
course, long experience puts us on to
a lot of tricks of .the amateurs, but
the professional shoplifter'is so versa-
tile in her art that we frankly admit
we are no match for her,

she Who Mukes a Blufl.

“A favorite trick which has a,!'ly
variety of phases,” continued the man-
ager, “is that of going to the store,
making a big bluff and having things
sent home C.0.D., and then !n some
manner get away with the things while
the delivery man is waiting for the
cash. A clever trick of this kind was
done last week. A well-dressed wo-
man walked to the jewelry, counter
and bought.a pair of pearl-mounted
opera glasses and a diamond s~arf pin.
She gave an address of a,well-known
doctor, requesting that they should be
delivered there at exactly 3 o’clock on
the same day. After leaving the store
she made her way to the doctor's
place, asked his advice about some
imaginary complaint, paid -him $2 and
asked that she might be allowed to
wait for her husband, who was to call
for her at 8 g’clock. The unsuspecting
doctor showed her into his sitting-
room, where he left her to attend to
his other patients. She watched the
window closely, and as soon as she
saw the delivery man coming up the
steps she slipped into the Fall and
opened the front door. ‘Just be
seated a moment,’ she said ; ‘ my hus-
band has patients. He will be out
presently. Present him the bill.” With-
out saying another word she hast-
ened out of the house, boarded the car,
and was not heard of again. The doc-
tor was natyrally more or less surpris-
ed upon coming out of his office to
find a bill for $37.50. There was no
way of tracing the woman.”

2 Trieks of Young Girls,

Quick-witted litle girls often make
the most adept shoplifters. They seem
to possess a quality of catch-on-ative-
ness which is most valuable to the
craft. They usually combine the art
of shoplifting with pocket-picking,and
grow their nails so that they will open
the clasps of satchels. ' These little
criminals are usually the tools of some
conscienceless woman, who acts as
their manager and director. Not long
ago an eleven-year-old girl aroused the
suspicions of a detective who was
grarding a notion counter. The child
carried a year-old baby in her arms
and came to the counfeil ‘to buy a
paper of pins. In its Httle fists the
baby held a small brown paper bag,
from which its nurse fed it'cakes. The
detective watched the girl with in-
terest and soon found that each -time
she put her hand in the bag to get
the child a cake she slid into it some
article from the notion counter. First
went a pair of silver-buckled garters,
a package of shell hairpins, three
spools of silk, a roll of' braid and a
pair of side combs. By ‘this time the
detective thought she had enough ma-
terial to convict the little thief.

I was too interested
t> arrest her at once, and followed her
down the street. Her coolness almost
stunned me. She never quickened her
pace an inch, but just dawdled along
locoking into the shop windows. She
almost made me believe that my eyes
had deceived me. When I went and
spoke to her she turned on me indig-
nantly, and threatened to call a police-
man if I did not let her pursue her
way In peace. Of course, as soon as
she found that she was mastered she
broke down completely and begged for
mercy.” )

At the Assize Court yesterday before

W. Lambert, widow, for $5000 damages
for alienation of her husband’s affec-

tions.

Mrs, Lambert was described by the
witnesses as a stout woman with hair
turning grey, who lives at 47 Bruce-
street.

Mrs. Lellis, the complainant in the
case, is an attractive-looking woman
of 34, and who said she had three
children. Her husband was a butcher
' and kept a shop in King-street west.
The first ventilation of the case was
in the Police Court nearly a year ago, |
when John Lambert charged Lellis
with pointing a revolver at him. He
was very much averse to Lellis’ visits
to the house and it was in a dispute
following one of these visits that it
was alleged Lellis pointed the revolver
at him. The peculiar part of the case,
as Crown Attornmey Curry said in his
evidence yesterday, was that the
mother on that occasion testified
against her son in favor of a stranger.

Mrs. Lellis was put on the stand and
told her story. She and her husband
had been married in 1883, and lived
happily until May, 1894, when her hus-
band’s visits to Mrs. Lambert com-
menced. He began to drink heavily
and ‘often came home at 4, 6 and 8
am. These nights she claimed he
spent at Mrs. Lambert’s. Several wit-
nesses told her that they saw him com-
ing from the Lambert house early in
the morning.

On June, 4th, 1895, Mrs. Lellis went
to Mrs. Lambert’s late in the evening
and demanded admittance. After some
little altercation witness was allowed
to search the house and poking with
a cane under Mrs. Lambert’s bed she
found a man. She announced her de-
termination to sit down and wait till
the man came forth. .After some little
waiting he capitulated and proved to
be her husband.

THE FROZEN SALMON DISPUTE.

The Report of Prof. Prince, Commissioner
of Fisheries, Which Settled the
Question.

Ottawa, Nov. 3.—The following is a
copy of the report of Prof. Prince, Com
missioner of Fisheries, on the frozen
salmon dispute, now fortunately set=
tled to the advantage of /the British
Columbia men engaged in the trade:
The report, whichtis addressed to Hon
Mr. Costigan, has been forwarded to
the High Commissioner for the infor-
mation of the Fishmongers’ Company.
It reads as follows:

I beg to submit 88 Dominion Commis-
sloner of Fisheries/a brief report on the
question concerning the British Columbig
salmon shipped in a frozen state to Lo:
don from New /Westminster, B. C. Th
cablegram alreddy sent to the High Com-
missiontr for Canada, the Hon. Sir Charles
Tupper, Baronet, expresses . briefly m
views as a fishery expert; and the fol-
lowing memorandum furnishes additional
details of a scientific nature. The Eng-
lish authoritles are certainly wrong in
pronouncing the British Columbia salmon
in question to be either trout or salmon-
trout (lake trout). Any competent sc.en-
tific expert must- report against sueh an
erroneous determination.

