Parsons’ Pills forty*.BRIDGETOWN In South America the banAiia is not 
thought of as a luxury. In fact it takes the 
place of meat and bread and vegetables 
among a large part of the people. Every 
garden has its banana patch, just as we 
have our indispensable rows of potatoes. 
On the Isthmus of Panama,.the cars spin 
past hills covered from base to summit with 
the beautiful broadleaved plants, their 
great clusters of fruit hanging from the 
stems just under the leaves. The banana 
plant looks somewhat like an immense calla- 
lilly. Its stem is made up of the bases of 
the leaves so sheathed, or folded around 
each other, and hardened as to sustain the 
weight of the mass of foliage above. It 
will in some localities attain a height of 
even twenty feet. When two years old it 
bears fruit and then" dies, but a number of 
young shoots spring up from the base of 
tlie old stem so that it continually renews 
itself and the farmer, who is usually an In­
dian or a negro, has no trouble, except to 
keep the weeds and the old withered trunks 
cleared away from the growing plants. 
Even the trunk is of some use, for it con­
tains a fibre almost as soft as silk, which 
can lie woven into the most exquisite mus­
lins. Indeed some of the dainty India 
muslins are made of this very fibre.

There are as many kinds of bananas as 
there are apples—medium-sized ones, such 
as we see in the North ; big ones a foot 
long ; thick ones, a’ nost like musk-melons ; 
and little ones only three or four inches in 
length. When you visit a fruit stand I fear 
you are likely to select the biggest and 
handsomest bananas you see, and there is 
just where you make a mistake. The 
smallest bananas are in nearly all cases the 
sweetest and juicest, the tiny “fig” banana 
being the best of all. The rind should be 
thin, and there should be no ridges or 
corners OB it.

mous ridges. This species is not fit to eat 
without being cooked but when boiled or 
baked or fried it is delicious. Any coarse 
banana—that is, one having a thick rind 
with large ridges—is good for cooking. All 
bananas contain starch while green, which 
upon ripening is changed by nature’s won­
derful chemistry into sugar. Now if the 
banana is taken just after its rind has be­
gun to grow golden, but is still streaked 
with green, it still contains a great deal of 
starch, which will make it palatable when 
cooked, while the small amount of sugar 
which has )>eeu formed will give it a sweet­
ness like a sweet-potato. Strip the rind off, 
and boil it until soft, and it will make one 
of the nicest vegetables you ever ate. If 
you live in the country, where you are 
blessed with the luxury of an open wood- 
fire, try roasting some peeled half-ripened 
bananas in the ashes, as you do potatoes, 
and see how savory a morsel they make. 
It is one of the commonest sights along the 
Amazon to see groups of half-clad Indian 
men and women squatting around little 
camp fires roasting bananas, and having 
endless mirth trying to pick them out of 
the hot coals without burning their fingers.

These are not 
so expensive, after all, and a big green 
bunch hung in a cool cellar will ripen grad­
ually, so as furnish a fresh dozen of ripe 
ones each day until the whole bunch is 
gone. In this way you can enjoy your 
bananas just as they do in the land of 
palms, for even there they cut them while 
green, and allow them to ripen as we do in 
the north.—Courtenay de Kalb in Harper 
Young People.

Commercial Union versus the National 
Policy, as I understand. Commercial 
Union as propounded by its authors,—a sort 
of Commercial Zollverein between the 
United States and Canada involving the 
necessity of a common tariff against the 
rest of the world, and that divided up at 
Washington,—has never been the policy of 
the leaders of federal opposition in Canada 
—Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard Cartwright. 
It was found to be undesirable. Unre­
stricted Reciprocity, the present policy of 
the Liberal party, aims at instituting a 
system of perfect free trade of their own 
products between the two countries, with 
a customs service for the settlement of 
duties on foreign goods passing between 
the two countries, each country to have 
the privilege of fixing their own trade poli­
cies with foreign countries. What the 
policy may be with foreign countries ia of 
the utmost interest to us in Nova Scotia ; 
certainly more than to any other part of 
the Dominion, since we do a larger trade 
with the “other countries” than the 
central portions do. It is consequently de­
sirable that, whoever is elected lor Anna­
polis, he will remember that Nova Scotia’s 
interests are essentially commercial, and 
that the ultimate and proper destiny of 
the insular province of Nova Scotia is to be 
the commercial heart of the Western 
World, as England is of the Old World. 
This is not too much to aim at. Then, 
whether we are represented by Grit or 
Tory, we must not fail to impress upon our 
leader that, first and most of all, wc are 
determined to be true to the interests arid 
the future of our own fair province.

