Sarah. She was probably the wife of John Enibrce ivhose Dame appuirs
at an early date. About the same time appears the namne of Naszes Em
bree, brobably the brother o! John, these two seemn to be the progenitors
of the race.

Robert Enibree ivas probably the father o! John Emhree *iho
married Sarah, daugliter of Francis Doughty. She ivas bora September
1703.

Her grand-father, Roy. Francis Doughty, is inseparably coninectedl
with the founding of the towns of Flushin- and Newton. His sons Ellas

John and Sarali Embree, vas a son, Johni
Enibrce, who rrarrizd Elizabeth, daughtPr of Richard Lawrenco and Han-
nah Bowne. Slie ivas born April i15t1i, 1720. Their son, Effinghami
Ehibree was born September 24th, 1759, and died December 3rd, 1817.
I-le miarried his cousin, Mary Lawrence, (daughtc.r o! Joliii Lai rence ard
Ann litirling.) She 'vas born Octobor 17th, 1763, and died Soptemnber
1Gth, 1831. They were married December 246Lh, 1780. In the early
part o! the last century.few meti in New York were botter kr.own or more
prominent than "Efringhiai Embree, Gentleman", as his naine so fre-

f quently occurs in the recoids o! thoso days. Slho-dly atter the liovolu-
tionary 'war lie was appointed by Congress to brinp, up the standards of
the GoId and Silver coin, thon in circulation, which haï be.en baclly swent-
ed and clipped during the war. In 1817 ho purchamed a large tract of
land in wbat is niow tlio hart o! New York City, but thon in tIc suburbs.
This wvas a part o! the Ancient I3ayàrd Farm and extcnded froni "1ca-
do)w Street" and froni Broadway to the land o! Triffity Church. By the
purchase o! this tract ho becaino one o! the largest land ownors in the
City, and 'while its value is now inîmoeûse, iL cost tIen but a fei lihundrcd
pounds. While à resident o! the City, ho inaintained a.coutntry place at
Flushing, Long Island, and the Mansio»% huilt by hlmi rermains an inter-
esting relie o! the past.
