To sum up, we put forward the Model
American Timbrophilist as the Model Tim-
brophilist of the world. e takes all the
stamp papers — he is thoroughly posted on
every phase of the subject, and what he is
ignorant of is not worth knowing. It is
true he pays little heed to the many com-
plications of perforation and denticulation :
it may be that he is a little contemptuous
on the utility of whole envelopes, but still
in this consists his glory. The introduc-
tion of luxury was the ruin of Rome and
Greece, and according to our humble ideas
the collecting of varieties of perforation,
whole envelopes, and the other vagaries of
the so-called French School, will he the
downfall of Philately in Europe.

HONDURAS.

‘When a person is tried before our Courts
for any offence, if his sagacious counsel can
by any method of legal engineering raise a
doubt in the minds of the jury, how touch-
ingly he will implore them to give the
prisoner the  benefit of the doubt.” This
method of procedure is very good in a
Palace of Justice, but it works very badly
in the stamp business. Yet it scems to be
the way mostly in vogue among our con-
temporaries. Does any benevolent indi-
vidual notice the great need there is for
postals to be used solely for local purposes
among the savages of Terra-del-Fuego ? and
does he without in anywise consulting the
natives of that salubrious clime beneficently
provide them with a set of essays in twelve

or fifteen colors, or perhaps extend his gra-
tuitous kindness to the extent of a whole
series of six different values? does he, we
say, do these things, what is the conse-
quence? Ilas anybody any idea of waiting
till something can be found out from Terra-
del-Fuego? does anybody ever suggest such
a precaution? We trow not. No, indeed ;
if the benevolent gentleman has only wit
enough to put the inscription in the cor-
rect language, and to value them in the
money used in the country, why his ama-
teur Postmaster Generalship will be a suc-
cess, and he will probably succeed in dis-
posing of a large quantity of his produc-
tions to that most enlightened fraternity—
the Stamp Collectoring World.  Of course
if he brilliantly inscribes his specimens with
Greek, or Norwegian, or some other lan-
guage not spoken in the Territory whose
mail facilities he has taken charge of, on
the principle of the gent who tried a French
inscription for Guatemala, he will not ¢“do
for Galway” at all; but let him use ordi-
nary common sense and he will be  thar,”
as our American friends say. The above
thoughts were forced upon us by a few re-
flections we happened to be indulging in
touching the stamps of Honduras. It is
now some years since these specimens first
made their appearance. Not a tittle of
proof has ever been elicited concerning their
claims upon us as genuine postals; yet
they seem to be recognized in all the
“highest circles,” if we may use such a

hackneyed phrase in connection with Tim-

brophily. Why does not somebody write
to Honduras and find out? Are there no
inhabitants there to write to, or are they
in such a benighted state that there is not
one solitary person there who could read
such a letter if written ? Perhaps there is
no mail connection with it, or perhaps Mr-
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Gladstone’s Government have carried their
doctrine of Retrenchment to such an extent
that they cannot afford to pay anybody to
act as British Consul in that benighted
clime; or perchance the yellow fever is so
prevalent that they cannot find any one
simpleton enough to go and die of it at the
rate of remuneration they can feel safe in
offering. Any of the above very remote
probabilities may be the case, but we must
say we doubt it; and doubting it we cannot
see how it is that the market is well stocked
with the so-called stamps of Honduras, and
nobody seems to know or care where they
came from or how they originated. How-
ever, we have “said our say,” and if any
person on our subscription list is insane
enough to purchase them till something
satisfactory is known touching their authen-
ticity, then * on his head be it,” say we.

NEW sSTAMPS.

ANuoLa.—This Portuguese Colony has
a new issue of stamps, unlike Madeira and
the Azores, for which the altered postals of
the mother country are used.  The design
isa crown in rectangle on & ground of
waved lines, Grecian ovrmunents at each
side, figure of value in caclt angle, nane of
Colony on upper margin, value in full on
lower — unperforated.

SERVIA. — A complete new cmission
greets us here. The values and colors are
1 para, yellow, 10 p. light-brown, 15 p.
orange, 20 p. blue, 25 p. carmine, 85 p.
pale green, 40 p. mauve, 50 p.dark green.
Each stamp bears the head of the young
Prince Michael Obrenovich IV., and has
the value in figures on each corner. It is
printed in color on white paper and per-
forated. Prince Michael, as depicted on
his stamps, is a very ordinary looking per-
son, and to our mind has an extremely

plebeian cast of features; however, if his
heart is in the right place, he is none the
worse of that.

