One after another the large business bouses
wlocater to the wants of the vell-to-do classes have
moved thiither. The branch opened to catch the up-
town trade las developed into the parent store. Dry
good(s b onses, jewellers, men's furnishers, tailors, photo-
graphers, and all the myriad varieties of tradesmen
have followed their customers. The cross streets, with
imhe exception of the Main street, are steadily losing
thieir commercial value now that the principal street
car lines converge upon the big thoroughfare which is
attracting every variety of business enterprise, to
itself; and from being a purely residential street, it has
become the priicîpal artery of retail commerce. Every
day witnesses thle extension of mercantile aggression
to its western extrenity. Every day the private house
gives way to the business store. And why ? Simply
because the tendency of their customers is in the saine
direction. As they pusl farther westward the trade
follows tleim, and were the movemeit reversed the re-
sult would be the sane.

Naturally thiis constant pushing towards the west
results in the appreciation of values in the favored
locality. Property beconies more valuable ; îents be-
coie highier and living becomes more expensive in ex-
act proportion to the influx. As each section becomes
congested fresl districts are broiîglit within the limits
of convenient habitation by the extension of traffic
faeiliLies. New-coners nove steadily farther and
farther out-but always to the westard-for the iove-
ment to the eastward is sporadie and uncertain and
usually depends largely upon the progress of the manu-
Sfacturing industries which seek the cheapest locations
for' commercial reasonîs ; while that to the west is'
always quiet and persistent. Why it should be so, lias

puzzled the wisest of philosophers. But that it is so
has beeni the experionce of every city on the civilized
globe.'. And as conmierce cnily tronbles itself NvithÉ

These facts prevent any harsh'judgment upon .:any
company or any. manager based upon the record of any
single year. Indeed it may be that a series. of years
will apparently condemn the management of a con-
pany, while in fact itis steadily improving its business
by continuously weeding out or discontinuing undesi-
rable risks. This is notably the case in respect to sev-
oral of thé conipanies now doing business in Canada;
it is a policy demanded of them by those wlîo are
lonest and careful, inasmuch as it is this class of insu-
rers who pay all the losses and all the expenses and
provide most of the dividends to the companies. That
laxity of management which promîotes fraud. and dis.
hoiesty can benefit no one but the scouidrels who are
encouraged by it to arson, perjury and general villainy,
which will be practised se long as profit can be made
by such means.

The method, however, of inipressing thesefacts upon
the minds of the people, by increasing the rates of pre-
iniunms instead of by greater care in the selection of
risks and by the employnient of experienced inspectors
and adjustors, is nîot likely te commend itself to .the

people, -vhe are quick to note the procedure and to feel
ts injustice.

In
another Provinne the fluctuations in the Loss Rate are
froit 66 to 46, then to 68, and f rom that down to 38, so
tiat from no one year can an accurate idea of the de-
sirableness of the business be derived. We regret to
se the éontinuous increase of the loss rate i n Mani-
S toba, but we thinik it is capable-of explànation.

It would appear that if the difference of $1,446,723
was outstanding for premituns and so not 'taken into
account, tien the outstandiugs of the previous year
received in 1894 should Ie taken into account in order
to inake the table of any value. The difference fs not
theexpenses, because, on page xi (11) the amoiint paid
for geneiral expenses by the British compaies alone is
stated as$1,335,781.

Our impression as to the Parin business is strenîgthen-

ed by the very large adverse balance in 1894, amounting
td $16,706 against the London Mutual, and that of
S40,291against theagriciilturalof Watertown,althougli
this is exceeded by that of one other office which is $45,-
337. The largest favorable balance f rom the blusinîess of
1894 is that of the Commercial Union,$41,523.

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THE BRANDING OF CHEESE.

