IT irs a latUdable, aufi nlot WhOlly dosca caria-
sity, that loves f0 trace exiÉting social cusome to
their source. Moit0civilised nation- observe c er-
tain rites and ceremornea la marriage«, thc.historyý
of which would be li loait amusing. The custoins
of cricieni oriental nations, in this particular, arc
important te be known, ini order to t he elticidating.
Of ,nany passages or Scripture:- and every intelI-ý
gent réader of fthc Bible mutt know something of.
thoe customs. -As Christianity was carried forth
among the. nations first by Jeiva, it *vas, natural
that Clhistians, for* the first genération, abould
adopf the maage customi ofte Jews. Bat af-
ter Chsistianity was adopted by many nations, and
had rcached mnasses of people, if virs naf aral that
the previous customs of those nations sbould tain-
gle with, and modif'y the .le*iih customs. The
nations, under the Roman ride, would be influenc-
ed by Roman laws nda customs. Before this, one
o! tho Roman marriage rites. was that called con-
forreatio, lui which a sacrifice was oiered and a
cake used, madle of cora. This required tZe pre-
senceo! witnesses. Another Romnan marriage rite
was called coemptio. This was a farce, in whicb
the parties married pretended t0 -purchase each
allher with a piece of coin. Thougli Christians re-
jected the Roman cusfomas, sa far as tbey embodi-
ed rites of paga worsbip, yet it miglit nlot be dif-
ficuit, to find remuants of these customs in saine
exisfiag usages; say, for instancèe, the use of the
cake and the ring.

la tihe early Grock Cbnrch, there viera tivû
principal forms of celebrating marriage; one by
presenfing the ring, and flhc other by coronation
off-hc married p air. The first was on this Wise:
The persanstoe inarried stoad at fthc door or the
chapel. Two rings, one o!gold and on of silver,
wvere placed on the table. Thre p riest made thec
s1gn of the cross thrce times on t he hoad of belth,
sad gave them Iightcd wax candales, in imitation
of thie naptialtorchés of pagans; anîd then led thcm
into the chapel, wvbere incense was burt, and a
prayer cbanted by the choir. Then the deacon
uttered a short prayer for the bride.'roomn ad
bride, that God would give thora chiîYdren, and
pence, alla barmony, and ai l rosperity ; the pco-
ple ros onding to every etition, Kurie, elceson
- Lord, have mercy. Thonex the priest fook the
rings andjgave the golden one fo the bridcgroorn,
and the silver one to thre bride, and said, "cThis
servant of God, by this tokein, espouises this hand-
gnaid of God ; il) the nome of tlhe Father, Son and
Holy Glicat, now andi for laver, Amon-" Ibhert
ferning f0 the Waone le said, "gThis handmaid*
otGod," &c. N'ext rcpeafiýng flicsigu io!filic cro
tupon their beads, hie placed the rines on, tbe
fluge-rs o!their ri-ht hand6. Then he ioscd wif h
a raver, wbich consista of saveral pcrversions of
Scrîýpture,to anake if give a warrant for sucli a
use of thering. And after tie bene diction, the
parties wcre dismissed, unlesa in case~s wherc thie
ceremony of crowang ivas added f0 this.

The early Russians, bcing; of fthc Greek Churcli,
had rites somewha't similare but in sane respect.
dîfferent. The bride was prcscnted ta the bride-
groom nt the alfar, by tue priest. Upon Wbich
she prostratcd herself, foucbîng ber hoad te bis
shoe, ini token of obedienice:; and h responded, by
throwing bis skirt over lier, in tolcen of protec-
fion. And to the other tereinonie-s fhey addled
that o! brcaking bread, as a sort o! ratification of
tlic covenant. lIn thre midaf o! songa and dances
thec pricat was . vont to approach the bridegroom,
and chant one of the Pialma of Davidand thon
takt hold of bis hiair, and tiras address bim : «Tell
me, bridegrootir, coa you bc a hiisband to flua
tender 'vonran? Wilyou nofsonrefiines chstise
ber with roda?1 Will yon neyer forsake bier when
sick or decrepîd ?" He. then solemnly plcdges
bimacif to perforin these offices of a good husband.

And Appio, an ancieirt
author, spcakina cf Egy1 îtian observations uipon
anatomy, anys, ILI t flic ypians "-found a very
siender nerve, extcndin« frem tre foutrth fin ger te
flic licart." And ire gives thua reasoi %vlry the
ancient Greeks and Romans wore ritiî-s upon tînt
finger, and besfowvcd upIon if snoh houer, te ii,
because it contai îîcd a connexion îvifh the heart.
Thus flic lise cf the ring, anthe flcweauing of if on
a partîcular finger, and the use of it in marriage,
orio'inated withi pagans.

Protestantism in that kingdom, thê advonsary obi-
ginated a selleras for catting off, at once, the
whole Protestant population of the Icingdom. The0
seheme was planned in a time of apparent tran.

tbolomew'il day> 1572, when multitudes of unsbub-
pecting and unoffending Prtestants had bean as-
sembledl in Paris, undar foe preteaces. Thre
first vicîlim was Admirai Coliny; and hi. deaîh
was the signal for 60,000 armed men to rush ta the
workcf blood.
