THE annual sununary of British contributions to
missionary societies has just been completed by
Canon Scott Robertson, of Sittingbourne, It shows
an increase in the total sum contributed. The
separate details for cach of the seventy-four societies
form a small pamphiet, but the summary of the
whole is as follows :—Church of England Foreign
Missions, £465,816 ; Joint Societies of Churchmen
and Nonconformists, £161,074 ; Englishand Welsh
Nonconformist  Societies, £304,373; Scotch and
Irish Presbyterian Societies, £170,975; Roman
Catholic Societies, £6,772. Total British contri-
butions for 1880¢, £1,108,950. This amount does
not include interest on investments, nor balances in
hand at the beginning of the year, nor any foreign
contributions.

Church Bells says—The Charge 67 the Rishop

FOREIGN MISSIONS.
CHINA.—IX.

- Tur Fur-Kien Misston,

Persecution—that touchstone of all earnest work
has, in an especial manner, followed the reception
of the gospel in the Province of Fuh-Kien, which
lics to the South of the mission stations of Che-
Kiang mentioned in our last two papers.

The converts in Fuh-Kien have been robbed,
beaten and imprisoned on various false pretexts.
Mission buildings and chapels have been pulled
down or burnt down. We who are surrounded by
all the privileges of civil and religious liberty, can
scarcely understand the sufferings of those whe are
deprived of these great blessings. Let us ksten to
one of the missionaries as he describes the dangers
and difficulties of the Christian converts under his
charge. The Rev. R. W. Stewart writes:—%“At
Keng-Kiang there has been very scvere persecu-
tion this year. The catechist, Jing-Ing-Soi (one of
our former students, and the one I like best of any
1 have had), has, poof fellow, been called to suffer
very severely for the truth. The work was being
greatly blessed, and the Christians had just built a
'beautiful chapel and catechist's “heuse, the value
altogether amounting to about $1100, and of this
they only received 8210 from foreign sources. Just
as the work scemed thriving and extending, Satan
endeavoured to interrupt it. First gf all, a’ Chris-
tian’s field at a neighbouring village, called Ngiang-
Tau, was taken from him by the heathen ;' then the
other poor Christians of the place, alogether seven
families, had their things stolen from them at ‘night

—potitoes, pea-nuts, aad other ‘produce of their

fickls.  When the thieves were caught, the heathen
would not allow them 1o be brought to the man-
darin. ‘This went on for some time, but the cnemy
was not satisfied.  Next a proclamation was put
out on the walls by the leading men of the place,
forbidding the people to give the Christians rice or
waler, or to have any communication whatever
with them.  ‘The same day our poor catechist,
ling-Ing-Soi, passing through the village, was set
upon by an ammense crowd, instigaled by these
chief men, and was terribly bheaten, and was then
dragged off, no one knew where, and shat up i
some place.  Me was suripped of his clothes,
though at the coldest season of the year ; and, had
he not been liberated next day by somc runters
of the wandarins, he probably” would havé’ died.
As it is;- he has been seriously ill ever since, and
was obliged to come up to the hospital in Foo
Chow to he healed of his wounds. His bravery
all through was something remaikable. He toid
me he nevér once felt the slightest fear, Even.
when he saw & knile in their hands, and believed'
they were going to carry out their threats and kill
him, he boldly teld them they could not kill his
soul, and that, if it was God’s will he was 1o die,
he was only too ready und refoived to go 5 and since
his liberation he has refused to have any notice
taken of his own sufferings, I went through the

village with him since the attack upen him, and

even into the miserable opium-den ‘where he had
been imprisoned.  Its wretched inmates muade o
concealment about the matter ; they all ‘kilew they
had nothing to fear ; he was only 4 Christiah, and
the mandarins did not punish them for hurting a
Christian.  The men of the seven families have had
to flee for their lives, and, though it is now some
five months ago, they have not heen ableé to return,
All their season’s erops have been put up te public
auction, and three of their cows sacrificed to the
idels in honour of the defeat of the Christians.
The poor fellows are wandering about the country,
secking shelter among their fellow-Christians, whe
indeed have behaved with great hiberality ‘towards
them, providing them with food and clothes so far
as their small means would allow.

The little house we had been using tYhere as a
chapel in wet weather, when it was difficelt to get
over to Keng-Kiang, was on that day entirely
wrecked—hoaks, furniture, everything taken out
into the street and burned. T weni into the place
myself. There is nothing Icft but the bare walls;
even the daors are gone,  So far, all our applica-
tions for redress have been of no avall; it is, in-
deed, wonderful that, with such risks betore them,
any should be willing to join the doctrine, T'here
is at Keng Kiang a congregation on Sundays of
above 100. May God in his mercy at this time
bless and comfort them in thieir sore distress |

The other place in this large district to which T

iwill now call your attention is Lanyong. We have

no chapel hére as yet, but are extremely anxious to
open une as soon as we have a suitable man o
occupy the place ; the number of Christians is, how-
ever, increasing, and six or eight of the men walk
aver every Sunday to the Achia chapel, about cight
or nine miles distant, the road between being 2
steep mountain path.  The carnestness shown by
this little body of converts is the more remarkable
seeing they have been called upon already to suffer
very severely.  T'wo of them were imprisoned by
the mandarins on an entirely falsé charge. Lvery
endcavour te obtain their liberation was tried, but
without success, till a few months ago, when at
length they were given their liberty. During their
long incarceration the mandarin admitted that thece
was in reality no charge against them; still, by,
means of heavy bribery, their eneiics. were enabled
to keep thesm still in prison. However, while there,
they did goed work for the cause of Christ.  First
of all, the jailor himself was impressed by their be-
haviour as well as.their words, and, before very
long, openly joined “the.doctrine.”  This was fol,
lowed by the conversion of one of their follow-
prisoners, and, owing to the friendship of the
jailor, they. were allowed to hold service in. the
prison every Sunday; they were also given small
positions of trust in the place, and the good té the
Church which resulted from their imprisenment
was altogether perhaps greater than; if they had
never been imprisoned., This is one of the many,
cases where e have fonnd that persecution has
been over-ruled for good, and tha firmness the con-
verts have shown this year under trial should for’
ever set at rest all doubt as to- the reality of the
work. ; One-word at any time in. demial of their
Master would have freed them from_their torment-
ors; yet mot in ope case has that.wérd been spoken;
they have preferred to. wander housgless and food-
less, or languishi in Chinese. dungeons, that they
might “obta a bettet ‘résurrection.” =~ . - .

