Mr, W. Hurley removed the bar-
rel, but was pelied fortunate y without injury. The
mob remained after this outrage opposite Mr. Eng-
lnpd’s bouse, till Mr. M'Carthy, S. L., arrived from
Bapshka with A strong force of police, and removed
them, but nos till they bad to charge with fixed bay-
onete. The mob resumed the same conduct on
Wednesday and Thaoraday pights, and the streets
werz only cleared by ctsrges of the police, who
were received with volleys of slon*e or their appear-
snce, several of them teing struck., Some of the
risters bave been arrested. OUa Friday night, anti-
cipating a renewsl of the disgracsful condace of the
previous night, Jobn Massy, Esq., J. P.,"Kingswell,
directed the houses in the town to be closed at geven
o'clock : acd bis order was, exceps in a few instaaces,
complied witb. The mob again sssembled, lighted &
tar barcel opposite Mr. Cotter’s house, and com-
menced again bresking windows. Toe police from
the out-etations, numbering .about eighty, chirged
the mob with fized bayonels. Eeveral of the police
were knocked down , aod Mr. Massy,J.P, thought
it necespary to read the Riot Act. The police then
made a second charge and succeeded ju clearing the
ptreets. Several of the police again recsived in-
juries from stones snd ‘missiles. The Rev TFather

greasing favorably, Edward Lynch, 58 Wellington
street, exhibited all the symptoms of Asiatic cholers,
nnd was removed to Green street. It appesred that
this man had only returned from Liverpool when he
wag attacked. He continues in a very prostrate
state. Michael Byrne and George Brown were con-
veyed to the bospital in Green street, from the Night
Asylum, Bow street, suffering acutely from cholera.
All that skill and care could do for them wasg done.

We regret to say that five new cases of cholers,
all occurring amongst the poorer classes, and in the
same district, embracing the neighborhoods of Cooke
street, Winetavern street and Bridge sireet, were
reported on Tuesday. One death only has taken
place. The other patients are under treatment in
hospital.

Threa deaths from cholera oceurred on Wednesday
in Dubliz, and three new cages are reported. Two
persons, whils travelling on the Great Southern and
Western Railway on Tuesday, were suddenly seized
with the cholera. They were taken out of the train

at Athy station, where they died in the eveping. —

rian idez there is, or should be a regular gradation

several congregations are united together into
one visible, organic whole. The Congregatioa-
glists, on the é.ontrary, as the children of the
English Independents, asserted that every se-
parate Congregation was in ttselt a Church,
whole and' complete, subject to no higber juris-
diction than that of its own members. Hence
their name of Congregationalists, to distinguish
them from their brother Calvinists, the Presby-
terians ; and though for the most part, the intel-
lectual members of the Protestant world in the
Northern States have passed from Calvinism, to
Pelagiamsm ; thence by an easy trapsition to
Arianism, Unitarianism, Universalism, and Lord
knows how many other zsms, culmmating 1o
Theodore Parkerism, they have still retained the
peculiar form of Church organisation from whence
they took their name, based upon the idea that
every particular Congregation 1s a complete
Church in 1tself.

Now just as Aoglicanism was a logical ap-
plication of the Protestant disintegrating the-
ory, that every nation or pelitical commumty
conslitutes a Church by itself ; just as the first
Protestants proposed to themselves to break up
the Ope Cataolic Church, which embraced all
pations, all peoples, all languages, into a number
of distinct independent natiopal churches—the
Church of England to wit, and the Chburch of
Scotland ; just as following up the same idea,
the English Protestants of the seventeenth ceo-
tury proceeded !¢ break up the National Clurch
into a lot of distinct independent Congregational
Churches, each an entire and perfect Chureh in -
self—so, to-day, do the people of the United
States applying the same priuciples, aud carry-
ing them out a little further towards their logical
terminus, propose to break up the several Con-
gregational churches, into a number of separate,
distinct acd ndependent Indisidual Churches, in
which every mndividual shall be a Coureh whole
and complete in himself: shall be bis own minis-
ter, teacher, or pastor, bis own congregation or
bearer. T is the ultimate and logical deve-
lopment of the principle of private judgment, and
of the disintegrating process which commenced
with the great apostacy of the sixteeuth century,
by breaking up the Oae Catholic Church into a
lot of independemt National Churches, Now we
bave got down to rdividual churches, in whieh
every man, exercising to the full, s night of
private judgment, is Ins own teacher, bis own
hearer, &e., and acknowledses no authority i
any other ecclesiastical tribuval on earth,

