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HISTORICAL NOTE.
The basic princi ples of Osteopathy

were first-.announced by Dr. Andrew T. .
Still' a physician of the old school, about
the year 1874, and it is therefore a quarter
of acenturv old. - The discoverv was the
result of observation of the repeated and
persistent failures of drugs in the cure of
certain diseases of the human body.

After considerable experiment and re-
search, he came to the conclusion that a
large number of diseases were caused
primarily by dislocations of the various
parts of the bony structure of the body.
He demonstrated by actual operations
that these dislocations directly, or by
producing a wrong aligniment of the mus-
cular attachments, caused obstruction to
the flow of blood and lymph, or made a
pressure on the nerves, resulting finally
in lack or excess of nutrition, and de-
rangement or total loss of function. I-is
theory was that if the pressure on the
nerves and blood vessels could be re-
moved by restoring each part of the body
to its original and normal condition that
nature would resume its operation, and
lie proved the correctness of his reason-
ing by performing many wvon1derful cures
of diseases pronounced incurable by the
medical profession. The greatest succes
of his treatment -was in the reduction of
misplacements and dislocations, such as
so-called hip disease, curvature of the

e? 'spine,. etc., and from this fact the nane
eOsteopathy was adopted.

For a number of years after the an-
nouncement of his theory he encountered
great opposition ; but as the time passed,
and the results of the work became more
widely known, this opposition abated in
a measure, and the science was accepted
by the people, and there is no form of
treatmient that has ever been discovered
and presented to the public that has made
as manv friends as that of the science of
Osteopathy. And the reason for this is,
that it is based on plain common sense
and redeems its promises.

In course of time a school was estab-
lished for the education of practitioners,
froin whieh a number graduated and
made locations in different parts of the
country, and by this the knowledge of
the science was enlarged. although there
are thousands of people still who know
nothing of it.

Within the last two years laws have
been enacted legalizing its practice in
eight states, and it is merely a question
of a short tiine before it will be so recog-
nized in every state in the Union. In
(ne or two legislatures the bills in its
favor were passed by unanirnous vote of
the bodies, and in others the vote was
practically unaninous, as the only votes
against it were cast by doctors of medi-
cine holding seats in the house or senate.

True it is that
Osteopathy has Therapeutical knowledge
absolutely its own, nevertheless the basic
principles are the same wherever cures
are performed. Medical men for cen-
turies past have been striving to discover
the exact cause of discase to apply specific
treatment. They have sigiially failed in
many of their atteimipts, although in
others success has been achieved.

At this stage Osteopathy steps into the
field of medical science and occupies the
field of its chaotic and unreliable factor-
drugs-with the determination to im-
prove upon past methods.

This is done with fuli confidence be-
cause it offers to the world a conplete
science to take the place of eipirical
practice. Giviiig drugs for various huiman
ailments lias been the great stuibling
block of the past. Physicians have long
attempted to alleviate and cure disease
by drugs until they have become dis-
eusted with the uncertainty accompany-
ng such procedure. The Osteopath takes

advantage of this fact and by his research
i nature's laws lias discovered that the
body is a complete nechanism and con-
tains within its tissues and forces such
reinedies as are essential to the cure ofdisease. He finds that it is not external
agencies which are reqired by the body,other than substantial .ood, to prevent,
alleviate and cure disorýiers ; but that-thebody inechanism demtands mechanical
liberation of its pent-up forces and fiuids-that when the celimical and dynamicforces of the body are complete thenhealth ensues, arid that disease impliesphysiological and psychological disturb-ances, dependent upon anatomical dis-orders. When the anatomical is correctthe physiological potentates is an Osteo-pathic maxim. Thus it is very apparentthat Osteopathic science is characterized
by keeping the body tissues mechanicallv
coiTect.

There is nothing mystical in the least
about practical Osteopathic. procedure.
It means, first, the application of the
mechanical principle concerned in each
and every case, and, second, the care of
the body hygienically. Naturally pre-
ceding the therapuesis there arises the
eleotogy of disease.

The Cause of Disease.

