The New Cathollc Indian Bureau at
Washington,

. We are glad to hear that the Catholie
IndianBurean, Washington, -D. C., has
been reorganized. It was founded
twenty years ago by Archbishop Bayley
of Baltimore, at the request of Bishops
Baving Indian missions within the.r
dioceses or vicariatés. Iis object was to
represent the interests of the Catholic
Indiape with the Government, and tv
watch over, further and guard these,
interests. :

" Its existence became necessary by
General Grant's so-called “peace policy”
in gealing with the Indians. 'He said

in 4 message which he sent to Congress:
«Indian agencies, being civil offices, 1
Jdetermine to- give all agencies to such
religious denominations as hal hereto-
fore establistd missions among the

Indians. and, perhaps, to some other
denominatigng who would undertake to
work on the same terms,” So well did
hie carry out the latter clanze that, out of
thirty-eight ageucies asked for by Cath-
olics a8 having misgions there estab-

lished arvl maintained by the Catholic
chureh, only eight were given, and all
the other agencies, then sixty-fourin
number, were plac d in the charpe of
non-Catholics. ~ Th's meant that fully

80,000 Catl:olic Indians were turped
over to Protestant influences and Cath-

olic priests were forbidden to Lold any
further services at the reservationson

whichthese Indians resided. This flag-
rant injusiice called for tne establish-
ment of a bureau at Washington. It
aims were: First, to direct the admin-
istration of such agencies as were espe-
cialiy assigned to the care of Catholics;
secondly, to secure if possible, the
remainder of the agencies to which
Catholics were plainly entitled under
the terms of President Grant’s peace
policy; thirdly, to protect the religious
taith and material interest of all Cath-
olic Indians, and, lastly, to secure the
establishment of suitabie schools for the
Indian boys and girls, to procure for the
Indians moral and religious teachers,
with adequate compensation for their
services; to develop a general interest in
Indian education, snd to' secure means

Martin, “it is no part ofthe Liberal pro-
gramme to attempt Such a thing and,
gentlemen, if you do not believe me,you
may ask Mr. Fisher, who is the Presid~
ent of the Liberal party in the province,
If you elect us we will, not only not
interfere with your rights and privileges
to your language and schools, but we
will protect you in all of them.” The
French people accepted Mr. Martin at
his word, They rejected their co-relig-
ionist and elected a Protestant Liberal
and brought Mr. Martin into power.
Shortly afterward there wasa general
¢lection and Mr. Martin's leader, the
bremrer, renewed these promises to the
late Archbishop Tache, and on the
strength of these pledges, won all the
French constituencies, except two. 1s
it necessary for usto tell our realers
and the public that Mr. Joseph Martin
was a party to the violation of all these
promises? Nay more, it was Mr. Joseph
Martin who forced these issues and
compelled a weak and dishonorable
first mini ter, to reluctantly carry
them ont. It was he who first pledged
his honor and that of his government to
the electors of St. Francois Xavier and
told them that the Liberal government
would protect them in their schools and
in the official use of their language. 1t
was he who forced that Liberal govern-
ment to violate every one of those pled-
grs. Here is what Mr. James Fisher, in
bis masterly speech on the school
question, delivered in the Legislatureon
March 2nd 1893, says about this pledge
of Mr. Martin : '

“Mr. Martin, in & powerful speech,
denounced the statements of Burke and
his friends as false. He told the meeting
that it had never been the policy of
Liberals to interfere with the language
or institutions of the Frepch Catholic
population, and he appealed to them to
trust tk:e Liberals, and to sapport their
caundidate. At thastime I was President
of the Provincial Assnciation of Liberals,
and Mr. Mariin referred to my presence
at the meeting,and said I could pul him
right if he was wrong. He wentfarther,
dnd not only sa1d Liberals had uo idea
of interfering with these institutions but
he gave a positive pledge, in the name of
she Liberal party, that they would not
do go. I have always thonght that the
movement to establish the present
scbool - law, abolishing all Catbolic
schools, against the strong protest of the
minority was, under the circumstances,
and in the face of that promise, a gross
wrong. Persona]ly I madeé no promisa,
butl felt as much bound by the pledge
given as if I had given it myself.”

These are our reasons for having
frequently represented Mr. Joseph
Martin as an enemy of tne French peo-
ple. Ifhe is not only an enemy of
theirs, but a most dishonorable and
unscrulous one, then we have been mest
unjust to him.  If Mr. Joseph Martin’s
conduct to the French people, whom he
now professes to love, be not marked
with the basest duplicity, falsehood
-treachery and dishonor, then we do not
dnow the meaning of 156 force . of hegs
words. - Bearch the political’ Nidtory of
Canada since it had - & political history,
and we defy you to find anything even
approaching it for duplicitv, and un-
blushing public dishonor. And the man
who could bave the breezy impudence
and unblushing effrontery to say, in the
face of such a record as his, that he was
not correctly represanted when called
an enemy of the French people, must be
lost to every feeling of shame. All we
are surprised atis thatthe French Cana-
dians present, from Mr, Laurier down,
did not hiss the impudence and expose
the hypocrisy of the man.

