MoxtrMar, Deec. 5.—Hon. Senator
Edward Murply, whoso name is known
throughont t‘ﬁlo longth and bicadth of
Cannda, and as widely respeeted ay
known, diod very suddenly this morn-
ing. Tho nows cast a gloom over the
business community for the rest of the
day. and to say that 1t gave n painful
ghock to the Catholic poople of Montreal

he rose to the rosponsible position of
chiof salesmuin in the noted honse of
Frothiugham & Workman, wholesale
hardware morchants, In 189, hy was
made a partuer in the bustness, and,
for years. assiste ] in advancing thie firm
to ita prosent high standing. He re-
taiued his conncetion with the firm up
to thio tuno of his death.

Basiness affairs did not alono occupy
his attontion, for ho always touk o deep
and active interest in plulanthrophio
affairy, the temporance movoniont, and
the pohtical coucerns of his adopted
country. e was ono of the primo
movors in tho establishment of the first
Irish Catholic Temperauce socioty in
Canade. Rev. Fathor Phelan, aftor-
wards Bishop of Kingston, was. in 1810,
pastor of the old Recollot church, the
worshipping place of the Irish peoplo.

is but o weak way of describing the
sorrow with which all classes heard it.
The unoxpected call to the botter lifo
came upon the venerable Senator closo
beside St. Patrick's church which he
has attonded for so many yesrs. When
he foll down on the streot “soveral pass-
ors-by who recognized his familiarl} ure
hastoned to carry him within the adjoin-
ing Presbytery where his old friouds,the
roverend Fathers Toupin and Quinlivan
rocoived him and tho latter administered
the last comforts of the Church. Soon
afterwards he died, Fathor Toupin was
deeply affected and his grief wasshared
in every homo in the city whero the
papers quickly carricd tho sad nows.

It is difficult to speak without the
appearance of exaggoration of tho estcem
in which Senator Murphy was heid by
all clagses horo. ‘When he was called tu
tho Senate in 1889, The Witnoss spoke
of him in terms which itis not too much
to say were nover used bafore or since
by that paper in_reference to any mem-*
ber of the second Chamver. And The
‘Witness only expressed what all Mon-
treal knew to bo tho simple truth. A
more unassuming, geaerous,public spirit-
ed and pattiotio man could not be fonnd.
His actor was like pure gold, his
heart was soft’as a woman's and he
was_nover known to speak an unkind
word of any one. Ho was & man of
charity, united to old faslxionel} simplic-
ity of manner,aud his personality might
be read by a child in his face. No won.
der he wasrespected and loved, Among
the Irish people of Montreal his name
was a household word, for his life and
symnpathies were all their's. The num.
ber of enquiries that poured into St. Pat-
rick’s Presbytery was an ind.cation of
the pain with which themen and women
of his own warm-hearted race heard of
the death. It appears the Senator was
on his way to his office at his usual hour
9,80 o'clock. The dey before he had

way and had felt quite well. His resid-
engo is 886 Domthester street, and he
had ouly walked & fow hundred yards
along the street when the attack came.

The fiest thing to bo done in the cur-
ing of pork or any othor meat is to keop
it bauging until the animal heat Las
entiroly gono from it. If this ia not
doti, gnu iunor part of the meat wll
surely bocome tainted. ospecially fn the
haw or shoulder. The carcaso shouid
hang; for full twenty-four hours bofore it
weut up.  Fhen aif bloody preces shonld
Lo cut ont and the meal cut mto the
Tight sices for use. 1 s _then rubbed
Wwith salt on e boneh and Ieft for twenty-
four hours to dran and At rid of the
oxeess of water init. It is thon rubbed
again with & misture of soven pounds of
salt, one pound of brown sugar or mo-
Iasves, aud .0 ounees of EAltpetre for
eacl 1M pognds of meat. A brine 19
made of the xame proportions nud ran-
ity for the same weight of meat ; borting
water i» «d. and after the brine has
cooled it is skunmued and strained. 'Phe
meat s fwuedintely packed in clean
barrels, weli sealded with bailing water,
nnd as closely packed as may bo. Tho
brine is then poured aver the ment, and
if the 1aeat 19 1oteuded for Summer use
the barrels are headed up. Otherwise
they aie left open, but covered to os-
clude dust, for six wecks, when the
meat is taken out and hung up for
sumoking.

The crean: during churniug is oxpos-
el to the action of the air to o larger
extont than when it is in the paus, bo-
causo the motion of the churn draws in
and expols the air aiternatoly, thus mak-
ing tho same offect as if the cream weore
exposed to a wind. This, of course, has
the result of groatly increasiug the sour-
ness of the cream, and this necessarily
reacts on the butter and affects its
quality for tho worse. Thus 1t 13 neces-
sovy to do tho churning in a porfectly
clean place. where the air is pure and of
the right tomperature; for, if the tem-
perature is not right, and either oo cool
or too warm, the cream is injured either
way. Necessarily, too, if the churning
ig too slow, it is equivalont to making
the exposure too ‘llong, and thus it 1s
that slow clurning must injure the
quality of the buttor. The right time is
any time under thirty minutes; it may
be as little as ten or fifbcon minutes
without auy barm; indeed, some cows®
cream will” churn more quickly than
that of others, and this is why it is
advisable to mix the creams, as tle
churning of one helps the other by gatl-
ering the butter particles more east| ly.
