ing from a wound in the forehead.
‘Many witnesses told of his acting lke
a manaic when drinking. When sober
he caused no trouble, Mrs. Berryman

said for many years his life had been
in danger.

A mining engineer, Alexander P. Rog-
ers by name, recently made a voyage
by river from the mouth of the Ama-
zon to Buenos Ayres and found proof
that the same region had been over-run
at least 160 yvears ago by a band of gold
seekers, Writing about his discoveries
in The World's Work, Mr. Rogers says
that apparently these adventurers were
rémarkably successful in thelfr search
for gold and found every mine now
known in that reglon.
