bay of Lake Ontario, in York Co., of 
which it is the county seat. Toronto 
has an excellent harbor, accessible to 
the largest craft navigatingthe lakes, 
and which is perfectly sheltered by a 
long narrow island extending about 
five miles along the front of the city, 
at a distance of about one and a half 
miles from the shore, forming a safe 
anchorage ground.

.«Gould street between Victoria and 
Church streets, and has a library of 
9,000 volumes. The public buildings 
connected with the Government com­
prise the Parliament Buildings (new 
tstone buildings on an elaborate scale 
have since been constructed at a cost 
of over $2,000,000) : a valuable li­
brary of 40,000 volumes is kept here;

There is an in­
teresting museum attached to the 
Normal School containing specimens 
of school apparatus and furniture, a 
valuable collection of Dutch, Flemish 
and Italian paintings, etc. There is 
also the magnetic observatory and 
the principal meteorological office for 
the Dominion of Canada located in 
Queen’s Park, and a public library 
containing 61,000 volumes and about 
10,000 pamphlets, being constantly 
added to as occasion offers. The 
principal civic buildings will be the 
new Municipal and County Building, 
mow being erected, to cost about $2, 
500,000, situated on Queen street w, 
at head of Bay street.

The drainage 
basin of the Ottawa has an area of 
80,000 sq miles. It flows through a 
forest region of red and white pine, 
and quantities of timber are cut on its 
banks and those of its tributaries. 
The city was founded in 1727, and 
was orignally called Bytown ; it re­
ceived its present name in 1854. To. 
the north the country stretches away 
untill lost in the gentle slopes of a 
branch of the Laurentide Hills, rich 
in phosphates and other mineral de­
posits. In 1858 Ottawa was selected 
as the seat of Government for Cana­
da, and the erection of the magnifi­
cent Parliament and Departmental 
buildings was at once commenced, 
the foundation stone being laid by H 
RH the Prince of Wales, in Sept, 1860 
These building which occupy three 
sides of a quadrangle, are very ex­
tensive, and are handsome specimens 
of pure Gothic architecture, being 
the finest examples of that style on 
the continent, and were erected at a 
cost of $4,000,000. Another block, 
the Langevin, said to be the finest in 
the Province, was more recently built 
on the opposite side of Wellington 
street. The principal manufacturing 
interests in Ottawa, and sur­
rounding places is that of sawn lum­
ber, the enormous output of which, 
together with vast quantities • of 
square timber, deals, etc., is shipped 
by rail, river and canal to Great Bri­
tain, United States and other coun­
tries. It is the most important elec­
trical centre in Canada, and has

splendid arc and incandescent sys­
tems, and an extensive and ably man­
aged electric street railway. The 
Rideau Canal is a part of an inland 
system of navigation from Kingston 
through Rideau lake, and reaches 
the Ottawa River by a series of locks 
through the city, which it divides in­
to “Upper and Lower town.” 
city with its unlimited and but par­
tially utilized water power, together 
with its unrivalled water commun­
ication by river and canal, and ever 
increasing railway facilities, affords 
important opportunities, for the 
establishment of a variety of manu­
factories, especially on account of its 
electrical facilities for which it is 
again indebted to its magnificent- 
water power as well as to its enter­
prising electricians. The city is well 
drained, has a magnificent water 
works' system and a most effective 
fire department. The educational 
advantages which the city possesses 
are exceptionally good. The Univer­
sity of Ottawa (conducted by the Ob­
late Fathers, assisted by a competent 
staff of professors), is beautifully lo­
cated and is a very prosperous in­
stitution, the Normal and Model 
schools, Collegiate Institute, public, 
separate and private schools afford 
ample provision for the training of 
youth. It has 2 opera houses and 
other assembly halls;excellent libraries 
connected with the various literary 
and other societies; and a goodly 
number of fine church edifices be­
longing to the Catholic, Anglican, 
Methodist, Baptist, Presbyterian, 
Cong, Reformed Episcopal, Lutheran 
and Catholic Apostolic bodies. There 
are four daily newspapers, three 
English and one French; three semi­
weeklies; four weeklies and several 
monthly and fortnightly periodicals. 
The assessed valuation of the City of 
Ottawa is $23,000,000. The total 
indebtedness is $3,826,000. There is
