It does not throw any new
light on the question whether the ship
was warned or whether a submarine was
sighted. Survivors assert they learned
early. in the day of the disaster that a
submarine had been sighted, and say
that the Hesperian kept a zig zag course
Shgreafter. Some passengers say, how-
ever, that if a submarine were sighted
they are unable to understand why more
elaborate preparations were not made
to place lifebelts and lifeboats in readi-

ness.
Washington, Sept. - 7—Ambassador
Page, at London, cabled the State De-
partment today that the British Am-
miralty had informed him the Hesperian
was sailing as an ordinary passenger
vessel and had never been in the govern-
ment service since the war began.

Redovered Sight.

London, Sept. 6—“All I want now is
for the Germans to torpedo the ship and
then I may get back my sight,” were
the farewell words of the Canadian sol-
dier named Chambers, who was return-
ing with other Canadians to his home,
as he was leaving the hospital Tuesday
to join the Hesperian.

Chambers, as had been related, had
lost the sight of both eyes through gas
fumes at the front, but discovered after
the explosion that sank the Hesperian
that he had regained the sight of one
eye. Surgeons had told Chambers that
a sudden shock was necessary to re-
store his sight, as it did.

Chambers is an educated man from
Truro, N. S, where he was an anslyti-
cal chemist before enlisting.

Well Known Here.

The Hesperian has frequently been in
St. John. She is well known here. Since
the beginning of the war she has con-
veyed many thousands of volunteers to
England. On one trip she carried some
ninety or 100 nurses, including several
from St. John.

‘The body of Major J. L. Duval, M. D.,
is supposed to have been aboard the Hes-
perian. It was being brought to St.
John, accompanied by Mrs. Duval and
her two children. Mrs. Duval and chil-
dren are safe.

Now Dr. Dumba, Austro Hun-
gatan Ambassador, Wants to
Explain to Secretary Lansing

‘Washington, Sept. 7—Dr. Constantine
Theodore Dumba, Austro-Hungarian
ambassador, had an engagement with
Secretary of State Lansing today, to dis-
cuss reports that he had participated in
plans to check the manufacture of mun-
itions in the United States. It was un-
derstood the ambassador’s request for
the interview was based on a desire to
explain his dispatches addressed to the
Austrian foreign office, which were
taken by British authorities from James‘
F. J. Archibald, an American newspaper
man serving as a messenger,

The messages were said to have pres-
ented a subject for which there is no pre-
cedertt in American diplomacy. They
were understood to disclose that Dr.
Dumba had undertaken to advise sub-
Jects of Austria-Hungary that they
were violating a legal code of the Dual
Empire by working in American plants
producing war supplies for the allies.

The ambassador’s alleged activities in-
volve the question of dual citizenship,
long a bone of diplomatic contention. Of-
ficials doubt that there has been any law
violation, but it was suggested that the
interview would result in Secretary
Lansing determining as to whether there
has been any breach of diplomatic pro-
priety or international ethics.

Cholera and Typhus

Paris, Sept. 7.—A Havas
from Rome reports cholera and typhus
fever increasingly prevalent in Austria
and Germany. In Austria during the
last twenty days of July there are ré-
ported to have been 7,437 cases of
cholera with 8,295 deaths and there were
1,685 cases of typhus in Austria. Out-
breaks of both diseases , are reported
from many parts of Germany also,

A Turkish Report

Constantinople, Sept. 7.~The follow-
ing official statement is issued at the
Turkish war office:

“The enemy unsuccessfully bombard-
ed with land and ship batteries, our posi-
tions at Anafarta and Seddul Babr. Our
artillery caused fires. in enemy trenches
and .artillery positions at Anafarta.”

Germany Dentes

London, Sept. 7.—A despatch to Reu-
ter’'s from Amsterdam says:

“A semi-official Berlin despatch. re-
ceived here describes as. an invention re-
ports that Germany, at Emperor Wil-
liam’s request, is ‘seeking American
mediation for peace.”.

