The “little entente” composed of
Jugo-Slavia, Czecho-Slovakia and Rou-
mania, threatened to declare war on
Hungary when Charles attempted to re-
sume the throne last March, and should
they repeat this threat after Charles had
been called from Switzerland, the league
would be asked to avert hostilities.

T. AND L. CONGRESS

Winnipeg,. Aug. 26—The administra-
tion of the Trades and Labor Congress
of Canada won a decisive victory in a
vote taken yesterday after three hours
debate on the matter of expenses in-
curred by J. C. Watters in a trip to
Europe to the labor peace conference.
The bill amounted to $1,217, and Tom
Moore, the president warned Watters be-
fore he went that his bill would not be
paid as he was not the duly appointed
representative. The vote was about two
to one.

The report of Secretary P. M. Draper,
submitted this afternoon to the trades
and . labor congress, recorded total re-
ceipts during the year of $49,446 and ex-
penditures of $47,88%, leaving a balance
of $1,565. Of the money spent, $19,188
went into the purchase and remodelling
of headquarters in Ottawa.

Mr. Draper reported that the congress
represented 178,778 pald members, and
there were many more whose member-
ships had not been kept up because they
were out of work, so that he thought
225,000 workers were spoken for by the
congress. These were in 2,000 local
unions.

Senator G. D. Roberts, minister of
labory.in a statement made yesterday,
refuted charges made against him In
the Monday session of the trades and
labor congress. The department of labor
was charged with unfalrly reducing the
wages of the men working on the Wel-
land canal. The senator has sent a let-
ter to President - Tom Moore denying
the truth of the allegations made by the
speakers of ‘the congress.

RECALLS RAGE OF
50 YEARS AGD

Moncton Man Speaks of it,|
and Others and Mentions
Celebrated N. B. Oarsmen.

(Moncton Transcript, Monday.)’
Tomorrow (Tuesday) is the fiftieth
anniversary of the famous Renforth race

in which the Tyne and Paris crews fig-
ured. A. W. Belyea of this city recalls
of the incidents of that race and
other races before the after. In conver-
sation with The Transcript, Mr. Belyea
was asked for a story of his reminis-
cences on aquatic sports, and stated:

“The first boat races I remember of
were those in which the Indiantown
Raftsmen’s Association figured. 'These
were races run off for fun, more or less,
between aspirants who knew how to
handle a boat, and their work led to

eater enthusiasm and finally the sport
ed on to such a stage that Sheriff Jamecs
A. Harding, now deceased, arranged a
race between what was then known as
the Thetic crew and the Paris crew.
The former crew was composed of Dim-
mack Davis, stroke; James Kirk, third
position; Mat Hamon, second; and
James Gorham, bow. They rowed in a
scull initialed the ‘I. T. R. A’ Later the
Tyne crew and Paris crew met. The
Tyne crew was composed of James Reén-
forth, stroke; Harry Kelly, number
two; Jason Bright, number three, and
Harry Percy, bow. The Paris crew was
composed of Robert Fulton, stroke;
Elijah Ross, number three; Samuel Hut-
ton, number two; Geo. Price, bow, and
Robert McLaren, spare. This race was
held on August 23, 1871. I remember it
quite vividly.

In the I'hetis-Tyne race the latter
crew won. This race was held previous
to the Paris-Tyne race. James Kirk
rowed so hard in this race that he went |
stone blind, and James Garham lost the
sight of pne eye. I aided to carry him
to a wagdn in which he was conveyed to
his home. After this race the Paris
crew went to Paris, France, where they
met many of the best French and Eng-
lish scullmen. They won in every race,
and they were in excellent shape and
were manning a scull with two laps and
a shell bottom, this scull having been
erected by James Coyle of West St. John.

Reanforth Figures in Memorable Race.
The Paris crew returned to America

famhous Ward brothers’ crew at Spring—t
field, Massachusetts. They won the race.'
They then rowed an English crew known
as the Taylor, Renforth, Winship and
Martin crew at Lachine. In this race
the water was very rough and the chal-
lengers won, the Paris crew not being
able to man their scull properly in rough
water. !

