London with enormous financial in­
terests in China, regards this morning's 
news of the spread of rebellion as ex­
ceedingly grave.

For 
months she has regarded the rapid cen­
tralization of Yuan Shi Kai’s power with 
grave uneasiness, as threatening her am­
bition to maintain the leadership of 
Asia. But for Japanese secret leader­
ship, arms and money, London would 
unquestionably pin its faith upon Yuan, 
whose superb statecraft is universally 
admitted.

opposition. Their policy consists of in- 
uendos, personal attacks and blank ne­
gation. Undoubtedly a considerable 
section of the moderate electors are un­
easy over Ulster, dissatisfied with the 
insurance act, and disliking the Marconi 
episode, and would rally to a bold, con­
structive opposition campaign. They 
are repelled, however, at every turn by 
the present oposition leaders.

Responsible Unionists are plainly de­
claring they mean to sanction no com­
promise over Ulster. They will suggest 
none, agree to none. Their unchanging 
and impossible demand being no home 
rule before an appeal to the country.

Lord Middleton, a Conservative peer 
with a seat on the front opposition 
bench, in a recent speech implied that 
the Unionists will next session endeavor 
by calculated disorder to prevent the 
pasage of the home rule and Welsh dis­
establishment bills. As the Daily Chron­
icle well says, “If these are really to 
be its new tactics, heaven help the tory 
party; an opposition foolish enough to 
attempt to wreck the parliamentary ma­
chine will only do disservice to its own 
cause.”

Bonar Law is disappointing friend and 
foes alike in his absence of a construc­
tive policy.

New potatoes have been coming in 
for a week and are of a very good quali­
ty. As is usual at this time of year, 
they are expensive, bringing $1.80 a 
bushel. There were a few peas to be 
seen at fifty cents a peck. Only Ameri­
can beans have yet come in and as their 
price is regulated by the Boston market 
they are high, bringing $1 a peck. Both 
peas and beans should drop rapidly 
from now on.

Celery, beets and carrots were in 
abundance and brought in each case ten 
cents a bunch. Lettuce sold at five 
cents. Cucumbers were very high at 
ten cents each. All garden stuff is late 
this year, due to the cold season so far.

A few wild strawberries were on hand 
and were quickly snapped up at fifty 
cents a quart. Cultivated berries are on 
the move upward, bringing twelve to 
fourteen cents a box. The first raspber­
ries of the year were in this morning 
and brought twenty cents. Blueberries 
sold at fifteen and gooseberries at 
twelve cents a box.

Butter is on the upward move, costing 
from twenty-six to twenty-eight cents. 
During the haying season from now on 
it will probably go higher. Eggs brought 
twenty-six cents a dozen.

But lest the citizens who are aware 
should hold too exalted an opinion of 
their home schools and feel that since 
they are good they cannot be improved, 
it might be well to survey briefly some 
of advances at presént being made in 
other» cities of Canada, mire particularly 
in the newer and progressive cities of 
the west.

Thç most flagrant delict in the St.
John public school system is admitted 
to he the small salarias paid the teach­
ers. When comparisons arc made be­
tween St. John teachers’ salaries and 
those paid in Vancouver, Regina, Ed­
monton—in fact in all the western cit­
ies—the difference is declared to be de­
plorable. To take a typical example:
Vancouver pays an average of $147 a 
niorfch to its high school teachers, an 
affhrage of $86 a month to its common 
school teachers, and an average salary of 
$92 a month taken through all the 
schools. Nor do the higher living ex­
penses explain the cause for the differ­
ence. The reason may be gathered from 
the ease witli which it is stated the trus­
tees are able to get grants for this pur­
pose from the city.

in St. John, although the school board 
has long been agitating higher salaries 
in order that we might be able to re­
tain our brightest young teachers for 
service here, a prominent educationalist 
said yesterday that it is a well known 
fact that the city council have always 
been very chary in their grants for 
school purposes

Already this year the school hoard 
have had to fill fourteen vacancies, due 
to resignation, generally with less experi­

DENIAL OF STORY THAT 
DUCHESS OF CONNAUGHT 

HAS BEEN PLAYING GOLFNew York, July 19—A London cable 
says: The current issue of the London 
Lancet contains an editorial on Fried­
mann’s tuberculosis treatment with 
special reference to a recent meeting of 
the Berlin Medical Society, at which 
specimens were shown.

The subject was an American medical 
man, who was taken to a hospital where 
he received an injection of Friedmann’s 
serum three weeks ago. For a time he 
improved, but died later. At the place 
of injection were found tuberculosis bac- 
cilii shorter and thicker than the human 
bacilli.

“The question is,” says the Lancet, 
“whether the tuberculosis at the place of 
injection must be regarded as a direct 
sequel to the injection or only 
symptom of the general tuberculosis.

Primary tuberculosis of the muscles 
is extremely rare, and it is significant 
that tuberculosis should have developed 
at the spot where an alleged anti-tuber­
culosis remedy had been deposited.”

