The General Home Rule Situation as it
Presents Itself Today \

(Canadian Press)

London, Sept. 23—0On Saturday next the
Unionists of the northern counties of Ire-
land propose to register their: formal de-
fianee of home rule. Gathering in. halls
and market places, even in churches, the
men of Ulster will sign a covenant, pledg-
ing themselves never to su mit to any
government from Dublin wlich may be
imposed upon the country by the Asquith-
Redmond home rule bill passed in the
House of Commons.

“Ulster Day,” is the de ignation chosen
for this remarkable political act. Accord-

ing to'its promoters, it will prove a show
of - determination 'so solemn and impres-
sive, that the British cabinet will hesitate
long before attempting to enforce ' its.
techeme for partial separation of Ireland
from the United Kingdom.

Englishmen Willing For Home Rule

But viewed through spectacles of an-
other political color, the affair is mot to
be taken seriously at all. Home rule in
its revived form of local self-government,
instead of complete . separation for Ire-
land, has aroused no. deeper political.feel-
ing in England, than other questions—
the tariff, the lords, and Lloyd-George's
taxation. measures. -

Indeed, most Englishmen, of all parties
appear willing that Ireland should have
about all the power involved in Mr. Red-
mond’s programme, if only the constant

strife and racial bitterness can be ended.

0 OFFER MONEY

This is Belief in Ottawa as to Naval
Policy—Session to be a Busy One

(Special to Times)

Ottawa, Sept. 23—~The .decision of the
government to call parliament in Novem-
ber instead of waiting until January as
has had been contemplated up fo last
week probably means that the naval ques-
tion is to be dealth with before Christmas,
thus gaining at least tweo or three months
in the giving of the “immediate and effect-
ive aid,” which Premier Borden has prom-
ised to the mother country.

If, as is believed likely, an emergency
contribution ie to be proposed, the reasons
against any avoidable delay, from politic,
national and imperial etandpoints, are
manifest. It is probable that the greater
part of the time up to Christmas adjourn-
ment will be taken up with the discussion
of the naval question. It is hoped that the
whole® matter will be disposed of, eo far
as this eession ie concerned, before the re-
cess.

The early calling of the session is also
due to the fact' that a long and import-
ant legislative agenda is contemplated and,
unless parliament is to sit well on into
summer, a good start must be secured be-
fore Christmas.

The list of measures to be dealt with
mcludes the bank act, the trade agree-
ment with the West Indies, the naturali-
zation law, copyright, civil service reor-
ganization, western lands, various frans-
portation questions and the highways and
tariff commission bills left over from last
session. : .

In addition. the government may add to
this heavy programme a redistribution
bill if it is found that the more urgent
matters of legielation can be disposed of
in: time. Altogether it looks like one of
the most important and interesting ses-
sions since confederation.

SSTER OF KNG
AFONSD F SPAN
 DES SUDDENLY

Madrid, Sept. 23—Princess Maria Ter-
esa, sister of King Alfonso, died sudden-
ly today from the effects of an embol-
ism,

The death of the Infanta, who was not
quite thirty years of age, has thrown the
whole Spanish court into deep mourning.
She had been married only six years to
Prince Ferdinand of Bavaria. The prince
became a naturalized Spaniard seven years
ago and is an officer in the Spanish army.
He resides in Madrid. Three infant chil-
dren, Prince Luis Alfonso, Prince Jose
Eugene and a baby sister not yet a year
old, are left.

King Alfonso’s other sister, the Infanta
Maria ‘De Las Mercedes, died on Oct.
17, 1904,

He found
the negro crouched undér a table in the
corner of the kitchen. Kicking him, he
ordered the man out of the house.

The intruder sullenly emerged, and Be-
tournay .started to leave the room. The
negro stealthily followed him along the
hall and suddenly whipping out a revolver,
fired three shots in rapid succession.

Harry E. Beyea Buys Lancaster

Plans for a new apartment house on
a large scale in Lancaster are under con-
sideration and this may be the next de-
velopment in the building Bituation in that
section. A section of land, 100 by 100
feet, comprising five lots, has been pur-
chaser by Harry E. Beyea, secretary-
treasurer of F. W. Daniel & Co., Ltd.,
with this in view, and although his plans
are not yet entirely matured, his present
intention is the construction of an apart-
ment house on the property.

