THE HABAWASKA LANDS.We need not say how
Deeds AU Reedy to be Preseated to 

H nadreds of Settlers.
Hon. Ç A. Packard, the State Land 

Agent reporta that the surveys have been 
made of the Madawaska lands under the 
legislative resolve of last winter,and that 
deeds will be conveyed by him to the set­
tlers as soon as he is directed by the 
commission appointed by Governor Bur­
leigh. This Commission purchased these 
lands a short thne ago for the state and 
there will be over three hundred deeds 
given to the settlers. The matter was sat­
isfactorily adjusted between the state, 
the settlers and the land proprietors.
These settles are all of French birth.
Some came from Arcadia, Nova Scotia, 
and others from^Ssnada. They are rapidly 
improving in their» methods of farming 
and many of them are ^acquiring a com­
petency. A new |road has be#nthuilt, 
forty-two mileekn*, under the direction 
of the county commisdeoero, from Cari­
bou through New Sweden and other 
towns to Fort Kent. It is a fine piece of 
road and will greatly assist in opening 
of that fertile farming land.

FURS! !only moderate natural
advantages may become a great port, pro­
vided its people have sufficient money 
and enterprise to provide it with first- 
class facilities for the loading and dis­
charging of vessels. St John has great 
advantages over every other Canadian 
port, and if those advantages do not give 
us the winter trade of Canada, it will be 
because our people are misled by false 
cries and permit designing persons who 
have not the true interest of the city at 
heart to influence their conduct.

The Sun, with its usual disregard of 
the interests of St John, is seeking to 
make a political question out of Mr. 
James D. Leary’s business-like offer to 
construct a dry dock and wet docks at 
Sand Point. This attempt will of 
fail like all the rest of the Sun’s recent 
political efforts, bat it is none the less 
annoying and contemptible. Every 
sensible man in St. John admits that a 
dry dock would be of enormous benefit 
to St John, and that a wet dock or deep 
water wharves, with railway connexions 
and warehouses are urgently needed, 
and yet some people would ask us to 
turn our backs 
who oflers to provide these things 
simply because there is trouble in this 
constituency over an appointment made 
by the local government As we stated 
before the man or the newspaper who 
makes such a political issue a pretext 
for opposing the dock scheme is courting 
political ruin. The question of harbor 
improvement is the great vital issue for 
the people of St. John and 
pared with it all other matters sink into 
insignificence. If we^previde St, John 
with proper facilities for the loading and 
discharging of cargoes m transit to and 
from the Upper Provinces we can win 
the whole of that important trade, which 
amounted in 1888 to $16,500,000, or more 
than doable the total imports of the port 
of St. John for the same year, which 
amounted to $7,846,000. 
follows that if Sl John could obtain this 
in transit trade its business would rise 
from $7,846,000 a year to $24,300,000 a 
year, that is to say it would be increased 
three fold, and three times as much 
ployment would be given to workingmen 
engaged in loading and unloading vessels 
as they now obtain from the present trade 
of this port. Surely such a business as 
this is well worth striving for, and surely 
the man or the newspaper which, from 
political motives, strives to prevent St 
John from realizing such advantages is no 
friend of this city or of its people.

NOTE AND COMMENT.
Some of the appointments of the Mkr- 

quis of Salisbury are being freely critic­
ized. Lord Harris, who has been 
governor of Bombay, has no other quali­
fication for official position than the fact 
that he is a good cricketer, and the new 
Viceroy for Ireland, the Earl of Zetland, 
is not distinguished for anything. Big 
offices should be filled with big men.

The British government’s Irish land 
bill is said to be settled, and a draft is to 
be submitted at the next meeting of the 
Cabinet Its terms will be awaited with 
interest, and if it is of a sweeping char­
acter it is likely to produce a pretty big 
political storm. The amusing part of it 
is that Balfour has been telling the 
British people that everything was lovely 
in Ireland, which would seem to show 
that no new Irish legislation is needed.

The project for the extension of the 
Intercolonial Railway from Levis to 
Montreal close to the Soutfi shore of the 
St. Lawrence is now before the govern­
ment. It £would shorten the distance 
from Quebec to Montreal by 35 miies 
and make the distance from St. John to 
Montreal by an all Canadian line 563 
miles or 82 miles more than the Short 
Line. It is highly probable that the 
government will grant a subsidy to the 
proposed railway.

