PROVINCIA: AFFAIRS

The people of New Brunswick are
now able to measure fully the reliance
to be plné\‘d in such newspapers as
those which supported the late Murray
government. We were told that the gov-
ernment would not resign, that it might
ngt resign, and that if it did resign
Mr. Foster would not be called on to

form a new government,

it is perfectly clear that Premier
Mourray and his ‘collesgueu did not want
to resign. They hung on to office as
long as possible. After the manner of
the tory govermment at Ottawa they
were waiting for something to happen
and hoping that hy some trick of poli-
tieal fortune they might be able to de-
feat the will of the peoplee. We may
be sure, also, and no doubt the evidence
will yet be produced, that they tried
to make deals, which if they did not
immediately serve their turn 'might at
leset embarrass the new government. In
the end, however, they were compelled
to throw up their hands and get out of
the game. ‘

It may be taken for granted: thst the
province is in for further revelations of
a deplorable neture. There are rumors
that the financial condition of the prov-
ince has been made very much worse
during the last few years. One of the
first acts of the new government, in ad-
dition to a very thorough application of
the probe, should be to strike an hon-
est balance sheet, and let the people of
the province know the exact financial
position. When' the people do' know 'all
the facts, they will be prepared to give
the new government their hearty. ap-
proval in taking whatever measure may
‘be necessary to put the province on a
thoroughly sound financial basis, with
enough working capital to ensure " a
progressive administration of the various
departments. The burden of respopsi-
bility must be placed where it belongs,
and if the people find that they must
pay for so costly a luxury as the gov-
erbment which they have had since 1908,
and especially since 1911, they will be
the more Hkely in the future to refuse
to be blinded by partisanship.

Premier Foster and his colleagues
have assumed a heavy burden of work,
and they deserve the most generous con-
sideration at the outset of their gov-
ernmental career. To apply business
methods to the conduct of the vatious
departments will call for radical changes,
and it may be hoped that as far as pos-
sible they will abolish the patronage
systém. It goes without saying that
there are a great many persons all over
the province with whom they will not
care to do business, because of the rec-
ord of those persons in the matter of
patronage and graft. One thing can at
least be done, and that is to insist that
every man who does business with the
government shall give an honest return
for money received. After a govern-
ment has been defeated there are always
those, with personal aims to serve, ready
to approach the new. government and
present all kinds of arguments in sup-
port of their claims to special considera-
tion. The sooner all such persons are
given to understand that the mémbers
of the government regard public office
a$ a public trust the better it will be for
the province, and for the government
which has the courage to declare its
principles and stick to them. The peo=
ple of New Brunswick look hopefully to
Premier Foster and his colleagues for
redemption of the pledges made while
in opposition; and the term people in-
cludes very many who did not vote for
candidates of the opposition perty, but
who are greatly relieved that the old
government was defeated and that the
province has followed the example of
Manitoba and British Columbia.

In the last-named province the pre-
mier, who is a native of New Brunswick,
i$ doing all in his power to abolish the
patronage system; and Rev. Dr. Pid-
geon told the recent Social Service Con-
gress in St, John that from his personal
knowledge of Premier Brewster he be-
lieved the thing would be done. Sir
George Foster told parliament not long
ago that he had never discovered in all
his long political experience that the
patronage system ever brought any per-
manent strength to a party. The new
government of New  Brunswick might
well take these messages into its seri-
ous consideration. Tt will be assailed
at ihc very outset of its career by in-
fluehdes which'if heeded would tend to
its downfall, just'as they tended to the
downfall of the . government whose
shameful record is now a part of the
history of New Brunswick.

THE WAR SITUATION

On the eve of the special session of
the United States congress io deal with
thé  question of peace or war, the Ger-
nan chanéellor, von Bethmann-Holl-
weg, makés a public statement that
Germany never had the slightest inten-
tion of attacking the United States, and
has no such intention now. He adds,
somewhat defiantly, that if the Ameri-
cans regard the unrestricted submarine
:ampaign as a cause for war the Ger-

mans are ready to face the situation. If
we may judge from the correspondence
that comes fromn Washington, there
will be no hesitation, when _congress
meets next week, in taking up t\ns chal-
lenge and declaring that a state of war
already exists. President Wilson is in
conference with his advisers today, and
the whole tone of the American press
seems . to warrant the conclusion that
when the, president delivers his message
to congress next week that body will
declare itself in favor of vigorous war
measures,

On the western front the Germans are
now offering vigorous resistance both to
British and French, and are reported to
be entrenching themselves. Both Brit-
ish and French, however, are still gain-
ing some ground, and successfully hold-
ing all that they have occupied since
the German retirement began.

