Building to Accommodate 66 Schol­
ars Would Relieve Congestion 

in the City.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
Up to noon to-day 270 attendance 

permits had been issued by the super­
intendent of city schools, this number 
representing the new scholars applying 
for admisison ‘for the first time this 
term. In addition to these there are 
over 20 applications for permits from 
Chinese on file. Another meeting of 
tire school trustees is to be called 
shortly, probably this wèek, to con­
sider the matter of providing accom­
modation for all the new scholars.

One of the matters that will be dis­
cussed at this meeting will be the ad­
visability of purchasing a small port­
able school capable of accommodating 
from 50 to 60 scholars which could be 
moved from school to school, whenever 
and wherever, the congestion is most 
felt. Such portable additions can be 
obtained from the mainland in sec­
tions, so that they can be attached to 
any building without trouble. Such 
a building, while comparatively inex­
pensive, would greatly aid in relieving 
the pressure of attendance which is 
now being felt at the Central and 
South Park schools. Although no defin­
ite step has been taken in this matter 
by the board, it is understood that a 
Vancouver firm will submit an estimate 
shortly.

The problem of Chinese in the schools 
gives every indication of becoming a 
rather serious matter, as the score or 
more of applicants now desiring admis­
sion are all unable to speak English, 
and must be placed in the «primary 
classes along with children much 
younger than themselves, unless sep­
arate accommodation and a special 
teacher are provided for them. Pend­
ing the chairman’s interview with the 
provincial authorities no permits will 
be granted to any Of the Chinese appli­
cants.

THE PLOT AGAINST CZAR. GOVERNMENT AND 
HOUSE OF LORDS

It Is Not Known If Social Revolution­
ists Were Implicated in the 

Conspiracy.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 26.—At the court 
martial which is 
charged with taking part in the plot 
to assassinate Emperor Nicholas* which 
was disclosed last May, Lt.-Col. Spiri- 
dovitch, chief of the Tzarkoe Selo gen­
darmes, raised the important political 
question whether the Social Revolu­
tionary party was Involved in the plot 
or whether it was the work of irre­
sponsible individuals. The colonel de­
clared that after the dissolution of the 
douma, a meeting of Social Revolution­
ists was held at Finland, at which the 
Social Revolutionist delegates in the 
douma were denounced for. their cow­
ardice In declaring that the party had 
no connection with any conspiracy 
whatever. He gave Col. Gerasim off, 
chief of the Finnish railway police as 
his source of information.

WILL CURTAIL POWER
OE UPPER CHAMBER

All Bills Which Have Been Rejected 
Will Be Re-passed By the 

Commons.

London, Aug. 26.—That it is the in­
tention of the government to force the 
question of curtailing the power of the 
House of Lords was made apparent in 
a speech delivered on Saturday night. 
Herbert Asquith, former home secre­
tary; H. B. Haldane, secretary of state 
for war; Chief Secretary for Lreland 
Birrell and Winstone Churchill, all em­
phasized in their speeches that the 
claim of the House of Lords to equal 
legislative rights with the Commons 
was the most serious political question 
of the day.

Mr. Churchill, in speaking at Che- 
andle,. near Manchester, said that the 
bills rejected by the House of Lords 
would be passed by the House of Com­
mons without delay until the time 
came to ask the country for a verdict.

Mr. Asquith, speaking at Corsham, 
asked if the people intended to allow 
the leader of a discredited minority in 
the House of Commons to strangle 
their bills and aid the Lords, and Mr. 
Haldane at Kippen House, Perthshire, 
declared that the government propos­
ed to give the ultimate power to the 
House of Commons, making its will 
prevail during the course of a single 
parliament.

FRUIT IS SCARCE.

Ottawa, Aug. 24.—Never in the history 
of the trade has fruit of all kinds been so 
scarce at Ottawa, and prices generally 
have increased 75 per cent, over last year. 
One reason given is the rapid growth of 
the Northwest, where the amount of 
fruit consumed, both fresh and jams, 
has more than trebled. The amount con­
sumed in Ontario is two per cent, greater 
than last year. Another reason is the 
cold season In the Southern States, with 
consequent short crop.

FRENCH TROOPS 
AMBUSH NATIVES

MANY TRIBESMEN
LETT DEAD ON FIELD

Brother of the Sultan Has Been Pro­
claimed Sovereign In the 

South.

Casablanca, Aug. 26.—Absolute fear­
lessness continues to characterize the 
attacks delivered by the tribesmen 
upon the French forces encamped 
here. .

A detachment of 100 natives, while 
stealing in toward the city, was am­
bushed near the beach by the French 
and a merciless fire mowed them down. 
There wefo.-a lew not killed, and-they
fled precipitately, but many dead Were- 
left behind.

Â dispatch received from Admiral 
Philibert says the tribes and governors 
along the coast apparently have not 
decided yet what attitude they will as­
sume toward Mulai Haflg, the brother 
of the Sultan, who has been declared 
sovereign in the south.

Continuing his offensive campaign, 
General Drude pushed his reconnoiter- 
ing parties four miles out from his 
centres. The main body of the enemy 
was not sighted.

Ruse of Moors.
Cadiz, Aug. 25.—The gunboat General 

Concha has come in here with the mail 
from Morocco. She brought letters 
from members of the Spanish force 
which are published in the Spanish 
press and which declare that several 
Germans, who are believed to be army 
officers, fiave arrived at 
for the purpose of studying the situa­
tion.

Other letters from Spanish merchants 
in Morocco express the belief that the 
persistence of the tribesmen in attack­
ing Casablanca is only a ruse to make 
France and Spain concentrate their 
military strength there, thus leaving 
the way open for a blow by the Moors 
at some other port.

NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES.

Negotiations for Renewal of Modus 
Vivendi to Cover This Year’s 

Fishing.

London, Aug. 25.—The conclusion to sub­
mit the Newfoundland fisheries dispute 
to arbitration at The, Hague and the ne­
gotiations pending with the view of re­
newing the modus vivendi to cover this 
year’s fishing season have called forth 
little comment here, except in the papers 
opposed to the government, which at­
tempt to make political capital out of the 
question, alleging that the government is 
prepared to sacrifice the interests of the 
colony to maintain the good-will of the 
United States. Even these papers, how­

As foreshadow­
ed in the annual report from London 
of the Tyee Copper Company, improve­
ments and developments are in con­
templation at the smelter, which will 
enable full advantage to be taken of 
the increased and increasing supply of 
ore.

All 
along the Pacific coast of both the 
United States and Canada, can be 
found markets for the various com­
modities to be produced, and the syn­
dicate will have no difficulty in dis­
posing of them. There is sufficient cap­
ital behind the venture, which is in 
the light of a private undertaking, to 
assure proper development of the land 
acquired and the profits accruing from 
the enterprise should be considerable.

The syndicate was formed immedi­
ately after the new Canadian-Mexlcan 
service was Inaugurated. The increas­
ed transportation facilities offered by 
the Georgia and Lonsdale In their regu­
lar service Induced a number of local 
business men to take up the subject of 
development In Mexico, 
which is now being opened up by the 
local and other concerns was unknown 
up to a few years ago, but is now at­
tracting the attention of capitalists 
throughout the continent. It is a rich 
land covered with fine soil to a depth 
of 12 to 15 feet, and corn, cotton apd 
sugar-cane are perennlhl.

SPOKANE TO PORTLAND.CROPS ARE IN 
SPLENDID SHAPE

C. P. R. Will Run Through Trains Over 
the O. R. & N. Company’s Lines.

Vancouver, Aug. 23 —It is the intention 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
to run its own trains through from Spo­
kane to Portland, if possible, over the 
rails of the Oregon Railway & Naviga­
tion Co. next summer. The company will 
in any event run its own cars and wants 
to run its complete train. Commencing 
this summer the C. P. R. has been run­
ning a through train from St. Paul to 
Spokane, the ultimate destination of the 
route being Portland, and has thus far 
been selling tickets to the latter city, but 
via O. R. & N. trains from Spokane south.

The foregoing information was gleaned 
from Mr. Robert Kerr, passenger traffic 
manager of the C. P. R., upon his arrival 
from Montreal this morning, after a 
leisurely inspection trip which included 
the Okanagan valley service.

