{HE SAW THE BATTLE

Stephen Orane, who witnessed Strug-
gle at Velestino, Describes
the Scene.

Strange Order for the Greeks to Re-
treat Came When They Had
+Achieved Victory.

New York, May 11:—The Journal pub-
lishes a caviegram from. Stephen Crane,
who saw the battle of Velestino, wher:
General Smolenski hurled back Edhem
Pasha. Mr. Crane says:

Velestino has proved that the Greek
Soia.ers, when well led, can cope suc-
cesstuily wita the Turks, even though
outnumoered. This battle has proved
them to be great fighters, long fighters
and stayers.. To be sure, the army re-
treated from Velestino, but it was no
fault of the army. The Commander bit
his fingers and cursed when the order
came to retreat. He was perfectly con-
tident of success. For three days he
had been holding the Turks back and in-
flicting upon them heavy losses.

Then came the order to fall back, duc
to reverses or something in other places.

Gen. Smoienski knew, of course, his
retreat would be at the sacrifice of Vo-
lo, and he raged. But ordérs must be
obeyed, hence the occupation of the
Twurks first of. Velestino and later of Vo-
lo. In the middle of the intoxication
of victory came the orders to fall back.
Why?

I only arrived at noon of the second
day. The roll of musketry was tre-
mendous. From a distance it was like
tearing a cloth, nearer it sounded like
rain on a roof, and close up it was just
a long crash after crash. It was a
‘beautiful sound—beautiful as I had ever
areamed. It was more impressive than
the roar of Niagara and finer than a
thunder storm or an avalanche—because
it had the wpnder of human tragedy in
it. It was the most beautiful sound of
my experience, barring no symphony.
The crash of it was ideal.

The slaugbter of the Turks was enor-

wous. The fire of the Greeks was so
fierce that the Turkish soldiers, while
charging, shielded their eyes with their
hands. Eight charges the Turkish sol-
diers made on Saturday, and they were
vepulsed each time. The desperate Turk-
ish cavilry even attacked their ememy
on -a steep,.rocky hill. The . insane,
wicked squadrons were practicaily anni-
hilated. The shattered fragments slid
slowly back, leaving the plain black
with wounded and dead men and horses.

From a distance it was like & game.
There was uo hlood, no expression, no
horror to be seen. All the assaults of
the Turks resulted disastrously ,to them.
The Greek troops fought with the
steadiness of salaried bookkeepers—nev
ér tired,- never complained. It was a
magnificent exhipition, and the Greeks

fought all the time with the artillery fire |

on thewm even in a, musketry lull. The
Turks were in greater numbers and
fought accoraing to the precepts of their
religion. But the Greeks were never
daunted, and whipped them well. Some-
times it was fignting among gaunt hilis,
sometimes fighting on green hills, but al-
ways the Greeks beld their position.
Wthen night came shells burst in fury,
lighting the darkness. By the reflection
I saw the wounded taken to Volo. There
was very little outery among them.
They were mostly silent.

In the gray early morning the musket-
ry fire began again. It rattled from huil
to hill; batteries awoke and the whole
play was resumed. The Turkish guns
were superior to ‘those of the Greeks,
who hud mostly mountain howitzers.

I watched for a long time the blue-
clad Greek infantry marching in posi-
tion across a small plain. While I
watched the Turks changed their at-
tock upon the Greek right on the plain
to the Greek left on the rocky hill. Then
the fighting came, and it obscured the
view. The Greeks lay in trenches,
snugly flattened agaimst the dirt, firing
carefully, while the Turks loomed close
upon them. Every ridge was fringed
with smoke. I saw soldiers in their
trenches drink from their canteens, twist
tbeir cartridge belts to put their empty
links behind them, turn around to say
something to a comrade. They then
went at it again. I noticed one lieuten-
asnt standing up in the rear of a trench
holding a cigarette, his lips wide apart.
In that .careless attitude a shot went
through his neck. His.servant came
from the trench and knelt weeping over
the body. The men had.to drag him in
by the legs.

The reserve coming up passed a way-
side shrine. The men paused to cross
thiemselves and pray. o shell struck
the shrine and demolished it. The men

in the rear of the column were obliged |

to pray to the spot where he shrine had
been.

News came from the left that the
Turks had tried to turn the flank and
failed. @The Turks formed on the right

and moved slowly across the plain and |

the battery opened on them. I saw
troops moving to the rear to prevent a
possible flank attack in the direction of
Volo. The fighting gon the plain to the
right began. Masses of Turkish troops,
like shadows, slowly moved forward to-
ward the Greek trenches' indicated by
gray lines of smoke. Shots began to
rake the trenches on the hill, and to also
rake the battery on the rear. I hoped
the Greeks on the plain would hurry up
and drive the Turks from their position.
They did it gallantly in a short, fero-
cious infantry fight. The bit of woods
where the fight occurred seemed on fire.
There was a great rattling and banging,
and the Turks went out defeated. There
was general rejoicing all along the
Greek lines. The officers walked proud-
Iy, and the men in the trenches grinned.
Then, mind you, just at this time, late
in the afternoon, after amother success-
ful day, came the order to retreat.
Smolenski had apparently | received
the brunt of the fighting.

