The United Treasnry deficit for the fiecal
year just closed is approximately $43,-
250,000. This added to last year's deficit
of nearly seventy million dollars makes
the excess of expenditure over receipts
of the government for the flscal year,
exclusive of postal accouut amount to
nearly $313,000,000. and the expenditures
$856,250,000, of which pensions took
$141 891,623. Last year the aggregated
reseipts of postal revenues were $297,722,-
019 and the expenditures $367,525,279.
The receipts this year, therefore, were
$15,276,000 greater ‘than last, and the
expenditures. abous $1,275,000 less. _The
postal service deficit is about $11,000,000
which is considerably in excess of that
of any racent year.

MARYSVILLE, June 26.—1n the afternoon
of yesterday, the gsneral superiutendent
addressed the conference on a variety of
points, the chief of which was the need of
wisdom in the presentation of the doctrine
of holiness, in order to avoid such troubles
as the Montreal confereuce had to deal with
in the Horner cass.

A number of committees reported and
suadry recommendations were adopted,
one of which was that the services of our
theological stadents - be utiliz:d during
vacation by their being employed on such
mission ground as is not cared for at present,
but where we have adherents of our church.

The parsonage aid fund committee res
commended that $75, $65 and $60 be grant-
ed to the Buctouche, Koswick and Hilisboro
charches. -

A considerable sum of money Baving been
left by a Mr. Leger, of Apohaqui, to the
conference, a committee was sppointed to
take charge of the matter and see to the
proper investment of the same,

A resolution was adopted thaaking the
Ladies’ Aid Susteatation Society, for the
good work it is doing, and calliug upon the
beneficiaries of vhe fund to write the society
at least once a year giving an account of
the work in full in their scveral fields of
labor,

A recommzndation of the committee on
the stats of the work to employ a confarence
evange'ist was not concurred in.

The temperance meeting was a decided
success.. The speakers were Revs. Dr.
Carman, Thos. Marshall, G. M. Campbell
aod Mr. George Jenkins. "1t was an ex-
cellent servics, no uncertain sound was
given and the attitule of the church t» the
whole liguor interest was declared to be
cne of determined and unrelenting opposition.

The chairman and financial secretaries
were made a committee to arrange for the
holdiog of an Epworth League comvention,
at such time and place as may be determined
upon.

A special ministerial session was held
to take up acertain mattar that had ngt yet
been reached, and at the time of adjournment
for dinner no decision had been reached,

The conference was in miniaterial session
until a late hour all laymen and the public
beiog exciuded. The case occupying their
attention is that of Rev. Mr. Parker of
Nashwaak, who is charged by Mr, Smitb,
one of his flock, with misconduct. Several
witnesees have been examinel. Rosv. C. H,
Paicley summed up the evidence and ad
dressed the ministerial court at length on
bshalf of Rev. Mr. Parker, making out a
strong case for him. Mr. Smith followed in
prosecution and it is understood made a
strong appeal against Mr. Parker. The
court is weighing both sides of the question
and will probably report its tindiang to the
full Conferenco, The discussion over the
case, it is understood, is pretty warm and
the finding is being looksd forward to with
much interest. Whea the matter comes
before tbe full Conference, the discassion
will be carried on with open doors, so that
the exact and full proceedings can bs easily
chronicled.

MARYSVILLE, Juge 28.—-A " great deal of
work was done yesterday. Votea of thanks
were passed to the peopls of Marysville for
having so haspitably cared for the members
of conference, and to the choir for having con-
tributed so largely to the interest and profit
of the pablic services. Also the press for
the excellent reports furnished from day to
day of thbe proceedings 'of the conference,
and to the several secretaries for the effic.
ient'manver in which their work had been
done.

It was ordered that 1,000 copies of the
minutes be printed anda distributed gratuit-
ously among the circuits, and several 1e
ports were finally disposed of.

A smaller number put in an appearance
yesterday morning. As matters -of great
importance have got to be attended to, it
is felt that every man ought to remaia
and bear his foll share of whatever the
responsibilities in the case may be.

The boards ~mie
bent around so that each board is a hoop, and
it can be mide avy height desirel aad with
no danger of spridging out. This is ¥ery
important, because the deeper the sieothe
better the ensilage will keep, other .things
being equal. The outside covering cani be
made in the sams way,the lakt put on beiag
ship-lap. Doora can be cut*;through .at
i--tervals of three or four fest./ The ad¢an-
tages of aronnd #'lo are : Iytakes lesslumber
has no co:ners for the ensilage tospoil in, as
it is apt to do in a reotaogular ome, is
stronger and will keep. its shape, and can be
made very deep. The best silos I know of
are round snd made iu the centre of réuad
barns, There are several of them - in
Wisconsin. The first I knew of was plasned
by Prof: F. H. Kiog, of the Wisesnsin
University. Itisiu the centre of a round
barn ninety-two feet ia diameter, and
thirty-four feet Jeep. This makes it very
coanvenient to feed, and the ensilage keeps
perfectly in it. :

The ventilation of the barn i up between
the outer and iuner linings of the sjlo, This
dries out the wood as fast as the einihgg is
fed ont. ‘Itis very important to bave the
silo lining dried out assoon as possible to
prevent rotting.
