Deadliest Known Poison.

To the best of our knowledge, says
the Brooklyn “Eagle,” the most deadly
poison is that which was discovered by
Profeseor Frazer, of Edinburgh, Scot-
land, and known as shophanthidin.
He separated it from the African
poison plant, shophanthus hispidus, by
means of ethier and alcohol. As little
as a one-thousand-millionth part of an
ounce of crystallised shophanthidin
produces a distinctly injurious effect
upon the heart, and a.very small quan-
tity is fatal. Another deadly poisonis
cyanogen gas, the principal ingredients
of hydrocyanic or prussic acid.

At ordinary temperatures it is sim-
ply a gas, but can be condensed by
cold and pressure into a thin. colorless
liquid and becomes a solid at 30 de-
grees Fahrenheit. The inhalation in
its gaseous atate of a most minute
quantity would cause instant death.
One of the most deadly poisons is
arseniuretted hydrogen, or arsenic,
which is formed by decomposing an
alloy of arsenic and zinc with sul-
phuric acid. It is a colorless gas, pos-
sessing a fetid odor of garlic, and acts
as a most deadly poison.

Adolph Ferdinand Gehlen, a chemist,
born about 1775 at Butow, in Pomer-
ania, was the discoverer of it. While
experimenting with it at Munich, on
July 15, he exhaled & single bubble of
the pure gas and died in eight -days
from the efiects. The accidenf oceur-
red through his amelling at the joints
of his apparatus to discover a flaw.
Others engaged in chemical operations
have died from the effects of this pois-
on in three days.

In the Embrace of an Octopus.

“Only one who has ever experienced
the embraces of an octopus can have
any idea of them,” said L. P. Harkins
at the Burnet. “I was batbing one
time oft the Florida reefs when sud-
denly I felt something cold and slimy
touch my leg and begin to encircle it.
The sensation was not one of pain,
but similar to that experienced when
you are falling under the influence of
a powerful opiate. Then a long arm
reached up and grabbed me by the
shoulder. For the first time I realized
my danger. I wasbut ashort distance
from the shore and within hailing dis-
tance of several friends. I called to
them for help and started to make des-
perate effort to pnll the sea monster
out to the sands. I succeedeein fight-
ing off the arms that sought to encircle
my body, but my lower limbs were
securely fastened. My friends re-
sponde-| at once or I would have lived
but a few minutes longer, as my
strength was nearly gone.  The water
was not very deep and they could see
the octopus plainly. A few strokes of
a cutlass and I was free. The creature
was caj tured and measured seven fect
from the centre of his body to the end

of his longest tenacles.

Death by Electricity.

The Digest gives an account of some
experiments on the effect of alternat-
ing electric currents on animal organ-
isms, desribed in a paper read before
a recent ‘Medical congress at Rome,
Itlay, and which corroborate the views
of D’Arsonval, referred to recently.
The current used was an alternating
one, and it was found that animals
subjected to from 1500 to 2000 volts
were not gasily killed, and that death
resulted fpostly from asphyxia caused
by the sudden stoppage of respiration.
Frequently breathing started again
spontaneously and the animal recover-
ed completely. In no case was there
any physiological change noted,though
in a few there were mechanical lesions,
in themselves cause for death. This
further coufirmation of D'Arsonvals
formula. “A man shocked by elec-
tricity should be treated as if drowned,”
renders it still more important that
the electrician should make himself
acquainted with the proper means of
resuscitation from the effects of elec-
tric shock.

THE STRATHMORE SECRET.

Wife’s Curiosity Led Her to Pry
Into the Family Mystery—Awful
Punishment Visited Upon Her.
Mary Eleanor Bowes, Countess of

Strathmore, was buried in Westminster
Abbey on May 10, 1800, and the story
of her life is easily the most romantic
of all the romantic steries of that dusky
old church of tombs. Everyone has
heard of the Strathmore secret; howin
the old castle of Glamis—as old al-
most as the history of Scotland—the
heir of the family is upon the eve of
his 21st birthday taken at midnight to
some secret chamber, of whose locality
only the earl and the family solicitor
are aware,and there is made acquainted
with the secret which overshadows all
the Lords Strathmore.

