CHINA AND JAPAN.

Rewards Offered for the Capture
of Japanese Ships.

A Regular Schedule Adopted by the
Government of Formosa.

A Great Naval Engagement Expected for
the Possession of Nagasaki.

LoxpoN, Aug. 10. —A di:p.tch from
Shapghasl, says : —The governm=ut of For-
mosa hes publieshed a schedule of rewards
for Chinese who oapture or destroy Japanese
ships or capture Japanese seldiera or sailors,
who may be taken dead or alive. The
governmant off-rs six thousand taels or al-
mcst £2 000 fir the destruction of a Japa-
nese warship. For. the destruotion or
capture of a emall warship, it. promises
4,000 taels or about £1,200. Two hundred
taels will be paid for vhe head of a Japanese
officer, and 100 vaels for the head of a
Japanese private. :

ok10, Aug, 14 —It is officlally announced
that the government has received the re-
port of the Japanese efficer who was in
command of the Japanese trquadron which
recently attacked Wei-Hul-Wei. The re-
port says that on Aug. 7 nineteen Japanese
warships left Corea for Wei-Hai-Wel, which
they oaptured av midnight en the 9;h. A
terpedo - flatilla was immediately sent out.
On the following morning shots were ex-
changed with the enemy’s forte. Buf, the
report conciudes, the Japanese found that
the Chinese flset had gone away.

Vicroria, B. C., Aug. 16 —A private
letter recsived by the steamer Tacoma an
nounces that the expesctation among the
Eoglish residents of Japan 1is that a great
naval engagement will be fought for the
pnesession of Nagaeaki, Japan’s beet coaling
station, and the one nearest to China. The
entire Pei Yang equadren is looked to as
the attacking ferce, while Japan would
concentrate the cream of her navy to assist
the land ferces in the defence. At the sail-
ing of the Tacoma the movements eof the
chief veasels of the Peli Yang flcet were
shrouded in mystery, and their descent
upen some portion of the Japsnese coast
was daily anticipated. British residents of
the Orient estimate China’s: naval force as
fully equal to Japan’s in moderness of equip-
ment, speed and strength. : ‘

WELLMAN'S EXPEDITION.

Mr. Wellman Diseusses the Failure of
the Party to Reach the Pole.

He is Not Disheartened, However, and Will
Make Another Attemp: Next Year.

THOMSOE, Norway, Aug. 16 —Walter
Wellman, wibh - tbe crew of the cruched
steamer Ragnvaid Jarl, arrived here ye.cer-
day by the fisbing yacht Berntine, Capt.
Jobusen, feem ol Spisswinigen, . All she
members of the party are well. Discus-
sing the fallure of His expedition te
reach the pole, Mr. Wellman said
te a representative of the Associated Press:
ssAfter the less of the Ragnvald Jarl and
the oconsequent breaking up of my line ‘of
retreat, I was compelled to modify my
plans for the summer work and make sure of
being able te return te the coast ef Spitz-
bergen earlier than intended, though the
expedition reached within a few miles of

* the sixty-first parallel on May 12, eleven

days from Thomeoe. The season had
then changed to the ether extreme,
North of the Seven Islands,
situated at the extreme north of
Spitzbergen, so far as we could see, were
masses of heavy, unbreken ice, which ap-
peared absolutely impassable. The expedi-
tion then turned its face east, ulong -the
nertheast land, and though the neortheast
gales quickly hroke up vhe ice Wwhich had
promised to afford smeoth and easy travel-
ing, the whole northeast land was explered.
The scientific men of the party made many
interesting ebservations. Professor Owen,
of the coast and geedetic survey, Washing-
ton, accurately surveyed a large part of the
coast.

Among the points added to the map by
the virtue ot the discoveries made during
this survey are Capes | Gressam, Whitney,
Armour and Scotland Island. Oa July 1,
with seven men and an aluminum beat, I
started to force my way nerth over the pack
ice, but I was compelled, after several days
of frightful struggle with the ice, to give up
the attempt. On July 4 I started to re-
taurn te Walden Island, oressing Dove
Bay. We were all compelled for hours to
wade through water. The screwing of the
pack ice threatened to destroy the boats
and sledges, bubt theugh they were sub-
jeoted te the hardest usage the aluminum
boats came through uninjured. Had it not
been for the protection afforded the stores
by the watertight aluminum oaees, progress
weould have been Impossible in pack ioce
where men and sledges were half the time
in the water, and half the time on the ice.

Crossing Dove bay the meteorelogist of
the party broke a bone of his right leg and
had te be carried in a boat to Wall Island,
which wae reached on July 22 We waited
a fortnight in vain for open water, and on
August 4 decided to push through the ice.
The attempt, which was a most dangerous
one, was wholly successful, and our four
boats reached L)ow Island on August 6,
where we sighted the Bertine. Eventunally
we hired a convey for our party te Tromsoe,
We sailed from Low ieland en August 7 and
reached Danes island on Auguet 8. There
we took off Pref. Oyen, the geeologiat, and
Hyerdahl, the ski runner and sporteman,
from the Unaiversity of OChristiana,  and
theugh we did not get as far north as we
hoped in 1894, on account of the loss of oar
steamer, ete,, and the bad pature of the

season, I am determined to try the Spitz-

bergen route again in 1895.

Whether they 'will
teatify or not is quite another master. The
csndition of the life of the employes at Pall-
man will be gone into at length by the com-
mission. The statements by all the wlig-
nesses heard thus far, that the wages paid
by Paliman were not sufficient to keep
the men from starvatien, and that this
was the excuse for the boycot,
makes it necessary for the commission
to investigate this phase of vhe case. Chair-
man Heathoots of the Pullman strike com-
mission was on the stand during the after-
neon session. He showed a table of the
Pallman company’s wages and claimed that
the wages had been cuv 60 per cent. in the
last two years. Mr. Heathoete alse ex-
hibited what he claimed was a blacklist
issued by the Pullman efficials, requesting
other institutions to refuse to employ the
men whose names appeared thereon.

MISSIONARIES ILL-TREATED.

Rev. Dr. Hall Fnrn_ishes Some Particu-
lars of the Outrages Committed.

New YoRrk, Aug. 16,—Rev. W. J, Hall,
M. D., a missionary te Corea, has farnished
the Christian Herald with the particulars ot
ountrages committed upen native attaches of
the missions at Pyoog Yange early in May.
The treuble was precipitated by curiesity
on the part eof the populace to see Mrs.
Hall and her baby. The mob in its eager-
ness became violent, and Dr. Hall
waes obliged te appeal te the gov-
ernor of Pyeng Yange for pretechion.
Aid wae promised but did not come. Daur-
ing the night Dr. Hall’s helper and the
former owner of the house the
dector ° was ecoupying, was arrested.
Other indignities were heaped upen him,
Going to prison te secure his helper’s re-
lease, Dr. Hall found there aleo a helper of
the Presbyterian mission, conducted by Mr.
Moffat. Mr. Hall and his family were the
only fereign Ohristiane in a oity
of 100,000 fanatical heathens. Alarmed
for their safety, the miesionaries tele-
graphed to Dr, Scranton. at Seoule
and by him the facts were laid before the
American and British legations, where steps
were immediately taken for the protection
of those people, pending action by the gov-
ernor of Pyong Yange, which is hestile te
Christlans, The house of Dr. Hall was
sboned at night. Natives were forbidden te
supply the missienary with foed or water.
It was not uatil thirvy-six hours after orders
had been reosived by the gevernor frem the
forelgn cffice to release the native Christians
and pretect the missionaries, that - he
obeyed. Dr. Hall remained at Pyong
Yange a month after these incidents, meet-

ing with considerable success in his mis-

sionary labors,

S8hipments Being l-;d: to  Winnipeg—No
Monopoly Wilt bs Allowed.

[3pecial to the Montreal Witness.]
KinasToN, Oat., Aug, 15.—~The binder
twine made at Kingston penitentiary is
being forwarded to Winnipeg for distribu-

tion. The total product this year will be
about three hundred tons. An offer was
made by ene firm te purchase the whole of
the season’s output, but the gevernment
declined, and it is preposed not to sell to
one individual more than one carlead er ten
tens,

The quality of the article turned out is
very bighly speken of. The farmers of
Frontenac are buying it freely. ‘Mr. Themas
P. Connor, of St. Jobn, N. B., has been
appeinted superintendent of the depart-
ment, and Mr., Hughes, warden’s clerk,
promoted to be clerk eof industries, A=
seon as the manufacture of this year’s
supply is cencluded, the factery will com-
mence te :turn out the produoct fer next
season, about six hundred toms. This is
about equal to one-tenth of the tetal annual
consumption of binder twine in Canada,
and is sufficient to act as a ballast wheel on
prices. The department secured the necess-
ary raw material for next season’s eutpat
at the minimum of cost, The price of ma-
nilla fibre has gone up since, :

The Civie Address, and His Ex-
cellency’s Reply.

A Magnificent Display by the Fire-
men, Morning and Evening.

Lady Aberdeen’s Woman’s Meeting in the
Institute.

Elaborate Decorations, Glorious Weather
and an Immense Crowd of Visitors.

(From THE DAILY SUN of the 15th.)

The first day’s festivities in cennection
with the visit of Lord Aberdeen, governer
general of Canada, and Lady Aberdeen has
olesed, and all concerned have every reason
te be higbly gratified at the success ef the
whele affair. The weather was glorious,the
civy never looked better, and the visitors,
very large in number, were heard en all
sides to express their pleasure at the day’s
proceedings.

The citizens turned out in torce te do
heneor to the representative of the Queen,
and all -must agree they succeeded far be-
yond general expectation.

Te the firemen all credit is due for the
entertainment presented, and the executive
committee of the firemen’s teurnament have
every reason to feel proud of.the success
attained.

Before 10 o’cleck the space in frent of the
court house was thronged with a crewd
anxious to get the first glimpse of their
excellencies, Lord and Lady Aberdeen.
Ameng the multitude shone the scarlet tunics
of the guard ef honer, which, ene hundred
strong, was drawn up facing the edifice.
Capt. Edwards was in command, Lieutenant
Dunning oarried the colors and Lieut. Kaye
was the other subaltern. The band ef the
62nd was alse in attendance. On King
street, east, preparations were busily being
made for the firemen’s processien, and
everything and everybody had the appear-
anca of a fete day.

Iaside the court house the common ceun-

cil chamber presented a fine appearance.
The desks had been removed and squares
and strips of carpeting laid ever the erdinary
carpet of the chamber. Sofas and divans
were placed at convenient stations. Oa the
dais at the head of the reem were bwo seats
for the vice regal guests of the city, and
these seats were under the historic
civic coat of arms, The Union Jack
wae displayed in many forms areund the
walls, which were also graced with piotures
of . Her Majesty, H. R, H. the Prinoce eof
Wales, and Mr. Gladstene, an eold friend
of his excellency. A slight barrier ef col-
ored ropes separated the aisle threugh
which the visitors were to pass, from the
rest of the reem, In the ante reom the
council was convened and the address ap-
proved. [This, as usual, was of the besv of
the work of David Willet, whese well
knewn skill was displayed te great advant-
age. The parchment was bound in & hand-
seme ocover by J. & A. MoMillan, and
on the covers were embeossed the arms of the
oity.
Just abeut 10 o’clo& there was a rumer
of the approach ef the party and a moment
later the - command, *‘Sheulder arms,”
prepared the guard of honor for the present
which fellowed it amid the strains of the
national anthem, At the same time a
salute was fired from seme field guns sta-
tioned en King street east under command
of Captain R. H, Gerden ef No. 3 company
N. B. B. G. A, :

Aberdeen, leaning on the arm ef Mayer
Robertsen, entered the council chamber and
the geverner general of Canada had wen
the hearts of its citizena.

The party, accompanied by Sir Leenard

May it please your excellency:

We, the mayer and aldermen of the city
of St. John, in common ceuncil convened,
have much pleasure in extending to your
excellency a hearty welceme te this civy.

New Brunswick, owing its erigin, as a
distinct British province, te the influx of
these whose leyalty te the crown rendered it
. impoesible for them te continue citizons of
celenies which had recently secured their-
independence, it would be unnatural if a
people sprung largely from such an ancestry
should fail in devotion to the Queen and the
mether country.

It is therefore always a special service of
satisfaction to our citizsns to be henered by
the presence among them of the governor
general as her majesty’s representative in
Canada.

Apart hewever from this censideration it
affords peculiar pleasure to become person-
ally acquainted with ene whe, like yeur ex-
cellency, is at the same time a member of an
old and distingnished family, and whe has
added lustre to his inherited pesitien by
personal qualification and exertion.

We are also extremely gratified that your
excellency is accompanied on this occasion
by " your excellency’s estimable consort,
whose efforts on behalf of the ' intellectual
and social advancement of the peeple of
Canada, especially those of her ewn sex,
will, we trust, be preperly appreciated, and
rewarded by beneficial results.

We sincerely hope that your excellen-
cles may derive advantage. and pleasure
ameng the dwellers by the sea in that por-
tion of a deminion affording se much variety
in aspect and resources, in whick we may
truly claim there are many attractions in
gcenery and climate and other mnatural
conditions, and where, altheugh there is no
superfluity of wealth, there are, at least,
industry, energy, and faith in the future,

It-is needless to refer to the historical
associations clustering abeut this olty, and
relating both to the earliest Fremch and |
British periods of ocoupation; but we are
pleased that this opportunmity is afferded
to your exoellency to acquire a persenal
knewledge of the patural advantages of
this port, and the suxiliary facilities pre-
vided by the enterprise and liberality of
our citizens, for- extending the trade and
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commerce of Uanada with the outer world.

