Owing 
to the ion# spell of dry weather, ’ the 
buildings were like tinder and the 
flames spread with such rapidity that 
In a very few minutes practically the 
whole main hotel building was enve­
loped. The hotel was crowded with 
guests at the time, and a number bf 
those had very narrow escapes, sever­
al of them managed to g^t out of the 
building clad only in their night clothes 
However, as the evening wae very 
warm and sultry, this was no great 
hardship. Most of the outbuildings 
were burned, the ell and kitchen was 
completely destroyed and the main 
building is so badly gutted that it is 
scarcely worth repairing. William 
Perry proprietor of the Minto Hotel, 
at Grand Falls, was among the guests, 
and in addition to all hie clothes he 
lost his pocket book containing If700. 
Walter Scott, of Plaster Rock, lost ev- 
TSry stitch he owned and did the town 
until this morning in his night shirt 
along,with a coat that some one lent 
him. From the hqtel the flames Jump­
ed to* the residence of Mrs. William 
Mallory near by. All the outbuildings 
attacked were iburqed and tile resi­
dence portion badly gutted, but that 
portion of the building used as a store 
suffered only slightly and practically 
the whole of the shop 1» still standing. 
Mr. George Dionne, owner of the hot­
el, was last week offered $9,000 for his 
property while Mrs. Mallory estimates 
that her place wTas valued at $6,000. 
The guests of the hotel are still hang­
ing around trying to sort out their 
stuff.. Most of the things in the main 
hotel were saved, although badly da­
maged by water and the guests are 
endeavoring to sort them out. So fair 
as Is known, the only guest at the ho­
tel from St. John was Mr. Frank E. 
Nelson and fortunately the sample 
room in which were his trunks, was 
saved. The water service was good 
and four strong streams were kept con­
tinually on the fire.

LONDON, July 7.—Madame Anna 
Gould and Prince Helie Do Sagan 
were married at a registry office in 
Henriette street, off Covent Garden, 
today. The subsequent ceremony was
conducted at the French Protestant [ remarkable tragedy in the girls’ home 
Church on Soho Square.

There was absolutely no 
about the wedding. Prince Helie last 
night announced to representatives of 
the newspapers that all difficulties hav­
ing been overcome, and all arrange­
ments completed, the marriage cere­
mony would occur immediately on the 
opening of the registry office in Hen­
riette street this morning, 
standing this the Prince and Madame 
Gould made a determined effort to es­
cape the crowd. They had a large 
motor car waiting at the main en­
trance of the hotel all the morning.
When the hour for them to leave, 
however, the couple, accompanied by 
three friends, left the hotel by a rear 
entrance, and entering ordinary cabe, 
drove to the back entrance of the reg­
istry office- The civil c-eremony was 
most simple. Outside of Prince Helie,
Madame Gould, the witnesses and the 
officials of the office, no one was pres- 
tiit.

Armed with the registrations certi­
ficate the party t again leaving the 
building by the back door, drove in 
cabe to the French Protestant church, 
hidden away in a corner of Soho 
Square. The party passed into the 
church almost unnoticed. They were 
followed by only a half dozen report­
ers and a few plainly dressed parish­
ioners.

Association Tomorrow. all our ballast, but we could not stop 
the car from striking the water. ThU 
caused a great splash and we were In 
the lake up to our waists.

■•We managed to go up again after 
being in the water about five or ten 
minutes.

"This time the descent was more 
rapid and as we had thrown all ex­
cept two bags of the baiiact overboard, 
we were at a loss what to do.

We tossed out 
everything we had, including provis­
ions and arose again. When we finally 
did go up, we went fast. Wo went up 
6,000 feet in six minutes.

"We had no sand" and when we came 
in sight of Lake Huron early in the 
morning, we decided not to risk the 
cltanea of crossing it as tha distance 
was 150 miles, so we landed."

