FIERCE TORNADO.

DULUTH, Oct. 6.—A fierce tornado
visited this section this afternoon, kill-
ing two persons, injuring eight and
doing damage variously estimated at
from $200,000 to $500,000. The damage
consists of the destruction of shaft
houses, dwellings and business houses.
The Austrian settlement of Biwabik
suffered severely, twenty houses be-
ing blown down.

Tornado conditions prevalled today
all over northeast Minnesota. Violent
thunder storms were almost continu-
ous. A great amount of rain has
fallen. Iron mines which had .been
flooded by recent rains and which
were getting into shape to operate
are flooded again in many cases. The
funnel shaped cloud passed over
wabik with a power that was irresi
ible. It tipped locomotives over, lifted
cars off the track and carried them
from 100 to 200 feet. Houses in the
path of the tornado were blown to
atoms and the furniture scattered for
miles. ’

suitable food and medical comforts
were not forthcoming, and that the
supply of medicines and med-
ical appliances was wholly in-
sufficient. That the deficiencies
referred to in the correspon-
dence were to some extent made good
by the exertions and liberality of pri-
vate individuals does not exonerate
the government of the South African
Republic from its responsibility in thi

matter, and the indifference ‘'whicl
was shown to the sufferings of the
sick among the British prisoners is
the more inexcusable when it is re-
membered that the sick among the
Boer prisoners have invariably re-

our own sick soldiers.

“The efforts of Doctors P. H. Hay-
lett and R. Von Gernet to ameliorate
the condition of their patients, and
the assistance rendered by the gentle-
men mentioned in the latter’s evi-
dence, prominent among whom was J.
Leigh Wiood, officiating manager of
the National Bank of Pretoria, are the
only gratifying features in this cor-
respondence. On the other hand, it
would be difficult to condemn too
strongly the conduct of Dr. H. P.
Veale, M. B. (Cambridge), whose
heartlessness in ignoring the
graceful treatment of the sick prison-
ers, and the remonstrances addressed
to him by the medical officers in im-
mediate charge of them, calls for the
severest reprobation.”

THE CHARGES

made by Col. Hunt are contained in
a letter addressed to the chief of staff, |
and dated Pretoria, June 7. He writes:
“I have the honor to report that I
joined the main body of the officers
who were prisoners of war on 22nd
December, 1899. They were then lo-
cated in the Staats Model School, a
well-built and commodious building,
and capable of holding about 100 of-
ficers comfortably—there were at that
time about 70 * * * We were removed
on the 16th March to an iron building
especially erected about a mile out of
the town. The accommodation here
was of a rougher description, and a
strongly worded remonstrance caused
new latrines to be erected, better ac-
commodation for the soldier-servants
to be made, and some other small im-
provements. The beds in this building |
were in four rows, and very close to-'
gether, and there was mo flooring.”
‘Colonel Hunt does not consider that |
the officers as a body have any real
cause to complain of their treatment,
“pearing in mind that what would ap-
pear trifles to men in freedom have
an undue influence to those who, be-
ing in confinement, have time to brood
ever them.” .He is of opinion, how-
ever, that the two deaths that oc-
curred among the colonial prisoners
were owing to the medical officer be-
ing afraid to do his duty and send
them to hospital till too late. He con-
tinues: “I regret to say that I am
unable to make such a satisfactory
report ‘as regards the treatment of the
men. The scale of rations (see below),
already far too low, was frequently
reduced. The one pound of meat often
dwindled to considerably below that
amount, and eventually had to be sup-
plemented from the fund of which
mention is made in copy of correspond-
ence marked E. For fourteen days in
February they were without tea or
coffee. No meat was issued from 1st
to 14th January; the supply of vege-
tables was latterly quite cut off, as
well as firewood from 27th May. The
troops were for six weeks without soap,
and, being practically without money,
were unable to purchase any neces-
saries at the exorbitant prices charged
by the monopolies allowed to trade

I regret to sey
that the Rev. J. Godfrey, the so'e re-
presentative of the Church of England
in Pretoria, anpeared to vaiue the
safety of his pesition more than his
duty as a clergyman, and. afier the
escape of Mr. Churchill, withdrew
from religious services for the officers,
and wrote a letter which they con-
sidered both improper and insulting.
Mr. Godfrey is a clergyman ordained
:_a.t Cape Town, who had held (accord-
ing to Crochford) curacies in South
Africa for the last twenty years.

