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PACKERS” STRIKE

STILL IN FULL SWING.

Supplies in American Cities Are Running
Short and Prices Are High--Riot-
ing in Chicago.

CHICAGO, July 17.—There was little
if any change in the situation of the
meat packers’ strike here today. With
stichael Donnelly, the strikers’ leader
In St. Louis looking after that end of
the difficulty, there was no effort here
today to renew the peace negotiations
which lasted three days last week and
were terminated last night without re-
pult. Whether another attempt to reach
¢n adjustment of the controversy by
arbitration will be made is problem-
atical, as the packers, believing they
had the better of the argument in last
week’'s conferences, are little inclined
to offer any concegsions to the strikers.
One thing is certain, the packers say,
and that is they will not recede from
ithe position they assumed in last
week’s conference and that the strikers
will have to conform to the employers’
ultimatum before any further plans
looking to a settlement by arbitration
will be successful. To add to the pack-
ers’ determination to stand firm is the
fact that they have steadily incresed
their working force at the plants by
the emrloyment or outside workmen,
until today it was said that things
were in almost normal condition, the
packers having assumed a more inde-
pendent attitude are more determined
tonight than ever that they and not
the strikers shall dictate the terms on
which the contractor shall be arbitrat-

ved.

As the strikers declare that they con-
ceded every ©point possible in last
week’s negotiations there is little like-
lihood that any further conferences for
the present at least would amount to
much toward a satisfactory settlement
of the strike. With both sides in this
frame of mind the outlook for a speedy
settlement is decidedly dark.

The sticking point in the whole ques~
tion of arbitration 1is the reinstate-
ment of the strikers. Mr, Donnelly,
at yesterday’s conference with the
packers, waived every other demand
he had made and agreed to order the
men back to work, leaving the adjust-
ment of all differences to arbitration
if the employers would take back the
strikers in -a body. This the pack-
ers refused to do, maintaining that
they had hired many new workmen
since the strike, whem they could not
discarge. They promised, -however, to
take back the old employes as rapidly
as possible and in order when their
applications were filed. The union of-
ficials declare that they will never ac-
cept this proposition, as| they say it
would mean the disruption of the
union inside of three months,

To complicate the controversy still
more the allied ecrafts at the stock-
vards, numbering 14,000 workmen, have
become restless and are anxious to
join the men already out, in a sympa-
thetic strike. Whether these men will
go on strike or not will be decided to-
morrow when Mr, Donnelly returns
from St. Louis.

These unions, representing thirty of
the mechanical trades in the packing
plants, have decided to quit work if
Mr. Donnelly says so and should he
give the signal on his return tomorrow
the 14,000 men will walk out,

In an attack on four colored strike-
breakers by a mob composed of spec-
tators at an amateur base ball game
in the vicinity of the stock yards, two
white men, one policeman and four
strike-breakers were severely injureda.
Revolvers and knives were used, and
three of the injured men are in a seri-
ous condition

After finishing their day’s work at
Schwarzchild and Sulzberger’'s plant
the four colored strike-breakers on
their way home had to pass the
grounds where an amateur base ball
game was in progress. There were
fully 1,000 persons watching the game,
most of them  friends of the strikers.
As the four workmen approached the
place some one yelled ‘“scab,” .and in-
stantly a rush was made for the
negroes. Two of the negroes had each

~ started
i weapons.

a revolver and a knife and as the mob
for them they drew their
Before they could use them,.
however, they were knocked to the
ground by a dozen white men. One of
the negroes, named Baker, scrambled
to his feet and began slashing right
and left. Before the knife could be
taken away from him he stabbed Jas.
Kiely near the heart, perhaps fatally.
Another of the negroes fired into the
crowd, two of the bullets hitting Wil-
liam Durand, nne of the attacking
party. This opposition of the negroes
set the crowd in a frenzy, and had
-not the police made a quick response
to a riot call some of the strike-break-
ers would undoubtedly have been Kill-
ed. Several of the rioters were placed
under arrest, as also were Wood and
Baker.

PHILADELPHIA, July 17.—For the
first time in years the West Philadel-
phia abbattoir was in operation today
because of the threatened scarcity of
meat due to the Chicago strike. Dur-
ing the day five hundred head of cattle
‘were slaughtered by independent deal-
ers of this city. The Philadelphia
houses of the western packing con-
cerns have only a small supply of
meat on” hand, and independent butch-
ers of the city are striving to take up
whatever business the westernihouses
are unable to handle. The independ-
ents declare they can take care of the
entire city. There is plenty of live
stock in sight, but prices have been
advanced about two cents.

BOSTON, July 17.—Never until today
has the demand for meat been so
urgent in Boston as to necessitate the
butchers at the Brighton abbattoir
working Sundays and all night. From
morning until night all the slaughter
houses presented scenes of activity
today. A double 'force of men was
employed and all were working to
overcome the demand, which is sure
to be great tomorrow.

Friday night 83 cars of live stock
were unloaded at the stockyards. All
day yesterday they were driven to the
pens in the slaughter house so as to
make room for the large importation
which is expected early in the week.

Most of the meat from Brighton will
go toward the supply of the people of
this city and vicinity. The authori-
ties are quite confident of keeping up
with the demand if the railroad em-
ployes do not join in the strike and
thus tie up the lines,

CHICAGO, July 18.—Another effort
is to he made to settle the stockyards
strike by arbitration. Tomorrow Pre-
sident Donnuelly, of the striking unions,
will send to the packers another letter
asking for a conference. In this let-
ter Mr. Donnelly will go over the his-
tory of the strike and will ask the
packers if in their judgment it would
not be better to concede the one point
in contention, the taking back of .all
strikers, than to continue the strike.
The refusal of the packers to discharge
the men they have employed since the
commencement of the strike and to
give their places to the strikers caused
the breaking off of previous confer-
ences. The communication to the
packers will also suggest the belief of
the strikers that they are, as old em-
pioyes, deserving of this considera-
tion. If this offer of the union is re-
jected by the packers, Mr. Donnelly
declared tonight, the allied trades at
the stockyards, numbering in all
about 13,000 men, will be called out to-
morrow in an effort to bring the pack-
ers to terms,

KUROPATKIN TELLS OF
ANOTHER MASTERLY' RETREAL.

Russian Losses in Sunday’s Fight Were Fully One Thousand
~-Fierce Fighting Was Continued for Fifteen Hours.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 18.—The
following despatch from General Kuro-
patkin to the emperor, dated “July 17,
on our eastern front,” was given out
tonight:

‘“After the occupation by General
Kuroki’s army of the passes in the
Fenshui Mountain chain, our inform-
ation concerning his forces and dispo-
sitions was in general inadequate. Ac-
cording to some reports his army had
been reinforced and he had even ex-
tended his forces towards Saimatsza.
Other reports stated that a displace-
ment of his troops had been made in
the direction of Ta Pass and Siuyen.
There were even indications that
Kuroki had transferred his headquar-
ters from Tskhakhekan to Touinpu.

‘““On the strength of the information
received and on the basis of reconnaig-
sances which had been made, the hypo-
thesis was formed that the principal
forces of the army were concentrated
around Lianshankwan and that their
advance guards had been strengthened
in the passes of Siaokai, Wafankwan,
Sinkia, Lakho and Papau as well as
Sybey Pass, two and a half miles north
of the road and half of the height of
Siakao Pass.

“On July 17, in order to determine
the strength of the enemy, it was de-
cided to advance against his position
in the direction of Lianshankwan.
Lieut. General Count Keller had been
instructed not to start with the object‘
of capturing the pass, but to act ac-
cording to the strength of the force
that he would find opposed to him,

*‘The left column of this expedition-
ary force, consisting of three bat-
talions, was dispatched towards Sybey
Pass. The centre columil, commandedl
by Major General Kashtalinsky, con-
sisting of fourteen battalions with
twelve guns, was destined to attack
Siaokao Pass, the heights surmounted
by the temple and Wafankwan Pass.
The right column, one battalion strong,
was occupying points where the roads
leading to Sinkia and Lakho pasces
cross in order to cover the right flank
of Gensral Xashtalinsky’s column.
The general reserve was left at Ikhav-
uen and a portion of the force occupied
a position at that place.

“At 10 p. m., July 16, the head of the
column advanced from Ikhavuen. At
11 o’clock a_battalion of the-s¢~ond re-
giment dislodged a Japanese outpost at
the point of the bayonet at crossing of
the Lakho and Sinkia roads.

“The details of this engagement
have not been yet verified, but its gen-
eral course, according to the tele-|
graphic reports sent in Yy General
Keller was as follows :

“During the night the Japanese had
evacueted Siaokao pass and the
heights surmounted by the Temple, |
leaving only outposts there. At dawn

General Kashtalinsky’s columm occu-
pied these passes, driving back the
Japanese advance posts, y

“At about 5.30 o’clock on the morn-
ing of July 17, the Japanese in con-
siderable strength and with numerous
gune, occupied Warankwan pass and
the mountainous bluffs to the south
on the flank of General Kashtalin-
sky's cclumn. From this position and
from the crest of the movntains to the
east of the heights surmounted by the
Temple, the enemy directed a very
heavy rifle and artillery fire.

“(eneral Kashtalinsky advarced to
occupy the bluffs, sending forwara at
first one and then three battalions,
but the attempt failed notwithstand-
inzg the support given by the horse
mountain battery as our field guns
could not be brought into action on ac-
count of the nature of the ground.

“At about 8 a. m., General Xeller,
who was directing the fight around
Ikhavuen, deemed it necessary to lend
assistance to General Xashtalinsky’s
column By bringing up from the gen-
eral reserve three battalions to the
heights surmounted by the Temple. In
order to maintain the pos-tions we had
already occupied, it was necessary,
owing to the enemy’s pressure, to re-
inforce immediataly with other re-
serves the troops-in the fighting line,
but these positions owing to their situ-
ation, were untenable.

“General Keller found the strength
of the enemy so great compared with
ours that he decided not to continue
the fight and not to bring up either the
special or the general reserves, espe-
cially in view of the fact that In case
of his ultimately taking the offensive,
it would be necessary to act without
the support of the field artillery.

“In consequence of this General Kel-
ler decided about 10.30 to withdraw his
troops to the positions originally occu-
pied in the Yanzee pass. The troops
retired slowly, step by step, and in
perfect order, covered by the fire of a
field battery which had been brought
into action.

“Towards midday an offensive move-
ment by the enemy in the direction of
the right flank of the Yanzee Pass
osition developed, and at the same
time a Japanese mountain battery was
brought into position in the village of
Tsoudiaputse, two an: = half miles
south of Ikhavuen.

“After 34 shots had been fired from
ihe third battery of the Third Brigade,
which held the saddle to the south of
Yanzee Pass, the Japanese battery
was finally reduced to silence.

“The fight ceased at 3 p. m. and the
troops retired to Ikhavuen.

“The Japanese advance was stopped
above ihe valley of the Iantakhe river
at a point occupied and maintained by
us.

“In consequence of a sleepless night
and the heat of the day our troops
were greatly fatigued, having been
over 15 hours on foot and fighting.

“Our losses have not yet been exact-
ly ascertained, but General Keller re-
ports that they exceed 1,000.

“The gallant Twenty-fourth Regi-
ment suffered most. General Keller
especially mentions the activity, cour-
rage and coolness shown by its com-
manding officers. Col. Koschitz was
severely wounded in the leg, but re-
mained in the ranks until the end of
the action.”

ST. PETERSBURG, July 18.—Gen-
eral Kuropatkin reports that Lieut.
General Count Keller lost over 1,000
in killed or wounded in the attack on
Motien Pass July 17.

TIEN TSIN, July 18.—The Japanese
have taken the steamer Hsiping, re-
cently captured, to Sasebo ’‘to await
the action of the naval prize court.
The captain of the Hsiping has in-
formed her owners that there is noth-
ing of a contraband character on
board, and the reason for her seizure
is unknown.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 18.—Gen-
eral public satisfaction is manifested
over the deeision of the admirality to
pass through the Red Sea for the pur-
pose of intercepting contraband of
war destined for Japan. As yet, how-
ever, the papers do not discuss the
subject.