To any one practically acquainted with
the Pacific fisheries of the Dominion the
fact that at least .seven kinds of salmon
abound in. incalculable quantities at the
very doors of the freezing and canning es-
tablishments would demonstrate the im-
possibility of the fish handled in those es-
tablishments being any species of trout, as
the fresh water streams and lakes are at
distances more or less great, and the difii!
culties of capture and of transit of trouf:
are very considerable. £

The frozen fish shipped frozen to Lonk
don via Austrafia canmot be confused with
any of the species mentioned in the abowe
lists—they are wholly different. No fish-
ery expert who knows the salmon of the
Pacific coast could for one moment con-
found these British Columbia salmon with
any of -the trout or salmon-trout specified.
Thus in many anatomifcal points they are
\'91‘{ distinctive. In such a feature as the
aral fin-rays, while the lake trout has 11
rays and the bull-trout has 10 rays, the
steelhead’ has 12 rays and the sockeye has
14 rays. :

The two kinds of British Columbia sal-
mon which are shipped frozen from New
Westminster are:

(1) . The Sockeye (Oncorhynchus nerka,
Walb) or Blueback.

(2)  The Steelhead or Sowoum (Salmo
gairdneri).

Both kinds migrate annually from the
Pacific Ocean up the Fraser and other
rivers for the purpose of spawning in fresh
water; but they cannot be confounded with
any recognized lake trout, or trout of fresh
water streams, 1 may add that, when I
was investigating recently the British Col-
umbia fisheries as General Inspector of
Fisheries for Canada, 1 had numerous op-
portunities in July, August and September
of seeing the various species of fish caught
for commercial purposes.

In no case were trout or salmon-trout
netted or frozen for export. These latter
fish are merely caught by settlers and ang-
lers in fresh water, more or less remote
from the estuaries where the sockeye and
steelhead abound. These fresh water
streams and lakes are from 30 to 300 mliles
above the canning and freezing establish-
ments. No commercial netting is carried
on there, and the freight would be so cost-
ly that the enterprise could not possibly
pay. It would be absurd to go to these
remote waters, when countless shoals of
salmon (sockeye, steelhead and four or
five other species) pass the very doors of
the freezing and canning establishments.
Frequently more of these fish are caught in
the estuaries (such as the Fraser estuary)
than the freezers and canneries can receive.
At one cannery which I visited in August
last 70,000 of these salmon were delivered
in single day.

T‘}:e ac‘%lon o}t~ the authorities in London
is wholly unjustifiable (1) . on scientific
grounds, as the frozen fish in question are
not trout or any species of lake or s3lmon
trout, but migratory salmon which only
come into fresh water to spawn ; (2) om
commercial grounds, for it implies that the
British Columbia freezing firms would- neg-
lect the splendid fish which abound in the
tidal waters at their doors in order to
catch and ship the less abundant trout or
salmon trout from comparatively inacces-
sible fresh water areas, mountain lakes,
ete. Both of which suppositions are equal-
ly unreasonable.

IS NOXON A PRISON CZAR?

He Reduces a Ceniral Guard Without
Consulting thr Warden.

Guard Howe, formerly in charge of
the wood-turning shop at the Central
Prison, the aggrieved party in the
most recent demonstration in connec-
tion with the internal dissension now
prevailing in the management of that
institution,apeared before Minister of
Education Ross yesterday and com-
plained $hat he had been summarily
ousted from his position by Inspec-
tor Noxon and transferred to an in-
ferior position and that his salary had
sufiered a corresponding ' reduction.
Minister Ross, who, it appears, had
recommerded Mr. Howe for service
in the prison, was surprised and could
not believe that such action would
be taken without the full knowledge
and consent of Warden Massie.

Mr. Howe, it seems, was a prominent
witness against Foreman Scott when
that functionary was hauled up before
the prison officials, charged with mak-
ing more than his salary out of cer-
tain sleigh contracts and it is believ-
ed that this is in a great measure ac-
countable for his present ‘dethrone-
ment. The Scott matter has not as
yvet been officially investigated, but it
will have that atteftion in the near
future, and it is believed that out of
that investigation will grow a de-
cision relative to the justice of Inspec-
tor Noxon’'s treatment of Guard Howe.

A World representative called upon
Warden Massie at the prison yester-
day, but that gentleman declined to
discuss matters. IIe, however, un-
hesitatingly pronounced Guard Howe
one of the most faithful members of
his staff and said that he had risen to
his present position solely through
merit. Mr: Massie firmly declined to
discuss the position assumed by In-
spector Noxon.

Apropos of the case in hand, the
printed prison regulations proclaim
that in the event of any guard or other
employe proving neglectful of his
duties, deficient in morality or for
other good cause, it is the duty of the
warden to suspend each officer and re-
port the case to the Inspector of