We have seen, under the present regime, 
the decadence of our foreign trade and com­
merce. We have seen that our population 
is not increasing as in the more famed 
centers. For the future let us tight against 
a centralizing trade policy. We cannot be 
true to Nova Scotia if wo do not do all that 
can be done to make Nova Scotia a center 
of trade and activity instead of an outside 
rim. Whoever wins, this should be the 
policy for the representative of Annapolis 
irrespective of the general policy of his 
party. It is very much in the hands of 
the electors whether it shall be so or ' not.

In any case, the situation is a grave one, 
and we must be prepared to be held ac­
countable for the position we take. Every 
elector must feel that the effect of his vote 
may decide the future good or the future 
ruin of the best interest of his country.

To each of the economic faiths the situa­
tion is of no small moment. The Free 
Trader may well feel that should the gov­
ernment be sustained by a large majority, 
protection may be made more decided and 
burdensome than ever. On the other hand, 
the party to protection may see in the suc- 

of their opponents the peril of the 
manufateturing industries of the whole 
country. In all these matters we can but 
advise our leader to see as best he can, 
that the wrongs of the people, and of our 
province, are not increased, but rather in 
a creditable manner redressed.

Most Prompt, Certain, and Efficient Remedy.JUST RECEIVED at
Women’s Rights.

A writer in the editorial column of the 
Morning Chronicle of February 5th, credits 
“ a New York correspondent of a Boston 
paper” with making a complaint that 
women are able to compete with men in a 
business capacity ; that “men cannot get 
the wages they formerly could,” owing to 
women doing the work satisfactorily for 
less pay ; that a woman can live on less 
than it takes to keep a man and that it is 
hard to get women to see that they arc 
committing almost a crime in driving their 
“ normal protectors and providers out of 
their occupations.”

What a pity that men should have a 
competitor, and that competitor one who 
is able to make an inroad on his world-wide 
monopoly. How can he stand the humilia­
tion of being brought to a level with his 
mother or sister, or some other mother and 
sister? It is too bad that his wages are 
cut down because they cap do the same 
work for less ! Formerly, women only 
had to count the cents, while men could 
belong to expensive clubs, smoke twenty- 
five cent cigars, drink champagne, go to 
the opera or theatre, could consult fashion 
for the color and texture of their gloves 
and neckties. But these gaities are almost 
inexpensive compared with gambling, bet­
ting, and their attendant vices. Of course 
a woman can live without these and other 
luxuries ; but why should she deprive her 
natural protector of the necessaries of life. 
It is indeed hard 
upon to surrender their right and title as 
Lords of Creation, and live on an equality 
with women.

That women take less pay and live on it, 
shows clearly that their “normal pro­
tectors ” have taught them practical econ­
omy. Had men known they were “ train­
ing up birds to pick their own eyes out ” 
they would probably have been more faith­
ful in sharing their income. That this 
competition reduces individual wages is 
natural, but it will certainly be more 
equally divided and consequently will in­
sure more comfort.

When women are allowed equal rights 
with men, their sisters will not be so ready 
to marry Tom, Dick, or Harry ; and natur­
ally a higher tone will prevade society. In 
such a case women would be their own pro­
tectors, and illustrate the proverb that 
“self-preservation is the first lawof nature.”