U~1rED STATES.—From the neighboring
republic comes rumors of change. It ap-
pears that the recent new set hasnot given
satisfaction to the public; and we presume
the engravers, designers, and stamp print-
ers, arc not at all averse to a job. There
is some talk of retaining the 1e., 6¢., 15¢.,
and 90c., but the others are said to be
doomed. We give the rumor as we hear
iy, but are very dubious about its truth-
fulness.

SARaAWAR.—Over a year ago a postal
was announced for this distant Asiatic
colony. Authenticated specimens not com-
ing to hand it was by many deemed to be
an imposition. We rejoice to be able to
inform our friends that it is now proved
genuine beyond a doubt by the arrival of a
postmarked specimen on a letter from ifs
native home.

Rressia.—Loeal stamps for various towns
and districts in Russia are becoming plenti-
ful; in fuet, sv suddenly numerous have
they grown to be, thut we caunot, in the
discharge of our duty as an honest stamnp
editor, suy that we believe them to be genu-
ine. We trust that we may be mistaken in
our impressions, but we certainly cannot
recommend them for adoption by American
timbrophilists zill something more is known
of them than that they are on sale.

MiscELLANEOUS.—Bergedorf bas a set
of essays, for what purpose’ it would be hard
to determine.  Canada.—Our own 1 cent
stamp is now printed in two or three colors,
viz., orange, yellow, &c. Guatemala also
has the credit of a lot of essays, but we
fear they ave only the work of some philan-
thropist who feels that our Central Ameri-
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can friends need stamps, and is kindly
endeavoring to supply their lack.  Badcn.
—The 6kr. envelope is obsolete since July
1st. France—The 5-franc stamp is, we
presume, before this in active use; also the
1 centime laureated. Liberic now drops
the external line of the second edition.
Denmaric.—The 2 sk. envelope now omits
the letter ¢S * after the numeral of value.
Heligoland.—The % sch. is now printed of
a much brighter shade and perforated.
Ecuador.—The 1 real stamps are now said
to be printed bright gold and deep olive
yellow.

WEBSTER’'S GHOST.

Last night while visiting the non‘post.xl
country known as the “ Land of N od,” we
met the above named gent. He informed
us that the authorities of that region were
about to issue stamps bearing for a design
the “ Arms of Morpheus,” on a shady
ground. He went on to tell us that he
noticed with pleasure the formation ofa work
so much needed as a Stamp Dictionary, and
begged us to suggest to the Lexicographer
the following additions :

TiMBrOFILE.—noun, (from imbre a
stamp, and file, an inplement used for
sharpening buck-saws;) a person who
makes rare varieties of perforated stamps
by means of a sharp instrument.

TrmsrorooL,—noun, (from ¢imbre a
stamp, and fool, a person devoid of common
sense,) a person who is rather cracked on
the stamp question; example, Mr. Smith
is a Timbrofool or Timbrofoolist, as well as
a Timbrofile or Timbrofilist.

At this point, unfortunately, our bump
of appreciativeness caused us to wink at
Mr. Webster, in what we considered a very
knowing manner—a liberty which he re-
sented by bidding us an abrupt adieu.

cALIFORNIA LOCALS.
In the September number of the Stamp
Collector's Magazine is to be found a very
readable article on the Local Stamps used
on the Pacific Coast. It strikes us, how-
ever, as being very incomplete in this
respect, that it omits altogether to mention
what was probably among the first, perhaps
the wery first ever in actual service in
California. We refer to that issued by the
Adams & Co. Express, and described in a
letter from Mr. J. Henry Applegate, Jr., of
San Francisco, to the Editor of thic paper,
bearing date June 29, 1866, as follows :

“The stamp in question is rectangular, hav-
ing for its centre the head of Haskell, the man-
ager of the eoncern. Over the head are the
words * Adams & Co.” and in each of the four
corners, as well as on cither side of the head, is
the value 25 cts.  This stamp was used to pre-
pay letters between this eity and New York,
and has long since been out of use.

T know of but three being in existence, and
are all in the hands of collectors here.”

Mr. Applegate is still living in San
Francisco, and we daresay would give the
names of the collectors holding the speci-
mens spoken of, so that a copy could be
taken for the purpose of having an engrav-
ing made for publication of what is proba-
bly one of the most rare locals extant.