The question of the desirability of branding Cana-
dian cheese vith the date of manufacture and the name
of the factory from vhich it cones, is not a new one.
It bas been brought, time and again, before the Butter
and Cheese Associations of the various Boards of Trade,
only to be killed by the strenuous opposition of the
factory men and farmers. Every commercial body has
cheerfully endorsed the proposition. It would put the
character of Canadian cheese above suspicion, it would

prevent its confusion with inferior American makes, it
vould bring any cases of sophistication or misrepre-

sentation directly home to the real culprits, and it
would prevent June and July cheese fron masquer-
ading as fall makes. For all these reasons the mer-
chants and exporters desired it, and for just the saine
reasons the factory men preferred the present system.
There are tines when it miglit be awkward for theni
to have a lot identified by its brand as having come
from their establishment, and there are many occasions
when the branding of the actual date of the manufac-
tire on the cheese night seriously affect the price they
received for it even if the quality was fully equal to
the standard of the later make. There would be no
advantage in placing cheese in cold storage to await a
hetter market if it bore the date of the earlier months in-
delibly:stamped upon it. 1ence the interests of the ware-
housemeniare identical with those of the factories, and
lience the opponents of the branding of cheese have
boeen able to show a united front to any movement in
this direction and have found little difficulty in quictly
strangling any legislation that might prove inimical to
their interests.

Whether they will be successful in the present in-
stance, or niot, remains to be seei ; but it is probable
they will. Mr. McLennan, M.P. for Glengarry's bill
providing for the branding of the day, month and year
of manufacture, and of the registered numuber of the
factory, upon every cheese made in Canada as Ivell as
upon the package, is too drastic to nmeet with their ap-

proval. Not that there is any suspicion that they
" fill" or adulterate their cheese in any manner; for
they could iot even if they would. The manufacture
of oleo-margartne, and its importation into this coun-
try, are alike prohibited, and hence there are no faci-
lities for the manufacture of "filled" cheese, even if
there were a market for it. But it might often inter-
fera seriously with their profits if each cheese were
rigidly branded with the exact date of its manufacture.
Te make of the last week of each month is quite as

good as that of the earlier days of its successor and yet
there inight be a difference in the price that vould be
of considerable imiortance which would be lost to
thet if they could only tender cheese absolutely
branded with the date of the later month. And, as
the export of cheese from this country antounts to over
$16,250,000 in value, even a fractional loss would be a
serious item.

No doubt British buyers do occasionally receive
cheese iade iii aniother mionth from that contracted
for,' and to a certain extent, this injures the character

of Canadian produce. But this is often as much blai-
able upon the exporter as the factory titan, foi the
former is usually fir too shrewd a buyer to accept
eairl ier makes for the tontit he wants, and it is doubt-

of cheese. There is-no provision in the Act for the
branding being done under government supervision,
Indeed that would'be impossible, as the 1,600 factories
now in operation are scattered over the length and
breadth of Canada. The placing of the date on, then,
must beleft to the honesty of the factorymen themn-
selves. This )vould leave the trade precisely- where it is
at present-dependent on their own technical knowl-
edge and the personal character of the 'makers from
whom they buy. The only advantage would be the
placing of the distinguishing number of the factory
upon the cheese. This would assist the exporter in
tracing any lots of cheese that iniglit be complained of,
and this tend to elevate the character of*the output. Fac-
torymen, knowing that their own make was readily
distinguishable from others, would redouble their ef-
forts to send out fine cheese, and thus the reputation
of Canadian- cheese would be enhanced. But the
stamping of the date would be no greater protection to
the buyer than the present system. The honest maker
does not need such a measure-his cheese is what it is
represented to be. The dishonest one would sinply
evade it without any possibility of detection. The Act,
therefore, although certainly a step in the right direc-
tion, would be of little advantage to the trade, save as
an incentive to those who are already doing well to do
even better in the future. If it becomes law they will
welcome it. If it fails they will not be disappointed.

I-TE AUGUST BANK STATE MENTS.
So long as the Banque du Peuple reimains in a state of

suspense, which brings a partial liquidation of its
affairs and an entire stoppage of active business, there
is an element in the Batik Statements whichis some-
what disturbing to the routine, and prevents the cour-
parisons with previous ones being as complete as could
be desired. Mueh, however, of the business which
would have been donc by that batik is doubtless being
done elsewhere so that the influence of the suspension
on the.totals of the several items may be safely regard-
ed as not important.

.There is nothing in the figures to indicate any mark-
ed change fron the conditions vhich existed last year.
The revival of business so far lias been insufficient to
manifest itself in the Bank Statements. .The improve-
ment lias been rather a revival of confidence and hope
than any great accession to the volume of business.
' 1his change nust not be underestiinated, as it is an
essential ,prelimninary to the development of trade
which never expands as long as distrust and anxiety as
to the inimediate future prevail. Aithoughi the changes
from last year's course are slight, tbey are in the right
direction. In 1894 the circulation advanced in August
f rom $29,801,772 to $30,270,366, an increase of $468,-
594. This year the advance was from $29,738,115 to
$30,737,622, an iiierease of $999,507. This enlarged the
Note Issues in August last over the same inontl of
1894 by $467,256, not a large sum, but enough toin-
dicate signs of imiprovement.