His wonderful caution joined
with his knowledge of human nature, enabled him
1o govern most successfully for ten years 40,000
natives of South Africa, and through his infiuence
the late war was greatly deferred. His many la-
bours as a Churchman stamped himas a good
soldier of jesus.  His death, at an carly age, is
universally regretted, as an evidence of which the
Graphic, among other papers, gives in a late num-
ber, an interesting sketch of hls life, with his like-
ness. In connection with this subject, it may be
noticed, that Mr. Thomberough Shewen, resident
engineer H. & C. B. R,, was recently presented by
the company with a pocket case of Mathematical
instruments, imported from England, costing not
less than fifty dollars.  As Railway Companies
never indulge in much ceremony, this testimonial to
Mr. Shewen'’s industry and faithfulness is the more
valuable.  Qur special Advent Services are being
held.  We rejoice to be able to say, that no less
than three clergymen, converts from dissent. have
been ministering to our spiritual wants during the
summer, the Rector, who wasa P'resbyterian, Rev.
McCully a baptist, and Rev. Downing a Methodist.

M. Brook. ~The Church people of this part
of the mission of Falmouth arc at present interested
in the work of building a Church. A few years
ago 2 goad stone foundation was laid and the frame
erected, boarded in and roofed.  But unfortunately
the framing proved imperfect, and during a storm
the building was blown down. Since then nathing
has been done until this fall, when a meeting was
held for the purnose of devising ways and means
to enable them to rebuild. It was resolved that a
building be erected the size of fermer foundation—
26 % 40,—The plans of a Church suitable for that
community and designed with special attention to
their wants and mcans, were submitted by a student
at King's College. As there are several saw mills
in the place, there will be no difficulty in procuring
all required lumber at small outlay. ~ Several hun-
dred dollara have bren subscribed. (The writer
does not knoW the exact amount). ‘They intend to
put up the frame in the spring, and te have it en-
closed and ready for helding service in, if posstble,
by next fall. The Rector in clarge, Rev. Prof,

Wilson, is very energetic, and no doubt, will see

that the structure wili be a creditable one and
pushed forward to completion as soon as pessible.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.
(From our own Correspondent. )

Aviwin.—The Rev. Percy Chambers reports
progressive work in his mission. Four Sunday
Schools are i active operation, the congregations
at the services are large. An organ has beem sub-
scribed for, and probably ere this has been put
inte position. As the services here have been so
far without this effective aid, and as some of the
rising geaeration have never heard instrumental
music in the Church services, doubtless its tenes
will make the services appear more attractive than
ever.

MoxtTreAL.~-The usual monthly conference of
the cily clergy was held at Bishop's Court, on
Monday last. The subject for discussion was
Parish Visiting ; and a number of valuable sugges-
tions were made concerning the hest method of
conducting such visits. These cooferences, which
were organized a little more than a year ago, are
very profitable and interesting gatherings. The sub-
ject of the appointment of a city missionary was
discussed at some length, and arrangements were
made, which, it is hoped will secure this most de-
sirable, and at no distant date. ‘The subject for
discussion in January will he “absclution.” and it
15 ta be introduced by the Rev. Dr. Sullivan.

Christ’s Cuurc Catuepral.—The Band of
Hope is now engaged in establishing 2 coffee house
in the business part of the city, to counteract in
some measure the baneful influence of the almost
innumerabie corner saloons. T'his is a most ex-
cellent work and its promeoters are very energetic,
and theiefore, it is likely to succeed.  'The people
of Toronte propose tv raise §50.000 for a simular
work, and it is 1o be hoped that they will attain
their ebject.  The Cathedral Dand, however, ask
for one thousand, and it is to be hoped that a work,
which must commend itsclf to every one, whatever
his views upon the temperance (question, will receive
the support which it deserves.  The ladies of the
Cathedral held a sale of uscful and fancy articles
at the Natural Mistory Rootns on Wednesday and
Thursday last, and realized the sum of $80o0.” The
proceeds are to be applied te the rectory debt.

Duesuan.—The closing exercises of Dunham
Ladies' College took place on the fftecnth instant.
The Bishop of Montreal inspected the Col-
lege which opened in September fast, under new
management and a new staff of teachers. A
choice programme had been prepared for the occa-
sion, It is very creditable to the teaching staff to
be able to preduce such a pregrammic at the end of
the first term. It promises well for the future.
An institution of this kind is very much neceded in
the Kastern Townships, and it only requires cfii-
cient mamagement to make it a most successfyl
cducational work.

BERTHIER (EN HaUT).—The Parish of Berthier is
entering upon a course of active winter’s work,
under the dircction of its new Rector, the Rev. E.
McManus, who was for several years assistant
minister in the Parish and whe succeeded the late
Rector two months ago.  An effort is being made
to pay off 2 small debt upen the Church. A literary
society has been organized and a course of lectures
or social evenings will be given during the winter,
in which gentleman from Montreal and elsewhere
will take part. ‘The village of Berthier is widely
knewn for its bearding schools, which among other
good points offer special advantages for the study
of French. The young ladics' schaol is especially
popular and the list of npplicants always exceeds
the capacity ef the school.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC,

(From our own Correspondents.)

Seme of the missions of this Diecesc are of
unusual interest. [ propose, therefore, to give your
readers some account of them. The Diocese of
Quebec cxtends from the Province line at Stan-
stead to the Straits of Belleisle, some 1200 or more
miles. A large proportion of this large territory,
however, is exclusively French. From Quebec to
Anticosti, on the North Shore, there are no Pro-
testants, with the exception of a very few families
attached to the Messrs. Prices’ great lumbering
establishments up Saguenay. There are, of course,
large gatherings during the warm weeks of summer
at Murray Bay and Tadousac. Our peeple are
not neglected at these watering places.  We have
a church at Tadousac, and usually a clergyman.
When no clergyman can be obtained, a layman has
always been found to officiate with acceptance,
There is a sort of mission building at Murray Bay
proper, with a Church of England service one part
of the day ard a Presbyterian service the other. At
Cap a L'Aigle the Rev. M. M. Fothergill, and in
his absence Professor Johnson, of Montreal, sffici-
ate.  On the South Shore also, from Quebec to
Gaspe, the coast is exclusively French, with the
exception of a small mission at Riviere du Loup,
and a Scotch Presbyterian settlement at Metis, We
have a church also at the fashienable watering
place of Cacouna, which is open during the summer
season ; ir which, indeed, a daily service is main-
tained by the zeal of the Rev. C. Hamilton, as well
as very hearty and efficient Sunday services. After