Of course in this last phase of Protestantism,
there is no ueed for wmwisters, ¢r salaried
preachers; no place for meeting-houses or pul-
pits, for these imply the Congregational phase—
which, to-day is rejected even as the Natiooal,
and Catholic theories of the Church bad pre-
viously been rejected. The first or Natiooal
Churches threw ofl the restraints of Pope and
General Councils, proclaimed their autonomy,
and became a law unto themseives. So, in fro-
cess of time, the Congregational churches threw
off the shackles of Nationalism, the yoke of Bi-
shops, Dioceses, Synods, Presbyteries and Gen-
eral Assemblies; each congregation set up on its
own hook, and proclaimed its own autonomy or self
sufficiency. And now, in the fullaess of time, the
ndinidual Protestant carries out the process to
its ultimate stage. He throws off the yoke or
restramnts of tbe minmister or church session : he
proclauns his own autonomy, and self sufficiency,
and asserts his natural and inahenable right, ac-
cording to Protestant principles, to do all his
owa religious thioking, and i all religions mat-
ters, to be a law unto himself. 'Fbis process,
then, 1ndicates not a # Declise of Religion,” but
simply an ¢ Increase of Protestantism,” and the
logical development of the prisciples of the Re-
formation.

Nor do we see why in the Protestant world,
this should cause any trouble or consternation.
True: at first, 1t may work badly for the mims-
ters, whom it will throw out of employment, just
as the introduction of macbhinery threw pumbers
of hand-weavers out of employment, and caused
much partial suffering for a season. But so it is
with all great social changes ; nor bave (be dis-
carded or “locked-out” mumsters any right to
complain, for as they did unto others, so only is
it being done uato them. They, if they will hut
consult history, threw for a scason the national
bishops of the Anglican Cburck out of employ-
ment, just as the latter had previously at

tempt to. throw the Pope out of employ-
meant, bz--rgjectmg the office of the Papacy.—
Now if they will but summon up a little-modesty,
and look matters fairly and impartially o the
face, they will see that their hearers 'really
stand -as little .10 need . of their services, as do
Congregationalist mitisters of those ot Bisnop or
of Pope ; that if the services ot the latter can be

'be found io anotber colums.