In all spedific treatment the cure of the
affection depends directly upon.the cause.
Hence, the cause of the disease f rom the
Osteopathic point of view is any force
that would cause derangement of the
tissues to such an extent that the patholo-
gical or perverted physiological action
arises. In other words, such mechanical
violence as follows the various strains,
slips, falls, bruises, etc., to which- ail are
daily subjected and which results in func-
tional or organic changes.

Any fall or strain miglit occasion dis-
placement of a bone, muscle, ligament,
cartilage, etc., to such an extent that
pressure or irritation is brought to bear
upon nerve fibres, blood vessels, lynph-
atics, etc., and local or remote disorder
is the effect.

The Cure of Disease.

The Osteopath, with infinite labor and
patience, properly adjusts the .bones,
normalizes and puts the misfit muscles
into their traces, reduces false pressures,
stimulates, relaxes, or inhibits the mighty
net-work of nerves that control the func-
tions of every organ in the body. Bie
frees the forces and currents. Nerve
centres are manipulated by manual press-
uire, so that by stimulating or desensitiz-
ing the Osteopath controls and regulates
the action of the heart, stomach, bowels,
liver, pancreas, kidneys and diaphragan
and other functions. By pressure on the
vasometer centre which controls the
c.alibre of the arteries, he reduces the
temperature of fevers several degrees in
,Is many minutes.

True it is that often nature is very kind'
to us,. and vis medicatrix nature is able
to meet the demand. Many times, how-
ever, nature is unable to cope with the
disturbance, and the finely constructed
and sensitive mechanism suffers the con--,
sequenfes. 1low utterlyTidiculous, then,
for the physician to prescribe an external
agent with the hopë of eliminating or
relieving some symptom or morbid con-
ditio.depenlntupon the dernge et4
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certainly, it is much more sensible to
trace the course of the disease back to the
first cause and correct the etiological
factor.

The Osteopathic school prides itself
upon the fact that its reputation bas been
made purely upon merit, due to the cure
of numerous cases wbich old school prac-

'titioners had given up as incurable. This
faCt is a most noteworthy one, for, if
Osteopathy can handle successfully many
so-called incurable diseases, it certainly
will be able to treat with greater success
affections of less seriousness.

Women's Diseases.
Special attention is called to the treat-

ment which Osteopathy offers for the
relief of genito-urinal diseases for both
sexes. Nowhere has this method shown
its superiority over others more decidedly
than in the large class of ailments which
affliet women alone. It is here that posi-
tive benefits are promptly shown. Grati-
fying results are accomplished in a short
time with the minimum of annoyance
and suffering, For many years women
have been trying to find relief for the
hundred and one ills to which their deli-
cate organisms are subjected, by means

-of the frequent use of the surgeon's knife
or by means of the repulsive methods of
local medication. Both methods are
found unnecessary by. the Osteopathic
physician in the great majority of cases;
for he has discovered that either dis-
placement of pelvic bones, contraction of
pelvic muscles, or derangement of the
nervous system through pressure or mal-
nutrition are the cause of the annoying
conditions. Such , conditions may be
painful and profuse menstruation, ovarian
trouble, tender hip bones, backache, dis-
placed or prolapsed uterus, leucorrhœa,
etc. In obstetrical cases Osteopathy
claims to reduce the hours of labor from
the regular physician's average of twelve
hours to the Osteopathic average of three
hours.

This hitherto dreaded function of mno-
therhood has been relieved of its pfItj
acquired through customs of civilization,
and restored to painless nature.

_Diseases of the Nervous System.
'The Osteopath is not confined to treat-

ing a certain class of diseases onlv, but
tréats with success all classes of. diseases.
Y1Cnowing asJhe does that the humai body
is .acomplete mechanism and that nature
handowed the body with all remedies

necessary for the prevention, ,ahieviation
and cure of every disease, provided that
the ravages of disease have not progressed
too far. Al diseases of the spinal cord
and ailinents of the general nervous sys-
tem, such as Locomotor Ataxia, Lateral
Schlorosis, Paralysis Agitaus, Neuralgias
and Paralysis of all kinds, St. Vitus dance,
Neurasthenia, Nervous Prostration, Hy-
steria, Epilepsy, Insanity,- Melancholia,
Sciatica, etc., have often responded to
Osteopathy even after being pronounced
hopeless by medical physicians of re-
nown.