Tbe death of Honore Mercier cloges
one of the most interesting pages in the
history of Canada. His was an intensely
earnest personality. - He threw - his
whole soul into everything he under-
took. By turns a Conservative, &
Liberal, & Quebec Nationalist. an Inde-
pendent, an Annexationist, he was
always deemed sincere throughout all
these changes of opinion; few, it any,
questioned the patriotism that prompted
these variations, though that love of
country was often mistaken in its object
and its means.

Mr. L. O. David, ot Montreal, a writer
who excels in pen-portraits of great
Canadians, has quite lately drawn a
striking parallel between Mercier, Laur-
ier and Chapleau, With his descriptions
of the three men as they _appeared to
the outward eye we fully agree; with
him we fecognize the airy loftiness of
Laarier, the passionate warmth of Chap-
leau, the penetrating vigor of Mercier;
but we venture to think Mr. David has
failed to emphasize adequately the
superior earnestness and the greater
mental grasp of Mercier.

hearers. You realized that he might be
mistaken but that he meant every word
he uttered. And those words were
backed by great, strong,clear arguments.
His reasonings, like lis sentences, were
never lame and incomplete, Ag a mas-
ter of the French lingnage, he was far
and away above either of histwo greay
rivals. This distinguished trio were
born within fourteen months of each
other; but Mercier had the advantage of
a better college trainiug; he had lived
with models of taste and masters of
losic and eriticism; this intelle ctual
efinement stood him in good stead
throughout his whole public career; it
taught him to seize the strong point in
every importunt question, and, although
it did not save him from strange aberra-
tions due to the velemence of his
feelings, it made bim value the para-
mount claims of God so highly that his
greatest public triumph was a religious
oue and the noblest act of his life was
the way he laid it down.

Those who have known him intimag.
oly testify to the thoroughness of hig
Catnolic faith. Glaring as were the
faults of his conduct at certain periodas,
they simply pointto the vast difference
between faith and practice. His faith
wasg strong; his will, so masterful in
organizing a political campaign, was
weak as water in presence of unscrup-
ulous friends soliciting favors. At the
time when he settled the matter of the
Jesuits’ estate his influence in the Pro-
vince of Quebec was immense; he had,
as it were, baptized the Liberals into
the Catholic Church; he might have pass-
ed any wholesome measures he chose;
had be remained disinterested and truly
Catholic in Jdeed as he then was, he
might have become the foremost man
in allthe Dominion, as he gave promise
of being when he gathered about him in
Quebec the Liberal leaders of the var-
ious provinces. But, alas! he was led
astray by a cligue of flatterers,and when
the idol of the people proved to be a
thing of clay, it was shattered as never
political ido! was shattered before. Mer-
cler's ruin wag as complete as hig
triumph had been splendid. In  the
overwhelming vote that swept him from
vower, the people of Quebec showed
with what intelligent swiftnegs they
could use their franchise, and once more
relegated tho Liberals of that Province
to the sbades of doubtful orthodoxy.

His last words, as reported in the
Montreal papers, bring vividly home to
us another characteristic of his which
was the outcome of his Catholie spirit
and one of his most beautiful traits. In
hig last conscious moments he said :
“Tell mv opponents that I have torgotten
all”. Not only did he forgive right
royally; he absolutely forgot the terrible
knock-down blows he had received. A
Protestant, who holds one of the
highest offices in Canada, told us the
other day bow he had heen impressed.
with the magnanimity of Mercier. “He
was,” said our distinguished friend, “the
noblest Frenchman I have ever known.
Let his worst enemy - comie to  him with
‘exprygssions of vegret; he 'would take him
o his bosom, he would forgive and

ftterly forget the  past, sooth-
ing the repentant antagonist
by reminding him that we all

had our faults and must bear with
one auother.” That supreme test of the
true and generous Christian, the forgive-
ness of enemies, he carried beyond the
strict letter of the command even unto
blotting ont the past as if it had never
been. Andso il i3 supremely fitting
that the most famous of his sayings
stould be: “Let us cease our fratri-
cidal straggles; let us be united” (Cessons
nos luttes fratricides, soyons unis),
Mercier's ckequered career carries
with it a twofold lesson: the suicidal
danger that lurks.in the love of applause,
and the Christian fortitude with which a
man of earnest faith can meet the bitter
pangs of a premature death.