Italy Kagps Up Good Work |

Rome, Sept. 7~—An official communi-
cation issued “yesterday

and spirited reconnaissances resulting in
encounters with enemy detachments,
which were obliged to yield and retire.
Similar actions, but -of greater impor-
tance, occurred on September 4 in the
Adige Valley, and in the San Pellegrino
valley. The Italians destroyed some en-
trenchments of the enemy. In the
Plezzo basin Italian troops put to flight
enemy detachments and captured arms
and munitions.

British Casualties

London, Sept. 7—An official casualty
list published yesterday - contains the
names of 194 officers and 4,000 men of
the army and navy. The roll of privates
includes 851 missing who are believed
to have been drowned when the trans-
port Royal Edward was sunk by a Ger-
man submarine in the Aegean Sea. The
greater number of - casualties reported
among officers is still from those serving
in the Dardanelles. Among the dead is
Lieut. Lister, heir of Lord Ribblesdale.

French Report

Paris, Sept. 7—Last night saw a con-
tinuance of the violent artillery.ex-
changes along the French line, The
fighting took place around Souchez and
near Neuville, and it was particularly
severe in the region of Roye, on the
plateau of Quennievres and near Nou-
vron.

There was also very spirited artillery
fighting in the Champagne district and
in the Vosges. German aeroplanes have
made two attacks on Gerardmer. The
second resulted in killing of two persons.

CRMAN SHELIN
LONDON EXPLODES;
OFFCERS ARE HURT

Had Been Sent by Post After
Failure to do ItsWork on Battle-

London, Sept. 7—Major-General Sir
Desmond O’Callanan, former president
of the Ordnance Committee and Ordn-

ance Board, and Captain E. C. Baker,
were injured last evening when a Ger-
man shell which had failed to explode
when fired from a German gun, went
off at the headquarters of the parcel post
in London. The shell was in one of
several packages which had been sent
to London from one of the battle fronts.
Major General O’Callahan had two fing-
ers blown off, and Captain Baker was
wounded in both arms.

Paris, Sept. 7—One day a German
submarine was sunk in British waters.
The undersea boat commander had
sworn to sacrifice his life in finding the
British fleet. But when:he stood a pris-
oner on the deck of ‘@ British ship and
his eye searched the sea for the armada,
not a single ‘vessel fod on.the hori-

n. .
“But where is the‘fleet?’ he asked,
amaged.

Needless to say, I don’t intend to say
where the fleet is. It is sufficient to de-
clare that Great Britain’s irresistible
naval power will remain inaccessible to
the enemy until the day it is pleased to
risk a final victorious attack—if it ever
is pleased.

But since I have mentioned the Ger-
man submarines, I may say that daily
statements by the German admiralty
and newspapers to the contrary, the Brit-
ish have already sunk a lot of them.
They have sunk so considerable a num-
ber that their one desire seems to be for
the submarine warfare to continue. They
have good reason to attribute Germany’s
conciliating attitude toward the United
States to a desire to find a gracious pre-
text for abandoning it.

Submarine duty has becomé a night-
mare in the German navy. Despite their
habits of passive obedience, the crews of
late refuse to go aboard, and the gov-
ernment is forced to appeal for volun-
teers.

Regarding the strength of the Brit-
ish fleet, it is not enough to say that it

is formidable; its position is impreg-
nable—the number and power of its
units are invincible.

Vicé-Admiral Sir John Jellicoe has un-
der his orders a fleet of 8,000 ships of
all winds—dreadnoughts, cruisers, tor-
pedo boats,: destroyers, submarines and
auxiliaries. . The number includes at
least 800 warships. . This ~tremendous
fleet always has steam up, and is always
ready. Its activity is perpetual.

‘We were permitted to see the gigantic
effort the British is making to enlarge
its first arsenal and make it the first in
the world. Its drydocks, immense bas-
ins and workshops for arming .and re-
pairing the ships, have risen up magical-
ly in the Forth.