On August 23, 1871, the memorable
Paris and Tyne race was held at Ren-
forth, N. B., near St. John. The late
Hon. Thomas R. Jones was referee, and
the late Senator Domville was clerk of
the course. It took place at 7 a. m,
when the Kennebecasis river resembled
a looking-glass as it lay so -still and
peaceful. Renforth danced the “High- |
land Fling” previous to entering his
scull and he and his team mates seemed
in the best of spirits. The Paris crew
took a lead and as they increased the
gap, Harry Kelly, a member of the crew,
later stated at Renforth’s inguest that
Renforth said: “Glve her a dozen,” this
referring to a certain stroke they were;
using in the Tyne crew. Kelly said
Renforth made that remark near Ap-
pleby’s wharf, and immediately after-
wards collapsed in his boat, succumbing
some time later when medical attention
proved of no avail. The Paris crew
won, the six-mile course being rowed in
“4hirty-nine minutes and forty seconds,
a cord made on August 23, 1871, and
still ‘unbroken.” Thus ended that noted
race. It claimed the life of Renforth.

Speaks of Hilton Belyea.

Hilton Belyea, the present champion,
comes from a stock celebrated in regatta
races. His father was James Belyea,
Belyea, who trained with the Paris crew.
He raced against Brayley and won by
three lengths on August 16, 1871. Bray-
ley then rowed against Hanlan at the
centennial exhibition in Philadelphia in
1876. He took a heat from Ellis Ward,
which gave him a place in the race, but
Hanlan won in the finals. Time 21.9.

A WONDERFUL DAY.

While the estimates vary, it may fairly
’be assumed that between fifteen and |
twenty thousand people gathered at
Renforth vesterday for the double pur-
pose of commemorating a great event
and of giving ex};ression to their plea-
sure at the revival of aquatic sports in

these waters. The scene was one lonz

to be remembered. Not since 1871. has
so great an assemblage of people been
witnessed there. Past and present were
blended, for among those who gazed up

the ¢ourse from the stake boat was a man
who had rowed his first race on the
Kennebeccasis sixty-two years ago, and
another who had wen fame some thirty
years later. Other old-time oarsmen
were there, and many persons who had
witnessed the great race fifty years ago,
which yesterday’s event commemorated.
In addition to the many thousands who
lined the shore, presenting “in theis
bright colored apparel a wivid contrast
to the green backgroun$® of the wooded
hillside with its pretty cottages peeping
through, there must have beeu four or
five thousand people afloat on the west-
ern side of the course, in every conceiv-
able craft, from a canoe or tiny punt
to & Yiver steamer. The white sails of |
the yachts were there,-and one of the
prettiest pictures of the day was pre-
sented when the fleet of competing sail-:
craft winged away from the starting
line to the first buoy, and again when
they were racing home,

The day was a perfect one for such
an outing. At one time the water was
a bit rough for the shells at the upper
end of the course, but not emough to
cause inconvenience to the oarsmen.
The sun shone brightly at times, and
anon was partly concealed by detached
masses of white cloud floating in the
upper air. The hills along the river were
now dark, now blue in color, and the
whole scene was one of -ever-varying
light and shade that charmed the eye.
Seen from the water, the shores present-
ed a picture of rare loveliness. Brightly
clad people were massed in thousands
around the club house and along the ad-
jacent ground, while other thousands
were scattered all along for mgqre than
e mile toward Riverside; and 'behind
them along the road was a continuous
line of motor dars. The congestion
along the road was such that cars could
barely creep along at a snail’s pace. And
the vast crowd remained throughout the
afternoon, testifying in the ‘most con-|
vinting manner to the love of aquatic|
sport which is a characteristic of' St.
John people, who now rejoice im its,
revival. -

SIR SAM HUGHES.'