Two cups graham, 2 cups buttermilk, 

2-8 cup molasses, 1 teaspoon soda and 
pinch of salt. Bake in slow oven one 
hour and five minutes.

His immediate pre­
decessor was Maitre Labori, the famous 
defender of Dreyfus. To the distinguish­
ed order of “avocats” belong some of 
the principal politicians of the day. In­
deed, it may be said that both chambers 
of the legislature are largely recruited 
from lawyers and doctors.

President Poincare would have been 
probably “bâtonnier” last year had he 
not been premier. M. Barthou, the ac­
tual head of the cabinet, already lies oc­
cupied the position.

| war, and M. Aristide Briand, his col­

league and superior in the cabinet.
The new “bâtonnier” is particularly 

“en vue.” The account of his career at

i inality of the last twenty years. Though 

lie is still on the right side of fifty, and 
therefore to be accounted young in the 
great profession he adorns, he has been 
a prominent figure in “causes célébrés” 
during two decades.

Of recent years his • most famous 
client was Gallay, who embezzled a 
large sum of money from the Comptoir 
d'Escompte and then sailed the South­
ern Seas in a sumptuous yacht. He de­
fended Wache de Roo, who shot his 
mother, of whom he was very fond, be­
cause she was going to marry again; 
and recently he defended a woman who 
killed a rival to her husband’s affections, 
and succeeded, thanks to Maitre Robert, 
in enlisting the sympathy of the jury.

There is something irresistible in the 
eloquence of this famous pleader, who 
uses a latitude unknown in the foreign 
Spurts to. secure tlje verdict.

who read our article in last issue on 
the industrial expansion which has taken 
Place in this province during the past 
twenty-one years must readily see that 
we are now almost as much Interested in 
western markets as we used to be in 
purely local ones..

Take the factories from Sydney to 
Halifax and up to Amherst and consid­
er how important it is to them that 
they should have a good connection with 
all the points in the near west and the 
far west, where their goods are con­
sumed. , .

What we are coming at is this : The 
time is past when the !.. C. R. can be 
purely a local road. If it wants to serve 
these provinces adequately, either by 
building its own line or acquiring one 
already built, it must extend to the west. 
Whenever it does this, is it not clear to 
everyone that it must put its local 
freight rates on a par with the company- 
owned roads, subject, of course, to such 
reductions as water competition may 
make necessary ? We should not be at 
all surprised if this were one of the chief 
reasons why the present readjustment 
has been started.

“Additional farms in these territor­
ies are now being prepared for next 
year by the C. P. R., and it is expected 
that within the next few years there 
will be a great string of these ready­
made farms in operation. General farm­
ing is the basis of the work in the mean­
time, but the department is taking a 
very keen interest in the development 
of the cattle breeding industry in the 
west, and greater works along this line 
are to be looked for in the future.”

Frequent experiments have shown 

that one single test of a cow’s milk is 
not reliable as an indication of what 
percentage of fat her milk normally con­
tains. A great many well known causes 
affect the test, also sor|e causes that 
are unknown at present even to the 
closest students. This “variation in the 
test” is one of the puzzles of the cow’s 
individuality and because of these puz­
zling variations it is advisable to take 
composite samples at intervals so as to 
ascertain the average test.

Some recent painstaking investigations 
at one of the dairy research stations in 
England with seven cows for two days, 
even covering such details as a separate 
test of eleven successive pints, three 
times a day, from the four quarters of 
the udder, show 'that, while the aver­
age test with the cows giving thirty 
pounds of milk a day was 8.6 per cent, 
the variation was all the way from only 
six tenths of one per ceht up to nine 
and a half per cent of fat.

This is clear proof of how misleading 
one single test inqy be. If the real earn­
ing capacity of each individual cow is 
to be computed, it must be on the basis 
of her annual production of milk and fat 
less the cost of feed; regular weighing 
and testing give that knowledge which 
every factory patron should have of each 
cow lie keeps.

There is a certain quantity 
of air left in the lungs always, which 
physiologists call “residual air.”

This air in times becomes foul and 
affects the blood and through the blood 
the nervous centers. Certain nerves get 
tickled as it were and the result is a 
yawn, stretching the lungs to their full­
est extent, filling them with clean, fresh 
air and driving the foul air out.

That’s one reason why it is good to 
yawn.

You will 
perhaps be surprised to know that 
yawning is even beneficial to your hear­
ing.

The cracking sound which you so oft­
en hear when giving an extra big yawn 
is due to the stretching and opening of 
the eustachian tubes.

If they are congested, 
which happens when you have a bad 
cold in the head, people complain of 
deafness.

If you feel inclined to yawn then dp 
so. It is nature’s way of cleaning out 
your lungs and air passages.

Movement Grows Quietly

It will be a surprise to many people 
in England to hear that every Sunday 
almost in the year, vast music halls are 
crowded with audiences who pay for 
their admission and who hang on the 
words of some Socialistic orator preach­
ing to them the new gospel of social re­
construction. These meetings are not 
reported ; they are not even noticed in 
the great papers; and so the movement 
is proceeding at a much greater rate of 
progress than is imagined.