Representatives of the European and
Canadian Land Company of Montreal
have been in the city for the last few
days seeking opportunities for investment
in local real estate.

The Times ig informed that the price
first paid for the Oak Hall corner and the
Itwo properties in Charlotte street, oppos-
ite the Dufferin, was $105,000, and the sale
made last week brought about $150,000.

GREAT FIGHTING
FLEET IN THE AIR

Aeroplanes Armed

With Quick Firing

Guns, Carrying Three Men and Speed-
ing 80 Miles an Hour—Scout Squad-

New York, Sept. 22—A London cable
says:—

Great Britain is.to bave an air fleet as
a resuli of the recent grand manoeuvres
in East Anglia, which will put this arm
of the service on a par with other great
powers. The war office authorities are so
impressed with the necessity, that a great
fleet of fighting aeroplanes will be organiz-
ed immediately. It will comprise two
types of machines, one armed with quick-
firing guns for engaging and destroying the
enemy’s aeroplanes while the other will be
designed for scouting. v .
Exhaustive tests of the gun carrying
warplane will be made by the royal flying
corps. The craft is to carry the pilot in

The passengers, in addition to the pilot,
will be a gunner and an officer, who will
act as observer. The gunner will sit in
front with the pilot so as to have an un-
Interrupted view. Just as artillery clears
the way for infantry, these giant aeros
will seek to sweep from the air all oppos-
ing air craft and to prepare a clear passage
for the swift scouts which will be sent, in-
to the sky in squadrons.

‘London, Sept. 23—The death of R. J.
D. Astley by the fall of his aeroplane at
Belfast has given an impefus to a move-
ment to found a national aviator's league.
Astley was the twentieth British airman
to lose his life. A gimilar league has al-
ready been founded in the United States
tq control aviation and discourage or for-
bid fancy flying involving dangerous risks.

Marconi Towe;s of- Steel

" The work of replacing with steel masts
4he famous towers at the Marconi station
at Glace Bay is now proceeding.

Sir David Burnett, Next Lord
Mayor of London, to Be
Elected This Week — A
Tale of Spain

Sir David Burnett, the senior Alderman
who has not “passed the chair,” and en;
joying, moreover, universal; regard and es-
teem, can count on being elected on Satur-
day mnext to the office of lord mayor of
London for the forthcoming civic year,
commencing on November 9. The present
incumbent is an octogenarian physician,
Sir Thomas Crosby. Sir David has long
been at the head of one of the principal
firms of surveyors in the metropolis of the
He is a man of a little
more than sixty, is married, is a Conserva-
tive in politics, and was. knighted-in 1908
by the late King Edward, for his services
as sheriff of London.

The election of the lord mayor was form-
erly held on the Feast of the Translation
of Saint Edward, October 13, but it was
altered to Michaelmas Day, September 29,
by an act of the common council dating
from the reign of Henry VIIL. Michaecl-
mas falling on Sunday next, the election
will be held on Saturday.

The elettors constitute a body knewn
as “the Common Hall,” and consist of the
aldermen and members of the various city
liveries, guilds or companies, “the lord
mayor acting as president, and the sheriffs
performing the duties of returning officers.
The powers of the Common Hall are con-
fined to the election of the lord mayor and
of the sheriffs, who each hold their office
for a year. The aldermen are elected for
life by the various city guilds, and if they
refuse to serve are obliged to pay a fine
of $2,500, which can likewise be imposed
upon any of their number who refuses to
put in a term as lord mayor.