The success of Gilbert & Sullivan’s new 
opera, “The Gondoliers” is pf 
interest to most readers than the 
Bulgarian Loan or even the Home Rule 
agitation. That it is a success seems to 
be quite certain. A cable correspondent 
says of it:—

The opera distinctly takes rank with 
‘•Pinafore,-*’ “Patience” and -The 
Mikado,” 'alike in quality of music, 
humor of libretto and picturesque 
setting. As a musical work, indeed, it is 
as bright and charming as Sullivan’s 
best inspirations in his earlier style, and 
perhaps contains more really likeaMe 
tunes than any other of the long series, 
though only one or two which the pub­
lic will catch and memorile. Sir Arthur 
bestowed far more than ordinary labor 
on his part of the work, and is naturally 
overwhelmed with delight at the splen­
did recognition the audience gave it. 
The story is whimsical enough to give 
Gilbert his necessary key, and for the 
most part it is turned todelghtfol purpose. 
There is a touch of boldness at the finish 
in the bringing in of a sort ofMed.teiratt- 
ean “Buttercup,” who, in a solitary song 
confesses to a deed which is the Baratar- 
ian equivalent ‘for mixing those children 
up.’ But a vast lot of brilliant fun is 
scattered through the whole opera, and 
there is not a dull three minutes in it 
anywhere.

Among the recently published papers 
of Lord Melbourne, who was prime min­
ister from 1834 to 1841, is a curious letter 
from King William IV. written for the 
purpose of expressing his unalterable de­
termination not to consent to the grant­
ing of responsible government to the 
Colonies. It is as follows 

His Majesty says he “conceives the 
moment to have now arrived to explain 
to his confidential servants his deter­
mination and fixed resolution, never to 
permit any despatch to be sent to His 
Majesty’s representative in Canada or 
any other colony holding an allegiance 
to Great Britain, that can for a moment 
hold out the most distant idea of the 
King ever permitting the question to be 
entertained by His Majesty’s confidential 
servants of a most remote bearing rela­
tive to any change in the manner of 
the appointment of the King’s 
Councils in the numerous colonies. 
His Majesty is persuaded thgt the main­
tenance of this just prerogktive in the 
hands of the Crown ts the safeguard for 
the preservation of the wise and happy 
connection between the mother country 
and the colonies which it is both the 
duly and inclination of the King to main­
tain. His Majesty cannot con dude with­
out remarking that this prerogative thus 
exercised by the Crown has ever exist­
ed since Great Britain has been in pos­
session of colonies, and never before hgs 
been called in question.”

His Most Gracious Majesty was strong 
in italics, as will be seen from the above, 
yet in spite of this powerful letter the 
colonies have obtained responsible gov­
ernment. His views of the prerogatives 
of the Crown sound to the people of the 
present day like an echo from the days 
of the Tudors.

The Zulu 
impi never saw them, and on the third 
day of travel they came to the fortified 
place of a Griqua chief, who sheltered 
them on receiving half the cattle in pay­
ment. Thence by slow degrees they 
journeyed down to the Cape Colçny, 
reaching a civilized region within a little 
more than a year from the date of the 
attack on the laager.

The afternoon was now drawing to­
ward evening, but still there were no 
signs of the impi. A wild hope struck 
us that they might have gone oh about 
their business. Ever since Indaba-zimbi 
had heald that the regiment was sup­
posed to belong to the Umtetwa tribe, 
he had, I noticed, been plunged in deep 
thought. Presently he came to me and 
volunteered to go out and spy upon their 
movements. At first Hans Botha was 
against this idea, saying that he was a 
“verdomde swartzel”—an accursed black 
creature—and would betray us. I point­
ed out that there was nothing to betray. 
The Zulus must know where the wagons 
were, but it was important for us to 
gain information of their whereabouts. 
So it was agreed that Indaba-zimbi should 
go. I told him this. He nodded bis white 
lock, said “All right, Macumazahn,” and 
started. I noticed with some surprise, 
however, that before he did so be went 
to the wagon and fetched his “mouti,” 
or medicine, which, together with his 
own magical apparatus, he always car­
ried in a skin bag. I asked him why he 
did this. He answered that it was to 
make himself invulnerable against the 
spears of the Zulus. I did not in the 
least believe his explanation, for in my 
heart I was sure that he meant to take 
the opportunity to make a bolt of it, leav­
ing me to my fate. I did not, however, 
interfere to prevent this, for I had an 
affection for the old fellow, and sincerely 
hoped that he might escape the doom 
which overshadowed us.