Since so many persons live outside the
limits of the city, and many others
would not occupy residences, it has pe-
culiar difficulties for St. Jolm. -Mr. Row-|
Fogo, the expert secretary of the Im-'
perial Royal Commission of Taxation,!
in his study of rates in England is au-|
thority for the statement that rentals |
in that country vary from one-third toi
one-fiftieth of incomes, and certainly this |
is somewhat different from the condi-!
tions in the time of Adam Smith. How- |
ever, an indirect income tax assessmt»nt!
is possible by this method, providing ex- |
emption is given smaller rentals, and the
rate increased as rents become higher.
It could also be provided that persons
pot occupying residences within the city
should have a rental imputed to them
by the assessor equal to the average ren-
tal of other individuals of their ability
and profession.

But the commission believes that its
proposed amendment of the present di-
rect assessment of incomes is a better
tax and will correct in large measure
the defects that now exist. It is of-
fering some slight changes intended to
simplify the administration and to pro-
vide more adequately for secrecy. on the
part of the assessor, in order to avoid
in administration any embarrassment to
business men. 'The commission believes
that business incomes and profits may be
taxed without serious inconvenience or
hardship and that when tax payers be-
come accustomed to it, as they have in
other places, the objections now raised
will cease to exist.

Possibly some of the objections that
have .arisen are urged against the sche-
dule which was printed in the appendix
of the report. It was distinctly stated
that these schedules were suggestions
only and that the “income assessor
might change the forms of the returnsj
as he found necessary.” 'The only re-
quirement for these schedules is that
they contain the information called for
by the act under section 6, subsections
2, 3 and 4. - The commission suggests
for smaller traders that do little book-
keeping and stock-taking, the simplified
schedule now employed in the state of
Massachusetts in its successful admin-
istration of a tax of like 'character on
incomes and business profits. It is ex-
pected that the income assessor will, so
far as reasonable, adapt the form of the

members they advised that the present
method of assessment remain, namely:
“That in the case of a rateable person
carrying on business his personal earn-
ings shall be deemed to be a sum equal
to that which would ordinarily be paid
to an egumally competent persqn for ren-
dering to such business the same ser-
vices as are rendered by the person as-
sessed.”

In its original report the commission
shows how the present act fails to se-
cure a full assessment of the higher in-
comes, and thereby is doing a real in-
justice to other tax payers, and it can-
not recommend its continuance. Fair-
ness demands either the extension of the
present method of assessment 'by sworn
declarations to all income tax payers, or
clse, if this cannot be successfully ac-
complished, that it be entirely abrogated
and aother method of assessment he
applied to everyone.

he method suggested, but not re-
commended, by the committee of the
board of trade, namely, of estimating
income by the rental value of residence
occupled by tax payer, is one that the
commission considered very carefully be-
fore proposing the amendment of the
present act. Such a rental tax is not
open to all the objections that can be
urged against a business tax of like
character (as the latter is set forth in
the commission’s report), and failing to
<ceure the proposed direct form of as-
sessment, the commission is prepared to
concede that it is a fair substitute,
would fit in with the other taxes sug-
gested, and give quite a modern and ef-
ficignt system of taxation.

1t is a tax that can be drafted easily
and be administered without great dif-
ficulty, but it has its own defects. The
committee of the board of trade refers
to the fact that the commission of the
city of New York urges the adoption
of a tax of this character by that great
city. This is true, but only as a sub-
stitute in case the proposed direct in-
come law urged by the joint commis-
sions of the state of New York and of
the city of New York fails to pass the
legislature of the state, and declares that
it prefers the direct state income tax to
the indirect rental form.