The line to Spokane leaves the Crow’s 
Nest branch of the C. P. R. and its con­
tinuation ifrom Spokane though to Port­
land almost gives the C. P. R. another 
transcontinental line which is practically 
a United States institution.

DANGER FROM FROST
MIEVB) TO BE OVER

Vice-President Whyte Tells of Con­

ditions in the West—Tourist 

Travel Heavy.

Winnipeg, Aug. 23.—Wm. Whyte, 
second vice-president of the Canadian 
Pacific railway, returned last evening 
from the west, where he has been 
spending the last three weeks in look­
ing over the company’s system. In 
addition to making a general inspection 
he spent considerable time in looking 
over the string of hotels owned by the 
company between Winnipeg and the 
coast.

“You will understand,’’ said Mr. 
Whyte, “that no matter how efficient 
a train service you give tourists, nor 
how grand the scenery may be, they 
are bound to cofnplain unless they get 
proper hotel accommodation, and this 
is no small percentage of our western 
tourist business. Unless they are 
properly looked after at the company’s 
hotel all of the other effort has been 
wasted. I have visited all pf our hotels 
with the idea of seeing what improve­
ments could be made in thl service. 
During the past season our tourist 
traffic has been heavy, and at times 
we were unable to properly look after 
all of the business given us. There will 
probably be considerable alteration and 
improvement made at one or two 
points.

“Yes, I paid considerable attention 
to the crops, and arranged my trip so 
that I could return through the spring 
wheat country by daylight. I had look­
ed it over on the way west, three weeks 
ago, and wished to see what advance 
had been made. So far as I could see 
the frost has not done any great dam­
age, but while in some localities the 
weather had been wet and too heavy 
for proper growth, this is not true of 
the majority of districts. Growth had 
been backward, and for a time I was 
afraid that the cold weather we had 
encountered at Banff would dd con­
siderable damage, but we have pass­
ed In comparative safety, and can prob­
ably depend upon two or three more 
weeks of fine weather. Two weeks will 
put the bulk of the crop out of harm’s 
way, while three clear weeks would 
result in their being little or none of 
the grain which will not be in shape for 
harvest.”

OIL MAGNATES 
NOT IN ACCORD

TROUBLE BETWEEN
STANDARD DIRECTORS

Heated Argument at Meeting When 
It Was Decided to Pay Usual 

Dividend.

Chicago, Aug. 23.—A dispatch to the 
Record-Herald from New York, says:

H. H. Rogers and William Rockefel­
ler are reported to have had a serious 
disagreement about the policy to be 
adopted by the Standard Oil Company 
In defending itself against the attacks 
of the government. It was learned yes • 
terday that a good deal of disaffection 
developed at a meeting last week when 
the usual dividend of $6 for the quar­
terly period was declared.

The attitude of the administration to­
wards corporations was discussed and 
particularly the fine of $29,240,000 levied 
against the Standard Oil Company for 
rebating, by Judge Landis.

It is understood that the lines were 
drawn sharply at the meeting and some 
ef the directors strongly, urged that in 
view of the heavy fine, the quarterly 
dividend should be passed. These took 
the position that the company for va­
rious reasons ought not to go on pay­
ing dividends while It was under such 
heavy fire from both national and state 
governments.

It was said that the arguments pre­
sented were of a somewhat heated na­
ture and the discussion took a decided­
ly acrimonious turn. The exact line 
up of the directors on the dividend 
question could not be learned, but it is 
understood that certain portions of 
them continued a vigorous fight against 
the dividend. Other members of the 
board, however, contended that not­
withstanding the penalty levied against 
the Indiana subsidiary company, no 
change In the dividend policy of the 
Standard Oil Company of New Jersey 
should be made. These argued that X j 
pass the dividend might be construed^ 
as a confession of guilt on the part of 
the Indiana concern. They express 
confidence that the decision of the 
higher court on the appeal from Judge 
Landis’ fine would be more favorable 
to the company. The passage of the 
dividend as a protest against the judg­
ment, it was contended, hight defeat 
one of the objects In view. It was be­
lieved - that such action would very 
likely tend to increase the pessimism 
prevailing and the unsettlement of the 
financial world.

After an extended discussion of both 
sides of the question the directors op­
posing the dividend declaration relent­
ed, and It was decided to pay the $6 for 
the quarter, the same amount as paid 
in the corresponding quarters of the 
previous years.

Magistrate Alexander showed that he 
had advertised for a certain claim, and 
had taken an affidavit that this was the 
claim he wa§ applying for, so that he 
must very clearly have known what he 
was doing. “I think,” he added, “you 
are making a false statement, and I 
might go a great deal further. I think 
the Teas ÿôu sây about this matter the 
better it will be for you. The sooner you 
hand-loggers realize that this sort of 
thing has to stop the better.”

In order to make an example of a first 
case the magistrate imposed the full 
penalty of $100, and added to It $112.50 for 
costs of serving the summons and bring­
ing down witnesses. The high costs were 
occasioned by the use of a special launch 
and other necessary expenses Incurred by 
Timber Officer Murray in ferreting out 
the loggers from their fastnesses in the 
vicinity of Greenway Sound.

When Larkins was brought up in the 
afternoon, he admitted that he had used 
steam, but it was onlv an old. broken 
down donkey engine, and he had got out 
less timber with it than he could have 
done by hand.

The magistrate reminded him that no 
matter how he used it it was against the 
law, and imposed a fine of $100 and $115 
costs.

DEEP COAL BORINGSANOTHER BUILDING
MADE IN VALLEYMAY BE NECESSARY I

.
Extensive Logging Operations Being 

Carried on—Government Em- 
p’oyees Dissatisfied.

Trustees Will Discuss Matter at 
Meeting To-night—Assign­

ments of New Teachers.
I

The Comox district, of which the city 
of Cumberland is the centre, is one of 
the most flourishing parts of Vancou­
ver Island, according to Robert Grant, 
M. P. P., whe came down yesterday on 
the City of Nanaimo. The mines are 
working regularly, yet the demand for 
Comox coal exceeds the supply. The 
Wellington Colliery Company in which 
Lieutenant-Governor Dunsmuir is the 
principal shareholder, is about to erect 
eighteen new houses; twelve at Cum­
berland and six at Union Bay. These 
are for the use of miners- and other 
employees of the company.

In the Comox valley about eight or 
ten miles from Cumberland, a Van­
couver company is boring for coal on 
the Parkin farm. A depth of 1,000 feet 
has already been reached, and the com­
pany intends to go 500 feet deeper. Na­
turally the prospecting company is re­
luctant to tell the result of Its work, 
but it is understood that there is good 
coad there. Gas, which burns like a 
candle, is coming from the hole, and 
this is a pretty sure indication of coal.

Although not quite as heavy as in 
former years, the crops in the Comox 
valley are prosperous and the farmers 
are getting good prices for everything. 
There is a general tone of prosperity 
everywhere.

Logging operations are being con­
ducted at a good many points. The 
firm of Grant & Mounce, of which Mr. 
Grant is one of the members, has just 
secured a large limit near its mill. The 
Williams Logging Co., and a man 
named Doane are getting out a lot of 
logs just below Union Bay. Kilpatrick 
and Brydon are logging on Denman 
Island for their Courtnay mill, and 
Piercy Brothers and McFarlane are 
also operating on Denman.

Macdonald and Marpole of Vancou­
ver, have had cruisers operating 
around the Trent river with the osten­
sible purpose of buying a large block 
in that district.

Speaking of labor conditions, Mr. 
Grant said that wages were very high 
in his district. Loggers that formerly 
earned about $2.50 a day now were 
getting from $4 to $5 a day. The Sikhs 
were a failure up there, only about 
three being left of the fifty who came 
in. Some Japanese have arrived, and 
in the absence of white labor they are 
the best workers that can be obtained.

The labor question is partly respon­
sible fdb Mr. Grant’s visit to the city. 
It seems that there is great dissatis­
faction among the government employ­
ees in that district, who are paid only 
$2.50 a day, while everyone else is earn­
ing more. Mr. Grant intends to im­
press upon the government the advis­
ability of increasing the pay of these 
men.