A NARROW ESCAPI.

An Attempt Made to Scuttle the Amcr-
ican Skip Indiana.

San Francisco, May 12.—By ":.he,
steamer Doric news has been received
here that the Aemican-ship Indiana, at
Hilo, from New York, was reported to
have sprung a leak and damaged much
of her cargo of sugar, which she took on
after diseharging her hold full of gen-
eral merehandise. By steamer Austraiia
to-day it is learned that the leak in the
Indiana’s hull was caused by an auger
hole bered by some;miscreant, with .evi-
dent purpose-of scattling the ship. Threz
of the. crew were guspected of having
done, the job, as-they deserted after the
‘discovery was made: One was captured,
but -his fellows ‘are at large. ' The -In-
diana had 1,800 tons of sugar in her
hold when it was discovered that she
was leaking.

Washington, May 11.—The first statement
which chairman Dingley, of -th€ ways and
means committee, whose name is born by
the new tariff, bill, has consented to make
regarding the bill since it was amended by
the senate finance committee, was made by
him to-day to the Assoclated Press. Mr.
Dingley was requested ‘to give some state-
ment as to the probable additional revenue
that would be ylielded by the first year
by the senate tariff bill, as well as by the
house bill, and he spoke as follows:

“It must be born in mind that there is
no’ senate bill as-yet..- What is improperly
spoken of as the senate bill is the house
bill reported to the senate by the finance
committee with ceratin amendments re- |
commended. What the senate - will * be
when that body shall have made it, no ;
cne can as yet say. . {

‘““While the amendments of the' house !
bill, recommended by the senate finange ’
committee (about 700) appear to be mul-
titudinous, yet about 200 of them are main-
ly verbal, such as substituting ‘o’ for ‘uo’
leaving about 500, which changes rates..
This is about the number of amendments
to the McKinley bill adopted by the senate
of 1890, and of these 500 a large proportion '
involve nothing of consequence. There ‘
arg, however, many amendments which are |
important, not only on revenue, but other
grounds. I do not propose onw to speak
of these proposed amendments except as .
they affect revenus.

“The effect of these amendments as a
whole, outside of the amendment im-
rosing a duty on tea for two years and a
half, and the amendment Increasing the |
internal revenue on beer 44 cents“per bar-
rel for the same period, and the increase ,
proposed on tobacco and cigarettes, will |
produce less revenue than would be. raised |
by the house bill.

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BEAVER LAKE WORKS

City Engineer Wilmot Reports on
the City Filter Beds at
Beaver Lake.

‘An Exhaustive Report Explaining
the Causes of the Various
Changes Made.

City Engineer Wilmot presented ;he
follm:»'ing report at last nightjs meeting
of the city council on the subject of th?
flter beds at the city waterworks at
Beaver Lake:

Victoria, May 3, 1897.
To His Worship the Mayor and Board
of Aldermen:

Gentlemen:—I have the honor to S}lb-
mit for your examination the fo_llowmg
report re filter bed contract, which the
contractors claimed in July, 1.896, they
had completed. As at that time the}'e
was but little water against the main
dam and cofferdam, and the contractors
declined to let in the water against the
main dam to the level of the lake sur-
fact, there was afforded no opportun_1ty
of testing the works, whiqh, according
to the contract, must be in a  water-
tight condition before being ﬂccepted‘ by
the city.  After the heavy fall raias,
early in December, 1896, water rose in
the west filter bed above the surface,
and stood at a higher level inside the
main dam than the level of the water
outside, which demounstrated the fact
that subsoil “water fomnd its way into
that filter bed through or under the
west wall. Later on in the season,
when the lake, rose sufficiently to over-
flow the cofferdam, thus bringing the
water in the main dam to the lake level,
rumerous leaks were developed in the
filter teds. The contractors, some time
in the latter part of Mareh, in order to
ascertain the causes of these leaks,
cleared away the filtering material to
the concrete floor alongside the west
wall of the west filter bed, and a por-
tion of the length of the main dam
wall, thereby exposing to view numer-
cus jets of water spurting through both
of these walls in streams varying in |
volume from about 74 to about % of am |
finch in diameter. 'These leaks were
principally between the level of the floor
and that of the sand surface. After as- ;
certaining that the 'walls were porous, |

and cementing up some of the cracks |
that existed, the contractors ceased fur-
ther operations. The removal, by my
direction, of a portion of this filtering
material alongside of the culverts i the |
west and central filter beds down to the
concrete floor, »xposed in the former |
case an open joint of ‘about 14 of an inch |
wide between the concrete floor and the !
side of the culvert, and in the latter
case a longitudinal crack of zbout 34
of an inck wide in the side of the cul-
vert wall, showing that the# outer
portion or footing course of the culvert
foundation had settled, causing the la-
teral drain pipe which is built into the
culvert at the place inspected to be shat-
t-red. There is also an open joint be-
tween the comcrete floor and the side
of the culvert similar to that observed
in the west filter bed. The leakuge ob-
servable through the open joints between
the floors of the filter beds and the cul- |
verts would be sufficient to account for |
the. water outflowing from the beds.