The remarkable part of this story is
that through centuries the secret has
remained intact and that speculation
has exnausted itself in vain endeavors
to penetrate and even formulate any
plausible conjecture as to the nature
of the mystery.

In the latter half of the eighteenth
century the Strathmore solicitor was
summoned to Glamis to be present at
the coming of age of the heir, and took
with him a young clerk to aid in pre-
pating some papers. There was some
jesting on the part ot Lady Strathmore,
who was a young and rather frivolous
second wife, as to the famous secret,
and greatly to the annoyance of her
husband she declared she meant, by
hook or by crook, to discover the
location of the hidden chamber and
be present when the revelation was
made.

The clerk finished his work and re-
tired, but very late that night he
awakened suddenly under the im-
pression of having heard a terrible cry.

This impression was so strong that
in spite of the perfect silence he could
not rid himself of the sinister sensation,
and under its'influence he rose to look
out of the window, which gave view
upon the deserted moonlit inner court.

To his surprise he shortly sa~ what
appeared to be a solid bit of the wall
swing back and a cloaked figure emerge
from what was evidently an entrance
to a staircase. The man, if man it
was crossed to the old disused castlc
well, and, dropping something into it

retired as he came.

The next morning the young clerk,
seeing the solidity of the wall whence
the man had issued, became convineced
that it was a drcam induced by the
talk at dinner. He returned early to
London without seeing any of the
fumily, but when he mentioned his
dream to his employer the latter
became violent and annoyed and soon
found an excuse to be rid of him.

The clerk, nevertheless, prospered,
and years after, when the whole
incident had passed from his mind,
he—a prosperous elderly solicitor—
made a journey to Italy for his health.

There, in a remote liitle town, he
was in the habit of passing daily by
the garden of an obscure villa, and
became interested in the melancholy
figure of an elderly lady heavily
shrouded in lace. who sat listless and
indifferent gazing at the sea with no
apparent object or interest. Her face
haunted him with a vague sense of
‘famlliarity, and finnaly one day, in a
flash of recognition he stepped forward
and said “Lady Strathmore, in it not?”

The melancholy woman started
violently at hearing her name, and
gazed earnestly, seeming to recall his
face a8 that of an aquaintance, but did
not speak. So sorrowful were the eyes
turned upon him that irresistible he
exclaimed:

“Can I be of service to you,my lady’
What is it that troubles you?” and
then retreated a step in horror when
she lifted her arms from among her
laces and showed two handless stumps.
To his enquiries she replied only by
shaking her head and opening her
mouth to show that her tongue had
also disappeared, making all endeavors
to communicate with her fruitless.

Returning to England, he discovered
that Lady Strathmore was said to have
gone toltaly for her health immediately
after his visit to Glamis and had never
returned. Full of indignation, he was
about to make the matter public when
it was announced that Lady Strathmore
had died in Italy, and in a few weeks
her body was brought to England and
interred in Westminster Abbey. The
Strathmore secret still remains a
secret.

Floral Notes.

BY H. E. GOOLD.

Don’t be afraid of eutting the blooms
on your flower beds. It is almost safe
to say the more you cut the more you
will have, as when a plant once forms
buds it. devotes all its energies to  the
development of same and does not
send out much bloom,

Keep a sharp lookout that the green
fy, or louse, does not get on your house
plants at this season of the year.
They are extremely plentiful out of
doors now and if they succeed in got-
ting a foothold in the house now  will
be difficult to get rid of in the fall.