In his reply to the address his excellency
spoke very briefly, first dealing with the
expressions of leyalty contained therein,
and referring to the hazy ideas of our
southern neighbors with respect to British
loyalty, and then expressing his satisfac-
tion with the heartiness of the personal
welvome. He speke slowly and clearly,
and every word was well chosen and carried
emphasis. He speke as follows:

HIS EXCELLENCY’S REPLY,
Mr. Mayor and Gentlemen:

The loyalty and the heartiness of the ad-
dress which I have had the great satisfac-
tion of receiving, is certainly a manifesta-
tion which is mest acceptable, and from its
public peint ef view most appropriate. Such
a declaratien, gracefully and heartily weord-
ed as it is, coming from the chief civic re-
presentative and his ocolleagues and the
public, on behalf of whom it speaks, is cer-
tainly & matter not enly agreeable in its
character but significanv, (Applaunse). I
cannot help thinking, Mr. Mayer, that this
action of the oity may be regarded as an
object lesson and ene of an instructive char-
acter. I say this because we sometimes
observe that the matter to which I
have referred—I mean this loyalty ana
public spirit as distinguishing this
community, and in that respect
representative of many another cemmunity
throughout Canada—1I say that these aspects
of the subject are nmet thoreughly under-
steod. For example our goed friends and
neighbers to the south of us appear seme-
times,if with all respect I may use the term,
slightly hazy upon this subject. We may
have neoticed, for instance, that in one of
the charming works of a distinguished
povelist, where, on ene occasion he refers te
¢igns of attachment to the “British threne
wnd cennection which he had ebserved in a
Canadian city, he goes en to make some re-
marks perfectly friendly and respectful te-
wards Oanada, but indicating that he re-
garded these manifestations as signifying
that Canada was in seme sense what he de-
soribed as in “Leading strings.” (Laughter.)
Now, I think, this shows cemplete miscon-
osptien ef the real svate of the case, Ouar
loyalty is abasolutely consistent with, and
forms indeed part of that robust cenfidence
in ourselves and in our institatiens which
has made the British name what it is. (Ap-
plause.): Aud again our attachment to the
British connectien is absolutely consistent
with and ferms part of that confidence in
this great dominion, that attachment teo
our own institutions which has already be-
come proverbial throughout Canada; and,
for example, just as this great province of
New Brunswick, with faich in itself, in its
resources and in its people, looks forward te
a steady iucrease of developmenv and to be-
ing a glory net only to the province but to
Canada as a whole—so also the dominion,
forming part of the British empire,
looks forward te a steady in-
crease of itse ewn influence and pros-
perity—all the time in harmony , with
that existing connection which has been
proved te be abselutely harmoniens with
self gevernment in the fullest and mest com-
plete sense. (Loud applanse.) Therefore I
venture to observe that such a declaration
coming frem this great cemmercial metrepeo-
lis and endorsed as it was in such a remark-
able manner by a gathering of citizzns last
evening, as well as this merning, cannot be
without significance in the eyes of these
who may have observed your proceedings.
But if I may venture to allude to the meore
personal aspects of this address, its refer-
ences te Lady Aberdeon and to myself are
regarded by us with sincere and grateful
appreciatien, (Applause.) It is net sur-
prising that such should be the case. We
have been for a comparatively short time in
the position which we have the hener ve
occupy, but with "characteristic Canadian
heartiness yeu have extended to us not enly
that respect due to her majesty’s represen-
tative, but the hospitable ocourtesy and
kindness which as we all know
is 80 universally manifested in the dominion
of Oanada; and 28 I knew new frem experi-
ence, this cerdiality and hespitality is evi-
dently nowhere mere marked than in the
oity of St. John, (Great applause.) It isa
peculiar eatisfaction to us te have had the
epportunity of visiting a city which has
been se long familiar to us by name, and
of which we have heard so much, and
especially of meeting with the representa-
tive and leading citizens, with whem we
shall hope. shertly to make acquaintance
under such agreeable ocircumstances. I
must not proleng my-remarks, but will con-
clude by effering our best wishes for the
continued and increased welfare and
prosperity of this community. (Loud ap-
plause.)

His worship Mayor Robertson at the con-
clugion of the address presented the city
aldermen and efficials, after which the
members of the national societies were pre-
sented.

still inspire their descendants here.

In no portien of this great empire is a re-
presentative of the queen more honered
than in this land of the loyalists. The
people of this province are net unacq2ainted
with yeur distiognished family, fer many of
them remember your grandfather as premier
of kingland, and alse your uncle, Sir Arthur
H. Gorden, who was the last imperial
lieutenant governer of New Brunswick. In
commen with the peeple cf all the other prov-
inces of Canada we are proud te have for eur
governor genmeral a statesman so widely
knewn and se universally respected as your-
self, and we are equally well pleased to re-
cognize in your censoruv ene whese aim it
has always been to elevate humanity and to
promete these good worke which tend te the
amelieratien of the lot of mankind,. We
trust that yeur excellency’s present visit
will be but the forernnner of many ethers
during your residence in Canada.

Hie excellency specially called te Cham-
berlain Sandall, and saying that he under-
steod the engrossing of the address was the
werk of David Willet, a olerk in his office,
expressed his great admiration of the man-

Cheers were then given for the vice-regal
party and fer her majesty, atter which their
excellencies withdrew to witness other prep-
aratlons  which had been made in their
hener,

After the oceremonies in the couroil
chamber President’ MacLaren tendered the
encort of his seciety to President Keefe of
the I, L and B. seciety, who accepted the
kind offer. Headed by the piper and the
two presidents the members of St. Andrew’s
and L. L. and B. secieties- marched to the
rooms of the latter society on Coburg street.
Here the ranks opened and as the members
passed through three cheers were proposed
by President MacL «ren and heartily given.
Then President K-«fs proposed three cheers
for St. Andrew’s society and three rousing
cheers resounded.

The Firemen’s Procession,

If ever the people of St. John had good
reason to feel proud of their fire laddies,
it was yesterday morning, when the
much talked of firemen’s tournament opened,
It was a grand euccers. KEverything passed
off in a way which mast have made the boys
feel happy. The spec aters, whe numbered
many theusands, were uiore than satisfied.
The weather wae perfeot, If the selection
of it had been left te the beys they could
not have got a better dey, It wae bright,
but the sun was not too warm. The city
was crowded with visitors, all 6f whom
spoke in the very highes: terms of the dis-
play. The different companies seemed to
have determined te outde each other in the
way of decorations. As a matter of  course,
bhe display was a maguificent one, It was
almost eleven o’clack before the processjon
gov under way. Daring the hour or more
that was consumed in getving the men and
apparatus inbo line, King street (east) wae
black with peeple. F erybedy tried te get
the position nearest the different attractions
as they moved up the street. The exola-
mations which came from the lips of all
were, withont exception, those of admira-
tion. Ne one could be found whe had a
word to say that was not in praise of the
show. And bow could they? There was
no room for faunlt finding,

His excellency was plainly
dressed, wearing a black frock coav, grey
pants and a large grey overcoat. = The deunt-
ess was dressed in black silk and won the
admiration of all by ber easy and graceful
manner. She had a smile for everyone whe
looked in her dirsction. As the different
companies paseed the men deftsd their capa
to the vice-regal parvy, which their exoel:
lencies acknowledged., That they were
pleased with the displAy was evident.

No. 5 engine, with its appropriate form

The route of the procession from this out
was as already published in THE SUN,
Prince William and King streets were alive
with people and the muslc of the bands
could bardly be heard at vimee for the ap-
plause and cheering of the crowds., The
reute down te the valley and up along Para-
dise row wae a diffizuls one fer the proces.
sion to geb through on uccount of the crowds,
but it was dene. Main street was filled up,
teo.

The road leading up to Fort Howe and
the hill iveclf were thronged with interested
spectators, and probably ne better view was
had ef the procession than from Fort Howe.
Every place with anything like an elavatien
was occupied—in faob peopls were fighting
for them. When the procession turned into
the spacious grounds in frent of St. Peter’s
church aand started on ite returmte the
starting point, a grand view was also had
of ib.

Here the Fairville contingent breke eff.

The march back te King street east was
witnessed by almest as many people as saw
it go out. It came through Main, Mill,
Uaion and Charlotte streets and the south
side of King equare.

THE DECORATED APPARATUS,

Flags and bunting, spruce and fiowers,
glivbering fire engines, spetless hose and
hook and ladder ocarts. These were what
the people expeoted te see yesterday mern-
ing and they were net im the least bit dis-
appointed. They saw beautiful and rich
flowers, they saw whele webs of bunting,
and they saw crisp new evergreens, entwined
about the different ergines and carts. They
saw what willing hands coupled with a re-
fined and cultivated vaste were able to
accemplish and they were pleased. They
were delighted and did not fail to give vent to
their feelings in loud, prelonged cheers. The
decerations, many of them, even surprieed
the firemen’s friends, whe had a pretty good
idea of what they were capable of doing
when the eccacion demanded it. It was
not eimply the beautiful flowers, etc., which
gave so much “pleasure, but it was
the taste which had been displayed
in arranging them; the unique and
pretty  designs  with which they
had been fashioned and the general appro-
priateness of everything connected with the
display. The decorating of course had te
be put off as long as possible, for the men
had ne idea when the engines and carts
might be rcquired, and they had to work
bard when tney did. begin. Many of the
men spent the greater parb of Menday night
completing the work.

A descriptien of each engine and cart
follows in vhe erder observed in the preces-
sion: Chief Kerr’s carriage came first, It
looked beautiful. Around the edges of the
box, along the back eof the seav, up the sides
and along the tep of the fender was a row of
red, white, blue and yellow roses. On the
back of the carriage rested a large pyramid
of water lilies. Oa either side of the box
was a triangle of pansiee; the wheels, the
shafts, the whip, etc., were tled with blue
and white ribbons, :

The Moncton firemen fellowed. They
were twenty strong. The hose cart which
they drew, although almost tetally develd
of floral decorations, was unique in deeign
and constructien, and attracted the atten-
tion of many spectaters. Oa the bedy of
the cart, arranged ab right angles with each
other, are four electric lamps, and fastened
to the ropes by which it was drawn are
twelve more, The cart is light, strong and
must be very durable. It was manufactured
by Alex. Curter of Moncten. 2

Susesex made a good showing. Their cart
was handesomely decorated with red, white
and blae flowers and evergreens. Seated on
the front of the cart and beneath a sort of
bower was Master G. Chapman., He was
clad in an ordinary fireman’s suit, with cap
to match, He held a ribbon in either hand
and gently endeavored te urge the twelve
men whe were drawing the ocart onward at
a mere rapid gait whenever he fancied they
were not deing their duty. i

District Eagineer Geo. Blake came next
in his carriage, which had been trimmed for
the occasien with flowers and ribbens.

Pioneer hook and ladder wagon No. 1
canght the eye ef every person in the
vicinity of King street eastand every persen
whe saw it admired it. A slight frame werk
had been placed in the bedy of - the wagon.
It was four or five feet high and was en-
oased with bunting. Ib was decorated with
flowers of nearly every deccription The
driver sat beneath an arch of flowers. Oa
either side of the wagon and near the centre
were life sized peortraits of twe firemen.
One was ropresented descending from a
burning building with a child in his arms,
the other on the peint of entering a building
enveloped in flames. The running gear of
the wagon and the horses had been tasteful-
ly decorated.

Wellington hose cart, No. 1, followed the
wagon just mentioned, This was one of the
best decerated carts in the procession. The
flowers bad a rich appearance and were
very neatly arranged. Suspended from a
framework in the centre of the ocart was a
meonster white bell, perfect in design. The
tongue was tied with a blue ribbon. = The
driver sat beneath an arch ef green network,
berdered with red and white reses. The
bedy of the cart had net been neglected,and
looked very pretty.

Wellington, No. 1, steam fire engine fol-
lowed the hose cart.© It looked well. A
large bunch of very pretty flowers rested en
the top of the smoke stack. A wreath of
fresh looking flowers ran around the bedy of
the engine. The cemtrast between the
bright parts of the machine acd ,he blue
and white flowers was quite striking. The
driver eat beneath a floral arch,

Unien hete cart No. 2 was next in the
procession. A slight frame work had been
placed in the body of the cart, and this had
been covered over with some bright looking
material, In this were fastened evergreens
and flowers, large bunches, small bunches
and single flowers, but all neatly arranged.
A large gilt *‘2” had been placed in a cen-
spicuons pesition just back of the driver,
who sat within a bower of roses. To this
cart were attached four large and beautiful
bay horses with plumes on their bridles.

Union engine No. 2 followed the hose
cart. It looked very natural,

Extinguisher hose cart No. 3 presented a
highly creditable appearance. A prominent
and pleasing feature about this cart was its
large bell of white roses berdered with a
row of delicate red and blue flowers.
It had a large gelden tongue. On
the rear of the cart was the figure *3” set in a
dark greund work., An arch over the
‘driver’s head bere the word **Extingunisher”
in large gilt letters,

Engine Neo. 3 loecked well and the Sal-
vage Corps wagon whs ene of the special
features of the parade. A uniquely shaped
frame work rested en the body of the
wagen, covered with a pretty shade of can-
vas. On the side of this were the letters
S.C. & F. P. in gilt. Immediately below
these was the one word Aberdeen in large
silver letters. On the top of this frame
work rested a mammoth helmet of white
flowers, resting on two axes, arranged like
the letter X. The whole wagon was beau.
tifully decorated with evergreens and
flowers.

Fairville made a creditable display. Their
hose cart and their engine showed up well
in the parade. They had only a few days
in which to decorate, but in spite of this
they did well. Fairville shounld feel proud
of her fire department,

No. 2 hoek and Iadder wagon looked well,

Its ladders were covered with a green
material, Chis wagen was aleo provided
with a pretty floral bell. Flags and flowers
artistically arranged helped to make the
general appearance of the wagon pleating to
vhe eye.

Hose cart No. 6, Carleton, followed the
above mentioned vebhicle, Everybedy
looked at this wagen., It was the
best of the kind in the procession.
Besides being bandeomely deccorated with
flowers, evergreens, fligs, buating, eto., it
had a minlature of the falls and
in the proper place the river
was spanned by the Suspension bridge.
Probably the mest pieasing ubing aboun this
contrivance was the clever little device that
made a perpetnal waterfall. The water,
after going ever the falls and under the
bridge, was taken back and made te do ser-
vice again. A pail or two of water was all
that was required, and the motion of the
wagon kept vhe macticery going.

District Eogineer Brown followed in bis
carriage. Iv looked prenty. 4

Aberdeen Hook and Ladder wagon, No.
3, looked very fine. The budy of the wagon,
or, to be more exact, the sides of it, were
covered over with bunting. Oa either side
in large letters were the wurds
*Aberdeen, Neo. 3.” In the centre of the
wagon a blue dome arose. This was eur-
mounted by a large crown ot flowers. ([Then
the ruoning gear of the wagen was hung
with flowers and sprigs of cedar, sproce and
other evergreens.

No. 4 hose cart really looked beauntiful, A
large mirrer forwed a centre piece. Just
above it on one sidc were the words, Ready
and Willing, and on the other side, True to
the Cail. On the rear of the cart, in red
roses on a black groundwork, was No. 4.
On the bedy of the carb, jast beneath the
mirrer, was the insoription, Pro Bone
Paoblice and Nunguam Neon Paratus,
The general appearance of this cart was
neat.

Te engine No. 4, which came next in the
procession, were attached four beautifal
bhorses with plumes. The large star over
the smoke stack had a pleasing effect. The
other decorations were fairly good.

When Ne. 5 hose cart reached King street
east it was as fine a looking wagon as any
en the greunds, but the horse became fright-

ened and some ot the decorations were |

spoiled; however with this drawback it
looked well in the parade. '

No. 5 engine, the last in the procession,
had many admirers. The decoratiens were
fine. Oa the sides were water lilies. Sus-
pended above the main body was the Gor-
don plaid, arranged very artistically. Fold-
ed and arranged above this again were the
Scotch thistle, and last of all a bear’s head,
Then there were flowers between the spckes
of the wheels, red, white, blue and yellow.
The driver sat beneath a canopy made of
Gordon plaid, berdered with flawers. I
was a fine display. No. 5 was undoubtedly
the best decerated engine in the procession.