CHICAGO, July 7—More thrilling ad­
ventures with the wind and water were 
added yesterday to the stories of the 
international balloonists in their race 
from Chicago 4o establish a new long 
distance record. The Canadian balloon 
King Edward, with John Burnett as 
pilot and Gerald Gregory, 15 years old, 
as the other member of the crew, drop­
ped into Lake Michigan twice.

Like the Ville De Dieppe, the French 
balloon, which nearly cost the lives of 
Captain A. E. Mueller and George 
Schoenecan, when ten miles out from 
the Illinois shore, the King Edward 
sank into the water and submerged the 
two occupants to their shoulders. They 
were nearly in mid lake when the bal­
loon took its first dip.

LONDON, July 6—In the House of 
Commons this afternoon Foreign Sec­
retary Grey, replying to a question, 
said that Great Britain would require 
a written guarantee of the safety of 
the Persian refugees now in the Brit­
ish Legation at Teheran before they 
left the Legation.

In the case of those accused of 
crime, an assurance that they would 
have a fair trial, at which the Lega­
tion would be represented, will be de­
manded.

BRITAIN PREFERS

GRIME IN FRANCE
STILL EPIDEMIC

Death Penalty, Which Was Virtually 
Likely to be 

Revived.

PARIS, July 6—The crime wave con­
tinues to pass over France, and mur­
ders and assaults are the order of the 
day. One day this week a daily news­
paper had twelve of its columns de­
voted exclusively to details of four­
teen murders, or attempted murders, 
many of which have been committed 
in the capital. It is little wonder, then, 
that Parisians are becoming seriously 
alarmed. The police supervision ts In­
adequate, and citizens are at the mercy 
of any stray cut-throat who cares to 
take the trouble of entering their 
houses.

Parliament is busying itself with the 
marked growth of lawlessness. The 
death penalty is still the law of the 
land, but the President of the repub­
lic, bowing to the wishes of certain 
well-meaning humanitarians of both 
houses, has pardoned every criminal 
sentenced to death within the last two 
years. The people are complaining, and 
with some show of right on their side, 
that while their lives are held of no 
account by the band of prowling assas­
sins who Infest Paris, the authorities 
always hold sacred the worthless lives 
of the ruffians who either stab or 
strangle honest citizens. There has cer­
tainly been' a marked revulsion of feel­
ing on the question of doing away with 
the guillotine, so much so that were 
the matter to come up for discussion 
in the chamber at this Juncture there 
would probably be a majority in favor 
of the retention of the "big knife.”

The police at Reuil, a suburb to the 
west of Paris, yesterday arrested a 
music hall artist 
Tschernadtef on the charge of attempt­
ed murder. The previous evening the 
accused, meeting a demi-mondaine, en­
ticed her into a vacant apartment.

BUILDING CONTRACTSCUT BY A DUTCHMAN.

On some of the coins, too, there is a 
castle, and the reason of this may b? 
that in 1666 Sir Robert Holmes cap­
tured in Schelllng Bay 160 Dutch sail 
containing bullion and gold dust from 
Cape Coast Castle in Guinea, and that 
this booty found its way into the mint.

Simon was disgusted 
at his defeat, and to show that he was 
really the better man, made and pre­
sented to the King what came to be 
known as the !'Petition Crown ” The 
King, however, ignored this appeal.

And the amount of work 
done with such a small sum of money 
is really remarkable. I don't mean that 
each teacher spends exactly $12 every 
month. At the beginning of the year, 
when we give instructions in the cook­
ing of cereals, the bills arc often only 
$6 or $8. Later, when we take up meats 
and fish, the bills may be $16. But we 
average $12 a month. The teachers go 
marketing and in turn teach the pupils 
-how to buy the most nutraitious meat 
for the least money.

"Then1 we teach them not only the 
cooking of food, but also the chemistry 
of food and the make-up of various 
foods and their effect on the body. All 
branches of housework are taught by 
the cooking teachers, too, and especial­
ly cleanliness in the kitchen. In fact, I 
have often hoard experienced house­
wives say they never visit one of our 
kitchens without learning something 
new—some itna^k of preparing food or 
some easier way of doing housework "