“But far more serious is the way in
which our sick were treated, and, as
in a narrative of this nature only gen-
eral terms can be used, I venture tr
submit that a court of inquiry would
[ bring out facts of the most damaging
nature to the Transvaal government.
There were two hospitals, one at
Racecourse and one at Waterval, At
the former some beds were provided,
but not sufficient, and no mattresses,
at the latter nothing of the sort
given. When first occupied the shed
was roofless, and men with fever lay
on a blanket, with their boots for a
p\illow and running water at. their
side. No medical comforts of any sort
were provided, and till the arrival of
Dr. Von Gernet, about the end of
February, the condition of affairs was
absolutely scandalous. I am sure that
a great responsibility for this rests on
Dr. Veale, who, as head of the Red
le_‘oss, was unwilling to risk trouble
) with the government and imperil his
own nosition.

DR. VON GERNET

is, however, a man of another stamp,
?.nd ﬁ;'st insisting on having the hosp-
ital in his own hands, he set himself
to improve matters and worked so
hard that his health at one time en-
tirely gave way. He wvas ably assist-
ed by a committe formed in the town
consisting of ILeigh Wood, manager
of Natal Bank, and Rev. Goodwin,
Wesleyan minister, and Mr. Woolley
They have
pended in the manner shown in cor-
respondence marked E, over £5,000
since the middle of February. £3,000
was received from London, and the
remainder collected from the officers
The former
gentleman has taken a -most active
and fearless part in all that could
benefit our men, and Mr. Goodwin’s
visits to the men have been a cheer
and comfort. I omitted to mention
that, after great difficulty, a list com-
pleted up to 20th April, was furnished
to the officers of the number of deaths,
which then amounted to 50, and I be-
lieve six more have since occurred.
The burials in these cases were al-
ways carried out by a sergeant, no
minister being informed of them.

‘““The men had great difficulty in re-
porting themselves sick, being fre-
quently refused admission till so ill
that they had to be carried to. the
hospital, and the accommodation was
so limited that there were a large
number of out-patients who should
have been admitted.”

The following is the scale of rations

. supplied to the men, as given by Col.
| Hunt:

Half a pound of meat twice a week,
half a pound of potatoes daily, half
ounce tea or coffee daily, one pound
bread or biscuit daily, half-pound
Boer or mealie meal twice a week,
about two ounces rice about twice a
week, one pound fresh vegetables once
a week (carrots and vegetable mar-
rows), sugar occasionally, salt suffi-
cient, very little pepper. Bread often
sour. Supply of vegetables stopped in
May.

BISHOP COURTNEY IN AUSTRALIA.

His Lordship Hailed as a Grand Speaker and
a Fine Man—The Synod Rose
to Greet Him.

(Halifax Herald.)

Extracts from a letter received from Syd-
ney, Australia, by the last mail, written by
a Nova Scotian:

“I was at the cathedral here this morn-
ing and heard the Bishop of Nova Scotia
preach a grand sermon. I have heard him
preach twice and speak at two meetings.
On Friday night he was advertised to speak
in the Town Hall, which was crowded with
between 4,000 and 5,000 people. He kept the
attention of the whole house all the time,
and was enthusiastically received. The
chairman had to remind him that his time
was nearly up, still he went on, and fin-
ished a splendid speech amid great ap-
plause. He is no doubt a splendid speaker,
and I was proud of Nova Scotia, for though
there were twenty bishops here, none had
the attention of the audience more than
Bishop Courtney. On Wednesday, when the
bigshop rose to address the synod, the whole
synod rose to greet him. So you see he 1s
arpreciated here. He is a fine man in every
way.”

His Lordship’s Address to the Church

Synod

The following is from the Sydney Herald:

‘““The Bishop of Nova Scotia said he con-
veyed from Canada and the United States
a message of greeting to the church in Aus-
tralia. When he looked back upon the
country he had just left, and then remem-
bered the events that had recently occurred
in South Africa, he could not help recall-
ing the fact that Australia’s example in rais-
ing the first contingent suggested to Canada
to raise a Canedian contingent for South
Africa—(applause)—and to supplement that
by a second and third contingent, enhanced
by the magnificent patriotism and generosity
of Lord Strathcona, who had raised a splen-
did body of cavalry at his own expense. The
Caradian and Australian boys had stood
stoulder to shoulder with the Imperial
trcops, and by God’s grace had established
the right of England to establish that rule
of justice consistent with their inborn sense
of liberty ir a ccuntry that for some time
had been administered in a very opposite
seusc and temper. When he thought of how
the Canadian ranchman and the Australian
ranchman had managed together to show to
the old country and her solaiers some of
the edvantages cf their different modes of
scouting snd warfare, by means of which
reverses had been avoided and disasters put
on one side, he could not forget that the
Caradian church and the Australian church
were engaged in a warfare for a still more
glorious monarch, and for the attainment
of nothing less than the kingdoms of this
world being brought into the Church of
Christ. It might be that these two new
churches might show to the mother church
from which they sprang the new policy by
which success might be at last achieved.
There was a great co-operation possible be-
tween Canada and Australia. The meetings
they were now holding would be a power
for good in the future. Additional people
would take an interest in their work, and
the interest of those now laboring would be
deepened and intensified.”” (Applause.)

CIGARETTES.

The use of tobacco in any form is
hurtful, but cigarette smoking is by
far the most injurious.

Cigarettes are made from inferio»
tobacco; stumps thrown away by
smokers (perhaps 2 smoker with a
contagious disease) are gathered, and
used largely in the manufacture of
cigarettes. This being poor tobacco,
salt-petre is freely employed to keep
it from becoming musty.

Salt-petre is highly injurious.

A physician who analyzed a cigarette
found it strongly impregnated with
opium.—The paper wrapper had lead
or arsenic, sometimes both, in it.
Cigarette smoking, which was former-
ly confined to Cubans, is now the
favorite mode of using tobacco with
our young men and boys, and is by
far the most serious evil to growing
boys, especially to school boys.

Tobacco is in all its forms, whether
used in the pipe, cigar, or for chew-
ing, absolutely poisonous and perni-

ye taste the freedom that he

i cious, and the cause of sickness and
i death where its victims are not in the
; least aware of it—the evil is so wide

spread, and the "habit so common

, amonog all chasses.

OUR LEADBR IN CHINA.
We have no detailed biography of

i the leader of the white ribbon forces in

China (in fact we have, with few ex-
ceptions, no detailed biographies of
any of our world’s leaders), and can
only give here the brief mention found
in “Thumb-Nail Sketches of White
Ribbon Women.”

Mrs. Mary J. Farnham was born and
educated in England. At the age of
twenty she was bereft of both parents
in a single day by a cholera epidemic,

caring for her family, Mrs. Farnham
conducted a free day school for poor
girls and a large boarding school. A
total abstainer from childhood, she
was always interested in temperance

Shanghai in 1886 was rejoiced to wel-
come her to her home, and later to co-
operate with Miss Ackerman and Mrs.
Andrew and Dr. Bushnell in their work
in that country.

Even then the penalty imposed was
the old absurd penalty of a fine with
the alternative of imprisonment.

Lager beer is claimed to be a harm-
' less beverage. Thé liquor people con-
tend that while it answers the crav-

. ing for alcohol, it also eliminates the

danger of drunkenness and crime, and
tends to destroy the appetite for
strong drink.

Milwaukee is the head centre for
lager beer in America. It has one
saloon to every 160 of its population,
in all 1,726 to a population of 280,000.
If there is any place where a good
test of the lager beer argument is
possible it should be in Milwdukee.
Yet 74 per cent of all the arrests in

. Milwaukee are due to drunkenness

(total arrests, 5,266 ; for drunkenness,

' 3,893) which is the worst showing made

by any city in the United States, the
nearest to this being New Orleans,
with 52 per cent. Sixty-two out of
every 100 of the total death rate in
Milwaukee are due to alcoholism,
which also exceeds the percentage in
any other American citles, with ' the
exception of fifteen.

One place in “Ver-
cheres with 142 names on, the list gave
a majority of 128. Another in Potneuf,
with 83 on the list; .gave a majority of
77. One in Quebeo “clty- w;th only 101
names on the reglster ga.ve the ex-
traordinary poll-of. 98 a.gainst. prohxbi-
tion and 7' for it.. No less ithan, 114
votes were polled 'o'n"a‘«list of 115 in
one place in Quebed West The gen-
eral result affords the highest testi-
mony bo Mr.  Wilson's. gifts as an or:
ganizer, though it is' met to be sup-:
posed for a momejit, that he personally
had anything to do with prolific polls
mentioned.

How far Mr. Wilson used .his in-
fluence afterward to cause the gov-
ernment to dwreggmd tl;e majority
which the Quebec vote fa.iled to efface
is not known. Doubtless he had his
share in it.