Copies of supplementary regulations
for the government of foreign 1lewspa-
per correspondents at the front, dated
Mukden, July 10, have “arrived here.
They require correspondents to pledge
themselves when given leave to proceed
to certain points to travel only by the
route indicated, in no circumstance to
absent themselves from the regiments,
divisions or corps to which they may
be attached, in case of their expulsion
to travel by the route indicated to
European Russia, and not to attempt
to leave Manzhuria except through
European Russia.

captured a junk conveying mail from
iPort Arthur to Chefoo. Letters dealing
| with military and naval conditions in
{Port Arthur have been seized. Much
valuable information was contained in
the letters.’ Thoyr which did not deal

warded to St. Petersburg.

TIEN TSIN, July 18.—_The steamer
Fuping, just arrived here from New-
chwang, reports that on July 16 the
Japanese army was within fifteen miles
of that city. The officers of the Rus-
sian gunboat Sivoutch have saddled
horses alongside, ready to make their
escape upon the appearance of the Jap-
anese.

Dominion Steel Co. Now Have Plenty
of Men at Work.

HALIFAX, N. S, July 18.—The Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company claim
that eighty skilled men, members of
the P. W. A., went to work on the
plant today. Things have now got so
far advanced with the company that
this afternoon they refused a large
number of laborers in different de-
partments, they having sufficient help
for the present. Two open hearth fur-
naces are working, together with the
blowing, billet and rod mills. The rod
mill never worked better than it did
today. Quite a quantity of billets and
rods have been turned out during the
past few days. One battery of coke
ovens was charged today, and two or
three more batteries will be put into
operation in thz course of a few days.
As soon as these batteries of ovens are
in operation one of the blast furnaces
will be started.

Bishop Geay of Laval Who Sought
Protection of France Will be
Suspended.

ROME, July 18.—From the highest 3
sources it is learned that the Vati-
can’s view of the situation between |
the Holy See and France is as follows: :
The Pope regards the dissolution of
the concordat hy France absolutely
certain. The prefext is tLat the Holy
See before the visit of President/Lou-
bet to Rome called on Bishop Geay
of IL.aval to resign. He refused and

was summoned to Rome to answer the
gravest charges. The bishop appeal-
ed to the French government, which
chaimed that the Holy See was in=-
fringing the concordat, but as the
bishop had not been punished, ¥or-
eign Minister Del Casse acknowledged
that the Vatican was within its rights.
However, while in the concordat itself,
there is nothing to show that the Vati-
can was not within its rights, Bishop
Geay differs from his colleagues and
bases his contention on the so-called
organic articles which constiiute an
enlargement or explanation of the con-
cordat made by the French govern-
ment and which was never acknow-
ledged by the Holy See. The pontiff
has firmly decided to proceeed with
the case of the bishop, who, if he is
not in Rome on the 28th instant, will
be suspended. The bishop was invit-
ed by Pope Leo XIII. to resign and
refused to do so, showing the case is
one of long standing. At the Vatican
it is absolutely denied that any other
prelates are concerned in the question
at issue.

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OTTAWA, July 12.—The house strug-
gled all day yesterday with Sir Fred
Borden’s new militia biil and had pass-
ed a big batch of its sections before
adjournment at 10.40 p. m,  The bill
is curlously and strangely made, hav-
ing been so carved, cut and amended
by the minister since the first draft
was tabled and briefly discussed many
weeks ago that no member, not even
Col. Sam Hughes, today understands
all its provisions. The progress of
the debate made it pretty clear that

And. the minister of justice -was com~
pelled to come to his assigtance quite
frequently to explain the. true intent
end meaning of many clauses. Cel.
‘Hughes, Mr. Bourassa and Mr. Gourley
added piquancy to the debate, which
Put for their interference would have
dragged wearily along.

The minister of militia calls his bill
a reform measure. It ig certainly in
some respects a decided departure
from the old lines, particularly so in

the substitution of a militia council

for an imperial army officer as gen-
eral officer commanding. Sir Frederick
announced with pride that he had been
appointed a member of the imperial
defence committee, and will under the
provisiong of this bill have statutory
guthority for one or more trips to Eng-
jand every year, provided always that
the liheral party is continued in power.
More business could be conducted with
the British war office in a few days’
personal conference, explained the
minister, than in months of corres-
pondence. His bill provided for fol-
jowing up the new imperial militia
system in Canada, it having long ago
became apparent that the system in
vogue in the dominion since confeder-
ation had not worked well. The bill
would remove many of the past rocks
of disturbance, but chiefly the diffi-
eulty in regard to want of continuity
in the methods of successive general
officers commanding. Under the new
#ystem ‘there would be a military coun-
eil on the same basis as the new im-
perial army council, which would be
composed of the minister of militia
for the time being as chairman, from
military ‘men, and’ two additional com-
mitteemen who would be civilians.
All the board’s transactions would be
put on permanent record and would
thus be available for those who came
after them. -Henceforth the principal
militia officer will be known as the
chief - of the general staff and the other
military members . of . the council will
be the adjutant general, quartermas-
ter general and the. master general of
ordnance. The two additional mem-
bers will be the deputy minister of
militia and probably the chief ac-
countant of the department. It will
be seen by the foregoing explanation
that the minister intends to keep the
control of the militia in every par-
ticular in his own hands, as the ma-
Jority of the board are attaches of his
own department, The general offcer
commanding is now a thing of the
past.

The criticism of the bill might be di-
wvided under two heads: The recent in-
troduction of politics into the force by
Hon. Sydney Fisher, and the almost
universal denunciation of Bourassa’s
attempt to deprive the sovereign of his
prerogative as commander in chief of
the militia. y

Dealing with. politics in the militia,
as introduced by the present adminis-
tration, Dr. Daniel of St. John, show-
ed that when repairs were needed on
the drill shed in that city tenders were
called for among thos2 who were on
the patronage list and a contract was
given to a Mr. Smith for gun plat-
forms, etc. Mr. Smith was a grocer
and not a carpenter. If that was not
introducing politics into militia mat-
ters he would like® to-know what the
minister called it. The patronage list
for 1902, which Dr. Daniel read, con-
tained the names of T. McAvity &
Sons, hardware; C, McDonald, paints,
oils, etc.; Mooney & Sons, masonry,;
William Melliday, carpenter; Haley
Bros. & Co., carpenters; G, S. Fisher
& Sons, roofing; John Johnston, paint-
er; Driscoll Bros., lumber; P. Camp-
bell & Co., plumbers; Jas. Boyle, tin-
smith; C, P, Clarke, drugs; Canadian
Drug Co., drugs; R. B. Travis, drugs;
{R. Leonard, sailmaking; Godsoe Bros.,
Yaundry; O’Brien & Co,, stationery;
A. W, Adams, rope; C. E. Harding &
Son, small lumber; A, W, Andrews,
repairs tents, etc.; King & Noble,
wood and woodwork; I. E. Smith,
iwoodwork and gun platforms; J. & A,
McMillan, stationers. “I would like to
call the attention of the house,” said
the doctor, ‘“to the fact that I. E.
Smith, who is put down here for gvood-
work and gun platforms, is a retail
grocer in the city of St. John, and not
a carpenter at all. I know him very
well; he was for some years an alder-
man of the city. He obtained the con-
tract for - doing repairs on the drill
shed on the west side of the city of St.
John.” While the contract was a
small one, there was a principle in-
volved as the contract was not a pub-
lic one, but was restricted to the gov-
ernment’'s own friends as specified in
the list he had just read.

Passing on Dr. Daniel referred to the
treatment extended to Col. Tucker, in
whose behalf at the close of his term,
the regiment he had commanded ask-
ed the department to make him an
honorary colonel. That was done, and
noboedy, even his strongest political
opponents, raised the.slightest objec-
tion., But a little later the officer com-
manding the 3rd regiment of Canadian
Artillery completed his term of service
and the officers and members of his
corps applied to have Lt. Col. J. R.
Armstrong made an honorary colonel
of his corps on retirement, but it was
not done. Col. Armstrong is a conser-
vative as well as a man well known in
military circles. He commanded the
Bhoeburyness artillery team and that
was the only time that team brought
back anything in the shape of rewards.
More than that, he has a son who was
80 imbued with loyal feelings towards
this dominion and the empire, that af-
gfer making application for a commiss-
fon in the corps that went to South
Africa, and finding that he could not
obtain one, he resigned his rank and
enlisted as a private trooper and went
to serve in the mounted corps. For-
tunately he came home without losing

-his life, but he did leave one foot there.

The corps which Col. Armstrong com-
manded were very much in favor of his
being appointed honorary colonel and
were much disappointed when that was
not done. If these things, continued
Dr. Danijel, do not show a tendency to
run militla matters on political lines,

what do they show? It was up to the.

minister to explain. But Sir Frederick
had nothing to say.. 1In this he was
more discreet than he usually is.

The average reader possibly thinks
that the newspapers give too much
prominence to ‘the wild utterances of
Henri Bourassa, the liberal - member
for Labelle, Quebec. Taken by him-
self, Bourassa'ig->nat worth much-at-
tention, but it is well known in par-
liamentary cireles that he, does: not
score off his owa bat. There is a
peculiar political affinity between Sir
Wilfrid and the member for Labelle
that serves the premier’s purpose and
enables him to put forward views,
suggestions' and statements without
having to assume any .personal re-
sponsibility - therefor. Quebec is a
peculiar province and Laurier knows
how to reach that element of.the popu-
lation which he could not reach by his
own volce, 80 long as he is the head
of the cabinet. However strong, how-
ever wild are Bourassa's anti-British
utterances, he has never been rebuked
by the first minister, who is either
conveniently absent on such occasions,
or, if in the chamber, gits as dumb as
an - oyster. It is consequently under-
stood in the commons that when Bour-
assa talks he has letters patent to do
so. The militia bill gave him a great
opportunity to show his teeth and
snarl against British rule and Britsh
ways, He even went so far as to at-
tack the King’'s prerogative as head
of the armed forces of the Britsh pos-
sessions on the continent of North Am-
erica. True, the house unanimously
voted down an amendment to that ef-
fect he had offered to the militia bill,
but he had attairied his object, name-
ly, to furnish campaign literature
that will be used for all it is worth in
certain sectgons of Quebec province,
which, if Lagrier knows anything, need
this kind of gtuff to be induced to re-
turn liberai §nembers. These sections
are small, it § true, as the great bulk
of Quebec is # loyal to the Britsh flag
as Ontario or the maritime provinces,
but they send' representatives to par-
liament and must be cultivated.

Mr. Gourley, the logical but irre-
pressible member for Colchester, N.
S., and that sturdy independent, Jabel
Robinson of West Elgin, Ontario,
made things hot for Bourassa. Gour-
ley is an ardent Canadian imperialist.
Mr. Robinson is only an occasional
talker, but he has views. Replying to
Bourassa's argument in favor of tak-
ing command of Canadian forces out
of the hands of the sovereign'or his
representative and vesting it in the
government—that is, the governor
general in council, Robinson said:
“The member for Labelle has been on
his feet six times, and when I rose
once I was put down, I will not be
put down now. The British North
America Act is supreme in this coun-
try until the British government
thinks proper to change it, and it
would be ridiculous for us to think to
change it by legislation in this parlia-
ment. All this waste of time is not
worth the money we are expending
on it. I suppose the member for La-
belle was within his right, but at all
events every time he gets the oppor-
tunity he avails of it to pitch into the
Britsh government and the British
North America Act.”