The writer of the former article contends 
that if this reduction of wages lasts the 
wage-earner of America will be 
than the same class in the “ Old Country,” 
they having the advantage of living more 
cheaply.

Whose fault is it that they live more 
cheaply! If it is an advantage to live 
cheaply why not have it ? Do men think 
that women are going to aid and abet ex­
travagance either national or individual. 
Men, look to your laurels, and see that in 
ability, honesty and punctuality you are 
womens’ equal, or else there may be the 
enquiry—why ? W. Suffrage.

Death of General Sherman.

New York, Feb. 14.—General Sherman 
died at 1.50 p.m. to-day.

General William Tecumseh Sherman was 
born at Lancaster, Ohio, on Feb. 18, 1820, 
and had almost attained his 71st birthday. 
He graduated at West Point in 1840, and 
served in the Flordia war and the war with 
Mexico and elsewhere, until 1853, when he 
resigned his commission and entered into 
the business of a banker in San Francisco, 
which he continued for four years. He 
studied law and practiced for two years at 
Leavenworth, Kansas. He held afterwards 
the position. of.- -Superintendent of the 
Louiÿdna Military academy, but resigned 

"vPtfen the state seceded. At the opening 
of the war he was commissioned colonel of 
an infantry regiment and commanded a 
volunteer brigade at Bull Run. . He was 
commissioned brigadier general in the re­
gular army in July 1863 and in October 
following succeeded General Grant in tbe 
Tennessee department. He invaded Geor­
gia and eventually received the capitulation 
of Atlanta, Sept. 2, 1864. His memorable

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Celery for Market. —Kalamazoo is 
noted above all other communities in Am­
erica for the production of celery of a super­
ior quality. The growers there, instead of 
banking up the celery during hot weather 
to bleach it, as the common practice is, 
place a board one foot wide on each side of 
the row, and these are held in place by bits 
of lath tacked across the top. They claim 
that celery bleached in that way will not 
rust and rot as it will when banked with 
earth, and further, it is much more easily 
washed for market. Of course the late 
celery can only be bleached by banking. 
The general practice adopted by these 
growers is to plant tlje early celery five feet 
apart by six inches. Later, another lot is 
planted between the rows of the first lo£, 
and after the first lot is sold these rows are 
replanted, so that three plantings in all are 
obtained. As an early variety the Paris 
Golden is mostly grown, while the Grand 
Pascal, a new French variety, is stated to 
be of great promise.

—An advantage a flock of sheep offers 
is this : When the family needs fresh meat 
it is not necessary to kill the quantity con­
tained in a whole beef, only to sell a part, 
salt it or see it spoil. A nice carcass of 
mutton is as easily dressed as a turkey, 
can be hung up and cut from as long as it 
lasts, and can be cooked in a dozen delici­
ous ways. There is no trouble about keep­
ing it.

28WEDDING STATIONERY BRIDGETOWN.Cyclones and Tornadoes. —Both cy­
clones and tornadoes are whirling winds 
having a progressive motion. Cyclones, 
however, may move three thousand or four 
thousand miles, have a diameter of eight 
hundred or one thousand miles, and last a 
day or two, while tornadoes seldom move 
father than fifty or sixty miles, have a 
diameter of over half a mile, or continue 
more than two hours. The whirling motion 
in the tornado is of far greater depth and 
velocity than in the cyclone, and generally 
does more damage. A distinctly defined 
tornado not infrequently travels inside of a 
cyclone, so that a storm may be felt over a 
large section of country on each side of the 
centre of its path without doing mach 
destruction except along a narrow strip 
over which it moves. In the region of the 
equator in and near the Atlantic, the 
cyclone is called a hurricane, and in the 
Pacific and Indian Oceans it is known 

typhoon. So far as regards the north 
temperate zone, the tornado is far more 
destructive than the cyclone. Storms of 
the class which recently created such 
devastation in Louisville, on Lake Pepin, 
and in Lawrence, Mass., were tornadoes.