IMMUNITY OF CIVIL SERVANTS.

The City Council of Ottawa is going to make another at-
tempnitu to tax the incomes of Dominion ollicials in spite of the
celebrated decision of Chancellor Spragge based upon the
distribution of powers in the British North America act ha-
tween the Dominion and the provinces. To the former is
given.by section 91l "the fixingand providing for the salaries
and allowances of civil an-] other officers of the Dominion of
Canada." The Chancellor held that no province has a right
to tax the salary of a Dominion civil servant, because if it
could do so it would bo redueing by just so imcli what the
Dominion Governmnent thoughit bis services were worth; and
what a province cannot do directly it cannot enpower a
municipality to do. Therefore a Dominion civil servant is
not liablo to municipal taxation. This reasoning was adopt-
ed in New Brunswick in the case of Coates vs. the Town of
Moncton ànd has never since been challenged.

TVIhis stock to lie subject tu no liability, and in the winding u
of a bank, to rank with other creditors pro rata, .

Provisions should be made for subscriptions in regular forai
and the issue of cortificates of shares should be in amounts c
$100 each, and transferable ilpon surrender of the certificates an
execution of transfer forms to be provided. It should also b
lawful for banks to loan upon security of this stock.

The monthly statemont to Governnent should show th
amotnt issuedland a list,-simnilar to the.list of sharelolders nov
roquired by the Bank Act-should also b sent ta the Ministe
of Filance, but net for publication.

I thiink this covers the details of the scheme, and we will nov
consider its advantages.

1. If availed of by the public, it would give the batiks an li
creased amunant of capital, as permanent as its ordinary capita
but at a lower rate of interest. And as it would realize the propor
ion of cash reserves ield against such proportion of its deposits
as iniglht be converted into this stock, it would enable thlem t
assist business enterprises more liborally, both lit aiount an
in rate of interest.

2. It would be of advantage ta the business commnutntity, as i
would increase the loaning capacity of the banks. TO illustrate
on the 81st of July last, the Canadian banks held on deposit fro
the public at initerest, the enormous sui of $114,512,523, agains
whic thera should be ield, according ta the best bankin
authorities, casi'reserves of say at least 20 par centeitier in coir
legal tender notes or oit deposit on call with redemption agents
This would aimouint in round numbers ta nearly twenty-thre
million dollara, the whole of which is practically unproductiv
and is now withdrawit from commercial tises. If the paid-u
capital stock of the batiks is taken as the limit of the propose
stock, this then would absorb $61,000,000 of the present deposits
thereby releasing over $12,000,000 whici wotld he made avail
able for business purposes of the comnunity.

3. The depositors would bc bcnefited by converting thei
money into tis stock, as a bank could aRord ta pay an increase
rate of interest. The average rate of interest paid depositor
will probably exceed 3 par cent, as aitiough sote considorabl
amoiunt only bears 3 par cent, a large percentage of saving
batik and special deposits carry 3X per cent and somae bank
even pay 4 per cent, but I ai uinder the impression their nuni
bers lire few.

Now, it ist be borne in mind titat the nominal rate dues no
represent the actual cost ta a baik, as the inproductive cas]
reserve increases the cost frot 20 per cent to 25 per cent, there
fore, a batik could botter afford to pay 4 per cent interest o
Deposit Stock than1 3 per cent ain speciail deposits as at prosen

It is quite true the preseit rate of interest is too high, but a
long as the coipetition batween batiks is se keen; and whil
the Governmîîtenît Post Oflice continues to pay 3, par cent, I se
no possibility of a reduction in the rate.

As the proposed stock carries no double liability, I think
would follow that it would be a legal investment for Trust fund
-or might omaddo suchi. This wouild prove a boon ta th
public 'as it is dillictilt at prosent to flud investnent for stc
fuids at satisfactory rates. It would thiis leave such montes i
the channiels of commerce intstead Of being withidrawn by in
vestmlent in Goverminîent or other securities.