passing over this blank of o0 miles on the Nonp
shore of the St. Lawrence you reach Labrador.
which extends for about 4oo miles further east.
ward to the Prevince line. Dotted over the who!c
of this 400 miles of now really sea coast are foung
Protestant settlers—now one soltiary family far
from all athers, now two near together ; and again,
miles apart, several quite considerable settlements,
This 400 miles of sea coast thus dotted over forms
our Quebec Mission of Labrador, and a most inter-
esting misgion it is. The Labrader coast is com-
poscd of two semewhat distinct parts, known amons
the fishermen on the South shore, who resort to i
every year, as the Little North and the Big North,
The Liitle North is the first hunadred miles at the
Westend.  Here are a succession of large fishing
establishments (“rooms,” they are calied) belony:-
ing to the great Jersev fishing houses, where a vast
number of men are employed in summer, but which
are closed, with anly a few care-takers, in winter,
Then comes a bruke, and the 300 miles of ceast
with permanent settlers—our mission proper. Sl
East of this, along the Straits of Belleisle, and un.
and on to the North, the Labrador coast continues,
but it belongs to Newfoundland.  Our 300 miles of
coast was utterly neglected by the Churck and alt
others until 1860, when our saintly Bishop Moun-
tain visited it—the first 'ratestant clergyman ever
seen there—accompanted by his son, the Rev. 4.
W. Mountain. and arrar.ged o send a missionary.,
The aged Bisliop. then 73, suffered much hardship
during this visit, but there was ene bright point in
it——he chanced to fall in with the Newfoundland
Church Ship, with the veteran Bishop Feild on
board, and the two Bishops had much refreshing
intercourse.  The next year Bishop Mountain semt
a missionary, and the succession has been kept up
ever since. Our custom now is to serd a YouRg
man. il possible, in priest's orders, and to Jet him
remitin there not more than 2 or 3 years. His werk
consists I travelling up and down the coast, in
summer in the Church boat. and in winter with-
kamutik, as the sledge is called, and dogs, minister-
ing to the people day by day as he reaches them.
We have also, for the last three years, maintained a
resident Church schoolmaster there, who was men-
tioned in one of vour late issucs, The presem
schoolmaster is a young gentleman of considerabile
culture, and his presence on the coast is, of course.,
a yreat help and comfort to the missionary, whose
eompanion and fellow-helper he is.  There are four
considerable settlements within our mission on the
coast, where the people form quite respectable con-
gregations, and the worship is very hearty, and
where little Sunday Schools are formed; but be-
tween these are the isolated settlers, to whom the
clergyman’s visits are paid with equal regularity.
All these people, of course. are fishermen, the coast
no where admitting of agriculture, though in the
more wesTly portiens a few potate are ' raised.
Nearly all belong to the Church, and all who do so
are, I think, witheut exception, communicants, and
in every house the voice of praver is heard dn;\' by
day. The present writer had the honour and hap-
piness of visiting the coast twice and ministering {o
the people from house to house over its whole c\-
tent.  Their simplicity, and piety, and heartiness
made a deep impression upon me. A very warni
attachment naturally springs up between these chil-
dren of Nature aud their paster, whese influcnce
ever them is, of ceurse, very great.  Many of ysur
readers in Nova Scotia have heard, no doubt, muck
about Labrador from the Rev. R. Wainwright, who
was eur missionary there for, I think, 6 or 7 years,
and where he was much beloved.  Mr. Wainwright
is as’celebrated on the coast for his daring feats of
seamanship and his wonderful success in medicine
as for his devotion and zeal as a pastor. The su,-
cevs of the Chnreh n this mission is manifest.  The
wholc face of the little society has been changed
through his labours. Al are gathered in, and the
missionary’s werk iz simply that of a pastar to feed
these sheep, who are always docile and always hun-
gry for the Bread of Life. ST

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Acrox.—In St. Alban's Church a Mission of
eight days, commencing 1st Sunday in Advent, and
conducted by Rev. C. E, Whitcombe, was held in
this Parish, with great success. We learn from the
Incumbent, Rev. H. F. Pigott, that he is deeply
gratified, and has already received evidence of its
good effect, under Gop, in deepening the spirituzl
life among members of His Flock. There were
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present upon different evenings, Revds. G. Coeke,
(Georgetown), P. L. Spencer, (Elora), A. F.‘B.cu,
(Erin), C. R. Lee, (Port Colbourne.) The Mission
as conducted was comprised of imstruction classes
on Holy Communion on every afternoon, with the
Mission Service and sermon on each evening. The
service was informal, but always gathered from
Prayer Book, interspersed with bright hymns, which
were heartily sung by the congregation. The
responses were devout and reverent: i fne, the
whole of the exercises had every evidence of true
spirituality.  The sermens—thoroughly evangelical,
free from theological polemics—were extempore, of
an hour's length, and listened to with the utmost
aitention.

UNDER THE ROQOF.

A CHRISTMAS STORY.

Translated from the German for the GUARDIAN.

“Martyr Street” led straight to the Town wall,
It was narrow, as are the oldest streets of old cities,
almost without exception, and the upper stories of
the narrew houses leaned over towards each other,
as though they wished to call across, “I will held
you, meighbour, if you should be seized with the
dizziness of old age and fall forward.”  Darkened
with smeke and dust were all these houses up te
the end of the street, where the “wall-lane” traver-
sed it like the arms of a cress.

The corner hause to the left had been formerly a
nunnery, and looked the blackest of all, for near
by there was a bakery, the black smoke of
which had for many years past been driven by
the prevailing east wind upen the building, long
since abandoned by the nuns. “The black corner”
the spot was called by the whole of “Martyr Street,”
which was, however, indebted to it for its name, for
the corner of the nunnery had been sloped off
abeve the ground stery, and there a sculptor of the
sixteenth century had placed a crucifix, roughly
carved in sandstone, which time had now worn into
ugly indistinctness.  Poor people lived in the
“black corner” ; the cheapness of the reat was the
only thing which would have induced a human be-
ing to inkabit this world-fersaken spot; to pass
through the heavy, weather-wora entrance into the
Egyptian darkness of a damp, cold, brick-paved
passage, and to ascend the precarious, worn-out
stairs, which wound upwards, like an attenuated
worm, to the attic.  The staivs, too, retained a re-
.membrance of the nunnerytime; the skylight;
which made an attempt te light it about the frst
story, threw a gleam upon apainting in the darkest
tints—a Head of the dying Christ, of suchappalling
appearance that more than one visiter of the house,
coming suddenly upon it, rising like a vision out of
the darkness, had started back in horrer and barely
escaped 2 fall.