dispensed with, so-‘alio can the services' of ti_le
Protestaot minister, of the preacher and ex-
pounder of Scripture, 1n -2 communpity y.zhmh as-.
serts, as_ one .of its fundamental principles, that
the Serniptuces alone, without note or.comment,
are sufficient to salvation, and intelligible to the
dullest inteliect, so that even the wayfariog mag
tkough a fool, shall tot err therewn ; are of them-
selves nmply sufficient to make all men wise unto
salvation, and therefore need no commenting
upon, or expoundmg ! ‘ .
We have always, all the days of our lLfe,
looked upon a Protestant minister as an anomaly,
as an excrescence upon the Protestant system, as
a moral monstrosity, as a living abaegation of, or
protest agamst the fundamental principle of Pro
testantism—that is to say, the all sufficiency and
facile intelligihiity of the Scriptures, and the
right of private judgment. Never could we
bring ourselves to see why Protestants should go
to church at all ; least of all could we ever uo-
derstapd how the man, who professed hmself
fully competent to find the way to heaven without
a gwide, who denied that God had appomted such
a gude, and who insisted that every man was not
only able, and free, but bound to find the road
for himself—should, in glarteg discrepancy with
these principles, deliberately, in the very warmest
of weather, and when the temperature was most
provocative to slumber, doom himself aud others
to sit for long weary hours, listening to the dreary
outpourings of a fellow mortal, no better in-
steucted thag himself on the matter uader dis-
cussion, as it he were an oracle, as if he had some
night to set imself up as a teacher, and a spiri-
tual gaide to others. The only plausible expla-
nation of this phenomenon of stolid patience on
the one hand, and of impertinent presumption on
the other, that ever suggested itself to our intel-
ligence was this: That these Sabbath Day ex-
ercises, this voluntary renunciation of the bright
sun, of the balmy ai, of the sweet sioging of the
birds, and the murmuring brooks, for the some
what frouzy atmospere of the meeting-house, apd
tbe sleep provoking bumming of the minmster,
who from his bad eminence seemed to take cruel
aote of all somniferous tendencies on the part of
the much enduring congregation, was part of a
penitential system, which 1n spite of its protest
agaiost Popery, and in obedience to an instinct
mn the beart of man, the Protestant Church had
still retamneds We knew that all religions en-
joined austerities upou their devotees: we had
teard of the dreadful self-nflicted tortures of the
idolators of India, and the servants of Jugger-
nauth: and we thought that these Sabbath Day
exercises, that these awful preaclings, which pro-
voked the appetite for that slumber which the
laws of the meeting-nouse denied to the tantalised
sufferer, were part and parcel of a similar system.
By a pleasant fiction, we knew that these ¢ exer-
cises,” were styled ¢ worship ;” and we supposed
that, as the wretch over whose mangled carcase

the car of the hideous Indian 1dol slowly passes,
deems his self immolation worship : that as the

gashed themselves with keifes in honor of their
foul God, deemed their self-inflicted wmutilations
and lacerations worship : so also, and 10 equal
good taith, though in equal ignorance, did our
good sedate Protestants whilst undergoing the
penance of their hebdomadal acts of mortification,
deem themselves to be worshipping their God.
1t was in our eyes a great and grievous penance,
hardly to be boroe by Hesh acd blood.

Tlns 1s what the Protestants of New England
are discarding ; and who zhall say that in so do-
ing they are not acting Protestantly and most con-
sistently ?  Broken up into Individual Churches,
each such Courch, as Sabbatn comes round, wili
be able to do for himself all his owa rehigious ex-
ercises ; be will be able to cowmuoe with his
own heart, to heaken to Ins own thoughts ; and
if these be pot enough, he will still have the same
Bible, as he had whilst he was only a fraction of
a Church. Now this Bible 18 either enough of
itself, or 1t 1s not enough.  If the first, then 1s
there no need of preachers, Gospel expounders,
or mnisters 5 if not enough, then Protestantism
1tself must be a snare and a delusion,

What 13 the -good of ministers? this is the
question that Protestants should ask themselves,
And if to that question the answer 18, as 1t must
be, that ministers are no good ; that they can do
nothing that every individual Protestant is ot
fully competent to do for himself ; that as
teachers and Gospel exnounders they are unperti-
nent pretenders, since God, if teachers were
necessary, would have appointed them Himself ;
that they are unnecessary, since the Scriptures
are so clear that the most illiterate can unoder-
stand them, or notes and comments explanatory
of the text would be necessary ; if this be the
answer to the question, 1t follows necessarily that
Protestants will no longer be so silly as to pay
large sums annually to men of whose services they
have no need, and who, in fact, are incapable of
rendering any services whatsoever.

The illegal seleciion of e
jury before seferred to, sogether with the slovenly
neglect of personally risitng Burrows’ touse by
the jury snd judicis! ofizers charged with the zonduct
of the case, lends the entirs preceedings, we say, an
air of illegality apars from anything elge.

Buat these causes of dissatisfaction are trifing =
compared with others which lnvolve no illegalitice,
but at the same :ime betray a series of ' peculiar
circomstances,’ so strong taken togeiher thas the
public have tound no dificnlty in erriviog sy ite
pregent conclusion, tha: the inquest ¢n Prior wag
imperfect if not a failure.