Diseases of the Functional Organs.
Diseases of the Eye, Ear, Lungs, Heart,

Stomach, Kidneys, Liver, Spleen, Intes-
tines, etc., are caused either bv structural
displacement, by circulatory disturbance,
or. by nervous derangement. These
fundamental leasions are the Osteopathic
causation of all disease, therefore render-
ing simple and accurate the selection of
the forin and direction of treatment.
We do not consider ourselves miracle
workers, or being endowed with super-
natural powers, but simply physicians,
who have the niatural and, consequently,
the more efficient mnethod of treatment.

OSTEOPATHY FOR CONVALESz
CENTS.

"Reddener of paleness, mocker at despair."
For those trying to regain a foothold

after a severe illness, any treatment
which will aid thein in their recoverv
should be welcomed with a grateful feef-
ing and a generous spirit. Recovery de-
pends as much upon the care and treat-
ment given during convalescence as it
does upon the proper treatment at the
crisis of the disease.

After the crisis is passed and there is
hope of recovery many sufferers feel like
giving u in the midst of their struggles
because they do not have the necessary
nerve force, and courage flags. If they
could have some source of beneficial
treatment upon which they could depend,
and which would at the saie time rest
and stimulate also the weary nerves,
brain and body, the treatinent, aided by
nature,would repair the damages wrought
by diseased conditions.

Most strenuous efforts are generally
made when a patient is in a critical con-
dition, &ut after the danger is passed and
the.slow and tedious process of recovery
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is before thei, so much depends upon
the nerve-force and constitution of the
patient. This is often not sufficiently
made note of. Most of these patients
should have more assistance than is gen-
erally given them.

If in any case of slow convalescence
Osteopathic treatmnent, good air and pro-
per food were substituted for the many
uncertain modes of trea.timent, and thev
were given a good, fair trial, iii ninetýv
cases out, of every hundred the results
will be wonderful.

Osteopathy can do for the patient what
ie bas not strengtlh nor skill enougli to

do far himself. Knowledge is power and
with it the Osteopath regulates bis treat-
ment.

As Osteopathy is based pureiy and
firnly on natural principles he uses no
other assistance than that whiclh nature
affords, and which no physician can well
work wi tiout--proper food and good air.
Many cases wbich are lelped by prac-
titioners of medicine are really due to
the judicious care given and not to the
medicine.

Osteopatbhy works in harmony with
nature. Pure air is a natural condition,
pure food aids nature, and Osteopathy
assists the tissues of the body to assimi-
late these elements. The proper propor-
tions of rest are needed and Osteopathy
can materially assist in obtaining it.

It has been found in many cases that
the first and most difficult step with a
patient is to get him started on the road
to recovery, after the danger of the dis-
ease is passed.

He needs assistance, and of the right
kind. Osteopathy supplies this need.
Bring the patient himself to realize the
value of proper food, good air and the
requisite amount of rest lie requires, and
the Osteopath's treatmnent will supply
the rest.

life and death is paramont, especially to
those to whom life is imost uncertain. '

Reason dominates all wise systems, and
by .it thev will alwavs survive. If
Osteopathy ean boast of natural methods
as a foundation, why not give our sick
over to its treatment and insure an easier
and more certain method of recovery
than is usually employed ?

It is often difficult to get people to
have Osteopathic treatment for their
sick, because they séem to think that the
more uerve-harassing the treatmeut is
the greater the benefit derived fron it.
Osteopathy is not nerve-harassing. It is
simple and natural. This is the reason its
power is iot realized by thosé who have
always believed iii blisters opiats, strong
heart or nerve stimulants, etc.

Treatient of the sick may be of dif-
ferent kinds. The more uncivilized the
nation, the more barbarous the treat-
ment of the sick. The Indians of the
uncivilized class, serve as an example.
They exorcise the Spirit of Evil from the
body by beating drums and tom-toms.
If the patient fails to respond to sucli
strennous efforts, they claim that the
evil one has failed to emerge, and they
give 1im up.