Admiral R. S. Lowry, who controls
these works, showed us around this
gigantic base, where 6,000 men are con-
stantly working, forty locomotives run
incessantly on new made railroads, and
4,000 tons of mud are daily flung from
the valley beds. Here, too, impregnable
in their shelter, are hundreds of war-
ships, several hundred yachts and armed
trawlers, great drifters and mine sweep-
ers and thousands of other auxiliaries.
The boss of these six thousand workmen
said to us:

“They work well now, but to get the
maximum output from them we had to
send some of them- to visit the front,
to see what this war is. They did not
understand, they lacked imagination.

“Yes,” added a British naval officer,
“our people lack imagination; yours pos-
sess too much. But we are tenacious and
pugnacious, and we shall never give up.”

London, Sept. 7—Princess Adalbert,
wife of the Kaiser's third son, gave birth
to a daughter on Saturday. The child
died soon after birth. The condition of
the princess is reported satisfactory.

Prince Adalbert and Princess Ade-
laide of Saxe-Meiningen were married on
August 26, 1914. Less than a month
later the prince was reported to have
been killed in battle at Brussels, but the
rumor proved to have no foundation. In
March of this year he was promoted to
the rank of captain in the navy and
major in the army.

The destruction -of the steamer Hes-
perian, when on her way out from Eng-
land, and when there could be no ex-
cuse for sinking her without first ensur-
ing the safety of those on board, adds
another to the list of German crimes.
That every man, woman and child on
board was not drowned is not due to any
desire on the part of the Germans to
save their lives, but to the fact that the
torpedo partially failed in its mission.
Better marksmanship would have ac-
complished what Germany desired.

There were two "American citizens on
board. That they are alive today is not
due to a destre on the part of Germany
to protect the lives of Americans. ‘The
assurances given to President Wilson
were like all other German pledges—ut-
terly worthless. What will the United
States do about it? How much longgr
will the American people stand for this
sort of thing?

The German submarines tried to get
the Hesperlan. when she had on board

*  the #th dnd 5th C.M.R., the 2nd Brigade

staff, and some of the officers of the 6th
C.M.R., including a number of St. John
men. They failed then, but have now
succeeded. Canadians should be stirred
to more ‘vigorous action by the story of
this latest crime. There is no crime to
which the Germans would not stoop to
gain an advantage in this war. They
must be crushed, and Canadians must
Aally to the task.

Despite the loss of many British and
peutral ships, German submarine war-
fare has been a failure. The British
navy and the British merchant fleet are
stronger now than when the war broke
out, and it is that navy and that mer-
chant fleet which account for the pros-
perity of Canada today and its immun-
ity from direct attack.

THE RECRUITING CAMPAIGN

The response to the latest call for re-
eruits in St. John has been so disap-
pointing as almost to justify a demand
for comscription. If the most earnest
appeals, based on the indisputable fact
that Canada stands today in the very
shadow of German conquest, and that
Canada is really fighting for her exist-
ence, have no effect upon the young
men, then we are drawing nearer the
time when conscription will be necessary.
Only, by mobilizing and equipping arm-
les can we hope to win, and, if men will
not voluntarily enlist, where are “the
armies to be secured? :

Yet it is utterly humiliating to, be
compeiled to talk of conscription. Where
Is the manhood of our men? Who is
there, with the enemy at the gate, that
must be driven to defend his own?

One still hears occasionally a remark
that this is England’s war, and English-
men should do the fighting, and yet, but
for Britain’s fleet St. John would today
be under German rule. It is also said
that the English are slow in recruiting,
but here is an extract from a letter from
& Canadian now at Shorncliffe:—

“Yesterday, during a fifteen mile
march we saw a number of men, but
they were all old, with canes. All the
young men of the country villages are
in the war: In the cities it is different,
but even there most of them have enlist-
ed.” .

The women must take a hand in the
recruiting campaign. Too many of them
are holding back their men. The Na-
#Honal Council of Women for Patriotic
Service has just issued an open letter
to the other women of Canada, urging
the need for fighting men, and pointing
out that there are more reasons now
than when the war began for rallying to
the colors. The appeal says:

“If we hold back our men we are
courting defeat; and defeat means, not
a vague misfortune to the Empire at
large, but the very practical result of a
Canada governed by Germans.”