The battle that General Sir Sam
Hughes has fought so sturdily with
Death for so many months is ended,
and he has gone to his rest. Over and
over again the news went forth that the
end was very near, but always he rallied
till within the last few days. His vitality
was as remarkable as the man himself,
and even those who were his most con-
sistent critics must concede that he was
a remarkable man. Thé summoning,
equipping, training and dending overseas
of the Canadian First Contingent in the
great war will ever stand out as a very
notable achievement; and with it will
be forever: linked the name of Sir Sam
Hughes, the man who refused to ‘ac-
knowledge difficulties, who bent his col-
leagues to his will, and who accomplish-
ed his end in a manner that won the
admiration of the greatest soldiers of
his time.

i No one denies that he brought to
voluntary recruiting a spirit and en-
thusiasm which never ,flagged through-
out the country until the summer of
'1916. Sir Sam himself always insisted
that conscription would have been un-
necessary had he heen'given a free hand
in raising the men by voluntary meth-
'ods. However, he earnestly supported
the Military Service Act of 1917, and
was returned at his last parliamentary
election as a supporter of the Union

i

government.

As to the facts leading up to his resig-
nation as minister of militia, there is
still much controversy. He took the op-
portunity on more than one occasion
to state his own position in the House
of Commons, and after retiring from of -
fice sometimes criticized the govern-
ment’s administration of military af-
fairs. During one of his trips to Europe
as minister of militia, he was more or
less attacked in connection with the
contracts for the manufacture of fuses.
He at once returned to Ottawa and de-
manded an'investigation and was com-
pletely exonerated by a royal commis-
sion, consisting of Sir William Mere-
dith and Mr. Justice Duff of the
Supreme Court of Canada.

Sir Sam always insisted that Canada
should take part in the wars of the em-
pire and offered to raise battalions for
service in the Egyptian, Soudanese and

African campaigns. He was enthusias-
tic in ‘supporting the empire during the
great world struggle, but contended al-
ways that the Canadian army should not
be a mere corps of the British armyy
but should occupy the position ‘of an
allied force. After his resignation as
minister of militia, he strongly insisted
:upon this view and severely criticized
:the course of Sir Arthur Currie, Cana-
dian commander-in-chief in the closing
days of the war. He appeared in the
House of Commons on one occasion to
protest against the outside service be-
ing under the civil service commission
and strongly urged a return to the so-
called “patronage system.” This was
the occasion for a great ovation, in
which all the members of the house par-
ticipated. The views he expressed at
the time were bold, and by some consid-
ered reactionary, but they received con-
siderable support.

The convention adopted the proposi-
tion ‘submitted by Mayor Chestnut, and
appointed a committee to carry their de-
terminations to the government.

The most notable feature of the con-
vention in St. Stephen, in 1912, was the
elaborate paper on public health by Dr.
Murray MacLaren. He urged ,the ap-
pointment of a provincial public health
officer possessing a diploma in public
health, the establishment of a hygienic
laboratory, a provincial bacteriologist
and a hospital pathologist, the appoint-
ment throughout the province of chief
district health officers, the care of
tuberculosis on a large scale, medical in-
spection of public schools.

The health programme advocated by
Dr. Murray MacLaren was not new. Dr.4
M. B. Mullin and others had been in-
sisting on medical inspection of the pub-
lic schools for many years; the tuber-
culosis problem had also been taken up
by the.Union of New Brunswick Muni-
cipalities, but Dr. Murray MacLaren re-
arranged the whole subject of public
health into one paper. He was en orsed
by ghe Union and made an honorary
member.

The problem of health is now under
a departmental head, Hon. Dr. Ww. F.
Roberts being the responsible minister,
and to him must be given the credit of
carrying into operation what had) been
the hopes and subjects of resolutions and
government interviews for many. years
previously.

While the present health act has a few
objectionable features—such as patron-
age and powers of taxation without rep-
resentation, on the whole the act is well
worthy the support of the Union of New
Brunswick Municipalities. The asperi-
ties will, no doubt be removed in time,
and its promoter be venerated by our
children as a man of vision and a bene-
factor. i

At. the Moncton convention of 1909,
Albert E. Reilley, mayor of Moncton,
took strong grounds against leasing the
Intercolonial Railway. This was unan-
imously supported.

The late G. W. McCready recited,
with the approval of the U. N. R. M,
the conclusions of th€ Union of Cana-
dian Municipalities on this point, as
follows:—%“That it was unjust and ar-
bitrary to lay upon the municipalities
the liability to maintain and pay the
militia engaged in the suppression of
disorder, and in lieu of such arbitrary
methods, the liability should be fixed by
a judge on the municipality, province
or federal authorities, according to the
natire and conditions of the  circum-
stances.” :