The Socialist is necessarily impatient 
and even when great things are dom 
such as the old age pensions and the in­
surance acts—they are about as well sat­
isfied as the bon vivant who dallies with 
the hors d’oeuvre before he gets to the

full meal. They are, therefore, always 
finding fault with their representatives 
in parliament, who find it very difficult 
there to make any progress at all; for 
the British parliament even today is, 
with its antiquated rules and its still 
powerful and wealthy classes, to say no­
thing of the Irish complication—like a 
diligence trying to do the work of an 
express train. And thus it is that there 
is a constant stream of vitriolic critic­
ism being poured on the heads of Ram­
say Macdonald and the other labor mem­
bers of the House of Commons.

Irish Politician’s Place a Sinecure to His, Writes T. P. 
O’Connor—He is Fitted Intellectually For 

Place in the Cabinet
Ramsay Macdonald, who is the chief 

figure in this drama, is a remarkable 
personality. He is an excellent type 
and almost embodiment of - that strong 
self-reliant and energetic race to which 
he belongs. He was born in a small 
Scotch village, of poor parents, and 
when he had to start life, he had no for­
tune beyond the good education that 
every Scotch child has got since the 
days of John Knox. When first I knew 
him, he was a free lance journalist in 
London, and if I remember rightly, he 
used to contribute to a paper of which 
I was then the editor. I can reccall his 
apeparanee then ; q tall, raw boned young 
Scotchman with the high cheek bones 
characteristic of his race; with an im­
mense mass of coal black hair that rose 
in a mountain from his head, and very 
fine eyes, dark enough to look almost 
black; and an expression also typically 
Scotch in its combination of shrewd­
ness and enthusiasm.

Lasting Friendship Rare

London, July 18—No man in Brit­
ish politics has so unenviable a posi­
tion as Ramsay Macdonald, the leader 
Of the Labor party. I have sometimes 
felt that an Irish , politician—especialy 
In the days when thçir ranks weje di­
vided—had a task that was a greater 
strain on patience, courage an# tenac­
ity than any ordinary human being 
could be called upon to bear; but when 
I have glimpses into the inner life of 
ttoi men in thc labor movement, I have 
realized that the Irish politician lived, 
by comparison, in something approach­
ing a political paradise.

Our people are, unless when they 
aire rank or sham cranks, generous and 
loyal, and they give to their leaders an 
amount of confidence and of good will 
that few men in the hard world of poli­
tics are in the habit of receiving. In 
other political parties you often see the 
greatest and the most loyal service vis­
ited with captious and unjust criticism.

Take, for instance, the men who con­
stitute a ministry. To the outside world 
tflly appear a number of great men 
trusted willingly, if not enthusiastical­
ly,; with the comment! of a disciplined 
and loyal army, every man of whieh is 
Itrady to live and almost die for them. 
A-n intimate knowledge of the inner life 
of the House of Commons would soon 
reveal to you that these leaders are be­
ing canvassed every hour of the day by 
Cheir own supporters ; that some of them 
are disliked, and nearly all of them 
éhvied; that their motives are constant­
ly being questioned ; and that, in short, 
there is on the stage of politics as où 
the stage of the theatre house, an in­
ner world of heart burning and of viol­
ent jealousy.

When the King Edward school 
built last year at a cost of $60,000, there 
was a great deal of adverse comment 
from different quarters on the so-called 
extravagance. It might be well to no­
tice a few of the sums devoted to sites 
and buildings in other cities before a 
final judgment was pased as to the de­
gree of extravagance thus displayed No 
fewer than four schools have been built 
in Vancouver during the last year at a 
cost ranging from $65,000 to $78,000; 
one building cost $150,000; two sites 
$185,000, while Victoria, a city very lit­
tle larger than St. John, erected a high 
school last year which took $400,000.

Amherst, N. S„ spent as much as St. 
John on its latest school, while Camp- 
bellton’s cost nearly 
sums of money, spent willingly as the 
reports show, manifest very clearly that 
the rate-payers in these cities apreciate 
the value of the work upon which the 
money is being expended. The size of 
the rate-payers in these cities appreciate 
to the uninitiated citizen of St. John 
to be nothing short of appalling. Plats 
of ground an acre, sometimes two acres 
in area, are secured for each new build­
ing and when we consider that they are 
situated in the central section of west­
ern cities, the price paid need not be 
mentioned. It is felt to be necessary to

standpoint of utility as 
beauty.

Money Can Overcome Them.

The outstanding differences between 
schools of other Canadian cities which 

most progressive in matters of edu­
cational advancement and those of St.

As far as the type of scholastic work is 
concerned the St. John schools stand 
very high. If, then, they are to enjoy 
as excellent a reputation in other fea­
tures, admittedly important, it is felt 
to be necessary that the public be in­
structed in the importance of higher 
salaries, medical inspection and night 
school facilities so that the council may 
know there is a force of public opinion 
urging these matters.