The new lord mayor will be inducted
into oflice on November 9. Formerly the
date of the inauguration was October 29,
the day after the Feast of St. Simon and
St. Jude, but this date was changed more
than 150 years ago to November 9 by ‘a
;};atute bearing the signature of George

Sir David Burnett will be the first prac-
tising surveyor in many decades to he-
come lord mayor of London. All sorts of
trades ares represented in the long list
of chief magistrates of the city. Sir Nicho-
las Wotton, who was lord mayor during
the reign of Henry V., was a pawnbroker,
and had:the honor of serving as “uncle™
to the king who, being on one occasion
hard pressed for money, pledged his jew-
els with “0Old Nick.” Thomas Coke, lord
mayor in 1468, was a boot-maker, and to
promote his business issued a proclamation
ordering the citizens of London to wear
boots with turned up toes of a prodigious
length, and fining heavily all those who
disobeyed his mandate.

John Northampton, suecessor of Lord
Mayor Walworth, who killed the rebel,
Wat Tyler, was a barber when elected but,
becoming a member of the clergy during
his term of office, claimed the right to oc-
cupy the pulpit of any church in the city
he pleased.. Sir Samuel Fleyer, lord mayor
in 1761, was a bricklayer, and the famous
Dick Whittington, thrice lord mayor "of
London, was a house decorator. Butchers,
brewers, bakers, printers, and fishmongers,
all figure on the list, Drapers and gold-
smiths, however, are more extensively re-
presented than any other trade.

Good American dollars have been used
te acquire the Villa of San Martino, on
the Island of Elba, which belonged to the
First Napoleon during his exile there, from
May 1814 to Febfuary 1815, the villa hav-
ing been partly re-constructed under his
direction, and in accordance with his own
designs. The purchaser is the Marquis
Camillo Ruspoli, of the Falconieri Palace
at Rome, who owes his wealth to his mar-
riage, the marquise being the daughter and
heiress of the late Baron Albert Blane
and his wife, who was the very rich Na-
talie Terry, of New York. Baron Albert
Blanc was for several years Italian envoy
at Washington, and afterwards represent-
ed his country as Ambassador at Madrid
end at Constantinople, likewise holding the
office of minister of forgign affairs at Rome
in two administrations.

The Marquis Camillo Ruspoli of Rome
must not be confounded with his kinsman,
Don Camillo Ruspoli of Madrid, who be-
lcngs to the Spanish branch of the fam-
ily. This Spanish line was founded by his
grandfather and namesake Camillo Ruspoli,
when he married Dona Carlotta Godoy
Borbon, daughter of an extraordinary ad-
venturer, Manuel Godoy, who, through the
fevor of Queen Maria Luisa, of Spain, was
loaded with honors, invested with the office
of prime minister, created Duke of ILa
Alcudia and of Sueca, lord high admiral of
the navy and captain general of the army,
and finally, after his negotiation of the
trealy of Basle, receiving the title of
“Prince of the Peace.” Not content with
this, Queen Maria Luisa even found him
a royal wife, in the person of Maria Ter-
esa de Borbon, a rear relative of, the king.

Godoy to such an extent was pursued
by the popular execration that almost in-
variably falls to the favorites of rulers,

(| that his countrymen forget the services

which he rendered to the nation. Thus,
while premier he founded the Royal Medi-
cal College at Madrid, which put an end
to the reign of quacks and barber-sur-
geons. He organized asylums for the care
of foundlings, and for the relief of the deaf
and dumb.

of all his property and, driven into exild,
he spent the remainder of his days in
Paris, under the name of “M. Xanuel,”
dependent upon a small annuity settled
upon him by King Louis Philippe of
France. He died 'in 1851, a few
weeks prior to Napoleon  Ill’s
Coup d'etat, in a dingy flat behind the
cpera. True, Queen Jsabella 1I. had, in
1847, at the instance of King Louis Phil-
oppe, signed a decree restoring to Godoy
all his titles and ordering the restovation
of his property, but the actual possessors
of his estates knew well how, by the
tedious delays and circumlocutions of the
Spanish law. to postpone from month to
month ‘the fulfilment of the order, until
after his death. .

His daughter and heiress, married to
Camille Ruspoli of Rome, was more fortun-
ate. She was able to secure somc of bhis
confiscated estates, and inherited his titles
of Duke of Alcudia and of Duke of Sueca
which, according to Spanish law, were
shared by her Ltalian, bugband. She hard-
ly deserved this good lick, since she had
abandoned her father, declining to contri-
bute towards his maintenance. The pres-
ent Duke of Alcudia, Adolfe Ruspoli of
Madrid, is her eldest son. He is a very
old man, more than ninety years of age,
antd Don Camillo Ruspoli is his nephew.