I rubbed my eyes and looked again.
Yes, there was no doubt of it. They 
were hÿted about a thousand yards away, 
by the water; some were lying down,some 
were cooking at fires, others were stalk­
ing about with spears and shields in their 
hands; there might have been two thou­
sand of them in all. While I was won­
dering—and that with no little uneasi- 

what on earth they could be doing 
there, suddenly I heard a wild cry to the 
right and left of me. I glanced first one 
way, then the other. From either side 
two great Zulus were bearing down on 
me, their broad stabbing assegais aloft, said, 
and black shields in their left hands. The 
man to the right was about fifteen yards 
away, he to the left was not more than 
ten. On they came, their fierce eyes al­
most starting out of their heads, and I 
felt, with a cold thrill of fear, that in an­
other three seconds those great “bang- 
wens” might be burled in my vitals.

On such occasions we act, I suppose, 
more from instinct than anything else— 
there is no time for thought.

Then we set to work on the laager. 
The wagons, of which, including my 
two, there were ten, were drawn 
into the form ot a square, and the 
disaelboom of each securely lashed 
with reins to the underworks of 
that in front of it. The wheels also 
were locked, and the space between the 
ground and the bed planks of the wag- 

stuffed with branches of the 
“wait a bit" thorn that fortunately grew 
near in considerable quantities. In this 
way a barrier was formed of no mean 
strength aa against a foe unprovided 
with firearms, places being left for the 
men to fire from. In a little over an 
hour everything was done that could be 
done, and a discussion arose as to the 
disposal of the cattle, which had been 
driven up close to the camp. Some of 
the Boers were anxious to get them into 
the laager, small as it was, or at least as 
many of them as it would hold.

I argued strongly against this, point­
ing out that the brutes would probably 
be seized with a panic as soon as the fir­
ing began, and trample the defenders of 
the laager under foot. As an alternative 
plan I suggested that some of the native 
servants should drive the herd along the 
valley of the river till they reached a 
friendly tribe or some other place of 
safety. Of course, if the Zulus saw them

trustees yesterday, several applications 
for appointment on the teaching staff 
were received, a few applications for 
leave of absence, also a few applications 
for advance of salary. The first were 
placed on the application book, the se­
cond were granted and the third were 
referred to the committee on teachers 
and salaries.

A report from M. W. Maher, inspector 
of buildings, was read, upon the condition 
cf the foundation walls of the Winter 
street school, with certain recommenda­
tions. The thanks of the board were 
passed Mr. Maher for his report.

Supt. Hayes’ monthly report showed 
the enre liment of pupils to be 6,572, the 
daily attendance 5,136, percentage 78. 
The five night schools meet regularlyfour 
nights in each week and are fairly well 
graded. The nominal enrollment in Nov. 
was nearly 400, the actual enrôlement 
about 302 and the average attendance 
150. 1 he monthly cost of operating the 
schools was in the neighborhood of $120, 
exclusive of light The superintendent 
made some recommendations in regard 
to one or two sessions in stormy weather; 
upon requiring Latin in the 7th and 8th 
standards for all pupils; upon depart­
mental work in certain schools; upon the 
apointment of regular teachers from the 
reserve staff; in regard to the duties of 
principals and upon depriving pupils of 
recess, etc.

The secretary, Mr. March, reported 
that the Provincial W. C. T. U. had pre­
sented the board, for the use of the 
teachers, with 51 copies of the Health 
Primer, which had been apportioned 
to the several schools. The thanks 
the board were passed to the union for 
their generous gift.

The financial statement submitted by 
the committee on accounts in every re­
spect corroborted an article on the sub­
ject which wee published in The Gazette 
a few weeks since.

The committee on teachers’ salaries 
recommended that $50, per annum be 
added to the salaries of the principals of 
the Indiantown, Peel street, Bentley, 
Madras, St. Peter’s, and Winter street 
schools from January 1st, 1890. They 
further recommended that the report up­
on the equalizing of salaries referred to 
them lie over for further consideration. 
This report was adopted.

The teaching staff of the city was 
reappointed for the first term of 1890 
with the exception of the following 
changep : Miss Jessie S. Livingston 
(new), Indiantown school, vice Miss 
Jones, resigned; Miss Ella Cairns, from 
the reserve staff, Winter street school, 
vice Miss Ward, resigned ; Miss Bessie 
Wilson, from the reserve staff, Albert 
school, vice Miss Montgomery, resigned ;