Mr. Grant, when discussing the game 
question, gave it as his opinion that 
the season for hunting should be short­
ened to open on October 1st instead of 
as at present. He also was inclined to 
favor a gun license, but he thought 
mqst of the miners in his constituency 
would be opposed to it. Grouse, he 
says,, are fairly plentiful in the dis­
trict, but zpheasants are scarce»

Mr. Grant is staying at the Domin­
ion hotel while in the city. He ex­
pects to return next Tuesday.

SHOT BY DEPUTY SHERIFF.
Lack of accommodation in the Cen­

tral and South Park schools is the Bad Man Killed After Wounding the 
Officer With a Knife.subject that will be dealt with by the 

board of school trustees at a special 
meeting. whfcK has been called for this 
evening. The number of applications 
for permits in these schools has been 
phenomenally large up to the present, 
and, as the re-opening of the schools 
takes place on Monday, the trustees 
will probably be compelled to hire the 
most suitable available building, in or­
der to provide sufficient room for the 
scholars.

One of the chief reasons for this con­
gestion is the exceptionally numerous 
applications which are being made by 
Chinese residents for their children. 
Only once before have so many permits 
been applied for by these people, and 
that was when the head-tax was first 
placed upon incoming Chinese. Since 
the tax has been in force the number 
of applicants each year has not been 
large, but, through the natural in­
crease in the local Chinese population, 
the applications are again swelling. At 
present the school officials are refus­
ing permits for these children until the 
trustees have decided upon a course 
of action to provide accommodation.

As far as possible the children will 
be distributed among the 
schools so as to avoid a congestion of 
the Chinese in any one institution. 
Siiould applications continue to pour in, 
it is possible that the trustees will find 
it necessary to provide separate 
commodation for them.

Civil Engineering.
Halifax, Aug. 22.—The chair of civil 

engineering in Dalhousie University, 
recently made vacant by the resigna­
tion of Prof. Brydone-Jack, who has 
gone to Winnipeg, has been filled by 
the appointment of R. A. Stone, of the 
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers of 
the Canada Foundry Company at To­
ronto.

James Milne, general 
superintendent of the company at Van­
couver, and A. T. Go ward, local man­
ager, were in attendance on behalf of 
the electric concern, R. H. Sperling, 
general manager, being enable to at­
tend. The matter was discussed at 
some length but was finally left with 
the company to give it further consid­
eration and investigation.

The main objection raised to the pro­
posed change by the company is that 
the undertaking would involve large 
expense. The city council has, 
however, intimated to the B. C. Electric 
Company that the city is not looking 
for an immediate undertaking of the 
whole work. Should an agreement be 
reached the company will only be asked 
to change the wires on one street at 
a time, the whole undertaking to cover 
a considerable period.

The company has calculated that it 
will cost In the neighborhood of $15,000 
to $17,000 a mile to lay conduits and 
place the wires underground, but this 
figure was not based upon an accurate 
calculation. The cost of conduits, and 
the other incidental expenditure neces­
sary for the work, have yet to be esti­
mated, and when this has been done 
the company will be able to give a defi­
nite reply to the city’s request. The 
corporation officials have two very 
strong reasons for wishing an early 
statement from the company as it is 
desired to comence further street pav­
ing at an early date, and the conduits 
should l?e laid before this work 13 done.

Another reason is, that there are a 
considerable number of poles in places 
where boulevards will be constructed 
in the near future, and it will be neces­
sary to remove these poles before the 
work is done.

Like almost all other municipal 
councils, that 6f Saanich is struggling 
with the matter of finance. The roads 
throughout the district, although not 
bad in comparison with other parts of 
the country, are in great need of im­
provement The road superintendent 
has prepared a report recommending 
that the sum of $8,121 be expended in 
repairing and improving the highways 
in the different sections of the munici­
pality, but Reeve Brydon pointed out 
to the council on Saturday night that 
allowing the estimate of expenses to 
be correct, and deducting the siims al­
ready spent over and above the esti­
mâtes, there would remain only $1,500 
to spend on the roads this year, and 
some, of the councillors thought even 
this much should hot be spent as therv 
would be no emergency fund left. It 
was finally decided that the report 
should go back to the superintendent 
to be brought within the sum avail­
able. Councillor* Grant was as anxious 
to borrow money tp put the roads in 
shape, but it was pointed out that the 
borrowing powers allowed them to 
raise only another thousand dolls rs 

' this year.
Another action of the council w^icn 

will somewhat affect the financial sit­
uation was the reducing of the Leurs 
of labor of the muhiclpal employees 
from nine to eight hours, the remunera­
tion for a day’s work remaining at 
$2.25 as before. The subject was intrp-. 
duced by the presentation of a peti­
tion asking for an advance to $2.50 a 
day. Councillor Quick moved a resolu­
tion to, reduce the hours of labor to 8 
which he understood the men wanted. 
This precipitated a discussion in which 
almost all the councillors took part.

Councillor Pointer drew attention.to 
the fact that in the Oak Bay munici­
pality and in Victoria the men worked 
only eight hours and ^heir municipality 
was now being looked upon as a sweat 
box. The change had to come some 
time, and they might as well grant it

time Mayor of the city of Victoria and 
leader of the opposition in the legis­
lature#, strongly Opposed the bill of the 
Esquimau Waterworks Company and 
pointed out that it contained an in­
fringement upon the right granted the 
city by the act of 187$. Mr. Beaven 
was supported in hie position by Dr. 
Milne, then also a representative of the 
city, and other members of the opposi­
tion at that time including J. C. Brown, 
of New Westminster, and Mr. Carter- 
Cotton, of Vancouver. The opposition 
of these gentlemen Was effective to 
the extent of forcing an amendment to 
the measure purporting to protect the 
rights of the city, the amendment be­
ing the provision calling Upon the com­
pany to deliver into the pipes Of the 
municipality a certain quantity of wa­
ter at a certain price within a specified 
time after the demand was made. The 
rights of the city having been thus 
"protected,” the bill was passed, among 
those voting for it being Messrs. Turn­
er, Davie, Pooiey, Eberts, Hall, Croft 
and Hunter, all representatives of Vic* 
torla and neighborhood. . The report 
says that Hon. Theodore Davie intro­
duced an amendment also designed to 
secure to the city all rights acquired 
by the act of 1873. Whether such 
rights have been preserved or not it 
is Impossible to say, as the situation 
was further complicated by later 
amendments to the act of thé Esqui­
mau Waterworks Company, relieving 
that concern of the conditions applic­
able in case of the city deciding to ex­
propriate the works of the company 
and imposing conditions which prac­
tically render expropriation impos; 
sible. From the beginning it is -evi­
dent that the city has had representa­
tives .to the legislature and in the coun­
cil who fought manfully to preserve 
our acquired and natural rights 
in the waters of Coldstream. In 
what manner have we reward­
ed them for their efforts on 
our behalf? If the people whom we 
elevated to honorable positions had 
listened to their counsel or had been 
guided by what must have been their 
own sense of justice, we should have 
had no water problem pressing tor so­
lution to-day and the city tréasury 
would have been relieved of the costs 
of thousands upon thousands of dol­
lars squandered in useless law suits 
which have not had the qffèct of per­
manently defining our rights. It is 
still doubtful whether we have the 
right of expropriation except under 

"conditions rendering expropriation next 
to impossible.

DAVID SPENCER, LIMITEDThe government ot, British Columbia 
might profitably follow the example 
of the government of Ontario In the 
matter of promoting immigration and 
colonization. An àgreement has been 
entered into between the administra­
tion of Premier Whitney and General 
Booth of the Salvation Army which 
promises to produce important results 
in the development of Northern On­
tario. The chief provisions of this 
compact are said to be as follows; The 
government to sell to the Salvation 
Army ten townships in the great clay 
belt, comprising some 230,000 acres. 
The price to be 25 cents per acre, pay­
ment of the same to be spread over a 
period of ten years, without interest. 
The Army to locate 144 settlers on 
every township, each having the usual 
sized homestead—160 acres. These set­
tlers to be under the supervision of 
Canadians experienced to clearing land 
for agricultural purposes, as weÿ as of 
officials of the Army trained in set­
tlement work. A commission acting on 
behalf of the government and of the 
Army has already surveyed the land 
to be allotted. The filans of the scheme 
were submitted to General Booth -dur­
ing his recent tour in Canada. The 
ultimate idea, of course, is that the 
settlers may acquire the land they have 
cultivated. This is the essence of the 
principle upon which the Salvation 
Army authorities proceed and carries 
out their main object of giving every 
man a chance of doing something for 
himself in the new land of his adop­
tion. Ae Hon. Senator Cor has ad­
vanced on loan to the Army authori­
ties a sum of about $60,000 for the 
prosecution of the scheme at a reason­
able rate of interest on the security of 
the land. Senator Cox’s financial sup­
port is regarded as a sound business 
proposition. The Army principals de­
clare that the Canadian authorities 
are satisfied with their emigration 
work, and are anxious to see the de­
velopment of the land. If the present 
scheme is successful It is believed that 
similar efforts will be made in other 
districts of the Dominion.