The leaks through the walls, especial-
1y the main dam wall. which is about |
eight feet thick, is, evidence of faulty
construction, resulting either from in-
sufficient quantity of cement being used,
or carelessness in mixing the concrete,
or from both causes combined. I'he open
points alosigside the culvert may or may
ot  be' chised by bad construction, but
they lead to results which the contract-
ors assumed the responsibility to guard
against.

The endeavor of the contractors to
place the responsibility of their depart-
ure from the specification, as regards
thickness of comerete floor, upon the en-
gineer, has evidently produced the im-
pression on the minds of some that the
Jeaky condition of the works is due to
that alteration. whereas the causes of
the leakage citec are not affected by the
thickness of the floor.

pressure of water due to the difference
of level of high water in the lake and
the floor of the filter bed. In a recent

sequently has the strength only of a
joint five inches in depth. The contrac- |
there has
been a ‘less thickness of concrete used in
the floor of the filter beds than that spe- |
cified, and that this departure from the
specifications is the cause of the failure |
¢f the works as they exist' at. present,
engineer authorized '
the change; therefore the city is respon-
sible in the matter. In this connection
1 beg to state:

1. That the thickness of the concrete |
floor, the maximum being six incnes, |
has no bearing whatever on the efficien-
cy of the works, so long as it imposes
an impermeable coating between the
ground and the filtered water.

2. That the leakage through the con-
crete walls is due solely to bad construe-
tion for which the contractors only ate
responsible, and these leaks havé no con-
rection whatever with the thickness of |
the conerete floor.

I would respectfully submit, with all
due deference to your henorable body,
that as in some of the questions con-
nected with the construction of the filtep |
bed works, there are involved those of |
a hydraulic and  hydrostatic nature |
which can intelligently decided on only
by expert authority, to such I trust they
may he referred if there should exist
any doubt in your minds as to the con< |
clusions I have arrived at in any of suca
questions.

All of
the schooneérs saw plenty of seals, but
were unable to Jo any hunting on ac-
count of the heavy weather they ex-
perienced.

The Seattle schooner Williard Ain-
sworth, which was reported in yester-
day’s dispatches to be missing, arrived
at Seattle last-evening. She ‘brouglt
positive ‘information that the sea otter
hunting schooner General Siglin is a to-
tal wreck, with all on board. One man
was found lashed to ‘the stern" darvits,
his body somewhat decomposed, his face
nearly gene, but enough was left to show
that he wore a black ‘moustache, A
part of hijs: left hand was missing, bus
cn the little finger was a“gold ring. The
sighting of the boat occurerd at 6 o'clock
i on the morning of May 5 about 100 miles
| west of the Queen Charlotte Islands.
Capt. T. E. Crockett, of the Ainsworth,
tried to board the water-logged schooner
Siglip, but on several tacks ran rno
closer than twenty feet. The balance
of the crew are undoubtedly lost, Their
kodies may be imprisoned in the eabln
or forecastle, but more likely they huave
been swept overboard. Capt. Crockett
reported that from March 21 to 23 he
encountered a terrible storm  while hunt-
ing for seals on Fairweather grounmls,
off Yakutat Island, and the Siglin was
undoubtedly wrecked in the same storm.

San Francisezy, May 11.—The steamer
China brought news from the _sbaling
Beet in: Japanese waters. Capt. Bardsley
of the .British sealing schooner ‘Pointer
writes frora Yokohama that the ficet has
been damaged by serious gales off +he
Japancse coast. He says: “After leav-
ing Yokohama we ‘made for off-shore
sealing grounds, where we fell in with
the sehooner Umbrina. She had been
eleven days on the ground, and had
thirty-one seals. She reported very few
seals seen, Not seeing many ourselves,
we stceod in toward land, and when about
thirty iniles off coast found seals plenti-
ful, but the weather was so rough we
could not get on them, our catch being
ten on the 22nd of March. . We remained
on this ground until the 6th of April,
gbtting but fesy chances to lower boats,
but adding thirly or forty seals to our
catch. I have spoken the Charlotte
Cox, Capt. Byers, and he has been hunt-
ing off shore since the 17th of March,
arid has only seven seals. He says he
Fas mever seen such weather before. He
got’ a boat smashed in the gale of the
11th, and his poop rails were carried
away also.