The spotted insect sent to me is the
fine-spotted coccinella, - and  although
found on the chrysanthemum plants is
not at all injurious, as it does not touch
the plant at all. Both the perfect in-
sect and larvel forms feed on the green
aphis and consume great numbers of
them ina day. They are of great
benefit. to  the  horticulturist, and
should not be destroyed under any
eircumstances,

Many of my readers have favorite

plants that have grown too large for
the room that can be spared for them
in the house, and also garden plants
that they would like to pot for winter
use. Now is the time to propagatc
from these plants; cuttings taken now
and rooted will make nice plants large
nough for late winter and spring
bloom.. As many of my readers may
not fully understand how to propagate
cuttings I will give the best method ol
work. And here I will say that it docs
not require so much skill or unremit-
ting care to be a successful propagator.
Any box or dish about three inches
deep, filled with two or three inches of
clear fresh sand, is the best material in
which to place yonr cuttings. First
saturate the sand with water, next
beat it down hard before inserting the
cuttings. A north window in the
house is the best place for the cutting
bomy as although they nced all the
light yet, should not have the direct
sunshine on them, as they might wi't,
and a wilted cutting is frequently with
some varieties of plants a dead cutting.
The cutting boxes must neveg be allow-
to dry out but must be constantly kept
wet and the foliage sprayed frequently.
ut least twice a day for good results.
In propagation much depends upon
the wood of the cuttings being in the
right condition and I can only give a
few hints in an article like this on
that point. As a rule all soft  wooded
plants, such as geraniums, and pelar-
goniums, a good test of the¥right con-
dition of the wood for cuttings is when
if suddenly bent it will snap short off
instead of bending without breaking; it
the wood knees or bends with breaking:
it will not root readily, nor will it if it
routs make so good a plant as the cut-
ting that breaks easily. This is the
best general rule for selecting cuttings
from all soft wooded plants. It used
to be thought that all cuttings should
be cut at an eye or joint, but that old
humbug is exploded. It makes no dif-
ference whether the wood is cut at or
between the joints, as it will root equal-
ly well and make as good a plant if the
wood is in the proper condition as
above described. After selecting your
cuttings strip off all the lower leaves,
leaving at least two of  the developed
top leaves on'y; make a hole in the
sand for the cutting (do not force the
cutting into the sand without duing so)
to the depth of an inch or more, then
press the sand firmly down arcund it.
After the cuttings are placed in, water
them thoroughly and always keep
them wet until rooted and removed to
pots or boxes of soil. Do not wait un-
til the roots get too long; half an inch
is long enough, and many plants can
be safely potted if well cared for after-
wards, if only well callused before
100ts are emitted. Many soft wooded
plants grown in the open ground dur-
ing the summer make a rank, sappy
growth that is difficult to strike cut-
tings from; in this case go over the
plants you wish cuttings from and
with a sharp knife cut half or two-thirds
through the wood and teave the cut-
tings hanging by the remaining wood
on the plants. In a week or ten days
they will be found to have formed a
callus on the cut portion—in , wet
weather I have even seen roots formed
—when they can be taken off, placed
in sand box as before described, or i¥
well callused potted or boxed; this
method is called air layering, and with
such delicate-growing plants as Mad
Pollock, Mountain of Snow, and other
delicate geraniums is the best method
of summer propagation, as well as for
all soft wood, out-of-door growa plants
which have made a sappy growth. The
time it takes for cuttings to root when
treated as above varies greatly not
only in the different classes of plants,
but also in temperature maintained.
Plenty of air should be given in the
room where the cuttings are placed,
but avoid a heavy draft of air directly
on them, as the consequent rapid evap-
oration might wilt them. Geraniums
will sometimes root in two days; other
plants will take twenty to thirty days
to root. When you see new growth on
the cuttings after they have a time in
the sand lift them carefully and ex-
amine; when rooted pot them at once,
as a longer sjay in the sand enfeebles
the plant; a small pot, not over two or
two and one-half inches, should be
used; press the soil firmly when potted;
if boxes are used let them be shallow;
two inches of soil is enough; stand - the
potted or boxed cuttings in a light
shaded place for several days before
exposing them to the sunlight and
spray them every day. Propagation of
hard wooded plants, roses carnations,
bulbs, ecte., I will give in another
article.—Globe.