NOTES OF THE PARADE,

Chief Ackman and his Mencton firemen
leoked well in blue pilot cleth suits with
trimmings and buttens of silver. The hose
reel is a dandy.

The Sussex boys made their first turnent
yesterday. If they always make as good
an appearance they have nothing te fear
trom any brigade. Chief Gamblin is proud
of his men and he has reason to be, ([Their
matcot, Guy Chapman, who is net yet four
years old, stood the iong march or ride, for
he occupied a seat o the prettily decorated
cart as if he was used to such work.

The Fairville boys turned out strong,
looked well and won lots of applause. This
was their first appearance in such an affalr
and everybody spoke well of them, of their
apparatus and ef their band.

Woeedstack sent a good delegation of gen-
tlemanly fellows. They carried a pretty
listle banner.

Amberst is all right. Her contingent was
acrediv to the enterprising little Nova
Scetia tewn.

Chief Kerr’s wagon, and thoze of assistant
engineer Blake and district engineer Brown
were beautifully decerated with flowers,

Ohief Kerr carried the silver trumpet
presented to Chief Marter by old Neo. 6
company when he accepted the pesitien of
chief, :

In her
prefatory remarks her excellency said ehe
wished to thank Lady Tilley and all the
other ladies whe had helped in any way te
organizs the meeting. She knew there were
these present who had their hemes outside
of St. John, wwad it gave her much pleasure
te see them thus meet to confer together in
reference to the advisability of organiz ng a
council in this city

Lady Aberdeen gav: a short bistory ¢f the
movemend, tracing iis origin nway back te
a few women who formed themseives iato
societies and worked together for the up-
building of mackind a century or more ago.
Gradualily, ehe said, persons came forward
and tock an interest in the work, until now
there was a network of societies all ever the
civilized world. Her excellsroy explained
that it was the tendency on the part of the
members of there societies to engage in the
wark of their own particular society, and
take little or no interest in the work of
other eecieties. The national council tended
to mitigate this evil. Io admitted the
members of all eocieties, and formed the
centre of them all; it drew the members of
all erganizations closer together and thus
not only facilitated their work, but made it
possible ¢e accomplish mere good by their
united strength, This ceuncil was now in
every ocivilized country en the globe. There
was & branch in all the large cities in
Canada.

Lady Aberdeen explained very fully the
workings of this council and the benefits re-
sulting from it, and urged the ladies pf St.
John toe fall into line with the other large
cities of the deminien.

At the conclusion of the addrees a little
daughter of Mayer Roberteon presented her
excellency with a beauntiful bouguet,

The Royal hotel looked well, flags ‘being
hung from every window. The lights in
the frent set the decoratiens off well.

The building at the corner of King and
Germain streets, ocoupied by Kinnear Bros,
and 8. McDiarmid, was handsemely decor-
ated ani looked well,

Holman & Daffell had their premises
trimmed with flags, and the lanterns set it
off well.

Dawling Bros. had their place of businesa
attractively trimmed with flags and banners.

M. Mansen’s Commercial Palace was
nicely decerated.

C. & E. Everett had a lot of flags out,
and the lanterns displayed gave iv a good
appearace.

F. A, Dykeman & Co. made a geod dis-
play, and a string ot lanterns extended from
their place to the epposite side of King
street last night.

The reomn of the St. John Bicyocle club en
QCanterbury street leoked well, dczens ef
lanterns bsing hung from their windows,

The electrio lights on the Moncten hose
cart and the draw ropes should be men-
tioned as being especially attractive.

The display made by Daniel & Robertson
of Charlovte street was very fine, their cor-
ner location giving them special advantages
for decorating, A large banner, reaching
across Charlobte street, bearing the words
“*Welcome to Lord and Lady Aberdeen”
and “God Save the Queen,” was very
abtractive, and was the means of many eyes
looking heavenward during the day. Their
splend d frent on Charlotte and side of
buildiogs on Union streev were beautifully
festeonsd with red, white and blue bunting
and flags.

Lord and Lady Aberdeen had another fine
day for thelr stay in this city and ieft for
Fredericten last evening very much impres-
sed with 8t. John and the people.

Yesterday morning Lord Aberdeen wit-
nessed the start of the yacht race and then
was taken for a sail abeut the harber and
through the falls in the steam yacht Dream.
His tellow-passengers were Sir Leonard
Tilley, Mayor Robertsen, Warden Mo-
Carthy, E. McLeed, M, P., J. D. Hazen,
M. P, Lt. Col. Maunsell, D. A. G.,; L.
Cel, Armstreng, Sheriff Sturdee, Chief of
Pelice Olark, Harbor Master Taylor, and
Oapte, Kindersley and Erskine, A. D, O.’.
The party got on beard at Rsed’s Peint and
went down around the Beacen and then re-
turned, going through the Falls and above
the Narrows, reaching Reed’s Point on the
return about one o’clock. The sail was an
enjoyable one and Lord Aberdeen appeared
to enjoy it very much., Wrapped in a
heavy freize nlster and wearing a  soft
white slouch hat, he spent much of the time
on deck, although cigars, fruits and ether
refreshments were temptingly displayed in
the saloon, His excellenoy made himself
agreeable to all members of the party and
chatted pleasantly about many subjeots.
While going threugh the falls he made many
enquiries of the harbormaster and ethers,
and took great pains te get a therough
knowledge of the conditions whioh caused
our wonderful reversible ocataract. [The
scenery above the falls was. much admired
by him. When the Dreani reached Navy
island on the return the tug Sterm King
was passed. On board were members of the

common ceuncil and their friends., His
excellency inquired who the party were,
and when told at once went en deck and
bowed his acknowledgement ef the salute
given him. When Reed’s point was resched
Lord Aberdeen thoughtfully waited at hia
barouche until all the members got asnhore,
and then shook hands with and said fare-
well to those he would net again meet,

The Storm King, was reserved for mem-
bers of the common council and their friends
and about fifty people were very comfort-
ably acoemmedated on her. Soon after the
yachte svarted the tug casv off and followed
them down to Partridge Island, frem which
she steered directly for the whistling buoy.
The yachte had to take to the eastward, and
it was some time before the white sails of
the Maple Leaf were seen looming np
through the light bazs which hung over the
water. She came on like a bird, however,
and rounded the buey, withont a foet to
spare, amid the hearty cheers of the party
on board the tug. Elwell’s yacht came
nexd, about fourteen minutes after, while
fully twenty minutes elapsed before the
Primrose got areund, guickly gaining en
ber predecessor. The tug then started for
the haroor, and the yachts were lest to
sight as they beat off tewards Mahogany
ieland. At the harber the Storm King ran
up above Navy island, whera she mev the
Dream coming down, and ealuted the gov-
ernor general with whistling unlimited. She
then followed thie little steamer for seme
dictanoe, after which she turned and landed
the party aboutone o’clock at North Market
wharf.

The weather was thick yesterday morning
and the proapects for the yacht race ceming
off were rather gloomy, but tewards ten
o’clock it began te brighten, and the tug
Dirige, which was chartered to take the
judges and timekeepers out, was seen
steaming down the harbor, A few minutes
later several yachts were seen scooping
about in the light but steady breeze that
blew frem the southeast. Then it became
known that the race was geing to start,
notwithevanding thefog. Thetug StormKing,
which was engaged by the city. councit, put
off with a large crowd of ladies and gentle-
men on board. About 10.25 a wafning shot
fired from the Dirigo cansed all the yachts to
get inte positien for crossing the line. A
few minutes later, just as the starting shot
was fired, the Primrose shot acress the line.
Twelve seconds later the Clytie rushed past,
in good shape. The Gracle M. was a half-
minute later. The Jubilee, whiich was the
last to oress the line, was 2m. 16s. later
than the Maple Leaf. The actual star.ing
time was;

Immediately after the start of the yacht
race the cempeting beats in the skiff race
were gob together. The owners of the boats
were Robert Knox, H, Galbraith, C. E Col-
well and Mr, Christopher. The boats were
numbered. They got off well together and
made good time as far as they conld be dis-
cerned in the fog. x

Atter the start of this race she Dirigo
steamed over the course after the competi-
tors.

The spectaters on shore were unable to
see much of the race, for in a few minates
the beats were lost frem view. The Maple

Leaf was admirably handled and seon began

te overhaul the beate in front, and at the
bell buoy had caught up te the Primrose,
buu to leeward. The other boats were left
astern. The Primrose and Maple Leat then
bad some clese sailing, but the Maple Loaf
gradually drew ahead and crept to wind-
ward on the Primrese, and abeut off Black
Point tacked -vo - the westward and
orossed the Primrose’s bew with
a tair lead. Anether tack was
soon made and she crossed Mr. Hutben’s
boat’s bow again with still a greater lead.
After another tack the Primrese was left
far astern. The Maple Leaf kept on a long
stretch for the whistling buoy, and in a
short time the tug boat whistle was heard
to leeward and sheets were stretched a bit
and a run for the buoy was made, where the
tugs Storm King and Dirige were lying
loaded with ladies and gentlemen.

LoNpoN;, Aug., 14 —The debate en the
second reading of the Evicted Tenants’ pill
in the house of lords teday drew a large
attendance of people, mainly members of
the oppesitien. The government benches,
however, began filling up as the debate preo-
oseded. The gallery was well filled and
many members of parliament who were
present manifested intense attention. The
*Duke of Devonshire (liberal) opened the de-
bate by professing pity for the tenants, but
he added shat in his opinion the landlords’
oage waas strenger.

Lord Salisbury denied that the house of
lords was a landlords’ house. They were
threatened with abolition, bat he had
noticed that in France, when the second
ohamber was abelished, the extinction of the
lower chamber follewed immediately. He
concluded by  expressin the hepe
that the bouse  wonl do  their
duty and reject this dangerous measure.
While Lord Salisbury was speaking the
house became filled to overflowing. The
galleries were crowded with peeple. Lord
Rosebery, the premier,replied to Lord Salis-
bary. He was cheered impartially by both
sides of the house. He reproached Lord
Salisbury for indulging in gibes and jokes,
and said that his levity had made it
incumbent upon him "to talk more.
The eviotion of these tenante, the premier
said, had already ocest the vaxpayers £20,-
000. To hear Lord Salisbury’s pranks,
nobody would suppose the subject of a seri-
ous character. He argned that if their lord-
ships followed what was in their minds
at that moment ohev; would not reject
the bill, The right of veto was
a moss. dubious fancolon, To exercive
it upon a measure supporved by the mase of
the elected representatives and by a gov-
ernment reeponsible for peace and order in
Irland, was playing with edged tools.

The speeches of beth Lord Salisbury and
Lrd Rosebery were listened to with deep
interest. The announcemens of the figures
on the division, showing that the bill had
been rejeoted, was received with silencs.

THEY MUST GET OUT.

The Commonwealers in Washington
Given Notice to Leave Town.

. WaAsHINGTON, Aug. 14.—The nexb twenty-
four bours will mark either the departure
fron Washington of . the one hundred and
seventy-five' commonwealers remaining here
or the imprisonment in the district jail of
any of them who would not aocept transpor-
tation. This was decided on at the confer-
ence held today. District Commie-
sioner  Majer  Moere, the  super-
intendent of police, and Frank Hume,
whe has aided largely in obtaining
safe transportation for the commonwealers,
and immediately after the cenference
Major Moere went to the camp of the
*‘wealers” and held a short imterview with
the leaders, They were given verbal netice
to leave at once, and told that unles they
had left by tonight or temorrew, or imme-
diately after rallroad coaches for their trane-
portation sre placed in readiness, the penalty
of jail sentences weuld be imposed. Ar-
rangements have net been completed, but it
ie the intention of the authorities to provide

has already reduced them to twe-thirds of
an average crop. The apples did not set,
and, in’ my epinion, the weather was too
cooel for busy insects and consequent fertil-
izatlon. = Apples  will probably give
balf a crop, pears nearly a full one.

“Crebible réports from Ontarle and the
Atlantlo states are to the effect that their
percentage of an average yield will scarcely
exceed ours. If we have no severe gales
the quality of our fruit should improve with
diminlshed quantity,”

The above statement is rather disappoint-
ing in view of appearances while the trees
were in blossom and the prospects in the
early’ part of the season. %lghcr prices for
froit in antumn are among the probabilities

The Most Ancient Means of Locomotion—
Summerside and Thence to Charlottetown.

CBARLOTTETOWN, Aug. 14 —This is the
beginning of the log of the fourth walking
tour of my friend, the professor, and my-
selif. We have not tired of the ancient,
honerable and profirable exeroise of walking,
It is che mest primitive and natural methed
of locomotion. - By this means eur Aryan
ancestors crossed the easterm steppes and
occupied the couatry till they were brought
> a stand by the western sea. The Israelites
walked from Egypt to Palestine. Adam
went ‘en foot on the sad journey
from his first and happiest = home.
Plato and Aristotle walked as they taught
philosophy, and Socrates instructed his dis-
ciples in morals as they pursued their walk-
ing tours,

I cannot think that Wordsworth ceuld
have written his 1'intern Abbey poem had
he gone to the scene on u “‘bike.,” The
bicycle is a goed toel for ocertain
kinds of a journey, as going for
a decter or escaping from a orediter. We
bad some theughts, though for peither of
the above purpeses, of going en a bicyocle
tour instead of a walking tour. But a con-
sideration of circumatances led to other con-
clusions. A wheel is inconvenient on some
kinds of road, and detracts somewhat from

It is mere like England er
the Niagara peninenla, or porticas of the
eastern townships of Qaebec  Quac «ses here
a much larger extent of oultivated ground
than elsewhere. There aremo Figh hills,
The pasture fields are relatively emall
and vhe grain fields proportionately large.
Tne farm buildings indicate that men and
beasts dwell amid comforts that are not en-
joyed in many countries. A geod deal of
vaste is displayed in the architecture of Lthe
farm houses, and the peeple in the rural dis-
tricte keep their buildings painted better
than the average resident of Summerside or
Cbarlostetewn, The railway accommoda-
tien for people along the line ap-
pears to be good. Thée scheduled sta-
tiense are not far apart, and the
stopping places are still mere frequent.
As the Island has length without great
oreadth, no one lives ata great distance
from the railway, which resches from énd
te end, and no one near the line is far frem
a station. The railway iteelt is operated
with the view of giving all the facilities
possible, though for geographical reasons
this is dene largely at the expense of the
owners of the read-—namely, the people of
Canada. Bab there are a few
months in the autumn, after the
orop is homsed, when the freight traffic
is very heavy. Then the farmers are rush-
ing their crops te market before the straita
are frezen up., Thege potatoes, oata and
other farm products are delivered at sta-
tions in emormous quantities, Then the
cursory observer can gain for himself a hint
of the great productiveness of this seil and
of the effectiveness of the farming. As of
old, oats is yet the prevailing crop. But
within the past few years hams and
butter and cheese and other ultimate
produets of the seil are becoming
more and more staple arvicles of sale.
The fact that the shipment of geeds in
winter is uncertain and expensive is a strong
inducement for the peeple to reduce their
crop to a condition in which the cost of
transport shall be the least possible in
proportion to the value. The direct
produce of an acre of potatoes which
might be worth say forty dollars
could nov be gob acress the straits by
an expensive means of transport. But
when the preduce of an acre is changed inte
eighty dellars’ worth ef pork or dairy stuff
it can be shipped even by a dear method ; of
transpert. &hue reflactions naturally lead
up to the agrioultural convention and Lord
Aberdeen’s visit.