But Mr. Wilson'is not ‘yet satisfied

with his victories. He now demands
the banishment of Mr. Foster and
Hugh John Macdonald from public
life.

This afternoon, at the Glenville
track, he broke his own record, which
was the world’s record for trotting
stallions, and came within three-quar-
ters of a second of equalling the record
of . The Abbott, the world’s champion
trotter. Four thousand persons saw
Cresceus do his wonderful mile. The
track was in splendid. ‘condition and
the weather was perfect, the tempera- |
ture being up mearly to 90. and not a |
breath of air was stirring.

Cresceus was driven by Geo. Ket-
ochum. He was given several workout
miles for the purpose of warming him
up, and he was finally called to the
wire at four o’clock. After two scores !
he got away with his two running |
mates, but broke at the first furlong,{
and was brought back. On_.the second !

attempt he went away without a skip |
at the first score, and covered the mile i
as he had begun. fThe son of Robert :
McGregor seemed to know what was ;
expected of him, and he strained
every muscle to meet the expectations
of his admirers.

The first quarter was reached in
31 1-2 seconds, and on he sped to the
half, which was passed in 1.01 1-2. A
hundred watches marked 1.33 as the
three-quarter pole was passed, and the
stallion went under the wire in exactly
2.04, as a cheer arose from the multi-
tude of spectators who had watched
the game struggle.

This beats Cresceus’ former record
of 2.04 3-4 and set a new record for all
stallions to strive for. Cresceus finish-
ed strong and in fine condition.

' Mr. Hubley referred to the long and
severe marches, the scant provisions,
the grivations, distress and suffering's
of ‘the wounded, the emergency ra+
tions—English and Canadian, and the
worthless character of the latter. He
exhibited a belt covered with insignia
of the various regiments—imperial and
¢olonial—a Boer’s tooth extracted from
a dead body on the field by a com-
rade, the rihand to which his medal
is to be attached when received, and
other souvenirs of the war.

i At the close addresses were delivered
by Dr. J. N. Smith, John March and
J. D. Howe, principal of the school.
Among the suggestions made was one
which cidught the hearts and interests
of the ~children 'and visitors alike,
namely, that the -. school children
should take up the work of starting

a subscription towards the erectxon of

a monumeént upon ‘the squaré of in
front of the court house in .hphor of
Kings county’s dead here, Patrick Mc-

Bla INSURANCE FRAUD.

Three Men Under Arrest Charged
With Conspiracy to Swindle

Several Big Insurance Companies — A
Female Accomplice Dies Under
Pecaliar Circumstances.

CHICAGO, Oct. 8.—The Tribune says:

Th'e prosecuting authorities of Cook county
last night laid hands on what they regard
as one of the startlirg crimes of the coun-
try’s history. Charges of ‘ conspiracy, back
of which are allied insinuations of murder,
are lodged against three men, two of whom
are already in .custody. These men will
have to answer allegations of & carefully
laid plot to swindle an insurance company
and two insurance societies. A plot which,
it is said, progressed with the growth of the
vear into the actual death by poison, it is
thought, of the insured person.. According
to the theory on which the prosecution will
proceed, the dead person, a young woman of
Chicago, was originally onc of the quar-
tette of conspirators. She had expected that
her death was to be feigned and that an-

role of her corpse. Instead of that real
death came to her. The person whose death
adds a new phase to what otherwise would
have been a simple insurance swindle, was
Marie Defenbach, 23 years old, and the two
persons arrested uron bench warrants issued
by Judge Gibbons are Dr. August M. Unger
and Frank H:. Smiley. A third person, for
whom a warrant has been issued, is not yet
under arrest. ’

The alleged conspiracy has .been investi-

tective agency, by the Chicago. attorney and
detectives of one of the insurance compan-
ies, and by the state attorney himself, Yes-
terday it was decided to cduse the immedi-
ate arrest.of the suspects.

Without' much delay, pro- |
ceedings were begun' to recover the value
of the irsurance policies she had left. This
was resisted by the insurance companies,
witg the result that the fraud was discov- |
ered.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.—Lawyer George W.
Hubbell, attcrney for the New York Life
Insurance Co., said today that the company
had issved a policy of $5,000 to Marie Defen-
bach a short time ago. They had becn
notified of the death of Miss Defenbach and
ar investigation was being made, but they
had not resisted paying the amount of the
policy, as no claim had as yet been made for
the morey.