George W. Fowler of XKings, Col
Hughes, Mr. Alcorn of Prince Edward
Ont., Mr. Osler of West Toronto, and
some other conservative members, kept
Sir Frederick Bor”an in hot water as
they plied him w_.a questions and
criticismes regarding various sections of
his bill. This was no mean partizan
obstruction, but the outcome of a gen-
uine desire to make the measure as
perfect as possible in the interest of
the militia force of the country. Mr.
Osler keenly dissected Bourassa's ar-
guments, if they can be dignified by
that term,  with particular keenness.
To quote a sentence or two: ‘‘Bour-
assa said in effect, that Canada can-
not be cefended; that it is not worth
defending * * * That if the TUnited
States choose to attack us, we would
have to lie down like whipped curs and
take our medicine. He said we had
no defence, but he omitted to say wg
had England at our back.”

Mark Bourassa's animus as he re-
torted: ‘“As in the Alaska business.”

Mr. Osler—But prokably he does not
intend that we shall have England to
defend us long.

Hon. Mr. Ross .(liberal), of Victoria,
N. S.:—What about Scotland and Ire-
land?

Mr. Osler—They will defend us as
long as we stand by the old flag
(cheers). They will defend us .even if
there are men in this country like the
hon. member for Labelle.

Mr. Ross—Then you should not speak
about England alone.

Mr, Osler—I apologize to the Scotch,
I know that the men who come from
the north think they are the greater
and include the less.

Col. Sam Hughes—That is where you
come from.

Mr. Osler—I come as far away from
Scotland as it is possible in the sister
isles, I come from Cornwall.

OTTAWA, July 13.—The country has
been for years in the control of a busi-
ness man’s government, as the liberal
hacks are pleased to call it, with what
degree of prosperity to Canadian inter-
ests and manufacturers is a wide open
.question. When it comes to competi-
tion between home products and those
things made or created across the bor-
der, the Americans are given the first
fruits. Straws show which way the
wind blows. The horse lawn mowers
used on parliament hill were made in
Orange, New Jersey. The toilet soap
used in the commons, and many hun-
. dred pounds are disposed of every
session, is made in New York state, al-
though, according to the census re-
turns there are several soap factories
in Canada. In the light of such things
it is not to be wondered at that the
surveys of the government’s transcon-
tinental road are in the hands of Am-
erican citizens, and that Mr. Hays is
kicking vigorously against an alien lab-
or law that, if enforced would compel
the Grand Trunk Pacific to employ Can-
adian and British labor in the actual
construction of the work. Mr. Hays
knows full well that if Canada cannot
supply enough navvies'to do the work
he can get skilled labor of that type
from England, Ireland, Scotland and
Wales for the mere agking — labor that
is far superior in intelligence and there-
fore cheaper than the gangs of Italians
and other Southern Europeans who
can handie a pick and a shovel. but can
do .little else. . There are hordes of
these fellows in the United States and
it is Hays' object to get them to do
his work on the construction of the
transcontinental line that Laurier has
presented to the Grand Trunk Pacific
magnates, to the utter exclusion of

Canadians. There will be some legis-

e
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lation this session in the direction of
compelling the men to whom Canada
las been sold in this enterprise, to em-
ploy Canadian brain and brawn, but
nobody expects that it will be practi-
cal. Laurier et al, in the faee of a gen-
eral election must pull all strings to
make up a giant corruption fund, and
the Grand Trunk Pacific is a potent
source of revenue. , Whatever legisla-
tion there may be in this direction of
keeping out alien labor will be made
abortive in one way or the other,
most likely by a provision giving the
government power by order in council
to permit Senator Cox, Hays and Riv-
ers-Wilson to employ alien labor where
there is reason to believe the neces-
sities of the case demand such a, con-
cession. Hon. ' Mr. Fitzpatrick, the
adroit minister of justice, is just the
man to draw up sections, full of loop-
holes, to meet the situation. His heart
may not be in the job, but he is a mem-
ber of the Laurier cabinet.

Another illustration of the TUnited
States idea, cultivated in the Ottawa
government hot house that Canada
belongs to the great republic, was mani-
fested in the action of' American offi-
cers who on a return trip to Malone,
New York, from Ottawa, where they
had been most hospitably entertain-
ed on Dominion Day, held up the train
as western bandits do by times and
thereby put hundreds of lives in im-
minent peril, The only excuse offered
by the officers for their conduct was
that a few young ladies had been left
behind. This was not true, or well
founded, as the ladies at that very
time were on a homeward bound train
immediately following that in which
the New York officers were flourishing
swords and bayonets and all that sort
of thing, BSo far the minister of militia
has done nothing, or told parliament
nothing about the incident. Even
Laurier has not opened his expressive
mouth and thin lips in protest.
These are degenerate days for
Canada. When Sir -John Mac-
donald or Sir Charles Tupper
was at the helm of state, such an in-
sult would not have been passed by
in silence. But New York state militia
officers know that Hays and his Grand
Trunk allies are the actual rulers of
Canada.

Militia matters have -taken the place
for the time being of the Grand Trunk
Pacific gold brick scheme on the floor
of the commons and the country is now
being treated to the spectacle of min-
isters of the crown and belted knights
crowding through a bill, ostensibly call-
ed an amendment of the militia gct,
but in reality a measure designed in
more ways than one, to cut off Canada
from the rest of the empire in all mili-
tary matters, At one sweep of his pen
Sir Frederick Borden transfers the ab-
solute control of the Canadian militia
(so far as Canadian legislation can do
it) from the sovereign of Great Brit-
ain to the governor general in coun-
cil, which means the cabinet, and with
another stroke he prohibits our militia
from doing any work in defence of the
flag outside the borders of the domin-
ion. This line of action is the legitimate
sequence of the stand taken by Sir Wil-
frid and most of his colleagues when
they refused to send a contingent to
South Africa, until forced to do so by
an indignant, loyal populace. Laurier
and Bourassa never forget and they
are getting in their work, silently it’is
true, in the dismantling of the Cana-
dian militia. Sir Frederick Borden,
whatever his intimation may be, is
helplessly ﬂounderirf'g in the cabinet
net. As a sop he is authorized to visit
England at least once a year and con-
sult with *his fellows of the imperial
defence council. One of the first things
he will have to tell his British con-
freres is that Canada has provided by
statute that it is obligatory on the gov-
ernment to call parliament together in
case our militia is called on for active
service on outside soill. This section of
the militia bill, Sir Frederick said, was
approved of by the premier, a state-
ment that so tickled Mr. Bourassa he
declared he would not attempt to amend
it. Pressed by W. F. Maclean of East
York, the minister admitted that un-
der his amended act, the militia could
not leave home even for the defence of
the empire. In this connection Colonel
Hughes vigorously dzfended Mr.
Fowler, M. P. for Kings, N.
B, against Mr. Bourassa’s
malicious distortion of his remarks
with respect to the use of the militia
in the event of outside war. Mr. Fow-
ler was prepared, continued the colo-
nel, like every loyal Canadian, to
have our troops go anywhere within
or without the British Empire for the
defence of the Empire, Col. Hughes
insisted that Mr. Fowler was perfectly
in accord with the idea that troops
should if necessary go outside the
country. 'There was nothing to hin-
der them going as volunteers. Their
allegiance was to the British Empire
rather than to any power in Canada.
W. F. Maclean pointed out that Can-
ada expected Britain to help with her
troops in time of emergency, to defend
our soil against foreign foes, and yet
according to the proposed legislation,
the Canadian militia must not help
the mother land. This was neither an
equitable nor a creditable policy, Un-
der the old act the militia could be
sent out of Canada for the defence of
the empire; under the contemplated
act that is prohibited. Sir Fred Bor-
den admitted that this was a state-
ment of fact,

Evidence of the government’s poli-
tical interference with the militia con-
tinues to pile up every day. Some of
it comes in the way of returns to
questions proposed by conservative
members, much more through the me-
dium of private letters from all parts
of the country. The correspondence
with respect to the resignation of Lt.
Col. Gregory of the 2nd Dragoons dur-
ing the recent camp at Niagara, as a
protest against political offensiveness,
is the latest contribution. In 1903,
Col. Otter, D. O. C, recommended Col.
Gregory for an extension of two years
in command, enclosing a copy of a
setition to that effect from every offi-
cer in the regiment. The militia de-
partment thereupon promptly repri-
manded CvA. Otter in sharp terms for
having taken notice of this petition.
Later on Col. Otter submitted a re-
commendation for the promotion of
Major Glasgow to be  second in com-
mand of the regiment. This went
through and was gazetted, but as Lord
Dundonald pointed out in a memor-
andum of censure, the recommenda-
tion was not accompanied by any ex-
planation as to why the promotion
was not recommended by Col. Gregory.
After much correspondence and much
more talk, the general commanding
was informed that Col, Gregory had
refused to endorse the promotion on
the groand that Major Glasgow was
not qualified for the position and had
practically refused to qualify, al-
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though repeatedly urged by him to do
80. Dundonald’s memorandum to Li.
Col. Otter, D. 0. C., censuring that
officer for not having reported that
Col, Gregory had refused to recom-
mend Major Glasgow for promotion is
as follows :

‘“With reference to the militia form
containing the recommendation for pro-
motion to the position of second in com-
mand of Major Glasgow, 2nd Dragoons,
this recommendation being signed by
Col. Lessard of the Royal Canadian
Dragoons, acting' D. O. C.,, I am in-
structed by the general officer com-
manding to inform you that it was
the duty of the district officer com-
manding or the acting district officer
in sending forward this recommen-
dation to have accompanied the recom-
mendation with a letter stating that it
was made in an irregular form; namely
that Col. Gregory, commanding the
2nd Dragoons, had specifically refused
to recommend Major Glasgow for the
position of second in command. The
action of the district officer command-
ing was serious, for, when the general
officer commanding asked. for inform-
ation as to whether Major Glasgow had
been recommended in the usual man-
ner, the answer made to him was that
‘the matter was all in order.’ Major
Gregory's name was consequently sent
to the Gazette for promotion to second
in command, instead of the matter be-
ing delayed until the general officer
commanding had satisfied himself as to
whether there was any great reason
why Major Glasgow should not receive
promotion in the ordinary course. The
facts of the case, that Col. Gregory
had refused to recommend Major Glas-
gow, only came to the notice of the
general officer commanding at a sub-
sequent date, when he happened to be
in Toronto, and Col. Gregory reported
to him personally.” 4

Col. Gregory did not mince matters
in his letter of resignation. In it he
says: “As a protest against the sys-
tem of political intrigue that compels
my superior officers to interfere with
the efficiency and discipline of the re-
giment under my command by promot-
ing without my approval an inefficient
officer in the regiment while knowing
and acknowledging such inefficiency,
and at the same time being'aware of
the fact that I was trying to compel
the officer referred to to improve his
qualification before I recommended him
for promotion to the position of second
in command * * * I would further re-
quest that I be relieved of the com-
mand at once.”

Of course Col. Otter, D. O. C., in re-
commending Col. Gregory’s immediate
release, resented the charge of “‘poli-
tical intrigue” and termed his letter
‘“grossly insubordinate in tone.” Col.
Otter, while a good officer, had no al-
ternative. He is, to quote Laurier and
Borden and Fisher, merely “a ser-
vant.”