Under the roof of the black corner there were
four inhabitable rooms, occupied by four tenants,
a seamstress, an old tailor, a typesetter in the last
stage of consumption, and the destitute widow
(blessed with four children) of a journeyman mason
who had been killed some_ years previously by 2
fall from a scaflfolding. The latter managed to
exist by sathering the refuse and scraps from the
streets and houses, in which occupation her chil-
dren helped her, when not at the poor school. The
children were the enlivening element under the
roof of the black corner. But just now nothing
was (o be heard of their merry laughter and chatter ;

they were wandering through the wintry streets of

.

the city, between the booths of the Christmas
market, before the great plate-glass windows in
Dorothy street, in the crowd of busy people passing
to and fro, endeavoring at the last moment to fiil
up what was wanting in their lists of Christmas
purchases. The children wanted te sce Christnas
brightness and beauty, and, since last year when
thoy had found ir the crowd on Christmas Eve a
lost toy-sheep, they were blessed with the silent
hope that Providence might have arranged for this
year a similar delightful surprise.

{t was Christmas for the black corner teo and
its rooms under the roof, although nething of the
brilliant life ot the city penctrated there, nothing of
the Christmas beauly or rejoicings, not even
sounds from the neighborhood, for it was bitterly
cold outside, and it was advisable to shat the win-
dows as tightly as possible. Dut the people up
there recognized in their own fashion the fact of
the festival. The sick typesctter was best off, he
Yay in bed in the dark ; he could look undisturbed
out of the window, into the star-bright winter sky.
the Christmas-tree of the poor, he could loek and
dream. e dreamed of o room full of light and
merry children, and of a2 woman who was his wife.
Yes, 1t should be so when he got well.  And surely
he would soon be well, to-day he felt so light and
easy.

The widow sat by the stove. and waited for the
children ; she had made some coffee, and on the
table were some little pieces of cake, apples and
nuts, and some new pairs of stockings.

The tailor squatted on the ground, also in the
closest vicinity of his little stove. He had his legs
crossed in good Turkish fashien, and gaily whistled
the tune

‘O thou happy,
O thou blessed
Peace-bringing Christinas tide,”

Although  he had plainly to work hard, he was
content with his Christmas ; in fact, he was proud ;
for he had to finish a whoLk coar, which was to
appear at Church on the merrow, “I'hat was some-
thing very different from the everlasting sewing up
seams, darring and putting on patches; a real
master-piece, and the needle flew up and dowa.

The seamstress’ littie room was perhaps the most
comfortable ; of course she had towork as hard as
the tailor, or rather harder ; a dress had to be fin-
ished ironing in half-an-hour, a dress with couutless
frills and folds that was te be placed among Christ-
mas presents.  The irons had been glowing unin-
terruptedly for twa hours past in the stove, and the
stove was glowing itself, so that the air was filled
with the hot vapour of scorched atoms.

The seamstress was a rather tall, neatly, but
poorly-dressed person, spare and  old-maidish.
“Faded” was wrntten upon her forehead. Rut
yonder over the little looking-glass between the
attic windows was wrilten something else. It was
worked on canvass in large letters, framed and
glazed:

““Better to suffer than to stoop.”

Strange ! Was that the motto of the jaded wo-
man who tnhabited the attic of the “black corner’?
A motto is something unusual with a poer seams-
tress, and especially one expression of such mascu-
line energy.  But she did not look as energetic, as
self-reliant as her motto.

cxhaustion, and had you looked into the mostly
downcast eyes which watched her toilseme work,
you weuld have noticed'that their expression was
atonce hard and weary. Weary 7 Ves, that was
it.  Weary ot work—of the mechanical ironing—
which yet needed such close attention; perbaps
weary of the hife which laid this yoke upon her.

she ironed on for a while, her whole attention
on her work.  The whistling stopped, a deor open-
ed, and’ there was a knock at hers.

“Come in " she said ; and for 2 moment a kind
smile came o her lips.

“Good evening, Fraulein ! said the voice of the
old tailor. “I want to keep Christmas for a quarter
of an hour ; I have just put in the second sleeve.
Thunder ! bat it's nice and warm here ! My linle
stove won’t hold out much Jonger. Can I have
your iron presently ?”

The tailor
drew one of the worn-out, canec-seated chairs close
to the stove and rubbed his hands.

The ‘Fraulein,’ as the black corner called her,
sighed, but she smiled at the samne moment, as she
looked up. “That is ali very fine, Herr Fendel,
Lut we know that it 1s Christmas, and one remem-
bers the light and the splendour and the smell of
the fir-trees, and one would like to beleng to the
happy ones.” A longing, dreaming, far-off look
came into her eyes before she took hold of another
frill and began to iron.

“SIGHT TO THE BLIND.”

Wi were present at the annual meeting of the
Directors of the Halifax Blind Asylum, on Satarday
week, and were bighly gratified by all we heard
and saw. Uefore the business began the pupils
sang several picces excellently well, accompanied on
the piano by one ef their nunther, a boy about
sixteen,

‘The Reporl of the Directors speaks well of the
work of the past year, and declares the future 1o be
most promising.  They state that twenty-three
pupils are now recetving the benefits of the listi-
tution, that four have graduated during the year,
three of whom are pursuing their voeation as teach-
ers of music in Amberst, Varmeuth and Cow Bay,
C.IL They announce that by the will of the late
W. P. West, of Halifax, $1,000 will shortly be
added to their funds, and that independent ofsthat
swm the receipts have heen §4,700.69, and the
expenditure £4,720.44.  They mention that it
was found necessary to provide better heating
apparatus, both for the comfort of the inmates
amd as a protection against fire, and that, at
an espense of $2.400. they have  introduced
hotwaler pipes all through the house, making the
temperature equable, and greatly adding to the
comiort and convenience of all.  ‘The report speaks
in warmly culogistic terms of the labours and faith-
fulness of the devoted Superintendent, Prof. C. k.
Fraser, himself totally blind, who, besides atrending
to themanifold duties of his nosition at the Asylum,
has visited forty-five of the principal towns of Nova
Scotia, lecturing on the sabject of the education of
the Blind, especally with reference to a Bill 1o be
introduced into the Legislature at its coming session,
asking to have the blind recognized as entitled to
the same privileges as those who see receive, viz.,
a {ree cducation sustained by the Government out
of the public funds.  ‘The Directors were able to
announce that I'rof. I'raser’s views lave been
wannly endorsed by crowded mectings at afl tho
places named.