Burrows was & sergesnt ;o a Volunteer Gorps. In
hig difficalty we find that the Colonel of the corps
who resides at Lachics, bappened to be in town &ea
was elected by the coroner to act as foreman. His
late captain wag aiso sent for 1o acton the Jory.—
Others of the jury were seiected whose feelings and
influence were well koown te be in sympatby with
the accused. No council was appointed to watch
the caze on bebalf of the crown, while Burrows was
defended by the best legal tnlent of the city. The
wastof & ecrown council ia apparent at every point
in the evidence. We are aware that strictly speak-
ing the inquest of & coroner is not & trial, and coun-
sel are very often not nllowed to be present, but
where there are council on one side there ought to
te on the oiber side. And while bere it may bg
well to remark thst sdmitting Prior's culpsbility in
being at the house of Burrows at an unseasonable
hour, what was there in the evidence to justify hie
being shot 28 a robber? Tha: Prior entersd the
house wans not shown nor bad he weapons that
would denote bim 10 be there with evil iotention, or
with & purpose that would justify Burrows in ab-
ruptly usiog fresrms. These were pointe for a
crown counsel to have faully elncidated, and the
absence of such 8 counied a grave omission.

Had the coroner and jary been as anxious to have
proven the Blaying of Prior unjustifinble a8 they were
o get an excuse to justify such a verdict, the ques-
tion is asked, ** was there not smple matarial i have
done 807" Painful as an mgswer in the affirmative
may be, we are not altogether sure that justice hag
already pronounced it. Nor can the public imagine
what excuse the jury can find for the incorporating
in their verdict the words * in defence of bis lite and
property.’

Take a1l together we believe that iv order to res-
cue the inguieition of Friday trom the slur of judicial
farce which already too widely attaches to it in the
city, another tribunal possessing none of the fallacies
of its predecessors (if such can by any possibilisy be
obtained) must be forthwith semmoued, That such
will be done we are assured on iangible suthority,
and that the gervant girl, in the attempt deubtless
to visit whom Prior iost his 1ife, will be again bronght
forward and compelled to throw additional light sus-
pected to be in ber posscesion, on the subject. Such
it is boped will not either be too long delayed.—
Justice to the dead as well as the living demands
impartial sdmicist-ation of our laws at the hands
of those charged with its dispensitios, be they judges,
juries or coromers. This it bebooves society in it8
own beet interests t{o see to. It matters not t0 us
that Burrows is conoected with what Bocial convene
tronality dubs ** the opper claps,” noris he therefore
to be exonmerated from blawe. It appesre that he
should at lesatfnot bave been permitted 0 eacape
without a judicial reprimand, and i1f one cocrt has
proved itseit incompetent 1o 4o ;uastice let us in the

and of the Imperial guarantee of the sum required by
the Intercolonial Railway. This guarantes nas been
promised successively by Lord Grey in 1851, by the
Duke of Newcastle in hia despatch of the 12th of
Apri!, 1662; and by Mr. Cardwell, in & despatch of
the 17ch of Jane, 1865; but it was made dependent
on the aseeny of the Provinces to the Qonfedernuog,
which Nova Scotia and New Braoswick had unsil
now withbeld, and also on jurther evidence that the
sum £3 000,000 originally gipulated for should
suffice for the purpose. All the Provinces have now
agreed to the Coufederation, and it is said to huve
been conceded thal & contiogent fuurin mlavn suutl,
if found necessary, be furtker guaranteed. Canada,
however, baving constructed 120 miles of rm_lwgy
from Qaebec to Trois Pistoles, and Nova Scotia 60
miles from Halifax to Troro, there remain but 360
miles to construct, and 8t the official estimate of
£7,000 per mile, probably the £3,000,000 will suffica,
Tbe Halifsx and Truro line has cest under £5,000,-
000 or about £8,000 per mile. The primary guar-
anteo ia 1o be given by the Previncial Legislatares
ip the following proportions 1 five-twelfths by Os-
nads, three and 8 half tweifths 0y New B;unswxc.k:,
and.the same proportion by Nova Scotia.