Belgium tells us what German rule
would mean. The only way to save the
Empire and to prevent other wars is to
crush Germany, and Canada must do
her share.

One would think the torpedoing of the
Hesperian, which had St. John people on
board, as well as wounded Canadian sol-
diers, would itself so stir the righteous
indignation of our young men that re-
cruits would come forward in large
numbers. The women can help. They
surely cannot regard with indifference
the outrage and murder of women and

Today the situation has changed, We have learnt, after a year of war,
that our task is harder, our danger more real, than we thought a year ago,
Wc' have “given” gladly: now we are called to “give-up”, and service must ful-
fil itself in sacrifice, Most urgent of all today is the call to give up ungrudgingly
our husbands, sons and brothers, We are called to create in our homes such an
atmosphere of self-devotion that our men and boys may feel their resolution to
offer themselves in their country’s setvice is simply what we expect of them.

This does not mean that women should be constantly utging their men
to enlist, for it is doubtful if the patriotic persistence of a wife or mother
would produce anything but a reluctant and resentful recruit, The men of Can-
ada have not”shown themselves less patriotic than their women; but-it is for
us, the women of Canada, to ask ourselves whether our self-sacrifice is fall-
iing short of the supreme test, :

ARE WE MAKING IT HARD OR EASY FOR OUR MEN TO OBEY
THEIR COUNTRY’S CALL TO SERVICE?

Why is the call so urgent now? :

The answer is simple: it is because our existence as an Empire is at stake,

WE WENT INTO THE WAR TO KEEP OUR SOLEMN PLEDGES
TO OUR ALLIES; AND THIS REASON STILL HOLDS GOOD.

But there are now other reasons which did not exist a year ago. Belgium
with her ravaged land and exiled people cries aloud for justice, What do Cana-
dian women say to the appeals of her outraged women and mutilated children?
They have suffered ‘for us: what are we willing to suffer for them?

he women of France and Russia and the United Kingdom have long azo
beard the appeal to give up their men, and have responded nobly, What
will Canadian women do? :

Beyond the keeping of our pledged word, the woes of Belgium, and the ex-
ample of our Allies, there comes to us today the knowledge that we are called
or to fight our own battle; not to send help to Belgium or France or even
Eagland, but to fight for our own national existence, .

tain of the craft. The caplain said that
he left Grimsby, England, the nearest
point in that country to Germany, the
day the Lusitania was sunk. He took
his course round the north of Scotland
and sailed for these parts. While off the
north coast of Scotland he saw a British
steamer torpedoed about three or four
miles away.

The trip was made in sixteen days. He
was asked how long his crew had been
fisking and he said about two weeks,
during which time more than 295,000
pounds of fish had been caught and
155,000 pounds of the total had been
taken from the water in five days. The
daily catch of the five days averaged 81,-
000 pounds or 15Y% tons.

This trawler came to grief on Thurs-
day morning when she came too close
to the land and tried to cross a very
dangerous reef off Cape Germain light.
Another trawler passed safely over the
reef and put out to sea, but the stranded
vessel had to discharge her fuel as well
as her fish and other ballast before she
could be floated. The vessel was not
damaged and proceeded on her way on

“Then we saw the Huns advancing
as unconcerned-as if on parade. On
they came in close formation and there
must have been ten to one against us.
We fired as hard as we could but they
seemed to come out of nowhere, and
never halted. When they were getting
too close we charged. It was our only
chance, When they saw -us leave the
trenches they halted for a’ moment, but
afterwards came on-to meet us, I don’t
remember much of what took place
then. It was stab and hack.

“You could hear the smash of ﬁ
against gun, the thud, thud, but
yond that there was. an uncanny silence
broken sometimes by an oath and a
groan. How long this went on I hardly
know (but it seemed years to me). We
drove them back about a hundred yards.
Our officers saw the Germans reinforced
and sounded a retreat, but owing to a
féw machine guns we couldn’t get back
into our trenches. The Germans, now
greatly increased, came on again, and
our fellows, only about 170 left, got
ready to meet what seemed certain
death.