Neither the present Duke of Alcudia nor
his father, Don Camille. Ruspoli, has cared
to make use of- Manuel Godoy's title of
“Prince of the Peace,” which has been
theirs by right of inheritance. They pre-
ferred to allow it to lapse, owing to the
odium with which history has invested
it. Its only bearer lies buried -in that sec-
tion of the great Pere La Chaise Ceme-
tery known as the Spaniard’s Island, near
the tomb of Garcia, a great fenor. The
small railed-in grave is adorned by a stone
tablet, on which are brifly inscribed, the
words:—“Don Manuel Godoy, Prince - of
the Peace, and Duke of Alcudia.”

One might not: unnaturally expect a
woman bred in the high-browed atmos
phere = she was, to be something of a re-
former, an ardent suffragette, a fore-
most club woman and a great many other
things—one who would try to regenerate
the world but would not on any account
look after her own family.

BORDEN ANNOUNCES MEETING

own ends.

DES FOR WFES SHE

New gYork, Sept. 23—“I have lost my
position and am sick and tired of it all.
I am worth more to you dead than alive.
You will find my body in some cheap lodg-
ing house.”

This pathetic letter, written by an old
man who had lost his job because of his
age, and telling of his intention to sacri-
fice his own life so that his wife might
not suffer in her declining years, has caus-
ed the police to redouble their efforts to
find the author before he carries out his
threat.

The man is Samuel Mix. He was sev-
enty years old and a cabinetmaker. With
his wife, a few years his junior, he lived
at No. 336 Kosciusko street, Brooklyn.

WP REDMOND IN NEW YORK

All Bluster and Talk, He Says of Ulster
Agitation—Declares Home Rule Cer-
tain

New York, Sept. 2—William H.K.Red-
mond, M.P., for Esat Clare and brother of
the Irish National leader, arrived here yes-
terday on the steamship Baltic. Mr. Red-
mond is looking the picture of health,
bronzed and rugged as a result of his sea
trip. He is accompanied by Mrs. Red-
mond.

Mr. Redmond is on his way to attend
the national convention of the United
Irish League of America, which will open
in Philadelphia this Monday evening.

Mr. Redmond said that the enthusiasm
displayed on his departure from Ireland
for this country surpassed anything he
had experienced on former occasions when
undertaking a mission for the Irish cause
to any part of the world.

“We are all absolutely certain that home
rule is well within our grasp,” said Mr.
Redmond, “and that short of some extra-
ordinary cataclysm, an earthquake-like
shock in the English body politic, or a
great disaster now unforeseen, within less
than two years Ireland will have won back
her old parliament once more.

“All this bluster and talk about rebel-

ster will not revolt, because Ulster knows
it would be useless for it to try. In any
case, less than half the population of Ul-
ster is oppesed to home rule at present.
The Nationalists hold one-half the repre-
sentation of the northern province, and
the entire representation of the remaining
three provinces, so any attempt at rebel-
lion would be only a fiasco. And the Un-
ionist leaders know this in their hearts.

“They may, of durse, egged on by fire-
brands like Lord Londonderry and Sir
Edward Carson, indulge in some street
brawls, or try to terrorize their Nationa-
list brethren in the Belfast shipyards. But
that will be the extent of their power to
prevertt the will of the Irish people, and
the majority of the Great Britain being
carried into effect.