B. C SALVAGE CO. Our Housefurnishing Sale 

Goes Merrily On
Corporation Is in Process of Formation 

for Development of Province’s 
Resources.

} The North Pacific Iron and Steel Cor­
poration, which is now In process of for­
mation, promises to become an1 Import­
ant Institution for the development of the 
great mineral riches of British Columbia. 
J. F. Shadford, who is at present engaged 
in organizing the concern, has retùmed 
to Victoria after having spent some time 
In Vancouver in the interest of the pro­
position. In the Terminal City he met 
with great encouragement and was given 
assurances there that the initial capital 
which was necessary would be forthcom­
ing.

The site where the works of the com­
pany will be established has not yet been 
selected. Various places have been con­
sidered, and It is understood that the 
promoters have under their favôrable 
consideration a tract of land on Vancou­
ver Island. The place is contiguous to an 
iron producing district, and, therefore, 
eminently suited for such an undertaking. 
As the title of the company suggests, It 
will engage in the manufacture, of steel. 
In this respect it is worthy of note that 
the introduction of a steel Industry to the 
province would incidentally do much for 
the shipbuilding industry.

‘‘That is merely slavery, and we 

could not stand for that,” he said em­
phatically. ‘The Japanese raw labor­
er receives $1.65 as against $2 and $2.25 
paid to the white men, but the form- . 
er, as soon as he becomes independent, 
asks for his $2 like the white man.

“While the over-sea European im­
migration to British Columbia has 
been comparatively small, the popula­
tion has been largely increased by the 
migration of people from the prairies 
in search of climatic and other condi­
tions, which can be secured at the 
coast cities or in the fruit districts of 
the interior. The population in wealth 
and general standing has been mark­
edly Improved, and there is prosperity 
all round. Fruit raising and mining 
both flourish. As to the labor ques­
tion in the upper mainland, the fruit­
growers have to get cheap laborers or 
they cannot grow fruit on a commercial 
basis, and the lumber industry has to 
obtain labor, too. By cheap labor I 
mean a class of labor that ought to 
be cheap; because it demands not much 
strength or skill, 
prices of fruit, cultivators can afford 
to pay full wages. There fs not a great 
deal of Oriental labor in the interior; 
the white men work in the mines and 
on the farms.”

The minister commented upon the 
present crop prospects.

“Crops in Alberta,” he said, “are 
very heavy this year. In the south 
cutting is going on, but in the north 
it has not started yet. They are in­
clined to be a little late, but there is a 
fair prospect of their coming on all 
right. In travelling east, so far as I 
could see, the crop looks good around 
Regina and Moose Jaw. It Is a little 
late, but very good; not too heavy, 
but heavy enough.”

“I found everybody employed,” said 

Mr. Oliver, commenting at the outset 
of the commercial prosperity of the 
province. “There is an unsatisfied de­
mand for labor; wages are good, and, 
generally speaking, 
buoyant.”

The minister then proceeded to dis­
cuss the Japanese influx.

“This,” he said, “is a little different 
from any Oriental question that has 
arisen hithertoJ The labor organiza­
tions object, and all laboring classes 
naturally object, because of the con­
sciousness of the presence of a large 
number of men who are competent and 
able to work for very much less wages. 
But the feeling of opposition extends 
beyond this class. There is a panicy 
feeling among the inhabitants general­
ly that they do not know what is be­
hind the movement. They are not in 
a frame of mind to reason the matter 
on the general economic side. They 
fear that it is a preconcerted move­
ment; that there is a responsibility be­
hind it, some sort of mysterious re­
sponsibility that they do not under­
stand, and do not know the limits of. 
Employers, who recognize only eco­
nomic considerations, are measurably 
in favor of the introduction of Jap­
anese on the ground that they are com­
petent workers and supply a require­
ment which every one admits to exist. 
But, instead of there being a clear di­
vision between employers and the 
working classes, as was the case In 
regard to Chinese and Hindu labor, 
there is a mingled opposition, compris­
ing employers and the mercantile 
classes. Everyone except the employer 
who is up against It badly for labor in 
order to meet some urgent demand, 
seems to share the feeling of distrust 
engendered by the suddenness and 
volume of the influx.

deadlock on the bench had to be 
broken in the interests of the public. 
As no other step seemed possible, the 
decision to impeach Mr. Justice Mar­
tin was finally reached. The follow­
ing resolution was passed:

“That a committee be appointed and 
authorized to take such steps 
may deem advisable and proper to 
that Mr. Justice Martin is impeached 
for refusal to perform, his judicial 
duties when requested to do so by the 
chief justice.”

Sale similar feelings would be evoked.
“If the Japanese government could 

show that it was adhering in spirit as 
well as letter to the understanding of 
some years ago, I think there would be 
comparatively little cause of com­
plaint. At least the position would be 
radically changed. It would then be­
come largely economic, whereas it is 
now regarded more, from the national 
aspect.”

The interviewer suggested that the 
characteristics of the Canadians made 
them to be preferred to thg Japanese.

“I have heard people express them­
selves after that fashion,” the minis­
ter replied. “Some say they 
rather have Chinese, but I do not know 
that the feeling is universal. The Chi­
namen, it is true, are said to be more 
willing, more likely to remain in the 
calling in which they are engaged, and 
are more feasible. There is no doubt, 
on the other hand, that the Japanese 
are more adaptable and intelligent, and 
possibly more industrious. But, then, 
they are more ambitious; and they 
only enter the lower forms of employ­
ment as a stepping stone to higher. 
There is, therefore, no fixity of rela­
tionship between the employer and the 
Japanese workman. As soon as he 
becomes efficient he naturally steps in­
to something higher. Generally speak­
ing, however, there is an impression 
that Japanese are not as reliable and 
trustworthy as Chinamen.”

Hon. Mr. Oliver thinks that the im­
migration of Hindus is no danger, the 
influx having practically ceased. Hin­
dus, he said, ' are not adapted td the 
climate and envidonment; and, more­
over, are not as efficient as Celestials. 
- “The Chinaman's position to-day,” 
the minister added, “is exceptionally 
good individually. He will command 
as large wages as a white man, be­
cause he has cornered the market. 
Since the head tax was put on China­
men’s wages have doubles, and their 
efficiency depreciated 25 per cent.”

“Are you in favor of removing the 
head tax?” Hon. Mr. Oliver was asked.

a fast, which lasted four days, during 
which It was required of the subject 
that he dive four times In the sea each 
night (sometimes this occurred in 
February), that he spend the rest of 
the time In'the woods, rubbing his 
naked body with grass, and boughs 
until the blood ran, praying meantime 
for seal and salmon, and making up of 
sticks and ferns, objects resembling 
them. Charms were kept concealed in 
houses; these were bones, hair, nails, 
beaks of birds, etc. To bring good luck 
a sealer opened a coffin and took the 
eyes out of an old woman and rubbed 
them on his face. One juggler who un­
dertook to bring herring, and who, 
upon the appearance of gulls, sent out 
the boats, which got no fish, said that 
“a boy last year had crushed a her­
ring’s head with a stone.’*

On another occasion, where the boats 
had returned empty from some trip, it 
was explained that just when the boats 
were on the point of taking seals the 
dogs had begun to light in the village, 
and the seals had disappeared.

A scorcerer who was falling into dis­
repute was forced to promise to the 
people a dead whale. A whale, accord­
ingly, came in eight, but was old and 
tough, and the oil rancid, upon which 
Konennah said he would get a better 
whale, and two days after another, and 
good whale, was found and secured.