Killed Twenty-four Children.
Aranucp Carlemo, an itinerant mu-
sician of about 70 years,has been placed
und: robservation in the insane asylum
in Palermo, Sicily, after having - con-
lessed to twenty-four murders. All
his victims were children under 7
yeurs.

For weeks children had disappeared
‘rom Nar., Favara, and Trapani, near
Palermo, without leaving a trace or
ciue to their whereabouts. Nineteen
had been lost, and the police had been
unable to learn what had happened to
them. At noon two weeks ago a dozen
womcn burst into the police station at
Lercara and told the captain that old
Carmelo had bheen seen leading six
little children into the woods near the
town an hour belore. Ten policemen
and the women followed the foutprints
of the children to the mouth of a cave,
from which came cries and moans.
The policeman entered. Four naked
little bodies/lay on the foor of the
cnve, their wrists and feet tied with
corls sl their trunks horribly mutil-
ated.  Carlemo held up by the feet
before him another child, naked and
bound. When he saw the police he
hastily slashed it as he had slashed the
othors, threw it dying to the ground
and turned and seized the last one of
the six,a little girl,who stood moaning
behind him. He was flung on his
buack before he could touch her and,
aiter making & madman’s struggle,was
beaten into submission.

‘e women ran back to the town to

turned with their prisoner, half the
men in Lercara met them, shouting
that they would tear him from limb to
limb. Drawing their swords, however,
the police were able to zet Carmelo in
safety to the police station, where he
was hurried under a strong guard to
Palermo.

Whether Carmelo killed moge than
the twenty-four children of whom the
police have heard is not known, but he
says that for ten years he has had an
uncontrollable desire to mutilate every
small child that he has seen.

Paper Carpets are Coming.

We have had a great variety of car-
pet materials; first and last, and a good
many uses have been made of paper,
but the two have hever before been
identitiecd. Now, however, we are in-
formed that carpets are being made of
paper, and the following description of
the process is made public:

The stock used must be of long fibre,
says the paper world, in order to give
strength to the paper. All such as are
to be colored must be dyed in the pulp

ChHlors must be fast.

Every lot of the same color must be
matched to shade, as it cannot be
changed when once done. The paper
must be of uniform;thickness through-
out the width and length of the roll,
for though the color may be right,
coarse yarn will not shade alike. As
the yarn is twisted on a_ long frame,
the utmost cleanliness must be observ-
cd ot to stain the yarn with oil .or
dirty fingers, fur, uniike the other
yarn, it is not cleansed, hence, if dirty
and not dizcoverad bysubsequent hand-
ling, it gocs into the carpet and to the
conisumer.  * * ¥ \When the rolls
ui paper arc the desired height- the
shaft is taken out, the nut removed
and the shalt drawn out, leaving * the
papcer, cach strip with its ring to be
separated from the other by a kuife
for that purpose. After separation
these little rolls are soanked in  water
until thoroughly impregnated, then
taken out and left to drain, when it is
ready for the spinning frame and it is
twisted like any other yarn.  The yarn
is then dried, wound in cops, and is

then r ady for the loom.

Royal Yacht Club Rejocted the Sat- .Cape May, New Jersey, U.5. A.as a

anita’s Owner. .
Blackballing of the owner of
Satanita, A. D. Clarke, last week b,
the members of the Royal Yacht Club
Squadron, has caused much talk jn
society cireles here, and his rojection,
after being proposed by the Prince of
Wales, is much regretted. Mr. Clark
was up last May for membership but
his application was not reported. In
order that his yacht might take part
in the regattas of the Royal Yacht
Squadron his name was proposed by
the owner of the Britannia and it was
considered on all sides that with such
an indorser as the Prince of Wales Mr.
Clarke’s entree to the most exclusive
yachting club in: the world would be
granted. There is a story behind the
blackballing and it dates from-the col-
lision of the Valkyre and Satanite on
the Clyde in which the former was
sunk. Lord and Lady Lennox were on
board the Valkyre at the time of the
collision and Lady Lennox was much
prostrated by the accident, barely get-
ting off with her life. Lady Lennox
brought with her valuables of great
worth, many being priceless on wecoynt
of their being fanfily. relies. -When
the Vaikyric went down Lorg and Lady
Lennox lost all the:valuablés they had
with them and theg have not been re-
compensed for ‘them. Clarke, ‘he
owner of the Satanita, in a manly way
offered to pay them full value forall
they lost, but he would do it mily on
terms, “without prejudice” that is he
was quite willing to recoup His Lord-
ship in full for all loss.