A DESPERATE CHARACTER.

Pardridge Createé—a Sensation at the
Chieago Board of Trade

CHI0AGO, Aug. 14.—Strapped down to his
bed, imprisoned by barred windows and
lecked doers in a barren room on the fourth
floer in Washington Home, Plunger Pard-
ridge, who yesterday threw the board ef
trade into a turmeil by fighting with a floer-
keeper, is undergoing & moat vigorous treat-
ment for aloohelism. He was taken te the
homeyesterday by hisson,who wasassisted
several friends. 'The speculater had to be
bundled te the bome in a close carrisge, and
was placed in charge of the doctors only by
main - torce. He became violent when he
was being searched preparatery to a pro-
tracted stay, and it required four attend-
ants vo- carry him up sevairs and instal him
in one of the cell rooms which are reserved
for the worst of them. He is a unique
figure on the floor of the board. Pardriage
is one of the mest prominent of the Chicage
board of traders, accounted a multi-million-
aire, the proprietor of one of the largest
dry goods stores in the city and an operator
of remarkable nexve. For months he has
been on the down side of the wheat market.
Pardridge has tr quently of late worshipped
freely at the shrine of Bacchus and has
created several scenes on change. A few
-days since he appeared on the floor in an un-
steady condition and threw meney broad-
cast about the pit, ralsing uproars fer sixty
days. Yesterday he attempted te go on the
flsor, und after a fierce fight witha deor-
keeper was finally carried into the building.
Immediately upen his arrival he was hand-
ocuffed and placed in & box-like apparatus
with three black walls and a grated windew
left to his gazo. When the physicians and
guards left him, however, he put at naught
their ¢fforts to tie his hands and feet. One
little article on his persen was overlooked
by the custedians in searching him - a large
locket astached “te his watch chain.
When the guards left him he man-
aged to ¢tquirm around 0 as
te reach amfl unfasten the locket.
Ihis contained a small sharp knife, with
which he proceeded te cut his bends. He
soen Reparated the leather bandouffs and
next broke the leather straps tied areund
his feet, Pardridge jumped up te his win-
dow and yelled dewn at the crewd: I am
Pardridge; you knew me; they are trying te
rob and kill me; I'll give $500 to the man
who will get me a lawyer. For God’s sake
‘holp me."”

As he continued his entreaties he grew
more and more excited and said: If none of
yeu will get me a lawyer for $500, I will
give you $600, $700, $800, $900, $1,000.
Hurry up, for the love ¢f heaven. They
are going te kil me. I’ll give any one haif
my fortune if you will get me a lawyer.

The attention of the guards was attracted
by the fearful yelling, and two of them went
to the plunger’s roem to subdue him.
The latter, when he heard steps in the hall,
made ready to brain his captors. He steed
with a heavy wooden chair uplifted in his
bands. As the doer opened and the
head of the firsy guard appeared he
brought his weapon down with a orash,
The guard dodged, just in time to
escape the blow. Pardridge was then
bound ‘to his “bed. The employes
say that Pardridge’s is the worst caso they
bave ever had to handle, and they were all
much relieved when he had been finally
strapped dewn. The guards were afraid te
go near the prisener, but his struggles be-
fore he was subdued had weak-
ened him, and he collapsed utter-
ly this morning. This forencon his
enly demonstrations were a few yells and a
series of war-whoops, which conld be dis-
tinotly heard all over the house. He stopped
soon, and he mumbled, talked to himself,
and then fell inte a sullen stupor and went
to sleep.

This afterncen Attorney J. E. Deakin
appeared before Judge Dunn with a petition
for & writ of habeas corpus te compel the
manager of the Washingtenian home te
produce Pardridge in court, The petition
recited that the noted plunger was being
held a prisener in the Washingtenian heme
against his will. Mr., Deakin handed the

THE U. 8. TARIFF.

The passage by the house ef representa-
tives of separate bills for tree coal, free
sugar and free iron ore, after its urqualified
acceptance of the senate’s tariff measure,
may ameunt to naught. As the New York
Sun tersely puts it, if Mr. Cleveland, Mr.
Wileon and the house conferees could not
force free oeal and free iren ore back en the
tariff bill, they know there is no chance for
these separate bille in the senate. No more
tariff bills will be passed by the present cen-
gress, whether the gession ends now, er by
limitation on the fourth of March. The
New Yeork Herald, on the other hand, holds
that the only way iz which the senate can
redeem itself from universal contempt will
be by taking up and passing the bills fer
free sugar, free coal and free iron, and it says
the country will hold the heuse reeponsible
to stand out for its supplementary bills, if it
has te remain in session till December,

The Herald’s advice to the contrary, it is
hardly prebable that corgress will run

counter to public epinien, which hails with
satisfaction an early ending of the prelenged |
period of suspense and coneequent business

depression, even if the bill itself is not in

many essential particulars just what was
looked for. The histery ef the struggle be-

Raw s=ugar was
left on the free list and a protection ef } of
acent a pound was givein te the refiners.
‘The bounty of 2 cents a pound which the
republicans in the McKinley bill had given
to the growers as a compensation for the re-
meval of the duty was to be re-
duced 3 ot a cent a year for eight
years, when it weuld be abolished.
Coal and iron ore were made free.
Daring the dixcuesion of the hill in the
house the radical element struck out the
bounty provision, and tke } of a cent fer
the refinesies, leaving sugar without any
protestion whatever, and thus scored - a vic-
togy over the committee. - Coal and iren ore
were loft in the bill as originally reperted.
In this form the measure went to the senate,
The senate finanee committee, to whom it
was referred, detained it for some weeks.
As reported by them it was medified in
many important particulars. The rates in
many schedules, such as woolens, cottons,
metals and chemicals, were restored te some
extent. The principal changes, however,
were made in sugar, ceal and iron ore,
which have formed the famous items of dis-
agreement between the two houses since the
bill was sent to cenference, The senate
placed a duty of 40 per cent. ad valorem on
raw and refined sugar, and gave the refiners
a differential duty of 3 of a cent a pound.
Coal and iron ore were restored to the
duitable list at 40 cents a ton. The bill
wenb to conference July 5th, and the conteat
at once narrowed down to the three items
last named. The other differences were
sach that they could have been adjusted
without delay. Then the house people
wanted to strike out the protection given
te the tras, and asserting the principle of
free raw material they clamored for the
abolition of the duty on coal and iren ere,
and the resteration of these articles to the
free list. The Louisiana senators insisted
they would vote against the bill if the sugar
duty were lowered, and the West Virginia
genators threataned to join with them in de-
feating the bill if coal were put on the free
list. Senator Hill was known to be op-
posed to the moasurs, and the pesition of
ond or two other democrats was very un-
certain. In these circumstances, and con-
sldering the slender democratic msjority,
the senats conferees insisted that it would
be suicilal to agree to any report that
would noo pass the senate. Their firm atti-
tude carried the day and the house had te
withdraw its demands and accspt the sen-
ate’s amendments in their entirety. -

THE CHEESE INDUSTRY.

THE SuN’s Sussex ocorrespondent wrote
Wedoesday that the cheese facteries in that
section of Kings had just sold a lop of their
produch for export to England. The Wood-
steck Dispatch, in a paragraph quoted in
THE SUN yesterday, stabes that Carlecen
county will alse send cheese to the British
market this year. Io sppears to be oar-
tain that thera will be oconsiderable
of this season's New Bruneswick
cheese for export. Buat bthere is also
an increased lecal demand. Oar. ewn
people bay more cheese than formerly. They
can get a firat class article at a reasonable
price, and are taking advantage of the privi-
lege to an increasing extent. Thus far this
veason the oheese makers all over Canada
have been getting good returas for the pro
duct sold.. Though there is an impression
in some quarters that prices in the weat
have been teo high for profit, in view of
current conditions elsewhere, yet there is no
present sign of a ocollapse, and the farmers
bave got the benefit. 1f wealthy specu-
lators gat hit presently, it iz their own
affair,

The development of the cheese industry is
a fine thing for New Brunswick. As THE
SuN has many times pointed out, the cen-
ditions of seil and slimate and the general
topography of the ceuntry are especially
favorable te .the cheese industry. Experi-
enced agricultarists like Prof. Robertson,
Dr.G. M. Twitchell of Maine, ex-Gov. Heard
of Wisconsin, and others whoze names are
familiar to agricultaral communities mnos
only in Canada but in the United States,
have expressed themselves with much.en:
thasiasm over the possibilities of .the pre:
vince as a centre of the dairying industry.
The farmers of the province have already
had suffisient experience in the preduction
of cheese and butter, under the impreved
conditions brought aboubt during the last
two or three years, to know that what has
been said of the capabilities of the previace
and the value of the industry is perfectly
true, .

The benefits of this development are
universal. 1t is better for those whe confine
their attention merely to crops, bhat
some of their neighbors are deveating
attention to dairy prodace. It is better for
the consumer, who gets a better article in
butter and cheese. It is bebtter for the
trader, since the cheese industry keeps con-
siderable ready money afloat all the time.
Then there is the imprevement in the grade
of cattle to be considered, and the more
cheerful spirit likely to be abread where a
profitable indastry is established in a com-
munity. From every standpoint it is a fine
thing for New Brunswick that her wide
awake and intelligent farmera are adding to
their resources by the development of . the
cheese industry. :

The work of the various farmers’ assecla-
tions and their central bedy ie resulting to
much good, and farther valuable resuls:
must flow from the great meeting just held
in Fredericton. The effects will be felt in
every section of the province, and if, "as
Prof. Robertson hopes, it has the effect “of
attractivg the attention of the people of
Great Britain te the products and possibili-
ties of the provinces, the gain will be so
much the greater. Our dependence for &
market is upon Great Britain, and our
paeple should ferward every effort to gain
racognition there, as well as take parficular
paine to place upon that market only the
very best product of their factories. care
fully packed and distinotly marked.

GREAT GOLD FINDS IN AUSTRALIA,

Throughout all parts of Australia there is
now a revival of gold mining such as has net
been seen in many years. The * immediate
oause of this was scarcity of work in all
large towns and on the big sheep and cattle
ranches. The unemployed Australian turns
to prospecting for. gold as naturally as a
rural New Brunswicker out of a job shoul-
ders his axe and starts for the lumber
woods, Henoce during the past year hun-
dreds upsn hundreds of men swarmed over
the wunexplored, desolate country in the
mountains of Victoria, New BSouth Wales
and West Australia. In these virgin dis-
tricts some of the very best finds were mads,
although one of the richest strikes was made
at Wyalong, New South Wales, near a dig-
gings that had been worked for years.
Oamp Ooolgardie, dizcovered eonly sevenm er
eight months ago, on the edge of a great
desert in West Australia, has produced some
veryrich mines, and already stands on a
level with the great Broken Hill camp
in New South Wales, which has
eontributed many millions to  the
world’s supply eof gold. Within a

fortnight after the discovery of gold at
Ooolgardie, there were ever 2,000 peeple on

the ground, and what hardships they en-
dured may be judged from the fact that there
is no water for two whole days’ travel ever
the desert, and the mercury frequently goes
up to 140 and 150 degrees in the sun, and 120
in the shade. Many of the first prospecters
carried all their goods en a wheelbarrow,
which they trundled along over the dry and
dusty read. Baut the thirst for gold triumphed
over all obstacles, and a lively and bustling
town was the speedy resumlt. All the land
around Coolgardie was taken up in a few
weeks, and the late comers were obliged to
strke out and prospect in the vicinity
Among them was one party made up of four
men from New South Wales and two from
Victoria, - who, having penetrated to a dry
lake south of Coolgardie and found nothing,
were . returning disheartened to the tewn,
when they were suddenly rewarded for all
their hardships, The story of the find,
which took place only lasv May, is “thus
described :

‘They made camp. in a deselate place,
which was broken by great boulders, or
“blows,” ‘as they are ocalled. These are
formed by spurs of quartz rising above the
surface, oAlthough ne had examined hun-
dreds of these and néver found any good
signs, one of the party started ent with his
hammer and laboriouely sampled several
blows. In rubbing his hand over one large

one, he was amaz:d to see signs of geld.

He broke off a piece and found it the rich- |

eat quartz he had ever lsid eyes on. RBelow
the br.ken piece he could see "traces of a
reef, ard it flashed acroes his mind that
here was the bonsr3s he and his partners
bad bsen seeking. So he made nis way
back to camp, showed his sp:cimens, and
the teat was ab once struck and
moved 80 a8 to © ver the rich rock,
All the neighbering fand on the line of the
reef, whioh prcjaoted above the ground like
the spinal columa ¢f a mammeth animal,
was pegged out and entered in their names.
Then oue man was sent to Coolgardie to buy
a ““dolly,” or machine for reducing quar z
by hand. With this rude apparatus the
tour men sooh had 4,000 ounces of geld
cleared feom the rich quartz,

As this representea over $60,000, they
natarally felo nervous abouv keeping this
large sum in a tent. Se they decided to
oarry the gold to Coelgardie and place it in
a bank, [I'hey put the treasure in large
canvas bags, and by means ef a small hand-
oart they carried it te the toewn. The man-
ager of vhe Union Bank weighed it, acd the
voval ameunted te 4 270 euncea.

Daring the three weeks that these men
had been at work they had kept their good
lnck a profound secret. The few passers-by
supposed they were merely prospecting, and
no ene dreamed that a greabt treasure was
being dug ouv of this unpromising fisld.
Bat the deposiv of s0 large an amount of
gold led to talk, and by the following day
the newa was out. The town of Coolgardie
went wild, and in a féw hours the country
about the new mine was swarming with
locaters, Ia another fortnight the London-
derry mine had produced ah additional
8,000 ounces, and experts who examined the
reef declared that there way fully £25,000
in sight. Tae rock continued to shew gold
throughout, and of all that had been worked
up to the mrddle of June the psrceatage of
pure geld was one-tenth.