Dr. Daniel of St. John took quite a
prominent part in the militia bill de-
bate, making some common sense re-
marks, as for example when he said
that Canada’s militia force was Can-
ada’s regular army, in which respect
it occupies a position different from
the militla of the British Isles. Deal-
ing with the section calling out the
militia for the suppression of labor
troubles, riots, etc.,, the member for
St. John extracted from Sir Frederick
the admission that in all such cases
the local municipality must bear the
expense. Mres Fowler of Kings, fol-
lowing up Dr. Daniel’'s lines, said it
was grossly unfair that law wabiding
citizens should have to pay the cost
of suppressing disturbances on the
part of citizens who are not law abid-
ing. He held that as the people of
the country at ¥arge paid for the main-
tenance of a permanent military force,
they had a right to its free service to
suppress serious local riots. It was
the bounden duty of this force to
maintain law and order in Canada as
well as to resist invasion of our soil.
The government had authority to call
out this force in case of an emerg-
ency, and the act itself defined an em-
ergency to be a riot and insurrection
beyond the power of the local police
force to suppress. TUnder the present
regulations two or three. magistrates
who are not responsible to the muni-
cipality, they being appointed by an-
other power, have authority to call out
the militia and saddle a big charge
upon the people of the locality, al-
though there might have been nothing
beyond the powar of the resident police
to suppress,

——

Col. Sam Hughes is a talker as well
as a fighting globe trotter. His tongue
is sharper than the crack of a Mauser
rifle. Gunning after Hon. Sydney
Fisher, for his interference with the
formation of the 13th Scottish Light
Dragoons in the Eastern Townships,
the colonel let off the following volley:
I am informed that it has appeared
in the newspapers that amongst the
officers this gentleman (Fisher) was
instrumental in forcing on the Dra-
goons, two of them are no credit to
anybody. One of them came into La-
prairie camp with a pair of garters
and a little spur screwed into the heel
of the garter so that he could not
ride, and he had two swords, one on
his right and one on his left, and one
splendid black eye. He remained in
the camp long enough to make an ex-
hibition of himself and then he was
sent home. I may be wrong, but I
understand that these are the facts.
Another of the minister of agricul-
ture’s officers for some offence was
brought before the civil authorities
and fined $20 or some other large sum
for a breach of the civil law. These
are two of the men that the minister
of agriculture held up the Scottish
Light Dragoons to appoint, and as a
result of which we have lost the best
general officer commanding that ever
stood on Canadian soil. R.A. P,

OTTAWA, July 14—The attempt of
the leader of the opposition to practi-
cally amend the audit act was defeat-
ed by a strict , party vote, 94 to 56,
among those negativing this judicious
piece of legislation being Messrs.
‘Wade, Russell and others, who hold
commissions of one kind or another in
their pockets; also newspaper men who
are reaping a revenue from govern-
ment advertising and printing, as well
as lawyers who get around the inde-
pendence of parliament act by having
their fees pald over to other members
of their respective firms. It is impos-
sible in a house thus manipulated by
the dispensers of patronage who occu-
py the treasury benches to get any
matter passed to which the govern-
ment objects,

Replying to Mr. Lennox, the conser-
vative member for West Simcoe, On-
tario, with respect to the abortive
cattle guard commission, Hon, Mr,
Emmerson said Mr. F, W, Holt had

e

been allowed the salary upon which
he was engaged, with réasonable trav-
elling and living expenses-when ab-
sent from home, and that despite his
petition for extras, the government
could see no reason for granting him
further remuneration. ' Mr. Holt was
a civil engineer and the department
was not aware that he ‘was an expert
in cattle guard construction. Mr.
George Robertson was paid $5 per day
for the days he actually worked, which
did not include Sundays, and was al-
lowed reasonable travelling and ~liv-
ing expeflses when. absent from home.
Mr. Holt, in his request for extra pay,
made the following allegations: ‘“When
the tests were complsted we had not
then found a thoroughly satisfactory
guard. . . It then became rhy duty
to find .out the reason. The only way
to do this was to study the animz! as
a piece of mechanism. This has been
done as to his anatomy by the veterin-
arian as a surgeon, but I have been
unable to find an idea expressed as to
his capacity as a machine, other than
in his ordinary, in emergency mo-
tions, as in passing a cattle-guard.
And it was from this point of view
that I had to treat it. In making this
search I have found there is very
little literature available to the gen-
eral reader.”

IN THE SENATE.

In the senate Sir George Drummond,
in presenting the report of the banking
committee on the bill to amend the
Insurance Act, stated that the bill had
been carefully revised by the commit-
tee and experts, and he commended
the bill to the consideration of the
house.

Hon. Mr. Ellls and Hon. Mr. Mé-
Mullen urged that the importance of
the bill demanded that the senators
should have time to look into the mea-
sure.

Hon. Mr. Landry found fault with
the manner in which the bill was in-
troduced in the house, it being en-
dorsed by Mr. Fitzgerald, Mr. Brad-
shaw and Mr. Eldridge.

* Sir Mackenzie Bowell explained that
the endorsation was an oversight in
the printing.

Hon. Mr. Seott congratulated the
committee on having been able to
draft a bill which met the approval of
these gentlemen. The bill was order-
ed to be re-printed and read on Fri-
day.

On the motion of Hon., Mr. Domville
the New Brunswick Southern Railway
bill was withdrawn.

Hon. Mr. Dandurand moved the third
reading of the Grand Trunk Pacific
railway bill. He did not propose to go on
with the amendment of which he had
given notice, and he could not accept
that of which Mr. Tempieman had giv-
en notice affecting the commencement
of work at both the eastern and west-
ern termini, as it would interfere some-
what with the contract between the
company and the government. The
reasons for this determination had been
given already in dealing with the na-
tional transcontinental railway.

Hon. Mr. Landry raised a point of
order- that the agreement was not at-
tached to the bill.

Hon. Mr. Scott and Hon. Mr. Dan-
durand said the agreement was before
the house in a bill already passed by it.
. The Speaker raised the point of or-
der not well taken and suggested that
the point should have been taken earl-
fer.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell held that an
objection to a bill could be taken at any
time.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald, B. C., asked
why it was necessary to ratify the
contract of last year as well as that of
this year. One agreement required two
mi’iions capital to be subscribed, the
other one million. The latter made a
breach of contract. Mr. Dandurand
bad added to his varied accomplish-
ments and made a pair of breeches
large enough for a good sized cabinet
minister and Mr. Hays together. Was
any part of the five millions deposit
paid in last year? It was supposed
that the country was to have a com-
peting line, but this bill gave the com-
pany power to lease or sell the line. He
did not suppose that any other sena-
tor had followed the bill closely enough
to know this. What was the govern-
ment going to do about the alien lab-
or?

Hon. Mr. Scott said the government
had in many ways shown their desire
to protect Canadian labor. He refer-
red to the inquiry by Judge Win-
chester and held that the government
should not be criticised too strongly.
It might be possible to legislate too
stringently on this line. Hundreds of
miles of railway were being construct-
ed, and he asked was it possible to ob-
tain Canadian labor? With the influx
of immigrants would it be right to re-
fuse an intending settler employment
for the first year? If the law was not
sufficiently stringent it would be made
so either this year or next.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell asked what
was the nature of the bill of which Sir
‘William Mulock had given notice in the
commons. Apparently it would not be
very stringent,

Hon. Mr. Scott replied that the bill
was not yet sufficiently advanced for
him to indicate the contents.

Hon, Mr. deBoucherville asked that
the house order the bill to be with-
drawn as the rules regarding the print-
ing of the schedules had not been com-
plied with.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald, B. C., urged
that the United States should be treat-
ed as they treated us. Mr. Stephens’
evidence before Judge Winchester was
full of prevarication.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell urged that the
question should be left over till Sir
William Mulock’s bill. He dissented
altogether from the ruling of the
Speaker. He thanked Mr. Dandurand
for dropping his motion as it relieved
him from’ proving that it was out of
order. He intimated that Mr. Temple-
man’s notice of motion was a fake mo-
tion as the question had already been
decided by the house.

The bill was redd a third time and
passed.

The bill respecting certain patents of
the Canadian Office and School Furn-
iture Co., Ltd., was read a second
time. '

On the motion to go into committee
on the Yukon Territory Act, Hon. Mr.
Scott stated that the bill was framed
80 as to prevent a greater period of
probation of twelve months being re-
quired before voting, In committee he
moved that the term of probation
should be not less than three months
or more than twelve. The reason for
that was that many people went in in
the spring and out in the fall, but had
a real interest in the country.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell agreed to this
view, but maintained that it was a
new departure in legislation to impose
conditions on the Yukon council,

Hon. Mr. Loughead could not under-
stand why a distinction should be made
between the local and federal elec-
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tions in the Yukon and why this re-
striction should be imposed. The prin-
ciple was vicious. He thought twelve
months’ residence at least should be
required before voting,

Hon. Mr. Speaker replied that the
act was not open to Mr. Loughead’s
critieism. The bill amended the act
of 1902. That act required twelve
months’ residence in the Yukon as a
qualification, and this act did not in-
terfere with that, but provided that
the voter must have resided in the
district in which he intended to vote.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald, P. E. I,, as a
layman could not see it in the same
light as the Speaker.

Hon. Mr. Loughead agreed with the
Speaker’s interpretation of the inten-
tion of the act, but held that the lan-
guage contradicted it and was so com-
plex that it would lead to endless dif-
flculty.

Hon. Mr. Speaker bpointed out that
Mr. Loughead was again mistaken, as
this bill provided for the erection of
'districts and their representation.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell contended that
the act went further; it provided for
the qualification of voters.

The bill was reported, read a third
time and passed. R. A, P,

The 6. T. P. People Have
- No Excuse For Going
Outside of
Ganada.

St. John Men Mentioned Among Those
Who Are Fully Qualified For Po-

sitions on the New Road. ~

*e

According to the declarations r;1ade
before Judge Winchester at the To-
ronto City Hall a few days ago, in his
continued investigation into the em-
ployment ‘of United States instead of
Canadian engineeérs on the Grand
Trunk Pacific, the capacity and avail-
ability of the Canadians was fully
proved. It was pointed out by lead-
ing authorities that Canadian engi-
neers are more thorough than Ameri-
can; that plenty of men are available,
and that even in the room where the
argument was gomg on were com-
petent engineers who were anxious to
Secure situiations on ‘the Grand Trunk
Pacific. The sentiment of that session
of the enquiry was that Canadians
chould carry out all their own public
works,

For the Canadian government, H.
M. Mowat, K. C., questioned the wit-
besses, while W. H. Biggar, retained
by the Grand Trunk Pacific, content-
ed himself with very few questions in
cross-examination.

W. T. Jennings, a prominent engi-
neer, the first witness, told the court
that he, had had thirty-five years' ex-
perience, largely in railways, and that
he was a past president of the Cana-
dian Society of Civil Engineers. In
answer to a question in reference to
the qualification and availability of
Canadian engineers for the work of
the G. T. P., Mr. Jennings said: “My
own opinion in connection with the
whole matter is that there is not the
slightest necessity to go outside of
Canada for any officer of any degree,
from the highest to the lowest, for
work connected with that railway, or,
indeed, any other such work in the
country, hydraulic, electrical, or me-
chanical. If we have not men occa-
sionally fully qualified with experience
in every detail, we have those who are
able to get opinions to assist them
further. But every work can be done
and ought to be done, by Canadians,
as far as our state undertakings are
concerned.” There was applause in
court when Mr.Jennings ceased speak-
ing.

“Mr. Stevens says he endeavored to
get Canadians ?”’ observed Mr. Mowat.

“I don’t know the gentleman,” was
the reply. “But he could not have
taken the usual vehicle for obtaining
such assistance.”

“What would you say is the ordinary
vehicle ?*”

“If this was to be a work carried on
through the state department at Otta-
wa, it should come from the chief en-
gineer, Mr. Schreiber, or his assistants.
If it was to Dbe done as an ordinary
railway undertaking, it should come
from the president or manager or other
respensible officer of the company. Mr.
Stevens should have been put in touch
with the means in this country of as-
sisting him in the object he desires—to
get engineers.”

The Canadian Society of Engineers,
said Mr. Jennings, .was the third en-
gineering society in the world.

“I wunderstand,” said Mr, Mowat,
‘“that if you wanted to get experienced
engineers, you would have applied first
to the Canadian Society of Engineers?”

“Yes. I should have asked for their
list. And then, in this instance, I
should have asked the assistance of C.
Schreiber and of Sir Sandford Fleming
and some of the older men who carried
through the first C. P. R. and the sur-
veys and works connected with that
undertaking.

“What is the character and reputa-
tion, among engineers, of those first
surveys and works?”

“I have heard from American engin-
eers that there was never better work
done anywhere, from the first surveys
to the end of the work.”

Some of the men who carried out that
work Mr. Jennings believed were avail-
able.