The rteport of the Superimtendent  himself
was  afterwards read by the President, and

truly a valuable and able report it proved to be,
cvincing ol only care in its preparation and a
happy felicity of expression, but showing how prac-
tical are the Professer’s views and aims with regard
to thosec committed to his care. Perhaps it would
be difficult to find a more therough appreciation of
the true position which such an institution should
occupy, and a more practical and in every way

sensible understanding of the training which the
blind should underge, as well as a clearer percep-
tion of the future relation of the blind to society at
large, than the Professor gives expression to in his
most admirable repart, which is to be printed, and
which will, we hepe, be most widely circulated.

We speak of “the charitably disposed,” of
“charity to the blind,” and of “the poor blind
beggar,” and use other expressions of the kind, and
certainly i any class of our fellew-beings should
draw out our sympathy and awaken our deepest
interest, it is these most deserving and afflicted
people.  Eut Prof. Fraser has no intention of
making or keeping the blind ebjects of charity. He
aims 1o give them such useful trades and pro-
fussions as will make them sclf-reliant and self
supporting, entirely independent of and above ask-
ing for charity, able, in a word, (as several of the
graduates now are doing) to eamn their own living
and accupy uscful positicns in society. We say,
as a simple matter of Christian charity, such an
institution sheuld receive a large support, but whep
all the efforts and work are directed to raise these
“children of the night™ from a helpless condition of
utter dependence to one of self-dependence and
usetul citizens, who can fail to recognize the value
and ronsequent importance of sustaining such an
institution,

We trust the Government wiil not hesitate 1o do
fur the blind what is asked for them, viz., that
they shall enjoy cywel rights as citizens of the
Provinee, to a free education with their more highly

favored brothers and sisters.

KING'S COLLEGE.

The following paper has been handed 10 us for
publication by a zealous alumnus of King’s College.
[t comwes from one who is working faithfully to pro-
mute her advancement, and we gladiy giveit a place
in o4r columns :—

What s involved in the downfall of King's Col-
lege at Windsor?  ‘The humiliation of every gradu-
ate and alwmus of that vencrable institution of
leasning, i an_ especial manner, but also of every
member and adherent of the Anglican Church in
Nova Scotia.  How must every one who has been
personally  connected  with King's contemplate,
with the deepest pain, the prospect of the extinction
of his Alma Mater! for something which merits
gratitude must surely have been bestowed upen all
who have entered her portals, and there cannot be
any to whom the days which he passed there do
not recall pleasant memories.  How little, com-
paratively speaking, with very rare exceptions, has
any living graduate or alumnus of the Windsor
University done on her behalf ; how insignificant
are the sacrifices which any has made for ker ; how
small and poer have been the offerings towards her
support ! Once it was not so.  There was a time
when the suggestion of her decadence from want
of support would have been regarded as an insult—
her extinction as an impossibility. At one time
there was such enthusiasm for old King’s—such a
filial love for her in Lae breasts of all her sons, that
to uphold her honour and her prestize was a matter
of course ; and their love for her was proved by
their acts. ‘They gave to her maintenance, and they
gave it with a cheerful alacrity which would indeed
rejoice the hearts of her present friends if such a
good disposition existed in any marked degree at
the present day.

Let us ask if the present gencratien of alurani
docs not run the risk of being stamped for all time
as ungrateful, selfish, and narrow?  Dees it not
appear as if there was a want of appreciation of the
benetits which their Alma Mater has conferred
upon them?  Is their apparent scom for her the re-
sult of the regret which fills them for the time spent
at Windsor w the training of their minds? Do
they think that that time would have bzea more
profitably spent in the counting-house, at the Jaw-
yer's desk, or behind the counter?  Perhaps there
are some wha may be of this opinion, but they are
unworthy sons of King's. 1 their education did
not forbid the thought, one might imagine that that
degrading love of money which counts as worth
nothing everything which does not directly minister
1o money-getting is the cause of their hatred or
their indifference 1o King's. It would be almost
pardonable to imagine that the idea possessed them
that their hoards might have been greater had the
years given ta learning been spent in getting gain,
or in leaming how to acquire it, and that it 1s that
idea which is responsible for making them forget
the ebligations they are under for benefits which
no money could purchase, and which is above the
price of rubies. It there be any who are of this
mind, of them it may be said that they have no
“madness of ambition,” except avarice.

Not after this manner did they reason and act
from whom King’s derived much of her renown.
The graduates and alumai of 2 former generation
were men, some of them of distinguished mental
endowments, but all of them loyal to Windsor. And
when we speak of alumni we mean 10 include
Churchmen generally.  In no case did they plume
themselves upon their indifference to the institution
to which they owed so ‘much; nor did they. with-

hold their time, their money, or their best efforts

from her in the hour of her need.  But we of the
Present generation camnot give-to her support, jor
We are too poor, or we cannot work for her, becayse
we are too busy ; we can put forth no efforts on hey
behalf,because, concerning her welfare, weare steep-
ed in indifference.  We want
“Nothihg to mar the sober majesties
OF settled, sweet, epicurean life.”

Why trouble us te give or to solicit on her Le-
half? Lether go.