“But just at that moment we heard

“She had charge of the organized play

He belongs to Halifax, being
a son of W. C. Knight, tobacconist,
George street, and is now enjoying a
well earned rest with his people.

“We need the men and need them in
a hurry,” said he. “There is room for
every physically fit man, and the soon-
er they all come, the better.”"

His Own Experiences,

Private Knight; while willing to tel
about the necessity for more recruits,
was modest en it came to relating
his own adventures, but told enough to
show that he has been through as harsh
and trying experiences as ‘any in the
great war.

WILL FAT TILL
BELGIUM 1S FREE

Chairman of British Labor Con-
gresss Words to Annual Con-
vention—Predicts World-Wide
Clash Between Capital “and
Labor

Bristol, Eng, Sept. 6—The forty-
seventh annual Trades Union Congress,
which is expected to be one of the most
important gatherings in British labor

history, held its first session here today.

On his opening address, James A. Sed-
don, chairman of the congress, discussed
the problems of the day, giving chief
place to those arising from the war. Such
complex questions as conscription, the
exploitation of foqd products, the regu-
lation of labor under war conditions, and
female labor would, he declared, test the
nation to its foundation, and demanded
immediate and unambiguous answers.

Chairman Seddon urged -the congress
to prepare for the time when there
would be a resumption of world-wide
oneness in the contest between capital
and labor.

“T feel confident,” he added, “that I
carry the great bulk of this congress
with me when I say we offer our sorely.
stricken Belgium comrades our whole-
hearted sympathy, and, if assurances be
needed, our determination that their once
fair land shall be restored to the people
of Belgium before wi agree to lay down:
the sword.”

GERMAN PLOTS IN
UNITED STATES

Developments in Nation - Wide
Conspiracy to Dynamite Muni-
tion Plants—Government Takes
Action

Chicago, Sept. 7—Forces of the secret
service operatives of the department of
justice have been' ificreased fifty per
cent in an effort to unravel and defeat
the giganitc [co extending over
the entire country, haying for its object
the prevention of shipments of munitions
of war to European belligerents.

It was hinted by government opera~
tives that originally there had been one
great conspiracy, with the single idea
of preventing the shipment of any sup-
plies to the Allies. As a result of num-
erous explosions in factories the poison-
ing and mutilation of horses, the placing
of explosives on ships and similar acts, it
is said quite a formidable organization
has sprung up whose object is to further
the shipments of supplies to the Entente
Allies and to deal, as may be neces-
sary, with spies and active agents in the
rival camp.’ Inasmuch as the Unitéd
States government is vitally interested in
securing a large amount of guns and
ammunition for its own use, it has taken
an active hand in the game and is mak-
ing strenuous efforts to round up the
persons who are responsible for the de-
struction or attempted destruction of
plants msaking war supplies. 5

In this connection it is said that sever-
al factories which gave out the informa-

-|tion that they had secured heavy foreign

contracts, are, in reality, filling exclus-
ive orders for the American government.
Some of the agents of foreign govern-
ments are unable to distinguish this fact
with the result that their activities have
been a direct blow at the federal govern-
ment.

The slaying of Edmund A. H. Kay-
ser, of Tolleston, Ind., who, it has been
shown was in communication with Am-
bassador Bernstorff, was the first insight
the public had of the great underground
war over munitions. Developments in
that case show that the government,
many weeks before had been cognizant
of the conspiracy for and against these
shipments .and was doubling its forces to
meet the emergency. Today it became
known that letters threatening death had
been sent to Rev. Father George J. Ben-
dik, pastor of Holy Trinity Church, in
Tolleston. He was an intimate friend of
Rev. Mr. Keyser, but vehement in his
attitude toward the Entente Allies. He
would not reveal the contents of the let-
ter, saying he had destroyed it after
showing it to Bishop Alerding, his su-
perior. The latter is now ill of a nerv-
ous collapse. It is said that the arrest of
three men and a woman for the Kay-
ser murder {s imminent.