“The accounts sent broadcast through
the press of all the supposed civil war
in Ulster are the grossest exaggerations.
Why, with all this talk of bloodshed,

‘there has not been a single life lost on

either side, and I feel sure there will
not be. This talk of the Unionists’ dedi-
cating Sept. 28 to what is to be called
‘Covenant’s day,” when they are to so-
lemnly register their opposition to home
rule, excites omnly amusement in Great
Britain. It is laughed at in Ireland.
“These men are semsible enough to. re-
cognize that a measure enacted by the
British parliament, as the home rule
measure wil] be, and backed by the forces
of Great Britain, cannot be successfully
resisted by a small gection of one prov-

| ince in Ireland. O, no; there will be no

rebellion in Ulster on the home rule
question. You may take my word on
that.” ’ ,

“Is there any danger of the Liberal
government falling before the passage of
the home rule bill, through a division of
the Liberal and Labor forces in British
constituencies?”” Mr. Redmond was ask-

“Not the least,” Mr. Redmond replied.
“In two or three constituencies where
three cornered fights took place, owing
to the unfortunate divigsion of the Y.iberal
and Labor strength in the constituencies,
the Unionists’ candidates were enabled to
creep in. But that danger is practically

the other day in' Midlothian, with the
forces favorable to home rule divided on
other issues, and dividing the Progressive
vote, the Unionists only won by two votes
on a poll of 12,000 or 14,000 although the
Lebor man had drawn away a couple of
thousand votes from the home rule side.

“The Labor members of the House of
Commons have no sympathy with this
running of independent Labor candidates
in most of these constituencies, because
to do so generally would invite retaliation
from the Liberals, and the Labor party
cannot afford to antagonize a government
that has done more for labor and the plain
people in the last five years than all the
Liberal governments preceding had done
in fifty years, or were able to do.”

The Irish people, he said, expect the
same results to flow from home rule in
Ireland which have flowed from self-gov-
ernment in every other lap® where it
exists, and will make of it in a few years
a new Ireland in the best sense of the
word.

Sir Edward Carson. during a riot in
Londonderry on Friday narrowly escaped

iserious injury when a large stone was

dropped through the top of his carriage.
At Coleraine on Saturday in his speech
against home rule, he said Ulster would
sign the covenant without caring whether
it was treason or not and would fight
agzinst hqme rule. Wm. O'Brien, Nationa-
list, in Cork on Saturday said he feared
the Liberals had wrecked home rule pros-
pects by the insurance act.

PRESENT 0 BID MR.

British Statesmen, Says London
Letter, Merely Followed Official

" Custom

,(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, Sept. 10— Some comment has
been caused here by the fact that no cabi-
net minister was present to bid an official
farewell to Mr. Borden, and it has been
unreasonably assumed that this was an in-
dication of indifference on the part of His
Majesty’s ministers. As a matter of fact
it is no$ the custom for ministers of cabi-
net rank personally to meet and bid
goodbye to personages of equal etation.
These dutieg are performed by deputy.
The custom of the royal family is follow-
ed in this respect and you will remember
that when the German Emperor came to
‘Fngland he was welcomed by the king’s
deputy.

At the same time it is to be recorded
that Mr. Asquith was specially anxious to
do the Canadian prime minister honor, and
the significance of his visit was very far
from being underrated in parliamentary
circles here. Then the session had been
particularly arduous, jand Mr. Asquith’s
health is far from good.

FOUNDING A SHEEP FLOCK

Since the new edition of the bulletin
“Sheep Husbandry in Canada,” was issued
a few weeks ago, there has been a con-
stant stream of requests for it flowing in-
to the publications branch at Ottawa. A
great many of the applicants write that
they are just commencing, or are about to
commence, sheep raising and that they
wish to learn how to handle a flock success-
fully. This bulletin contains a chapter
specially prepared for such persons describ-
ing how best to establish a flock of com-
mercial sheep.

The author, J. B. Spencer, recommends a
flock of fifteen ewes as the minimum for
a farm of 100 acres. Such a flock can be
increased with experience, but not be-
yond twenty to twenty-five unless it is de-
sired to make a special business of sheep
With the management and care
described in the bulletin, an increase of
from 150 to 175 per cent, and it should be
the latter, may be expected through
lambs. !

The early weeks of autumn is stated to
be the best time to purchase ewes as then
one can select those that have raised good
lambs.

Before the .present edition of the bulletin
is fully exhausted a still further one will
be ordered so that no one need hesitate
about ordering a copy. which will be sent
free to all who apply for it to the Publica-
tion Branch, Department of Agriculture,
QOttawa.