The sorcerers claim as the secret of 
their power the practice of a severe 
regime of continence and fasting.

Almost all cases of illness are de­
scribed by the medicine men, or sorcer­
ers of the tribes, as due to the pres­
ence in the sufferer of a “minooka,” 
or “che ha,” and treatment consists in 
efforts to forcibly expel, by manipula­
tion of the body, the “minooka” or evil 
spirit.

New born children are handed over 
to medicine men or women, who take 
hold of the babe, sing frenzied songs 
and squeeze its abdomen to “cast out 
the devil” until they rupture, or in 
some cases, kill the child.

Not only do the sorcerers claim to 
be able to expel the “minooka,” but to 
introduced it into the object * of their 
wrath as well.

At Nootka, within the last two years, 
Rev. Father Sterne challenged vhe chief 
sorcerer of the village to a t?st of his 
powers, offering himself as .a subject, 
and to pay the conjurer $100 if he could 
succeed in introducing into him a 
“minooka,” or removing one. The 
medicine man appeared at tlio chapel 
cn a Sunday morning, prepared lo win 
the wager; but the rev. father, be­
thinking himself ^of the Injunction 
about the wisdom of the serpent, in­
sisted upon a “square deal,” and on 
the next Sunday had on hand the 
priest from Kuyuquot, Mr. Irwin, and 
his wife, who were to be the umpires of 
the event. The sorcerer refused to 
make the attempt before such wit- 
nesss, and his friends later admitted 
that he had intended to impose upon 
the priest by the surreptitious produc­
tion of a fish or a snake, and to grab 
and get away with the $100.

The phenomenon of thunder was ex­
plained to Father Brabant by some of 
his people as due to the thunder bird, 
of which a young man said that 
Keninnah, the chief, had one of its 
wing feathers. The thunder bird takes 
hold of a whale and the struggle causes 
the reports. Lightning Is the glance 
of the bird's eyes, which it opens and 
closes.

Others mention He-etlik, a snake, 
Àird's neck and 

breaks loose and goes about scattering 
lightning. But Father Brabant has 
had experience of more serious effects 
of pagan belief. In 1884, smallpox 
broke out in the Hesquoit community. 
The wife of the old chief died; her 
husband took her to a distant island 
for burial, and there murdered her two 
women servants, and buried them in 
the gravé with his wife.

The son, the actual chief, Matlahaw, 
whom Sir James Douglas gave a suit 
of uniform and a medal for his services 
In saving some of the crew of a wreck­
ed vessel, became frenzied with grief 
and terror as he saw his people dying 
around him, and believing the priest to 
be responsible for the visitation, or to 
be at any rate a proper subject for 
propitatory sacrifice, shot him in the 
back and hand. The priest was grievi- 
ously wounded and was brought to 
Victoria by a man-of-war and put in 
the hospital, where he refused, at the 
risk of his life, to have his fingers am­
putated, and in due time recovered. 
Matlahaw was found dead in the bush; 
his father was arrested and taken to 
Victoria, but after six months 
leased.

Changes of names, in commemora­
tion of certain events, are common in 
Indian tribes, and the custom was uni­
versal that in case of the death of a 
person, any of his neighbors having 
the same name, would adopt another, 
the intention being to avoid reminding 
the surviving friends of the one they 
had lost.

A boy belonging to a Christian fam­
ily had been baptised by Father Bra­
bant with the name of Molse, and the 
son of a pagan Indian of a similar 
name having died, a demand was made 
upon the Christian family that they 
change the name of their boy. The 
rev. father forbade this, wishing to 
teach them that najnes given In bap­
tism could not be abandoned. In con- 
seqeunce Moise was shot and killed by 
the father of the other boy. For this 
murder the Indian was taken to Na­
naimo and hanged.

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WE MEAN BUSINESS. TRY US.

In matrimonial affairs, the men of 
the coast tribes have but little personal 
discretion. Marriage is compulsory, 
and the choice of a wife, a tribal rather 
than a personal matter. John Jewett 
in due time, was informed that a wife 
had been selected for him from the 
tribe of the Ayattisahts, whose village 1 
was at the north end of Tahshis canal; 
her name was Ea-stocl:-ec-exqua; and 
the wedding ceremonies, which were 
also a tribal mattqr in which John 
participated but slightly, having been 
enacted, the bride arrived at Friendly 
Cove, bringing with her two maid ser­
vants and a trousseau becoming the 
daughter of an Indian of substantial 
means. Of Ea-stoch-ec-exqua, John 
says that she was young and beautiful, 
and was in all respects an excellent 
wife. From Jewett’s journal of two 
years there is space for but abort ex­
tracts. The chief, at a.i early day, ob­
jected to John’s habit of writing, and 
forbade him to make any more entries 
in his journal. John was also forbid­
den to exercise his mechanical craft 
for the benefit of any one but the chief. 
In the matter of harpoons, he mentions 
that the subjects were not interested, 
as whales, dead or alive, belonged to 
the king .alone.

In one fight, the slaves appear to 
have done the chief good service, 
Thompson having killed seven A-y- 
charts, (the writer is unable to identi­
fy this tribe) In a battle, and Jewett 
having taken four prisoners.

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KILLING A
COAST GRIZZLY

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Twelve bears, of which four were 
grizzlies, is not a bad record for a two 
weeks’ hunt. That is what four of us 
did this last spring. The party consist­
ed of Lieutenant Governor Dunsmtiir, 
his son-in-law, Major Audain, Robert 
Barckley and myself. We went north 
Ircm-Victoria on Mr. Dunsmuir’s steam 
yacht, the Thistle, and arrived at the 
entrance to Gradner’s Inlet on the 
seventh of May. Major Audain and 
Mr. Barckley went up the Kildala 
liver near Kitimat, while I went on 
with the governor up Gardiner’s canal 
to the mouth of the Kemano river. It 
is of my trip up that river and of the 
killing of the largest grizzly I had ever 
seen that I am going to tell.

Taking with me two Indians, men 
who knew their country pretty well, 
we left the boat at 1 o’clock on the 
eighth of May. The Kemano is a big 
steam and it runs very fast. The bed 
is very wide and the water runs be­
tween numerous sandbars. On account 
of the swiftness of the current we had 
to adopt the canal method of progres­
sion That is. we hauled our boat up 
with a stout rope. It will not be diffi­
cult for anyone wholhas ever tried this 
plan of traveling to imagine that we 
made but slow progress. By 8 o’clock 
in the evening we had only covered 
about eight miles. Here we decided to 
camp, and immediately we stopped, the 
Indians set about getting supper. While 
doing this they saw, high up on the 
mountain-side, what certainly looked 
like a grizzly, but it was beginning to 
get dusk so we could not be sure. Very 
shortly after that a big black bear 
crossed the snow slide and walked to 
where the other bear had been seen, 
but directly he approached the spot he 
turned back and recrossed the slide, 
evidently having smelt the other bear 
and not wanting to make a closer ac­
quaintance. It was too late to think 
of hunting that night so we turned in 
early.

Next morning it was pouring rain and 
heavy clouds hung over the spot where 
our bears were expected to be, so we 
moyed camp, going up the river. The 
trip was a pretty bad one, for the pour­
ing rain made everything unpleasantly 
cold. The river ran among dense cot­
tonwoods which, interspersed with 
scrub fir, covered the lower part of the 
mountains. Usually just below the 
snow line there were clear places and 
it was on these that we expected to 
find our game. All morning we worked 
our way up the river, seeing nothing 
more, interesting than the glorious 
scenery of the river and mountain with 
an occasional bird or squirrel and a 
number of mountain goats to let us 
know that there were living things in 
that part of the world.

There was not much likely country 
up the river so we came back to our 
old camping ground, arriving there 
again late in the evening. The rain 
had at last stopped and there was our 
bear feeding in almost the same spot 
where we had seen him on the pre­
vious evening, only a little more in the 
open. He was in a grassy gulch just 
below the snow line, and in spite of the 
great distance it was plain to us that 
he was the biggest grizzly we had ever 
seen. Again we camped within sight 
of the big fellow and wondered if Its 
hide would decorate our canoe on our 
return to the yacht.