Two Plots Hatched to Murder
Premier Dupuy.

Parrs, Aug. 17.—Le Journal says the
police frustrated an anarchist plot to
assassinate  Premier Dupuy. The
premier is in Vernet Les Baines
guarded by the detectives.

. The main plot was hatched in Barce-
lona by Spanish and fugitive French
anarchists. Three men were design-
ated by lot to execute it. They were
to cross the border about the nhddle
of August and were to assassinate the
premier during his absence from Paris.
The bomb which was to be used was
made in Spain, although it is not known
that Bargelona anarc}usu did the work.
The polidedn Bnrefjjnu deny there is
any anarchist laboratory in that city
and say the bomb must have been pro-
cured elsewhere. The plot was dis-
covered after three anarchist agents
had sailed lor France. The¢ Spanish:
consul in Cette 'was instructed Lo in-
form the French pollw of the prémier’s
danger. The warning was accompani-
ed by a deseription of the three men,
two of whom are known to the Frenc h
police. How the anarchists learned
of their peril is nbt ‘Known.- Another
plot against the premier’s life was laid
last month by French anarchists and
was to have been executed by French-
men. It is supposed to have originat-

ed in Cette, Lvunsnx Paris. ’lho plot-
ters were not co-operating with Barce-
lona anarchists, although the under
standing of both groups was that failu-
re of one conspiracy might be made
good immedintely afterward. The

French plot also was to be executed
this month, and with a dynamite
bomb. The premier i closely guarded.
The Spanish police have been informed
of the return of three Barcelona agents
to Spain, and are making every effort
to capture them. .

point. where the restless waves of the
ocean unite with the waters of the bay
it might be built, but nature, when
she carved this enviable locality did
not rest there, for she placed about it a
system of barrier shoals which afford
complete protection” from the wearing
force of the waves when driven by
casterly gales. Parallel’ to the shore,
and extending the length. of the city,
aud only a little seaward from n is
“Uncle Eph,” this shoal forms a natur-
al breakwater, and when other parts
ol the coast are being wrecked, by the
sea, Cape May sits securely upon her
proud eminence of superior position,
and defies the wearing ocean elements.

Looking landward we find that Cape
May, is connected with the mainland
by a wide ridge of- soil which is from
hﬁ,een to twenty feet h}ﬂ};tlm gives
an underflow of pure{Trgsh water.
Efforts to find good fresh water on the
islands which skirt the coast'and that
are disconnected with the main_ by
salt marshes, have in every gxst,unce
proved futile. Anather thiifg, and one
whwh concerns pleaqm-e .and health
soeke ‘who come to: thé seashore, is
thé’ perfect satety of the broad smooth
beach, forming the floor of the grandist
bathing grounds on the whale coast.

’l'hce grandure and beauty of the
ocean never tires with the observer,
when standing upon its’ shores its in-
fluence upon the human mind and
heart are strangely softening, as one
looks over the vast, and to the oye
boundless, expanse of restless scu,
majestic in its magnitude, the mind
vainly tries to comprehend the power
that created this most wonderful and
awe-inspiring work of nature.

The grand boulevard deserves special
mention, this extends along the beach
for a distance of about five miles; being
censtructed - immediately ~along _the

As to hotels Cape May possesses
some of the finest on the New Jersey
coast, theMammoth Stockton, Congress
Hall, the New Columbia, Hotel Lafay-
ette, the Marin Villa, Windsor, Chal-
fonte, and the Earlington, besides
numerous small hotels and cottages.