The reef which the lucky owners of the
Londenderry mine struck- is an ironstone
formation of glass-mitre, and the gold runs
olear through the stone, showing in lumpe.
The ore is peculiar and some pieces are
richer than any quartz that has been found
in Australia in years. The reef is three feet
six inches wide and the stene is easily
breken off in large chunks. Mr. Begelhole,
a well-knowa expert, after a careful exami-
nation of the reef declared that this mine
was the richest that has ever been uncov-
ered in Australia. Two of the orig-
inal six sold eut to their partners,
and the great mine is now owned
by Huxley and . Elliott of Victoria,
and Mills of New South Wales. The richest
picca of quariz tound was christened *‘‘Big
Ben.” Ib weighs about 240 pounds, and is
estimated . to contain more gold than ore.
Its value is $10,000, and this sum Mr. El
liott paid fer it in order to preserve itas a
specimen. Many of the large pieces of ore
that have been crushed contained fully one-
fourth pure gold, If the reef continues to
be rich for a few hundred feet the three
owners will be converted into millionaires.
They are all practical miners, but thie is
their first great ptece of luck in many years
of hardship.

The richness and extent of the new min.
ing district being opened up ab the anti-
podes will aid in maintaining Australia at
the head of the gold producing countries of
the world, and will enable her te keep pace
ralatively with the striking advapce ef
Seuth Africa last year to the front rank ef
gold producers, The world’s annual pro-
duction ef gold is variously estimated. Fer
1892, the director of the United
States mint gave it at $138,861,000 re-
vised by his successor to $146,297 600,
while Hazell’s annual pat it at $127,646,000.
Taking Bradstreet’s figures for 1893, whioch

 give the world’s total gold preductien at

$127,646,202, Australia contribnted tewards
that total $31,928,33, South Airica $27,-
361,617, the Russian empire $26,251,637,
and the United States $24,333.333. Celum-

bia and the Isthmus come nex?t in rank,with
$7,397,333.

If we cannot after
two years, after carrying the state, succeed
again on our own platferm and with our ewn
men and witheut looking for support out-
side the party erganization, then the party
is ready for reform.

We are glad on this occasion to give ex-
pression to our loyalty and attachment to
eur moat gracious Sovereign and beloved
Queen, and to do se through se worthy a
representative, and to be able to combine
with it our welcome to one whe has in a
practical mauner shown himself a friend te
the development of this Canada of ours.

We feel in common with our brethren in
the west that we have a country of large
extent and rich in natural resources, which

In reply Lord Aberdeen said he appreci-
ated the address that had beenread te him.
It not only possessed character, but declared
epinions and views in reference to the open-
ing of new and larger dairying enberprises.
His excellency said he was in favor of
butter and cheese facteries. In this connec-
tion he referred te the good services of Prof.
Robertson, and weuld venture teo congratu-
late the government of Canada upon seleot-
ing a man 8o eminently fitted for
the work ef stvimulating the inter-
esh In the dairylog industry. It was
clearly manifest 'that Prof, Robertson’s
work was praotical and thoreughly. soand.
He bhad no axe to grind.  The farmers are
always on the alert to discover something
practical, but wanted to be certain that it
was practical before they adepted it. This
country had a greab scops for skilled in-
dustry in farther developing dairying in-
tereats. Some said this was a minor de-
partment. He did not agree with them, A
gre&e work bad been done in Qatarie, where

armers had found it prefitable, What
could be done in Oatario could be dene in
New Brunewick. His excellency men-
tioned instances in the eold coun-
try, snowing how beneficlal the dairy-
ing had been to the farmers there,
New Brunswick farmers should not hesitats
to pub what hae been demonstrated as prao-
tloal to the teést. He mentioned the posi-
tlon oconpied by Dsnmark, This country
made a high class quality of butter and
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cheese and obtained high price fer it, but it
had no better natural advantages than New
Brunswick, The best butter was produced
by factories. Some women made good but-
ter; some did nct. Bad butter brought the
price of all to a dead level
Lord Aberdeen said he under-
stood the tendenoy em the parv of
Canadian farmers was to engage in some
other bueiness a part of the year. He
thought a farmer shounld give his whole
energy to the work, and should find it easy
to fill up all his time, and theught it would
pay him in the ¢nd, While the tarmer was
absent in the lumbsr weods, things were
neglected atv home. He ventured to hope
that the New Brunswiock farmers would de-
vote more of their time and attention te dairy
matters and show the world what could
be done. In conclusion he epoke a tew
words to the boys, and told them that they
were the rising generatior; that the world
depended upon them; that they should pay
attention to what' other and wiser people
teld them and grow up intelligent and
bonorable men. The farmers of this pro-
vince had his best wishes for their success.
He should always remember the meeting,
for he was a bit of a farmer himself, owaing
a farm in British Columbia, another in Scot-
land and another in Eagland.

Hon, W, D. Hoard, ex-governor of Wis-
oensin was the nexo speaker. He was de-
lighted to be present. The remarks of his
exoellency proved he bad a goed knowledge
of the political side of the work, and he
should like to have him governer general of
his ten creameries. (Loud laughter). Farm-
ing was an honorable profession. To till
the soil was beneath no man’s dignity, and
the lack of convact with it unmade vhous-
and of men. The man who came in con-
tact often with God’s eoil was
capable of broader thought, and
better thought. He had been very much
foterested in the maritime provinces. Had
visited P. E. Island, rede fitty miles, saw
three factories and twe creameries. He had
been in the business 35 years and never saw
so fine a celleotion of cheese as he had see
in these factories. At the World’s Fair
Canada had distanced all the Yankees in a
fair race, and he for one was glad of iv. The
Yankees would learn semething by and by.
The American eagle had an idea thab bom-
bast _and epread would make cheese, bub
found out its mistake. It found little Can-
ada, with five or six millions, was getting
there. It was a splendid lesson to the
whole country. He congratulated Canada
on her progress. Her success at the
fair had attracted world-wide atten-
tion, and gave her an advertising
she could have ebtained in no other way.
His impressions of New Brunswick were
crude, but he had an idea the peeple were a
brainy set of fellows. He had met them in
the political field, and found they could
teach the Yankees tricks. The farmers
should not allow prejudice te ixfluence
them, Nothing stond se much in their
light. They should leb it depart from them
for  ever and never let it svand
between them and truth. Their excellencies
had visited the farmers of the maritime pro-
vinces te strengthen the farmers’ ideas in
farming and encourage them in their werk.
Hon, Mr. Heard spoke of the value ef good
thinking. Every farmer sheuld thiok te-
wards expression. If a good farmer, he
theught towards it successfully; if net, he
allowed himself to become a slave to werk.
The dairy was an epportunity to exeroise
thought. Thecow was a mether, and to the
man who refused to acknowledge her |
as such. she gave him little profit
for work. Take care of her and the cow
will yield large profite. To him who was
kind to the cow all things should be added.
The speaker said he believed New Bruns-
wick possessed dairy facilities equal to any
in the country. Good soil, goed grass,
everything te make work a success. He
would, therefore, bid them be of geod cheer
and labor en. Hen. Mr. Hoard is editer of
Hoard’s Dairyman,

Prof. Robertson next announced John O,
Gilman winner of the gold medal for sup-
plying the most cream per cow to the
Kingsclear creamery last year, The medal
was presented by the Countess of Aberdeen,
after which shorv speseches were made by
Lieut. Governor Fraser, Atterney General
Blair, Provincial Secretary Mitchell, M. D.
MacPhersen, Col. Blair of Napan farm and
Prof. Craig, dominion herticulturist.

Lord Aberdeen then meved a vote of
thanks te Pref. Robertsen as chairman,
after which the conference closed with
hearty cheers for the governor general, the
Countess of Aberdeen and Lieut. Governor
Fraser.

Up to within a year all the Bohe-
mians of Gotham were acquainted with

An Enghsh Traveller Talks About
Corea.

Official Corruption—A Dark Pioture of Corean
Life—The Use of Soap and Water
Unasoal.

Coreans as Beef Eaters—Overworked Women
—How Corean Ports Were Opened
to Foreign Trade,

Capt. Oavendish, an English traveller,
who visited Corea two or three years since,
has given the western world much informa-
tion abont the Hermit Kingdom, over which
China and Japan are now at war, in his
interesting book, Corea and the Sacred
White Meuntain, Of the seat- of govern-
ment he writes:

Soul, preneunced Sowl by fereigners, but
Se-ul by the natives, is the capital of the
country and of the province of Ayong Kwi,
and it is ocalled Han-yaug, from the river
Han close by. It has over 30,000 houses,
with a population eof abent 250,000, and
covers within its walls an area of ten square
miles, It is as much the heart of Corea, or
rather more g0, as Paris ia the heart of
France. Itis the object of every Corean
gentleman to live in the capital, for there
" every pleasure and vice is more easy of at-
tainment, the chances of getting favorite
posts by judicieus flattering and canvassing
of superiors are multiplied, while the finest
and best of the native and foreign produce
is to be precaured. Tbere is to be found the
fountainhead ef offisial ocerruption and
“‘gqueezing,” for every member ot the well-
bern class spends his time in seecking his
share of the loaves and flshes of die-
honesty (in an Eurepean  sense);
there lives vhe king, the lerd of
the 10,000 islands, the son of heaven,
the father of his people; the sun of royalty
is felt to vivify and illumine each inhabitant
of Soul, ba he ever so _humble, The dark-
est mide of the picture liea in the ocrowded
collection of heuses, swarming with human
(and insect) life, absolutely devoid of even
elementary sanitatien; where the use of soap
and water is confined to a few of the higher
classes; where disease and vice have lived in.{
close partnership for several hundred years;
where dishenesty and oppression are carried
to their utmost limits; where torture and
cruelty exercise full sway, and where pri-
vate and political intrignes hamper and hin-
der any important improvement in, or
amelioration of, the cenditions ef life of the
great bulk of the cemmunity. The above
by ne means exhausts the idiosyncrasies of
Seul. They still have the curfew there,and
the rules which regulate it, and have been
in force since 1468, ordain that the gates
should be shutat 6 p. m., and that any
Oorean man who is caught abroad after 8
p. m. shall be arrested by the patrols and
flsgged. One of the said gates ia ne less
than 120 feet wide. The inhabitants of
Soul spit so much that they frequently spit
themselves dry. - The horrible sound of ex-
pecteration gees en from moraing till night,
but half the times it is barren. ;

NO-S0AP WANTED,

The Coreans are said never te wash them-
selves; but twice in their lives they are
washed—when they are born and after they
are dead. Hewever, they are mere cleanly
in their clothes than their persons, for the
Usrean’s principal items of expense are for
laundry, tebacce and hats, The Cerean
hats are marvelous; dhe common black hat
costs as much as bhree doilars, and the man-
darins often have to give twenty. [The bet-
ter the hat is, moreever, the less shade it
gives from the sun, for the transparent net-
work of which it is made becomes so much
the finer. The Coreans are the greatest
smokers in the world; they are alse ameng
the mest indelent of mertals. In one re-
speot, however, this is nov true. They are
marvelous walkers, and will walk immense
distandes to see a favorite view; shey can do
their thirty-odd miles’ day atter day, and
they odn carry immense burdens, moreover,
The ordinary lead for a Corean porter is
250 pounds on the flat, or 100 pounds in bad
country; with this they will de from eight
to ten miles a day.

FEMALE CUSTOMS,

# .Unlike the Japanese, ‘the Cereans are
beef eaters. The principal feature of the
Corean home, which Capt. Oavendish de-
scribes, made of wattle and daub between
rough hewn uprights, and with a mud floor
covered with straw mate, was thabt the roof
timbers were out of all prepertion heavier
than the uprights, though they enly had to
suppert the lightest thatch. The women
seem to be much worse off than they are in
Japan. The dress of the lower “order of
native wemen consists of a very loose pair
of trousers or long drawers of native cloth
or Manchester sheeting, reaching to the
ankles, and fastened round the waist by a
cord. Over this is a petiticoat ef the same
material, reaching te the calf. On the
shoulders is a jacket with sleeves, which
covers the chest. The women plait their
hair inte tails, which are worn around the
head. The female Corean, to a western
eye, is hideous, even in childhoed, though
the beys are often very handsomse; as, in-
deed, are a few of the men. The weman
in Ceorea is merely a useful machine to pro-
vide for the wants of the man., Marriage
is merely a bargain, and chastity is expected
only from the wife. The husband may keep
concubines, er indulge in other fermsof vice,
but vhe wife must be chaste under pain of
death; her part is to bear children, to rise
early, to get to bed late, to keep the fields,
gardens, heuse and stables in order; and, in
short, to be a woman-of-all work.

WOMEN AS WORKERS,

The women do all the labour in the fields;
and really seem less effeminate than the
men. Oapt. Oavendish noticed ‘‘two goed-
loeking boys of 18, who had magnificent
queunes of black hair, which we admired,
but learned that their sizs was due teo false
hair plaited in. A Corean, until he be-
comes engaged to be married, wears his hair
in a pigtail without any head covering, but
after that important occasion, which takes
place as early in life as his parents can con-
veniently arrange for, he has his head partly
shaved, and bis hair twisted up inte a knot
on the top of his head, and can wear one of
the numerous hats for masculine adernment,
One of our ‘Wapus’ discharged at Kap-San,
was an unatbached bachelor, and although
40 years of age wore a bey’s pig-tail. On
the other hand, we saw several children of
9 or10 years of wage wearing the marriage
tep-knot.” QCapt. Cavendish saye that, as
in Obina, lying is a fine art; in fact, the
Corean has a rooted objsotion to telling a
foreigner anything; iv 1s a case of ask ne
questions and I'il tell you no liés, “They
revent being atked questions very much,and
will give aby reply, if they think one will
believe it, so that they need net bother
themselves to ask for the required informa-
tien, One ome occasion I asked him the
name of a mountain clese te our path,
and his reply was at once a name out
of his own head. I asked him how he
happened te know, never having been in the
Jeocality befere. His only reply was: *Why

do foreigners always ask the name of this
place and that mountain? What good can
it de? There is the plaee and there is
the mountain. What more do they wani?'’

AN AMERICAN ACCOUNT.