“Out of the nine chiefs of staff ap-
pointed on the G. T. P.,” said Mr.
Mowat, “eight are from the United
States—so we have heard in this com-
mission. None of those have had pre-
vious experience in the northern part
of Canada. What is your opinion of
the relative advantages of engineers
experienced in the rough north coun-
try, and those who have not such ex-
perience?”’

“Allowing equal ability, a man con-
versant with the Northwest and its
conditions would certainly do the work
better.”

“IT'S A LIE!”

Then came a little breeze. Mr.
Mowat was reading an extract from
The Cleveland Plain Dealer on the
topic of Canada for the Canadians
from the American point of view. In
the course of the article it said, “Am-
ericans taught them all they know
about engineering.”

“It’'s a lie!” cried Mr. Marshall, one
of the Canadian engineers present in
the room.

“There is a gentleman who seems to
dissent,” observed Mr. Mowat.

A cross-examination of the witness
was undertaken by W. H. Biggar for
the G. T. P., with the object of estab-
lishing that Canadian engtneers were
not available. Asked whether it was
not a fact that the C. P. R, were not
in trouble for want of engineers at
Winnipeg, Mr. Jennings’ answer was:
“They can get them right here in this
room if they want them.” i

Here the judge put in a query: “Do
you find Canadian engineers equal in
ability to Americans ?”

“Certainly. They are trained more
thoroughly, I think,” was the reply.
“Taking them all through, my exgeri-

ence is that they are better, and the
evidence for it is that there are hun-
dreds of our men in the States today.”

“Are the United States men in any
way better gualified than Canadiansg?”
pursued the judge.

“Some of the superior engineers, by
reason of their contact /in New York
with numerous new undertakings,
would naturally know the latest things
being done. But that is not the theory
of engineering. As a class of scienti-
fic engineers, I think ours are as good
as any to be found.”

Similar statements were made by
Mr. Jennings regarding topographers,
district engineers, etc. Asked the di-
rect question, he said that he would
have considered the matter, had the
offer of chief engineer of the G. T. R.
been offered him 18 months ago. Re-
quested to mention the names of Can-
adian engineers he knew who were
qualified for the position of superin-
tendent engineer, Mr. Jennings said
he did not like to mention the names,
as there were many. He mentioned
H. D. Lumsden, McCleod, J. M. Shan-
ley, E. H. Keating,

At the close of Mr. Jennings’' exam-
ination his honor introduced a side
issue, by asking his opinion of the
desirability of having at the head of
a railway undertaking “a man sworn
to have been under the influence of
liquor.”

“I should say it was very bad,” sald
the witness.

“Such a man should not be in charge
for a moment ?”’ suggested the judge.

‘“Well, that would be my impres-
sion.” ’

William Mackenzie, president of the
Canadian Northern, was then called.
So far as general arguments went, his
evidence tallied with that of Mr. Jen-
nings. He said he had had no difficulty
in engaging engineers for the Cana-
dian Northern.

Mr., Mowat—Do you employ
neers from the United States ?

Mr. Mackenzie—I don't know that
there is a single engineer in our works
from the States.

. The judge repeated his question
about liquor, and received a reply in
somewhat similar terms.

Mr. Jennings’ examination proved
much the longest of the morning.

R. W. Lennard of Hamilton said he
had bean at one time asked by Mr.
Stevens if he was available for one of
the five district engineers, but though
he left his address with Mr. Stevens,
and understood that he was to hear
from him, he did not hear until he was
informed that the place had been filled.
Later on he was offered a division, but
at that time he had a more profitable
position. The witness mentioned as
suitable men to his own knowledge for
the position of chiefs of staff M. H. Mc-
Cleod, J. Woodman, G. A. Mountain, J.
M. McCarthy, C. B.-Smith, A. E. Du-
cette, G. H. Massey, H. Duncan and E.
H. Drury. As to Mr. Stevens’ alleged
effort to find Canadians, the witness
sagely observed *‘If he earnestly tried,
I don’t think he tried judiciously.”

The next prominent engineer ques-
tioned was J. H. Armstrong, who said
he was chief engineer in the construc-
tion of a mountain division of 200 miles
for the Canadian Pacific railway. He
had applied for the position of engineer
in charge of the works on the Grand
Trunk Pacific. Agreeing with the other
witnesses as to the ability and avalil-
ability of Canadian engineers, Mr.
Armstrong mentioned the names of H.
W..D. Armstrong, H. J. Dickie, W. Z.
Earle, C. H. Keefer, M. Neilson, S. H.
Sykes, E. S. Noble, R. A. Hazelwood,
H. Carry, J. XK. Morkill, A. B. Stephens,
C. A. Stowes and A. Brunel as quali-
fied to be chief of staff.

E. H. Keating, another ex-president
of the Canadian Society of Civil En-
gineers, gave similar evidence, and
added the names of H. P. Bell, P. S.
Archibald, J. H. Armstrong, J. 8. Arm-
strong, H. J. Cauly, W. T. Jennings, G.
Keefer, J. Kennedy, R. W. Lennard,
Lumsden, M. H. McCleod, J. Dougall,
C. P. Smith, H. K. Wickstead, and T.
White, as qualified for the chief posi-
tions.

Of the above W. Z. Earle, M. Neilson
and J. S. Armstrong are 3t. John men.
Mr. Earle is the present manager of
the St. John Street Railway Company,
having succeeded Mr. Neilson in that
position.

The last witness examined was Pro-
fessor Galbraith, principal of the Tor-
onto School of Practical Science. Prof.
Galbraith said Mr. Stevens had never
applied to him for assistance. At pre-
sent there were about 480 graduates of
the school, of whom about 280 had been
trained in civil and mining engineer-
ing. About 40 or 50 of the graduates
were already engaged in railway work.
He could if he had been asked have re-
commended experienced men as well
as recent graduates.

He at Present Holds a Feflowship af

U. N. B. Offer.

FREDERICTON, July 15.—Last ev-
ening Dr, Harrison received another
telegram from Dr. W. C. Kierstead of
Chicago, asking again to be relieved
of his promise to accept the chair of
mental and moral philosophy and poli-
tical economy at the University of
New Brunswick. It was decided to ac-
cede to his wishes and a wire was sent
to Dr. Murdock Stewart McDonald at
Cornell University, asking him to ac-
cept the vacant professorship and this
morning an answer was received from
Dr. McDonald stating that he would
accept the position. B

Murdoch Stewart McDonald, M. A,
Ph. D., was born in Cape Breton aboutg
twenty-flve or six years ago.

After a highly distinguished. career
in Dalhousie University, he received
the degree of B. A., with high hon-
ors in philosophy in 1900. The fol-
lowing year he received the M. A. de-
gree. The same year he was elected
to a $300 scholarship in philosophy in
Cornell. He received a similar scholar-
ship the next year, and the following
year was granted a $500 fellowship. He
has just been granted the Ph, D. de-
gree.

Dr. McDonald comes with excellent
testimonials from Professor J. E.
Creighton, Ph. D.,, LL. D., head pro-
fessor of philosophy in Cornell, editor
of the Philosophical Review; from
Prof. E. B. McGilvary, Ph. D., Prof.
Walter Murray of Dalhousie TUniver-
sity, and others.

His course has been a distinguished
one not only in philosophy, but also in
psychology, political economy and Ger-
man.

Prof, Walter C. Murray, a graduate
of the U. N. B, Dr. Davidson’s preda-
cessor, and at present professor of
philosophy at Dalhousie . University,
writes speaking very highly of Dr.
McDonald's distinguished course at
Dalhousie, his success as a teacher in
the public schools of Nova Scotia and
of his- high moral character and ex-
cellent ability.

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THE RESULT OF INTOLERANCE.

It is not a pleasant thing to send
back to the United States half a dozen
or more presumably capable engineers
who had been placed in charge of the
Grand Trunk Pacific survey at divi-
sional points, together with the chief
of staff, and perhaps a number of sub-

ordinates. This country has not done
the like before, and should not have
been placed in the position which com-
pels such action. The incident has
grown out of a breach of‘faith, a
violation of law and a prejudice
against the Canadian people on the
part of the Grand Trunk Pacific man-
agement.

There was every reason  why the
Grand Trunk Company should give
the preference to Canadian engineers
even if it had been building and pay-
ing for its road. The company makes
its dividends out of Canada. It owes
the government of Canada between
thirty and forty millions, principal
and interest, for money borrowed, and
now written off the books. Canada
subsidized some of its main lines and
many of its branches, gave the com-
pany part of the money to build the
first Victoria bridge, and part of the
cost of replacing it by the present
structure. A few years ago the Can-
adian government gave the company
8 great bargain, out of which it re-
ceives $140,000 a year and much traffic.
Last year the government, supported
by its parliamentary majority, agreed
to build a transcontinental railway for
ithe benefit of the Grand Trunk, which
company stood to get all the benefit
without investing any money or tak-
fng much risk. This year, after that
agreement had been signed, the gov-
ernment, at the request of the com-
pany, cancelled that contract, and
made a new one, imposing more obli-
gations on the country and relieving
the company of most of its small risk.

Under these circumstances we might
expect to find the Grand Trunk will-
ing to give Canadian engineers at least
an equal chance on its own Canadian
enterprises. Still more might we ex-
pect to find it prepared to give Cana-
dians some share of opportunity on
surveys which it was conducting as
the agent of the Canadian government
and at the cost of the Canadian peo-
ple. And especially ought it to be sup-
posed that after solemnly agreeing to
employ Canadians exclusively where
competent men could be found, and
in view of the existence of a law for-
bidding the importation of engineers
under the circumstances, the manage-
ment of this company would not delib-
erately exclude all Canadians, however
efficient, and employ only United
Btates engineers in all the best paid
and most responsible positions.

Yet this is exactly what the company
did. While Canada has some of the
best men in the world for work of this
kind, the Grand Trunk gave the charge
of the survey to a foreigner, who was
allowed and evidently authorized to
engage only United States engineers
as chiefs of the various divisions. Out
of nine officers receiving salaries of
#$4,000 to $7,600, one only can be elaim-

Not only did this discrimination, this
violation of law and comtract, occur,
but the men in authority seem to have

lied about it, and doing so, slandered

the whole of the engineering profes-
sion in Canada. It was announced that
no competent men could be found in
this country. This was all the answer
that Mr. Clarke and the opposition
members could get 'as comfng from
the company, after the matter had
been brorght up again and again in
parliament. Becouse the excuse was
npt accepted, and because the engin-
eers in this country had an associa-
tion of their own, Judge Winchester's
enquiry had to take place. The facts
brought out show that no Canadian
need apply. The intolerance which
has led to the departure of these en-
gineers was not Canadian. It was the
intolerance of that anti-Canadian or-
ganization, the Grand Trunk Railway

IS THIS A GOVERNMENT?

All Canadians who have any con-
victions on the subject of the relations
of Canada to the empire must find the
conflicting utterances of the members
of the government a source of con-
fusion and a cause of annoyance.. To
the succession of discordant notes, al-
ready sufficiently perplexing, we have
added the address of Solicitor General
Lemieux, who seems to have advised
the British people to let well enough
alone, that is not to adopt the prefer-
ential trade policy. It was only a few
days |ago that Mr. Fielding expressed
a strong hope and desire that Great
Britain should establish a trade pre-
ference as imperial policy. Two years
ago Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the other
colonial premiers adopted a resolution
i’ favor of an imperial tariff prefer-
ence, Sir Wilfrid intimating that Can-
ada was prepared to go farther in that
direction if reciprocal preference were
granted. It is true that Sir Wilfrid
had in the Queen’s jubilee year given
Britain the same advice that Mr.
Lemieux gives now. But his later re-
solution of the coronation conference
has been accepted as a cancellation of

'

the first declaration.. Now comes the
solicitor general with his contribution
of cold water to throw on the move-
ment which Mr. Fielding commended
and which Sir Wilfrid promised to sup-
port. It is all very exasperating and
very absurd. We have ceased to have
a government. Instead we have a
group of politicians, with their several
local interests, no one paying any re-
spect to the others, every department
a law to itself, ‘“each wandering in a
different way; but all the downward
road.”. The other day Mr. Scott as sec-
retary of state wrote to a commission-
er who had his authority from the
whole cabinet that he need not report.
Shortly afterwards his colleagues ¢oun-
termanded his instructions and de-
clared that it was not authorized. Fin-
ally the secretary of state, who leads
the senate, declared to that chamber
his original message was right even
though it was overruled. When things
of this kind happen regularly it is
about time that the administration
should go out of business.