The sentiments of some in reference to any
attempt to stir them up to a proper sense of their
duty in this matter, so important as it is to every
Churchman in Nova Scolia, may thus be interpreied;
“Itis true the Church must suffer. There is no
doubt, if native clergy are 10 continue to serve at
our Church's altars, and to minister to the spititual
needs of our people, that they will be but poar sub-
stitutes for these who have preceded them; bue
ther to have them so highly educated as our clergy
have hitherto been, and n order that they may kecp
pace with the learning and intelligence of those
who minister to the spiritual needs of the people of
other Chrnstian bodies, it would be necessary for us
Churchmen to deny ourselves somewhat. ‘I'o
avert the catastrophe which threatens. the Church,
nay, which is certain to befall it, ways and means
must be devised. . But the furnishing of funds means
exertion on our part, the putting of our shoulders to
the wheel in respect to this, we acknowledge, most
necessary work,—a work, though, which after ajl,
is of no immediate profit to us, which will put no
money in our pockets, but the contrary rather.”
Should many af those whe deign to give a thought
to this subject dismiss it from them after this fash-
ion, the chances then for the success of the Endow-
ment Fund must be considered small. But the
sense of duty among Churchmen is toe high to dis-
miss it in that way.  We Anglicans dare notdo i,
for we can have no peace of mind until we resolve
to shake off the lethargy which seems to steal upon
us whenever this subject of sustaining the Windser
University is suggested.  Although many of us do
not care to bestow upon it the attention which its
importance certainly demands, yet it is, truly, a
most worthy object to e busy about, and a most
important subject to consider: for without this
College our clergy must deteriorate, and then comes
the time when the Church in the Lower Pro-
vinces will have fallen upon evil days ; when her
“priests will be made from the lowest of the peo-
ple”; when the Church will go down. May Gon,
of His infinite inercy, avert taat day! May our
sins of omission and commission not be considered
to merit such deep degradation |

What should every friend of the Church wish sor
her 2 That she should be independent and power-
ful.  And why should she not be both?  Those
who adhere to her communion, and who wait upon
her ministrations, number amongst them some of
the most wealthy, intelligent, and influential people
in the scyveral Provinces. Tt will scem surprising,
therefore, if the College shall continue to want
funds ence an appeal has been made to those classes
for aid, and when once they understaad and realize
the fact that the Provincial Grant is withdeawn,
upon which the College has hitherto so largely de-
pended for its maintenance.  But the Church will
certainly not be either independent or powerful in
Nova Scotia sheuld King's College cease to be.
Should that day ever arrive, then good-bye to the
Church in this Province. She must sink low indeed,
and so continue in her degradation until a brighter
day shall dawn for her—when in the place of
the present Royal Chartered Institution shall
arise another College devoted to the Church’s
interests in these Lower DProvinces, in respect
to the training of a learned and godly prest-
hood, and devoted also, we hope, as hitherto
has been old King's, to leading the van in
the march of all true learning, science, and
culture. We trust and pray, however, that old
King’s may never be wiped out ; that Death may
not seize upon her ; but that she may continue w0
flourish and to be a shining light in the land ; that
her influence may still be fclt for good ; that many
sons whom she shall nourish in the future may arise,
who shall call her blessed.

Let us, her Alumni—and surely we may cail all
Churchmen, as we can some dissenters, her Alumni
—resolve that it shall be so; that nothing—no
sinister influence, approach us as it may speciously
and with concealed design—shall make us swerve
from our allegiance to Mother Church, or shall in-
duce us to be false to what we owe to the present
and future generations, or false to past generations
of Alumni who sacrificed much, and to whom we
are largely indebted for any fame which the Wind-
ser University may have acquired, and te whom we
owe it that we shall hand down this seat of learning
in unimpaired efficiency ta those who are to come
after us.

Mr. Mavcock's open letter, even if it dees not
influence Methodists, will do good in impressing the
important fact upon Churchmen that modern Metho-
dism is in dircct epposition to every doctrine and
precept of John Wesley, its supposed founder.
We say its supposed founder, because, as Mr. May-
cock’s quotations prove, and as we have often
shown in these columns, John Wesley instituted a
Seciety for the increase of spinitual life within the
Clurch, while now, unhappily, it would appear as
if ro more determined opponents of the Church
are to be found than those who call themselves
after his name, but whe have departed so. widely
from khis example and express teaching.
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S far | have endeavoured to trace the sources
10 which we owe sixty-two out of the ninety-eight
Collects now under consideration. These are all
derived from the three ancient Sacramentaries of
the Western Church, to which reference has been
so frequently made in these papers: the most fruit.
ful source being the Sacramentary compiled by
Gregery the Great. The other ancient Collect to
which 1 referred in the last paper, may possibly be
of Gregorian ongin; the Collect for punty with
which the Communion office opens,—“Almighty
God, unto whom 21l hearts be open, etc.” We find
this Collect first, hawever, is a Sacramentary of the
carly English Church, drawn up by Alcuin of York,
the friend and tutor of Charlemagne. This Sacra-
mentary belongs to the close of the eighth century :
from thence it found its way into the celebrated
Aissal of Sarum, drawn up about twenty years
after the Norman Conquest.

[ have already stated that it was from the Missal
of Sarum, drawn up by St. Osmund, Bishop of
Salisbury, A. 1D, 1085, that the Reformers of our
Church in the Sixteenth Century took the ancient
Collects now in our Prayer Book. These Collects
came from the Sacramentaries of the carly Church,
through the Sarum Missal Chureh, which belongs
10 the Mediceval Church. The Sarum Missal is
thus a kind of connecting link between the older
ofiices of the Church and our present English
Trayer Book.

I have thus been brought naturally, by fellowing
the order of tirne and the continuous course of the
Church's history to the Collects which we owe to
our Reformers——which I may therefore call the
Reformation Collects.  These are thirty-one in
number ; most of them, -perhaps all of them, we
-owe ‘to the pen of Archbishop Cranmer, Of these
all but one, the CollectiforSt. Andrew’s Day, ap-
peared for the first timesin the first Prayer Book of
our Reformed Church, :published A D, 1549;
commonly called the first Prayer Boak of Edward
V1. The Collect for St. Andrew’s Day appeared
for the first time in the second Prayer Book of
Edward VI, published in A. D. 55352,

‘To our Reformers we owe seven of our Sunday
Collects ; the two first in Advent, Quinquagesima
Sundays first Sunday in Lent, first and second
Sunday after Eaater, and the Sunday after Ascen-
sion Day, though the germ of this last they found
in one of the Antiphons for Ascension Day. Suffi-
cient reasons may be given why our Reformers
discarded the Collects they found in the Sarum
Missal for the above Sundays: and the warmest
admivers of the ancient Collects must, T think, be
<onstrained to udmit that the above modern Coliects
are worthy to take their place by the side of those
gems of devotion which Have come down to us
from the early Church. The Collect for the first
Sunday in Advent is one of the noblest in our
whole Prayer Book, whilc that for the second Sun-
day in Advent supplies a great want in the cycle of
teaching through which our Collects lead us, being
a prayer for the right use of the whole Word of
God.