Four o’clock next morning saw us 
out with our glasses. There was our 
new and distant acquaintance out feed­
ing again in the same spot, but that 
spot was a good two and a half hours’ 
climb from where we were camped and 
we knew that by the time we got up 
there he would have finished his morn­
ing meal. There was nothing for it 
but to wait until the afternoon.

At 4 o’clock I crossed the river, tak-e 
ing one Indian with me and leaving* 
the other in camp *n signal us when 
the bear should come out. Previously 
we had rigged up a white flag. It con­
sisted of an^indervest tied to the end 
of a canoe pole. This the Indian was 
to wave as soon as he saw the bear 
come out. If the bear was in the 
same place he was to wave it in camp. 
If higher up he would go farther up 
the river and wave it. if the bear was 
seen to be lower down he would wave 
it from a point farther down the river.

Up the mountain-side we clambered. 
It was difficult work pulling outselves 
up by the scrub fir that covered the 
ground everywhere. We kept well Lo 
windward of the place we expected 
bruin to be, and when after two and a 
half hours of strenuous climbing we 
had reached the required height we 
crouched In the thickets, waiting pa­
tiently for the waving of the flag. It 
was not long that we were kept wait­
ing, but we were impatient to be mov­
ing again. Th£ thrill of the hunt was 
in our veins and we chafed at any de­
lay. However, no matter how much 
we might dislike waiting we kn«w 
enough to control our impatience and 
keep perfectly still, for on our doing 
this depended to a very large extent j 
the success of our hunt. For half an 
hour we lay there and then to our joy 
we caught sight of tha flag waving 
some distance farther up the river from 
our camp. This meant that we must

those few minutes of waiting with tie 
game in sight and within actual shot. 
We could see his

food between his teeth, but perchant 
my imagination helped me there. We 
waited five minutes—perhaps 
cannot say—and at the end of that 
time he stepped out of the willows on 
to the grass. From the valley he had 
looked big. but now that we were so 
near we fully realized that we had 
within reach the biggest thing in griz­
zlies that we had ever looked on. ITe 
was indeed a giant of his kind, and his 
kind are not usually small.

Kyyohquaht, Chaykishaht, Klahosaht 
—North.

Of these, the Toquahts (Barclay 
Sôupd) are considered to be the parent 
tribe. Quawteaht, a great character in 
Indian mythology, lived at Toquaht 
river, and is reputed to have been the 
progenitor of all Indians. The termina- 
toln “aht” common to all the names is 
presumed to be taken from his name. 
The tribes occupying adjacent terri­
tory have the same superstitions and 
languages, obviously derived from the 
same source. They are not, nor have 
they been, to the knowledge of white 
people, a confederacy. They are pro­
bably offshoots from the sambe people, 
who have chosen different localities for 
residence, and gained independence by 
peaceful succession. Of all the tribes, 
the Klawoquahts (Clayoquots) are of 
the finest personal characteristics, and 
appear, at the present time, the most 
firmly established.

Of all the individual Indians with 
whom white men have come $n con­
tact, the balm of precedence is gener­
ally given to the Nootka chief, Mac- 
quilla, or Macquinna, of the time of 
the Spanish occupation, about T?0

Ali I 
know Is that he was an enormous bear, 
measuring a trifle over nine feet from 
nose to tail, and when skinned the pelt 
measured nine feet six inches, and 
weighed eighty pounds without the 
skull.

In October, 1905. the schooner Fawn, 
returning with, it is said, a loosened 
stem post from Behring Sea was lost 
In a gale, and nine men and two women 
belonging to the village were drown­
ed. But the excessive mortality by 
which they are devastated Is not the 
result of accident. Tuberculosis 
syphilitic diseases have become pre­
valent, all but universal, 
them. The same Is said to be true of 
all the Indian tribes on the British Co­
lumbia coast. Their condition carries 
with It, not only the prospect of speedy 
extirpation of the whole Indian popu­
lation, but further than that, the 
Spread of the horrible diseases with 
which they are saturated, through the 
white populations with which they 
come in contact.

One sees at Nootka many phases of 
a transition period in Intelligence and 
in faith. ,

At Hesquiot, the nearest 
Nootka, 15 miles distant, Rev. A. J. 
Bradant has labored for nearly thirty 
years. His memoirs, under the title, 
"Vancouver Island and Its Missions," 
have been published, and are the record 
of a wonderful transformation.

Superstitions.
The rev. father records at length 

some of the conflicts with ‘he medi­
cine men of the tribe, in whichihe has 
taken part. He records in the early 
days of his mission, the burial of the 
sick and injured who were not dead; in 
one case the burning of a man whose 
leg had been broken by a falling tree, 
who was able to break his coffin after 
he had been put into it with Ills unin­
jured foot. The priest was not allowed 
a' salmon, even when he had paid for 
It, lest he should cut It open with a 
knife or boil It in an Iron pot, or feed 
it to dogs or cats, or throw any of the 
bones in the sea. When he went trol­
ling and caught a salmon for himself, 
an Indlanzcame to prevent him using 
a knife or frying pan. A mountain 3,000 
feet In height, overlooking the village, 
was the fastness of a ghost, and the 
father, with difficulty, Induced some of 
the Indians to go with him to search for 
the cave In which the ghost dwelt. The 
Indians were disconcerted when 
cave or ghost was found. They ascribed 
the priest’s escape to his purity of life. 
They derived temporary consolation 
from the fact that the priest's New­
foundland dog was lost in the moun­
tain, but were confounded when later 
on the dog was found.

came a time when the priest consider­
ed'It necessary to insist upon Chrls- 
tla marriages amongst those who at­
tended upon hlg ministrations. He an­
nounced this to his congregation on a 
certain Sunday morning after 
The^gossip of the village drifted to his 
ears during the week, and he heard 
that In many homes there were avowed 
Intentions of disregarding his injunc­
tion. The Indian maidens maintained 
that they could not, without sacrifice 
of dignity, and.

other. A day of bloody battle follow; 
the Nootkas, owing to the firearms pro­
vided by the forethought of the China­
men, were outclassed and beaten, and 
when the inevitable retreat came, were 
cut off from their canoes. The rem­
nant fled along the shore and three 
men, the sole survivors, finally surren-

getting to sea with one minimum crew. 
On the sealing trip only able bodied 
men, and a few able bodied women are 
taken; the rest of the population re­
sort to the canneries and the hop fields 
for summer employment. At the pres­
ent moment the village is almost de­
serted, more than 40, accompanied by 
Father Sterne, having gone to River’s 
Inlet, and a further contingent to the 
Eraser river.

Results of travel, increased intelli­
gence and culture, are in evidence 
amongst them. Some have ridden in 
jinrickshas in Japan. When their seal­
ing schooner lay in Monterey, Cal., the

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away In the year 1568 (the tenth year 
of Queen Elizabeth), upon the qûestion 
of church polity and the Presbyterians 
followed shortly after. Nearly seventy 
years passed before the Baptists form­
ed their first congregation In 1863, and 
not until after the death of John Wes­
ley did the actual severance of the 
Wesleyans take place, in 1795. Into 
how many fractions these several bod­
ies have sub-divided it is too sad to 
tell. But now a determined effort is 
being made to find some bond of union 
for the leading bodies in Canada, and 
if there are no really important dif­
ferences, it seeme indeed wicked that 
not only in our towns, but in the small­
est centres of population each should 
have a separate organization. From 
time to time those who have been ap­
pointed to consider the matter, have 
been courteous enough to send me the 
results of their deliberations, and I 
understand that the Independents (or 
as they are now called) the Congrega- 
tionalists, the Presbyterians and the 
Methorists, have passed resolutions In 
favor of union, and have asked the co­
operation of the Baptists, but no offi­
cial answer has been given by that- 
body.

“The committee on Christian unity 
which was appointed at the last gen­
eral synod of our church, has also been 
approached to deliberate with them, 
but of course that committee has no 
power to take any definite action. Per­
sonally, I am not at all in favor of our 
taking any part in these preliminary 
proceedings. The doctrines of the disci­
pline of the Anglican church are plain­
ly and clearly set forth in our book of 
common prayer. When the united body 
of those who have separated them­
selves from us set forth equally plain­
ly and clearly their Articles of Faith 
and Canons of Order and Discipline, 
it seems to me that it will be time to 
approach us, and moreover, the Cana­
dian church is only a small part of the 
whole Anglican communion, 
certainly could make 
agreement apart from the rest.