Gold in Australia.
. The stories of wonderful gold dis-
coveries in westorn Australia were
confirmed by an official despatch
yesterday. The details of the principal
Coolgardie has already
reached London. A party of six were
returning from an unsuccessful pros-
pecting touron May 8. When in camp
one night they separated to test and
examine the neighbourhood. A man
named Mills came to one of the large
“blows” which are characteristic of
the country. He was astonished on
rubbing his hands across a protruding
piece of stone to sce gold standing out
prominently. Heo: knocked a large
piece off a boulder,and at his feet lay
a  magnificent  specimen  literally
studded with coarse gold, while before
him, daazling his eyes, was a mag-
niticent reef of almost pure gold, a
fortune in itself. Mills, taking several
picees of the reef, placed them in his

bosom, and, carcfully covering the reel
1 with carth, found his mates. On  the

next morning 25 acres were pegged off,
and the adjoining blocks at each end
were also taken up.  One man went to
town and bought a dolly, the largest
he could procure. In one day they
dollied 1,500 ounces, and in a short
time had nearly $100,000 worth of ore.
On June 31 they packed it in a  cart,
and landed the treasure at Union Bank.

The manager weighed the gold ‘and
it turned the scales at 4,280 ounces, A
few days afterwards the discovery
became public.  One lump was taken
from the reef containing more gold

than ore. It weighed 240 pounds and
is worth $20,000. Of course there is
immense excitement m Lhe region,and

-and.many other discoveries are report-

«d, but there is unlikely to he any-
thmg lelt for late comers,

Din;appomtmg Fruit Prospect&:
A Wolfviile correspondent, in a pri-

vate letter, writcs as follows respecting [®

the fruit crop prospects:

“I regret to tell yon that the promj
ise of a full frait crop is now lm»lwn
The trees were well filled with bloom
as seldom seen here. " The plum trees
had good pollenizing weather, and the
fruit set well and continned full of
promise well into July. The prolong-
ed drouth with heat has already re-
duced them to two-thirds of an aver: rage
crop. The apples did not set, and, in
my nplmun the weather was too cool
for busy insects and consequently
fertilization.  Apples will probably
give half a crop, pears nearly a full
one.

“Creditable reports [rom Ontario and
the Atlantic states are to the effect
that their percentage ot an average
yield will scarcely exceed ours, If we
have no severe gales the quality of our
fruit should improve with diminished
quantity.”

The above statement is rather dis-
appointing in view of sppearances
while the trees were in blossom and
the prospects in the early part of the
season. Higher prices for fruit in
autumn are among  the probabilities.
—Halifax Chronicle.

President Carnot’s Assassin Guillo-
tined at Lyons.

Lyoxs, Aug. 16.—After the work of
fitting up the guillotine had been fin-
ished at 4.30 o’clock this morning
Headsman Diebler went to the prison
to bring Caserio to the guillotine.
When the director of the prison went
to call Caserio he found him fast
asleep. He said in a loud voice: “Case-
rio, the hour has come when you must
expiate your crime.” Caserio sat up
in bed, but said nothing. The prison
director added: “Here is ajudge to hear
your dying confession, a chaplain to
give you religious consolation and your
legal defender to receive your. lsst
wishes and recommendations.” Case.
rio replied “I have nothing to say to
the judge, Ldo not wish [ to hear the
chaplain, I have no recommendation
to make.” All this he stammered out
in a trembling voice. During his
toilet he said not & word but trembled
violently, and it was necessary for the
attendants to carry him to the van

aiting for him. When the guillotine
was reached he twisted and struggled
violently, trying to resist the head-
man’s aides. His last “ords were
“Courage comrades,long live Anarchy.”