A writer in the New York Herald saye:
The general epening up of Corea teo the in-
fluences of western civilization began in the
year 1866. At that time Corea was the
“‘Hermit Kingdom” in more than name,.
The present king had ascended the throne a
couple of years befere, but being a mere boy
the government was wholly in the bands of
his regent father, a bitter hater both of
foreigners and of change. Some French
miesionaries, who had braved the law of the
country and boldly advanced inte the nativa
cities, were horribly massaocred in 1866, and
a French expeditien eent to chastise the
Coreans ascended the Seoul river and at-
tacked several forts, but lest so heavily that
the expedition sailed away without having
accemplished the end aimed abt, and having
left the Corean roldiers with the impression
that the foreigner could not fight, and that
the Corean was Invincible,

In the same year an American echoener,
the General Sherman, chartered by a British
trader, sailed for China on an expsrimental
voyage of trade and discovery. The vessel
entered the [Ta-teng river and never re-
tarned. It was burned by uatives and
those en beard were slaughtered to the last
man. Oa the newa of this massacre being
received, Commander—now rear admiral—
R. W. Shufeldt visited the peninsula with
the war steamer Wachusett on a missien of
fnquiry. No satisfaction, however, was
obtained, and a similar mission under Com-
mander Feobiger, of the Shenandoah, de-
spatched a very few months later, proved
equally ~barren. Finally, in 1871, the
Asiatic :quadren, consisting of the flagship
Oolorado, the corvettes Alatka and Benicia,
with the gunbeats Menocacy—now at Che-
mulpo—and Pales, were despatched, under
Rear Admiral Redgers, to Corean wabers.

NO TREATY WANTED,

It was intended to secure a treaty for
the protection of Americans shipwrecked
oa the ceast ot Carea, to erquire inte the
General Sherman affair, and te ebtain, if
possible, a treaty of commerce. Peace-
ful negotiations, however, preved te be
impossible, The natives garrisoned the
forts along the river, and prepared te make
things hot for the fereigners should they
attempt to ascend the river to the ocapital.
A survey expedition, under Capt. Herner
Blake, consisting of the Monocacy and Pales,
with four steam launches, was sent up.the
river. When they were close to Kang-wa
island the Corean batteries, containing some
eighty guns, suddenly eopened fire upon
them. The redoubt was instantly wrapped
in a sheet of flames, discharging in a few
seconds abeut three hundred shets, Oae
account says that these rasped the water
like a haileterm. The veterans of the civil
war had never known such rapid firing. Yet
only ene American was wounded.  Fortun-
ately the order te fire had been given a few
seconds late; the American vessels were
already out of the line of fire, and as the
guns of the natives were fastened on legs
they ceuld not be manipulated, and were of
no further use. The answering fire from
the gunboats and launches soon cleared the
fort of it defenders, and a week later a
punitive expedition was landed in order te
teach the Coreans a necessary lessen. The
force,. composed of 650 men, was led by
Commander L, A, Kimberley, the adjutaut-
general being Lieatenant-Commander W.
Soott Schley, who was afterward to win fame
as the rescuer of Lient. Greely. The first
battery, which was attacked unexpectedly
in the rear, was taken without difficulty;
the works were completely demolished, and
the cannon rolled inte the river. Oa the
following day the mnext fort—Fort Mone-
cacy, as it was ohristened—was cleared by
shelle from the Menocacy’s gune, and was
then dismantled by the landed troops. An
advance was next made upon the citadel, or
principal fort, which was perched upon the
orest of a rocky hill. The Coreans were
hovering beyond the reach of our guns in

 vastly superier numbers, and were evidently

waiting for an oppertunity to crush the
little American army as soen as it had en-
tered the ravine lying below the fort.

To defeat these tactics five hewitzars and
twe companies of infantry were posted as a
rear guard on rising greund, while the main
body meved forward to sterm the citadel.
Yhe Ooreans attacked the howitz>rs in large
numbers, buv the excellent practice made by
the American gunners, under Master A. V,
Wadhems, scattered them effectually, and
prevented any large body of them trem
getting in clese quarters Wwith our men.
Presently, at a signal previouslv agreed up-
on, the firing from the Monocacy oceased,
and amid a hail of bullets from the enemy
eur men sprang up the steep incline te at-
tack the citadel. They swarmed over the
ramparts er through the breeches, and in a
twinkling were at close quarters with the
defending garrison. The Coreans feught
stubbernly to the last witheut asking for
quarter, and were all of them slain, After
that the remaining subsidiary forts were
soon captured, and 50 flags and 481 pieces
of artillery fell into the hands of the con-

uerors, The citadel was namesd Fort Mo-
ee, in honer of the gallant young officer
who was the first ever the parapst,

THE COUNTRY OPENED.

The defeat of 1871 probably rendered
the Coreans more ready to treab peaceably
with foreigners than they were before. In
any case the hour for epening up the country
was at hand. The process began in 1876,
when a treaty was made with Japan. A
party of Japanese sailors, while landing for
water on Kang-wa Island, were mistaken
for Americans or Frenchmen, and were
fired upen by a neighboring fort. Japan
saw her opportunivy, and her fleet demanded
a8 an indemniby that ocertain privileges in
trade should be granted her. This was the
firat step toward the epening ef the country
to foreign intercourse. The Corean-Japa-
nese treaty of 1876 —the first entered into
by the Coreans—was concluded on the basis
of tree trade, enly a small amount of ten-
nage dues on shipping being payabls.
In a subsequent conyention in 1877
Japan was graated the privilege of opening
three coaling sections on the coast; in
1879 the harbor Genean,  and later
Chemaulpo, were thrown open to Japanese
commerce, all other nations being excluded
from the benefits granted te Japan.. In the
meantime, China, which has always re-
garded Usrea aa a dependency of her empire,
began to grow jealous of the Increasing in-
fluence ot Japan, and te counteract this hold
of her inveterate enemy, encouraged, if not
actually inatigated, foreign powers to follow
in the tootsteps of Japan in cenclading with
this ‘*hermit kingdom,” and it was with her
help that Admiral Shufeldt led the way and
succeszfully carried through a treaty be-
tween the United States and Corea in 1882,
Later on cemmercial treaties were also
negotiated by Great Britain, Germany,
France, Russia and Italy. An interesting
account of the elrcumstances attending the
conclusion of the American treaty has

& LoNDON, Aug. .15.—The Times has the
following despatch frem Pert Limon, dated
August 12: “The warship Mohawk has
arrived here with Prince Clarence and
110 refugees abeard. Bluefields has been
retaken by 2,500 Nicaraguan troeps who
arrived from Rama and Greytown on trans-
ports  flying the United States flag.
On the approach the United States
marines whe had been on duty ashore re-
turned to their vessel. The resident
Americans being thus abandened
became very indignant and many
of them cemoved the national flag
from their heuses and stamped on it in the
streete. They protested. On entering the
government heuse the Nicaragnan aunthor-
ities hauled down and tore to shreds the
Morquite flag. They placed under
arrest numerous Americans and Ja-
maicans suspected of being in sym-
pathy with Prince Clarence. The captain
of the Mohawk landed a party of men and
went to the prison and rescued every one
therein who claimed their protection. The
Mohawk will wait her orders from home,
Prince Clarence will remain on board. ;"

THE BRITISH, ,COMMONS.

LoNDONX, Aug. 14,—The house of commens
this evening, by a vete of 112 te 107, adopt-
ed a local option amendment to vthe Miners’
Eight Hours’ bill intreduced by Abel
Chomas, member for East Carmarthenshire,
As a result of the adoption of the amend-
ment, the government will abandon the
eight-hour bill and reintroduce it at the
next session. John Merley, ohief secretary
for Ireland, and -many other liberals sup-
perted the amendment.

After Baron Ashberne, Baron Herschel,
the Marquis of Clanricarde and other per-
sons had spoken for and against the bill,
Lord Salisbury, formerly prime minister,
arose to speak against the measure. The
house at this time was crewded
with spectators, the diplomatic bedy
being present in full force, and
Lord Salisbury was enthusiastically
cheered. He opened his remarks by com-
menting upon the weakness of the argu-
ments made in defence of the bill and said
that his task was thus madeeasy. He said
that, while unjustifiably accusing the late
government, Baren Herachell, the lord high
ohancellor, had shirked discussion of the
main spring of the bill, namely, the powers
of arbitraters which were fercibly imposed
upon the landlords.

_BRITISH COLUMBIA,

Rast Passage of the Northern ‘Pacifie
Steamer Tacoma—China and
Japan, '

Vicroria, B. C., Aug 15,—The Northern
Pacific Liner Tacema, which left Yokehama
on August lsb, arrived this morning, cem-
pleting the fastest passage she has ever
made. There was no inocident of special
importance on the trip and war had
not been  formally declared between
China and Japan before her sailing,
albhough hestilities had been institnted.
Faull particulars of the sinking of the Chi-
nese troopship Kow Shing, flying the British
flag, were received at Yokohama a few days
prior to the Tacoma’s departure, and
speculation was rife as te what action Eng-
land would take in the premises, war not
baving been declared when the Kow Shing
was cleared by the British consul, and there-
fore being & simple merchantman flying
the English colors, The English press of
Japan unite in expressing contempt for
‘‘Japan’s great naval viotory,” and the
general tone of their editerials on the war
is strongly condemnatory ot Japan’s polioy.
The Mikado is hardly satisfied with the
assurance of his government that the
people demanded war, and has instructed
his superintendent general of police to re-
porb on the feeling of the peeple in regard
to the recent course of the government.
Four Chinese transports for Corea were still
missing when the Tacoma left Japan, and
the suppesition was that they have been
‘o8t in the typheen which raged with exoep-
tienal vielence en July 26.

- WINNIPEG, Aug. 15.—The Manitoba gov-
ernment has issued its official crop bulletin
teday. The estimated yields per acre in the
different districts is given as fellows:

Northwest district—Wheat, 20 bushels;
eats, 34; barley, 25; peas, 25; rye, 20,

Southwest district—Wheat, 13; oats, 24;
barley, 20; peas, 15; flax, 10; rye, 15.

North central—Whest, 19; oats, 38; bar-
ley, 30; peas, 25.

South central—Wheat, 16; oats, 28; bar-
ley, 23; peas; 15; flax, 10; rye, 10,

East district—Wheat, 14; oats, 27; bar-
ley, 24; peas, 15; flax, 16; rye, 18,

Che total yield of wheat is estimated at
nearly sixteen million bushels, which is an
average of between fifteen and sixteen bush-
els to the acre, the average for the whole
province having been ‘materially reduced by
unexpectedly small yields in the eastern and
southwestern districts. The want eof rain
was the cause of this, The tetal yield of
oats will be 12,200,000 bushels.

NEWCASTLE FIELD BATTERY OF
ARTILLERY.
(Advocate, Aug. 8th.)

The Field Battery, Lt. Colonel Cail
commanding, went into camp to per-
form their annual drill on Monday
last. 4

Their old local camping ground,
“Camp Hamill,” not being available,
the battery was obliged this year to
go a little farther from town to secure

suitable grounds. They have found
this at “Camp Cruden,” situate on the
bank of the Cruden Brook, on the farm
of James Mitchell. ;

The tents are pitched on the rising
ground about five hundred yards from
Chaplain Island road .and between the
tents and the road is the field used for
field manoeuvres. The battery is al-
most up to its full strength, there be-
ing seventy-four officers and men. We
are glad to hear that this year there
is a very large percentage of old arti!-
lery men in the corps and that already
rapid progress has been made in mas-
tering the details of drill and the man-
ifold dutieg of volunteer militia.

Colonel Call and his officers have this
year the advantage of having attached
to the battery an officer from the Can-
adian regiment of artillery. In for-
mer years it was the practice to send
a non-commissioned officer as instruc-
tor to the different batteries while per-
forming their annual drill, but this
year the military authorities have
adopted the muech better course of
sending out their best commissioned
officers among the volunteer batteries.

The officer detailed for this duty in
connection with our local battery is
Capt. Pelletier, of B Battery, Quebec,
and the choice is a particularly happy
one. Capt. Pelletier is a Canadian and
thoroughly understands our volunteer
system and its needs and peculiarities.
Commanding a regular corps himself,
he is a perfect master of his profession
and well fitted to teach both how to
command and how to obey. Capt.
Pelletier was one of. the officers se-
lected by the government to go to
England last year for a special course
in the higher branches of the artillery
service. He has already shown here
that he understands our men and has
secured 'their confidence and respect,
and it will be their fault if they do not
receive full benefit from his services.

It is now two years since we have
seen Colonel Call at local headquar-
ters, but he is as alert and energetic
as when we first knew him on the
organization of the battery, and sets
the pace for both officers and men in
all their military duties.

It has been mainly due to his per-
severance and indomitable energy that
the battery has been maintained in its
present efficient state, and judging
from the programme of drills* and
duties mapped out for the present
camp of instruction, there will be the
usual good showing at its close.

The letter of a Wolfville man,who antici-
pates & short apple crop (perhaps a half
crop) in Nova Scotis, was published yester-
day, [he following New York despatch is
intereefing in this connection: ‘‘Reports of
short crops of apples in transatlantic fruit-
growing regions are fully verified by J. A.
Richardsen, of Woodall & Coe., one of the
largest apple firms of Liverpoel, Eng., whe
arrived here last week. Mr. Richardsén
says he has visited the Britieh apple-growing
reglone, and also those of Belgium and other
countries on the continent, and by careful
personal investigation has become therough-
ly convinced that the transatlantic apple
crop will be exceedingly scant, and the
peeple of those countries compelled almest
wholly to depend upon the United States
for their supply of apples in the fall.

“In the last few days Mr. Richardson has

been visiting some of the principal apple
orchards of this state, and he reperts the
crops to be promising, Advices received
by the New York fruit exchange and the
Fruit Trade Journal' indicate large crops in
mest apple Srowing regions throughouv the
country, and an unusually heavy expert
trade is confidentially predicted.
- “Mr. Richardsen starte by the Fall River
line this evening on a teur of inspection in
New England and Canada. He says that
the demand for American apples abroad in
the fall will surely be unprecedented.

“The smallest guantity of apples experted
in the last 14 years was 81,532 barrels, in
1883, there having been previoutly, in 1880,
1,328,806 barrels, and afterwarde, in 1891,
the banner year in the apple trade, 1,450,-
338 barrels; so that if the exports of the
current year are to be unprecedented they
must come near 1 570 (' ha-valg » -

Where Salmon Are Cheap.

The run of sockeye salmon on the Fraser
river, B. C., set in the first of the month and
on some nights since very large catches
bave been made. Some canneries received
as many as 15,000 fish one merning recently,
the beats engaged getting frem 50 to 500
fish each, Ten thousand fish were taken
from one ot the treps in Boundary Bay.
Owing to the delay in arrival of the fish
and the facb that the catoch even then was
irregular, prices went up; but that salmen
are cheap there appears in the following
from the Victoria Colonist ef recent date:
The prices paid by some of the canneries
for salmen during the present week have
been unprecedented in the history of the
industry in British Columbia. The highest

price paid by one cannery, it is reperted,

though not authenticated, is 25 cents per
fish, and others are paying 15 and 20 cents.
Seme of the canneries, however, still retain
the old zchedule of 8 cents, buv these engage
to take all the fish supplicd them during
the season,

WEIGHT OF LIVE ANIMALS.