GOOD STOCK.

These are great days for the ancient
Hudson Bay Company. At the an-
nual meeting held this month in Lon-
don, with Lord Strathcona, the gover-
nor in the chair, it was announced
that £100,000 of capital had been re-
turned this year, reducing the stock
to £1,000,000. On this a profit of £175,-
000 or 17% per cent. was declared, and
£93,000 was carried forward. Thus
every holder of a fifty dollar share re-
ceived last year over $13. The £10
shares of the Hudson Bay Company
are worth over £40 in the market,

TALKED THE WRONG WAY.

Rudelphe Lemieux Made Use of Un-
fortunate Expressions
in England.

MONTREAL, July 18.—The Montreal
Star's London cable says: “Surprise
is expressed at the speech delivered
by Rudolphe

stration at Dollis Hill ‘House, Satur-
day. After remarking that Canadians
were following .the fiscal discussion
very closely, Lemieux said they
should apply to the present position
between the colonies and the empire
the old axiom, “Let well eénough
alone.” He added that Canadians
were loyal, happy and satisfied, but if
they wished to tighten the bond, they
would break it. Anti-Chamberlainite
newspapers are making use of the
statement, the inference being that a
section of the Canadian cabinet is
opposed to its preferential policy, de-
spite Fielding’s declaration in the
budget speech. This is regarded as
specially unfortunate on the eve of
publication of the report of tariff com-
mission, which is expected to base
the whole Chamberlainite policy em-
phatically upon Anglo-colonial trade
relgtions.

HOW TO LIVE LONG.

Liquor and Tobacco Harmless if You
Keep Blood Cool and Avoid Indiges-
tion, Says David Miley, Aged 103.

(New York Herald.)

‘““You need not bother about alcoholic
drinks and tobacco if you keep your
blood cool and avoid indigestion,” said
David Miley, who says he is 103 years
old, when seen at his home, No. 1,820
Bathgate avenue, Bronx, last night.

“I never rode -on an elevated train or
trolley car, because I consider it bad
for my stomach. My father lived to be
one hundred and twenty-five years old,
and I am out to beat his record.”

David Miley lives with his son-in-law
at the above address and is a well
known character in that section of the
Bronx. When he wandered away from
hi§ home and did not return at night
his disappearance was reported to the
police. Search conducted by four gen-
erations of his descendants, aided by
the police, resulted in his being return-
ed to his home. '

Miley has lived in this country for
nearly seventy years. He attributes
his long life to the fact that he selects
all his own food. He is not a “medicine
man” and frowns on all drugs except
those he has prepared himself. He does
not like to tell what plants and herbs
he uses. After rising in the morning he
works awhile in his son’s garden, and
then goes to the bakery and selects his
own stale bread, which is the only kind
he uses. With a pot of weak tea or
soup this constitutes his meal. After
smoking his pipe for some time he takes
a walk for a mile or more, though he
has been known to walk from his home
near 175th street, as far as Twenty-
sixth street.

“I am not fond of lager beer,” said the
old man, “becaus€ that has too many
chemicals in it. When I do drink it I
put a lump of sugar in it. I have
never had a doctor and I have never
had any picture taken. I have never
used soap in my life, nor have I ever
called upon a barber. I attribute my
long life to the fact that I eat' stale
bread and other fool, which prevents
indigestion by keeping the stomach
cool.”

Mr. Miley retains good control of all
his faculties, and speaks very intelli-
gently of occurrences too far back for
most of the present generafion to re-
member. When he was picked up by
the police he had temporarily forgotten
where he lived, but in a few minutes
his mind was clear and he was able to
'tell his own story.

Mr. Miley is healthy enough to give
promise of being the oldest citizen of
New York.

BAGGAGE BLOCKADE.

NEW YORK, July 18.—As a result of
the strike of drivers of the New York
Transfer Co. the baggage rooms of the
Pennsylvania, Erie, Jersey Central,
Baltimore and Ohio, Lehigh Valley,
and Ontario and Western railroads
are crowded with trunks.

Prominent Toronto Clergyman, in
Portland Street Church.

A large congregation assembled in
the Portland Methodist Church last
Sunday.

OLD TIME BUNCO GAME.

The personationt of the dead or
absent is a fraud that is often practis-
ed, and the returning officer at a polling
booth is not the only person who is
duped by this means. Mothers and
fathers and unsuspecting relatives are
often imposed upon by a personating !
impostor whose object is the extortion
of money. Probably no instance of
personation was more flagrant than
that which the present aeccount con-
cerns, though the fact that K.occurred
many years ago may, much lessen ite

interest, Nevertheless on account of
its extreme flagrancy it is worthy of
mention, particularly so since the per-
sons who were so villainously tricked
were residents of thig city.

The following facts and dates are
taken from letters left temporarily in
the possession of the Star with, how-
ever, the request that names be sup-
pressed.

In the year 1869 there lived on one
of the principal streets of St. John a
family of a mother, two sons and one
daughter, who may be designated by
the name of Donah, which is not dis-
similar to the correct name, for the
purpose of avoiding confusion. The
younger son, William, a lad of nineteen
years, by nature of a roving disposi-
tion, left home early in that year,
making his way to Boston. For some
months his whereabouts were known
to his relatives in the city, but finally
he drifted out of their sight and the
most diligent inquiries failed to locate
kim. None with whom he had become
acquainted while in Boston knew
whither he had gone or could furnish
information which might assist in
tracing him. His brother in this city
went on to Boston, but soon returned
with little to encourage the anxious
mother and sister. The young man
had so mysteriously disappeared that
the worst could only be surmised—
death, by means fair or foul, must
have claimed him.

When the villain saw how easily he!
had worked his game he wrote often
and always in the same tone of pite-
ous appeal.

It was not until Mrs. Donah had sent
a large sum of money to the imposter
that her eyes were opened to the de-
ception that was being practised upon
her. A letter came to her from Dry
Tortugas, Florida. It was from her;
real son. It did not take her long to:
realize that the letter was from one!
who , was near and dear to her. In
tone it was manly; it asked for noth-
ing but simply made inquiries concern-
ing friends at home, and asked forgive-
ness for the long delay in writing. It
told how the writer had joined the
American army and was at that time
stationed with is regiment at Fort
Jefferson, Dry Tortugas. The malarial

climate of the low eountry did not
agree with him and si¢kfiess soon claim-

ed him its victim. The letter conclud-.

ed with the information that he was
confined to the hospital in a very low:
condition,

Letters were exchanged between
mother and son until the latter’s death
which occurred in June, 1870. He did
not ask his mother for a cent, but in-
stead left her by will a considerabla
sum which he had saved up.

On the Lookout For Persons Who Are
Killing Fish With Dynamite,

e

EASTPORT, July 18.—The Canadian.
cruiser Curlew, Commodore John H.
Pratt commanding, was in the harbor
during the latter part of the week after
a cruise about the Bay of Fundy and
Passamaquoddy bay in the interests of
the dominion fisheries, for which the
Curlew is in commission. Commodore
Pratt is keeping a sharp watch out in
this section for the alleged law break-
ers, who have been reported as using
dynamite to catch a larger supply of
pollock and other kinds of fish that can
be sold at a profit. It is stated that
several fishermien have been known to
use the explosive in Passamaquoddy
bay, and that four of the offenders are
being looked up by the commander of
the Curlew, and if captured they will
be given a heavy fine, as there is a law
across the border as well as on the
American side of the boundary for

using dynamite or any other kind of

explosive for killing off the fish. It is
claimed that more than one-half of the
fish that are either killed or stunned
by the shock are not gathered up by
the fishermen, as many of them sink,
and the loss is sald to be a serious one
to the line fishermen. The explosive
also drives out many schools of fish
that might be caught on the hook and
the valuable herring are also scared
by the use of dynamite. There would
probably be no great objection raised
if any of the fishermen dropped over
a stick of dynamite into a schaol of
dogfish, but it is argued that even this
is unlawful and destructive to other
kinds of salt water fish, ro that the
fisherman who uses any kind of explo-
sive is in a fair way to be convicted
and forced to pay a hig fine as a re-
sult.
IN SOUTH AFRICA.

OTTAWA, July -17.—Lady Minto has
furnished an interesting statement of
the work of the Canadian South Afri-
can Memorial Association. ‘It says that
the total number of Canadians who fell
during the war was 246. Of this num-
ber eleven were buried at s8ea or
drowned and the bodies not recovered
and five were buried in England.

In 12 cases memorials were provid-
ed by relatives or comrades, leaving
218 memorials to be furnished by the
association. By the end of March
memorials for ,the graves of 193 in
‘South Africa had been sent out and
are now being erected. Twenty-five

- Auditor General McDougall cannot
be downed by the government. He is
now after the minister of justice with
a red-hot pen. He furnishes tonight’s
Journal with the following severe let-
ter: Y

Editor Journal: Mr,* Fitzpatrick, the
‘minister of justice hag made frequent
reference in parliament lately to var-
ious weaknesses in my published pap-
ers on the Davig case. Will your read-
era recollect:"

1. That all the papers forwarded to
ime by the departments, whether or-
ders in council or correspondence, are
included in these papers and copled ex-
actly as I received them.

2. The letters from me were sent to
the treasury board composed of six
members of the government and that
therefore I had a right to expect that
they would be immediately answered,
that I wrote a letter published at page
34 of my report in which this sentence
occurs: ‘“Should the reply from the
railways show that I have been mis-
taken to the injury of the department,
please let me see it go that I may with-
draw the unfavorable strictures.”” In
other words that I literally begged for
anything which could be said to take
away part of the unpleasant appear-
ance of the contract.

That in the many interviews I had
with Mr. Fitzpatrick in connection with
the Davis matter he never indicated to
Jne in my recollection that the letters,
to the government, from me, were at
all improper, except in the one regard
of the nearness of the elections when
the transactions were concluded under
the separate governments. He knew
that I considered the contract of 1900
to have nothing for the people of Can-
ada and therefore: it was an unadul-
terated give-away to Mr. Davis,  and
that therefore the more he hears the
more he gives away. That I complain-
ed loudly of receiving no assistance
from the chief engineer, and stated
that I had either to do the best I could
with insufficient knowledge or leave the
\whole business undefended so far as
Canadians were concerned. Will Mr.
Fitzpatrick explain why, when he had
in his possession these letters, which
as he maintains, are so improper, he
made a settlement of the great part of
the matter with me on the basis of its
having been a pure give away, and put
off making strictures until the subject
came up for discussion in the houfe?
Will Mr. Fitzpatrick bring the papers
before the public accounts committee
immediately where I can have an op-
portunity of being heard, and where
this difference can be disposed of an
other questions which may be involv-
ed in theé'Davis contract may be ex-
plained by me in the presence of Mr.
Fitzpatrick and the members of the
committee?

‘When the house met this morning
Sir Wilfrid Laurier made the import-
ant statement that no new railway
subsidies would be granted this ses-
sion, and that all the legislation pro-
posed was now on the order paper,
save the bill for the purchase of the
Canada Eastern railway.

The house of commons was busy
most of the day in passing canal esti-
mates. Hon. Mr. Emmerson frankly
admitted he did not know much about
this branch of his department, and
that he relied for his figures and state-
ments on the deputy minister and the
heads of his staff. He promised, how-
ever, to post himself during the parlia-
mentary recess.