‘The contribution which cur Reformers made to
the Saints' Day Collects was very much larger.
Only six of the Saints' Day Collects were derived
from the older affices—Holy Innocents, St. John
the Evangelist, Conversion of St. Paul, Purification
and Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin, St. Michael
and All AnEe]s; and the three first of these were
considerably modified by Dishop Cosin at the
Restoration.  No Jess than fourteen of the Saints’
Day Collects were made new at the time of the
Reformation.  The gangrene of the invocation of
Saints, as Dean Goulburn has remarked, and of
cornfidence in their Prayers and merits, had, as was
to be expected, eaten much deeper into these than
into the Sunday Collects. To our Reformers we
owe the Collects for St. Andrew’s Day, St. Thomas,
St. Matthias, St. Mark, St. Philip and St. James,
St. Barnabas, St. John Baptist, St. Peter, St. James,
the brother of St John, St. Bartholomew, St. Mat-
thew, St. Luke, St. Simon and St Jude, and the
Collect for All Saints’ Day.  The last Collect acts
3s a sort of key-stone, holding together the whole
group of the Saints' Day Collects; it sketches
briefly, but very exhaustively, the whole doctrine of
the regard in which the saints depa.rtcd"are’-té be

held according to the teaching of our Reformed
Church. - :

Besides ‘the above seven Sunday Collects and
fourtecen Saints’ Day Collects, we owe to our Re-
formers the Collects for Christmas Day, the Circum-
cision of eur Lord, Ash-Wednesday, Good Friday
(No. 3}, the third, fourth and sixth of the fnal
Collects in our Communion Office, the Collects in
the Communion of the Sick, the Confirmation Office,
and the Burial of the Dead. This last Collect—~
that in our Burial Office—Dean Goulbum regards
as one of the most perfect specimens of Collects
contained in our Prayer Book. Al the constituent
parts of a Collect are to be found init. (1.0 The
Invocation: “O Merciful Gob, the Father of our
Lord Jesus.” (2.) The doctrine, or fact, which
is made the basis of the petition: “Who is the
Resurrection and the Life; in Whom whoesoever
belicveth shall live, though he die ; and whosoever
liveth and believeth in Him shall not die eternally ;
who also hath taught by His holy Apostle St. Paul
not to be sorry, as men without hope, tor themn
that sleep in him” (3.} The petition: “\We
meekly beseech Thee, G Father, to raise us from
the death of sin unto the life of righteousness.” (.4.)
The aspiration, which is the wing, as it were, to the
petition : “That when we shall depart this life we
may rest in Him,” ete.  (5.) The pleading of the
Mediator’s work in our behalf: “Grant this, we be-
seech Thee, O Merciful Father, through Jesus
Christ, our Mediator and Redeemer.”

In Archbishop Cranmer's Collect for Christmas
Day I would calt special attention to the distinction
in it between segencration as a thing past and com-
pleted, and reneival as a thing present and daily to
be progressing—*“Cirant that we, being regenerate
and made Thy children by adoption and grace, may
daily be renewed by Thy Holy Spirit.”’ It behoves
all English Churchmen who would be loyal to the
principles of the English Rcformation to note this
marked distinction between regeneration and re-
newal ; it behoves them not to confound the work
of the Holy Ghost in the passive human soul
with the work of the Holy Ghost i the intelligent
human will, if they would understand aright that
office for Infant Baptism, which we owe mainly to
the same pen to which we owe our Christmas Day
Collect.

Ore more short paper on the work of our Re-
visers after the Savoy Conference, with a general
summary of the subject treated of in these papers,
will close this series.

THE REVISED VERSION OF THE NEW
TESTAMENT,

A Paper read by the Rev. D. Sxuts at a Rural
Deanery Meeting, held at Cow Bay, on S,

Luke's Day, 1581.

{Continued.)

I now come to the more particular examination
of St. Jahn's Goespel and the First Epistic to
Timothy.

A. The number of alterations in St. John's
Gospel is, at first sight, rather startling, being, as
has been said, about seventeen hundred and twenty.
But when we analyze them, we find that by far the
greater number do not materially, if at all, affect
the sense of the passages in which they are found.
More than a seventh of the whole number are more
correct renderings of the GreekVerl. In the Epistles
such changes are often important in their bearing
upon doctrine. But in the Gospels, and especially
in the narrative parts, most of them will scarcely be
noticed by the ordinary reader. About ninety,
again, are aitered rendenngs of the inferential par-
ticle “oizu,” generally the substitution of “therefore,”
and sometimes of “so” for “then.” In addition to
thesc alterations, there are passages in which “own"
has been expunged from the text, and othets in
which it has been inserted. The list of changes is
swollen again, by the endeavour to preserve, as
far as possible, the same English equivalent for the
same Greek word. There are, too, many such
changes as “the Father” for “my Father,” such
changes being sometimes made for textual, and
sometimes for grammatical reasons; and many
changes of proper names, as “Isaiah” for “Esaias,”
“Simon, son of John,” for “Simon, son of Jonas,”
and “Judas, the son of Simon Iscarict,” “for Judas
Iscariat, the son of Simon.” A very large propor-
tion of the alterations belong to one or other of
these classes, and while generally representing the
original more faithfully, they do not materially alter
the sense,

The omission of part of the third and the fourth
verse of the fifth chapter, and the marking as
doubtful of chapter vii. 53—viii. 11, have already
been noticed.

Of the numerous changes and alterations I choose
a few fer special mention. In chap. iii. 36, the
Revised Version reads: “He that believeth on the
Sonm hath eternal life ; but he that obeyeth not the
Son shall not see- life ; the Authorized Version