“We have also to carefully consider 
the relations to the Roman Catholic 
and eastern branches of the church 
who, together, form by far the 
Jority of professing Christians in the 
world. To some, I know, it is be­
yond the bounds of thought that either 
of these bodies should in the 
least retract from their position, but 
there are some who feel that with 
regard to* our Roman brethren, espe­
cially in the United States of America, 
it is possible that the unscriptural and 
unhistoric position of the Papacy may 
be altered. It need hardly be said that 
this is in reality the crucial question, 
and if we in the least jeopardize 
position in the Anglican communion by 
yielding points of doctrine or discipline, 
or even speaking of them in a doubt­
ful manner, unfold harm may be done, 
and that reunion of Christendom for 
which we pray may be indefinitely 
postponed. It Is difficult to take a 
stand like this, and we may be accused 
of egotism and bigotry, but that really 
does not matter. We may have the 
highest opinion of our brethren, ad­
mire their zeal, allow all that God sees 
fit to work through them at home and 
in the missionary field amongst the 
heathen, and yet instead of apologizing 
for our position, thank God with all 
heart for having called us as members 
of the Anglican church. We are con­
stantly told that there is no difference, 
that one form of Christianity is as good 
as another, nay, forsooth, that a ‘new 
theology’ is about to take the place 
of the old altogether. To some of us it 
is beneath contempt, and has no more 
effect than a marble shot at the rock 
of Gibraltar. Others are anxious and 
inclined to make terms if possible. 
But for us all there is one message 
above all. It is not our divisions only 
that make the enemy to blaspheme. 
Show it out in your lives they say 
and we will believe; but as long as 
ligion appears to have so little effect, 
and churchmen and women adopt no 
higher standard of living than others 
the world can well scoff, 
then, my brethren, to humbly ask God 
to forgive us all our sins, negligences 
and ignorances, and amend our lives 
according to His Holy Word. In this 
spirit may we enter upon the work be­
fore us in this synod, and it will not 
be held in vain.”

“The work of the Columbia Coast 
mission has by God’s blessing grotvn 
marvellously, and my only fear is the 
strain upon Mr. Antle.

bate on this sum, and twenty-six Chi­
nese boys have applied for admissioi 
to the schools for the purpose of earn­
ing this rebate-. The matter was dis­
cussed at a special meeting of th< 
board of school trustees on Friday 
and Chairman Jay was instructed t< 
interview the provincial educational de­
partment. In the meantime no per­
mits are to be granted to Chinese ap­
plicants.

The matter was introduced by Mr 
Jay, who said that twenty-six Chi­
nese had applied for admission to th< 
schools and other applications were ex­
pected. He did not believe that th< 
Dominion government intended the re­
bate on the head tax to apply to Chi­
nese
grades, but only to those students tak­
ing instruction in advanced subjects 
Mr. Jay pointed out that accommoda­
tion could not be found for the appli­
cants, and said that, if the applicant! 
were accepted, a special room and 
teacher would have to be hired as ir 
the years when the $100 head tax waf 
imposed. He recommended that th< 
matter be deferred, no permits to b< 
granted in the interim, until such tlm< 
as the provincial educational depart­
ment could give it consideration.

Edmonton, Aug. 23.—The prose cut'Von

They will claim that owing to the great 
increase in wages, the cost of living 
and operating, dealing in lumber can­
not be carried out at less figures; in 
fact, It is expected that the association 
wil1 produce figures showing that in­
stead of making profits they have bc<m 
actually suffering heavy losses.

Emphasis will be placed on the co&t 
of transportation. They will claim that 
it is utterly impossible to sell lumber 
at a reasonable price hi the face of the 
exorbitant charges made by the rail­
road companies for freight.

The evidence upon which the prose­
cution will depend will be largely 
gathered from retail dealers and con- 
tractois, and it is expected this will be 
ample to prove the existence of a 
combine working to the detriment of 
the best ihtereet of the people of the 
west.

ZIONIST MOVEMENT.

Bank^** T^tt^r to "President of
Jewish Theological Society.

New York, Aug. 23.—The American 
Hebrew will publish to-day a letter 
written by Jacob H. Schiff, the bank­
er, to Solomon Schecler, president of 
the Jewish Theological Seminary of 
America, in which he says:

“Speaking as an American, I cannot 
for a moment concede that one can be 
at the same titme a true American and 
an honest adherent of the Zionist 
movement. The Jew should not for 
a moment feel that he has only found 
an asylum in this country, he must 
feel that he is In exile and that his 
abode here is only a temporary or 
passing one. If those who come after 
us are to be raised from the préjudice 
of which this generation is not unal­
terably suffering, we feel that politi­
cally no one has any claim upon us 
but the country of which, of our free­
will, we have become citizens; that 
even if we were Jews in fact, there is 
no string to our citizenship.”

VICTORIAN MISSING.

Henry Siebenbaum Lost In Woods in 
Clallam County, Washington.

Port Townsend, Wash., Aug. 23.—Henry 
Siebenbaum, a prominent resident of Vic­
toria, who has been sojourning for the 
past fortnight at Solduck Hot Springs, a 
summer resort in Clallam county, has 
been missing for three, days, and despite 
the fHct that a force of twenty-five train­
ed woodsmen have been scouring the 
vicinity for 48 hours without intermis­
sion, no trace had been found up to 3 
o’clock this afternoon, when communica­
tion was interrupted by forest fires.

The missing man is a brother of John 
Siebenbaum, proprietor of the Delmonico 
hotel here, and if a favorable report is 
not received by morning it is the latter’s 
intention to proceed to the scene, accom­
panied by several experienced woodsmen 
from here, and take personal charge of 
the search until his brother Is found or 
his fate is determined.

BOILER EXPLOSION.

New York, Aug. 23.—Six men, who were 
testing a boiler of a donkey engine in the 
hold of a coal barge, the Patterson, were 
instantly killed by the explosion of the 
boilers. A seventh man was seriously in­
jured.

The order-in-council in regard to 
game followfc:

Close season for all birds mentioned 
in schedule “B” of the Game Protec­
tion Act, 1898. In the municipality of 
Chilliwack until 15th of October, 1907, 
inclusive.

Close season for prairie chicken, wil­
low grouse, and blue grouse in the 
Okanagan electoral district, until Sep­
tember 1st, 1910.

Close season for mountain sheep 
(rams) in the Lillooet and Cariboo 
electoral districts, from and after the 
14th day of November in each year.

Close season for all birds mentioned 
ln schedule “B” of the Game Projec­
tion Act, 1898, in the municipality of 
Kent (Agassiz) until the 15th of Oc­
tober, 1907. Inclusive.

Close season for prairie chicken in 
the Kamloops electoral district, until 
the 31st day of August, 1908, inclusive.

HARVESTERS EOR 
CANADIAN WEST

Men From Maritime Provinces Offer­
ed Work as Soon as They 

Reached Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, Aug. 24.—The first train of 
harvest hands and farm laborers from 
the maritime provinces arrived in the 
city to-day. There were three thou­
sand travellers, many of whom went 
west on specials, which were operated 
by the C. P. R. this evening.

The trainmen state that the be­
havior of the farm laborers on the way 
west was all that could have been 
asked for in the matter of decorum. 
Owing to the? unsatisfactory occur­
rences in earlier years, the O. P. R. last 
year adopted the policy of sending a 
policeman through with each train of 
farm laborers; and the same plan is 
being followed this season. The rep­
resentative of law and order left with 
the first party from Halifax and went 
west with the travellers this evening. 
The presence of the policeman in the 
train had the tendency to check any 
outbreaks of enthusiasm on the part 
of the young men in the party, and 
there were no particular disturbances 
of the serenity of the trip.

There were many farmers await­
ing the arrivals, and all the men who 
arrived this morning were at once of­
fered work at good wages; $2 per day, 
or $40 per month, appeared to be the 
ruling rate.