At the moment of thie fatal stroke
applause burst forth fram the crowd.
Spectators who had witnessed a num-
ber of executions stated they had never
observed on any former occasion the
spontaneous expression of satisfaction
at the carrying out of the death sen-
tence. The corpse was hurried direct-

L1y to the Cimitere Guillotiere. When

the basket was opened the head of the
victim presented a disgusting spectacle.
At the point where the knife had cut
throughuthe neck the skin had rolled
back in ridges on the back of the head,
showing the effects of the strait to
which the body had been subjected by
the victim’s struggles at the moment
of the, fagal stroke. The remains were
thrust into a  cettin, the head . being
placed between the legs of the corpse,
and witl.x(_mt ceremony the cotfin was
thrown into a grave and quickly cover-
ed up with earth.

SUNDAY DROWNING ACCIDENT {

Full Particulars of the loss of the
Three Mowrys and Capt. Pitman.

S1. Jous, Aug. 20.—The anneunce-
ment in to-day’s Sun of the stranding
of the tug Maggie M. at Martin’s Head
and the drowning of Capt Justus
Mowry, Capt. John L. Moway, Herbert
Mowry, and Capt. Pitman, of the bark
Alert, was principal topic dis.ussed
about town during the day. The tug,
having on board the above mentioned
people and Wellington and Arnold
Mowry, sone of Herbert Mowry; Fred,
Leahy, son of Pilot Leshy, and Dr.
Russ, who is connected with the
Bellinger Institute. left here at an
early hour S8unday morning for Alma.
She was to tow the bark Alert from
that place down to loading berth, and
had on board a lot of merchandise.
some of which Capt. Pitman purchased
for his vessel and the remainder for
various parties at Alma.

The weather was very thick at the
time, and it was impossible to see the
shore from the tug. She struck the
reef about 8.30 on Sunday morning.
The sea running high, she listed heav-
ily to one side, and the waves began to
break over her. The boat was at once
got out and pushed off from the stean-
er, but it upset before the party had
got forty feet away from the tug,
The crowd were left struggling in the
water. Capt. Pitman, Herbert Mowry,
Capt. Justus Mowry and Capt. John L.
Mowry held on to the boat, while the
younger Mowrys and Dr. Russ got on
a dory which had drifted away from
the tug. Young Leahy swam to a
barrel and held on to it.

Wellington Mowry swam back to
the tug and threw a life-buoy to his
father, but it fell short and was of no
use to any one. After holding on te
the boat for an hour or more, Capt.
Pitman and the three Mowry brothers
were forced to let go, and sank from
view. It looked at one time, accord-
ing to Wellington Mowry, os if all
hands had lost their lives. Leahy had
all he could do to hold on to the barrel,
and Dr. Russ and Arnold Mowry were
almost exhausted on the bottom of the
dory. When the survivors had about
given up all hope, a boat was seen
approaching from the shore. It con-
tained Mr. Armstrong and his son.
They quickly picked up Leahy then Dr.
Russ and Arnold- Mowry, and last
Wellington Mowry, who was still on
the tug.

Wellington Mowry drove to Sussex
and came to town by the morning
train.

It was fortunate that Mr. Armstrong
heard the whistle of the tug, which
was blown by Wellington Mowry as
sout as he returned to her.

The tug, it is said, is not seriously
damaged, and the Storm King went
up to Martin’s Head to-day to get her
off the reaf. A caulker and carpenter
went up in her. .

There is no doubt but what all hands
would have been saved if they had re-
mained on board the tug. The tug
did not capsize, but the crew and pas-
sengers feared that she would, and
that is why they left her. The boat
was too small to hold eight people,
hence the loss of life,

Capt. Justus Mowry, the commander
of the Maggy M., leaves a widow and
four young - children; Capt. John L.
Mowry, a widow and seven children;
Herbert Mowry, the engineer of the
tug, a widow and three sons; Capt.
Samuel Pitman was a native of Yar-
mouth, but he had for years sailed
Albert county vessels. His widow and
two children reside in Carleton. Capt.
Pitman almost lost his life a few years
ago on board the Howard D. Turner,
which, while crossing the Atlantic
with a cargo of deals, became water-
logged and drifted about for days. He
and his crew were at length rescued.