The following rules may be applied
to estimate the weight of live animals:
Take a string, put it around the beast,
standing square, just behind, the shou'-
der blade; measure on a foot rule the
feet and inches the animal is in cir-
cumference; this is called the girth;
then with the string measure from
the bone of the tail, which plumbs the
line with the hinder part of the but-
tock; direct the line along the back to
the fore part of the shoulder blade;
take the dimensions on the foot rule os
before, which is the length, and work
the figures in the following manu>r:
Girth of the bullock, 6 feet 4 inches;
length, 5 feet 3 inches, which, multi-
plied together, make 31 square super-
ficial feet; that multiplied by 23—the
number of pounds allowed to each su-
perficial foot of cattle measuring .ess
than 7and more than5 in girth—makes
713 pounds. Where the animal mea-
sures less than 9 and more than 7 feet
in girth, 31 is the number of pounds to
each superficial foot. Again, supposz
a pig or any small beast should mea-
sure 2 feet in girth and 2 feet along rhe
back, which, multiplied together, make
4 squarzs feet; that multiplied by 11—
the number of pounds allowed for each
square foot of cattle measuring less
than three feet in girth—makes 44
pounds. Again, suppose a calf or sheep
should measure 4 feet 6 inches in girth
and 3 feet 9 inches in length, which,
multiplied together, makes 16 1-2 squure
feet; that multiplicd by 16—the number
of pounds allowed to all cattle measar-
ing less than 5 and more than 3 in girth
—makes 264 pounds.

Charlottetown—All the people here
and all the papers say that.Charlotte-
town never had such a large time'as it
had last week when the Aberdeens
were here, Probably they forgot the
wild enthusiasm displayed by the
Charlottetown people a third of a cen-
tury ago when the Prinee of Wales
was in British America.

But on the occa-
sion of Lord Aberdeen’s visit it was
made the central idea.

Ta great agricultural convention
brought together a larger number of
farmers- than had ever been seen in
Charlottetown at one time. The main
branch of farming dealt with was the
stock and dairy industry. The chief of
the government dairy service, Pref.
Robertson, arranged the affair, and
the local management was largely in
the hands of men interested in the
rew co-operative industry of chegse
making. The cheese factories. -ef
Prince Edward Island are the rising
hope 'of the farmers. The wonderfu®
personality of Prof. Robeftson has im-
pressed-itself on the people of the Is-
land ever: more than on those of New
Brunswick.

The industry as a joint stock busi-
ness is only three years old, but it has
been adopted to a greater or loss ex-
tent in nearly every section of t{he
province. The product of the factories
iast year reached a total of $40,000,
which,it is thought, will be doubled this
year.

Fortunately the men entrusted with
the management of the experimental
factories, which were established hy
the dominion government on the Is-
land, were good managers. They
turned out a good article, paid the
farmers fair dividends, 'discouraged
watering the milk, and made it clear
that there was money in the business.
After that it was easy to organize
local companies for cheese making—
and so the business promises to become
the most important in the province.

There are individual farmerg who
contribute to factories the milk of
thirty to forty cows. Among those
who have taken an interest in the
dairy industry is Father Walker, a
parish priest in the eastern part of the
province.  He has not 9only encouraged
his people to patronize the industry,
but has set them an example himself.

A good example it is, too, for he
wears the silver medal assigned to the
farmer who sends the largest quantity
of milk per cow to the factory in his
district. A silver medal is“given for
each factory, and a gold one for the
best return from the province. This
brings the story back to the Aber-
deens,. for Lady Aberdeen pinned the
medals on the breast of the proad far-
mers who were entitled to waac them.
The countess made a neat speech af-
terward, in which she took occasion
to say that the successful competitors
no doubt owed a large part of their
triumph to the co-operation of their
wives and daughters.

Father Walker, who, of course, was
one of the large group of ‘the deco-
rated, is said to have received this
well-meant compliment with a slight-
ly deprecatory air. Outside of his
parish he is a bashful man, and when
Lady Aberdeen proceeded to shake
hands with the medalists he was fcund
to have withdrawn to the background.
The, fine eye of the countess, however,
singled him out, and she called to him
energetically, and giving him a hearty
grasp of the hand encouraged him to
80 on with his good work.

The addresses to the farmers as-
sembled were - of the usual ‘‘speed the
plough” order,’ though of unusual
brevity ‘and point. The ex-governor
of Wisconsin ‘delighted the meeting
with an illustration of the wvalue of
breeding in horses, he having been

GOODIES' FROM' COLD POTATOES.

How This Everyday Vegetable May Be
Made Palatable.

Hashed Potatoe—Cook together one
tablespoonful of butter and one tea-
spoonful of flour. Add half a cup of
cream or sweet milk. Season with
salt and pepper. Stir until the mixture
boils and is smooth. Add two cups of
cold boiled or baked potatoe—cut in
dice or hashed—cover, and let simmer
ten or fifteen minutes. Serve in a
heated dish.

Browned Hashéd Potatoe—Prepare a
sauce as for hashed potatoe. Mix the
potatoe carefully with it. "Put the
mixture in a well-buttered skillet or
pan, and cook slowly until nicely
browned. Serve hot.

Lyonnaise Potatoe—Put two table-
spoonfuls of clarified butter in a skillet
or frying pan, and when melted add
to it two tablespoonfuls of minced
onion. Cook till the onion turns yel-
low, then add two cups of diced or
hashed cold potatoe, with which a
tablespoonful of mincecd parsley has
been mixed, and which has been sea-
soned with salt and pepper. <Cover
and cook slowly until nicely browned
on. the under side, then fold like an

-@melet, and serve on a heated dish.

If the cold pofatoe is very dry two or
three spoonfuls of sweet milk may -be
mixed with it before the parsley and
seasoning are added.

Creamed Potatoe—Cook together in a
saucepan one tablespoonful of butter
and one teaspoonful of flour. Add
three-quarters of a cup of sweet milk
or cream, stir until it boils, season with
salt and pepper, add two cups of thinly
sliced cold boiled potatoe and let sim-
mer until the potatoe is thoroughly
heated, then serve.

Scalloped Potatoe—Butter a shallow
baking dish. Fill it three-quarters
full of’/thinly sliced cold boiled potatoe.
Season to taste with salt and pepper.
Pqur over them some soup stock, thin
gravy, cream, or sweet milk. Sprinkle
bread crumbs moistened lightly with
butter over the top of the potatoe and
cook in a moderate oven until thor-
oughly heated and brown on the sur-
face. The proportion of liquid to use
in moistening scalloped potatoe is about
three-fourths of a cup of liquid to two
cups of sliced potatoe.

A delicoius way to fry potatoes is as
follows : Boil large Irish “spuds’” with
their jackets on and peel when cold.
Slice them in thick slabs, dip them in
beaten egg and then in corn meal or
flour, cracker crumbs or bread crumbs,
and fry in good sweet butter or lard.
Salt and pepper while frying. Turn
them carefully to keep from breaking,
brown well on both sides. Sweet
potatoes are very nice treated the same
way ; many like them even better, how-
ever,, if the salt and pepper are omit-
ted apd a liberal sprinkling of sugar
substituted.

QUEER ANTICS OF A CANNON
BALL.

B. D. Van Dyke, 'of Cumminsville, has
a priceless relie in the shape of a
twelve-pound solid iron cannon. ball
This ball performed antics that Admira
Porter pronounced the most wonderful
in all his experience, and the beauty
of the matter is that Mr. Van Dyke’s
story is fully corroborated. He says:
“It was 'about the middle of May, 1864,
as we were returning from the Red
River expedition. I ‘was aboard the
steamer Fort Hindman, standing by
the starboard tiller. ' Ours was the
last boat, and as we passed the water
batteries at Cain river they opened on
us. We were within hailing distance,
and oaths passed freely between our
boat and the rebs. I stood looking
directly into the muzzle of the gum
from which this ball was fired. . It
passed under my feet and penetrated
us on the starboard quarter at water
line, struck a colored man in the hold
just below the heart, passing entirely
through his body, crashed its way into
the magazine, through two barrels of
powder, and, ranging forward, buried
itself amidships. The whole through
the negro was as clear cut as if it
had been made with an enormous
punch. The strangest thing was that
he did not die instantly, but cried out
to me that he was killed. I told him
he was mistaken, but when the sur-
geon ran up he quietly put his arm
through the hole and said the wound
was fatal. Yes, sir, that was wonder-
ful. We had five hundred men aboard,
were pierced seventy-two times and
only had two men Kkilled outright.—
Cincinnati Times-Star.

THE STATE OF TRADE.

R. G. Dun & Co.’s and Bradstreets’ Re-
ports on the Condition of
Business.

The Impression at Montreal 1s that the Tide
Has Tarned.

New York, Aug. 17.—R. G. Dan & Co.’s
Weekly Review of Trade says: The new
tariff bill, if signed by the president as ex-
pected, provides a definite basis for busi
ness, While it isnet wise to look fora
great ‘‘boom,” there is warrant fer a reason-
able and prudent hopefulness. It is toe
early to look for the effects of the new situ-
atien in the great industries, but the grad-
nal recovery which has appeared for some
time is seen in a better demand for pre-
ducts. Speculation in weol has been stop-
ped, and the sales, which have been 6,929,-
750 peunds for the week and 14,553,150 for
two weecks of August, against 3,397,400 last
year and 16,385,300 in 1892, naturally
diminished en Wednesday and Thursday, as
it is expected that the recent advance may
be lost, theugh no change yet appears.

The woollen manufacture has the usual
duties with free wool until Jan. 1. Orders
are expected to be geverned by the con-
suming power of the people, with the ac-
cumulated business so long deferred, and
while recent trade has been encugh to
crowd the mills av work on some special-
ties, it has been far shert of the capacity of
all the works in the country. Makers
will be pressed within the next
week to pub prices on spring
goods, of which a few lines are open,
Cotten manufacturers have been carrying
extraordinary stecks of goeds for the coun-
try, and the strike threatened at New Bed-
ford will not alarm them, but the reduction
of wages seems likely te f)n acoepted at Fall
River. A slight increase in transactions is
reported, buyers and sellers having at last a
confthen basis® for judgment, The resump-
tion by iron and ateel works, which were
stopped by the strikes, continues to depress
prices of some finished preducte, but with
more furnaces operating prices of pig iron
are not lower. :

QOemparisons given today show a falling
off in prices ranging from 20 te 44 per cenv.

DR TALMAGE MAKES ‘“‘SUICIDE” THE

THE SUBJECT OF A TEXT.

Do Thyself No Harm—The American
Conscience Needs to be Toned on the
Subject of Suicide -~ The | Preacher
Prays ‘or a Chnrvistian Life and a Chris-

tiaa Death

Brooklyn, &ug. 12.—Rev. Dr. Talmage,
who {8 pow abroad, has selected as the
sobject~for today’s sermon through the
press the word ‘‘Suicide,” the texts be-
ing Acts xvi.,, 27, 28: “He drew out his
sword, and would have killed himself,
!'.'y»ﬁn; that the prisoners had been
fied "W’ Paul cried with a loud voice,
saying Uo thyseli no harm.'”

Hers i« o would-be suicide arrested in
his deedly attempt. He was a sheriff,
and, according to the Roman law, a bail-
itf Limsell must suffer the punishment due
an escaped prisoner; and, if the prisoner
breaking jail was sentenced to be en-
dungeoned for three or four years, then
the sheriff must be endungeoned for three
or four years; and, if the prisoner break-
ing jail was to have suffered capital
punishment, then the sheriff must suffer
capital punishment.

The sheriff had received especial charge
to keep asharp lookout for Paul and
Silas. The zovernment had not had con-
fidence in bolts and bars to keep safe
these two clergymen, about whom there
seemed to be something strange and su-
pernatural.

Sure enough, by miraculous power,they
are free, and the sheriff, waking out of
a sound sleep, and supposing these minui-
sters have run away, and knowing that
they were to die for preaching Christ,
and realizing that he must therefore die,
rather than go under the executioner’s
ax on the morrow and suffer public dis-
grace, resolves to pricipitate his own de-
cease. But before the sharp, keen, glit-
tering dagger of the sheriff could strike
his heart, one of *he unloosened prison-
ers arrests the bl.de by the command,
“Do thyself no harm.”

In olden time, and when Christianity
had not interfered with it. suicide was
considered honorable and a sign of cour-
age. Demosthenes poisoned himself when
told that Alexanders ambassador had de-
manded the surrender of the - Athenian
orators. Isocrates killed himself rather
than surrender to Philip of Macedon.
Cato, rather than submit to Julia Caesar,
took his own life, and after three times
his wounds had been dressed tore them
open and perished. = Mithridates killed
himself rather than submit to Pompey,
the conqueror. Hannibal destroyed his
life by poison from his ring, considering
life unbearable. Lycurgus a suicide, Bru-
tus a suicide. After the disaster of Mos-

e¢ow, Napoleon always carried with him~

& preparation of opium, and one night
his servant heard the ex-emperor arise,
put something in a glass and drink it,
and soon after the groans aroused all
the attendants, and it was only through
utmost medical skill hq was resuscitated
from the stupor of the opiate.

Times have changed, and yet the Ameri-

ean conscience needs to be toned up on
the subject of suicide. Have you seen a
paper in the last month that did not an-
nounce the passage out of life by one’s
own behest? Defaulters. alarmed at the
idea of exposure, quit life precipitately.
Men losing large fortunes go out of the
world because they cannot-endure earth-
Iy existence. Frustyated raffection, ~do-
mestic infelicily, dyspeptie impatience,
anger, remorse, envy, jealousy, - destitu-
t;_on, misanthropy are considered suffi-
cient causes for absconding from this life
by Paris green, by Jaudanum, by bella-
donna; by Othello’s dagger, by halter, by
leap from the abutment of a bridge, by
fircarms. More cases of “felo de se” in
the last two year's of the world’s ex-
xsteucg. The evil is more and more
spreading.

A pulpit not lonz ago expressed some.-

doubt as to whether there was really
axything wrong about quitting this life
when it became disagreeable, and there
ar> found in respectable circles people
apologetic for the crime which Panl in
the text arrested. I shall show you be-
fore I get through that suicide is the
worst of all crimes. and T shall lift a
warning uumistakable. But in tse
early part of this sermon I wish to ad-
mit that some of the best Christians that
bave ever lived have committed self-
destruction, but always in dementia, and
vot responsible. I have no more doubt
alout their ¢t rnal felicity than I have of
he Christian who dies in his bed in the
delirium of = typheid fever. While the
shock of the catastrophe is very great, I
charge all those who have had Christian
friends under cerebral aberration step off
the boundaries of this life, to have no
doubt about their happiness. The dear
Lord took them right out of their dazed
and frenzied state into periect safety.
How Christ feels towards the insane you
may know from the kind way he treated
the demoniac of Gadara and the child
lnuatic, and the potenecy with which he
hushed the tempests either of sea or
brain.