OTTAWA, July 17.—Sir Wm. Mulock
has dispatched King, deputy minister
of labor, to Sydney, Cape Breton, by
request, to endeavor to settle the big
coal strike there. Mulock is minister
of ‘labor as well as postage stamp
manufacturer.

The end of the session is not as near
as was believed some days ago. There
is much government business yet to be
introduced, including the = mysterious
Canada Eastern Railway purchase bill,
also a big lot of estimates.

Mulock has-two bills on the slate,
one to amend the civil service act and
the other to amend the alien labor act.
Prefontaine also has a couple, one to
amend the seamen’s act and another
respecting the mnaval militia, while
Emmerson has a bill respecting cer-
tain railway subsidies.

In addition to all these there are five
resolutions which will necessitate
bills. Fielding has a resolution pro-
viding for a bounty on crude petro-
leum, and Paterson will amend the
customs law in conformity with tariff
changes, Sir Richard Cartwright will
alter the statute relating to steel boun-
ties, Sifton will amend the dominion
lands act, and Brodeur has an im-
partant amendment to the inland rev-
enue act.

Quite a number of members. have al-
ready left for home, being compelled
to do so by pressure of private affairs,
but according to high officials in the
house, it will be the second week of
August ere the governor general will
prorogue parliament.

ANOTHER GOSS
LUBEC, Me., July 18.~ Nathaniel
Goss, an unmarried man, 24 years of
age, is dying at his lodgings here as
the result of an assault alleged to have
been made upon him tonight by Pearle
Ricker, a young woman employed as
a housekeeper. A razor was the
weapon used by the woman, and Goss
has a wound six inches long in his
throat.

Goss, who is a carpenter, is a native
of Newfoundland and until recently
lived at Lynn, Mass. About 10.30
o’clock tonight the Ricker woman
called upon him at his boarding house.
There were no witnesses to the as-
sault, but persoas passing on the
street heard Goss’ cries and ran to his
aswistance. ’

Miss Ricker was taken to the police
station, when she raved so wildly and
talked so incoherently as to give rige
to the belief that she was incane. Pur-
ther than to say she loved him, Miss
Ricker declined 10 say why ske wound-
ed Goss.

MURDER AND

Then Shot the Victim’s Brothers,
Burned the House, and Put a Bul-

let in His Own Head.

WOODSTOCK, July 18.—A murder
even more shocking than the Gee
‘tragedy has once again thrilled Carle-
ton Co. One man dead, another ba ly
wounded, the murderer in a dying coh-
dition and the smoking ruins of a once
substantial farm house are thé results
©of a morning’s dreadful work.

Various reports, more or less con-
flicting, are being circulated as to why
the deed was done and the circum-
stances leading up to it.

A family by the name of Doherty,
consisting of the father, known as
“Straw Hat"” Doherty, his family and
a married daughter, Mrs. J. Boyd, lived
in a small frame farm house in Rutter
Glen, a lonely and isolated spot, situ-
ated between Johnville and Glassville,
in the parish of Kent, Carleton county.

Mrs. Boyd’s husband had been con-
victed some years ago of assaulting a
young girl and of setting fire to the
‘Woodstock jail, and had been sentenced
by Judge Vanwart to the Dorches-
ter penitentiary, where he is now serv-
ing out his term. Mrs. Boyd in the
meantime had been living with another
man named Thomas Commack, who
lived a few miles from the Doherty
place towards Johnville.

Commack did not bear a very good
reputation. The Dohertys, father and
son, had made several efforts to per-
] leave Commack
and return home. This she had done
several times, but had always gone
back to Commack. During these visits
home she received considerable atten-
tion from a young man in the neigh-
borhood. Jealousy at once took pos-
session of Commack, and the encour-
agement shown by the Dohertys to the
young man so enraged him that about
a year ago, when the trouble was
acute, he was heard to swear that he
would shoot the whole Doherty family.

Mrs. Boyd had again listened to her
brother’s advice and returned home
last week. Sunday she was at her
father’s place and is said to have re-
ceived a visit from her young admirer.
Straw Hat Doherty's two sons were
living at home at the time and all re-
tired to bed at their usual hour.

At this point there is a diversity of
opinion. Commack, it appears, went
to the Doherty house about midnight
Sunday and while the family were still
sleeping, he opened fire with his rifle,
killing William Doherty and wound-
ing the elder Doherty in the chin and
his brother in the arm. He
then set fire to the house. Several
children were in bed, but these were
rescued by their older brother. The
heuse was entirely destroyed, and with
it the body of Wm. Doherty. All that
now remains of the homestead is a mass
of black and smouldering embers,
somewhere in which are embedded the
ashes of Wm. Doherty.

‘When “Straw Hat Doherty and his
son eluded Commack and fled to the
nearest neighbor’s, word was carried
to the nearest telephone at Glassville,
whence a message was sent to Bath,
notifying Députy Sheriff Foster of the
murder.

It was still very early in the morn-
ing when the deputy set out for the
scene of the murder, but for some time
he could not find Commack. It was
then decided to search his house. The
desperate character of the murderer
made help necessary and <Constable
Wolverton went over to give assist-
ance. The two cautiously approached
Commack’s house, but no movement
was made from within.

The search was continued ‘through-
out the day, neighbors and even per-
sons from a distance engaging in the
hunt. All who had firearms carried
them, for it was supposed that Com-
mack would make a fight for liberty.
The two brothers of the murdered
man were not too badly hurt to take
part in the search. Finding the chase
growing hot, Commack, who carried a
revolver and who had made up his
mind not to be taken alive, held the
weapon to his head and fired. He fell
to the ground, and when the deputy
sheriff reached him was incapable of
resistance. At a late hour tonight it
was not known whether his injuries
would prove fatal.

Coroner Cummings of Bath, as soon
as the news arrived, hastened to the
scene of the tragedy. MHe will prob-
ably hold an inquest today or tomor-
row.

The woman, properly Mrs. Boyd, Is
known in the place as Mrs. Commack,
and is said to have been married to
Commack some years ago, after her
husband received his twenty or twen-
tv-five year sentence. She had not been
divorced, but seemed to have the im-
pression that her husband’s conviction
set her free from the marriage tie.
Boyd is said to have ill-used her, while
Commack regarded her with genuine
affection.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

BATH, N, B., July 18,—Thomas Com-
mack, about 60 years old, shot dead
Willlam Doherty in Glassville. The
trouble occurred on Sunday night
about 12 o'clock. After Commuck had
sheot Doherty he set fire to the house.
Doherty is a young man. Commack
is married to Doherty’s sister., but has
not been living with her lately, Com-
mack’s home is in a small place called
Chapmanville. It .is8 some seven or
eight miles from Glasgville. Walter
Commack, a son of the murdeper, Is
algo under arrest, linuplicate@ in the
deed. It seems that the irouble is an
old one. and arose out of Commack’s
objecting to Doherty paying attention
to his (Commack's) daughter.

The house where the shooting took
place was burned to the ground, the
inmates narrewly escaping with thelr
lives. Two children wor: in the house
at the time of the fire -nd sghooting
and were rescucd bv tuw. Lrothers of

THE FLORIDA DROWNING.

The bodies of the late Captain' Peck,
his wife and eldest daughter were
brought from Key West, Florida, by
train and arrived in New York Friday
evening.

There was considerable difficulty ex-
perienced in getting the bodies from
Key West. The undertaker at that
piace had embalmed the three bodies
and ‘telegraphed that the expense
would be $750.

In the
meantime he also telegraphed asking
whether h= should use $209, 3409, $400
or $800 caskets. ‘The price seemed ex-
orbitant and Dr. Peck, son of the
ceased, consulted an undertuker in
New York city. The latter adviced
taking the cheapest casket in order
that the bodies might arrive as soon
as possible,

Still the undertaker hung
cash. The president of the company
owning and operating the steamer
Mae, of which Captain Peck had
been master, gave orders to embalm
the bodies and to spare no expen.se.
The undertaker was given permission
to hold the Mae until the amount was
paid, but this was to no purpose. The
cash had to be forthcoming or the
bodies would not be forwarded to
New York.

Mr. Weed, son-in-law of Capt. Peck,
and a noted lawyer in New York,wisfx-
ed to contest the matter, but Captain
Peck’s two surviving daughters urged
him to pay the $1,350 demanded and
have the bodies brought on. This was
done, though very probably the last
has not been heard of the case, as Mr.
Weed considers the action of the Key
West undertaker to be an outrage.

brought down, will not be affected.
The custom officials at St. John have,
fowever, applied it in cases which
uave occurred very lately.  The most
<erious one was in reference to a quan-
Tity of axes which had been ordered
#ince the 8th of June, the date when
the budget was brought down. As an

:xample of how the tariff worked in
this case, let it be supposed that there
were six dozen axes, costing here $4.50
rer dogzen, or $27 for the lot. 'The do-
mestic price was $33, the duty on that
being $8.25. The difference between
the two prices was $6, which is more
than fifteen per cent; therefore $4.13,
half of the regular duty, was added
4o the $8.25, making the total duty on
the consignment of axes $12.38. = The
nxes therefore cost $39.38. This exces-
sive duty makes the trade impuzsible.
In the same way scythes and such like
have been affected, and now the Can-
adian axe manufacturers are better
protected.

Another case in which the act was
applied was that of a shipment of soap
from the TUnited States, and this
ceused considerable interest to the
local officials. The company sent their
agent on to look after it, and in dis-
cussing the increased duty with the

ustoms people, intimated that their
irm might continue to sell their goods
n Canada, allowing the purchaser to
pay the extra duty, but paying it back
to him in a neat little present at the
end of the year. While this could be
to a certain extent, it is alto-
gether too dangerous to be practicable,
as the agent, who must necessarily
know about it, would at any time be
fn a position to inform on his em-
ployer.

A quantity of earthenware consign-
€l to a local plumber was also seri-
ously affected by the extra duty. This
line of goods is probably affected more
than any other.

As before reported the dumping

ause was applied to a number of sew-

r machines with the result that out

f the four dollars’ reduction, the pur-

haser got only seventy cents, while
he rest went to the government.

At the present time there is no duty
tn timber imported from the United
States, although there is an agitation
on foot to that effect. Of course if it
i{s manufactured in any way a duty
umounting to twenty or twenty-five
ber cent .is imposed. For instance,
@ough sawn, or rough hewn timber is
wdmitted free, but if it is planed or
grooved it is dutiable. It is thought
that a duty will be put on Oregon pine
€n the near future.

Only certain lines of dry goods are
nffected by the new clause and extra
duty amounting to a considerable sum
kvill be put on fabrics, wearing apparel,
etc, while flannels, blankets and such
like will come in under the old regu-
lations.

As regards pig iron, wire nails etc., no
application of the surtax has yet been
made in St. John, but it is not thought
the slaughter price on such material
ran continue, For instance, at the
present time United States manufac-
fturers are selling wire nails of the
£mallest size for $1.90 per keg. The
Yegular duty is 60 cents a hundred
rounds. Now if they sell these nails
to Canadian dealers at $1.70 per keg,
‘Which is a cut of 20 cents on the domes-
tic prise, the difference is added to the
duty, making it 80 cents instead of 60
cents, Of course as already stated,
#vhenever the reduction is more than-
Yifteen per cent. of the value, the ex-
tra duty does not exceed fifteen per
xent. In the case of material which
formerly was sold here by the United
States concerns for $1.00 per hundred
Pounds, but which costs $1.40 per hun-
dred in the home market, the change
In the tarig practically shuts that ‘out,
For the extra quty makes it impossible
for the goods to be sold at a profit.

KILLED A WOMAN FOR $3,00.

Italians in Providence Had a Fight
Over a Small Bill.