having “believeth net” in beth clauses, which is
also the marginal reading of the R. V. The word
“apeithon” might mean cither “believeth not” or
“obeyeth not” ; and the two principal Versions have
translated it differently. ‘The Rewisers’in preferring
“obeyeth not"" have understood our Lord to teach
that ebedience, as well as faith, is necessary to
eternal life.  Muach may be said in favour of bath
rendenngs of “ereunate las graphas” in chap. v.
39- The word, so far as the ferm and the accentua-
tion go, may be cither indicative or imperative, and
the question must be decided by- the context.  In
view ef the fact that nearly all the (Greck Fathers
have interpreted it as imperative (the most notable
exception being Cyril, of Alexandria), it scems to
me that the old rendering, “Search the Seriptures,”
should have been retained, and the indicative given
as the alternntive rendering in the margin.  Many
of us will regret the substitution of “‘we" for “]" in
chap, ix. 4. “Ie must work the works of Him
that sent me, while it is day.” So far as 1 am able
to judge the external testimony is far frem decisive,
while the internal evidence seems in favour of the
old reading. The new reading ohscures the refer-
ence to the work immediately before our Blessed
Lord, and to HNis approaching death, But there
can, I think, be no question as ta the great gain in
chap. x. 14, 15—l am the good shepherd, and
know mine own, and mine own know e, even as
the Father knoweth me, ard I know the Father."”
‘The Good Shepherd's knowledge of His sheep, and
their knowledge of Him, is of the same intimate
kind with the mutual knowledge of ti.e Father and
the Son. In the next versc the word “flock” is
nghtly substituted for “fold” in the last clause,
“Other sheep I have which arc "net of this fold
{aules); them also I must bring, and they shall
hear my voice; and they shall become one flock
(peimne), one shepherd.”  While all Christ's peo-
ple are spiritually one flock, there is no promise
that they shall be gathered into one external fold
upon carth. .Another improvement is in chap. xiii.
1o—"He that is bathed (ke /lowmenos) needeth
not save to wash (uips-asthai) his feet ;” where the
Authorized Version is wrong in not distinguishing
between ‘'/wno” and “nipts,” the former always
meaning 1o wash or bathe the whole of the body,
the latter to wash a part.  And the teaching of our
Lord is made much clearer, that he whoe is in a state
of justification and forgiveness needs to be cleansed
only from the daily pollutions which he gathers as
he moves through this sinful world. 'The adoption
of the dative singular *40" in place of the accusa-
tive plural “4ows” in chap. xvii. 11, 12, makes a
very great difference in the sense.

The alteration is an important one. The Father
hath given to the Son His own name, His Coven-
ant name, Jehovah, and the Son prays that His
disciples may be kept in this, in the truth and con-
fession of this name, The substitution of “tend”
ier “feed” in chap. xxi. 16, does not seem to me
to bring out the fulness of meaning contained in the
original. “Joske' in the 15th and 19th verses, is
simply “feed" ; but “poimaine” invelves much more,
“the whole office of a shepherd, the entire leading,
guiding, guarding, folding of the sheep, as well a5
the finding of nourishment for them” (I'rench. New
Test : Synonyms) ; and this the word “tend” fails
to express, It is much to be regretted that the
resources »f our language did not enable the
Revisers to express the beantiful distinction be-
tween the “ayapas” of Christ and tie “phils" of
St. Peter in the same passage, and that they could
do no more than say in the margin, “Love in these
places represents two different Greck words.” And,
perhaps, there was no one word which could well
represent “prodatia,’” the choicest, the most loved
of the flock,” which is the best supported reading
in verse 17th, “probata’ being not improbably
repeated from the former verse.

Besides changes, such as I have noticed, there
are many lesser omes, for which, I musi confess,
that T fail to see the necessity, or how to reconcile
them with the Reviser’s first rule, “to introduce as
few changes as possible, consistently with faith-

afraid both the Doctor (Coke) and you differ from
me. 1 study to be little ; you study to be great; 1
creep ; you strut along; 1 found a school ; you a
college | nay, and call it alter your own names.
Oh, beware! 1o not seek to be something | Let
me be nothing, and ‘Christ be all and in all!
One instance of this your greatness has given me
great concern. How can you, how dare you suffer
yoursclf to be calied Bishop? 1 shudder, 1 start at
the very thought! Men may call :ne a knave, ora
foo, a rascal, a scoundre], I am content ; but they
shall never, by my censent, call me Bishap / For
my sake, for Gow's sake, for Christ's sake, put a
full end to this! Let the Iretbyterians do what
they please, but let the Methodists know their
calling better.” —(Wesley's iForks, vol. i, p. 188).

In his 39th scrmon he says, “I wish all of you
who are vulgarly termed Methodists would serious-
ly consider what has been said, and particularly
you whom Gob hath commissioned te call sinners
to repentance. It does by no means follow from
hence that ye are commissiened to bapuize or to ad-
minister the Lord's Supper.  Ye never dreamed of
this for ten or twenly years afier ye began w0 preach.
Ye did not then, like Korah, Dathan, and Abiram,
‘seek the priesthood also.’ Ye know 'ne man
taketh this honour unto himself but he that is called
of Gop, as was Aaron’ O contain yourselves
within your own Lounds I”  Mr. Wesley says in
his Journal : “We belicve (here is and always was
in every Christian Church an outward priesthood
ordained by Jesus Christ,an outward sacrif cg offer-
ed therein by men authorized o act as abassadors
for Christ and slewards of the mysteries 'of Gop.”
And again: *“We believe that the threefold order
of ministers is not only authonzed by the Apostolic
Institution, but also by the Written Word.” Again
and again he besought his followers to continue ia
the unity of the Church, as may be scen in his

Works, vol. vii., pp. 236, 293, 208 ; iv., pp. dso,
727, One passage must suffice: “I never had
any design of separating fram the Church. 1 have
no such design now. 1 do not believe the Metho-
dists in general design it when 1 am no more seen.
I do ard will do all that js in my power to prevent
such an cvent. Nevertheless, in spite of all that 3
can do, many ofthem will separate from it, although
1 am apt 10 think not onc-half, perhaps not a third
of them.  These will be so bold and injudicious as
to form a separate party, which consequently will
dwindle away into a dry, dull, separate panty. In
flat opposition to these, I declare once more that I

Shelbyville, Dec. 16.—CGireat  excite-

the names of partics dealing in futures
by telegraphic orders.  Efforts will e
wade for a writ of habeas corpus from
the Federal Court for his release.

Viemna, Dee. ty.—"The official repert
of the Board of Works on the Ring
theatre disaster says the ehief engineer
asked twe policemen at the main en-
trance whether there was anybody with-
in, and received a reply that the whole
audierce had left safely. This statement
was apparently confirmed by the fact
that 1o persons werc seen at the entrances
of the bulding. The men of the fire
brigade subsequemtly entered the gal-
teries, but the Lir was suffocating, and it
was impessible Lo penetrate the passages,
as the torches went out for wamt of
oxygen, and the firemen were unable to
breathe.  The report expresses the con-
viction that the audience died speedily
from suffecation.