W. I. Small, of Carberry, was present 
as the representative of the Carberry 
district, and stated that 600 men were 
wanted at that and the adjoining sta­
tions; 350 are needed at Carberry and 
the stations adjoining on the main 
line of1 the C. P. R., and 250 at Edrans, 
Wellwood and other points. Crops on 
the Carberry plains are the best in the 
past six years. Numbers of farmers 
are already cutting wheat.
Cairns, of Macgregor, wants 150 men. 
W. Tait, of Pilot Mound, was anxious 
to hire a large number of extra men 
for the farmers in the vicinity of that 
point, and was of the opinion that- at 
least 200 would find employment. The 
farmers of the district expect a good 
average crop, twenty bushels to the 
acre. The yield will be equal to any 
in recent years. Geo. Clubb, of Morris, 
stated that they vt’ould want about 40 
men for the farms in the immediate 
neighborhood of that town, 
pearance of the wheat fields there has 
improved very much in the past six 
weeks, and a good yield is looked for.

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
COAL.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period of twenty-one years at 
an annual rental of $1 per acre. Not 
more than 2,560 acres shall be 
one individual or company, 
at the rate .of five cents per 
collected on’the merchantable coal mined

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of 
age. or over, having discovered mineral In 
place, may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,500 
feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining 
recorder in lieu thereof. When $500 has 
been expended or paid, the locator may 
upon having a survey made, and upon 
complying with other requirements, pur­
chase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent provides for the payment of 
a royalty of 2% per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square; entry fee $5, renewable 
yearlv.

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a 
term of twenty years, renewable at the 
discretion of the Minister of the Interior.

Strathcona Says British Consumers 
Are Becoming More fastidious 

Regarding Food Products.

Resolutions Before Synod of Colum­
bia—Women to Have Voice in 

Church Affairs.

Ottawa, Aug. 23.—Lord Strathcona’s 
annual report to the department of 
trade and commerce on the work of 
the commercial agency in connection 
with the high commissioner’s office 
was received this morning. The key­
note to the conclusions drawn from the 
observations of Canadian export trade 
conditions in Great Britain during the 
past year is contained in the conclud­
ing paragraph of Lord Strathcona’s 
remarks:

“The prosperity of the Kingdom is 
shown by the trade returns to be in­
creasing month by month. As a 
suit the g^eat consumers of Canadian 
products, the working classes, 
enjoyed a full measure of employment, 
and at present there is no indication 
of any change in these conditions. It 
may be stated in conclusion, however, 
that the working classes of England 
are becoming more and more fastidious 
in regard to food products, and that 
the authorities are imposing greater 
precaution to insure admission of high 
class products in first class condition. 
It therefore behooves those countries, 
like Canada, seeking the great British 
market, to adopt the utmost care and 
caution in regard to the quality of 
products intended for the British 
Isles.”

The report notes the gratifying 
growth in the exports of Canadian 
agricultural products to Great Britain, 
and emphasizes the necessity of great­
er care being taken in keeping the ex­
ports of butter and cheese, fruit and 
bacon up to the standard. In respect 
to cheese, especially, it is noted that 
the shippers are shipping it too green 
and in boxes of improperly seasoned 
wood. As a result many complaints 
have been received.

Speaking of the markets for wood 
pulp, his lordship notes that the pre­
sent short supply of pulp and paper is 
causing apprehension among large 
British publishing concerns, and high­
er prices are looked for.

Nanaimo, Aug. 23.—The sessions of the 
Synod of Columbia were of more than 
usual interest yesterday.

Rev. Silva White, of St. Paul’s church, 
Nanaimo, introduced a resolution dealing 
with the Lord's Day Act, as follows: 
"That this Synod places on record its 
appreciation of the fact that the Domin­
ion Lord’s Day Act has passed the Do­
minion parliament, and hereby urges on 
the provincial government the vital 
necessity there is to see this law- en­
forced within the bounds of this pro­
vince.”

W. H. Hayward moved in amendment, 
seconded by Rev. J. Ard: "That the 
Synod declare it to be the duty of all the 
clergy to impress upon the members of 
the Anglican church the necessity of ob­
serving the Lord’s Day in the manner 
prescribed by Canon 13 of the Church of 
England; yet is not prepared to ask the 
provincial government to enforce the 
Lord’s Day Act, realizing that it is not 
the duty or purpose of our church to 
suggest persecution to gain Its end, but 
rather to so use its power and influence 
so as to gain therein by precept and ex­
ample.”

Both the amendment and motion were 
defeated, the vote being 2 to 13 on both.

The quëstion of whether women shall 
have a voice in the affairs of the church 
came in for considerable discussion. The 
general opinion of the delegates objecting 
seemed to be that the women should keep 
to their own sphere. Archdeacon Scriven 
voiced Sie sentiment that were the ladies 
given the power to vote It would in time 
mean that the men would have nothing 
to do. He thought the women had suffi­
cient work to do now. The resolution 
favoring giving votes to women Anally 
carried by a narrow majority, the vote 
standing 13 to 11.

The following motion by Mr. Justice 
Martin carried unanimously: “That, in 
view of the recent great increase in the 
cost of living in this diocese, it is the 
duty of the laity*to see that the stipends 
of their clergy are correspondingly in­
creased, and that our clergy should now 
be Invited to partake of our prosperity, 
seeing that they have uncomplainingly 
shared our adversity in the ‘bad times,’ 
that have happily given way to prosper­
ous ones.”

erally understood * In Ladysmith ever 
since the transfer of the E. & N. to the 
C. P. R. that important improvements 
were to be made tp the local depot and 
its approaches. Some changes are now 
being made which will diminish the 
congestion around the depot and which 
it is hoped are only the beginning of 
the whole original scheme of alteration. 
This was understood to include the 
building of a new station-house back 
beside the Grand hotel, the straighten­
ing out of the curve in the main line 
from thé present depot to the Welling­
ton colliery blinkers, and the changing 
of the old depot into a freight office. 
To carry out this scheme the offices of 
the Ladysmith Lumber Company will 
have to be removed and the notice to 
quit has already been served upon the 
company. The offices will be moved 
back out of the line of the contemplated 
alterations, and a number of Chinamen 
are now busily engaged in making 
extra siding accommodation. As soon 
as this is accomplished it is expected 
that the remainder of the scheme will 
be carried out.

Since the arrival of the ambulance 
wagon, which the Extension Mines 
Burial and Accident Association or­
dered for the conveyance of injured 
miners from the train to their homes, 
it has been found that the emergency 
stretchers which have been used in 
the mines are too long for the vehicle. 
The committee of the association met 
this week and decided to procure two 
new stretchers of the required length 
for use in the mines. They also of­
fered the use of the ambulance wagon 
to the smelter /management on condi­
tion that a stretcher similar to those 
being ordered for the mines was pro­
vided. A stretcher supplied with rub­
ber wheels and other conveniences ac­
companied the wagon, but this the 
committee decided to set apart for 
women ordered to a hospital by the 
local doctor.

The bandstand Which has been built 
for the city band, is now finished, ex­
cept for a coat of paint, and makes 
quite a feature in the vacant market 
square. It is intended to open the 
stand on Sunday -afternoon, and ar­
rangements are being made for a joint 
programme to be rendered by the Lady­
smith and Nanaimo bands.

THE HAU CASE.
1907

Karlsruhem, Germany, Aug. 24.—The 
case of Professor Karl Hau, formerly of 
Washington, D. C., convicted of the mur­
der of his mother-in-law, Frau Molitor, 
at Baden-Baden on November 5th last, 
continues to develop surprising features.

Dr. Dietz, counsel for the prisoner, has 
just published a pamphlet giving what 
he terms his moral justification for ap­
pealing the case.

The lawyer’s representations made the 
suicide of Frau Hau, wife of the 
demned man, appear in a new light. Mr. 
Dietz says he had a four hours’ talk 
with her on May 13th, when she made 
known her intention to commit suicide.

Answering his argument that it would 
create the impression that she regarded 
her husband guilty of murdering her 
mother, Frau Hau said repeatedly that 
the motive for suicide was that her hus­
band was in his right mind and that 
without her knowledge he went to London 
and Baden-Baden to meet her sister 
Olga, adding that it was not the question 
whether he was a murderer or not, but 
his unfaithfulness to her which impelled 
her to commit suicide, which It also was 
her duty to do.