Capt. Jobn L. Mowry was for years
in command of the schooner Sarah
Hunter, and later on was second officer
of the Lansdowne.

All the tugs in the harbor flew their
flags at half-mast to-day.

All the provisions were washed off
the deck of the tug, and the loss will
be a heavy one.

Capt. Justus Mowry and Herbert
Mowry had each $2,000 accident insur-
ance.

Capt. Pitman, in the Alert, was the
first shipmaster to arrive at the new
port of Preston, England. His vesscl
attracted a great deal of attention, and
as all his subsequent voyages were to
the same place, he became well known
in that community. The Alert was
again bound for that port on the voy-
age which it was fated her captain
should never undertake. For several
years his wife and family have re-
sided in Carleton, where Capt. Pitman
stayed during his brief absences from
his ship. His only son has been for
some weeks a paticnt in the hospital,
undergoing a severe operation, and all
these circumstances make the ordenl
more painful to his widow. It is need-
less to say that the deepest sympathy
is felt for the bereaved in their sud-
den and terrible affliction.—Sun

Revolt in Morocco.

TANGIER, Aug. 19.—%The revolt a-
mong the Kabyles is apreading and is
now general in all the southern towns
of Morocco. . A body of the Sultan’s
troops rucent]}j"kttu’ckcd the rebels out-
side of Mazagan, a seaport, 120 miles
southeast of Cape Spartel.

My grandfather was down on the wharf
one day, sittin’ on a pile, lookin’ at the
brig and wonderin’ what made his luck
turn bad o, when he see comin’ to-
wards him old Ephraim Bagley, the
undertaker. -

“Brig hain’t been doin’ much these
days, has it?>” said Bagley.

‘Nop,’ said my grandfather.

‘I been thinkin’ of sendin’ a cargo to
furrin parts, but I don’t £€pose there’s
any use of askin’ the captain of the
Mary Ann to carry it. His ship is too
busy—he! he! He hain’t taken a
Marbleh-ad cargo for six months. He
is too busy, he is He! he! he! he!

Grancfather wa® mad enough to
choke the old feller; but he couldn’t
afford to louse a chance to get a cargo,
80 he looked up respectfully enough
and said he warn't busy and asked
Bagley what he wanted to carry and
where he wanted it carried.

‘Never yon mind what nor where
till I make terms,’ =aid Bagley. ‘You're

- losin’ money, young man. You know
that it won’t do to keep your vessel
idle like this, and the longer she stays
idle, the less likely it is that people
will ever want to use her, She’s be-
ginnin’ to get a bad name alpeady.
People try to find ome reason why she
hain’t used. and say she’s cranky, leaky
doesn’t mipd her helm, and other

" things. Now I offer to pay the wages

_ of the crew, provide all the food and
supplies necessary for a vyage, you to
furhish ship and get nothing but your
board. You can’t stay around here

_doin’ nothin’”

Grandfather =ee the old feller was
talkin’ sense, even if he was driven’ a
hard bargain, o he said: ‘I will take
~vou up. Where do you want to go?

*Naples,’ said Bagley; ‘and I want to
take a cargo of coffins. They are hav-
in’ the plague over there, and I have a

lot of coffins on hand. 1 think there
is & chance to make money. Them
folks is dyin’ faster than they can turmn
out coffins. I have six hundred
coffins on hand—a batch I made up

., When that yellow-fever from Surinam
put in at Boston; but this State was
too cold, the fever didn’t take holt,
and I've got all them coffins on hand.
I expect to make a big thing out of
them Italians.’

Grandfather knew that the Italians
didn’t use no coffins, secarcely ever
botherin’ with graves; bnt he didn’t
tell old Bagley so: He merly remark-
ed that it would be necessary for 'em
to load the cargo nights, for sailors was
such superstitious critturs that it
would be hard to get a crew to sail &
ship loaded with coffins.