Ncotland, the land prolific of intellec-
tual giants, had none grander than
Hughk Miller. Great for science and great
for God. He came of the best Highland
blood and he was a descendant of Dounald
Roy, a man eminent for his piety and the
rare giflt of second sight. - His attain-
ments, climbing up as he did. from the
fluarry and the wall of the stonemason,
drew forth the astonished admiration
of Buckland and Murchison, the scien-
tists, and Dr .Chalmers, the theologian,
and held universities spellbound while he
told them the story of what he had seen
of God in the old red sandstone.

That man did more than any being
that ever lived to show. that the God of
the hills is the God of the Bible, and he
strack his tuning-fork on the rocks of
Cromarty until he brought geology and
theology accordant in divine worship.
His two books, entitled “Footprints of
the Creator” and the “Testimony of the
Rocks,” proclaimed the banns of an ever-
lasting marriage between genuine science
and revelation. On this latter book he
toiled day and night through love of na-
ture and love of God, until he could not
sieep and his brain gave way, and he was
found dead with a revolver by his side,
the cruel instrument having had two
bullets—one for him and the other for
the gunsmith who at the coroner’s in-
quest was examining it and fell dead.
Have you any doubt of the beautification
of Hugh Miller, after his hot brain had
ceased throbbing that winter night in
his study at Portobello ? Among the
mightiest of earth, among the mightiest
ot Heaven,

N5 one ever doubted the piety of Wil-

iim Cowper, the author of those three

God is his own interpreter,
And he will make it plain.

While we make this merciful and right
ous allowance in regard to those who
were plunged into mental incoherence, I
declare that the man who in the use of
his reason, by his own act, snaps the
bond between his body and his soul, oes
straight into perdition. Shall I prove it?
?Revelation 21, 8: “Murderers shall have
their part in the lake which burneth with
fire and brintStone.” You do not believe
th'e New Testament? Then, perhaps, you
will believe the Ten Commandmeats.
“Thou shalt not kill.” Do you say all
these passages reler to the taking the

life of others? Thea I ask you if you are’

not as responsible for your own life as
for the life of others? God zave you &
special trust in your life. He made you
the custodian of your life as He made
You the custodian of no other life. He
&ave you as weapons with which to d_e-
fend it two arms to strike back assail-
ants. Two eyes to watch for invasion,
and a natural love of life which ought
ever to be on the alert. Assassination of
others is a mild crime compared with
the assassination of yourself, because in
the latter case it is treachery to an es-
pecial trust; it is the surrender of a
castle you were especially appointed to
keep; it is treason to a natural law, and
it is treason to God added to ordinary
murder.

To show how God in the Bible looked
upon this crime, I point you to the
rogues’ picture gallery in some parts of
the Bible, the pictures of the people who
have committed this unnatural crime.
Here is the headless trunk of Saul on
the walls of Cathshan. Here is the man
who chased little David—ten feet in sta-
ture chasing four. Here is the man who
consulted a clairvoyance, Witch of Endor.
Here is a man who, whipped in battle,in-
stead of surrendering his sword with dig-
nity, as many a man has done, asks his
servant to slay him, and when the serv-
ant declines, then the giant plants the
hilt of the sword in the earth, the gharp
point sticking upward, and he throws his
body on it and expires, the coward, the
suicide. Here is Ahitophel, the Machia-
velli of olden times, betrayinz his best
Iriecnd David in order that he may be-
come prime minister of Absalom, and
joininz that fellow in his attempt at
parricide. Not getting what he wanted
by change of politics, he takes a short
cut out of a disgraceful life into the sui-
cide’s eternity. There hLe is, the ingrate!

Here is Abimelech practically a suicide.
He is with an army, bombarding a tower,
when a woman in the tower takes a
grindstone from its place and drops it
upon. his head, and with what life he
has left in ‘a cracked skull he commands
his armorbearer, “Draw thy sword and
slay me, lest men say a woman slew me.”
There is -his post-mortem photograph in
the Book of Spamuel. But the hero of
this group is Judes Iscariot. Dr. Donne
says he was a martyr, and. we have in
our day apologists for him. And what
wonder, in this day when we have a book
revealing Aaron Barr as a pattern of
virtue, and in this day when we uncover
a statue to George Sand as the bene-
factress of literature, and in this day

when there are betrayals of Christ on the-

part of some of His pretended: apostles
—a_ betrayal so_ black it makes ti g‘tin-
famy of Judas Iscariot white. Yet 'tiis
man by his own hand hung up for the
execration of all the ages, Judas Iscariot.

All the good meon and women of the
Bible left to God the decision of their
earthly terminus, and they eould have
said with Job. who had a right to com-
mit snicide if any man ever had—what
with his destrov»d property,and his
body all aflame with insufferable car-
buncles, and everything gone from his
home except the chief curse of it, a pes-
tiferous wife,and four garrulus people
pelting him with comfortless talk while
he sits on a heap of ashes scratching his
scabs with a piece of broken pottery,
yet crying out in triuvmph:“All the days
of my appointed time will I wait till my
change come.”

Notwithstanding the Bible is-against
this evil, and the aversion which it
creates by the loathsome and ghastly
spectacle of those who have hurled them-
selves out of life, and notwithstanding
Christianity is against it, and the argu-
ments and the useful lives and the illus-
trious deaths of the disciples, it is a fact
alarmingly patent that suicide is on the
increase. What is the cause? I charge
upon infidelity and Agnosticism this
whole thing. If there be no hereafter,
or if that hereafter be blissful without
reference to how we live and how we die,
why not move back the folding doors be-
tween this world and the next? And
when our existence here becomes trouble-
some, why not pass right over to Ely-
sium? Put this down among your most
solemn reflections, and consider it after
you go to your homes; there has never
been a case of suicide where the oper-
ator was not either demented, and there-
fore irresponsible, or an infidél. I chal-
lenge all the ages, and I challenge the
whole universe. There never has been
a case of self-destruction while in fuli
appreciation of his immortality and of
the fact that that immortality would be
glorious or wretched according as he ac-
cepted Jesus Christ or rejected Him.

You say it is business trouble or you
say it is electrical currents, or it is this,
or it is that, or it is the other thing.
Why not go clear back, my friend, u‘nd
acknowledge that in the teaching of in-
fidelity which practically says, “If you
don’t like this life, get out of it, and you
will land either in annihilation, where
there are no notes to pay, no persecutions
to suffer, no gout té torment,or you \yill
land where there will be everything
glorious and nothing to pay for
it.”” Ibfidelity always has been apo-
logetic for self-immolation. After Tom
Paine’s’ **Age of Reason’” was published
and widely read th:re was a marked in-
erease of self-slaughter.

A man in London heard Mr. Owen de-
liver his infidel lecture on Socialism and
went home and sat down and wrote these
words : “Jesus Christ is one of the weak-
est characters in history and the Bible
is the greatest possible deception,” and
then shot himself, David Hume wrote
these words: “It would be no crime for
me to divert the Nile or the Danube from
its natural bed. Where then, can be the
crime in my diverting a few drops of
blood from their ordinary channel ?”'And
having written the essay, he loaned it to
a friend ; the friend read it, wrote a let-
ter of thanks and then shot himself.
Appendix. to the same book.

Roussean, Voltaire, Gibbon, MontaiZne,
under certain circumstances were apolo-
getic for self-immolation. Ipfulehty puts
up no bar to people’s rushing out from
this world into the next. They teach us
it does not make any difference how you
live here: or go out of this world—you
will land either in an oblivious nowhere
or a Zlorious somewhere. And infidelity
holds the upper end of the rope for the
suicide and aims the pistol with which &
man blows his brains out, and mixes the
strychnine for the last swallow. It
infidelity could carry the day and per-
suade the majority of people that it does
not make any, difference how you go out
of the world you will land safely, the

T e

rivers would be so full of corpsee
ferry boate wouid be impeded in
progress, and the r=+ck of a suicid~'s
tol would be no more alarming than ..
rumble of a street car.

I have sometimes' heard it discussed
Whether the great dramatist was &
hristian or not. I do not know, but I
AnOW that he considered appreciation of
& future .existence the mightiest hin-
drance to self-destruction.
For who Xou]d bear the whips and
scorns &Hf time,
he oppressor’s wrong, the proud man’s
contumely,
he p]n.ngs of despised love, the law’s
elay,
The insolence of office, and the ‘spurns.
That patient merit of the unworthy
_ takes
“'pen he himself mizht his quietus make
With a bare bodkin?

LEGENDS OF SUNKEN CITIES.
Plassy, in the East Indies, Has Been
Covered by the Hooghley.
Dozens of cities and not a few incon-
siderable towns; mentioned by ancieat
writers. have pdrtially or wholly dis-
appeared beneath the waves of the
1estless oceans, says the St. Louis Ra-
public. One of these was Bangala,
which stood near Chittagong, and
which appears to have given its name
to Bengal. Ptolemy mentions a sea-
port called Romaria, which stood in
Comarin ‘in India. Of this city the
sole relic is a rock in the séa having
in its centre a well of fresn water.
Plassy, the place where Clive gained
‘his greatest victory, has been swept to
the last vestige by the river Hooghly.
Ravenspur, on the east enast of Eng-
land, was long since swept away by
the gradual inroads of the channel
Town Bank, near Cape May, N. J., is
S0 called from a town which once stood
on the coast, but which is now cov-
ered by the waters of the Delaware
Bay. Wales also has its sunken city,
which tradition has placed in Lake
Llangorse. The famous city of Is was
somewhere along the coast of Brittany,
and various places are now pointed
out to the tourist as its original site.
There is said to be a sunken city in
Germany somewhere in the vicinity of
the Island of Rugen; on calm days it
is even said that one may hear the
bells of the city as they are being
rocked back and forth by the waves.
‘W. Muller’s famous lyric i8 based on
this old superstition. The first stanza
of this exquisite little poem runs as

follows:
‘“‘Hark! the faint bells of the sunken
city
Peal once more their wonted evening
chime;
From the deap abyss floats a ditty,
Wild and wondrous, of the olden
time.”
In addition to these, I might men-
tion Amalfl, the sinking of which is
~rated in a poem by Longfellow,
and Sgvanna-la-Mar, which went
down in a West Indian earthquake
and was imortalized by De Quincey.
The ancient Greeks alleged that the
cities of Burs and Helica were sunk in
the sea, where the houses and spires
were plainly wvisible for years. Tha
waters of the Indian ocean now flow
and ebb over the site of old Calicut,
the place where our “calico” takes its
name. According to De Peyser’s His-
tory of Caransius, the town of Scar-
phont, which stood on the shore of
Flanders, was overwhelmed and swal-
lowed by the sea in the year 1334.

BEAUTIFUL GIRLS IN PERIL.
Sent Out Alone and Unprotected
Among the Heathen Chinese.

There recently appeared in the Lon-
don Geographical Journal a paper by
George Lidderdale, a famous traveler,
who with his wife had just returned
from .an adventurous journey from
Batum to Pekin. %

“In the town of Kwei-hwa-cheng,”’
he writes, “there was a colony of Swe-
dish girls living alone; they had been
sent out to China through the instru-
mentality of an American. These poor
ladies had been exposed to many in-
sults on. their way up country and to
daily ribald remarks in the streets of
Kwei-hwa-cheng, and one shudders to
think what may be their fate.

“It is difficult to speak temperatsly
of a society or individual that, in the
name of religion lightly takes the
responsibility of sending these women
out wholesale to a country like China,
and when there leaves .them practi-
cally without supervision or prote:-
tion, and with most inadequate means.
It will scarcely be credited - that,
though they usually go about in pairs,
a girl hardly speaking a word of the
language will sometimes be sent alone
with a Chinese several days’ journey
in a cart to visit some town where
there is no European. Altogether, I
don’t think Mrs, Lidderdale or I has
ever felt more sad than the day when
we left those kind, enthusiastic, open-
hearted Swedes.”

““When this was printed,” writes Bal-
lard Smith in the New York World,
“I had some difficulty in securing a
meeting with Mr. Lidderdale. Hav-
ing done so, I asked:

‘“How far from Pekin, taking that as
the nearest point of such civillzation
as there is in China—is Kwei-hwa-
cheng ?”

‘“About fourteen days’ journey in a
cart—that is, about 150 miles.”

“How many.of these girls were there
—by the way, were they all girls ?

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“Well, I should think that their av-
‘erage age was about 25; come were as
young as 19, and a few might have
been 40 yeéars of age, l.ut the majority
were young.” There were about twen-
ty of «fhem in all. Som2 were very
pretty. They knew mnothing of the
locality or the language or the cus-
toms of the country when they were
sent there. I believe they came to
Kwei-hwa-cheng under the escort of a
Swedish man missionary. When they
got there they had not enough money
to provide themselves with a house
of their own, but recently they had
acquired one, and they had done the
best they could with their slender
allowance to furnish it. They seemed
to be very ill-provided with money, as
when we were there there was a doubt
as to whether they would be able to
buy the sheepskin clothing which is
absolutely indispensable in that cli-
mate in winter. The winter is exceed-
ingly severe there.”

‘“Were they happy ? Did they com-
plain of the way they had been
treated ?”

“Oh, no; they made no complaint.
They were extremely keen in their
work and believed that they wers
really going to convert the heathen.”

“The peril, I suppose, is from in-
sult?”’

‘“And from outrage. They are there
in the centre of the Chinese popula-
tion without any kind or sort of pro-
tection—a number of women left en-
tirely dependent on their own resour-
ces in a moment of danger. They
atract the notice of the Chinese, and
I am convinced that some of them are
in daily or hourly peril of this horrible
fate. In my opinion, if they are left
defenceless this is only a matter of
time. Some of these days there will
be a riot or disturbance in the village,
and I think they are certain to be
attacked.” {

“Have they had any warning, or do
they show any consciousness of this
danger ?”

““Well, they are constantly insulted
in the grossest way by Chinese in the
streets, but they are so absorbed in
their mission to regenerate the heathen
that they séem to ignore everything
else.”

“Do you consider their labors are
likely to be attended with any good
results ?”

My view is that they will 'do noth-
ing whatever toward converting any
of the Chinese; their work is, I am
convinced, perfectly futile.”

“How do they set to work to make
an impression on the natives 7 °

“They go about the streets singing
hymns—in English, mind you,and beat-
ing tambourines with colored ribbons
flying out of them—a kind of Salva-
tion Army method, in short. In the
first place, the hymns are totally unin-
telligible to the Chinese, though I be-
lieve 'they have one hymn translated
into Chinese. They collect such of the
inhabitants as are drawn by curiosity,

and they have services in the court-
yard of their house. They try and do
what they can by such means, but
I need not tell you that they are not
very effective.”

‘“You say that sometimes one of them
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