PROVIDENCE, R, I, July 17.— An-

tonio Nardezzo, 19 years of age, shot
and killed Mrs. Filomena C. Piedoladi,
38 years old, this afternoon in East
Providence, and Michele Piedoladi,
husband, of the dead woman, just miss-
ed putting two charges ,of birdshot
into Raffaele Depalma, who was en-
tering the Nardezzo house while Pie-
doladi was seeking vengeance for the
loss of his wife. Nardezzo was cap-
tured by the police in the attic of his
father’s house shortly after the affair
and is now in the police station. The
murder was the result of a quarrel be-
tween Nardezzo and Michele Piedoladi
over $3 which Nardezze claimed Pie-
doladi owed him. They were quarrel-
ing about it in the street near the
house of both, and Piedoladi, becoming
enraged, threatened to get his gun and
shoot Nardezzo.

When the latter tried to escape, it
is claimed, Mrs. Piedoladi held him
and he fired two shots at her, both of
which took effect just below the heart.
She moved a few steps and dropped
dead. Piedoladi appeared on the
scene soon after with his gun, and
running to Nardezzo’s house, aimed it
at Raffaele Depalma, who was near.
The latter escaped through a screen
door, which wais riddled with shot,
Fiedoladi having fired both barrels of
his gun.

The crime was committed in a local-
ity where there have been numerous
disturbances recently in which the
police have had to take part.

Seven shots are fired from the 200,
500 and 600 yard ranges, and an hour
is allowed at each range. The com-
petitors must fire in uniform.

In 1902 Australia made the record
score, broken again by the same team
last year. The other teams competing
in order of merit were Southern Rhod-
esia, Canada, Mother Country, Guern-
sey, Natal, New Zealand, India and
‘West Indies.

Last year the cup was won by Aus-
tralia, who broke her own record by
one point, making a score of 771 points.
Canada did some very good shooting
and scored 753.

SACKVILLE, N. B, July 16.— The
57th session of the New Bruns-
wick Eastern Baptist Association
opened in Backville Main street church
last evening with an interesting
meeting of the B. Y. P. U. .Saturday
morning an early prayer meeting was
held at 7 o’clock, led by Rev. R. Barry
Smith of Monecton. At 9.40 devotional
services were led by the moderator, Dr.
Brown of Hopewell Cape, after which
Rev. N. A. McNeil of Petitecodiac was
elected moderator for this year, Fol-
lowing the enrolling of delegates was
election of officers, viz.: F.W. Emmer-
son, clerk; Dr. Brown, assistant clerk;
Chas. Lund, Sackville, treasurer, The
following geuntlemen were invited to
seats in-the association: Rev, Dr.Trot-
ter, principal of Acadia College; Prof.

Rev. H. T, DeWolfe, prineipal of
Ladies’ Seminary, Acadia; Rev. H. Y.
Corey, missionary on furlough; Rev-
N. D. Smith, Maine; Rev. Geo. Steel,
Sackville, N. B.; Rev, A, Moore, To-
ronto.

The reading of letters from the dif-
ferent churches occupied some time.
Reports from forty-two out of fifty-
two churches were read, the largest
showing there has been for many years.
The morning session closed with a
very scholarly address by Dr,  Brown
on “The Desirability of Securing and
Preserving thé  History of Our
Churches."”

In the afternoon at 2 o'cl~"k the
reading of more church reports took
place, after which there was an inter-
esting speech from Rev. A. Moore of
Toronto, the representative of the
Lord’s Day Alliance, who spoke on
behalf of this body. The report of
home missions was then given in
which it was stated that the demands
for home mission labor had never been
greater, but sufficient men to fill the
fields had not been forthcoming. Both
evangelist and superintendent have
been in constant demand to fill vacant
pulpits and give services to places that
have done without the ministry for
months. The severe winter caused
serious hindrance and the whole staff
of -missionaries gave a common re-
port of many Sabbaths lost by rea-
son of many blockaded roads. The
fields are districts of Campbellton
which is one of the most promising
missions. The Central Church has
extended its membership northward
to New Richmond and westward along
the Restigouche for several miles.
Newecastle, Whitneyville and Little-
ton, the former place has recently
built a new church; St. Mary’s and
Buctouche, Shediac, ‘Port Elgin and
Cape Tormentine, Cookville, Coverdale,
Fairfileld and Hammond, which cover
a wide territory; Rothesay, Musquash,
Beaver Harbor, St. Andrews, Baillie,
New Jerusalem and Greenwich Hill;
Otnabog, Nashwaak and New Mary-
land, Doaktown and Underhill, Cardi-
gan and Burt's Corner; Temperance
Vvale and Millville, Cambridge, Aber-
deen, Forest Glen, Victoria Co.,, To-
bique Valley, Grand Falls and St.
Francis,

Evangelistic work has been done
by Revs. A. H. Hayward, I. Wallace
and Brother Marple. The additions
for the year in this department are
gratifying. The superintendent has
done much travelling, nearly all of
the home mission interests have been
visited, some more than once.

There are in New Brunswick in all,
under the Eastern, Western and
Southern as$ociations, 24 fields, includ-
ing 52 churches, with 110 preaching-
stations, which should be regularly
helped by the home mission board. The
financial ‘statem3nt. for past year
showed receipts of $3,165.96; disburse-
ments, $2,771.55.

Dr. Brown presented an appeal
and strongly urged ‘members of the
Baptist Church to give aid toward the
noble cause of foreign missions and
also recommended the wunion of the
maritime societies with those of On-
tario and Quebez. The report closed
with the work done in India.

ILLEGAL SALMON FISHING .

ommanmmssa LT
Indiscriminate Killing of Fish on the
St. Croix.

CALAIS, July 16.—Some fifteen sal-
mon have been caught by line at the
pool at the TUnion milly during the
present month. The fish are well pro-
tected through the vigilance of sea
and shore fish warden Townsend. Very
little if any drifting is <arried on in
the river below the Union dam, as the
watch kept by Mr. Townsend is so

close that poachers are afraid to ven-
ture putting nets into the water, as
there is an almost certainty of their
being detected and punished for vio-
lating the law. On the other hand
the illegal catching of salmon at and
near the St. Croix cotton m#l is flag-
rant and almost daily and nightly
salmon are caught in numbers at the
roliway. During the past week thé
waste ways of St. Croix cotton mill
dam were opened, and owing to the
low water the water which runs
through the logway which was opened
up to allow -the 1logs to'be siuiced
from above the dam to the stream be-
low was lowered to such an extent
that the rollway was entirely free from
water. Parties standing on the Eng-
lish side of the river report that they
saw one man dipping, from the roll
and in four dips of the net he secured
three large salmon, and in the morn-
ing early the same person secured five
salmon in a similar manner. Almost
every night or early morn and even
during the day fish are caught from
the pool at St. Croix cotton mill with
gaffs, Drifting for salmon is also
carried on to a very great extent on
the river below the ocotton mill and
large numbers of fish are caught in
this manner. From a relable party
who will give his name if requested,
it is learned that his boats are kept
In the river just below the mill, and
nightly used for the illegal catching of
salmon. - Your correspondent was in-
formed by one who knows that a cer-
tain man residing at the Union makes
it a practice to go disguised by wear-
ing a set of false whiskers and delib-
erately fish for salmon, using a net
and gaff. This man is known, but
it seems that no one considers it his
duty to make complaint against him.
Complaints have been made by the
fish warden on the New Brunswick
side of the river to the proper auth-
orities here, but the: poaching goes on
Just the same. The warden in Mill-
town, N. B., feels that his efforts to
protect the fish are useless when there
is no apparent effort on the part of
the people here to prevent the indis-
criminate and illegal killing of the
fish at the rollway at the St. Croix
cotton mill. It would seem a waste
of money to protect the salmon in
tidewater, less than a half mile away,
only to have them slaughtered in the
inland waters just above. It is time
that vigorous measures should be
taken to stop this poaching, otherwise
the splendid fishing in our river will
be a thing of the past. The above
statement of facts-can be easily cor-
roborated by the gvidence of good re-
liable witnesses and the authorities
can easily procure the necessary evi-
dence to punish the guilty parties.—
Bangor News,

GRAND STAND FELL

and Two Hundred People Missed Part

CLEVELAND, 0., July 17.— Two
hundred people were huried to the
ground today by the collapse of a
stand at Brighton park, a suburb of
this city.

A ball game between amateur clubs
was in progress and the stand was
crowded when, without warning, the
entire crowd was thrown to the ground
in a heap. Other spectators and the
ball players immediately set to work
extricating the people from the wreck-
age, while calls were sent out for am-
bulanees. When all were finally extri-
cated it was found that ten persons
had sustained broken arms or legs,
while & number of others were other-
wise bruised and cuit.

It is claigied the collapse was caus-
ed by the remeval of some under pin-
ning, which had been carried off by
people for firewood.

Former St. thn Man Now
Pastor of Winnipeg
Church

Has Given Up Work on Accoupt of i
Health and Not Because of Mis-
conduct as Alleged.

The Winnipeg Telegram of July 1ith
contains the following:

Rev. W. C. Vincent is no longer pas-
tor of the Logan avenue Baptist
church. He has been given leave of
absence for a year, and this in sub-
stance is a dismissal. For the last
two Sundays the pulpit of the church
has been occupied by others, and Sat-
urday Mr. Vincent, in the company of
a friend, left for a sanitarium in the
maritime provinces, where he will re-
main in all probability for the year.

He is a nervous and almost a men-
tal wreck, and it is thought a year will
be necessary to restore him to health.

His present position and condition is
due to a scandal which has been agi-
tating the congregation for months.
During this time he has been paying
marked attention to a young lady who
was a member of the choir and a teach-
er in the Sunday school. All winter,
and ever since, there were few meet-
ings held in the church which Mr. Vin-
cent and the lady in question did not
attend and from which the pastor did
not see the member of his flock home.

The climax came in the affair of the
church at a meeting held last Friday
night, when it was resolved to relieve
Mr. Vincent of his duties for a time
at least. The climax came in the choir
yesterday morning. As is customary,
the choir assembled in the room in the
rear of the pulpit.” When the lady
came in some of the other ladies quiet-
ly withdrew and took seats in the body
of the church.

The lady @id not attend Sunday
school in the afternoon and the mem-
bers of her class were all absent also.

The congregaticn is in a state of un-
rest at przszent, and is likely to remain
so until the excitement has somewhat
subsided.

The. same paper under date of July
12th says:

The Executive Board of the Baptist
Convention of Manitoba and the
Northwest desires to give a positive
.denial to the published artiele which
reflected on the character of the Rev.

It endorses fully the forego-
ing ‘statement of the case as present-
ed by the officers of the church, His
leaving the city was arranged for by
the board after it becemse aware of
his serious physical and mental con-
dition. It was the beard which ask-
ed the church, to grant the pastor
leave of absence and the church un-
animously acceded to this request. Mr.
Vincent retains in as high a degree
as ever the confidence and esteem of
the board.

To the Winnipeg Telegram:

We, the undersigned, deacons and of-
ficers of Logan avenue Baptist
church, beg to positively deny the
statement published in the Morning
Telegram of July 11 to the effect that
the Rev. W. C. Vincent is no longer
pastor of this church. The statement
is altogether at wvariance with the
facts.

Pastor Vincent has, through over-
work and worry, become seriously ill.
His condition of mind and body is
such that it is a grave question wheth-
er he will be able to resume his pas-
toral duties again, and in the mean-
time he has been granted an extended
leave of abszsence by unanimous vote
of the church. He has not gone to the
maritime provinces, as stated in The
Telegram, but has left for a St. Paul
sanitarium.

Since the tragic death of his son,
Mr. Vincent has bean the victim of
nervous trouble, which has been: ag-
gravated during the last few months
and culminated in collapse during the
recent Baptist convention at Portage
la Prairie. This is the full explana-
tion of his leaving the city.

With regard to the relations of Pas-
tor Vincent with one of the lady mem-
bers of his church, we beg to state
there is no ground whatever for the in-
ference which may be drawn from the
report in The Telegram. The officials
of the church do not attach any im-
portance therein, and consider that the
connection of the two parties’ names,
other than as pastor and church mem-
ber, is both slanderous and untruth-
ful.
